On the  supposition , it says, th a t various 
g a m s  of d isease probably collect in 
the receiver and tra n sm itte r  o f th e .in ­
stru m en t. a t  any ra te  in pub lic  te le­
phone stations, som e m edical a larm ists, 
have throw n o u t suggestions th a t a n t i­
septics, both in the  dry s ta te  and in 
so lu tion , should be applied  fo r the  
safe ty  of the  te lephone user. T h e  re- 
c e a t'd ic tu m  goes one step  fu rth e r, in ­
asm uch as it is now an estab lished  fac t 
th a t  tubercle  baccili, th e  casual m icro­
organism s o f consum ption , have been 
fo u n d —alive and in  robust condition  — 
in the  in s trum en t. I t is q p ite  na tu ra l, 
in  view o f such a  find, thai^a feeling  of 
alarm  m igh t seize hold o f the more 
nervous.—C urren t L ite ra tu re .

Carm ack D ies In stan tly .
S enato r Carm ack fell to the ground, 

dying instan tly . Robin Cooper was 
shot in the righ t shoulder but was not 
badly hu rt. **

It is understood tb a t- th e  trouble is 
one of the resu lts  of the  recen t Demo-', 
c ra tic  gubernatorial prim ary in which 
Carm ack w as defeated. Carm ack, 
since he had been editor ofsT he Ten­
nesseean , had  been quite caustic  in 
critic ising  w hat he called the’ Demo­
cra tic  m achine, and had several edi­
to rials  about Col. Cooper.

W ithin the  p as t few days, it is said. 
Col. Cooper notified Carnracfc? tha t 
these ed ito ria l cricicism s inu»t ( cease. 
Monday m orning ano ther ed itorial ref­
erence to Col. Cooper appeared in The 
Tennesseean , and th is is supposed to 
have been the  im m ediate . cause of 
the  trouble.

put his arm  around Robin Cooper and- 
both walked a  few feet down Sev-;

The 
airsh ip  w ent up over a  tree, and P a  
was scared  and he grabbed a  lim b and 
le t go of the  bamboo, and th e re  he 
was in  the  top of *  thornapp le tree. 
T he balloon w ent over all r igh t, and 
the inven to r stee red  i t  aw ay to  w here 
It s ta rted  from, and, the  wom an and I 
w atched P a. The tho rns  w ere about 
two inches long and m ore than  a  hun­

W a r Declared on Huge A rm y of Hoboes
In th e  m unicipal lodging houses their 
refusa l to comply w ith the  ru les ol 
th e  departm en t lead to ou tbreaks that 
com pel the  ca lling  of the  police. They 
a re  declared  responsible for frequent 
hold-ups and assau lts  about th e  parks 
T hey have dem anded th a t the arm orief 
and th e  recrea tion  p iers be opened tc 
them  as lodgings, and they  are  abusive 
when the  dem and is  refused.

Now the  city  and charity  organiza 
tiou officials w ill w ork w ith the 
police officials, and i t i s  declared that' 
th e  en tire  city  will be cleared  of itp; 
Jram p  arm y in a  sh o rt tim e. Tbe 

•wbboes will be arrested , taken  before 
th e  m ag is tra tes  and se n t to  Black­
w ell’s  island. T here tem porary  bar 
racks  w ill be erec ted  to house the 
m en and they will be com pelled tc 
b reak  stone. Men who apply for aid 
and would dodge the  "rock-cracking 
s tu n t will be investigated  and offered 
Wt>rfc if they  desire  iL 

Thef m unicipal lodging houses are 
oyerflowing, several la rge lofts have 
been ren ted  oi* leased by the depart 
m en t of ch a ritie s  on the  E ast side 
and these, used as  dorm itories, are 
overflowing. T he p ier a t th e  foot of 
E ast Tw enty-sixth s tre e t is being p re ­
pared  for the  overflow. At the  p re s ­
en t tfine th e re  a re  m ore than  10,000 
hoboes in the  city  who will not ac­
cep t w ork bu t dem and food and lodg 
ing.

NEW YORK.—Open w ar h as  been 
declared upon the  huge arm y of 

hoboes th a t in fest th is  city  and prey 
upon the  people. The nom ads have 
rushed in to  th e  m etropolis from  all 
d irections in a  steadily  grow ing to r­
ren t, until th e  com m issioner of cha r­
ities  finds his departm en t unable to  
cope w ith the  situa tion  and has been 
com pelled to call for the  co-opdratien 
of the  police.

T here a re  some unem ployed in New 
York who a re  anxious to  find work. 
B ut they  are  in a  hopeless m inority. 
F or th e  p as t tw o w eeks n o t a  single 
one of the  hoboes th a t applied to  the  
city  lodging horfses for food and shel­
te r  w ere w illing to  accept th e  work 
offered them  by Supt. Yorke and his 
aides. They did n o t ca re  to work out­
side of New York, they  said, and they 
would no t do farm  work. T hey would 
not w ork in the  woodyard m aintained 
by th e  poor com m ission, and they 
evinced a  m arked disinclination to 
w ork a t  any th ing  o r anyw here.

The hoboes a re  little  sh o rt of riotous.

w a n te d ; p a id  by  th e  h o u r ;  F r id a y , 9 a, 
m . to  12 m . ' X . Y. Z.

T he persons engaged will s it in a 
s to re  window, e x h ib it . th e  m outh 
w ithout Dr. F orcep 's  te e th ’,' and, w hirl­
ing around, show a double se t a t  $6.98 
and inc identally  th e  difference they 
m ake in  the  countenance. T he pay 
of the  dem o n stra to r depends on the  
na tu re  of her or his /\y<^rk, although 
m ost of them  are  women. Good looks 
Is essen tia l to^corset explo iters, w hile 
th e  w oman who show s how a  piano 
may be tu rned  in to  a folding bed 
doesn’t  m atte^  so much.

As a ru le  a  dem onstrato r is paid

five dollars a 'd a y , while some excep­
tionally p re tty  o r sty lish  w oman whe 
show s th ings used or worn by hei 
sex gets  more.

W ith the  schools of salesw om an 
ship teaching^ young w omen how tc 
approach a.^prospective buyer w ith s 
fascinating  smile, th e  dem onstrator 
ac tually  Shows curious shoppers how 
th e  wares^ slje is hired to  show ofl 
look or work o r act.

W here-^orm erly  m anufactu re rs had 
to  depend on signs and labels, the 
Jbusihess com petition is so keen now 
th a t shoppers have to be shown the 
in e rits  of som e new thing.
,V.pn upper Broadway, in an autom o­
bile supply house, a well-gowned wom­
an “dem onstra tes” how a  pa ten t veil 
can be put on or off in a  second. 
In a  big departm en t Btore a  m iddle 
aged w oman w ith half h e r  face free 
from w rinkles may be seen dem on­
s tra tin g  a  bleach. B iscuit m akers, 
pancake flours, soups, new  shoes, 
health  corsets, and pa ten t beds are 
being shown daily by -this arm y oi 
the  new profession, and m any women 
trav e l all over the  country “demon 
b tra tin g ” w ith a  rou te laid out like a 
thea trica l s tar. A w eek in St. lx>uis, 
a w eek in Chicago, a w eek in St. Paul, 
and so. on. T he ir expenses are  paid, 
of course, and th e ir  sa la ries besides.
- T he new em ploym ent has proved a 

g rea t boon to m any women, and the 
first feeling of nervousness over the 
publicity p a r t of it soon w ears off.

EXCELLENT WEATHER 
AHD MAGNIFICENT CROPS

Russian W om an Plans Adam less Eden

LONG ISLAND is to -have an “Adam­
less Eden.” Mme. Davidoff, a  n a ­

tive of Russia, but now a  residen t of 
New York city, is estab lish ing  an ex­
perim en tal farm  a t  B ellecrest, near 
N orthport, L. I., which will be oper­
ated by women. Men will be barred  
from the greenhouses, w here fru its  
and lo w e rs  a re  to be grow n every 
m onth in th e  year by th e  aid of elec­
tric ity . W hile sim ilar experim ents 
have been m ade by th is  and  other- 
governm ents, Mme. Davidoff believes 
her experim ents will prove m ore suc­
cessful than  those carried  o^ by the 
bureau  of p lant industry  of the  d epa rt­
m ent of agriculture. ,

Mme. Davidoff says the experim ent 
will be based on the  theory th a t the 
grow th of vegetable m atter, whiph 
ceases a t  sundown, will contin.tyd 
through the n igh t if proper artificial

light is supplied to s tim u la te '‘the  de­
veloping pow ers of plants. F ru its  and 
flowers th a t a re  grow n in th is  section 
only in the sp ring  and sum m er months, 
she believes can be cultivated  during 
the  en tire  year.

“Tftis is not intended as a money­
m aking en terp rise ,” said Mme. David­
off in  an interview . "W hile of course, 
wc expect the  experim ents to  prove 
successful and the farm  to be self- 
supporting, yet my object is to m ake it 
a  philanthropic en terp rise  with the 
view of helping m em bers of my own 
sex, as well as to prove the scientific 
value of the plan w ith which I have 
been  experim enting  for several years.

"T here is no connection betw een my 
ven tu re and the u tterances  of S ir Ol­
iver Lodge, the English savan t, rela­
tive to the influence of electricity  on 

“plant life. The tw o system s differ 
chiefly from the fact th a t all of my 
experim ents a re  made under glass and 
under ce rta in  conditions a  s ta tic  m a­
chine is used in addition  to dynam os."

A ctive work on th e  farm  a t Belle- 
c re s t will begin, she says, w ithin one 
m onth, upon the com pletion of the nec­
essary  buildings and the  insta lla tion  of 
the  electrical appara tus.

Yerkes Home M ay Be Sold at Auction

TH E Y erkes mansion, a t  F ifth  ave­
nue and S ixty-eighth stree t, 

which, w ith i ts  pain tings and a r t tre a s ­
ures, would, i t  w as generally  believed, 
evenutally  pass in to  the  control of 
th e  M etropolitan Museum a t Art, may 
be  .sold a t  foreclosure. T he M utual 
Life Insurance Company has brought 
foreclosure proceedings aga in st Mrs. 
Mary A. Y erkes, widow of the  tra c ­
tion  prom oter, basing  the ac tion  on a 
total indebtedness of $242,292, of 
which $225,000 represen ted  a inurt- 
gage on the property and the re s t  un­
paid Interest It is said  Mrs. Y erkes 
has pat In no appearance by counsel or 
otherwise, and the boose will be sold

Mr. Y erkes left a will in which he 
provided th a t upon his wife ceasing 
to live in  or use the home and a r t  gal­
lery, or upon her death , a  corporation 
was to be formed to take over the 
property as the  Y erkes gallery, and 
th a t it was then to  go to the city. This 
corporation w as.to  be made up of five 
m em bers appointed by th e  tru s te e s  of 
the M etropolitan Museum of Art, and 
was to  inclqde the mayor. . There was 
also a  provision in the  will ‘setting  
aside $750,000, the  in te re s t of which 
w^s to  go tow ard m ainta in ing  and 
caring  for the  gallery.

A t the  tim e of Mr. Y erkes’ dea th  U 
w as found he had  m ortgaged p a r t of 
the  fcrt gallery  to the  M utual Life fo> 
$225,000. The gallery is  L  shaped, and 
runs  on an  inside lot back of the 
Y erkes house, th e  fro n t o f the  gallery 
facing in F ifth  avenue on a lot 25 feet 
wide and running back 100 feet This 
wss the lot mortgaged and Homed s 
part of the gift to the city.

R E P O R T S  FR O M  W E S T E R N  CAN*
A D A  A R E  V E R Y  E N C O U R A G IN G .

A correspondent writes the Winni­
peg (Man.) Free Press: “The Pinch- 
er Creek district, (Southern Al­
berta), the original home of fall 
wheat, where it has been grown with­
out failure, dry seasons and wet, for 
about 25 years, is excelling itself this 
year. The yield and quality are both 
phenomenal, as has been the weather 
for its harvesting. Forty bushels is a 
common yteld, and many fields go up 
to 50, 60 and over, and most of it No. 
1 Northern. Even last year, which was 
less favorable, ?.similar yields were in 
some cases obtained, but owing to ths 
season the quality was not so good. It 
Is probably safe to say that the aver­
age yield from the Old Man's River to 
the boundary will be 47 or 48 bushels 
per acre, and mostly No. 1 Northern. 
One man has just made a net profit 
from his crop of $19.55 per acre, or 
little less than thp selling price of 
land. Land here is too cheap at pres­
ent, when a crop or two will pay for 
it, and a failure almost unknown. Nor 
i r  the district dependent on wheat, all 
other crops do well, also stock and 
dairying, and there is a large market 
at the doors in the m ining towns up 
the Crows N est Pass, and in British Co­
lum bia, for the abundant hay of the 
district, and -poultry, pork, and gar­
den  truck . Coal is n ea r and cheap. 
Jim  H ill has an eye on its advan­
tages, and  has invested  here, and is 
bringing the  G reat N orthern  R ailroad 
soon, when o ther lines will follow.”

o ther parts  of W estern  Canada show 
splendid yields and will m ake the 
farm ers of th a t country (and m any of 
them  are  A m ericans) rich. The C ana­
dian G overnm ent A gent for th is  dis­
tr ic t advises us th a t he will be pleased 
to give inform ation to  all who desire  
it  abou t the  new  land regulations by 
which a  se tt le r  may now secure 160 
acres in  addition to  his 160 hom e­
stead  acres, a t  $3.00 an acre, and also 
how to reach  these lands into which 
railw ays a re  being extended. I t m ight 
be In te resting  to  read  w hat is said of 
th a t country b y  th e  E ditor of the  
M arshall (MttfS.) N ew s-M essenger, 
who made a  tr ip  th rough portions of it 
in July, 1908. "P assing  th rough more

Very few  orchards receive any care 
from  the farm er) e ith e r in tilling  the 
soil or sp ray ing  Che trees and  we a re  
now reap ing  the  fesu lt of th is neglect 
in the loss o f the  crop. In  Che city of 
L ansing , the  capi|tol of ou r s ta te , apples 
im ported  from  Idaho  are re ta iling  at 
forty  cen ts  per dozen or four cen ts for 
a  single apple. W hat do you th ink  or 
th a t in one of thle best f ru it s ta les  of 
th is  coun try  ?

T housands o f apple o rchards in* th is 
s ta te  are le ft absolutely to them selves 
never cu ltiva ted , never sprayed, aim iu 
a  large per cen t o f  the  o rchards the 
trees are n o t even trim m ed from  one 
year to ano ther. N o finer flavored 
f ru it  can be produced anyw here than 
in  M ichigan, and yet unless there be a 
change we shall be im porting  our f ru it 
from  even less favored s ta tes . O w ners 
of o rchards should  sw aken to the  fact 
th a t if properly  cared fo r the. orchard 
will be th e  best money producer on the 
fa rm .—F ow lervijle Review.

N ew  Coin Is U nique.

T h e  m in ts a t  B hiadelphia, San F ran ­
cisco and D enver have begun coin ing  
a new  85 gold piece, s tru ck  on a  differ 
e n t plan from  any hereto fo re coined in  
the world.

Lt follows an  idea expressed to  Presi 
den t R oosevelt by Dr. W illiam  S tu rg is  
Bigelow  o f  Boston, th a t to  perm it, the 
coins being piled to a  un ifo rm  hight, a 
high o r s trong  re lief m ig h t be obta ined  
by depressing  the design below the 
field o r face o f the  coin, instead  of 
raising  i t  above, as  usual in all coinage 
operations. Thiis would provide a  flat 
field and  a un ifo rm  th ickness, the .fiat 
su rface  ta k in g  the  w ear and p ro tec ting  
the  relief, the sh^pe o f the  depression 
follow ing the  o u tline  o f the relief.

T h e  sam e design w ill be used on the
82.50 pieces, and  all will bear the  “In  
God W e T ru s t” m otto . W hile never
applied  to  coins, th e  coun ters ink ing  
relief is oue o f  the  oldest fo rm s of 
scu lp tu re  in stone.—Chicago In te r  
O cean.
