Washington, December 10.—Thai 
the outbreak of the foot and mouth 
disease now prevalent in several states 
was due to the importation into this 
country of either biological products 
or such material as straw, merchandise 
or in the clothes or effects of immi* 
grants, is the opinion of Secretary 
Wilson./ %

He gave this as the most plausible 
explanation, in an appeal loday to the 
house for an emergency appropriation 
of 8500,000, needed bv the department 
of agriculture to fight the disease.

“It now seems clear that the present 
outbreak hmi its origin near Detroit,” 
says the secretary, “and that the in­
fection in the other states came 
through That source. After all known 
infected herds have been slaughtered 
anu buried and the premises disinfected 
it will be necessay to make a careful 
and a thorough inspection from farm 
to farm in the infected region to de­
tect any contagion that may possibly 
remain, in order to prevent the spread 
to other states. With the combined 
efforts of the state and federal authori­
ties there is every reason to believe 
that the disease will be eradicated 
within a reasonable time.

“As the foot and mouth disease is 
strictly a contagious disease and has 
not been known to exist in the United 
States since 1903 until the present out­
break” continued the secretary, “it is 
believed that the infection w*&.intro­
duced into this country in some man 
ner from abroad, though just how the 
department is not able to determine. 
In view of our strict qnarantine on 
imported animals, it does not seem 
possible that it could bave been brough 
in with live animals.”

Washington, Dec. 15—President F. 
O. Ryan or Parke, Davis & Co., Detroit 
had an hour’s conference to-day with 
Sec. Wilson and Dr. A. D. Melvin, chief 
of tbe bureau of animal indnsdrv. Mr. 
Ryan was what might be “peremptorily 
uncommunicative” when the audience 
with Mr. Wilson was over.

Tbe representative of tbe drug firm 
it is understood, was firm in bis state 
ment that his company had d o  knowl­
edge of the existence of the hoof and 
mouth disease in the cattle on their 
premises, and that the officials did not 
seek to hide the facts in the case.

An effort will be made by the De­
troit people to have restored to them 
the privil ge of importation of such 
material as is needed^ in their work. 
There is only a partial prohibition at 
present, but the embargo probably will 
not be raised until it is certain there 
is^no danger that anything is to come 
from a possibly infected district..:

The officials of the company will 
work with the government tosecure in 
Michigan safeguarding legislation 
which will preveut ^ny recurrence of 
the circumstances which led up to the 
spread of the hoof and mouth trouble 
in the present instance.

I t  is apparent that Sec. Wilson and 
other officials still hold that there was 
carelessness at the beginning of the 
trouble—a carelessness that must not 
be repeated.

famous artists. It 1b easy tn- see some of the 
reasons which have made.lt a  favorite subject.
- First, there is the religious interest which 
centers in the entrance of the Divine Saviour 
Into the world. Such, an evept, for all who be­
lieve In the Christian religion, must have a 
profound significance- I t la the sunrise of 
faith, the beginning of a  now spiritual world, 
the laying of the cornerstone of the kingdom 
of heaven on earth. SvegLlL the artist himself 
were not sure of' (Ha not hlUfeelher be­
lieve it, he would 'know th a t other people be­
lieved it; and' by the  imagination he could see 
what a supreme importance, was given by* the 
faith of Christendom to  the brief and simple 
story of the birth a t Bethlehem. x

Second, there hi the human interest which 
clings to the ever beautiful, relation of mother- 

_hoed and childhood. The tenderest. and most 
unselfish love is that with which a true moth­
er looks upon her little child ̂  the most perfect 
Innocence and trustful joy nrfc revealed in the 
deep- eyes of the baby wh<# smiles into the face 
of his mother bending over him. The paint­
ings of the Child Jesus and the Vlrgfu Mary 
have drawn into thearolrea the best thoughts - 
of men concerning fha gracious secret of ma­
ternity and the unstained bUss of Infancy.

Fantastic. Legend*. '
Third, there is the poetic, and pictorial inter­

est which grows out of the. incidents of the 
story, the strange contrast between the heaven­
ly significance of- the birth of Christ and Its 
outward circumstances, 'the', blending of light 
and shade. Joy and sorrow, hope and fear, an­
gelic songs and earthly persecutions. All these 
varied elements, centering about, a single figure, 
afford a field of illumination and illustration 
such as art loves.

My first advice, then, to those who wish 
thoroughly to appreciate: and enjoy these pic­
tures would be to read and re-read the gospel 
of St. Matthew from the  eighteenth verse of 
the first chapter to the end of^he, second chap­
ter. and the first two chapters of St. Luke’s 
gospel. Then it would be  wise to  read some 
of the later legends which were woven in the 
apocryphal books, and i s  tbd mediaeval poems 
and narratives about the birth and childhood 
of Christ Many of these legends are carious 
and fantastic, evidently allegorical and symboli­
cal. They have none of the .simple directness 
and quiet restraint of the Biblical history. 
They are, in effect dear illustrations of that 
native trait of the human mind—familiar to 
every one who has tried to* tefl a. true story 
to a child—the cravjng. foe picturesque detail. 
"How did it happen? Wtfire did It happen? 
Who was there? How did.they look? What 
did they do afterward*?" Thebe are the ques­
tions that children ask when they hear a  story; 
and these are the question to which men have 

* given fanciful answers In th e  apocryphal and 
mediaeval legends, each u t M  proteveageiimn 
of SL James, the gospel  of? BL TV —as, the 
gospel of the pseudo-Matthew. The history of 
toe wattvtty hf Mary, th e gsM— I—n  led^aoe-

bus de Voraglne, the poems 
of Koiirad of Fussesbrunn,
Walther a£ Rheinau, Abbess 
Kroswitha, and the tradi­
tions given by Justin Mar­
tyr, St. Jerome, St. Bernard 
and many other writers.

Much of this legendary 
and symbolist material wjis 
taken up <jufte naively by 
the painters and embodied In their pictures. 
Suppose you have a picture of the Annuncia­
tion which repre8eht8 Mary as passing through 
a garden when the angel came to her; that is 
In accordance with the Protevangellum, which 
says that Mary was chosen by lot from among 
the virgins of Naxareth to pptn the royal 
purple of the Temple veil; one day, as 
she was retorting from the fountain With her 
pitcher of water, the angel met her and said: 
“Hail, thou who art full of grace!" and when 
she went back to her spinning he came again 
to her to complete his message. If the picture 
represents Mary in the house, working at the 
veil, the artist has chosen to show us the sec­
ond appearance o f the Angel. The emblem*; 
which the artists put into their pictures are 
significant. The pot of lilies at Mary’s side, 
the lily-branch In the angel’s hand symbolize 
purity. The olive-bough horn® by the dove 
means peace.

Or here is a picture of the nativity which 
shows the Child and his mother and Joseph in 
a cave. This is according to the account of 
Justin Martyr (and quite in harmony’ with 
the customs of Palestine), that the stable of 
the inn where Christ was born was a grotto 
in the rocks. Here perhaps you see the ox 
and the ass bowing their heads before the 
child. This is told by the gospel of the pseudo 
Matthew in fulfillment of the prophecy of 
Isaiah: “The ox knoweth his owner and the 
ass his master's crib." Here, again, is a daz­
zling supernatural light radiating from the 
cpild, so that shepherds who have just entered 
must shade' their eyes. This detail is given 
in many legends.

How the Story Develops.
The five chief points around which the paint­

ings of the birth and childhood of Christ nat­
urally group themselves are (1) The Annun­
ciation; (2) The Nativity; (3) The Adoration 
of the Magi; (4) The Flight Into Egypt; (5) 
The Home at Nazareth.

1. The Annunciation comes from the first 
chapter of St. Luke, and with it are associated 
two minor incidents, the visit of Mary" to her 
cousin Elisabeth, and the birth of John the 
Baptist, the forerunner of Christ. The painters 
have delighted to show us the virginal beauty 
and meekness of Mary; the joy with which the 
angel brought his message, and the awe and 
wonder with which she received the new con­
ception of her son as the Son of the Highest, 
the Saviour of his people. No picture of the 
Annunciation Is good in which this wonder and 
this joy are not expressed. If in  addition the 
painter has chosen to pqt in many details to

make us feel the Innocence and lovely grace of 
Mary's life; if he has shown us the quiet work 
with which she is busy; the sweet order of her 
room which Images the tranquillity of her soul; 
this also is well. But the great thing is that 
he should perceive and show, as simply as pos­
sible, the charm of that perfect figure of maiden­
hood, no rude peasant girl, but one with royal 
blood in her veins and heavenly thoughts in 
her heart. »

The Nativity.
2. The pictures of the Nativity have a great­

er variety of Incidents and of modes of presen­
tation.'' The simplest are those which show 
M§ry and Joseph in the stable with the child; 
then; come those‘in Which the angels appear, 
or the shepherds came to pay their adoration; 
another conception represents the mother 
alone with her babe adoring him or nursing 
him. Pictures of the presentation In the tem­
ple, and perhaps some of the Madonna and 
Child belong to the general theme of the Na­
tivity because their central idea is the advent 
of Chri6t as a little babe. &

-iHere the '• painters have found a wide 
fifjld for imagination, and have used large 
liberty in expressing the feelings with which 
different persons drew near to the holy child. 
Mary is almost always shown as wondrously 
happy; sometimes, as in Murillo’s “Adoration 
of the Shepherds,” lifting the cloth that cov­
ers the child and displaying him with gentle 
pride.

3. With the Adoration of the Magi, a new ele­
ment comes into the scene. These wise men 
from the east, whether they were kings or 
not, were the representatives of the outside 
world.

There are pictures which show the Magi on 
their journey led by a star, sometimes 
shining in the form of a babe In the sky; and 
others which show them at the court of 
Herod asking their way; and others which 
show them being warned by an angel in a 
dream not to go back to Jerusalem; and oth­
ers which show them returning by sea to their 
own country. But the great majority of paint­
ers have chosen the moment a t which the 
gifts of gold and frankincense and myrrh were 
presented to the child. Here there is room for 
splendid color and dramatic contrast.

4. The Flight into Egypt is the contrasting 
companion-piece to the Adoration of the Magi. 
The one b iin n  the great world Into the dwell­
ing of the Cmld Jesus; the other carries -the 
Child Jesus out into the great world.

Story of the Flight.
The pictnras of this subject EaH Into two

main divisions: those which represent its ac­
tual Journey and those which show the Holy 
Family resting, either by the way, or in the 
land of Egypt. The paintings which deal with 
the latter theme—commonly known as the Re­
pose—include some of the most beautiful works 
of art, especially during the last threo centu­
ries. Many details have been introduced from 
the legends of the flight, in which the apocry­
phal “History of J£e Nativity of Mary" is par­
ticularly rich. This is one or them: “The Holy 
Family rested by the road beneath a date palm 
and Mary desired to eat of the fruit; but it 
hung high above her head. Joseph, being 
weary, was not able to climb the tree. But the 
Child Jesus "knew his mother’s wish, and at his 
command the tree bent down its branches. 
Then he thrust his fingers into the sand, and 
a spring of water gushed forth. The next morn­
ing Jesus thanked the obedient tree, and prom­
ised that one of its branches should be carried 
by the angels and planted In Paradise."

The  Trium ph of the Innocents.
The landscape is half shadowed by night 

but the moonbeams weave a filmy radiance 
over plain and the distant hills where the 
watch fires are growing red. In front marches 
Joseph, with his basket of tools on his back, 
a sturdy son -of toil. The mother, a noble 
woman of Palestine, carries the child in her 
arms, happy and fearless. But who are these 
little children that run and float beside the 
travelers? They are the spirits of the mur­
dered innocents of Bethlehem, set free to fol­
low the infant Saviour, and knowing that 
through him they have entered by the gate of 
death into eternal joy. Three tiny ghosts in 
the rear have not yet felt his presence nor 
caught sight of him, and-the pain and terrp? 
of mortality are heavy upon them. But the 
others are radiant and rejoicing as ransomed 
6onls; and at their feet rolls the river of life, 
breaking into shimmering bubbles in which 
the glories of heaven are reflected. Joseph 
does not Bee the spirits. I doubt whether even 
Mary sees them clearly. But Jesus recognizes 
his former playmates with joy. He leans from 
his mother’s arms to greet them, holding out a 
handful of wheat, the symbol of the bread of 
Heaven.

It is all mystical, visionary, unreal? Or Is 
it a true picture to the eye of what faith be- 
holds in the religion of Jesus? Surely If this 
gpepel has any meaning It 1b the bringing of 
light and blessing to the suffering little ones 
o f earth; a deeper compassion and a tenderer 
care fat-, them, and the promise* of a heaven 
ftf& o f happy children.

I t is an  inoffenelve-looklng artic le , 
about tw o inches In d iam eter and  five 
inches long. Inside of the  ex terio r 
tube a re  seven sm aller tnies, each 
filled w ith a  different chem ical. W hen 
the  door of the safe is blown, o r the  
«afe is ja rred  heavily, the  g renade ex­
plodes, and  the  a ir  is  filled w ith the  
deadly fumes. I t Is claim ed th a t these  
fumes, which, so fa r  as effect is  con­
cerned. a re  not unlike the  gases from 
the deadly Chinese “s tin k  pots,” are  
powerful enough to  m ake breath ing  
im possible and to  force all persons 
n ea r the  safe to  re tre a t o r be alm ost 
Instantly  suffocated.

The grenades a re  m ade w ith  a  la s t­
ing effect of from six to  ten hours, de­
pending upon tfte size, and a re  placed 
ju s t back of the locking m echanfsm  of 
the  safe doors.—-Popular M echanics.

Hadley Po in ts Out Danger.
P residen t H adley of Yale w rites: 

“In the  year 1789 th e  whole F rench 
people was «r a  s ta te  of political ex­
citem ent. They seized eagerly  upon 
everyth ing  sensational. A young jou r­
nalist nam ed Cam ille Desmoulins 
shared  th is  feeling and took advan­
tage of it. H e w rote -a series of a r ­
ticles called ’Lam p P ost T a lk ^ to  the 
People of P aris ,’ in which no urged 
th a t anybody who was not a  friend of 
the  people ought to  be taken  to the 
nearest lam p post and hanged. He 
was &n o t h im self a  b loodth irsty  man.

A fter & tim e 
he saw  th a t they w ere executing  a 
g rea t m any innocent m en and women, 
and began to tell men so. Then they 
said th a t he w as not a  friend of the 
people any longer, and hanged him.

I t shows the  dangers th a t 
come to  a  people w hich reads new spa­
pers for the  sake  of excitem ent, in ­
stead of for the sake  of inform ation.

If  a thoroughly dry and clean sew ­
ing needle is, very  carefully  laid on 
the surface of the  w ater in  a  basin 
the needle will float in spite of the 
high density  of stee l—seven or eight 
tim es th a t of w ater.

On close r inspection it is found th a t 
the  surface of the  w ater is depressed 
under the  needle, vfery much as if 
th e re  w ere a  th in  film stre tched  over 
the w ater, and slightly indenTbd by the  
w eight o f the  needle. This property 
of liquids, of offering a ce rta in  ass is t­
ance to  a force exerted upon tp e ir  su r­
face, is te rm ed “surface extension.” 
The m agnitude of the  force of surface 
tension varies from  one liquid to an­
other. I t is g rea tes t in the  case of 
m ercury. T he cause of the  phenom e­
non m ust probably be looked for in 
the  a ttrac tio n  of| th e  liquid molecules 
to one another. A sew ing needle, thus 
floating upon w ater, may be used as a 
com pass, if It h as  previously been 
magnetized. I t  will then point north 
and south, and will m ain tain  th is  po­
sition if th e  containing vessel is 
moved about; if  the  needle is dis­
placed by force it will re tu rn  to its 
position along the  m agnetic m eridian 
as  soon as  the  res tra in t is removed.

C U R R E N C Y  O F F U R S  AN D S K IN S .

P rim it ive  Mode o f Exchange T h a t P re ­
va iled  in E a r ly  Days.

In t(he enrly days of the  United 
S ta tes  fu rs and skins w ere very gen­
erally  tran sfe rred  from hand to hand 
as  money. Thus, in the  northern  
s ta tes , a pound of beaver was regard ­
ed as the  un it of vdlue. and in the 
south th e  sam e w eight of deerskin 
perform ed a  sim ilar function. In the 
far w est fu rs retained  a currency val­
ue until quite a  recen t date. But. a f t­
e r  all. as  a bale of skins was ra th e r a 
bulky roll of money to ca rry  about, it 
was custom ary to cut off small s trips 
as tokens of ow nership and pass them 
from • hand* to hand, w hile the  skins 
w ere deposited in recognized places of 
security . Proof of rightfu l ow nership 
was dem onstrated  when the s trip  was 
fitted to the part from which it had 
been detacHfed. T rickery  in su b stitu t­
ing an o th e r skin was not so easy as 
m ight be im agined, because it seldom 
happened th a t two skins would prove 
so exactly  sim ilar in shade and length 
of fur w here the str ip  was cut off as 
to deceive even the  eye of a novice.

Chess and Checks.
Chess was originally the  gam e of 

kings, the gam e of ehahs. The word 
shah" becam e in old French “e s ^ a c , '•

while the old French "eschecs’̂ w a s  
fu rth e r corrupted into “chess." The 
more original form  chec has likewise 
been preserved, though we little  think 
of it when we draw a cheque, or 
when we suffer a check, or when we 
speak of the  chancellor of the ex­
chequer. The g rea t object of the chess 
player is to nro ‘̂ c t  the  king, and 
when the king is in danger the op­
ponent is obliged to  say “check," i. e., 
shah, the king. A fter th is the various 
m eanings qf check, cheque., oj- ex­
chequer bechrne easily  intelligible. Ex­
chequer, or scaccarium . the nam e of 
'•he chess board, was afterw ard  used 
for the checkered cloth on which ac ­
counts were calculated by m eans of 
counters.
