It
arrived presently, with
beil ringing clamorous
ly and engine puffing
up great clouds of
smoke and sparks. The
moment the train came to a full stop,
a man on the platform made a rush
for the nearest railway carriage. He
opened the door and entered, but sud-
denly drew back with a look of fear on
his face and a cry of horror on his
lips.

The guard looked and what he- saw
robbed his tongue of-its glibness. The.
setting sun sent a golden streak into
the coach and the glaring light re-
vealed there on the hlu©'CU&hions a
pool of red blood. The guard*and the
hesitating passenger entered together
and made a careful examination of
the carriage. The man’s first sight had
not deceived him. There could be no
possible doubt about it The cushions
of the carriage were soaked with hu-
man blood. Inside the coach was a hat,
a walking stick, and a small black
leather hag.

The railway carriage was run on to

its destination and a dispatch instant:
ly flashed to Col. James Fraser, the
head of the London police force. In
the meantime the most persistent
cross-questioning failed to throw any
light whatever upon the mystery of
the blood-soaked cushions. The guard
remembered in a hazy sort of way-'
that two men had entered the carriage
Just before the train left Fenchurch
street In London. Hts impression was
that they were together but he had
no certain recollection of that. As to
their appearance, he was. totally at
He only knew that he had a
crowded train that day”aiyj in the
hurry and bustle of his wptfk paid but
fecant attention to individuals.
, There was one clue, however, and
that was of a character that could not
be overlooked, evexi In the density dis-
played by the railway officials. It Was
the.impression of a blood-stained hand
on the door of the railway carriage.
The .first act of Cel. Fraser was to
order the guilty carriage out
of service. He directed that
special pains be taken to preserve the
impression of the blood-stained hand
so that it could be referred to when-
ever the occasion demanded.

That a&me night word came to po-
lice headquarters that the body of a
well-dressed man had been discovered
at a Spot ‘'where the North London
railway passes Victoria park. The man
was unconscious but still alive. He
was taken to a nearby hospital and all
that medical science could do was
done to restore him to consciousness,
but In vadil. He died within 24 hours
without saying a word. It was evident
from the start that he had been mur-
dered. Unfortonat®y, his head and
face had been beaten so cruelly that
he was unrecognisable. Just at a time
when, thg..:solution of his identity
seined farthest away, the hospital au-
thorities came upon a card in his vest
pocket. It read ‘Thomas Briggs, Rob-
arts ft Co., Lombard street, London.”

An officer was at once dispatched to
the >olfice of Robarts & Company, in
Lombard street The head of that firm
said that Mr. Briggs was their chief
clerk, land one of their* most valued
employes, and that they were at a
total loss to account for his unex-
plained absence from hiapost. He had
been with their bankthg house for
__arly half a century, ghd during all
of that-time had promptly reported
tor work as the clock was striking
nine.

time to take the regular train at Fen-
church street for his home at Hack-
ney. That was the last time he was
ever seen alive.

It did not take many hours to
prove that the unoffending clerk of
Robarts & Company and the unknown
Individual whose body had been found
near Victoria park were one and thel
same person, and that the old gentle-;
man had been brutally murdered for
bis money. The eye-glasses and the
gold watch and chain were both miss-
ing. The blood-soaked cushions, the
general disorder of the railway car-
riage, and. the ‘Imprint of the bloody
hand on the door df the vehicle
proved that a terrible struggle .had
taken place before the foul deed Iwas
accomplished. It must have been done
very quickly because the distance
from Fenchlirch street, from whence
the train started, and Hackney was
only a matter of three® miles—In fact,
the deed must have been committed
immediately after the train left the
city, for the body had been thrown
into the bushes of Victoria park, and
the murderer had evidently jumped
from the train before it reached Hack-
ney station.

But the days went by and there was
no result. The newspapers were filled
with the details of the crime and there
was great public indignation. The old-
est citizens of the metropolis wrote
scathing letters to the London Times
in which they inquired dramatically
whether it was possible for a man to
go on a railway journey- In the heart
of the British /Empire without in-
curring the risk of being murdered.
The police chafed under this criticism/
but still they did not appear to make
any progress. Col. Fraser sat in his
office day by day and tried to solve
the problem. He finally resolved that
it would be necessary to trace the
gold watch and chain that had been
stolen from Mr. Briggs before It would
be possible to get a clue to the man
who had committed the murder. Every'
pawn-shop in or around the metropolis
was visited but none of them pos-
sessed any jewelry that corresponded
to that which had been stolen from
the bank clerk In the railway carriage.
Col. Fraser was not satisfied with
these reports, and determined to per-
sonally prosecute his inquiries and
researches in another direction. He
selected the jewelers of London and
began his work In the locality known
as Cheapside.

To his delight he came upon a sig-
nificant clue within 24 hours. Mr.
Graves,*a jeweler In' Cheapside, pos-
sessed a gold chain which was identi-
cal with the one that had been owned
by Mr. Briggs. The Jjeweler said that
he had accepted the phaln in ex-
change for another one which he had
given to a foreign looking person who.
had called at his establishment To
add to the importance of this discov-
ery, it was learned that the exchange
of the jewelry had been made on the
day following the murder!of Thomas
Briggs. \

IThe news of this first link in the
chain of evidence was widely pub-
lished via the London newspapers. On
4he day following, while fcol. Fraser
was seated at his desk in the police
-headquarters, the door opened and a
stranger entered the room. He was a
short, stout, red-faced man, wearing a
blue coat with brass buttons. The
mrih canned a whip and from his
dress and maniner was evidently a
cabman. He saluted In an awkward
manner.

“Is this Go!. Fraser?”

“It Is,” was the terse response.

“And may. you be the chief of po-
lice?”

The police
immediately secured the photograph
and Col. Fraser hastened to Cheap-
side and presented it to Graves; the
jeweler.

the town was occupied by fugitives
from Samos and Miletus, and it soon
«after passed to An&xilas, the tyrant of
Rhegium, who introduced there Mes-
penians from the Peloponnesus,, by
;whom the name of the city was
changed to'Messana.

After thd death of Anaxllas Messana
became a republic and maintained that
status until its destruction by the Car-
thaginians during their wars with
Dionysius of Syracuse at the begin-
ning of the fourth century B. C. It
was rebuilt by Dionysius, but soon fell
fgniw into the hands of the Carthagin-
laas, who were finally expelled by TIm-

Left in the hands of the Spaniards,
the city was deprived of its political
liberties and soon lost its commercial
importance. The plague of 1743 and
the earthquake of 1783 carried off a
considerable part of its population. In
1860 the place: W& occupied by Gari-

baldi and in 1861 it became a part of'

united ltaly.
Catania Third City in Sicily.
Catania Is the capital of the prov-
ince of Catania, and the third largest

city in Sicily, being outranked in
population by Palermo and Messina. It
has 145,000 inhabitants. In front of

the cathedral is a fountain with an an-
cient statue of an elephant, made of
lava, hearing an Egyptian granite obe-
lisk.

The chief attraction is Mount Etna,
which may be seen to good advantage
from the tower of San Nicola and from
the Villa Bellini.

The Benedictine monastery of San
Nicola, formerly one of the most beau-
tiful in Europe, was destroyed by an
earthquake in 1693 and rebuilt by 1735.
The Institution was suppressed in
1866.

Reggio, across the strait of Messina
from the city of Messina, is the cap-
ital of Calabria.

reled, sleek limbed, satin coated thor-
oughbred. For years the struggle to
unlock,the closed doors of nut knowl-
edge has been .under way and success
.has made; a timid approach, but pecan
propagation Is to-day almost as
dubious in undertaking for *a, novice
as the geometrical, method of pilingup
millions by starting with one pair of
rabbits and expecting to supply every
fiovejlhctery in the land with the pelts
of t&jiir progeny in from three to five
yearn. For the comparative few who
understand the perpetuation of choice
types by scientific budding and graft-
ing of a tree titat seemingly possesses
more vagaries than does a disordered
eutnd, there is wealth to be made, for
the demand is far In excess of supply,
and it Is ever on the increase, says,
Technical World Magazine. The
-prices are high and are destined to
remain high fof years to come; the
trees are hardy and long lived and the
yields from the best of them are
gratifyingly large. N

A marine novelty which has not yet
been Introduced In this country Is the
reinfibreed concrete ship. The Italian
engineer. Big. Gabellini of Rome,
baa for many years been advocating
the use of concrete for ship-building,
and has not only been successful in
making practical use of the Idea him-
self, but has persuaded the Italian gov-
ernment to adopt it for certain pur-
poses connected with the navy.

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BIS SUM FOR ITALY

Victims of Earthquake Given
$800,000 by Congress.

UNANIMOUS IN BOTH HOUSES

Quick and Generous Response to Pres-
ident Roosevelt's MessaQe Asking
Appropriation for Sufferer"—Relief
Steamer Chartered by Grlscom.

Washington, Jan. 5—Boubtiful pro-
vision for the earthquake sufferers of
Italy was made by congress yesterday
and that, too, by unanimous vote.

In the house there was vigorous
handclapping as the bill, carrying the
appropriation was sent on its way.
The munificent sum of $800,000 was
granted almost immediatefy after (he
reception in both houses of a mess)
from the president calling attention <
the;calamity and the pressing need
for ‘aid for the stricken people of a
sister nation.

Only the fact that the national leg-
islature was adjourned for the holiday
recess when the earthquake occurred
prevented earlier aetion although by
the president’s direction and with con-
fidence of congressional approval sup-
plies aboard the naval ships Celtic and
Culgoa, intended for' the battleship
fleet, were diverted and ordered de-
livered as quickly as their speed ca-
pacity could take them to the scene
of suffering and **ant.

Relief 8teamer Chartered.

Rome, Jan. 5—Ambassador Gris-
com and the members of the American
relief committee have signed a con-
tract for the acquisition for two
weeks of the Austrian Lloyd steam-
ship Oceania. The steamer is of 6,000
tons and can accommodate 1,400 steer-
age and 100 first-class passengers. She
is now being fitted, out, and when
ready 10,000 persons can be - taken
care of aboard for ten days. In addi-
tion, food supplies will be distributed
ashore to several thousand people.

Ambassador Griscbm yesterday de-
livered to Count Tayerna, head of the
Italian Red Cross, $250,000 from the
American Red Cross. Count Tavernaj
was overwhelmed apd said he would
make an exception to the rule which
forbids the distribution of money
through any but R”d Cross channels,:
and returned to the "ambassador $2,000
which he had contributed to the ex-
penses pf the relief ship.

King and Queen Return.

Rome, Jan. 4—Having done all that
it was possible to do in the districts
laid waste by the earthquake, the king
arid queen of Italy are returning to
Rome. They have spent the last four
days among the ruins of Sicily and
Calabria, the king directing the work
of rescue and relief ant® the queen min-
istering to the injured. There is a
feelilng of relief in Italy that their ma-
jesties are coming home.

Many Looters Are Shot. ]
tBoth at Messina and Reggio thb
guards are having difficulty in protect-
ing the survivors and the vast treas-
ure in the ruined buildings from the
bands of thieves that are swarming
.eiyerywhere. It is reported that six
Russian sailors have been shot by loit-
ers at Messina and that 16 criminals
have been killed at the same place
within the lajst 24 hours. Six hundred
persons engaged in pillaging hav®
been arrested since Saturday. In an
sngagement at Reggio between the
police and bandits, two of the police
were killed.

BReports -still reach here of the con-
tinuance of earthshocka, some of
which are of sufficient force to do fur-
ther great damage. According to these
report*,, ne-/ shocks Saturday at Pek
lario precipitated the entire population
Into the sea, including both the death
and living victims of the flfrst quake.

It Is
realized here that unless proper sani-
tary precautions are taken at once
the disease may spread far outside the
ruined districts.

Even though the present cases may
prove to be dysentery, it is well
known that this disease, under such
conditions as prevail at Messina and
Reggio, would be likely to prove just
as fatal as typhoid itself.

Dysentery *More to Be Feared.

According to well-known medical au-
thorities, it Is the latter disease that
has been responsible for the decima-
tion of almost whole armies in time
of war and the exciting cause is un-
wholesome drinking water and the in-
gestion of articles unfit for food.

“It will be observed that the appro-
priations thus far made will not be
sufficient to pay the rewards applied
for in aid of work that is reasonably
sure to be completed.

“The Increase in road building dur-
ing the four years that state reward
has been constitutionally and legally
made has been marked—twenty miles
of road having been constructed; in
195, forty miles in 1906, eighty njiles
in 1907, and one hundred and sixty
miles in 1908. The commissioner is of
the opinion that a great deal more
will be built in 1910 than has been,
constructed in any previous year.

"Under the law as'it how exists no
limitation is put uponitbe applications
for state reward that-may be accept-
ed. thus placing upon Succeeding legis-
latures at least a moral Obligation to
appropriate money to pay rewards at-
taching to all work covered ty accept-
ed applications.

"It is my judgment that the law
should be amended so as to limit the
excess applications that may be ac-
cepted to the amount of the last an-
nual legislative appropriation.

Michigan Railroad Commission.

"The State Railroad Commission
created by act of the last legislature
has made a most satisfactory record
and there is no doubt that the depart-
ure from the one-man commission
which so long obtained in Michigan
and the enlargement of the scope of
the laws and the powers of the com-
mission were wise and timely. While
the new law is not perfect and needs
some improvement, its enactment was
decidedly a forward step.

“"Inasmuch as there has been raised
a grave question as to the right of
the. legislature, under the oki* consti-
tution, to delegate certain powers con-
ferred upon the commission, it may
.be wise, in view of the right conferred
upon the legislature by the- new con-
stitution. for this legislature to re-
enact the. law and thus place its con-
stitutionality beyond question.

“The law should be amended so as
to give the commission jurisdiction
over water transportation lines which
are operated wholly between Michi-
gan points."

Anti-Lobby Legislation.

“Two years ago | took occasion to
say to the legislature which then con-
vened that ‘The professional lobbyist
has no proper place in legislation and
the sooner he is eliminated therefrom
the better not only for the public but
for the special interests by which hd?
is employed.”

“This sentiment was againexpressed
to special messages addressed to-the
same body of lawmakers, bat without
influencing It to abolish the (evil which
is condemned by every right-minded
/citizen of the state.

“The professionalist lobbyist w-fio
stands ready at all times to serve
whatever interest is willing to pay
him his price should! be banished ut-
terly from the halls of legislation, and
those representatives of legitimate in-
terests who are concerned properly
with pending legislation should be re-
quired to register and disclose the
source, of their employment and t(he
measures which they either favor or
oppose.

“The proper discharge of your duty
to your constituents demands that
this needed legislation be supplied at
an early date. The right of petition
and of every person, corporation or In-
terest concerned in pending legisla-
tion to be heard should be carefully
preserved.”

Should Pay Ad Valorem Taxi

“There is a. universal and just de-
mand on the part of the people of the
state that .telegraph and telephone
companies be required to pay an ad
valorem tax.and at the same cate as
are all other'property o am ttax-

general fund balance, and they pro-
ceeded as was entirely business-like
in view of such understanding, to take
this large balance into account in pre-
paring the general budget.

of 1906 was Pot available for general
fund purposes, as in previous years."

State Treasurer.

The matter of the resignation of
State Treasurer Glazier is taken up
with particulars that led up to the re-
tirement of that official. The governor
says:

“"The state has thus far been paid
by the receiver of the Chelsea Sav-
ings bank two dividends aggregating
$27G.C25.11, To secure the deposit of
state money made by the state treas-
urer the bank had furnished surety
bonds to the amount of $200,000. Upon
fhe bank becoming insolvent and its
neglect to repay the state funds dp-
posited with it. demand was made
upon the surety companies for pay-
ment to the amount of their severs’
bonds. Tha American Surety company
of New York immediately responded
by pacing the amount for which It
was obligated, with interest. The
other surety companies refusing to
pay, suits were instituted by the at
forney general in the circuit court for
the county of Ingham against the
United States Fidelity and Guaranty
company, the Bankers” Surety com
pany, the Title. Guaranty and Surety-
company and the Federal Surety com-
pany to enforce the payment of their
obligations. To the declaration filed
by the state the surety companies in
terposed a demurrer which was
argued December 11 last, but which Is
still undecided. The amount involved
in these five cases is $150.0(10, +

“In addition to this there’is the lia-
bility of the surety on the bond o'
Frank P. Glazier, state treasurer, to
the sum ot $150,000.

“The balance due the state from the
CbPlIsea Savings bank is $35S,962.6S.

“It is gratifying to note that the
framers of the e new constitution
°ought to safeguard the funds of the
state by providing that no deposit o'
state funds should be made in ex
cess of fifty per cent of the capital
and surplus of the depository."

State Institutions.

Regulation of Private Banks.

Primary Election'.Law.

“The enactment of a good, common
sensq; easily workable primary elec
tiod law, the provisions of -which’ can
be carried into effect at the least pos-
sible cost to the people, is a task to
which you should give early and con-
scientious™attention. There ja already
on the statute- books of Michigan toe
nucleus of such a law. The present
law is the best theft could possibly be
obtained at the time of its enactment
It is; however, far torn being perfect
and should be amended so as to more
nearly and thoroughly meet the de-
mands of the people. Michigan should
be In line with the best thought and
methods in this mattfir.

“The scope of the law. should be en-
larged and provision made tor making
all nominations, state, congressional,
county and legislative, that are made
by direct vote on the same day, all
local acts being made to conform to
the 6tate law in this respect. This will
tend to secure an expression from the
greatest number of voters. The great-
er the number of offices Involved in
the primary, the greater will be the
interest of the'-voters therein.”

president, growing out of the criticism
in the president's message of the ac-
tion of congress in circumscribing the
activities of thelsecret service.

The system of government es-
pionage over the private citizen has
grown In an unprecedented manner
under the administration of President
Roosevelt Whether It conduces to
the general public welfare Is a matter
for publicists to discuss, but as to the
fact that .the secret Berfice has
reached greater extensions,than ever
before there can, be no doubt

This extension has been brought
about by thp executive branch of the
government, an” |Its justification, in
large degree, id that a law has no
value unless it is enforced, and the
only way to enforce It is to look after
violations.

THE origin of the paragraph In the

last sundry civil bill, restricting
the activities of the secret service,
which provoked the hot denunciation
of the president, is. decidedly interest-
fng. While a subcommittee ‘was fra-
ming the sundry civil bill it was
brought to the attention of th% mem-

ip law for such a procedure, but con-
gress had a good deal oT considera-
tion for the executive and this vio-
lation of law went on year after year.
