'«  %fw Bishops and ths Mothers

; The Mothers* Union of Great Britain
“came of age” recently, and two digni-

taries of the Established church ad-
dressed Its anniversary meeting in
London. The bishop of Stepney, who

has since been appointed archbishop
of York,,a bachelor, breezily reminded
ids -hearers of their duty to their bus-'
bands: "Remember that, poor things
though they may be, they are your
own. You have got to do your best
with them, realising that women are
the makers of men.” The bishop of
Manchester aroused enthusiasm by ad-
mitting that no bishop works as a
mother works. Not one, he said, did

_ so many kinds of work, such exacting

work, or work which laid such a strain
upon mind and body and spirit. In his
bachelor days he had talked to moth-
ers' meetings with a light heart; but
since he became a. married man he
had entirely given up talking to moth-
ers about their duties, knowing that it

would be mere impertinence. It will
be 6eea*that the addresses comple-
mented each other* amusingly. The

unmarried bishop ventured to give ad-
vice, although the married bishop de-
clared that when he ceased to be a
bachelor he ceased to givii advice.
Which was right? Doubtless, says the
Youth’s Companion, the verdict of
their bearerrfwould be that both spoke
wisely. Probably the kind of .advice
that the one bisbep deplored was the
Lamentable nonsense frequently inflict-
ed upon wives and mothers by inex-
perienced persons, who try to tell them
ho# to conduct a household and bring
up a family, it is equally probable that
the bishop would have approved that
kind of advice which the bachelor
cleric did tender, that wives should do
their best with—and, of course, by and
for—their husbands; for that saying
was based upon the abiding truth that
“"women are the makers of men."

Of the three classes of workmen em-
ployed on the great Roosevelt dam in
southern Arizona, "hobo whites,” Mex-
icans and Indians, only ten per cent,
of the Mexicans and whites were found
efficient, but 99 per -cent, of the Indians
made splendid laborers. The universal
tribute of western contractors, in 27
employments, is that the quality of
Indian labor always leaves behind It
an «pen door fur future employment.
No gang leader is required to make
him work. The overseer may go off
for two *or three days and return to
find the Indian faithfully doing hisJob,
having accomplished as much as if a
timekeeper had been present. In the
field of higher employment, over thir-
teen hundred Indians are now directly
employed in the Indiana service; and
12,000 are settled on their own allot-
ments, under responsible - Indian
agents, and work over 170,000 acres of
land. *»

FooHs-h stories have long been in cir-
culation about great fortunes piled up
In the United States treasury, await-
ing claimants. These stories take vari-
ous forms. One fortune represents
loans made to the government in war
time- Another consists of "damage
money” paid by foreign countries and
net yet distributed to the proper recip-
ients. An official of the treasury said
rtceartly that innocent and .credulous
persons are often induced to contrib-
ute money to 'designing persons who

offer to secure for them shares in
these mythical fortunes. It is the

United States treasury has no.money
belonging to estates or individuals.
The treasurer’s report shows clearly

PLAN LIQUOR LAWS TOO

Executive Makes Several Recommen-
dations and Mighty Minds Look at
Them Seriously—Other Notes of
-the Wolverine Lawmaker* from-
Lansing.

Lansing.—A law to suppress the
legislative lobbyist and further re-
strictive measures against the liquor
traffic are recommended by Gov.
Warner in his third inaugural mes-
sage, submitted to the assembly.

The executive says: "The profes-
sional lobbyist who stands ready at
all times to serve whatever interest
Is willing to pay him his price
should be banished utterly from the
halls of legislation, and those repre-
sentatives of legitimate interests who
are concerned properly with pending
legislation, should be required to reg-
ister and disclose the source of their
employment and the measures which
they favor or oppose. The proper dis-
charge of your duty to your constitu-
ents demands that this needed legis-
lation be supplied at mi early date.”-

Concerning the liquor traffic, the
