Taxes To Go Soaring.

Lansing, Mich., March 4.—Governor
Warner, Lieut.-Gov. Kelley, Speaker
Campbell, tjhe members of the. senate
committee oh finance and appropriations
and the hou$c vays and means commit-
tee held a cf. crence this morning for
the purpose of talking over the appro-
priation budget, which has already
grown to ail Ularming size and isa
nightmare to the machine, in view of
the fact thjat the funds in the state
treasury arelfast becoming depleted.

The appropriations already asked
total something over $14,000,000 and in
consequence-the administration is fearful
of what the taxpayers are going to say.
Speaker Campbell gave his chief some
comfort by saying that ;he would cut out
at least $4,00p,0001 but Lieut.-Gov. Kel-
ley frankly stated thatit would be im-
possible to keep the budget under the
$10,000,000 niark, which is going some,
when it is considered that this will be
$2,000,000 more than the budget of the
session of 1907.

This year there is no chance of de-
pending on a balance in the state treas-
ury, as money will have to be borrowed
by August 1, and it will be necessary to
cut down the appropriations to hard pan
to'make any sort of a shtfwing.

Wash-
ing egg& is costly, as the water seems to
open the pores Ofthe shells and the eggs
spoil quicklyj. The-farmers are told to
market their eggs not less .than twice a
week. Also, they are warned what the
law says abo” selling bad eggs.

Washington, Mar. 4.—In the pres-
ence of many thousands of civilians,
soldiers and sailors, William H. Taft
was inaugurated president of the
United States a few minutes after
noon. The oath of office was admin-
istered to him on the east portico of
the capitol and he delivered his in-
augural address to one of the great-
est throngs that ever gathered here to
witness the induction into office of a
chief executive of the nation. James S.
Sherman was sworn in as vice-presi-
depf in chamber shortly be-
fore the event took place.

T" aSiial military display marked th$
inauguration of Mr. Taft and WashIng-

ton was‘thronged with people -eager to
see the magnificent spectacle. AH day
Pennsylvania avenue was packed with
the crowds.

Beene of Great Beauty.

The scene was one -of constant
movement and constant color. The
red, white and blue floated from every
flagpole and fell as drapery from
every cornice. The inaugural commit-
tee succeeded this year in outdoing
all previous efforts at deoorative ef-
fect.

In the lipe of march leading from
the cajiitol up Pennsylvania avenue,
p'ast the great treasury building and
W hite House there were nearly 4,000
regular troops and twice as many
members of the National Guard of the
different states and Independent mili-
tary- organizations. _ The civfo., ~fea~
tures of thd qjdfl*'~irelmany. The
trades, the professions and all kinds
of business activities were represent-
ed by thousands of persons who came
to Washington to do honor to the
country’s new civil chief.

Shermon Sworn in First.

Early in the day the president-elect
met the out-going president in the
White House. About an hour before
noon the congressional committee of
arrangements, consisting of Senators
Knox, Lodge and Bacon, and Repre-
sentatives Burke, Young and Gaines,
arrived at the executive mansion and
informed’ the president and the presi-
dent-elect that congress was In readi-
ness for the ceremonies of the actual
inauguration.

Escorted by a guard of honor of
veterans, Messrs. Roosevelt and Taft
and the several committees then drove
to the capitol, where they were met
by Vice-President Fairbanks and Mr.
Sherman. All went to the senate
chamber, where, after prayer by Ed-
ward EVerett Hale, chaplain of the
senate, Mr. Staercnan took the oath of
office as vice-president and delivered
bis inaugural address.

John  Junkin Who Killed Clara
Rosen in Ottumwa, Taken to
Des Moines Jail to Prevent
Lynching. |

|Des Moines, la., Mar. 3.—Ever since
the'imprisonmjent of John Junken, self-
confessed negro slayer of Clara Ro-
sen at Ottumwa, crowds of white
women have tried to see him. Twenty-
five seemingly respectable women be-
sieged the prison in a vain effort to
gain, admittance yesterday.

Sheriff Nesi and Jailer Wise said:
‘We.have beea besieged by numerous
women to allow them to send flowers
and fruit to Negro Junken. In every
case we havt refused. The women
are very insistent and keep calling up
over the telephone to inquire as to the
welfare of Junken.”

The negro was brought here from
the Albia jail tor safe keeping, it be-
ing feared he woulc” be lynched.

Junken in-a confession declared he
had deliberately planned to commit
the awful deei at Ottumwa while he
was still an ijnmate of the Madison
penitentiary serving time for robbing
and beating a woman. It was his
boast that he would again “do ’the
trick” if given? a chance. He boasted
his ability to sssauFt defenseless wom-
en. This information came in a le|tter
from Albect Evans, a Missouri negro,
who was a cellmate with junken at
Fort Madison.

Cellmats Tells of Boast.

“JunkeS is guilty of that crime,”
writes, thn negro Evans. “He planned
it while still n the penitentiary and

when he left,] knew itr*as his inten
tion to pull off the stunt as soon as
he had an opportunity.” - »

Evans’ statement is given more-
weight on ac:ount of the fact that
Junken killed Miss Rosen jtist a few
days after he dad been liberated* from
Fort Madison prison. He was
leased January 19 and February 5 the
crime was committed. <

FOUNDED NEW StLi

JOHN WROE FOUNDER OF CHRIS-
TIAN ISRAELITES.

Had Many Followers, Particularly in
Australia, Many of Whom Stiil
1 Believe That "He Is
Not Dead.

The %Ileged bogus burial of the
duke of Portland as Druce makes one
think of John Wroe. He died in Coll
Ingwood, Melbourne, February 5. 1863.
aged 81. and yet some fanatics appear
to believe that he is still alive, inas-
much as he is reported to have said
he would never die.

Johanna Southcott died in 1814,
aged 64. Her followers believed she
would give birth to the Messiah, says
the Imperial Review. Six doctors tes-
tified that they would believe she was
about tr>become a mother if she wEs
young enough. A silvered cradle cost-
ing £200 was prepared for the in-
fant and £100 more was spent in
gold spoons, pap boats and what not.

Wroe was her first principal follow-
er. With her sect as a nucleus he
formed the Christian Israelites. He
preached his doctrines for nearly half
a century throughout Britain, Europe,
America and Australia.

A follower named Stanley gave him
£9,500 with which a temple was
built at Ashton, Eng, Afterward it be-
came a theater. Yet Wroe never suc-
ceeded anywhere so well as in Mel-
bourne. His followers there sub-
scribed and bought him a mansion—
Melbourne house—In Wakefield. Eng.

No portrait was ever taken of him,
as he forbade portraiture. He is de-
scribed as an exaggerated .likeness of
Gen. Booth, with hook nose, fiery eyes
and shaggy hair and beard. The Chris-
tian Israelites are also called Wroe-
ites and Beardies. The. sect is still
prosperous in Melbourne.

Visiting its church, a handsome
blue-stone place in Fitzroy, on a re-
cent Sunday evening we found what
was described as an unusuallylsmall
attendance—about forty ladled and
20 gentlemen. Twenty-eight of the
ladies were in white straw bonnets.
The younger ones had them coquet-

tishiy trimmed with, feathers and
they inclosed pretty faces, too. We
thought of Carlyles saying when

Queen Victoria came to the throne,
“Poor girl. At an age when she cari
hardly be trusted to buy her own bon-
net.”

An outcome of the Wroeites was the
Fisherites. When Wioe died James
Fisher, charcoal burner of Nunawad-
ing, eight miles from Melbourne, then
in the wild bush, tried to obtain the
succession. Failing this he made a
secession. He founded the Church of
the Firstborn and obtained 120 fol-
lowers, with an astounding combina-

Representative Fouch Introduces Bill

Lansing.—Representative Fouch in-
troduced a bill in the legislature Tues
day making it a felony for any person
to engage in the “white slave” traffic.
It is provided that marriage to thc-
respondent in a case where a woman
has been placed in a doubtful resort
shall not prohibit her from testifying
against the man responsible.

Argue on Ad Valorem.

Arguing Tuesday before a senate
committee against the passage of the
Fairbanks bill taxing telegraph com-
panies on an ad valorem basis instead
of specifically as at present, Attorney
Zimmer, representing the Western
Union Company, claimed that only 50
of the company’s 782 Michigan offices
return a net income of more than
$50 a month.

The deposits, in state bafiks have
increased $9,240,630.36 in, the last year,
according to the report made by the
state -banking department for the
period ending Febv 5. Commissioner
Zimmerman also.states that the legal
reserves of the banks on that date
amounted to $47,358,108.86, consti-
tuting a reserve of 22.1 per cent of the
total deposits. The cash reserve that
day was $15,117,268.18, equaling a cash
reserve af 7 per cent.

The increase in loans, discounts and
mortgage's during the year covered in
the repoh/amounted to $4,925,292.58.
Commercial deposits increased $338,-
998810, and savings deposits $8,901,-
631.47.

The last previous reports of state
banks was made on Nov. 27, 1908, and
during the period between that date
and Feb; 5, the loans, discounts, secu-
rities and mortgages of the 352 state
banks and six trust companies In-
creased $738,910.80; the commercial
deposits $2,854,090.41, and the savings
deposits $3,223,906.20, or a total in-
crease of deposits of $6,077,996.61.

Protest Against Insurance Bill.

In other funds, however, there
are sufficient balances to bring t"e to-
tal amount up to $2,166,475.53 Tax
moneys were expected in during the
week, which relieved the condition of
the general fund.

The census branch of. the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, Ottawa, Canada,
has completed its returns of the show-
ing of Western Canada’s grain yield
for 1908, and the jrej>ortB make very
