E xer­
cise is  essen tia l to  th e  p reservation  of 
h ea ith ; inactiv ity  is  a  po ten t cause of 
w asting  and degeneration. The vigor 
and equality  of th e  circulation, the  
functions of th e  skin and  the  aeration 
of th e  blood, a re  all prom pted by m us­
cu lar ac tiv ity , which thus  keeps up a 
proper balance and  relation  betw een 
the  Im portan t organs of the  body. In 
youth, th e  vigor of th e  system  Is often 
so g rea t th a t if one organ be sluggish 
ano ther p a r t will m ake am ends for-the 
deficiency by ac ting  vicariously, and 
w ithout any  consequent dam age to it­
self. In old age, the task s cannot bb 
th u s  sh ifted  from  one organ to an ­
other; (he work allotted to  each suffi­
ciently  taxes its  s treng th , an d 'v ic a r i­
ous action  cannot be perform ed w ith­
out m ischief. H ence, rem arks the New 
Xork W eekly, the  im portance of m ain­
taining, hs fa r  as possible, the equable 
ac tion  of all th e  bodily organs, so tha t 
the  share of the vital processes as­
signed tb each shall be properly accom­
plished.

. cover by experience how m uch exer­
cise he can take  w ithout exhausting 
h is  pow ers, and should be careful not 
to  exceed the  limit. Old persons are. 
a p t to  forget th a t the ir s tay ing  powers 
a re  m uch less than  they once were, 
and  th a t, w hile a  w alk of tw o or th ree  
m iles mfcy prove easy  and pleasurable, 
th e  addition  of a  re tu rn  journey of sim­
ila r  length  may seriously overtax the 
streng th .

Remains o f C. B. Crosby 
Brought Here for Burial

The body of the la te  Calvin B. Cros­
by, who died a t the home of his daugh­
ter, Mrs. Geo. S . Curtiss in A thens, Pa., 
S atu rday  evening, M arch 6, was 
b rough t to P lym outh, Tuesday m orning 
and  interred in  the  fam ily burial plot in 
Riverside cemetery.

Mr. Crosby had  .been in good health 
Up to  W ednesday nigh t, M arch 3, when, 
goon a fte r  re tiring , he sustained a  para ­
lytic s tro k e ,  being discovered a  few 
minutiae la ter by his iittle  grandson who 
had gone to h is  room to bid him  “ good 
Uight."r Though conscious up to a  few 
hours of the tim e he died, he never 
rallied.

Calvin B. Crosby was bom  in Pom - 
pey, New Y ork, A ugust 19, 1829, a  son. 
df the latp Charles Crosby who came to 
Plym outh township about 1840 and who 
fo r many years was employed as miller 
ih  the old Phoenix flouring mill.

W hen about 15 years old Mr. Crosby 
entered  the store conducted by the late 
P e te r F ralick , as a  clerk and in 1867, in 
partnership  w ith H enry B aker of P lym ­
ou th  bought the business which was run 
to r eight years under the firm name of 
Crosby & Baker, when the  la tte r retired 
a n d  M r. Crosby conducted the business 
vfchich was located in the building now 
occupied by Brown A Pettingill until 
tg& l^yhea he sold out to A . A. Tafft. 

A jirfSblitice Mr. Crosby was a  staunch 
afid lifelong Republican, having taken
p*rt in the organization of th a t party  
« t  Jackson in  1850. H e served two 
term s as treasurer oD  W ayne county 
from  1880 to 1884 and represented the 
F irs t Senatorial d istrict iiv the State 
legislature in  the session of 1887.

He had been a  resident o f Plymouth 
fo r nearly  half a  century and up to the 
tim e he left here in 1898 had always 
been actively identified with, everything 
th a t made for the advancement of the 
vfllafee and had always, maintained a  
lively Interest to  Plym outh’s welfare.

H e is  survived by one daughter, Mrs. 
G eo. S . Curtiss, with whom he spent 
th e  la st eleven years a t A thens, Pa.
