; A larm ed a t  th e  excessive m ortality  
am o n g . tbg  Indians from tuberculosis, 
w ays and m eans of effectually com­
bating  the  d isease am ong th e m  have 

devised. '• There will be a  con- j 
certed  effort on the  part of a ll con­
nec ted  w ith th e  Indian serv ice fo r the  
[removal of the  causes of the  disease, 
to r  education in  th e  m easures of pre­
vention and fo r system atizing th e  care 
and segregation of patien ts  afflicted 
w ith the  disease.

Backed With adequate funds and 
jWlth a  corps of fighting medical ex­
perts, officials of the bureau of. In­
dian affairs are  confident th a t th e  In­
dian race can  be saved. The Indian 
becomes restive a t  the  slow progress 
of medical-' science in erad icating  dis­
ease, bu t if  convinced of ultim ately 
being cured, he usually yields to 
trea tm en t. ' •

To a  change from prim eval sur­
roundings when the  Indian  roam ed a t 
Will through th e  wilds of- the forests 
to  h is  p resen t mode of living, m ore 
th a n  to any o ther cause,, may be 
ascribed the  reason why he  so easily  
is  a  victim .

Beside him 
stoedifybe th ree  men selected from 
lu tn d # d s  of applicants to accompany 
him and assist hinT in collecting the 
Bpetlmens of African la u n a  which he 
hopes to  send back for the  enrichm ent 
iof the  Sm ithsonian institu tion . These 
fo rtunate Individuals were Maj. Ed-  
g a r  A. M earns, J . Loring Alden and 
Edm und Heller. They com prise the 
Sm ithsonian 's expedition. The fifth 
m em ber of the  little  party, and not to 
be considered o f least Im portance, was 
the ex-president's second son, K ermitj 
who will be the official photographer 
of the  expedition and, next to  his 
father, the  chief hiihter.

To M ombasa Via Naples.
Mr. Roosevelt will go v ia . G ibraltar 

to Naples, w here he will board a 
s team er of the  Germ an E ast African 
line for K llindini harbor, the  port of 
Mombasa.

T h e  S ta te  live stock san itary  commis­
sion on la st F rid ay  issued two q uaran ­
tine  proclamations^ ju s t a fte r  the U nit­
ed S ta tes  departm en t of agriculture 
raised  th e  quarantine which it placed on 
a ll M ichigan on November 2$th last.

T h e  firs t proclam ation issued by the 
S ta te  commission was aga in st the  P a rk -  
dale farm , owned b y  P arke , Davis & 
Co., of D etro it. I t  is near Rochester, 
and  is one of the places where the in­
spectors o f the  U nited S ta tes  bureau o f' 
animal- industry  found th e  destroyed' 
ca ttle  th a t were said to  show traces of 
having  had  hoof and m outh disease.
