H e had 
m any friends; and F ran k  M eagher, 
then  a fine; looking, well-educated 
chap of 28. ^ a s  highly respected  and 
m uch adm ired  am ong the  denizens of 
th e  underw orld for his daring  and 
cleverness.

M urray  w as ce rta in  th a t the  
chances w ere all in  favor of com plete 
plags having  been m ade to rescue  his 
m an. H e had all o t his papers ready  
a fte r  m idnight on Ju n e  20, and w ent 
d irec t to thej Jail. A tra in  left a t  4:35 
in th e  m orning and it w as M urray’s 
in ten tion  to! g e t aw ay on i t  w ith  
M eagher. I t was abou t th re e  in the  
m orning whan he  a rrived  a t  th e  ja il

h e  knew  an  a ttem p t would be m ade to  
rescue, him . From  the  fac t th a t he 
had gained possession of a  revolver 
and club, It w as easy  to  su rm ise  th a t 
som e- of his friends w ere schem ing to 
aid  him . H e though t of th a t 4:35 
tra in , and tu rned  to. th e  sheriff.

“J u s t open th a t gate ,” he said, c risp ­
ly ; “ I w ant to speak  to  h im .”

“Don’t, don’t ,” im plored th e  sh e r­
iff. “H e’ll kill you su re  I R em em ber, 
I w arn  you.” ^ ,

M urray looked a t  him  grim ly. 
“Open th a t ga te ,” he said. “I'm  go­
ing  in th e re .”

Y ielding to  th e  pow er of th e  o th e r 's  
determ ined will, th e  sheriff th rew  
open th e  gate  and M urray, w ithout 
th e  slig h tes t tra ce  of nervousness, 
stepped inside and  w alked upsta irs. 
W hen he reached th e  first landing  th e  
p risoner’s  voice ran g  out, sharp , ten se  
and  rep le te  w ith  deadly m enace:

“Stop r ig h t there. M urray; don’t 
you com e n ea r m e!”

M urray  halted . The sh in ing  b a r­
re l of th e  revolver, gripped in the

m an  spoke. M urray’s bands w ere 
em pty, h is  revo lver lying u se less in  
h is  pocket.

T he p risoner .was first to  b reak  th e  
tension . “M urray,” he sa id  suddenly, 
b u t w ithout sh ifting  h is  eyes. “I have 
no fit clothes. I ’m a  gentlem au. ai^jl 
I won’t  go to  Canada looking like a 
pauper.”

M urray  sm iled languidly. “T he sh er­
iff has a su it of c lo thes for you, 
F ran k ,” ;he said. “I t’s a  p re tty  fair 
su it, bu t if it  isn ’t  good enough. I’ll 
w a it un til you g e t one.”

A look of sa tisfac tion  crossed 
M eagher’s s te rn  featu res. M urray, 
w atching  him , knew  th a t he  w as play­
ing  for delay, and becam e m ore than  
eve r determ ined to  ta k e  him  on th a t 
4:35 tra in . M eagher leaned forw ard 
and  hurled  a  to r re n t of insu lting  oaths 
a t  D etective M uncie, possibly hoping 
th a t  he m igh t c rea te  a  diversion by 
picking  a  qu arre l w ith  th e  C leveland 
officer. M uncie m ade no reply, and 
th e  p risoner again tu rned  h is  a tte n ­
tion to  M urray.

“I've go t noth ing  aga in st you, M ur­
ray ,” h e  said. “B ut don 't com e a  step  
n ea re r me."'

M urray reflected. H e half turned  
h is  back  and s a t down on th e  stair. 
If M eagher had looked aw ay for a 
m om ent h e  could have slipped out his 
gun from  h is  pocket. B ut th e  prison­
e r ’s  eye never- sw erved. M urray 
yaw ned listlessly  and tu rned  h is  back 
a ltogether upon him.

“I t’s  like th is, F rank ,” he  rem arked, 
quietly. “ I don’t  w an t to ge t h u rt any

H urray ordered m  to com r 
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accom panied by D etective Lou Mun­
cie.

“Mr. Sheriff," said  M urray, “1 have 
com e for M eagher. H ere  a re  my pa­
pers."

“I’m a fra id  w e’re  going to  have a  
lo t of troub le w ith  th a t fellow,” re ­
m arked  the  sheriff, who w as greatly  
excited.

W hen 
la a t h ea rd  of he w as living in  Cleve­
land, and  M eagher’s  th re a t of ven­
geance w as s till unfulfilled.

^.A ged Adam, weary of toil and sin 
and  eager for death, sen t to  the  angel 
guarding  the  Tree of Life to  beg a 
boon. The m essejiger . brought back 
th e  welcome prom ise th a t Adam should 
d ie  in  th re e  days, and  the  added gift 
• f  th re e  small seeds which w ere mys­
teriously  t a  be placed under the  dead 
m a n ’s tongue before burial.

F rom  tfiese seeds, the quain t n a rra ­
tiv e  continues, sprang three saplings 
th a t  la te r  united, three In one. sy m­
bol o t  th e  T rinity. W ith th is mirac- 
wlous tre e  Moses and David each 
w rought m any wonders. B ut K ing 
Solomon, h is  whole heart se t upon the 
build ing  a t  th e  temple, had th e  tree  
cu t down, in tending it for a  magnifi­
ce n t beam . . S trive as  the  workmen 
would, how ete r, now here would the  

i -beam fit* and, cast aaicle, i t  w as la te r  
bridge across a  near-by 

s tream -V  W hen th e  queea o f Sheha 
‘ m ade b a r  notable v is it she  refused  to

tread  upon th is  bridge; instead, she 
knelt and worshiped, and having con­
fided to Solomon a vision she had 
concerning it, th e  king a t once, or­
dered the sacred  wood incased in gold 
£ind silver, arid reveren tly  hung over 
the door of the  tem ple. S ubsequent­
ly. Abijah, son of Rehoboam, covet­
ing the precious setting , had  ft taken  
down, and after appropriating  the 
m etal had the wood buried deep in  the  
ea rth —so deep, in fact, th a t a  well 
was dug over it, th e  fam ous Pool of 
Bethesda, the  tree  of m ercy a t- the  
bottom giving healing qualities to  the 
w aters. Finally, as the  tim e appoint­
ed approached, the  tree  rose and float­
ed on th e  surface, and the  Jew s took It 
and made it into the cross upon whieh 
the  C hrist was crucified.

Wood of the  .Cross.
As som e claim  the  aspen was the  

wood of the cross, o thers select the 
weeping willow for the  tre e  upon 
which Judas hanged him self.

There is an old legend m  s in is te r 
as the fatalistic  Dedipug m yth th a t 
claim s th a t before th e  b irth  of Judas 
his m other dream ed th a t h e r  child 
would m urder his fa th e r and betray  
his God for m oniy. To preven t this 
tragedy, the babe was put in a  chest 
and ca st upon the  sea, but was rescued 
and adopted by a  king.

According to trad ition . Pontius P i­
la te  as well as Judas com m itted  sui­
cide, for upon his re tu rn  to  Rom e so 
indignant was the  em peror over the 
governor's ac tions while in  Je ru sa ­
lem th a t he ca st him  in to  prison, a 
hum iliation too g reat for so w eak a 
sp irit to bear.

danger of im pure d rink ing  w ate r, and  
to e  m any epidem ics of typhoid  fever 

i h a r e  been  traced  to  th is  etftxrce, th a t 
it-se em s alm ost needless to  u tte r  a  
w arn ing  ^gainst th e  use o f unboiled 
w ate r w hen th e re  is  th e  slig h tes t su s­
picion th a t such w ate r m ay n o t be a l f  
solutely pure. Yet so strong  is  th e  
to n e  o t conservatism  and  so im patien t 
a re  m any w ith  th e  seem ing overcau- 
tioosnesa  of m odern san ita ry  teach ing  
th a t  the  w arning, and  th e  reasons for 
it* canno t be too o ften  repeated , says 
th e  New York W eekly. If  such  w arn­
in g  is  heeded by only one fam ily, and 
a  v isita tion  of typhoid fever is thereby  
averted , i t  w ill have been well w orth 
while. T he w ate r supply of every  large 
city , taken  from a  river, lake o r a  num ­
b e r  o f s tream s, unless th e re  is a  sys­
tem  of sand-filtration a t  th e  reservoir, 
is  nev e r absolu tely  safe. A single case 
of typhoid  fever on the  banks of the  
rive r, o r of any  of the  sm all s tream s 
w hich cob tribu te  to  th e  supply, m ay 
eon tam iate  th e  w ate r .and g ive rise  to 
o th e r cases low er down on th e  stream ; 
and th e  aggregate of po llu tion  in  the  
w ate r m ay soon render dangerous th e  
c ity  supply to  w hich i t  contributes. 
T h e  p ru d en t . housew ife will avoid dan­
g e r  from  im pure w ate r by boiling a ll 
th a t  la used for* drink ing  and fo r cook­
ing  purpose!.

T h a t was 
th e  expression to which S uperin tend­
en t G eorge W. Morrow of the  Michi­
gan AntifSaloon league gave ven t in  a  
ta lk  a t  D etro it sh o rtly  a f te r  th e  re­
tu rn s  w ere b rought in w hich showed 
him th a t 19 of the  27 co n tes ts  in 
M ichigan counties had been won by the 
"d rys.”

Iosco county a t  first accoun ts w as 
said  to  have gone to th e  •‘d rys,"  but 
la te r  inform ation  showed it to  be 
“w et” and consequently  It w as tra n s ­
ferred  to th e  liquor column by a  n a r­
row m argin.

E lection of C harles A. B lair of 
Jackson  and John W. S tone of M ar­
quette  to  seats  on the  suprem e court 
bench was well received by political 
leaders and i t  w as estim ated  th e  Re­
publicans won a  victory by a  p lu ra lity  
of 75.000.

In the  sm all cities of th e  s ta te  
m ayors w ere elected and for the m ost 
pa rt the  R epublicans ca rried  aw ay 
the troph ies of the ballo t chase.

The option cam paign w as unique. It 
m ade a  to ta l of 30 "dry" counties, 11 
having previously renounced intoxi­
can ts  am ong the  83 d is tr ic ts  of Michi­
gan. It was a hard  fight for the 
'drys," b u t they ^ o n  in the  g rea te r 

num ber of fights. B errien  county was 
one of the  notable failu res o f the 
anti-saloonists to  put it over on the 
"w ets.” T he failu re in that; G retna 
Green is said to have been due to  the  
fam e of the  spot a s  g reso rt. Some 
business men m ade th e  dec laration  • 
th a t if th e  county w as to go “dry"- I t ; 
would h u rt St. Joseph and B enton 
H arbor, th e  tw o la rg est c itie s, which 
depend upon fe so rte rs  for a  g rea t 
sh are  of th e ir  revenue.

The g rea t re so rt in te re s ts  of the 
twfo cities w ith  th e  special privilege 
acA indorsed  by the  foreign v o te rs, the,, 
election fo r the  “w ets” seem ed as­
sured before the  ballo ts  w ere ’ cast. 
T he Anti-Saloon league of M ichigan 
m ade th e  m ost d e sp era te  effort in the  
h isto ry  of th e  s ta te  to  ca rry  Berrien 
county, b u t failed. T hey em ployed 
tem perance  speakers of national fame, 
Including th e  fam ous Seaborn  W righ t 
of G eorgia and C. W. T ricket. who 
made K ansas “dry .” W om en’s votes 
played a la rge  p a r t in  th e  election  of 
the  m em bers of the  D etro it school 
board. This is th e  only office for 
which women have th e  franch ise , and 
they turned  out by the  thousand, as 
a  resu lt of an  unusually  b it te r  cam ­
paign aga in st a  num ber of m em bers 
of th e  p resen t board who a re  seeking 
re-election.

U nder the  cen tra l coun ting  board 
system  in vogue i t  w as a long tim e, 
before definite resu lts  w ere known, 
b u t th e  th rongs o f w omen a t  th e  polls 
indicated a record-breaking w om en’s 
v o te ..

T he gross a t­
tendance la st year was 1.043,562, In 
large p a rt , due to the  exceptional in te r ­
est in the  in ternational tuberculosis 
exhibition. T £e attendance  a t  public 
afternodn and evening lectures reached 
a to tal o f  S2.7T8.

The num ber oJ 
m useum  in lecj 
The niunbpi* 
especially guided fl 
losis exhibition and who listened to 
lectures on sim ple m eans of preven­
tion of th is  d isease .w as.41.027. These 
children cam e from all the h igh  schools 
of G reate r New York and from many 
d istan t tow ns and cities. In the 
schools of the  city 575,801 children 
were reached by ihc circulating  natu re 
study collections.

During the coming year the principal 
new exhibitions which will be devel­

oped are  in  particu lar the  Children's 
museum , the  Museum for the  Blind, 
the  Philippine exhibition and the 
Congo exhibition presented  by King 
Leopold of Belgium. The last is  the 
m ost com plete collection outside of 
th a t which is to  be seen in  the  Congo 
m useum  nea r B russels. As a  resu lt of 
th e  tuberculosis exhibition Im m ediate 
s tep s  will be taken  to  m ake a  special 
exhibition of ,the life and hab its  of 
the  sm aller organism s In relation to 
health  and disease.

D uring the  year 1908 and a t the  
p resent tim e the  m useum ’s explora­
tions extend to  the  M ackenzie river 
and th e  shores of B eaufort sea, to 
A laska. V ancouver, A lberta  and Sas­
katchew an, the  w est coast of H udson 
bay and w estern  Labrador; in th e  
U nited S ta tes parties^ have been 
spread  in W yoming, M ontana, Idaho, 
N orth Dakota. N ebraska, Colorado and 
F lorida, also in C entral A m erica and 
in the  south of N icaragua, the  W est 
Indies and Baham a islands; in Asia 
special agents a re  w orking in K ash­
m ir. China and K orea; am ong the 
islands of the  Pacific the  m useum  is 
w orking in the Philippines, the Solo­
mon islands. T ahiti. New Zealand, the 
South Shetland islands and K erguelen 
island.

O l g a  R o o s e v e lt  a  Y o u t h fu l  H e ire ss

THROUGH successive inheritances 
Miss O lga Roosevelt, only daugh­

te r  of Mr. and  Mrs. R obert B. Roose­
velt of 116 E ast Fifty-fifth s tree t, be­
com es one o f the  youthful heiresses of 
the  town. A lthough-only 17 yea rs  old. 
Miss Roosevelt is  nearly  a m illion­
a iress in her own right, not to  count 
possible fu tu re  inheritances.

Through the  will of her m aternal 
grandm other, the  la te  Mrs. Stephen
S. Cumm ins, the  young woman re­
ceived an additional $200,000, the in­
come be hers  now and ' the prin­
cipal when she becomes of age.

The num erous m arriages of the 
Roosevelt and W oodhouse fam ilies 
m ake an in trica te ' genealogy. R obert
B. Roosevelt, th e  elder, who died a 
few years ago a f te r  a-m ost ac tive life 
in New York public affairs, was tw ice 
m arried. L ikew ise his youngest son, 
the  p resen t R obert B. Roosevelt.

The. first wife of the la tte r  Mr. 
Roosevelt was G race W oodhouse, only

house. Mrs. W oodhouse m arried  Mr. 
Cummins' fo r he r second husband, who 
survives her.

It was frdiii the W oodhouse esta te  
that. Miss Olga Roosevelt has re­
ceived her la rgest bequests. In the 
will of he r g ran d fa th er was a legacy 
of $250,000. H er m other le ft an es ta te  
which has increased considerably in 
value and is now estim ated  a t  m ore 
than  a  quarte r of a  million dollars.

Mr. Roosevelt applied to the  courts  
several years ago to  determ ine th e  
am ount of annual Incom e to be paid 
his daugh ter o u t of the  esta te , and 
$10,000 a  year .w as decreed.

The incom e from th is  la test bequest 
of the grandm other. Mrs. Cummins, 
adds ano ther $10,000  a year in income. 
Ir. is estim ated  th a t the  th ree  be­
quests, all held in tru s t  for the  young 
woman’ until she becomes 21 , are  
yielding her a t le6st $30,000 a year. 
W hen the  principal is tu rned  over to 
h e r  it wiil probably am ount cto  
4 1 .0 0 0 .0 0 0 .

All th is  *supi com es through her 
m other's family. The Roosevelt fam ­
ily is very well-to-do. and  as an  only 
child additional inheritances doubtless 
Will be hers. Mr. Roospvelt Is a 
cousin of the ex-president. He m ar­
ried Miss H am ersly half a dozen 
years ago for his second wife: They 
have no children.

S e rv a n t B o u n ty P la n  F ails in P ractice

WH E N ’ the m agazines w ere publish­
ing  learned theoretical d isse rta ­

tions on how to m ake hom e happy and 
keep a  servant, som e ten  years or 
more ago, the  G erman women of New 
York city  began to  work o u t the 
theories in  ac tual practice. Some five 
hundred  of them  joined in  th e  G erman 
H ousew ives' associa tion  located in 
E ast Fifty-ninth s tree t, New York 
city.

The H ousewives' club undertook to 
adap t the  European custom s of serv ­
ice to  A m eric^p needs, and took up 
regu lar q uarters  to  wqyk out th e ir  
theories. From  th e  beginning they 
tried  the  G erm an system  of premiums, 
fo r length of service. Tw enty dol­
la rs ’ bounty  w as offered' any maid a t 
th e  end of two. y e i r s ’ consecutive

service. The club opened an em ploy­
m ent agency, w here applicants m ight 
reg ister free of charge and get 
chance in the  household of some club 
m em ber. ,

That, was ten  years ago, and now 
the  secretary  is quite w illing to 
acknowledge th a t th e  G erm an system  
will not "go” in. th is  country. P re­
m ium s have been paid regularly , and 
although one faithfu l soul receives the  
am ount now m ultiplied by flve^ and 
some few o thers have th ree  o r  four 
^ e a rs  to  the ir Credit, still it  cannot 
be said  th a t t h e -500 housew ives who 
are  m em bers have been supplied w ith 
un in terrup ted  service.

The secre tary  believes, th a t th e re  ia 
som ething in the  a ir  here th a t soon 
renders th e  recen t im m igrant from 
G rm any “fractious and bumptious, 
and so independent." H ere the  secre­
ta ry  w rung her hands. They also 
gave th e  g irls a  “kaffeklatsch" a t  
tim es.

O strich Farm ing Profitable.
A new industry  which promises 

g re a t possibilities has been s ta rted  in 
A ustralia. At. N ardoo, Coonambie, os­
trich  farm ing is m eeting with success. 
There are  120 ostriches on one farm. 
The firm  is  using  incubators, the sam e 
as  those used to hatch  out the modest 
product of the  dom estic hen. only th a t 
the  egg draw ers are  m ade deeper for 
th e  purpose, while the tem pera tu re  for 
a  successful hatch  is  102 degrees' 
Fahrenheit. Artificial incubation is 
p referred  to natu ral. The young os­
triches require carefu l handling  for ^|ie 
first m onth or six w eeks of th e ir  ex ist­
ence, the one essential being green 
food, such as  lucerne. The value of the 
fea thers produced by each bird a  year 
is $40. They can be plucked at any 
tim e a fte r  they are  large enough, and 
yield fea thers  black, w hite and drab  in 
color. The male bird yields the most 
valuable feathers.

Learn to Plan Homes.
Two years ago  the  U niversity  of 

St. P ete rsburg  decided tha t women 
might a ttend  the lectures, as i t  
seem ed probable tha t th is  course could 
not contain anyth ing  tha t could .make 
politic ians of the studen ts. Recently 
the re  has been an exhibition of the 
work of the  arch itec tu ra l s tudents, 
and experts who saw  it Were surprised  
to find .that the  work of the women 
studen ts com pares so favorably with 
that of-the men. In the work of plan­
n ing  hom es especially the women 
"were m ost orig inal in the ir ideas, and 
carried  out details that, would, as a 
general thing, have been beyond the 
men students. It is predicted tha t 
especially in hom e a rch itec tu re  the, 
women will m ake a  success of the ir 
work.

Chance for Studerfts of Fevers.
The Mexican Academy of Medicine

Of th e  aftuount $10,000 will be 
aw arded to the  person o r persons' dis­
covering th e .cu re . A like am ount' will 
be given to the person or persons dis­
covering a serum  which will kill the 
typhus germ  in the  blood. In the 
event of any*on person solving both 
problem s an  effor.i '.-.ill be m ade to 
have th e  governm ent give a proper re­
ward. Five thousand do llars  will be 
d istributed  umong the  persons wjho 
have most efficiently helped in solv­
ing th e  problem.
