. Lansing.—The ad valorem  taxation  
bill re la ting  to  te lephone and te le­
g raph  com panies was reported  favor­
ably by the  general taxation  com m it­
te e  of th e  house, but a  m otion to  sus­
pend th e  ru les and m ake it a special 
o rder for T uesday afternoon was de­
feated, 47 to 44, a  tw o-thirds vote be­
ing required.

R epresen tative M iller quietly  gath ­
ered  a  m ajority  of the  com m ittee. In­
stead of reporting  out th e  bill which 
passed the senate, the  com m ittee re ­
ported out th e  house bill, am ending it 
so as to provide for th e  local taxation 
of te lephone com panies w hose gross 
earn ings a re  less than  $1,000  a year in ­
stead  of $500, the  am ount fixed in the  
senate  bill. Had the  house bill passed 
the  Fouch bill it would have to be sent 
back to the  Benate for action, and as 
the  la tte r  body has already ac ted  on 
the Bame sub jec t m atte r, th e  question 
m ight arise  as  to w hether i t  w ill be 
necessary  for the  senate  to ask  f o r ih e  
recall of its  bill before passing  th e  
house m easure.

Gov. W arner gave out a sta tem en t 
in  which he urged th e  passagel of th e  
ad valorem  bill and handed a  roast to  
the  telephone and te leg raph  lobbyists.

F ilibuster In, House.
T he house of rep resen ta tives  hag  a 

full-grown filibuster to  cope w ith 
when i t  m e t Monday. The insurgents, 
m ustering  27 votes on a  roll call, w ere 
up in arm s aga inst a decision of 
Speaker Colin P. Campbell, which they  
charged was con trary  to the constitu ­
tion of the s ta te . T he speaker ruled 
th a t w hen the  house had once {refused 
to  w ithdraw  a  bill from  com m ittee, a 
subsequent m otion for such w ithdraw ­
al was out of order. This, the  in su r­
gen ts charged, w as con trary  to  a con­
s titu tiona l provision th a t a m ajority  
shall alw ays be in control cjf all leg­
is la tion  pending in the  house. .

D uring th e  debate R epresen ta tive  
DilBenbury declared th a t the speaker’s  
ruling “pleased no one but a  sm iling 
te leg raph  and  telephone lobby.” B ut 
th is  intim ation th a t the speaker's  ru l­
ing  could crea te  a precedent for 
sm othering in com m ittee a bill to  tax  
te leg raph  and telephone com panies on 
the  value .o f th e ir  property Instead of 
allow ing them  to pay a specific tax  on 
earn ings, to  w hich reform  both the 
Republican and D em ocratic pa rties  a re  
pledged, lost som e force when the  
house com m ittee on taxation  y este r­
day afternoon favorably reported  jth£ 
te leg raph  and telephone bill by a m a­
jo rity  vote.

Seven A sp iran ts  fo r Judgeship.
A lively cam paign w as com m enced 

for the  circu it judgeship  m ade vacan t 
by th e  death  of Chauncey H. Gage. 
Gov. W arner will fill the vacancy by 
appointm ent, and the  choice of a  suc­
cessor is to be left to the Saginaw  B ar 
association. Those prom inently  up, for 
the  judgeship  a re  Miles J . Purcell, 
F ragk  A. Rockw ith.

Flogged W hen T hey Failed.
The M arquette  prison com m ittee 

w hich m ade an  investigation  of th a t 
in stitu tion  some w eeks ago reported. 
The w itnesses exam ined included six  
or e ig h t convicts, tw o o r th ree  form er 
keepers, W illiam  R ussell, a  b ro ther of 
W arden Russell, who is the  forem an 
of the  overall shop, C lerk W est and 
several guards.

Several of the convicts claim ed th a t 
th e ir  ta sk s  w ere too g rea t and also 
th a t they  w ere flogged when they 
failed to com plete them .

C harles H. Johnson, sen t from De­
tro it, testified th a t his ta sk  consisted 
of sew ing on 700 pockets per day, 
and th a t a fte r  he had- ta lked  to the 
m em bers of the  legislative ■ com mittee, 
it  w as increased  to  1,000.

w as also shown th a t W arden Russell, 
for the  s ta te , bought a  team  of horses 
from  one o f h ie  b ro thers, paying $500, 
and the  w arden told th e  com m ittee 
th a t he would be glad to buy the 
team  back for th a t am ount a t  any 
tim e.

W hen Forem an R ussell was on 
th e  stand  he s tated  th a t his sa la ry  
w as $900 a  year and th a t h is  bro ther 
paid him  $600 a  yea r and  his board, 
in  addition to  which he lived a t  the 
prison.

All o f the  convicts insisted  th a t if 
the  con trac to rs could m ake money the 
s ta te  could do a  g rea t deal more, 
and some of them  com plained th a t 
they w ere perm itted  to  m ake but li t­
tle overtim e.'

Two o r th ree  testified th a t favor­
itism  was shown as betw een the con­
victs, which w as denied. One guard 
adm itted  th a t when big prize fights 
w ere on the inm ates w ere perm itted 
to  m ake sm all bets.

Im portant Bill Reported Out.
An im portan t bill w as reported  out 

by the  railroad  com m ittee covering a 
general revision of* the  ac t crea ting  
th e  s ta te  railroad  com mission. As 
originally  Introduced, it provided for 
inc reasing  the sa la ries of the  mem­
bers  of the  com m ission to $5,000 and 
th e  com m ittee reduced th e  am ount to 
$4,000. A bout the  only serious objec­
tio n  ra ised  by th e  ra ilroads w as to  the  
clause providing th a t w hen any ra il­
road increased  a  ra te  the  com m ission 
should have th e  pow er to  suspend it  
fo r 90 days- on com plain t being made. 
T he com m ittee reduced the  suspen­
sion period to  45 days.

W heat Suffered D uring M a ^ c h .

A ccording to  the  s ta te  crop  report, 
387 correspondents from  all over the  
s ta te  rep o rt th a t w heat suffered in ­
jury. d u r in f  M arch, w hile 185 s ta te  
th a t i t  suffered no Injury. T he con­
dition o f w heat on A pril 1  w as 76 per 
cent, of norm al; th e  .average condition 
o f ry e  83. A la rg e  p ercen tage  of cor- 
respondents rep o rt th a t the  m ild w in­
te r  lia s  been favorable fo r f ru it an d  
th e  prospects  a re  favorable for a good
yield.

-And w hen the  word w as given to 

(e-in th e  royals, and send down the 
'yards, furl all staysails  and  th e  flying 
iJib, they, litera lly  rushed into th e  rig ­
g ing  w ith  an  “Aye, aye, s ir,” th a t, 
seem ed to shake the  deck.

The adm iral, who had been on the 
bridge, le ft It and w ent below. P res­
en tly  he earns up. H e w as in his best 
uniform . w ith  a  gold-hilted sword, his 
o rd e r  o f th e  B ath on h is  breast, and 
b e  w o re 'a  cocked hat. As he passed 
m e , Mr. Buxton, who w as stepping 
a lo n g  briskly, said:.

“Pardon me. S ir  P eter, bu t a  French 
m usket w ants no be tte r  ta rg e t than

H ad  t t  struck  th e  fr i^ a te  full, i t  would cjune foul, a  few  m in u tes  la te r , w e 
hSrVe s e n t h e r  to  th e  bottom ; b u t by, ~ ‘ • -• - —
hauling  quickly by th e  wind, she only 
received abou t h a lri the  discharge.
£*nat, how ever, w as te rrib le . H er 
m izzenm ast V as cut off, and hung over 
her side in a m ass of to rn  rigging; he r 
m ainm ast was w ounded; and It was 
plain th a t our broadside had  killed 
and w ounded m any men, and  had  dis­
m ounted several guns. H e r wheel, 
however, w^s uninjured, and in an  in ­
conceivably shqrt tim e th e  w reck of 
the  m ast had been cu t aw ay; and 
w earing, w ith the  wind in h e r  favor, 
she got 'in to  a rak ing  position on our 
po rt -quarter, and gave us a broadside 
th a t raked  us from s te rn  to stem .

T he savage which dw ells in man 
had m ade me perfectly  indifferent to 
the loss of life on the  F rench  sh ip ; but 
w hen a  man dropped dead a t  my side,
1 fell in to  a  passion of rage, and, I 
m ust honeBtly adm it, of fear. My sta­
tion w as am idships, and I recalled, 
w ith a  dreadful sinking  of th e  heart, 
th a t It w as commonly know n as  the  
slaugh ter house, from  th e  execution 
genera lly  done there.

I looked down and saw  th e  m an’s 
blood soaking in to  th q  sand, w ith  
which the  deck w as plentifu lly  
strew ed, and I, R ichard  Glyn, longed 
to  dese rt my sta tion  and ru n  below- 
But"as I turned , I caugh t s ig h t of Giles 
V ernon, a  little  d istance aw ay from 
me. H e w as sm iling and w aving his 
hat, and he  cried out:

“See, boys! the  big 'un  is com ing 
to  take  h e r  punishm ent! Huzza!

The Indom ptable had then  ap­
proached to  w ithin a  quarter of a  mile, 
and as  a  heavy sea  w as kicked, up by 
th e  wind, and all th ree  of th e  ships 
w ere rolling extrem ely, she luffed up 
to  deliver he r broadside; and a t  th a t 
m om ent th ree  thundering  cheers broke 
from th e  900 th re a ts  on th e  Ajax, and 
they w ere in stan tly  answ ered  by

cheer as  g rea t from the  F renchm an. 
Owing to the  sharp  roll, m ost of the 
F rench sho t w ent a little  too high, ju s t 
above the  heads of the  m arines, who 
w ere dfown up in the  w ais t of the 
ship. My paroxysm  of fear still held 
me, b u t w hen I saw  these  men, w ith 
the one proud word “G ib ra ltar” w rit­
ten  on th e ir  hats, stand ing  steadily , ag 
If a t parade, in  the  m idst of th e  hu r­
ricane of fire, the  m en as  cool as  th e ir  
officers, sham e seized m e for my cow­
ard ice ; from  th a t on, I gradually  m as­
tered  my alarm s. I here m ention  a  
S trange th ing ; as  long a s  I w as a 
cow ard a t  heart, I w as also a  villain; 
for if on® single sho t cou ld .have sent 
the  F renchm an 's  body to  th e  sea  and  
his soul to  hell, I would have fired th a t 
shot. B u t when I w as released  from 
the  n igh tm are of fear, a  feeling  of 
m ercy stole in to  m y soul. I  began to  
feel for our brave enem y and to  w ish 
th a t we m ight cap tu re  him  w ith  as 
little  loss as possible.

The cannonade now increased ; but 
the wind, w hich is usually  deadeaed, 
continued to  rise, and both tjie  heavy 
ships w ere alm ost - ro lling  th e ir  yard­
arm s in  the  w ater. T he Indomp- 
t&ble’a fire w as exceedingly steady, 
but no t w ell d irected , w hile, a f te r  ten  
m inutes of a  close fire, i t  w as seen 
th a t we w ere fa s t shooting  h e r  spars 
o u t of her. The friga te , mudh disabled 
by the loss of he r m ast, had  fallen  off 
to  leew ard, and  never got close enough 
again  to  be of any assistance  to  her 
co n so rt..

The A jax’s people began to  clam or 
to  get alongside, and alongside we got. 
As we neared  the  Indom ptable, oc­
casionally  yaw ing to  p reven t being 
raked, h is  m etal began to  te ll, and  we 
w ere much cut up aloft, besides hav­
ing been hulled repeated ly ; b u t we 
cam e on steadily. T he m an a t  the  
wheel had nearly  all h is  clo thes torn  
off him, by a  sp lin ter, b u t w ith  th e  
sp irit of a  tru e  seam an, he stood ' a t  
his post unflinchingly, never le ttin g  go 
of the spokes for one m o m en t "When 
we w ere w ithin a  couple of pistol- 
shots, th e  Frenchm an opened a  sm art 
m usketry  fire. S ir P e te r had  le ft the  
bridge fo r)ta  m om ent and w as crossing 
the  deck, w hen a  ball w ent through 
h is  hait, knocking it off and  te a rin g  It 
to  pieces. H e stooped down, picked i t  
up, and  then  called o u t to  & pow der 
boy who w as passing:

“Go |to  my cabin, and  in  th e  upper 
draw er of th e  locker to  th e  le ft of 
my bed-place, you w ilf see  tw o  cocked 
h a ts ;  b ring  m e th e  
HangCd if I ’ll n o t w ear a  decen t hat,

w as ru led  hy h is  wife! 
W e hove to  ab o u t a  oabls’s

.were jam m ed fa s t; b u t nobody 
e ith e r  sh ip  w ished i t  o therw ise . T he 
F renchm an’s m ain-yard sw ung di­
rectly  over our poop, and  C a p t Guil­
ford him self m ade i t  fa s t to  our miz- 
zen rigging. T he F renchm an, how­
ever, w as n o t y e t bea ten  a t  th e  guns, 
and the  firing w as so heavy on both 
sides th a t a  pall of sm oke enveloped 
both ships. This w as to  o u r advan­
tage, for the  friga te; having  got some 
sail on the  stum p of h e r  m izzenm ast, 
now approached; b u t the  w ind  d rifted  
the smoke so betw een h e r  £fid th e  two 
fighting ships, th a t she could* n o t in' 
th e  dim tw ilight plainly d iscern  friend 
from  foe, especially as  both  were 
pain ted  black, and  we sw ung together 
with, th e  sea and wind. W hen the  
smoke drifted  off, th e  g allan t b u t un­
fo rtuna te  X antippe found herse lf di­
rectly  under our broadside. W e gave 
her one round from  our m ain  ba tte ry , 
and  she troubled  us no m ore, j

Of m y .own feelings, I  can  only say  
th a t I w elcom ed th e  re tu rn  of m y cour­
age so rapturously , I  fe lt capable ofi 
heroic things. O ccasionally I  recog­
nized S ir P e te r  as  he  flitted  p as t; ho 
seem ed everyw here a t  once, and  I  
perceived th a t  although C a p t Guil­
ford w as technica lly  fighting th e  ship,' 
S ir P e te r  w as by no  m eans a n  idle 
spectato r. My gun w as on th e  en : 
gaged side all th e  tim e, and several 
of the  guns on th a t side becam e d is­
abled, and  officers w ere wounded, o r  
killed; i t  b rough t Giles V ernon quite  
close to  me. Through th e  sm oke and 
th e  fast-falling darkness, ligh ted  only 
by the  red  flash of th e  guns and the  
g lare of th e  b a ttle  lan terns, I  could 
see h is  face. H e never lost h is  smile, 
and hia ringing  voice always led the  
cheering. ^

P resen tly  the  F renchm an’s fire 
slackened, and then  a  dull, rum bling 
sound w as heard  in  the  depths of the 
Indom ptable, followed by a  ro ar and 
stream s of ligh t from  th e  forehatch. 
The forw ard m agazine had  exploded, 
and  it seem ed in  th e  aw ful c rash  and 
blaze as  if all th e  m asts  and  spars 
w ent skyw ard, w ith  th e  rags of the 
sa ils; and a  solem n hush  and silence 
followed th e  explosion.

In  ano ther in s ta n t I heard  S ir  
P e te r’s sharp  voice shouting:

“Call all hands to  board! Boatsw ain, 
cheer th e  m en up w ith  the  p ipe!”

And then  th e  c lea r no tes of th e  boat­
sw ain 's  pipe floated ou t in to  th e  dark ­
ness, and  w ith  a  yell th e  m en gathered  
a t  the  bulw arks. On th e  F rench  ship 
they  appeared  to  be dazed by th e  ex­
plosion, and  we could se® only a  few 
officers runn ing  abou t and  try in g  to 
collect th e  men.

In  ano ther In s tan t I saw  Mr. Bux­
ton  leap upon th e  ham m ock-netting, 
and  abou t to  spring, w hen a  figure be­
h ind  him  seized him  by th e  coat-tails, 
and, dragging  him  backw ard, he^cneas- 
ured  h is  leng th  on th e  deck. T he fig­
ure w as Giles Vernon.

“A fter m e,” he cried to  th e  first 
lieu tenan t; and the  nex t m om ent he 
m ade his spring, and landed, th e  first 
man on th e  Indom ptable 's deck.

As soon as  the  ship w as given up, 
we hauled  up our courses and ran  off 
a  little , rove new braces, and made 
ready to  cap tu re  the  friga te , which, a l­
though badly cu t up, showed no dispo­
sition to  su rrender, and stood g allan t­
ly by h e r  consort. In  half an hour we 
w ere ready  to  g6  Into action  again, if 
necessary , w ith  ano ther ship of the  
line. |

W e got w ithin range— the sea had 
gone * down m uch—and giving the 
X antippe our broadside, brought down 
th e  trico lor w hich th e  F renchm en had 
nailed  to  th e  s to m p  of tb!e mizzen­
m ast. She proved to  have on board 
n ea r a  million sterling , w hich, w ith 
the  Indom ptable, w as th e  rich est prize 
taken  in  fo r years preceding.

The adm iral and  cap ta in  g o t £ 1 1 /
000 sterling  each. T he sen io r officers 
received £2,500 s terling  each. The 
jun io rs g o t  £ 2 ,0 0 0  s terling , th e  mid­
shipm en and pe tty  officer* £1,500 
sterling , and every  seam an got £700 
sterling , and the  landsm en and boys 
£400 s terling  in prize m oney. And
1 say i t  w ith  diffidence, we got much 
m ore In glory ; for the  tw o French 
ships w ere n o t only beaten , b u t beaten  
In the. m ost seam  an like m anner. Sir 
P e te r ev*r a fte r  k ep t the  anniversary  
a s  hie day  o f glory, pu ttin g  o n  the 
sam e uniform  and cocked h a t he  had 
w orn, and  going to  church, if on shore, 
w ith. Lady H aw kshaw  on h is  arm , and 
giving thanks  in  a  loud voice.

The- price of flour, beef, potatoes and 
all articles of staple food th a t grace the 
laboringm an’s tab le is advancing righ t 
along, and prospects for still h igher 
prices are  good. B ut the farm er is 
getBng the benefit and is swelling his 
bank account. A Chicago dispatch 
sizes up the situation in  th is w ay:

W ith  nearly  all foodstuffs consider­
ably h igher now than  they  have been 
forr y ea rs , a  still fu rther genera l ad ­
vance all along the line is expected by 
the  dealers. Conditions are  essentially  
the  same in all th e  cities of the  la rger 
class th ro u g h o u tJ the  middle w est, and 
the re  seems to  be no doubt th a t the 
man in the  city  w ill have tp  pay  m ore 
for practically  a ll th e  staple food m a­
terials  he buys th a n  he has for a  long 
tim e. A s w heat has gone up , alm ost 
everyth ing  else the farm er has', to sell 
to th e  city  fam ily has  jogged .along 
skyward w ith it .

B read is expected to  go down by the 
very simple process o f curtailing  the  
size of the  loaf. M eat, com , vegetables, 
a ll are  h ig h  now and  a re  ce rta in  to  be  
to  be h igher. F arm ers have made 
m ore money b y  selling th e ir  corn than  
they  could by feeding  it to  th e  stock.

Commission m en universally  agree, 
th a t ano ther sharp  advance in  prices is  
to  be expected—possibly several g radu ­
a l boosts.

$10,000  of h is  money.

A fter th is  w as finished 
the whole party  w ent to  a  lonely road 
a  m ile outside th e  city  near Fourche 
creek.

Som ething had  happened to  the  jockey on 
th e  so rrel—he had fallen suddenly forw ard— 
he w as off—down—on the  .ground and the 
m illionaires and the  “ friend" w ere running 
down th e  road tow ard  th e  spot.

Shortly  afterw ard  George 
Bennett, th e  p riva te  secretary , to ld  me 
th a t his m oney, jvhich he had hoped to 
g e t in O m aha to  b e t on the  m atch, had 
not come and th a t it  m ight be declared 
off if I wouldn’t help. . Stowe and M yers 
and Shores, the  w restler, w ept and plead­
ed w ith me to help them  by p u tting  up 
the  s takes they needed. Finally  I consent­
ed. The money was to  be m erely an  ad­
vance. I got the $10,000 a t  the  bank and 
gave i t  to  Stowe to  hold, as he .was the  
only grian I knew w ell—or thought I did.

“The w restling  began promptly. Our 
man, Shores, got the  first fall.

Shores fell, 
and apparen tly  bursting  a  blood vessel, 
gave every evidence of dying in g rea t 
agony.

“Everyone w as g rea tly  excited. - Gor­
don w ept because of the  d isgrace a ttach ­
ing to  h is  fam ily in  having him  p resen t 
a t  such a  death. In  the  m idst of th e  ex­
citem ent, B ennett, th e  p riva te  secretary , 
rushed up and w hispered th a t he w as 
ruined. H e had  bet h is  em ployers’ mon-

Stow e never has been caught—nor has my

F our or five horses w ere to  run in 
a  race a t Council Bluffs—th is was in  A ugust, 
la s t—and Mr. S u to r decided to go over w ith 
B arney and put down a  bet. H e did. He had 
to  borrow  $4,000 to  m ake up the  $5,000 needed. 
B ut it w as a su re thing, Barney said, and Bar­
ney ce rtain ly  knew. Of course Mr. S utor’s 
“su re th ing  th ing” fell in« th e  stre tch  o r »the 
jockey fell off and  "bled’*  and scared  every­
one aw ay as  usual.

Mr. S u to r thought it over a t  hom e and de­
cided to  g et busy. By th e  tim e he had  so de­
cided all th e  "m illionaires’’ had fled from  
Council Blaffs, B arney w ith  them . Bu£ th e  
governm ent w as in  it now. B arney had  w rit­
ten  a  le tte r  helping S utor to  borrow  th e  $4,0 M 
and so had used the-m ails to defraud. The fed­
eral officers got busy a t  once. Decoy le tte rs  
w ere sen t o u t by th e  postal Inspector in Coun­
cil Bluffs, J . S. Swenson, and th e  syndicate, 
so ad ro it in  fooling o thers, swallowed th e  ba it 
itself.

In  the  closing days th e re  cam e Inspecto r 
Swenson. In  a .few > tau rs  he had enlisted  S her­
iff B. L. R oberts, D eputy J . J. H aw kins, Du­
rand W hipple, the  six-foot son and  law partner 
of W . G. W hipple, U nited S ta tes  d is tr ic t a t­
torney- W arran ts  w ere issued. Revolvers w ere 
exam ined and  tested . T he tra p  w as ready. 
W hat w arning  th e  syndica te  had  may never t a  
known, b u t i t  is  tru e  thaL w hen  the  officers ap ­
proached th e  m ansion th e  synd ica te  w as ju s t  
g e tting  ready to  leave. The leaders ;^rere to 
the  touring  ca r w ith  th e ir  valises. T hey knew  
in s tan tly  th a j they  w ere in  fo r it. They sp rang  
from  th e  car.

“H ands up—quick!" w as In specto r Swen­
son’s  c risp  dem and and up w en t tw o pairs  o f; 
hands. One m an’s w ere elevated  on ly  to  h is  
w a is t  W hipp le d id n 't like th a t. ;H e searched 
th e 'le a d e r , b u t finding no w eapons w as abou t 
to s tep  back w hen a  though t cam e to  him , th a t 
m ay have saved h is  life. H e seized h is  b an d s  
and phished them  up high”. T hen he lif ted  th e  
m an’s vest, and  th e re  in  th e  tro u sers  band, 
w as a  revolver.
