4 Postponed. ;

Zeppelin’s tussle for Il hours with

hte unruly airship shows how far we
arelyet from practicable control of at-
mospherical navigation. Under favor-
able conditions, our daring pioneers
ibave been doing remarkable things.
They break records day after day and
prophesy aLr sorts of revolutionary do-
ings tor the future. But Orville Wright
la a cripple, and the list of miraculous
escapes from death is long. It is easy
to recall lucky falls of Baldwin, Far-
maa, Knabenshue and others, while
the fatal outcome of the Morrell air-
ship flight in San Francisco does not
readily pass into forgetfulness. Very
probably the world wifi eventually see
the success of these machines. Every
invention has its early stages of acci-
dent. Victory; comes only after much
experimenting and risk. But the
British world has excuse for feeling
considerable relief over the latest
Zeppelin flight. If one rigid airship
acts this way, what would happen to a
fleet trying to cross the channel?
Aerial invasion of the Englishman's
home by the empire of the north is
postponed indefinitely.

Even the famous and influential Lon-
don Times gets “called down” occasion-
ally. The episode of the Piggott let-
ters Is not forgotten. And now “the
Thunderer™ has aroused the anger of
the Japanese authorities. The Times
recently commented on the spy system
in international affairs and said It has
been proved that Japanese residents in
America are acting as spies. This has
drawn from Japanese government offi-
cials a prompt protest, and they have
asked the Associated Press to make a
categorical denial of the allegation b>
the London Times, a representative of
the foreign office adding: “The state-
ment is absolutely without foundation
As far as Japan is concerned it is re-
garded as a silly canard, while its mis-
chievous source alone entitles it to be
dignified by the term dementia.” This
is pretty sharp, coming from the Jap-
anese, who, especially in official outgiv-
ings, are usually exceedingly ceremoni-
ous and scrupulously polite. .Evidently
the London Times has hurt deeply the
feelings of the Japanese government.

SULTAN DETHRONED

ABDUL HAMID'S BROTHER NOW
REIGNS AS THE RULER OF
TURKEY.

CHANGE PLEASES THE PEOPLE

Deposed Monarch Expresses Gratifica-
tion That Hfc Is Not to Be Put to
Death—America and England Sat-
isfied with Action.

Constantinople, Apr. 27.—The reign
of Abdul Hamid Il. ended to-day with
his deposition and the accession of his
brother, Mehemmed Reschad Effendi.
as Mehined V. a variation of Maho-
met, it being considered inappropriate
to assume the precise name of the
prophet.

Mehined V. is the thirty-fifth sover-
eign of Turkey, in male descent, of
the House of Osman, the founder of

the empire, and the twenty-ninth
sultan since the conquest of Con-
stantinople;*

The two houses of parliament,
meeting as a national assembly, in

the forenoon approved the decree of
deposition, which was read by the
Shelk-ul-Islam, chief of the ulemas
and supreme judge on ecclesiastical
questions.

Charges Against Abdul.

The document recites that Abdul
Hamid's acts were contrary to the
sacred law, and set forth a long list
of crimes, the whole making a terri-
ble indictment. The firing of 101
guns announced to the waiting peo-
ple that a new sultan had been pro-
claimed.

The ceremonies connected with the
transfer of the power were simple.
The newiy-chosen ruler came from his
palace in Galata through streets lined
with troops and cheering thousands
and took the oath at the war office.
He then proceeded to the parliament
and later went to the Dolmabagtsche
palace as head of the empire, where
for so many years he had practically
been a prisoner.

People Pleased with Action.

Martial law was relaxed and the
people gave themselves over to cele-
brating the victory of the Young
Turks party and the end of Abdul
Hamid's reign. Many buildings were
illuminated, and thousands of rounds
were fired by the soldiers for joy.
General good humor prevailed every-
where.

The question of the new cabinet has
not yet been settled, but it is thought
that Ahmed Riza will be grand vizier.

New Sultan Informed.

The Shetk-uHslam. supported by all
the principal personages of the higher
church administration, issued the
fetva as the decree of deposition is
called. It informed Mehemmed Res-
chad Effendi that he was chosen sul-
tan by the will of the church, the will
of the parliament, the will of the army
and the will of the people.; It admon-
ished him to serve God and keep the
sacred law. as communicated by the
prophet. This Reschad humbly prom-
ised to do.

The Sheik-ul-Islam, it is said, per-
sonally visited the sultan and read
him the decree. He informed his
majesty that the question having been
put in Canonical form before the sheik
and his associates as to whether Ab-
dul Hamid had not forfeited the right
to rule over the faithful, they had de-
cided “yes.”

' Abdul bowed his head, saying:

“It is the will of Allah.”

At asecret sitting of the national
assembly in the morning the decree
was read! It declared that Abdul

Hamid 1L must abdicate or be de-

throned. The assembly unhesitating-

ly shouted: "Dethrone him.”
Expected It, Says Sultan.

A deputation, cons”ting of two sen-
ators and two deputies, thereupon vis-
ited the palace at Yildiz and communi-
cated to the sultan the assembly's
resolution. Abdul Hamid replied:

"l expected ttys. It is fate. My
only wish is that the lives of myself
and family may be safeguarded and
that 1 may reside- at the palace of
Cberaghan, as | wish to die where 1|
was born.”

A similar deputation proceeded to
the Dolmabagtsche palace in Galata
and informed Mehemmed Reschad Ef-
fendi of the nation's wish. The newly-
proclaimed sultan 'Yeplied; that he
bowed to the will of the people.

Later the assembly debated the mo-
mentous question of Abdul Hamid's
future residence. The suggestion that
he he allowed to travel abroad was
strongly opposed on the ground that
it might cause complications. It was
finally decided thatmshe must remain
in Constantinople. /

At 2:30 in the afternoon a salute of
21 guns announced the departure of
Mehemmed Reschad to the Seraskerat
to swear fidelity to the constitution.
Had his succession followed the death
of the Sultan this ceremony' would
have occurred at the Top-Kapou pal-
ace, where the relics of the prophet
are preserved, but as the succession
ensued as the result of the dethrone-
ment of the ruler, the ceremony was
held at. the war office.

Troops Line the Rpute.

The sultan-elect came* by boat
across the Bosphorus to Stamboul,
Troops lined the entire route, com-

prising regulars and volunteers of all
nationalities of the empfre and en-
thusiastic crowds watched the proces-
sion and acclaimed the new ruler.

Abdul Hamid gave a deep sigh of
relief upon being informed that no
designs were entertained against his
life.

Had Ruled Thirty-Three Years.

For 33 years Abdul Hamid II., thir-
ty-fourth sultan of the Ottoman em-
pire, has held the {powers of Europe
at bay and with consummate political
skill he has maintained most of his
empire intact from foreign encroach-
ment.

Abdul Hamid was born September
22. 1842. In stfite of his long reign,
little 1s known of his personal charac-
ter. His predecessors had been auto-
crats, but he is described as having
brought on Turkey a degree of despot-
ism such as the country had not ex-
perienced In many generations. He
lived in mortal fear of his life.

The Armenian massacres of 1895
and 1896 were laid at the door of
the sultan, but whether he directly
fostered them or not is not known.

Mehemmed Reschad Effendi. young-,
er brother of Abdul Hamid, was bom
Noyember 3, 1844, and is,'legally and
according to the Mussulman law, the.

JVHAT THE LAW-MAKERS
LANSING ARE DOING—NEW
BILLS UP.

AT

DISAGREE ON HOME RULE

Wide Diversity of Opinion at Lan-
rsfnjg Regarding This important
Legislation—Each House Has
Own Bill.

Lansing.—W ith home rule bills up
for consideration in both houses the
members displayed a wide diversity
of opinion regarding the fi*rm this im-
portant legislation should take.

Thje senate took up its Sill as a spe-
cial prder Tuesday afternoon-and the
house considered it Wednesday.

Owing to the attitude of the two
houses toward each other on the
question of which bill shall be
passed, thete was planned a confer-
ence icommittee to thresh out the mat-
ter. |

Thp senate informed the house that
no;d”te for adjournment can be fixed
unfil this legislative matter is dts-
posed of, which means beyond any
question it will be the latter part of
May at' least before the legislature
quits] -

In jview of the opposition of Bay

City, Muskegon and’ Saginaw to the
low ponding limit fixed in the sen-
ate bill Senator Tuttie, chairman of
the committee which . drafted the
bill, aays an amendment may be
made to the bill allowing those
cities a higher limit, on account of

the extraordinary condition or their
finances.

The senate bill is a combination
of, four or five different bills, while
the house blill is based on the Hally
bijl and follows,it closely in its pro-
visions.  There, is a disposition
among some members of the house
to attempt to substitute the senate
bill as a means of settling the ques-
tion more quickly, but it is doubtful
If enough votes can be rallied to put
th'rouigh this plan.

Thp principal objection to the sen-
ate bill in the house is the section
which provides for giving a super-
visor |for .each 2,000 population. The
mempers from the rural communi
ties iay they will not stand for that
proposition and will fight the whole
bill If it is necessary. The house
bill contains no reference to the rep-
resentation of cities on boards of
supervisors, the intention being to
leave that for separate legislation.

Bond Limit May Benefit Saginaw.

Saginaw politicians and others-who
have| appeared before the legislative
committees, and the charter commit-
tee of Saginaw, would very much like
to hkve the bond limit in the home
rule bill placed at ten-per cent., four
for general and six per cent., for spe-
cial purposes, the limitations of three
and five per cent, fixed by the senate
committee on corporations, will not
necessarily operate as a hardship upon
Saginaw. There are many who are
well [versed in municipal affairs that
declare it. will be the’best thing that
could happen to the city.

County Home Rule Demanded.
Country districts of the state have
caught the home rule fever and
through the State Grange and Legis-
lative Farmers’ club have made a de-

mand for some legislation of this
variety.
This demand resulted in the intro-

duction of what might be termed a
county home rule bill by Representa-
tive Thomas, F. McNaughton of Kent,?
who is a member of the executive and
legislative committee of the Grange
and prominent-in the Farmers’ club.
Under Its provisions the board of su-
pervisors may enact ordinances, rules,
regulations and laws for the govern-
ment of the county. If such ordi-
nances, etc., do not conflict with the
provisions of the general law of the
state. The board is empowered to in-
corporate villages and school districts.
It, may change the territory and
boundaries of villages and districts.
All such .changes to have a referen-
dum -attached for the benefit of the
people of the affected districts.

Bring Out New Liquor Measure.

Except that the- committee makes
optional thp provision for the annual
reduction of the number of saloons in
any district, the bill amending the
general liquor law of the state was re-
ported- out Monday in the house with-
out amendment.

In the original bill there was, a pro-
vision for the limitation of saloons to
one for each 500 population. This
clause went farther by indicating that
where* the number bf saloons is in ex-
cess' of this figure ntlie council or
board must annually decline to grant
licenses to ton per cent, of the total
number of saloons,-until the number
is reduced to meet'(the limitations of
the law. The committee changed this
provision to make it optional with the
districts affected. There is in. the bill
a provision that it may be optional
with districts to decrease the limit
number to one to each 1,000 of popu”
lation.

Hoeft Bill Reported Out.

The senate railway committee re-
ported out the bill of Representative
Hoeft repealing the maximum carload
short haul rate law, without recom-
mendation, and though a determined
effort was made to table the bill for
the purpose of holding it for further
attention in case the railway commis-
sion bill should fall by the wayside”
the measure took its regular place on
the general order.

Helps Anti-Saloonists.

By passing the Dickinson search
and seizure bill, another step in the
interests of anti-liquer legislation was
taken by that body. This is the bill
with which the Anti-Saloon league ex-
pects to be able to stringently enforce
the law in focal option counties.

Publish Time Tables.

Senator Lane’s hill compelling rail-
way companies to publish accurate
time tables in towns and cities
through which they run trains came
up on third reading in the senate and
was passed by a vote of 23 to 7.

Notes of ths Legislature.

Senator Moriarty and Representa-
tive Dusenbury are trying to ascer-
tain whether the federal government
intends to close the Indian school at
Mt. Pleasant. If such is the case they,
have a plan on foot to have the st te
secure the property and establish a
school for crippled and, deformed
children, who are barred from the
state public school at Coldwater.

Other
citizens may have obtained some of the
same impressions Mr. Chilson sets forth.
The mostpertinentquestion he wants to
know is, what has become of the water
fond. A reportis published every year
showing just where every dollar of Vil-
lagt funds.goesto, and if the taxpayers
will look over the report they cannot
help butiunderstand the situation.

Our-correspondent says water money
is transferred from that fund to other
funds. Exactly the reverseis true, if
sthe report is again examined. In 1908,
$400 was so transferred from the gener-
al fund. In 1907, $2100 was transferred

j from the general fund, latfer $900 being
transferred from the water to the elec-
tric, still leaving $1200 in the water
fund taken from the general fund. In
1906, $450 was transferred from the gen-
eral to the water fund, and so on every
year. Some of the people, too, seem to
forget that the village must pay interest
on its water bonds, which amounts to
$1,950 per vyear,as we understand it.
This sum makes a large hole in the re-
ceipts and leaves but comparatively a
small sum if any, to make extensions,
after repairs are figured out. Creating
a sinking fund besides, Out of such re-
ceipts would appear impossible.

While it may seem to be an injustice
to property owners who life on the out-
skirts of the village that they are not
given more adequate fire protection, we
believe the village authorities at present
and in the past, have done all they
could with'the funds in their hands. In
time it is hoped all property owners will
receive all the fire protection desired, as
with the exception of last year, exten-
sions to the water mains have been re-
gularly made.

Decision of Court Affects Titles.

For years the judges of probate in
Wayne and other counties in the
state have been observing a state law
which provided that “When the person-
al estate of any deceased person in the
hands of the executor or administrator
shall be insufficient to pay all his debts,
with the charges of administering the
estate-, or whonever it shall be made to
appear to the probate court that itis
necessary for the preservation of the
estate, or to prevent a Sacrifice thereof,
or for the best interests of all concerned,
therein, his executors or administrator
may sell hia real estate for that purpose
upon obtaining license therefor from
the probate court.”

A case was recently decided by the
state supreme court, which held that
the act providing for the sale of proper-
ty in sueh estates was unconstitutional,
because the title of the act did not con-
tain the intent of the entire actas re-
quired by law. Although this seems a
mere technicality the highercourtdeems
it sufficient to throw out the act.

The Wrights, too, believed that a
man could make a much'better wing
than Nature had done. The resistance
of feathers would not be present in a
wing made of silk. Furthermore, be-
cause a bird sometimes has to alight,
Nature has Axed the wings so that
they: may be folded.

EW YORK.—Financial men in Wall

street are looking on in amused
wonder at the continued strained rela-
tions between Mrs. Hetty Green and
the Chemical National bank, an insti-
tution that she has used without let or
stint for over a quarter of a century.
Speculation as to the final outcome
rather favors the bank.

Just at present Mrs. Green is having
a period of forgetfulness as to the ex-
istence of the Chemical National bank,
270 Broadway, where she formerly
maintained a safety deposit box, and
from which institution she transacted
her loan business for 24 years. The
richest woman in the world does not
have an office—she is like the curb
offshoot of the New York stock ex-
change, and transacts her affairs from
where she may stand when a proposi-
tion is presented for her decision.

Two months ago Mrs. Green ceased,
to keep her mortgages and stocks and
bonds at the Chemical. She surren-
dered the key to her safety deposit
box to President William H. Porter

and transferred all of her securities to
the safety deposit vaults of the Na-
tional Park bank, 214 Broadway. Here
Mrs. Green was given the use of an
office over the bank, her nearest
neighbor being another tenant, Stuy-
vesant Fish.

Eleven years ago the Chemical Na-
tional bank assigned one of its most
valued and faithful employes to the
beck and call of Mrs. Green.

Then came an Incident the charac-
ter of which Is still a carefully guarded
secret.
