Only T w o V otes A gain st M easure Re­
v is in g  G eneral E x c ise  L a w s  of 

the 8 tate— No R ad ical Pro­
vis ion s Included in It.

Lansing.—T he house agreed  to  a  bill 
revising th e  gene ra l liquor law s of the  
s ta te . So well satisfied w ere the 
m em bers w ith the  resu lts  a tta ined  
th a t the  ru les  w ere suspended and the  
m easure p laced  on im m ediate passage. 
I t  passed  83 to  2, the  tw o nays  being 
R epresen ta tives Beem an and Jensen .

The sa lien t fea tu res  of the  bill a re  
as  follows:

L im its saloons to  one to  each  500 
population, w ith a  hom e ru le  provi­
sion th a t if any city, village o r town- 
Bhlp desires a  sm aller num ber of 
saloons It can be accom plished by 
passing  the  desired  ordinance. P res­
en t saloons a re  not w iped out, bu t 
no new ones a re  perm itted  until the 
num ber falls  below the  legal ratio .

P roh ib its  women and  ex-convicts 
from  holding saloon licenses.

P roh ib its  d rugg ists  from  selling 
m a lt or brew ed liquors, confining them  
to m a lt ex trac ts  and  to sp irituous 
liquors to  be sold only on p rescrip ­
tions, w hieh m ust be recorded.

F ixes the  open hours fo r saloons 
from  6 a. m. to 9 p. m., w ith th e 1 
proviso th a t th e  com mon council of 
any city  or village m ay extend the 
hour for closing to  12  o'clock m id­
n ig h t

Revokes the license of any person 
who is tw ice convicted of violating 
the liquor laws.

Flow ers Bit! Defeated.

A fter all th a t has been said and 
done by the  leg islatu re regarding  re­
form s in  the handling  of s ta te  lands 
the  F low ers public domain bill was 
defeated by the house by a vote of 42 
to  22. T he bill was tabled.

U nder the  Flow ers bill th e re  was 
a plan for a  s ta r t  In refo restra tion  
In M ichigan, and the  fu tu re  control 
of s ta te  tax lands was placed In 
charge of a  com mission. W ith the 
defea t of th a t bill p ractica lly  all 
hope is  lost of legislation along th is 
line.

Since early  in the  year the  legis­
la tu re  has devoted m uch a tten tion  
to  r e fo re s ta tio n  and the  m anner 
of handling s ta te  lands, b u t when 
i t  came to abandoning the old sys­
tem  th e  rep resen ta tives  fell away 
from  the plan and any fu rther 
move practically  will have to w ait for 
two years.

L and Com m issioner Russell and 
Senators Ming, Kline, Foster, and 
F airbanks re tu rned  from  a  \J s it to  the 
s ta te  fo restry  reserve in Roscommon 
and  Craw ford counties. T here are 
40,000 acres In the  reserve, on one end 
of w hich a  s ta r t  *has been m ade in 
grow ing trees. Russell says th a t his 
tr ip  convinces him th e re  is  noth ing  up 
the re  worth while, and h e  believes 
th a t the refo restra tion  p ro ject is a 
failure.

M ay D efeat Home Rule B ill.

A lthough the  senate com m ittee on 
conference on th e  m unicipal home 
ru le bill has been appointed, no com­
m ittee has been nam ed by Speaker 
Cam pbell to  rep resen t the  house and 
R epresentative G. A. M iller of D etroit 
accused the speaker of planning to 
stack  the  com m ittee w ith a m ajority 
of farm er m em bers w ith in ten t to 
bring about the defeat of the  house 
bill.

M iller says it has been agreed by 
the D etroit delegation th a t he shall 
rep resen t the city on the  com m ittee 
as he is a m em ber of the  house 
com m ittee on city  corporations, yet 
he is  In doubt as  to w hether th e  
speaker will nam e him. M iller th re a t­
ens to  take the w arpath  if the plan 
he ascribes to the speaker is  carried  
out. - ' ,

The" general plan Is said to  be th a t 
the h o u se  bill, which follows closely 
th e  H aty bill, w as the  b e s t hill as  com­
pared with the  m ore lebgthy  senate 
bill.

S E N A T O R  8 H IE L D S.

Not $44,000,000, B u t $2,500,000.
S ta te  Game, F ish  and F o res t W ar­

den P ierce has p repared  an extended 
rep o rt of the  th ree  g rea t fo res t fires 
in M ichigan, w hich pccurred in 1871, 
1881 -and 1908, and of the  lesser gen­
era l fire in 1894.

Owing to  the m isleading repo rts  of 
the  fire losses last- yea r a very  carefu l 
investigation  w as made to  g et a t  the 
facts. A governm ent official w as sent 
out to  investigate , and he reported  
th a t the  loss w as $44,000,000, w hereas 
the  fo r e s tr y  w arden shows th a t the  
ac tual loss w as about $2,500,000. -In  
th is  connection Wardjen P ierce says In 
his report:

In the  36 counties com prising the  
fire d is tr ic t for no rth e rn  M ichigan 
th e re  a re  949 surveyed tow nships, and 
rep o rts  w ere received from  all b u t 82, 
and from  these  rep o rts  the  losses a re  
show n to  be, by cOuntieB, as follows:

TELLS SENSATIONAL STORY

S a y s  H arry  F o rk er P lanned C rin je  to 
Get jM oney to  Hush S to ry  o f S la y ­
ing a t  Youngstow n— A ccused De­
nies C harge.

P ittsbu rg , Pa., May 11.—Jam es 
Boyle and his wife, H elen Boyle, who 
w ere lodged In th e  W estern  peniten­
tia ry  here  la s t n ight, the form er Un­
der a  sentence of life im prisonm ent, 
the  la tte r  sentenced to  serve a  te rm  
of 25 years, began th e ir  prison duties 
to-day. : ■«

T he p risoners upon th e ir  arrival 
w ere taken  flrst to  a side room and 
told th a t  they  would have to say good- 
by as  th e  ru les of th e  prison would 
not perm it them  to sea each other 
again. M rs. Boyle th rew  her arm  
around “Jlm m y’B” neck  and kished 
him. She sa id : “W e m ust take  i t  the 
blest we. can.”
; The p risoners then  shook hands and  

th e  m atron  escorted  M rs. Boyle from 
th e  room. W hen she reached  the  cor­
rido r she h u rs t Into te a rs  and  asked 
to  be perm itted  once a^hin to  see .h e r 
husband. The request w as gran ted  
and she again  k issed  and em braced 
Boyle. T he m an m ainta ined  h is  si­
lence and had  nothing to  say.

W hen M rs. Boyle gave her belong­
ings to  th e  m atron , she asked- perm is­
sion to; keep a  sm all m irro r she car- 
ried, say ing : “I  do n o t w an t to  leave 
i t  behind as  th a t would m4 ke me have 
seven years of bad luck.’1’, T he m ir­
ro r  w as re tu rned  to h e r  and  she will 
be allow ed to  keep It In h e r  cell.

Boyle’s num ber a t  th e  pen iten tiary  
is 6631A, and th a t of his wife 6632A. 
The p risoners w ere photographed to­
day and Bertilllon m easurem ents of 
them  w ere taken.

B oyle M akes Statem ent.
Before he le ft M ercer Boyle gave 

out an  in terv iew , to be used  under his 
nam e. H e sa id  in  part:

“One th e  m orning of ------ , betw een
the hours of ------ , Dan Keeble, J r.,
was found dead on the sidew alk In 
fron t of th e  M auser block/ E a st Fed­
eral stfqpfc, Youngstown, and over th e  
p ro stra te  form  w as Mr. H arry  F o rker 
of Sharon, Pa., holding in his righ t 
hand a  package of le tte rs  th a t  was 
gathered  from  the  sidew alk n e a r  the 
dead body of Mr. Reeble.

"As he w as abou t to  d ep a rt from 
th e  v ic in ity  he w as in tercep ted  by the  
w rite r and  a  m an who has  since 
passed  to  his rew ard, Mr. D an Shay, 
a  saloonkeeper of Oak s tree t, Youngs­
town, O.

“Iq. Mr. F o rk er’s h u rry  to leave the 
scene he failed to  find two envelopes 
th a t contained four le tte rs. T he sam e 
w ere picked up by Mr. Shay and later- 
taken  to  h is  p lace of business on Oak 
s t r e e t  |

’’T he w rite r and Mr. Shay examined 
and read  the  con ten ts of sam e which 
proved beyond a  doubt the  presence 
of Mr.; F o rker th e re  a t  th a t time. The 
letters; w ere w ritten  by a  lady, two 
from a/ party  in New York s ta te  and 
the  o the rs  from  Cleveland, O.”

S a y s  F o rk er Bought S ilence.
A fter te lling  how F orker had paid 

him hush money Boyle declares It 
was F o rk e r’s plan to  k idnap the 
W hitla bQy, his nephew, In o rder to  
pay $5;000 dem anded ^y Boyle.

T hen  Boyle goes in to  a  description 
of the i kidnaping, saying  i t  w as not 
he who took the  boy to  W arren. He 
says he m e t Jam es P.| W hitla , fa th er 
of th e  boy, and  told him abou t F or­
ker’s connection w ith | the  kidnaping 
and W hitla  prom ised th e re  would be 
no prosecution.

Aged People Burned
to Death at Wayne

A n old trunk  contain ing  several h u n ­
dred dollars in gold coin was all th a t 
was saved from the ruins when D. Z. 
Schdolcraft, 75 years old, and his inva­
lid wife perished in a  fire th a t .destroyed 
the ir little  co ttage in W ayne M onday 
afternoon about five o’clock. The aged 
man made a  heroic attem pt to save h is  
wife!*and had ' reached t h e ’storm  door 
with her, when both  were overcome and 
fell back in to  th e  flame and smoke and 
both  burned toj death.

T he origin of the  fire is not known.

A dditioual 
h e lp  hurried  to the  scene, b u t i t  was im ­
possible to  reach the  help less occupants. 
T h e 1 bodies of the  aged couple were 
la te r  recoverejd from th e  ru in s and were 
taken  in  charge by  U ndertaker M orton.

Schoolcraft was a  retired  farm er. 
A bou t ten  y e a rs  ago lie sold a  product­
ive farm , which left him  in com fortable 
circum stances. Besides th is  he was a  
civil w ar veteran  and drew  a  pension of 
$35 a  m onth. In  addition to the  money 
he had in  th e  house he is  said to have a  
good sum on deposit in  a  bank.

M rs. Schoolcraft'had  lost one leg and 
w as otherw ise crippled , being unable to 
move abou t w ithout th e  old m an’s  aid .

He 
m eant to  get som ething more than a 
vacation out of th is business.

Five day8 la te r  he w rote again.
“No bad effects from  stem m ing . If 

I could s tay  here  six w eeks longer, ] 
should be a  new -man. W ould you 
use cream  for a  harried back? I  sup­
pose you don’t  care to  know th e  little  
th ings I do every day, and so I ’ll ju s t 
tell you th a t I ’m a ll righ t and quit.”

In her n ex t she said little  m ore than  
i t  was very hot in th e  city  and tha t 
she had  given up try ing  to  do much 
m ore than  keep coal.

He w rote her a  sym pathetic  le tte r  
a lm ost a t  once. “I  .tun sorry th a t the 
hot w eather has come to  town. We 
don’t feel It out here, b u t I know 
enough about i t  to believe you w ith­
out ask ing  to have the therm om eter 
the re  a t  th e  house sep t down here for 
me to see. I had almoBt forgotten  to 
tell you w hat a  wonderfully cool place 
th is  is. We have to  have a  heavy 
b lanket over us every night, and half 
the  tim e during  the  day I am com fort­
able w ith a coat. T he re’s a spring  of 
the  coldest w ate r hot ten  fee t from 
my ten t, and the  frees a re  as thick 
overhead as  they say th e  s ta rs  a re  in 
the M ilky Way. I t’s  beautiful here, 
too. Any park  you ever saw  is a  taw ­
dry th ing  com pared w ith th is g rea t 
wild country. I can’t understand how

T he m onth was January , and . the 
.w in te r w as a  b itterly  cold one. We 
.were living In W aterloo, Iowa, then,- 
and fa th er was driving a dray. I 
w as only -four years old a t  the  time, 
yet some, of the circum stances I am 
ab o u t to  re la te  fastened them selves 
indelibly on my memory, and furn ish  - 
a se ttin g  of rem em brance round 
which the  sto ry  of fa th e r 's  adyenture, 
as  ̂I have often heard him describe it. 
gathered  until it  becam e one d istinc t 
whole.

F a th e r’s  dray w as one of those two­
wheeled vehicles still to be seen in 
the  eastern  cities of our country, but 
now very rare  in  the  w est. "Old 
F rank,” fa th er’s tru s ty  dray-horse, 
was a  la rge bay, intelligent, faithful 
and obedient.

F a th ^ w a s 'ire i> t very busy through­
out the  forenoon. Finally  but a single 
job rem ained to be done before Old 
F rank  could be putj in the  barn and 
fa ther go to a  belated dinner. Some 
one w anted a  load -of ice.

F athe r idrove to  the  bank of the  riv­
er. above jthe dam, w here the ice har- 

! vesters had been a t  work. T he Cedar 
I river a t W aterloo is a  considerable 
I s tream , and is now crossed by several 
five-span iron b ridges.. At tha t tim e 

vi t  w as crossed by b u t a  single wood­
en structu re. i

The p lace where fa ther went for his 
load was deserted by the ice-harvest­
ers. The river here stretched away 
for a  mile or two to  tlje northw est, 
and down th is s tre tch  the  wind, un­
hindered. seem ed alm ost to double its 
speed and keenness.

j T he bank sloped gently down to the j 
; edge of the w ater. H ere fa ther backed 
j up h is ,d ray  to within a few feet of the 
I ice, and le ft his horse standing, while 
i he prepared to  cu t and load the ice.
■ It was but a  few inches thick w here 
' he began sp litting  off cakes of it w ith
• his ax.
| He was making rapid headway with 

his work and had secured and loaded 
:tn rly  as much as he w anted, when 
a considerably larger piece split off 
•' cn he had  anticipated , including the 
portion on which he stood. Taken by 
surprise , he w as p recip itated  into the 
w ater, which a t th is point was ten 
feet, or m ore in depth, \yith a  strong 
current.

He was clothed teethe point of clum­
siness. He wore a  .heavy overcoat, 
with a  s trap  or be lt tied round it. a 
heavy dap, and a pair of thick sheep­
skin m ittens.

A lthough he was in plain sight 
of the flouring m ills on each side of 
the river, and, w ithin possible hailing

a  new hold before being draw n urider.
! W hile tyorking thus  he drew nearer,
! partly  by design, to the river bank.
| w here the faithful old dray-horse was 
| standing.
| A t la s t an inspiration seized him,
| and knowing how well the horse 
j obeyed his least word, he called to 
,j Old F rank  to back up. The horse- 
i backed a  few steps in  a  slow and de­

liberate m anner. F a th e r watched 
| with, keen anxiety, le st he back too 

far, and dray, horse and all be pre- 
! c ip ita ted  into the icy stream . But his 
j fears were groundless, for wben the 
j dray was as near the edge of the ice 
! as fa ther dared risk  having it  come, 
f h e  horse stopped a t  a  word of com­
mand.:

For, the now thoroughly chilled m an 
to  m ake a  few desperate  lunges to­
ward Vhe shore and the  whebl o f  the 
dray d^d ndt require long. By g reat 
good fbrtune he succeeded in  reach­
ing the th icker ice nea r the shore 
w ithout being wholly cast ad rift from 
the th inner ice in  his progress shore­
ward. Then by one la st suprem e ef­
fort h4 lunged fa r enough forw ard to  
grasp  th e  dray-wheel w ith one hand. 
W ith  th a t leverage, he drew him self 
enough fa rth e r to  g e t hold w ith the 
o ther hand also. Taking as  firm a 
grasp  >̂f the  w heel as possible, he 

.chirruped -fo r *the horse to go ahead, 
and again the  anim al responded, and 
fa ther was d rag g e d  from his icy . bath.
