report of the state bank commissioner.
The report, which is for the period
ending April 28, states that the aggre-
gate footings of state banks at that
time amounted to $256,576.74, which
marks the highest point! in the foot-
ings of this class of bankjs.

Reference is also made to the panic
of 1907, when the footings dropped
from $251,248,742.77 on August 27 to
$238,944,142.38 on February 14, 1908.

“Changes in the system of home
life' in New York are showing their
effect in the employment of servants.
Many families who formerly lived in
private houses are now going Into the
large apartment houses on the West
side. While these families often em-
ployed two or more servants, they can
kpep but one servant now because of
lack of accommodation. This accounts
(or the increase in the number ot
servantsj*anted' for general house-
work, as~near]y all the servants hired
by the occupants of apartment houses
are of this Iclass. The same condition
also accounts for the absence of an
increase in the number of waitresses
and cooks which the growth of popu-
lation would justify.

“Families living in apartment
houses find it difficult to obtain satis-
factory servants in private families,
and both the servant and the em-
ployer become dissatisfied. This, of
course, results in frequent complaints
from both sides against the employ-
ment agencies."

The women are forced to earn
living, and so they do whatever they
can put their hands on. They clerk in
small shops and stand in the squares
selling flowers, jewelry and plaster
casts. But competition is so great
and the wares so cheap that many
are forced to earn a living by harder
methods. The narrow streets are
thronged with women carrying in-
fants on their arms, hawking their
#ruits and flowers. Others trudjge
along carrying heavy sacks and great
loads on their backs. Many walk for
miles along the country roads selling
their garden product and the fleeced
just shorn from the sheep.

In Rome and.Naples more especial-
ly the women do most of their work
out of doors. They are usually seated
before their doorways spinning, card-
ing and washing the wool. Others are
hard at* work making straw baskets
and cording them of rope. Moat of
the poorer homes are without water,
and these' women* are often compelled
to trudge miles with heavy copper
jars in which they get their water.
They cannot wash their clothes at
home, so they asp compelled to use
a stream or fountain.

When work is scarce they rent
stand near one of the old walls and
sell fish, fruit and baskets. A mother
often has a baby In her arras and
three or four .other children playing
about her. The long rows of tene-
ments simply teem with human life.
It is not unusual to find families of
ten or more crowded into one room.
Some df them are so crowded that
the clothes after they are washed
have to be hung out of the windows.

But this poverty and struggle for
livelihood does not mar the sunny dis-
position of the Neapolitan. Tired look-
ing women- are heard singing popular
airs as thiey trudge home from work.
When a pretty ltalian girl finishes
selling her flowers she often starts
out at nightfall carrying a guitar and
serenading strangers, who increase
her small living. But to make the

State Institutions Report.

The April reports of the State Prison
at Jackson shows, buttwo moreprisoners
at the close of the month as compar-
ed to theiMarch report. The total num-
ber of inmates at the end of the m<mth
was 742. Seven new prisoners were' ad-
mitted” three were returned ftta parole,
but to offset these, six were discharged
and two are out on trial. ",

The April report of the Michigan ke-
formatory of lonia showk a decrease of
17 persons, there being in the institution
at the end of'the month 570. However,
20 new prisoners were admitted ~during
the month, one former inmate-readmit-
ted and three probationers returned.
*To offset these,’four wei*e discharged
during the month and 35 were'Jpt out
on trial or probation. There was one
death at the institution during April.

ThelJ Industrial School for Boys, lo-
cated at Lansing during April admitted
20 new boys, dimissed on trial or proba-
tion 35, discharged 10and there was one
death at this institution. At the end of
April there were 761 boys receiving
care there as compared to 783 at the efid
of March.

The summer weather is taking quite
a few inmates from the Michigan
feoldiers’ Home at Grand Rapids, ac-
cording to the April report. At the
end of the month there were 1,041 in-
mates, as compared to 1,084 at tlje end
of March. However, $he grim reaper is
fast taking away the boys of MH, there-
being 20 males and five femiles who
died during the month at the home.
