LAW ALREADY UNDER FIRE

Q uestioning of th e  L eg is la tu re 's  W ork 
Begins Prom ptly A fter A djourn­

m ent—O ther M atters  of 
In terest.

Lansing.—W ithin  24 ho u rs  a f te r  the  
leg is la tu re  ad journed  one of th e  law s 
I t enacted  w as under fire and  C. P. 
Downey of the  H otel Downey is ready  
to  te s t  the  a c t in th e  suprem e cou rt 
before he com plies w ith Its  provisions.

T he ac t in  question w as know n in  
le g is la tiv e /p arlan c e  as th e  Snell biU, 
and i t  p roh ib its  the  adu ltera tion  of ice 
cream , as w ell as requ ires m anufac­
tu re rs  to  pay an  annual license o f  five 
dollars. I t  w as given im m ediate effect 
as  a  law  neecssary  to  public health , 
and  Food Com m issioner B ird, im m edi­
ate ly  i t  w as signed, began p rep ara ­
tions to enforce it.

O ne of h is  inspec to rs called a t  the  
Downey house and requested  the  payr 
m n e t of th e  fee p rescribed . Mr. 
Downey flatly refused , dec laring  the  
law  w as only In tended to  apply to 
m anu factu re rs supplying ice cream  a t  
re ta il o r w holesale. H e refe rred  the  
in spec to r to  h is  a tto rn ey  and  says he 
will fight. Com m issioner B ird is  o u t 
of the  c ity  and i t  is n o t know n 
w hethe r he w ill o rder th e  m a tte r  t i -  
ken  in to  co u rt o r not.

The in spec to rs  are  a lso  securing  
sam ples of ice cream  fo r chem ical 
te s ts  a s  to  w hethe r they  contain  the  
necessary  b u tte r  fa ts  and  as  to  the  
am ount of ge la tine  and  o th e r ingredjjfc 
ents.

S ta te  Has New Liquor Law.
A fter refusing  po in t b lan k  to  con­

sider the  am endm ents a ttached  to 
the  W arner-C ram ton genera l liquor 
traffic regu lation  bill in  th e  senate, 
the  house changed its  mind and  w ith  
61 votes passed  th e  m easure in  ju s t 
the  form  it cam e from the  senate.

The am endm ents by the  senate  elim : 
ina ted  a ll of th e  sections of the  biH 
throw ing regu lations abou t druggists, 
and th e  definition of the  word w hole­
sa le r as it  is found in th e  federa l 
s ta tu te s  w as b rought in to  the  bill in ­
stead  of the  ra th e r  circum scribed defi­
nition placed th e re  l>y th e  house.

As he had  prom ised. R ep resen ta tive  
Cr&mton m ade quite  a  de ter­
m ined fight ag a in s t the  elim ination 
of the  d rugg is t c lause and  the  new 
definition of w hat Is a  w holesale 
dealer. H e said  it m ight defea t. In' 
a m easure, the  purposes of the  bill. 
H e was* in favor of some regula­
tion  of d rugg is ts  even in  ‘‘w et" te r­
rito ry . B u t also, tru e  to  his prom ­
ise. the  rep resen ta tiv e  from  L apeer 
did n o t ca rry  h is  figh t fa r  enough 
to  defea t th e  m easure itse lf. W hen 
It becam e ce rta in  th e  house w as not 
in  favor of m aking an o th e r change 
in th e  bill, C ram ton w ithdrew  his 
objection and  the  bill passed. I t 
has been cha rac te rized  a s  one of 
the  b e s t regu la tive  liquor law s ever 
enacted .

. "Detroit F ree  P ress. Is *he central 
p la in  section o f  th e  U nited S ta tes  in any 
peril from th& ea rthquakes th a t have 
-wrought- disasters in  o ther parts  of the 
-world during  recent years? T he ques­
tio n  of course is inevitab ly  suggested , 
a f te r  read ing  tbe accounts o f the trem or 
reported  yesterday  from  five states, in ­
clud ing  th e  w estern p a r t of M ichigan.

There seem s to be li ttle  to  fear in  th is 
reg ion , if th e  records of h isto ry  a re  re­
lia b le . The frigh tfu l dam age from earth  
m ovem ents in  o ther parts  of th e  world 
has  been caused alm ost always in  d is­
tr ic ts  th a t have a  long record of such 
d isturbances. They are only  repeating  
-what h ie  been w ritten  of them  before. 
Ail'd middle N orth  A m erica has been 
eangulary free from such disasters in the 
past.

W hile the  danger points of the earth  
a re  well known to  seism ologists, how­
ever, and th e  most frequen t earthquakes 
a re  found in  I ta ly , Jap an , the  Pacific 
coast and ce rta in  o th e r places, the M is­
sissippi valley has by no m eans been free 
from  such shocks. Indeed, one of the 
w idest and  evidently severest tremors 
‘ever known happened in  th is valley.

In  1811 and -1812, the  country along 
th e  M ississippi valley was visited by a 
eeries of earthquakes, whose effects are 
s till t<5 be  seen. T he shocks were felt 
th ro u g h o u t the  en tire  eastern  portion  of 
th e  U nited  S ta te s  and a s  fa r  w est as ex­
ploration had  a ttrac ted  m ankind. Prof. 
H obbs, o f 'th e  U niversity  of M ichigan, 
Bays in h is  book on earthquakes tha t 
betw een Decem ber 1, 1811, and M arch 
16, 1812, no less than  1,874 shocks were 
recorded in  the vicinity  of New' Madrid, 
M o., which was near th e  cen ter of the  
affected d istric t. Of these, no less than  
e ig h t were of the  first order of in tensity .

F issu res hundreds of feet long were 
form ed, som e of them  20 o r 30 feet wide. 
W a te r  and  sand were spouted to  a  h igh t 
o f  40 feet. S u lphurous vapors were 
em itted  and notable changes in  the  level 

• o f  large trac ts  of country  resulted. 
L a rg e  lakes disappeared and o thers were 
form ed. .Som e of th e  la tte r  a re  still to 
be  seen, and  am ong them  is Reelfoot 
la k e  in Tennessee, the  scene of the 
n ig h t riders’ a ttack  on two prom inent 
•citizens w ithin recen t months.
« This earthquake of a  century  ago is, 
how ever, alm ost the  only one of im port­
ance  in. the middle west during  roc eht 
h istory . In  M ichigan, only two reports 
o f  such disturbances have been, scienti 
fically verified, those of 1884 and 1890, 
n e ith e r of which caused serious dam age.

Such a  record gives a  feeling of sta  
b ility  to  dwellers in  th is  p a r t of the  
world when i t  is contrasted w ith  almost 
da ily  shocks elsewhere. «No part of the  
world is  en tirely  free from these still 
m ysterious occurrences, bu t, a t  least, 
th e  foundations of M ichigan seem to be 
com paratively  solid.

A new  process of Icem aking w as 
tried  in G erm any la*t w in te r witty 
such success th a t i t  has been sug­
gested  fo r those  sec tions of th e  U nited  
S ta te s  w here, on account |of lack  of, 
lakes ̂  o r rivers, the  ‘ price of ice .-1st 
high. ’ Consul G eneral G uenther of 
F rank fo rt describes the  process as  fol­
lows : | -

A la rge  wooden -fram ew ork tw o 
sto ries, each  te n  foe£ higb.j is p u t up. 
Each, sto ry  has a  coyer of 18 p ara lle l1 
beams. Through the  ce n te r a  pipe in­
cased to  p reven t freezing  ru n s  up to 
the  upper cover. T his p ipe  is  con­
nected  w ith the  w atej- supply.

"At the  top the  waiter escapes over; 
a ro ta tin g  disk so th a t it is  dis­
tr ib u ted  evenly  in  the  form  of driz­
zling rain  over the  beam s' of the  cover 
of both  sto ries. The w ate r drops con­
tinually  from  the  beam s and . is  
changed into ic ic les-by  th e  cold w in­
te r  tem pera tu re . . T hese icicles grow 
until th ey  reach  from  th e  top beam s 
to the  beam s below, and  finally to the 
ground floor.

"A t a  sufficiently low tem pera tu re  
700 cubic fee t of ice can  be produced 
In a  single n igh t from  such a  fram e­
work. The Icicle assum es and keepd 
the form  of th ick , s ep ara te  columns; 
which can  be broken w ithout diffi­
culty."

I Army, Decora­
tion day, as 
the  people a t 
la rge  persist 
in calling it, 

although chosen by the  surv ivors of 
th e  w ar for the  union as  a season in 
which to  honor the  m em ory of our 
coun try 's  defenders, com es to  us from 
th e  southland. It was th e  w omen of 
th e  south  who in s titu ted  th e  custom  
of placing flowers upon the  graves of 
not only th e ir  own defenders—none 
the  less heroes because they  died for 
a m istaken idea and a  lost cause—hut 
also upon the  mopnds th a t m arked the  
res ting  places of unipn B o ld ie rs .  
Realizing the  beauty, and* significance 
of th is  conception, the no rthern  peo­
ple did not long delay in following 
the  exam ple se t by the south. In  the  
m onth of May, 1868, Gen. John A. Lo­
gan, then  com m ander of the  G rand 
Array of the Republic, issued an  o rder 
for the observance by th a t organiza­
tion of May 30 as M emorial day-*—a  
day to be se t ap a rt toi th e  m em ory of 
the soldiers and sailors who fell in the 
w ar of the  rebellion. T h is particu lar 
day was chosen because it w as the 
date  of the  d ischarge of the  la s t sol­
d ie r of the  civil war. I t  is now a legal 
holiday in ail the s ta te s  except ten.

U ntil wen years ago it was difficult 
for those born since the civil w ar to 
realize the  full significance th a t a t­
ta ches  to the day th a t we objBetve so 
generally . Jt is tru e  they can gather 
from  histo ry  all th e  events of th a t 
g rea t strugg le  in which b ro the r fought 
aga in st b ro ther and son aga in st fa­
th e r, b u t they  can  form  no adequate 
conception of the conste rnation  th a t 
pervaded th e  north  w hen th e  cap ital 
itse lf  w as th rea tened . T h ey -can n o t 
g rasp  th e  Im port of the  vic tory  of An- 
tie ta m ; of th e  second Bull R u n ; of the 
battlep of Ffcir O aks; 'o f th e  W ilder­
ness: of the fiercely contested  battle  
—and th e  decisive one of th a  w ar—of 
G ettysburg , in w hich 130.000 m en w ere 
engaged ; and  scores of o ther ba ttle s 
in  which the  blood of heroes stained  
th e  soil of the  south  in th a t titan ic  
strugg le betw een th e  s ta te s  when 
m ore than  once the fa te  of the  nation  
trem bled in  the  balance.

Although so m any years have passed 
since the  w ar of th e  rebellion the 
A m erican people a re  not oblivious of 
th e  d«bt which they owe to  the  men 
who fought, suffered and died th a t 
th e  nation  m ight live. T he recurrence 
of M em orial day, w ith  i ts  beau tifu l 
and  pathetic  cerem onies, con ju res up 
v isions of those dark  days  o f1 th e  past 
w hen o u r soldiers in the  soy th  w ere 
receiv ing  th e ir  bap tism  of blood and 
fire iusd th e ir  friends  a t  hom e w ere 
w aiting  In dread  expectancy  fo r “news 
from  th e  front,” And w hen It is  re ­
called th a t th e re  w ere to u r long y e a n  
of th is  w arfare  those who have a p ­
peared  upon the  s tag e  o f life  since 
then  able to  form  an  idea of

W hile M emorial day has been scru-
puloufly observed in th e  n o rth  for th e  
h a t  40 years, w ith th  th e  la s t  te a

years it has been invested  w ith a 
pew  apd solem n significance. I t will 
be a  rem inder th a t since the  close of 
the rebellion  the  Country has again 
been, shaken  w ith th e  throes of w ar 
—a conflict in w hich "some of its  b es t 
blood w as sp rink led  upon, th e  a l ta r  of 
patrio tism . As the  veterans  of ’61 'a s ­
sem ble to  pay hom age to  th e ir  dead 
com rades, and  th e  muffled drum  and 
w ailing fife sound a  requiem  oyer th e  
heroes who m et death  bn southern  
battle fields and in  sou thern  prismas, 
th e re  will be m ourning a lso  fo r the  
pa trio ts  of ’98—th e  young m en who, 
w ith  courage and valor equal to  th a t 
of th e ir  sires, fell by Spanish  sho t and 
shell th a t an  oppressed  people m ight 
be free. W hen th e  chap le ts  are  
tw ined and the  garlands a re  w oven for 
those who have listened to  the  last 
ta tto o  they  w ill a lso  bp laid  upop an ­
o th e r genera tion  bf A m erican soldiers.
* As the  rite s  of the  day a re  being 

observed in city , town and ham let, .the 
solem nity of the  occasion w ill be 
brightened by the  know ledge th a t the  
country  is thoroughly  reunited . No 
sectional feeling n o r b it te r  m em ories 
w ill now o r everm ore a rise  to  m ar the 
harm ony of the  occasion. The enm ity 
th a t w as felt by. a  g rea t portion of the  
south aga inst its  conquerors h a s : been 
en tire ly  d issipated . And j^et It w as 
not the  conquering guns of the north ­
e rn  hosts th a t sw ept aw ay sectional­
ism and rem oved the  anim osities en ­
gendered by th a t frac tric idal strife , 
b u t ra th e r  the cannon th a t thundered  
from  the  fleets of Spain and th e  vol­
leys th a t ra ttled  from  Spanish Mau-. 
se rs  that, welded toge ther in ope h a r­
monious nation the  n o rth  and south. 
W hen the  call to  arm s resounded 
through the  land In 1898 the s ta tes  
south  of the P o tom ac-v ied  w ith the 
north  and the  w est in  responding to 
the sum m ons to  m ainta in  the  honor of

a  foreign ffee, »nd the 
***** w ar ■*** * •*» ' 
N ortirT S ro lina . T he south , w ith  the 
re s t of the country, can claim  th e  vic­
to r s laurel even w hile her te a rs  be­
dew the  cypress th a t m arks her be­
reavem ent.

M emorial day  will never lose its  sig­
nificance and in teres t. T he ranks  of 
the Grand Army a re  becom ing de­
pleted w ith each  succeeding year. 
There will soon be b u t a  corporal's 
guard of the  m em bers left, fo r they 
a re  being “m ustered  ou t” a t  a  rapid 
« t e  through age, d isability  and death. 
But the graves of those who died 
fighting for th e  flag w ill not be neg­
lected. ! M emorial d a y , w ill continue 
to  be a| day of rem em b ran c e ..! T he 
Sons of V eterans will keep alive the 
patrio tic  flame when th e ir  s ires  a re  
no longer ab le  to  m arch  to th e  post- 
room  and th e  cem etery. Then, too, 
th e  Spanish w ar veterans  w ill see to- 
i t  th a t  the  m em ories of th e ir  fallen 
com rades a re  kep t green.
