N ot only 
does th is  add th e  th ird  chap ter to  the 
list of m arita l infelicities w ritten  about 
the  Gould fam ily in th e  p resen t gen­
eration, but it sm ashes to atom s w hat 
has been regarded \ s  the  p re ttie s t ro­
mance of th e  m ulti-m illionaire set.

T he old feud of the  M ontagues and 
Capulets, w hich killed the  dream  of 
Romeo and Ju lie t, was not m ore b it­
te r than  th e  m odem  hatred  which 
m arked th e  connection of th e  first 
Gould and th e  first Kelley, so to  speak 
—th e  fa th er of 'F rank  Gould and the 
g randfather of his wife. They fought 
each o ther on the  stock  exchange, in 
the  railroad world and in the  courts, 
th e ir  difficulties being in court in o s t of 
the tim e.

Mr. Rogers had his a tten tion  called 
to Miss K eller when the  g irl had hard ­
ly reached her teens. H er case, a 
pitiful one, a t  once touched his heart. 
Secretly  and th rough  agen ts he in te r­
ested him self in the  g irl and provided 
funds for the  ea rly  a ttem p ts  to  bring 
the ligh t of know ledge to  the  ’then 
darkened mind.

M iss K eller showed such kptitude 
for learn ing  th a t Mr. Rogers' con tin ­
ued his benefactions and saw th a t the 
most experienced and skillful teachers 
in the  land w ere provided. As she ad­
vanced beyond th e  scope of the  aver­
age Instructo rs of those afflicted as 
she was, Mr. Rogers searched about

and found m entors for th e  g irl who 
have been able to niake her. w ithout 
doubt, one of the  b rig h tes t and m ost 
charm ing personalities in the  world to­
day, even when p itted  aga inst persons 
whose facu lties are  in no w ay Im­
paired.

F rank  H. Leonard  Talks i  n te res tin g ly  
o f th e  M uch-T alked-A bout 

Religion.

W eather conditions undoubtedly con­
tributed largely  toward a  decreased a t­
tendance upon the  lecture on C hristian 
Science by F ran k  H. Leonard, C. S . B., 
a t the opera house M onday evening; 
but even as it was the hall was nearly  
filled with people who wanted to hear 
more about the “ dem onstrable religion. 
M r. Leonard was an en terta iner as wel^ 
as a  lecturer and kept his audience in 
good humor all the way through , eluci­
dating  his many points by most ap t il­
lustrations.

about ic.

People are aw akening to the  fact tha t 
the  one great problem in life is that; of 
individual salvation, and the more they 
th ink  about salvation, the  more they  are 
convinced tha t they w ant it now, and 
the less willing they are to  w ait for it 
until a fte r  they have passed through 
“ the valley of the shadow ,”  with all the 
m ystery and fear and doubt Surrounding 
tha t passage. H eretofore people have 
read the Bible; today they are studying 
it; and the result is an aw akening which 
carries with it the conviction tha t many 
th ings form erly believed to be real, es­
sential, G od-ereated and G od-given, are 
now seen to ' he but m isconceptions r e ­
lative to God and what He crea tes,— 
m isconceptions which need to be cor­
rected so th a t freedom may be obtained 
from tha t bondage w herein a  mistaken 
belief has held mankind.

People w ant to  live, they do not wan$ 
to die, and yet th e ir  whole teaching  has 
been tha t the first b reath  drawn by an 
in fan t is the first step tow ard death  and 
the grave.

This teaching has been alm ost univer­
sal, and has been accepted by all as  the 
tru th , in sp ite of the 'fact th a t Christ 
Jesus said in so m any words, “ I f  a  man 
keep my saying, he shall never see 
dea th .”  W hen one is brought face to 
face with th is s tatem ent, it  does not take 
an instan t to realize tha t a  serious m is­
take has been made in  p lacing  the  re ­
sponsibility for death  upon G od,‘for 
we all know th a t to follow the teachings 
of the W ayshow er brings us to God, and 
in no way w hatever shu ts us ou t from 
participating  in any of those good and 
.perfect g ifts  which our Bible tells us 
come down from above.

U nconsciously we have a ll fallen into 
the e rro r of th ink ing  th a t e ternal life 
will begin for each of us when our ex­
perience here has ended, but thoughtfu l 
consideration m akes us% now th a t e te r­
nal life never began and will never end, 
th a t it is the same yesterday, today, and 
forever. The fact th a t Life is and  is 
eternal, is positive proof th a t eleafth is 
not, and leads us to  search the  So^p tu res 
th a t we may find how to tu rn  from death 
unto  life.

It will be argued th a t th is  statem ent 
of Jesus referred sim plv to the spiritual 
life; and this is true , for there is only 
one Life and tha t Life is S p irit, Goa. 
The work which C hristian  Science is  
doing for mankind today is enabling us 
to elim inate from consciousness the  be­
lief th a t there is any  life o ther than  the 
sp iritual, and is bring ing  dominion and 
power to the one who oefore was held in 
bondage,—subject to all thing9j m aster 
of none.

because I go unto my F a th e r .”  The 
works he was doing when he made this 
statem ent were these : he was healing 
the sick, cleansing the lepers, casting 
out evils, and raising the aead, “ by th e  
S p irit of G od,” —to H is g lory , and  to 
the liberation of all those who turned to 
him .

There is no way whereby we can dem ­
onstrate th a t God is true , o ther th&n by 
doing His will and m anifesting H is su­
prem acy in all things. The Bible 
teaches us th a t God is “ a  very present 
help in troub le.”  M ankind sav  tha t He 
is in  cases of sin, but tha t if one be sick, 
he m ust tu rn  to  medicine if he expects 
to regain his health . There is nothing 
in the  Bible tha t gives au thority  for any 
one to say in w hat kind of trouble God 
may be a  very present help, nor to say 
there is a  trouble th a t is beyond God’s,

It wsb proved conclusively th a t Abdul H am ­
id him self ordered th e  Moslem fanatics of 
A siatic T urkey to  w ipe out the  en tire  A rm e­
nian race and w ith  th e  adven t of M ehmed V. 
to  the  throne every th ing  w ithin hum an pow er 
w as done to  stop the  flow of C hristian  blood, 
w ith the resu lt th a t w ith  th e  exception of a 
few roving bands, the  carnage m akers w ere 
alm ost im m ediately hauled from  th e ir  crim sbn 
assignm ent.

T hen a t  o rders of th e  new  su ltan  th e  relief 
w ork in the  s tricken  d ic tric ta  w here th e  torch 
and sword had reigned b u t a  few days before 
com m enced w ith  m arvelous resu lts. I t  whs 
estim ated  th a t 40,000 A rm enians had been 
slain  during  the  few days which in tervened be­
tw een th e  o rd er p f Abdul H am id and th e  suc­
cessful te rm ina tion  of the  revolution In the 
deposition of th e  despotic m onarch.

To all Intents and purposes he succeeded. As 
far as destruction went Abdul Hamid waa suc­
cessful. but the terrillc wave of opposition to 
his rule refused to spend itself in the massa­
cres in Asiatic Turkey. Thus he brought about 
h is own downfall.

But today  a  different sight than that of the 
previous quarter century of retrogression 
greets the eyee of the visitor In Turkey'. Proe-\ 
perity is in the air. The apy system, so thor­
oughly organised by aides of Abdul Hamid, is 
practically abolished. Under .Abdul’s regime 
men feared to whisper their beliefs a t  their 
own firesides for fear a  spy listened without o r 
—fraught with .even more danger—for fear.’ 
members of thqir own families werq in the; 
nay of the sultan.

Christian wopta a t tha t time were

able by penalties more 
severe  than  som e of those 
w hich are  adm inistered  
fo r m anslaugh te r in th is  
country. To be confined 
in a T urkish  dungeon for 
any length  of tim e p rac­
tically  m ean t death  be­
cause of the  verm in, lack 
of food and in san itary  
q uarters.

T he ta sk  w hich Meh- 
raed faced w as th a t of re­
organizing perhaps the 
m ost co rrup t governm ent 
in th e  w orld. I t  w as a 
governm ent in  which 
g ra ft reigned openly and 
unquestioned. And from 

the  findings a t  Yildiz Kiosh. the  fo rm er su ltan  
w as the  kingpin of his fellow grafters . The 
sub jec ts  w ere the  only ones who did not g ra ft 
and they  w ere th e  ones upon whom the  g ra ft­
ing  w as inflicted.

C ap italis ts  a re  scanning  the  situa tion  in T u r­
key  w ith  eagle eyes fo r they  realize th a t the 
opening of the  country  to  outside financiering 
w ill produce investm en ts which canno t be 
overlooked. The O ttom an em pire is one of th e  
la rg e s t of the  old world. I t  em braces ex ten­
s iv e . te rrito rie s  in  sou theastern  Europe, w est­
e rn  A sia and N orthern  A frica, grouped m ainly 
around  the  ea ste rn  w ate rs of the  M editerran­
ea n  and along both  sides of th e  Red sea, the 
w est coast of th e  P ers ian  gulf and  sou thern  
and w estern  shoreB of th e  b lack  sea.

Revolve in  your m ind th e  various asso rt­
m en t of industries  w hich m a y  be ca rried  on in 
th a t fe rtile  country  and  then  ask  yourself 
w hether it Is any  w onder th a t  lo ts  of A m eri­
can  m oney will go to  aid  T u rk ey  by being  in­
vested in its  Industries.

,The rejuvenation  of T urkey is going on from  
the  inside as w ell as  from  the  outside. T he 
powerW of th e  world w an t to  give T urkey  a  
ch an ce  to  re triev e  itse lf and  they  realize th a t 
th e  new  su ltan  m ust "be depended upon. E very  
Official ac tion  w hich goes fo rth  from  th e  pal­
ace is quickly com m unicated to  th e  govern­
m ents Of E urope and A m erica. In  fa c t the  
whole world is Just now sizing up M ehmed V. 
H e Is being  w atched as  closely a s  If he w ere 
o u t on  parole.

Mehmed is believed by the Turkish people 
to be in some manner a  descendant of Moham­
med, father of the religion which reigns su­
preme within the confines of the Ottoman 
empire. I t was th a t fact which kep t Abdul 
Hamid on the throne for so long a  time while 
Turkey longed for his life blood and thousands 
of plotters were praying for a  chance to effect 
h is  demise. . ;

Finally, however, the people o f1 Turkey took 
the view th a t it was the office of sultan which 
they honored and not the occupant of th a t po­
sition. So the Young Turks party was formed 
with the primary idea of restoring the consti­
tution of 1876. The decrepit ruler, after many 
promises of a  “New Turkey,” gave them the 
constitution they wished. Then by machina­
tions known only to hlpnaelf and perhaps one 
or two members of his court, he took'away all 
the grants, still leaving the subjects la  pos­
session of the constitution o f 1876, which then  
amounted to  nothing >more than an  empty

'th e  sharp  evidence 
th a t the  people had 
taken it upon them ­
selves to  worship 
th e ir  righ ts  and the 
sword, em blem atic 
of su ltan ic  power, 
ra th e r  than  the 
man who wore the 

sword, the  crow n and occupied 
th e  ra im en t gf a  g re a t m onarch.

So th e re  was little  su rp rise  ex­
pressed in  o ther cities of the 
world .when the  new's "The P orte  
has fallen ,” w as flashed over the 
w ires. T he end of despotism  in 
Turkey w as in s ight, diplom ats a t 

W ashington said.
T he following day  cam e the official bulletin 

from  th e  head of th e  church  announcing th a t 
the  ru le r had  been unseated, h is  office turned  
over to  his b ro ther and m aking grave charges 
aga in st Abdul Ham id, now an old man.
' “I t  is  the  w ill of A llah,’’ sighed th e  old 

m an, his shoulders seem ing oven m ore stooped 
afte r  th e  strenuous events of tw o days.

C arassa Effendi, a m em ber of the  deputation  
from  th e  national assem bly, which conveyed 
the  fetva (announcem ent) to  the Yildiz palace, 
te lls  a  graphic sto ry  of the dram atic  scene 
w hich closed six  cen tu ries’ dom ination of the  
boundless pow er of the Padishahs. W hen the 
deputation  arrived  a t the palace the  scene was 
one of u tte r  desolation. The investing  arm y 
had cut off the  w ater, gas and electric  sup­
plies and had stopped the  ingress of food, so 
th a t a ll the palace officials already w ere suf­
fering  from  hunger and panic.

W hile w aiting  to  be introduced to the sul­
ta n  the  m em bers of the  deputation  carefully  
exam ined th e ir  holsters and pistols, and, ac­
cording to Carassa, had Abdul H am id shown 

•an arm ed  hand he would have been sho t on 
the  spot. A fter much delay the  unwelcome 
visitors, surrounded by 20 black eunuchs, w ere 
ushered  in to  the  su ltan ’s apartm en t, w here 
stood the  su lta n ’s  son, P rince A bdur Rahim.

P resen tly  the su ltan  en tered  in a bew ildered 
m anner. He w as -dressed som ew hat negligent­
ly, as  though his clo thes had been hastily  
donned, In civilian a ttire . H is arm s hung a t 
his sides and h is  hands trem bled.

A fter a s ilen t salu te  E ssad  P asha  pro­
nounced in slow ..tones the  decree of deposition, 
a t  w hich th e  su ltan  shuddered.

T here w as a painful silence, followed by 
an  equally painful colloquy, lasting  a  quarter 
of an  hour. Abdul H am id appealed for his 
life  and to r the  lives of his fam ily. He pro­
te sted  his devotion to  the  people and his in­
nocence in Tecent events.

T he youthful p rince bu rs t into tears , and 
afte r  vain efforts to res tra in  his feelings, re­
tired  behind a  screen , w here he broke into 
b it te r  sobs. F or a m om ent te a rs  trem bled in 
th e  su ltan ’s  eyes. Then he supplicated the 
so ld iers in  attendance  to sw ear th a t they would 
not take his life. T he deputation  brought the 
in terv iew  to a  close and Abdul Hamiid humbly 
salu ted  them  as they  departed.

With the muscles, however, i t  is different 
For their waste products from combustion 
accumulate and cause fatigue. The poison of 
fatigue gradually is  washed sway by the blood, 
and in light and slow work It is carried off as 
rapidly as it is formed by the activity of the 
muscle, while in heavy, violent, o r greatly pro­
longed labor i t  accumulates in the muscles.

I t  is tye sensation of fatigne th a t causes us 
unconsciously to select the easiest way of do­
ing things—for example, to ascend a  mountain 
by a  winding ra the r than  by a  straight path, 
although we thus increase the total quantity of

'Several years la te r  a  second boy 
was born to  the  W right family, but in 
the  m eantim e Idaho had been segre­
gated  from the original te rrito ry , and 
therefo re he was a  an tive of Idaho, 
and his elder b ro ther was an- Oregon­
ian.

“Again a son was born 1o Mr. and 
Mrs. W right, But he w as n either an 
Oregonian nor an Idahoan, but a  Mon­
tanan , the tre a su re  s ta te  having been 
sliced from Idaho in the m eantim e. 
Thus th ree  b ro the rs  w ere born in the 
sam e house and each in a different 
state .
