DWARD PAYSON W ESTON, aged 72 years, 
J s  the  yqungest old m an in the world. Not 

. satisfied  w ith  a m ere s ta tem en t of th is 
i f a c t ,  W eston  has proven it by walking 

from  New York to San Francisco, a  dis­
tance  of 4,600 m iles. In 100 days. Sundays 
excluded.

H is  a rriv a l in  ’F risco  ju s t the  o th e r day 
? is  proof enough th a t th e re  is only one 

W eston. I t w as one of the  g rea te s t walks 
e v e r  undertaken  by any  pedestrian .,

W ith -the chilly  M arch w inds making 
walking a  difficulty along Broadway, New 
York, W eston on the  fifteenth of the 
m onth  s ta r ted  h is  long, tedious, coast-to- 
coast lope and the  b iggest p leasure of his 

li fe  cam e w hen th e  cool afternoon 
b reeze, a s  if in  g reeting , seem ed to  
r is e  o u t of G olden G ate, San F rancis­
co and m ake th e  hom e s tre tc h  to the 
'F risco  city  hall m ore p leasan t.

G reeted  by th e  people of S an  Fran- 
-cisco with even m ore hosp ita lity  than 
h e  had  experienced along th e  route,' if 
su ch  a  condition w ere possible, th is 
in te re s tin g  old m an w as indeed a t  the 
h e ig h t of h is  glory.

T h ink  of i t—you who b rag  about 'a  
; ten -m ile  fea t of pedestrian ism —this 

72-year-old New E nglander during  his 
y ea rs  of walking, has traversed  more 
th a n  25,000 m iles, w hich is the dis­
tance  around the  world, land and wa­

d e r  included .K
H is  la te s t achievem ent w as accom­

p lish e d  a t  a  ra te  of 46 miles each day. 
a  hard  proposition in  consideration of 
th e  fact th a t W eston re tu rned  the 
public’s little  courtesies by add ress­
ing h is  adm irers along tho  route.

Som e days over level country w here 
l a s t  tim e w as possible, he would ne­
g o tia te  50 and 60 fniles. The record, 
w as se t when on h is  w alk from P o rt­

la n d ,  Me., to  Chicago a year ago, he accom­
plished  a  s tre tch  of 90 m iles in a day. Then, 
how ever, he-w alked alm ost-the en tire  24 hours.

A lw ays carry ing  a  regulation  b reak fa st food 
sm ile th is  quain t old characte r, who, by the 
w ay, can add ress  an  audience as  well as  he 

w alk long d istances, never lo s t s igh t of 
th e  optim istic side of h is  venture. Happy, 
hale , hearty  and a  p ic tu re  of color, he laughed 
gayly a t  m ention of th e  v ic issitudes which he 
■was com pelled to*-undergo in m aking good in 
h is  determ ination  to  span  the  con tinen t afoot.

Facing  the  sun-baked w estern  deserts, he 
w ore the  sam e typical Yankee smile. Only 
once did the re len tless  hea t of the  sands cause 
h im  to falter. T h a t w as, when In crossing the 
G re a t S alt Lake d esert on the twenty-second 
of Ju n e  he w as forced to stop  and re s t  alm ost 
tw o hours a t  Lemay, U tah. He res ted  alm ost 
ag a in s t his will, b u t he realized th a t th e  little  
sn a tch  of sleep a t  Lem ay w as fo r th e  b e s t

Leaving Hogup, U tah , a t  6:30 th a t morning, 
h e  started  his d e se rt tram p. T h a t n igh t he 
was a t  Lncin, 41 m iles aw ay. At four o’clock 
the  next m orning he  saw dflwn b reak  over the 
tow n of Lucin, and  he was severa l miles to the 
w est, w alking w ith  the Same steady stride 
which m arked his progress along be tte r  roads 
in the east.

T read ing  the  slope of th e  R ockies several 
days behind tim e, he  only saw  th e  silver lin­
ing  in  the  c lo u d s 'th a t th rea ten ed  to  b la st his 
hopes of reach ing  th e  Pacific coast a t  4 p. m., 
on th e  8th of Ju ly .

At h is  jou rney ’s  end th e  w hole city  of San 
F rancisco  abandoned its  la s t ho u r of th e  busi­
n ess  day  In th e  hope of m aking th e  pedestri­
an 's  welcome a  w arm  one.

Study and P reven tion  of T uberculosis 
has recen tly  concluded an  investiga­
tion, which show s th a t  C7:5 per cen t, 
of the  tuberculosis  san a to ria  and hos­
p ita ls  of the  U nited S ta tes  have been 
a  benefit to  the  property  and h ea lth  , 
of the  com m unities in w hich they  a re  
located. In  the  case of m ore than  62 
per cent, of the  san a to ria  the  presence  
of the in s titu tions  has helped to in­
crease the  assessed  value of su rround­
ing property.

B in d e r T w ine Profit*.

Reports to  the S ta te  board o f control 
of the Jackson s ta te  prison show th a t 
th e  b inder tw ine p lant in  the prison 
made a net profit of $26,515 fo r the  year 
ending Ju ly  1, while for 1907 the  profits 
were $12,650.

T he gross profits this year were $42,- 
‘104. from which the  board deducted for 
convict labor in the  p lant and tra n s­
ferred to the  cu rren t expense fund $12,- 
587,50, and a  fu rther reduction of 10 per 
cen t fo r depreciation of m achinery. The 
profit is turned back in to  the  revolving 
fund of the prison for the  purchase of 
new m aterial.

I t is also expected th a t the com ing 
yea r’s  business will be even b e tte r  than 
the  past year, as the board has been 
fortunate in  the purchase of sisal, g e t­
ting  it a t  a  lower price than form erly 
and th ia  will en te r into cheapening  the 
cost o f m anufacture of b inder twine.

T he board decided to pay the  convicts 
em ployed in  the plai>t five cents a  day 
of the am ount due them  for th e ir  ser­
vices and have it placed to  th e ir  credit 
on the books. They are. allowed a  per­
centage of the am ount of b inder twine 
business handled, and it  averages this 
year a  little  oyer 15 cen ts per day , but 
as the  receip ts for the sale of the  p ro ­
duct a re  not nil in and will not be until 
O ctober, " t t a y  cannot draw  the  full 
am ount until th a t time.

Are S im ply  Dry.

The people who reside in  O akland 
county m ust be a  very sick lot. T hey 
buy for medicinal purposes three bar­
rels of whisky every w eek, according to  
the  reports from the  d rugg ists . O ak­
land is a  dry county . I t is also the  
hom e of the governor, b u t w hether th is 
la tte r  fact has an y th ing  to  do w ith the 
apparen t w idespread illness is  n o t s ta t­
ed. A nyhow  i t  takes upw ard of 900 
pin ts of firew ate r every  w eek to  keep 
only a  portion o f th e  population out of 
the  hospital.

Idolized H is D aughter.
Mr. Sayler idolized h is  daugh ter 

Goldie, w hose luxu rian t tre sse s  sug­
gested  the  nam e by • w hich she is 
know n. Two years ago he sen t he r 
to  th e  neighboring  tow n of O narga 
to  a tten d  a  sem inary, in order, it  is 
now said, th a t she m ight n o t w itness 
the  dom estic tang le  w hich w as com­
ing in to  genera l notice.

A ccording to  W. R . N ightingale, 
cash ier of the  bank  of w hich Mr. Say­
le r w as vice-presidenk th e  devoted 
fa th er determ ined to  suffer in  silence 
ra th e r  than  ta k e  a n y . action  which 
would involve his child in  no to rie ty .

“H e seem ed to  fea r ' som e trag id  
solution of th e  situa tion ,” Bald Mr.

P acke t to  Be Opened To-Day,

Among the  la tte r  w as W illis 
Sayler, a b ro th e r of the  slain  man.

In the county ja il now are  Dr. Mil­
ler, th e  m urderer, the  S ay le r woman, 
h e r  fa ther, John  G runden, and  b ro th ­
er, I ra  G runden.

“Sunday n igh t Ira  w ent to  bed, 
leaving  Dr. Miller, fa th e r and  me in 
th e  parlor. We ^dgauk a  bo ttle  of 
som e m a lt p repara tion—not alcohollo 
—toge ther. W herf Mr. S ayler cam e 
In, w e w ere all a t  a  sm all card  ta b le  
and I saw- hfto snatch  a  h a tch e t from 
under th e  couch. I t w as one ^ e  had 
ab o u t th e  house, b u t .
