But Pablic Domain Commission W on’t 
A ttem pt to Enlarge It a t  P res­

e n t - P l a n s  Are Mapped 
O ut by Body.

Lansing.—P lans w ere m apped o u t 
by th e  public dom ain C om m ission a t 
a  m eeting  fo r p ro tecting , the  s ta te  for­
e s t reserve in Roscommon and Craw­
ford counties and ca ring  for the  young 
t r te s  grow ing there. T he commission 
will n o t a ttem p t, however, a t  th is  tim e 
to increase the  reserve, b u t will w att 
to  ascerta in  w hether th is  reservation 
can  be protected from fires and the 
young trees  show a  grow th and dis­
position tO’ flourish which will w arran t 
fu rth e r w ork along th is  line.

O rders w ere issued for th e  con­
s tru c tio n  of new fire paths in  the  
reserve and o th e r plans worked out 
for lighting flames in case they l>reak 
o u t in  the  reservation , a la rge portion 
of which is covered w ith a m ass of 
sw eet fern, b rake  and bunch grass, 
which w ill allow a fire to  sp read  with 
g re a t rapidity.

The com m ittee which visited the  
reserve w ill rep o rt th a t the men in 
cha rge  o f the  p lan t s ta ted  th a t about 
tw o-thirds of the  beds of young trees  
which have been p lanted  are  the  prop­
e r ty  of W. R. M ershon of Saginaw, a 
m em ber o f the  fo restry  com mission 
which ju s t  w en t o u t of existence. The 
s ta te  em ployes had p lanted  the seeds 
and cared  fo r th e  tender shoo ts and 
the public dom ain com m ission is  in­
clined to  dispute his title  to  th e  p lants 
if he cares to  claim  the  little  trees, 
none^of w hich a re  as  ye t high enough 
to  appear above th e  grass.

The land com m issioner w as d irect­
ed to have deeds p repared  which 
will reserve to  th e  public, when 
sales a re  made, the  r ig h t of ingress 
and egress across th e  s ta te  lands to 
stream s in  o rder to; p reven t any one 
buying up land along stream s and pre­
venting  o thers enjoying fishing privi­
leges.

Game and F o res t W arden Pierce 
w as introduced to  appoin t special fire 
w ardens under the  em ergency ac t to 
aid In p reventing  th e  sp read  of seri­
ous fires. H is work in calling th e  a t­
ten tion  of the  railw ays to  th e  neces­
s ity  of p ro tecting  tb e ir  r igh ts  of way 
aga in st fires was approved as well as 
a  rep o rt he subm itted  telling o f the 
s tr ic t o rders th e  railw ays h av e  issued 
w ith regard  to  fires along th e ir  lines.

The new s ty le  o f num bering  degrees 
on th e  com pass board recen tly  adopted 
by the  U nited S ta tes  navy is  also 
shown. T he new card  num bers th e  de­
grees from  0 degree to  360 degrees,

This proceeding w as 
begun by Mr. S hirk  la s t 'w e e k  when, 
on retu rn ing  to thtfc etty  a fte r  'Several 
w eeks' absence,*he found th a t th e  
bank had ' been compelled to  pay to  
th e  ow ners of th e  securities the 
am ount of jthelr value.

ine. I t  was agreed th a t I  should pro- 
on th e  Sunday m orning to  the

heavens, th e  quldt of th e  country , a f te r  
th e  ra ttle  and  ro ar and  dun sp ies of 
London, w ere balm  to  m y soul.

I reached the* inn by  te n  o’clock; 
add , h a r in g  a rranged  fo r th e ir  best 
horses, an d  sen t w ord tw o  sta tions 
ahead, I  s a t  down to  pass th e  day  a s  
b es t t  m ight. I w rote a  long le tte r  to  
D aphne, and  then , i t  being abou t 12 
o 'clock, I w en t out for a  walk.

T here was a  p re tty  pathw ay through 
a  little  grove tow ard  a  ro iling  field 
n ex t th e  highw ay. I  took th is 'p a th ,  
and  p resen tly  cam e f^ce to  face, a t  a  
tu rn  in  th e  path , w ith  O verton. H e 
w as s ingu la rly  dressed  fo r a  m an  of 
h is  quality  and profession.

H e w ore b lack  clothes, w ith  plain 
silve r buckles a t  th e  knees,-and black 
silk  stockings and shoes. H is  ha ir, tin- 
powdered. w as tied  w ith  a  b lack  ril> 
boi'; b u t h e  w ore no crape  o r  vestige  
of m ourning. I  had  ever though t film  
th e  handsom est snan  in  E ng land ; b u t 
in  th is  garb, so d ifferent from  the  
b rillian t uniform  o r  o th e r exquisite 
d ress in  which I had  hereto fo re seen 
him . he looked like an  Apollo.

I  
speak  to  them , n o t a s  a  p reacher "and 
teacher, b u t as  a  b ro th e r and  a  friend. 
I t  is now  tim e fo r them  to  assem ble.”

I  saw , su re  enough, a  num ber of 
poorly-dressed ru s tic s  com ing tow ard  
th e  field. T hey  cam e by  tw o? and  
th rees , the  w om en "m ostly  w ith  chil­
d ren  in  arm s, o r  hanging  to  th e ir  
sk irts . W hen a ll h ad  arrived  th e re  
w ere  abou t SO m en and  women. They 
seated  them selyes on th e  g rass, and  1 
along w ith  them , and* in  som e m ys­
te rious w ay, I  fe lt, fo r  th e  first tim e in 
m y fife, th a t  th e  plow m an w as my 
b ro the r and  th e  k itchen  w ench my 
s is te r . f
• W hen they  w ere all seated , O verton 
took from  h ia  pocket a  sm all Bible and 
read  th e  Serm on on th e  M ount. The 
people listened  reveren tly . H e gave 
them  a  sh o rt discourse, su ited  to  th e ir  
understanding , And then  read  to  them  
a  sim ple hym n, w hich they  sang w ith 
fervor.

I listened  w ith  a  s trange feeling, 
h a lf pain, half p leasure, ha lf satisfac­
tion, h a lf  d issatisfaction . I w ished for 
D aphne’s sw eet sp irit to be n ea r me. 
I t  cam e to  my m ind how like w as th is  
m eeting  of the  poor and un learned  to  
those held by the  C aypenter of N aza­
re th  on th e  shores of th e  Sea of Gali­
lee. T h e  hym n echoed sw eetly  over 
the  g reen  fields; it  w as a  p a r t of th a t 
g rea t an tiphon w ith  w hich N atu re  re­
plies to  the  harflionies of th e  M ost 
H igh. T he quie t scene, th e  woods, the  
fields, th e  k ine in the  pastu re  n ea p  by, 
ail seem ed one in  th is  a c t of worship. 
B ut p resen tly  m y soul w as d istrac ted  
by w ha t I saw  on th e  highw ay cla*e by 
us. A handsom e traveling  chario t, fol­
lowed by a  plain post-chaise «olng 
Londonw ard, stopped. O ut of the 
chario t stepped Laday A rabella S to r­
m ont, and, th rough an  opening in the 
hedge, she en tered  th e  field. A fter a 
considerable in terval, M rs. W hitall fol­
lowed h er; and, a fte r  a  still longer one, 
S ir Thom as Vernon.

Lady A rabella w alked noiselessly 
over the  grass, and, when she reached 
th e  edge of the  group, stopped.

In  ce rta in  
qu arte rs  i t  is  said  S ir  C asper had  his 
leave of absence extended from  Au­
gust to  a  year- from  th a t  date , when, 
w ell-posted persons say, his five-year 
co n trac t expires.

J . P ierpon t M organ, p res iden t of the  
m useum ’s ad m in is tra tive  board, is in 
Europe. So is  E dw ard  Robinson, a s ­
s is ta n t d irec to r. H enry  W. K ent, a s ­
s is ta n t sec re ta ry , re tu rn ed  from  abroad 
recen tly  a f te r  a conference w ith S ir 
C asper and  officials of th e  museum . 
On h is  a rriva l he said  noth ing  con­
cern ing  the  d irec to rs’ plans, and 
the  staff th e re  does n o t know  w hat to 
expect.

Cable d ispatches .from London say

S ir C asper is  seriously  ill, bavin* 
failed  m uch since* h is  a rriv a l the re  
and  th a t  i t  w ill be a  yea r a t  le a s t be 
fo re  he is  able to  resum e h is  exacting  
du ties. A s h e  is 62 yea rs  old, h is  re­
covery, though p ractica lly  assu red ,- 
will, be exceedingly slow.

Though th e  d irec to r i s  ra ted  as  a 
b rillia n t adm in is tra to r, i t  is contended 
in som e q au rte rs  th a t thd  institu tion  
of Which he is th e  heatf h a s  n o t de­
veloped a s  evenly as w as hoped. Some 
go so fa r  as  to  say th a t S ir Caspei 
has been o u t of sym pathy w ith  the 
em otional in  a r t  and h as  n o t waxed 
en thusias tic  over pain tings p raised  by 
em inen t critic s. He has even been 
Indifferent to a r t is ts  of the  Barbizon 
school, including Corot and  M illet.

On the  o th e r hand, m any notew orthy 
a r t is ts  feel th a t the  fa ilu re  of th e  d i­
rec to r to  re tu rn  would be a  severe 
blow to  a r t is t ic  A m erica. T h a t he is 
broad in  his view s is unquestioned. 
He possesses ra re  know ledge I of a rch ­
aeology 'and  of an c ien t handicrafts. 
H e is  an  a rch itec t by profession  and 
has collected a r t  o b je c ts /in  Greece, 
T urkey  and Syria. I t  was because ol 
his; w ork  in th is  field th a t he w as first 
spoken of as  d irec to r oi the  K ensing­
ton m useum , a  post he held w ith  ex­
ceptional success uritil he cam e to 
th is  country  in 1905:

I t  is n o t Broad­
way, how ever, b u t th e  already  fam ous 
F ifth  ?venue w hich an o rganization  of 
th e  g re a te s t p roperty  ow ners, res i­
d e n ts  and  te n a n ts  along th a t  fam ous 
thoroughfare  plans to  m ake the 
w orld’s g re a te s t s tree t.

This organization , know n as the  
F ifth  A venue associa tion , the  com­
bined w ealth  of w hose m em bers runs 
fa r  in to  th e  hundreds o f m illions, has

already  accom plished m uch in th«, 
way of w idening the  avenue, a rran g  
ing for the  handling  of traffic and  p r6  
viding for- th e  com fort and  safe ty  ol 
those patron izing  the  avenue m ade fa< 
mous by song.

It now proposes, how ever, through 
maily am bitious undertak ings to make 
F ifth  avenue the  Mecca of a ll v i s io n  
to  New York as  w ell as  th e  m ost pop­
u la r thoroughfare for those who dwell 
here.

Im provem ents for ^ h ic h  the  asso­
ciation  is now w orking include the 
lighting  of a ll shop windows until a t 
le a s t 11 b'clock a t  night, the  w idening 
of the  -street s till fartheV and  th e  In­
sta lling  ojf an  im proved system  of elec­
tric  ligh ting  which w ill m ake Broad­
way pale in com parison.

L D e a n T e D s e f
His U isi to  the East

M y trip  E ast was m ore enjoyable be­
cause o f i t s  being b y  boa t as  fa r  as B uf­
falo , and the  sail down the  D etro it river 
and  across L ak e  B rie w as very  pleasant. 
W orcester, M ass., was my first real stop. 
I t  is  a  different p lace than  I  expected in 
frhgi, i t  is very h illy , and the houses are  
n o t only on the  side df th e  hills, but 
placed aw ay up on top of some of them . 
T he grounds around them  are sloping 
and not te rraced . T he business section 
is  quite  level and the  stores are all on 
one side o f the  stree t, which is wide and 
well paved w ith g ran ite  block covered 
w ith  a  th in  coating of cem ent. The 
stores do n o t have the  fine fronts as 
seen in  D etroit, b u t the  business men 
seem satisfied w ith the  same old places 
occupied by th e ir  fathers and g rand­
fa thers. There are  two or three large 
office buildings. T h e 'c ity  hall is an ex­
ceptionally  fine building in the center of 
th e  city . I t  is one of th e  w ealthiest but 
m ost conservative towns in  the coun try .

M assachusetts is dotted  with many 
beau tifu l lakes, which are used by near 
by towns as pleasure resorts, as D etroit 
uses Belle Isle. L ake Quinsigam ond, 
five miles long and half a  mile wide, is 
a  delightfu l resort for W orcester.

Forty-five miles due east is Boston, 
which still preserves all its landm arks of 
colonial and revolutionary tim es. It 
dates beck alm ost 300 years. I t  is on a 
knob ju tting  ou t into the harbor and; the 
settlers first located around the water 
front with th e ir  cem eteries on the hill 
back of them. Now the city  has grown 
so as to include these old buria l grounds 
and being of historical value they are 
protected by th e  city  au thorities. In 
one of them , started  in 1630, lies the 
body of M rs. W inslow, a  pilgrim  of the 
M ayflower, and in  ano ther ju s t across 
the s tree t dated 1660, lie the  parents of 
Benjam in F ran k lin  and P au l Revere of 
R evolutionary fam e and o ther patrio ts 
of the  tim e. ̂  “T he stree ts  in th e  center 
of Boston a re  very  narrow , so as  alm ost 
not to perm it of team s passing, very 
contusing  and run  in a ll d irections with 
no regard for regu larity . I t is said tha t 
a  stree t was laid out w herever the se t­
tlo r’s cows made a  path . R jg h t in the 

o f the city  it sec,mod ddd to mo to 
fir.vl the old Boston Common, containing 
fifty acres and set aside in  1634 as a 
tra in ing  field and cow pasture. Even 
though  the ground is now so valualjle, 
y e t by the term s of the  g ran t it cannot 
be sold or used for o ther purposes than 
a  park . I t was on Boston Common tha t 
executions for w itchcraft and heresy 
and all public punishm ents took place 
in  colonial days. A djoining Boston 
Common are several additional acres, 
called the  B otanical G ardens containing 
a  g rea t m any varieties of trees and 
flovjers. Owing to  the narrowness of 
th> stree ts  down town, the city  has re­
s tric ted  the  heigh t of the  buildings so 
tha t in Boston -I found no such sky­
scrapers ati in New Y ork. Boston is 
verv^p roud  of its old public buildings 
and many of its old houses occupied by 
prom inent men of the tim e a re  still p re ­
served. I was especially in terested  in 
go ing  iniS th e  old S ta te  House, bu ilt in 
177-S, used  by  the  colonial governors 
when th e  colonies were governed by 
E ng land , and from its  balcony. W ash­
ington  afterw ard reviewed the  A m eri­
can arm y; and w ithin a  few feet of the 
S ta te  House occurred the  Boston mas­
sacre. N o ^ fe r aw ay is  F anueil H all, 
which is now used a s  a  m arket plaoe, 
and  the  Old S ou th  M eeting H ouse, 
dated 1600, from which th e  citizens de­
parted dressed a s  Indians and threw  
overboard [from  the  sh ips th e  te a  upon 
which England h a d  placed a  tax*

P au l Revere’s house, bu ilt in 1663, 
contains much of interest. Y ou remem­
ber his famous rids at the beginning  of 
the 'Refohrtfca, when he w aited on 
horseback in Charlestown for the signal 
lanterns which were hung in the belfry 
of the Old N o t*  Chftreh la Boston, ad­
vising him that the British were march­
ing to Lexington and Concord. Then 
be rode on to advance to 

.'tofawte men to m l  their
V I spent an sSsreorth : ___
II miles d istan t and ’ sew the plaoe 
where the men were Utted up to  make a 

*  slnad against the British and it was 
there That the first shot; of the Revolu­
tion was fired to 1776.

The Bunker ffifl Monument, a granite 
shaft, « 0  feet U gh in Charleston, 
across the Charles River from Boston, 
marks the Battle of Bunker H ill and 
June 17 o f each year is npw a legal 
holiday to oommemorate it. Twaa for- 

to  be tfcefe o a ^ a t  date and this

Christian Science Church is the  finest 
church building I ever saw. The eve­
ning  I  a ttended th e ir  service, the re  y e re  
p resent alm ost 5000 • people from 
over the country.

A  tr ip  to  Cam bridge, e ig h t mjles 
aw ay, showed th e  old “ W ashington  
E lm ,”  a  tree preserved because under 
it W ashington  took command of the  
C ontinental A rm y Ju ly  3, 1775. A nd 
near the  tree still s tands an  old mile­
stone bearing  th e  date  1734. N ot fa r  
from th is  is Longfellow 's home and I 
went th rough the grounds of H arvard 
University'. In  th e ir  museum they  
have a  most wonderful collection of 
flowers, g ra in s  and apices made o u t of 
g lass, and so perfect in its  shape, size 
and coloring th a t the  m ost expert 
would consider them  fresh natu ra l 
specim ens. They are made by only 
one person in H esterw itz, G erm any 
and his en tire  ou tpu t is  bought for 
H arvard U niversity , so th a t the re  is 
no o ther collection sim ilar to it in  the  
world.

Being so near our tow n's nam esake, 
I felt th a t I could not leave the  vicinity 
of Boston, w ithout tak ing  the three 
hour ocean trip- to P lym outh , M ass., 
the first settlem ent of the Mayflower 
pilgrim s in  1620, and a  large rock upon 
which it  is said they  landed is still 
properly protected and called the “ P lym ­
outh R ock.”  It was here a t  P lym outh 
th a t P riscilla  said to John A lden, 
“ W hy don’t you speak for yourself, 
John?”  in the courtship of Miles 
S tand ish .

A  few hours were spent in  a  trolley 
trip  around Providence, R . I., consid­
ered one of the liveliest of the New 
England tow ns, 45 miles southw est of 
Boston. N ew port, in the southern 
part of Rhode Island, is the cen ter of 
fashionable society from all over the 
country  during  the  summer m onths, 
and w hat they call “ co ttages”  are  in  
m any cases palaces of m arble or stone 
o r brick , surrounded by large grounds.

From Providence, I took an  all n ig h t’s 
boat tr ip  th rough  Long Island sound to 
New York C ity. New Y ork fa r  ex ­
ceeded in size and enterprise  all my 
im aginations about it. I t will be im ­
possible for me here to te ll b u t a  small 
part of all I saw there. I ts  buildings, 
so large and so h igh , its  underground 
railw ays and tunnels under the  river, 
as well as its  surface and overhead 
roads all try ing  to  handle the  vast 
num ber of people, its bridges spanning 
the  E a st River, its  large departm ent 
stores such as W anam akers, M acy’s 
and S iegel-C ooper’s, its  wealth 
shown in its  fine F ifth  A ve. residences 
and mammoth hotels, the O cean S team ­
ers, and above all the large num ber of 
people of all nationalities> T h is will, 
leave a  lasting  im pression w ith  me. 
New York proper is on a  long island 
called M anhattan , formed by the 
Bronx, the Hudson and the  E a st R iver, 
but G reater New York em braces all 
th e  towns w ithin a large radius on 
Long Island, S ta ten  Island and New 
Jersey . D istances a re  so g rea t in  the 
city  th a t w alking between points is out 
of the question. Broadway is the back­
bone of°tfce city , and a t n igh t its m any 
electric signs has given it th e  nam e of 
the “ G reat W hite W ay .”  The Zoolog­
ical G ardens, 14 miles out on the edge 
of the city  seems to have’ in  its  collec­
tion every kind of bird and anim al, all 
well housed in  expensive buildings. 
The F ish ery  a t the lower end Of the 
city  in B attery  P ark  overlooking New 
York Bay, contains m any odd species 
of deep sea as well as fresh w ater fish.

The lower end of the  c ity  is alm ost a  
a  solid mass of sky-sc rapers, which 
make the  stree ts  seem dark  and narrow .
I w ent up into the  observation tow er of 
the  S inger B uilding, 42 stories h igh  
and had an excellent view of New Y ork 
C ity and the  land and w ater around it  
fo r m iles. F o r  a  long tim e th is  w as the
