H ask ins had  only $300,000, an d  the

)Df engineers th a t th e  p ro jec t w as n o t 
Sesaible, and  refused  th e ir  support. 

H askins, however, w as so  e n th u s i­

astic , for h is  p lan th a t he had  s ta rted  
ahead  on h is  own resources. 'U sin g  
the  crude engineering  devices of th a t 
day, he tunneled  as  long as  his m oney 
held o u t  No m ore funds being fo rth ­
com ing, he bricked up the  end of his 
tunnel and q u it

At th a t tim e the  tubes extended 
abou t 2,000 fee t from  th e  Je rsey  shore 
and 200 fee t from  tho New York 
shore. T hey soon filled w ith  w ate r and  
rem ained  unused un til 1888, w hen an 
E nglish  com pany took  up the  plan.

E ng ineering  m ethods had  been 
g rea tly  im proved, b u t in sp ite  o f th ik  
lack  of funds forced an o th er h a lt a f te r
2,000 fee t had  been added to  th e  e a r­
lie r  work.

I t  w as only a f te r  th e se  a ttem p ts, 
corresponding to  th e  tw o a ttem p ts  on 
th e  p a r t  of th e  F rench  to  d ig  th e  P an­
am a canal, th a t  M r. McAdoo, a p rac­
tic ing  law yer, then  took hold of this 
m a tte r  successfully , ju s t  a s  the U nited  
S ta tes  h a s  taken  hold a t  P anam a.

In th e se  new  tunnels, how ever, 
w hich  have b rough t New Jersey w ith­
in  th re e  m inu tes o f New Y ork, is  th e  
w ork  o f no  less than  th re e  in te res ts , 
s ince  th e  com pleted tubes  have u ti l­
ized a ll th e  e a rlie r  w ork.

Going on east across the  W illow Creek 
we see, on the right,, a  little  old honse- 
shaded by a  stately  elm. This house 
was b iy lt by a  Mr. Hammond and was 
occupied a t  one time by old M rs. W eed. 
I t was la te r  known as the  Jam es Robin­
son place.

The next stopping p lacets  Newcomb’a  
com er, probably known as W arner’s 
oom er fifty yeare ago. T he principal 
landm arks here are bam s. The one on 
the northeast com er was built fifty-nine 
or sixty years ago by E rastus W arner. 
The old log house which stood here and 
the P atterson  house which was south of 
the  com er on the  west side were both 
burned. The Patterson bam , about 
seventy years old, is still standing. 
This place was secretly  known as  the 
“ U nderground Railw ay.”

T he next place south of the

I t  any of you who lire here to -day  
have not visited th is school d is tric t for 
forty , or fifty years, you w ill find many 
changes. No doubt you will be looking 
for.o ld  landm arks.

H ere is the  old school-house looking 
very  much as i t  did fifty years ago, 
though  perhaps it looks sm aller to you 
th a n  i t  did when you were a  child. The 
trees  on the o ther hand have grown so 

’ you  scarcely recognize any  except the 
o ld  oaks and some of them are gone.

. A cross the road you will find a  !few trees 
le f t of the old orchard which used to be 
such a  tem pting place for school-boys.

L et us go north along th is  unfam iliar 
c a r  line. N orth  of the com er- we find 
th e  hills, though much lower than  they 
used to. be. Between them  flows the 
T onquish, nam ed afte r  the old Indian 
ch ief who lost his«Iife on its banks. If  
you  trace the  stream  westward to the 
o ld  swimming hole you will find its 
channel somewhat changed. The woods; 
too,‘have been cut aw ay, where they 
used come close to  the road.

A bout th irty  rods beyond the second 
h ill used to stand an  old red house oc­
cupied by the  K ing fam ily. I t was re ­
placed in la ter years by the  brown one 
you  now see, built by Em met Sm ith.

The nex t place on the left is the  old 
R euben Brown place. The house looks 
very  much the same, but we see no fa­
m ilia r faces, as the  place has changed 
owners several times.

’ r U p the hill on the  east side of the 
ea st side of the  road we look for the old 
home of Josiah Sm ith , b u t instead we 
find a  new house, built and occupied by 
his son.

T h e  next house on the left was once 
th e  Qome of Horace Bruce. You will 
notice th a t i t  has been altered some.

W e now come to the  old John N otris 
p lace bu t, instead of the old house, we 
find tw o; one on the east apd one on 
th e  weSt side of the  road, occupied re­
spectively by  the son and daughter of 
Edwin N orris.

W e have Reached the lim it o f  the 
school d istrict in this direction, so let 
u s  go back as far as M r. S m ith ’s and go 
west across the fields to the David 
Brown place. The house looks very 

• m uch as i t  u3ed to, the  old trees arc 
there  and yet there x is som ething miss­
ing. The barns, which used to stand 
on the west side of the road have all 
been moved.

W e will go south from here and after 
crossing  Deer creek and the Tonquish, 
we come to the com er where stands the 
old Patchin house. This is indeed a 
landm ark , having been built by Abel 
P atch in  six ty -e igh t years ago. A l­
though  some changes have been made 
in  its surroundings, you will easily rec­
ognize the old place.

Going west from the-ebrner fte come 
to  tne  hpuse built by Glode Chubb six- 
ty -n v «  years ago and occupied by the 

.Chr.oo family till 1853. I t then became 
th e  property of S tephen Hayward and 
was occupied by the Hayward family 
for over fo rty  years. The locust tree by 
th e  road is the only one left of the old 
tree:'-.

Tne next landm ark we come to is the 
old Chubb church, which was built over 
.sixty, years ago by M r. Chubb andothers 
o f the  neighborhood. T he W esleyan 
M ethodists ^ r e  the first to  ■conduct- 
m eetings here, am ong whom you m ay 
rem em ber the nam es of E lder B ibbins, 
E lder Swift and Jason Steele. Among 
la te r  preachers were M r. W ilsey, Mr. 
.Kellogg and M r. P o tte r. T he cem etery 
close by is as  old as  th e  church , one 
child  having been buried  here before 
the church was built.

Going oh west and down the  hill we 
com e to the Alanaon. Blunt place. You. 
see the houah has been. altered some 
since it was Iwi&jfcrty-eeven years ago* 
but across the road is a  landmark which 
time has not perceptibly^ changed... The 
old elm tree which spreads its- branches

A  little  fu rth e r south on the left is 
the only log house in the neighborhood. 
You will rem ember i t  as  the Ballou 
place. It has since been occupied by 
the Snyder family.

L et us go back to  the  corner and go 
east. The first place on the r ig h t was 
the  H urst place b u t the old house is 
gone. The next one on the, righ t is way 
back in the field where the  old Jack  
R head house use to stand. T he house 
on the  left was built by a  carpen ter 
named W ells on the land which he  ob­
tained by building a  house fbr M r. Mc­
C artney on the next road nor^h.

The next house you see on the  righ t, 
surrounded by trees, was built .and oc­
cupied by M arshall W arner, afterw ard 
by M r. B lair.

W e find no more old buildings till we 
reach the W ayne road.“ T he first house 
north  of the com er was bu ilt in the  days 
when land was more p lentiful than 
m oney; the carpen ter John B utler re­
ceiving foi;ty acres of land for his pay. 
T he first occupant was S au lter Mason. 
It.w as afterw ard known as the  G reen- 
man place.

The next house on the  left, almost 
hidden by trees and bushes, was built 
by Josiah Mason and intended by him 
to be the county seat. I t  is one of the 
oldest houses in the neighborhood and 
is no longer inhabited.

A little  fa rth e r on we come to the 
house built by W m . P atten  on the east* 
side of the road, which has been occupi­
ed by John  Rhead for a  num ber of 
years.

Passing by these new er houses we 
come to the Bunnell place on the left, 
which was la ter the home of Joe B ur­
nett. The next old hous£ was the  He- 
man Purse house on the righ t, la ter 
known as the Robert R head place.

We will hu rry  on now till we reach 
the old territorial road. Here on the 
northeast com er we find a  house which 
has withstood the wear hnd tear of tim e 
for at least a  century, b u t still looks 
qu ite  modem in its coa t ;o f  yellow 
paint. It was called the  Djeapon D im - 
mick place. You will probably remem­
ber when the Palm ers lived, here.

On the qorthw est comer* shaded by 
old trees is the house which W alter 
A rm strorig 'built and Jived in.

W e will now follow this Winding road 
to the west. The first house we pass is 
the Morgan house on the1/north side. 
We go on some distance's and finally 
reach the old Fitzgerald House on the 
left where Mr. Punches, the Hubbard 
family and others have lived.

The next house on the right, built of 
brick and wood, is not so very old but 
the place has been owned by the Herrs 
|or about seventy-seven years. Notice 
the old tamarack tree by the gate. Its 
branches are thinner now than when in 
the spring,^, thickening foliage used to 
indicate that it was time ibo sow oats.

There is also an old oak on the place, 
in the field west of the house, which the 
oldest inhabitants remember &s an old 
'tree. —

Skipping the next house we _oome to 
the Munger house which was remodled 
by Ed. Munger, and a little farther on 
the opposite aide of the road is the Mc­
Cartney place, looking very much as it 
did fifty'years ago. !

You notice some changed in the next 
place on the right which was known as 
the Dad Norris place, now the home of 
James Sling. r . f f

Going down the hill wc are again at 
the corner north of the school-house. 
What a pity that there are no landmarks 
here to show where the first school- 
house used to stand. Those who went 
to school here tell us that 'the school- 
house was on the southwest; comer and 
that there were some old i oaka under

“In  o rder to  encourage am ong the 
^people the  idea of self-protection 
Wgainst robbers* and roving bands of 
c rim in a ls , w ith  w hich the  country
ab o u n d s , depa rtm en t com m anders are  
a u th o riz e d  to  arm  th e  local police in  tow ns 
w h e re  such  ac tion , in  th e ir  Judgment,, would 
■*>e p ruden t and  expedient. F or .th is  purpose 
^requisitions m ay be subm itted  to  th e  division 
lie ad q u a rte rs  fo r ca liber .45 Colt’s revolve™  
a n d  an  adequate supply of am m unition. This 
a rm  w ill be replaced  a t  an  ea r’y date  by a  
m ove su itab le  w eapon.

th e  b e t te r  perfo rm ance of the  duties 
-contem plated  It is desired  th a t the  organiza­
tio n  of police be system atized and, if possible, 
th e  scope of action  extended so as  tdffm ake 
th e s e  constabulary  bodies, by m eans of m ount­
e d  detachm ents, conservato rs of the peace

B y the au tum n of 1900 some organization  of 
t i *  constabulary  had been effected and in 
F eb ru ary , 1901, the  Philippine governm ent 
bad, in addition to  th e  arm y and the  native 
■CfU ts then on duty, an em bryo of the  p resen t 
effic ien t constabulary  force num bering  2,571 
men.

T he new ly organized body had an  am using 
com plex ity  of personnel and d iversity  of a r­
m a m en t. I t  Included every  race and every  
co lo r, every language and every degree of 
civ ilization , from  cultured  C astilians of the 
M alecon drive to  the  dusky savage of M inda­
n a o  and N egros. The ca talogue of th e ir  w eap­
o n s  w as fully as  mixed a s  th e ir  racial affilia­
tio n s .

The organization grew in numbers and in 
popularity. At first the ill-disposed were prone 
to  take chances with the little “coppers.” 
T hey had seen them as soldiers of the army 
o f  Aguln&ldo driven from point to point by 
th e  husky soldiers of the United States until 
.they had become Imbued with the idea that 
n u llin g  was their .chief end only accomplish­
ment. It took but a few brashes with them 
fie show that they had gained something of 
U n d e  Sam’s determination to do things in his 
own way and when the way of the preserver 
o f  order and the native dlsorganlzer ran 
counter something had to drop, and drop hard. 
Gradually the good work of the constabulary 
became understood and with the Bpread of 
Iheir reputation for keeping things straight 
the minor disorders of the urban and agrisul- 
tural communities became fewer and fewer.

They are under the command of Brig.-Gen. Henry 
H. Bandholtz, who holds the title of director. There 
is an assistant director, two inspectors and a staff, 
of about a dozen officers attached to the headquarters - 
at Manila. There is a director for each of the general : 
districts of the archipelago and these districts in turnpl 
are divided into subdistricts and minor stations, some.w 
of the smaller | stations having only half a 
dozen policemen in charge.

In  the early days of the force the officers of 
commissioned rank were all Americans. A 
la rge percentage, a majority, in fact, are still 
natives of the States, but there Is always op­
portunity for the ambitious and educated Fili­
pino to reach a promotion if by diligence, 
fidelity and good hard work he desires to ac­
complish it. - '

The force at first appeared in a great va­
riety of uniforms, everything from the cast­
off blue and white drill of their former con­
querors, the Spaniards, to the rusty blue flan­
nel shirts and khaki breeches of the Ameri­
can volunteers, who put Gen. Emilio Aguinal- 
do out of holiness.
