Effect of New Law if Strictly In- 
forced at “U.”

t_ong-Range “Quake Hunting."
Standing by the seismograph, 

Charles F. Marvin, chief of the instru­
ment division of the weather bureau, 
noted one day that the lines made 
by the little tracing pencil indicated 
a convulsion of-the earth abeut 4,060 
miles from Washington. No reperts 
had been received for days after as 
to where Ibis disturbance had oc­
curred—it might have been in the 
Southern Hemisphere, in Alaska, or 
somewhere in the Atlantic or PaotflC' 
oceans.

COFFIN- NAILS ARE'BARRED

Large P roportion of S tuden ts a t  Uni­
versity  H it by Law W hich Pro­

h ib its Use of C igarettes 
by Those U nder 21.

LanBing.—One clause in the  new 
liquor and c igare tte  law  reads  as  fol­
low s: "No person under the  age of 21 
shall smoke o r use c igare ttes  in any 
form  on public highw ays, s tree ts , parks 
o r public places of business under pen­
a lty  of a fine of $10, or im prisonm ent 
n o t to  exceed five days.”

I t is th is  clause th a t  is  causing  all 
Ann A rbor to  w ear a  w ide grin. 
P robably no tow n in the  s ta te  would 
be affected by inforcing  th is  law  as 
would Ann Arbor. To understand thlB 
it  is necessary  to  say th a t fully two- 
th ird s of the s tuden ts who en te r the 
university  are  under 21 yea rs  of age.

Thus i t  looks as though, if the  law 
is to  be inforced in th is  town, the  jus­
tice courts w ill have to  be increased  
from  tw*o to  several tim es th a t num ­
ber, the  police force very  considerably 
and the Jail reb u ilt to  several tim es its  
p resen t capacity.

W hen P rosecu to r S to rm  w as asked 
as  to  w hat he should do in  the  m a tte r  
when the law goes in to  effect he said :

“I shall prosecute any leg itim ate a r­
re s t  b rought before me. Inasm uch 
as such a  law  has been passed, I see 
no reason why i t  should n o t be io- 
forced.”

College to Be 'Varsity.
Detroit college, the v institution 

which has graduated so many promi­
nent Detroit lawyers, doctors, clergy­
men and business men, is to be ex­
panded into a university with law, 
medicine and engineering depart­
ments as soon as this is found to be 
practicable.

The transfo rm ation  of th e  college 
began w ith  th e  elim ination of th e  pre­
para to ry  departm en t, w hich had 
courses equivalent to the  seven th  and 
eigh th  grades of the  g ram m ar schools. 
The college now h as  only the  high 
school and college courses, and  yet 
despite the  elim ination  of the  lower 
courses, the  attendance  is  steadily  
growing.

Jesu it colleges th roughout th e  coun­
try  have been expanding from  the  
usual lite ra ry  courses, which for 
yea rs  w ere th e  special sub jec ts  of 
th e ir  education. St. Louis, Chicago, 
even Toledo, have added law and med­
ical schools, and  M ilwaukee has in ­
troduced an  engineering  course.

"W e would m ake the  change to-day 
if the* .m eans w ere r ig h t a t  hand,” 
said V ery Rev. F rancis  Slevin, p res i­
d en t of the  college. " It hard ly  seem s 
likely i t  can  fee" m ade for, a  y ea r or 
so. Of course, I  do not “know  w hat 
may develop during  the  school year.”

“However,” he added, “such a de­
velopm ent Is our Bilan and am bition. 
Such an  institu tion  would re su lt in 
g rea t benefit to  D etroit, and th e re  Is 
no reason to  doubt the  g raduates of a 
law  or medicine departm en t here 
would distinguish  them selves as  well 
as our g raduates In a r ts  and  sciences. 
All th a t is needed is the  m eans, which 
w ere provided In the  o th e r, cities.

“W e hope th is  yea r fo r a  largely  In­
creased  attendance. The college Is 
open to all, irrespective of creed, and 
we have had a  num ber bf s tuden ts  of 
d ifferent beliefs. T he advantage of a 
university  to' th e  city  would certain ly  
be confined to  no class o r creed.”

S ta r t a New Interurban.
A rticles of incorporation  of the De­

tro it, L ansing  & Grand R apids Elec­
tr ic  line have been filed a t  Lansing 
and a  m ortgage for $5,000,000, to  se­
cure a  bond issue of equal am ount, wag 
filed a t  the  office of the  W ayne county 
reg ister of deeds. The. U nion T ru s t 
Company Is tru s te e  under th e  m ort­
gage.

Officers of the new  road, as given 
in the  artic les, a re : P residen t, Dr. O il 
ve r H. Lau; vice-president, H enry  Mi 
W allace; secre tary -treasu re r, George 
V alentine.

P lans of those in te res ted  contem ­
pla te the beginning of ac tive construe-, 
tion w ork in  the  spring. I t is the  in­
ten tion  to  build the  line from  Farm  
ington to  Lansing f i r s t

"O ur line w ill connect the  tw o 
la rg est cities in the  s ta te , passing  
through the  capital of the s ta te  on 
the  way," said Vice-PreBident W allace. 
" It will go th rough a prosperous farm ­
ing section, as well as num erous cities 
and villages. W e antic ipate  no diffi­
culty  in financing the  proposition."

The bond issue of the new road is 
for 20 years, a t  flVe per cent., and  is 
to  be dated Ju ly  1, 1909.

Council W ars Over License.
T he m eeting of the  tow n council a t 

Laingsburg ended in a  row  over the  li­
cense question and adjourned in dis­
o rder w ithout se ttling  th e  fight.

The village has been "dry” by rea­
son of the  council’s  refusa l to  g ran t a  
license. F orm erly  i t  had tw o saloops. 
A few days ago the  council, by a vbte 
of four to  two, decided to  grantf li­
censes again. A t a  special cpuncil 
m eeting the  tw o "dry” m em bers w ere 
absen t, but the "w et” q u arte t opened 
th e  m eeting  and proceeded to  busi­
ness. F red  W ilderm uth, p roprie to r of 
the principal hotel, p resen ted  h is  bond 
fo r a  lic en se  and the village clerk, o r­
dered  to  call the roll of th e  council on 
its  acceptance, refused  to  obey. He 
asse rted  th a t the  whole action  w as il­
legal and  s ta rted  a  hot diebate which 
w as dangerously nea r fisticuffs and 
only ended w ith adjournm ent.

T he village is abou t evenly divided 
on the  saloon question and th e  tie-up 
in  the  council seem s hopeless.

Apple Crop W orth Million.
One million dollars is the value' of 

the Grand Traverse apple crop this 
year, according to the estimate an­
nounced by George E.j Rowe of the 
western Michigan development bu­
reau. He estimates that there are 
400,000 barrels of apples-in the county 
worth $1.50 a barrel on the tree. To 
provide barrels, pick, pack and handle 
these, apples will cost 75 cents a barrel 
or $300,000 more, while the commis­
sion men’s profit is estimated at $l0O,- 
000, making a million lnj all.

from  an  express ca r to  a  spo t in the 
w ilderness. I
. W hen the  conductor of th e  tra in  a t ­
tem pted  to  in terfere  w ith  the  robber’s • 
plans he w as sho t in  th e  hand And the  
band it succeeded in escaping.

M istakes Pennies fo r Gold. , I
In  the  darkness, however, he m is­

took a  bag contain ing  10,000 new  Lin­
coln pennies for gold coin and s ta g ­
gered aw ay w ith it, leaving  the  real 
gold bullion to be recovered by the 
railroaders.

W hen the  tra in  w as leaving, he 
called out: "Good-by and good luck ; ■ 
I hope to  see you again."

I t  is reported  th a t iir addition  to 
the  m issing pennies several thousand 
dollars in  currency w as m issing  but 
the  express com pany officials refuse 
to  announce the  ex a c t am ount of the ir 
,l088.

W hen the  new s of the  robbery 
reached the  ra ilroad  and express com­
pany officials they w ere deeply con­
cerned  a t  its boldness and im m ediate­
ly  ordered every availab le detective 
from  the  ea s t and w est to  the  scene 
in an  effort to  cap tu re  the  audacious 
b a n d it  Bloodhounds Were also put 
on h is  track .

Superin tenden t P reston  and o ther 
officials of the  middle division of the  
P ennsylvania railroad  have e s ta b ­
lished headquarters  a t  th e  signal 
tow er nea r the^ scene to  m ake as th o r­
ough an  investigation of the  crim e as  
possible.

S elects a Lonely Spot.
The looted tra in  was m ade up of an  

engine, th ree  express ca rs and tw o 
sleeping coaches filled w ith passen ­
gers. , A t abou t 1:30 a. m. i t  w as 
running  through Lewistown narrow s, 
a  wild and lonely m ountain gorge 
through w hich flows the Ju n ia ta  river, 
when suddenly a dynam ite cap ex­
ploded and the engine d river brought 
the tra in  to  a  standstill. W hen he 
looked o u t to  see w hat the  trouble was 
he w as confronted by a  m asked figure 
holding a  revolver in e ith e r hand.

"A re th e re  any mail ca rs on th is  
tra in ?"  dem anded the  highwaym an.

"No,” w as the  reply of the  s ta rtled  
engineer.

The engine crew  then was forced a t  
the  point of the  gun to  accom pany the 
robber to  the  first express car, w here 
the m essenger was looking o u t to  d is­
co v e r the  cause of th e  sudden stop­
ping of the tra in . A revolver w as 
pointed a t  the  m essenger's head, and. 
th rea ten ing  to blow up the  ca r with 
dynam ite, the  robber forced the  m es­
sengers of the  two express ca rs and 
engine crew  to  ca rry  alj th e  gold and 
bullion stacked in the  first car to  the 
side of the  tracks.

Conductor I. R. Poffenberger of 
H arrisburg , Pa., who cam e up w hile 
th is work was being accomplished, 
was ordered back by the b.aDdlt who 
em ptied one of his revolvers a t  him. 
one of the. sho ts pene trating  his hand 
and the  o thers grazing his body.

Couldn't Get His Rifles.
The express m essenger o f  the tra in  

says the re  w ere five large iron safes 
in his ca r each contain ing  a  consider­
able sum of money, b u t be  did no t 
know how much, as they  had been 
locked a t W ashington and could only 
be opened by sub-treasury officials a t 
St. Lofite. He had tw o  rifles a t the  
end of his car bu t could n o t g e t - a t  
them  afte r  he had opened the door 
and had been covered by th e  robber’s 
revolver.

"1 ran  ahead when the  tra in  
stopped,” said Conductor Poffenberg­
e r ’ “to  ascerta in  w hat w as the  m atter, 
when I saw th e  eng ineer and fireman 
coming tow ard me. Th$n I heard a  
m an's voice behind them  saying, ‘Stop. 
Hold up your hands o r I ’ll kill you.’ 
and w hen I proceeded forw ard I w as 
shot in  the  band. Three o ther bullets 
cu t holes in  .my coat and  others 
whizzed past my head. I w as under 
the impression that the train was sur­
rounded by desperadoes and I ran 
back to  the rear of 'th e  tra in .

"My first thought was for the safe­
ty  of the passengers in the unprotect­
ed train. I thought the robbers were 
about to enter all the cars and H 4 
up the passengers.”

S d  p la n ts  will be located a re  m ostly 
all s itu a ted  in th e  no rth easte rn  part 
of the  s ta te , and  are  n o rth  of the 
Thum b. P lan ts  yrlll be located in 
Q akland and G enesee counties In 
sou thern  M ichigan and A renac, Ios­
co, Bay, Osceola and Alcona counties 
in the  northern  part of the  state .

The constitu tional ground >en which 
It Is declared  to  hg^unsoohd is th a t 
the  leg isla tu re  had  no righ t to  dele­
gate  to  the  railroad  com m ission the 
r |g h t to  fix ra tes  and also  because it 
is in opposition to  th e  hom e ru le pro­

chises.

In  th e  m a tte r  o f s tring ing  wires 
and erec ting  s ta tio n s  and selling cur­
rent, th ese  new  com panies w ill be 
under th e  ju risd ic tion  of the  railroad  
com m ission, th e  sam e as  th e  com pa­
nies already doing business.

The law was p repared  by R epresen­
ta tiv e  D. t .  Curtiss, of D etto lt, and 
subm itted to  m any prom inent consti­
tu tio n a l a tto rneys  who g ave the  opin­
ion th a t it w as a  sound law.

D etro it J o u rn a l:—This is another 
case of Jarndyce vs. Ja rn d y ce ,”  said 
Judge Murfin S atu rday  morning, as he 
■disposed of the  case of John C. H artz 
vs. the  D etro it, Jackson & Chicago 
railw ay, now a branch of the D. U . R. 
T h e  road, an  electric one, was buiit in 
1899, and five years la te r  John  C. H artz 
woke up to the  fact th a t ■ the com pany 
was using  a  trestle  bridge he had built 
over a  mill pond. He b rought an  eject­
m ent su it, which was tried th ree  times 
in  the  circuit court and> twice in the 
suprem e court.

H artz  won in every instance. Then 
th e  tow nship of P lym outh applied to 
th e  chancery court for a  w rit enjoining 
th e  sheriff from serv ing  the  w rit of pos­
s e s s io n ,^  th a t would be an in terfer- 
en c ^ w ith  the highw ay.

Tne chancery  court held tha t the 
m a tte r  had already been adjudicated 

.b y  the law division of the court, which 
had decided th a t the trestle bridge was 

.private property and not a  part of the 
h ighw ay. The tow nship then  b rought 
the present su it to enjoin the sheriff 
from serving the  w rit pending proceed­
ings to condemn the property. Judge 
Murfin gran ted  the  petition  on condition 
th a t  the com pany furn ish  a  satisfactory 
bond to indem nify H artz  and pay him 
7  per cent on the  award from the  time 
he started  his first ejectm ent suit, and 
in case no award is made the  com pany 
m ust pay him $25 a m onth for the  use 

■ o f his property from the present tim e.
T h e  com pany estim ates the value of 

H artz’s property a t $25, while H artz 
estim ates it a t  $4,000.

'A N  O R D IN A N C E .
A n ordinance to  prevent the running  a t 

la rge of chickens, tu rkeys, geese and 
o ther fowls w ithin the  corporate lim ­
its of the village of P lym outh , S ta te  
of M ichigan, and to provide penalties 
for th e  violation thereof.
The V illage of P lym outh  ordains: 
Section 1. Every person ow ning or 

keeping chickens, tu rk ey s, geese or 
o ther fowls w ithin the corporate  lim its 
of the  village of P lym outh, S ta te  of 
M ichigan, shall keep the  same confined 
upon his own prem ises so as to  prevent 
the same from trespassing  upon the 
land or property  of any  o ther person or 
from ru n n ih g a t large upon any  public 
stree t, lane, alley, park , place o r h ig h ­
way in said village.

Section 2. A ny  person violating any 
of the provisions of th is ac t and  who

Few  people realize th a t a fte r  S ep tem ­
ber 17, when the laws passed a t  the  last 
session of the M ichigan S ta te  leg isla­
tu re  go into effect, any person under 
the age of 211 who is found sm oking 
c igare ttes in  any  public p lace will be 
liable to a rre s t and may be punished 
by a  fine o f no t to exceed $10 o r im ­
prisonm ent n o t to exceed five days for 
each offense, except th a t under a  pro­
vision of the  law as passed, any  such 
m inor who gives evidence which will 
lead to  the arres t of the  person selling 
such c igarettes may have sentence su s­
pended.

A ny person who is gu ilty  of selling 
c igare ttes in any  form to a  m inor is 
liable to  a rre s t under the  law, and may 
be punished by a  fine of not to  exceed 
$50 or im prisonm ent in the  county jail 
not to exceed 30 days for each ofiense,

T he provisions of the  law  are  such 
th a t it would seem th a t the “ coffin nail”  
is doomed so fa r  as minors are  concerned.

Blonde women in Chicago, judges o f th e  

courts  and superin tenden ts  o f tw o insane  asy ­
lum s disputed th e  s ta tem en t o f Maj. C harles 
E. W oodruff, surgeon in th e  U nited S ta tes 
arm y, th a t blondes a re  m orally  and physically  
the in ferio rs of b runettes . T hey also  a ttacked  
his assertion  th a t blondes m ake up a g rea te r 
portion of the  population of ja ils  and sim ilar 
institu tions. ,

Dr. W oodruff reached his conclusions afte r  
he had com pleted an  inspection  o f  th e  prisons 
and asylum s In New Y ork s ta te  and city . He 
declared these  in stitu tio n s  in  New Y ork are  
full of blonde persons who, ow ing to  th e ir  n e r­
vous tem peram ent, a re  unab le to  strugg le  fo r 
existence In a  clim ate to  w hich they  a re  un­
fitted and have -fallen in to  poverty , d isease 
and crime.

Dr. W oodruff contends th a t  th e  excess of 
sunshine In A m erica b reak s  dow n th e  nervous 
system  of blondes, m orally  a s  w ell a s  phys­
ically, and m akes them  peculiarly  liab le  to  the  
ravages of consum ption and o th e r deadly ail­
m ents.

"Such may be the  ca se  in  New York, b u t it 
is not so in Chicago," one angry  society  wom­
an. who is a  pronounced blonde, declared . “I 
am sure we a re  Just a s  good and som e o f us 
b e tte r  than  the  b runettes . O ur divorce courts  
will show th a t.”

“I w ill have to  /deny Dr. W oodruff’s  the­
ory ,” declared Judge Theodore B ren tano . “In 
th e  first place, you see, Mrs. Brentano is  s  
blonde. Judging  from the standard in  my 
home I do not think much o f  Dr. Woodruff’s 
ideas. In  my experience on th e bench, al- 

aetual though I have n o t paid any particular atten­

"O f course I  canno t s ta te  positively  off­
hand w hethe r th e re  a re  m ore blondes than  
b ru n e tte s  confined In th is  In s titu tion ,” said 
Supt. W ilh ite  of D unning. " I  do n o t th ink , 
how ever, th a t th e re  is any  difference in the  
num bers. I w ill say, though, th a t  I have found 
th e  light-com plexioned inm ates inclined to  be 
o f m ore nervous tem p eram en t th a n  th e  d a rk  
pa tien ts ."

“I t  may be  tru e  o f th e  Jails and  insane in ­
s titu tio n s  in  New Y ork,” com m ented Dr. Pod- 
ata ta , superin tenden t of tb e  s ta te  hosp ita l for 
th e  in sane  a t  E lgin, 111. “I have n o t found 
such to  be th e  ca se  a t  th is  in stitu tion . T here 
a re  a s  m any p a tien ts  he re  o f d a rk  com plexion - 
as  i th e re  a re  b londes.”

’Of 253 conv icts  in  C linton p rison , wpon) he 
he observed. Dr. W oodruff s ta te s  th a t  19 had 
very  ligh t ha ir, 61 had lig h t brow n hair, 61 
d ark  brow n h a ir  and  112 had  d a rk e r shades.

T he 
jgener&l condition o f th e  babies, who 
jfor th e  m ost p a r t  w ere from  th e  m ost 
l congested  d is tric t, w as bad, 55 per 
pent, of them  being  ra ted  as  “poor” 
and  "m oribund” w hen first b rough t to 
th e  depots.

Of th e  paren ts , 70 per c e n t  lived

on Incom es rang ing  from  five dollars 
to  |1 5  a  week, th e  bread  w inner being 
steadily  em ployed In only a  very  sm all 
percen tage of cases; 64 per cen t, w ere 
housed In one, tw o o r th re e  rooms, 
and  85 per cent, livdd under condi­
tions “below norm al.” Sixty-four p e t  
cent, of the  m others w ere ra ted  as 
Ignorant.

D espite these handicaps th e  babies 
showed an  average gain of 24 per 
cent, in  physical condition, and  the  45 
p e r  cent, who w ere in  good condition 
w hen b rough t to  the* sta tions w as 
ra ised  to  78 per cent, by th e  end of 
the  year.

“I t Is im possible to  determ ine th e ' 
ac tual n um ber of bab ies’ lives sav ed /’ 
said  W ilbur C. Phillips, sec re ta rjr /o f 
the  m ilk com m ittee.

^Senator Beverige. was the acknowl­
edged s tra tig is t and leader of the so- 
palled “Progressive” or “ Insurgent" 
Republican senators, who, by joining 
w ith  the  D em ocrats, and led by S ena­
to r Bailey, of Texas, w ere successful 
by long draw n out debate and obstruc­
tive tactics in prolonging th e  special 
session.

| cal im portance, axe given prom inent 
positions jwhen they  en te r the  sen­
a te ; and no o ther new men. should 
be .given advanced places un til they' 
have earned them .

“Let us gay th a t these tw o senators, 
one from Rhode Island and one from 
W ashington, perform  th e ir  duties 
equally well—im press the sen a te  as 
being exactly  alike. Make th e  s ta te ­
m ent even stronger, and le t us say 
tha t the w estern  senato r proves him­
self superior in mind, courage and  in­
dustry  to the New England senator. 
When tu.ey have served two-thirds of 
th e ir  . first te rm —four years—each is 
assigned to  more im portan t com m it­
tees. In  each instance, of course, they 
go to the bottom  of these com m ittees. 
I t would be fundam entally  w rong to 
put them  any place e l s e , , ju s t a s  it 
would -be fundam entally  w rong to put 
a new railroad  em ploye above the 
o ther men who have served the rail­
road capably for a  long tim e; and, be­
sides, the o ther senaters^already  on 
these com m ittees would not consent 
to have th e  new senato rs put ahead 
of them .

Why do they sh a tte r  th e ir  own 
influence in national affairs by chang­
ing their, public servan ts?

“May not th is be one explhnation? 
W hen new men are sent to  ̂th e  senate 
by changeable s ta tes , th e se  men fairly  
reflect th e  advanced views of the ir 
people a t the  tim e of the ir e lection; 
but thej^ come to  W ashington com­
paratively! ignorant of legislative 
methods, and, so fiar as com m ittee as­
signm ents are., concerned, perfectly  
helpless. They belong to  a party , and 
they find th e ir  party  in the  senate  led 
by men who have been in the  senate 
for tw enty-five and  th irty  years. W hat 
m ore na tu ra l than  to  look to these 
,men for advice and guidance, approval 
or d isapproval.

“P erhaps it is about equally the 
fau lt of these changeable s ta te s  on 
th e  one hand, and th e ir  congressm en 
and senato rs whom they change so 
often on the  o ther hand, th a t they do 
not have the influence in the  senate 
which th e  m ore istable sections like 
New .E ngland -exercise. Be th a t aa it 
may, cerm in it is th a t  the  rem ainder 
of the  country will never have and 
never can have an equal influence 
with New England in the  sepate until, 
like New England, it keeps its public 
servan ts in W ashington as steadily  as 
New England keeps hers.

The s ta te  , o t , 
W ashington sends a new man, who-* 
necessarily  cannot step  in to  th e  shoes 
( f its re tiring  sehatqr, b u t who m ust 
h .n s e lf  begin at th e  beginning and 
t r a .e l  the  sam e road th a t  th e  retiring  
s e n s 'o r  has traveled. But the  senator 
from ithode Island keeps righ t on—he 
is miles ahead of his new colleague 
from W ashington. He is not only 
ahead of the w estern  senato r in expe­
rience, in knowledge of the  methods 
of governm ent and in tra in ing  in the 
m achinery of leg islation; b u t he is 
six'’ye.'.vs ahead of him  in h is  place on 
the senate com mittee*, in which la tte r  
circum stance resides one tangible 
source of ‘the control*of the  senate .’

"Pursue the illustration still fu r­
ther. At th e  end of th e  second term  
of th is  im aginary senator from Rhode 
island, he is still continued in the 
senate by fats state , and the imaginary- 
senator from Washington is again re­
ared , and again a new man is put In 
his place.

This, then, i s  
the m ethod: each party  hblds a can 
cus, which every senator; belonging 
to tha t party  attends. This caucus 
first selects a chairm an. | By imme 
m ortal custom  the oldest \ senato r in 
point of service becomes chairm an of 
the caucus by force of his seniority, 
in  theory, the caucus is supposed tc 
select its chairm an by a m ajority  vote, 
but custom  is stronger than theory-. 
U nless th is veteran  senator, whose 
long service m akes him the  caucus 
chairm an, is actually  revolutionary or 
unbearably autocratic  in th e  discharge 
of his trem endously im portan t func­
tions—which I shall describe in a mo­
m ent—o r unless he is plainly too 
weak a m an for the place or offensive­
ly unpopular, it is not practicable to 
replace him with any other senator. 
At any rate, It never has been done.

“Thus, It we pursue the illustration 
of the states of Rhode island and 
Washington, the Rhode Island sena­
tor would be certain in time not only 
to be more experienced and better in­
formed in the work of the senate, no;
