D etro it N ew s:—The annual hurricane 
d isaster is an  event expected over a 
wide range of coast and  island territory . 
I t  m ay rip  across the  island of Porto 
Rico and thence up the  gu lf stream  to 
the  peril of A tlan tic  sh ipping , or it may 
adopt a  much la rger curve, landing 
somewhere along the w est coast of the 
G ulf of Mexico, and tak ing  such d i­
versions as the  state  of the  atm osphere 
and the  lay .of the land may invite. 
This year troubles seem to come in pairs. 
W e hqve had two po lar discoveries, two 
disputed claim s «of discovery, two d e ­
structive hurricanes, and tw ins in  m any 
a  fam ily which had indulged more 
m odest expectations and prepara tions. 
T he first hurricane seemed disposed to 
show the people of • G alveston th a t in 
sp ite o f the irm am m oth  sea w all thfiy are 
none to  safe and th a t fu rth e r protection 
in  needed. T hen instead of tw isting 
up the  M issisippi and  down the  S t.L aw - 
rence valleys, a  favorite route of h u rr i­
canes th a t  a re  le ttin g  down the ir energy , 
i t  took a  sp itball b reak  down into Mex­
ico w here, finding itse lf in  a  pocket of 
xfiountains, i t  dropped its  load of w ater 
an d  drowned th e  c ity  o f  M onterey and 
considerable su rrounding country .

T he second ou tbu rst appears to be 
Lairing the  shorter curve and m aking a  
broader p a th , so th a t its  energy was 
less concentrated than  some of the 
furious storm s o f th e  p as t. A  h u rr i­
cane th a t can lash  th e  g u lf  coast from 
Pensacola to  New O rleans and beyond 
is  c u ttin g  a  m igh ty  sw ath and is  capable 
of doing  dam age in  m any s ta tes . I t  is 
unusual to  have a  storm  o f such 
b read th  o f p a th , and  qu ite  unusual td. 
have two o f alm ost maximum severity 
in  a  single fall. People who live in 
te rrito ry  subjec t to  such visitations 
never acquire a  lik ing  fo r hurricanes, 
b u t they  seem qu ite  contdnt to  take  12Tj 
or* 1& hours of te rro r on a  general aver­
age of once in  th ree  years. E ach year 
the  storm  seem s to choose a  different 
p a th , b u t i ts  w orking schedule is never 
published in  advance, and  nobody knows 
where i t  is  go ing  to  str ik e  in  any  season 
un til i t  is  too la te  to  ru n  aw ay.

As the  cortege 
passed down the  s tree t leading to the 
sta tio n  th e  esco rt lined up on e ither 
side w ith  bared  heads and th e  hun­
dreds of people around the  depot" 
showed a  like respect.

Body Reaches St. Paul.
Upon its  a rriv a l in  St. P au l the 

tra in  w as m et by detachm ents of all 
the local com panies of th e  N ational 
Guard and an esco rt of police. In 
sp ite  of a-*heavy dow nppur of ra in  
thousands of people sw arm ed around 
th e  tra in  and the  procession to  the 
s ta te  capitol, w ith  the  m ilitia  ac ting  
as escort, w as w itnessed by thousands 
of people.

Gov.-Johnson w as born in St. Peter, 
Minn., Ju ly  28, 1861. A t the  age of 
13 he w as com pelled to  leave school 
to  support the  fam ily, his fa th e r hav­
ing died in an  alm shouse. He m arried  
M iss E linore P reston , June  1, 1894v

He w as a  cand idate’ for p resident 
la s t year and was regarded as a 
strong  possibility for D em ocratic 
stan d a rd  bea re r in 1912. He had 
served  tw o te rm s as  governor and was 
a m em ber of the  M innesota senate. 
He quickly a ttrac ted  national notice 

• by his reform  m easures and was a 
close friend of form er P residen t 
R oosevelt and P res iden t Taft, a l­
though of d ifferent political belief.

Adolph O. E be rhard t w as sw orn in 
as governor of the  s ta te  of M innesota 
by Chief Ju stice  S t# rt of the  suprem e 
court.

According, to the  constitution, the  
lieu tenan t governor becomes governor 
im m ediately following the  death  of 
Gov. Johnson.

Tax B udget Increased .

Lansing , M ich.—This y ea r’s total 
state  tax budget calls (for a  total of 
$5,929,719.74, which is $1,044,867.07 
more than  asked for l a i  year. This 
y ea r’s rate  is about three land forty-one 
hundredths mills on the! dollar, while 
last year it was 2.817 mills on toe dollar, 
leaving a  h igher ra te  of only about six- 
ten ths m ills on the  dollar.

This is in face of the fact th a t th is is 
the  b ig  year, every o th e r yea r being 
known as the  b ig  yea r, and) more money 
was appropriated  for different causes 
than  ever before in  th e  hfetory of the 
s ta te  b y  the la st leg islature. In  fact 
money is  to  be raised th is  yea r for 63 
different funds, w hereas last year toe 
num ber was only 58. T hen1, the  grow th 
of the  s ta te  and  th e  increase in  different 
institu tions m akes a  bigger! dem and for 
runn ing  expenses and  too, toe  p as t yea r
