, s e lf  doomed, Mr. H arrim an  traveled  
n o  new path , provided no precedent. 
H e  w alked m erely in  th e  w ay m arked 
o u t  by H enry  H. Rogers, one of his 
o loeest friends in  th e  buiness w orld ; 
tiy  Ja y  Gould, Rosw ell P. F low er, and 
Scores of o ther g re a t financiers, whos$ 
■busy brains piled up v as t fortunes, 
on ly  them selves to  go down to  death 
•while m aking plans fo r g rea te r finan­
cial trium phs:

Two m en g rea t in  financial under? 
tak ings—John D. Rockefeller and  An­
d rew  Carnegie—appear to  have es­
caped the  destiny  which m arked fo r 
dea th  before th e ir  tim e th e  men who 
have, a t  d ifferent stages, appeared as

g re a t financial lum inaries in  th is 
country . Mr. Rocefeller spends; m ost 
of h is  tim e playing golf a t  one o r the 
o th e r of his country es ta tes . M r 
Carnegie flits betw een New York and 
Skibo Castle, Scotland. H e too takes 
to  golf m ost k indly and is s till hale.

Mr. H arrim an  was a  doomed man 
even w hen he a ttended  the  funeral 
of Me. R ogers on May 22 la st. The 
physical breakdow n th a t foretold the 
end had begun long before th a t, but, 
as  in  the  case of Mr. Rogers, he  ig­
nored  h is  physical condition and con 
tinued to  keep his finger on the  pulse 
of every  one of his vast concerns. He 
heard  of the  brave struggle! of Mr. 
R ogers to  keep his place as o ie  of the 
heads of S tandard  Oil, in rea lity  the  
ac tual head of th is  g rea t en terp rise , 
and  to  m ark  tim e on evqry jdetail of 
its  m ultitudinous affairs.

And then  Mr. H arrim an  w ent aw ay 
to  continue his own business fight un­
til w eakness and h is  physicians’ w arn­
ing bade him desist or die in  harness.

The C edar Grove 
bugologist fu rth e r believes th a t if 
n a tu ra l search ligh ts a re  appended to 
the  d ig ital pedulabrum  of the  drone 
th e  drone w ill becom e a  w orker. Still, 
fu rtherm ore, if bees a re  equipped w ith  
lig h ts  i t  w ill n o t longer be necessary  
to  build w indow s or skylights in hives.

Gluck w hen he boarded the  Essex 
F alls  Cannon Ball Express a t  Cedar 
Grove a t  7:31 on th e  m orning of F ri­
day, A ugust 13.

T W E N T Y - T W O  N E W  B A N K S

D eposits Increase $5,690,000 S ince 
June—S ta te  Banking Comm ission­

er’s R eport Show s No Fail­
ures to M ar Record.

Lansing.—S tate  B anking Comm is­
sioner Zim m erm an, in a  rep o rt just; 
issued, says th a t M ichigan banks have 
reached the  high record  for aggrega te  
business in  the  h isto ry  of incorpof 
ra ted  banking in th is  s ta te . T h e  re­
port shows th a t business has im proved 
to  th e  ex ten t th a t the  to tal footings of 
banks is $26,800,000 h igher than  dur- 
ing the  low est poin t of th e  panic of 
1908, and $14,600,000 m ore than  th f  
high figures of the  period preceding 
the panic.

T here have been 22 banks incor­
porated  during  th e  year and n o  fail­
ures have m arred  th e  record. T he 
last previous rep o rt of s ta te  banks 
w as made on June  23, 1909, and de­
posits have increased  $5,697,763.^3 
since th a t report.

P la te  N ever F iled.
T he aud ito r g enera l’s  d ep a rtm en t is 

sending  o u t to  th e  reg is te rs  of deeds 
of th e  severa l counties to  ascerta in  
w hat p la ts  a re  on file th e re , copies of 
w hich have .hot been fu rn ished  the 
aud ito r gene ra l’s  departm en t. For 
m any years* back  the  d ep a rtm en t has 
n o t secured  a ll th e  p la ts  filed ow ing to  
th e  negligence of county officers. U n­
d e r  a  new  law , how ever, th e  orig inal 
p la t and  a  copy m ust be  sen t to  the 
aud ito r g enera l’s  office before It is  
filed in  th e  county. T he copy is  com­
pared  w ith  th e  o rig inal and  re ta ined  
by the  depa rtm en t and  th e  original 
se n t to  th e  county reg is te r  fo r filing. 
In  th is  w ay th e  dep a rtm en t records 
wlU be k ep t com plete in  the  fu tu re , 
b u t .th e re  a re  m any old p la ts  n o t on 
f ll^ ih e re , and  until they a re  secured 
th e re -is  danger of e rro r in  collecting 
delinquent tax es  w hich m ay cause 
soqje p roperty  ow ners trouble, owing 
to  th e  depa rtm en t holding property  
under a  descrip tion  d ifferent from 
tha t' of the  ow ner who has purchased  
a f te r  the  land has been p latted .

For th is  reason  the  depa rtm en t is 
work,ing to  collect a  com plete record 
of all p la ts  on file in  the  d ifferent 
counties to  b ring  th e ir  records up h i  
date.

New Superin tenden ts Named.

odist conference a t  G rand .Rapids w as 
the reading  of the  assignm ents.

Two new d is tr ic t superin tenden ts 
w ere nam ed, Rev. J . R. T . L ath rop  in 
the  G rand R apids d is tr ic t in place (|f 
Rev. G. D. Chase, and Rev. M. L. Fojx 
of M uskegon In the  N iles d is tr ic t ib 
p lace of Rev. D. F. B arnes, who goes 
on the superannuated  list.

Mr. L athrop, who has been pastp r 
of the  Division S tree t church  fo r flvje 
years, w as not the choice of the  G rand 
Rapids d is tr ic t pastors. In th e ir  cau­
cus they recom m ended in  the  order 
nam ed F. E. Day. A lbion; M. L. Fox, 
M uskegon, and  Jam es H am ilton, G rand 
Rapids.

Mr. L ath rop  stood fourth  in  the 
caucus and his nam e w as not p resen t­
ed to B ishop Moore.

M. L. Fox, whom th e  G rand R apids 
d is tr ic t p reachers w anted, goes to the 
Niles d istric t. Rev. Mr. M eader of 
B enton H arbor w as suggested  for th a t  
place, b u t objection w as m ade to  hifri 
because of . hia youth.

T he n ex t m eeting place w as no t se t­
tled. G rand Rapids extended an  inyi- 
ta tion , b u t the  conference w ants to  Ife 
the guest of the  D etro it cosference for 
aftlay next year, and Lansing  or Jacjk- 
son are favored because of th e ir  short 
d istance from Detroit.

W as Builder of Railroads.
W ord was received a t  Saginaw  of 

the  death  a t  Jersey  C ity of C harles 
Lee S ears, form erly of th a t city  and 
once a well-known railroad  construe; 
tion engineer of M ichigan. W ith hits 
bro ther, W illiam B. S ears of Saginaw, 
he assisted  in the  construction  of tljie 
Ludington division of th e  P e re  M ar­
quette . the old Holly, W ayne and Mon­
roe road a fterw ards  absorbed by the  
P ere  M arquette, and th e  W inona & St. 
P e te r ra ilroad  in M innesota. S ears 
was a  g rea t favorite  of S tephen A. 
Kirby, the  la te  Jesse  H oyt’s  noted  en­
gineer, and w as em ployed by him  ;in 
th e  construction  of the  g rea t E rie  ele­
vato r a t  Jersey  City and th e  large 
docks and w arehouses a t  N ew port 
News, Va. S ears w as borq a t  Fairfax, 
Va., in 1833 and w as a  thirty-secojnd 
degree Mason.

Decision Is Im portant.
A decision of fa r  reach ing  conse­

quence in person%l in jury  cases and; of 
im p ortan t in te re s t to  every city  jin 
M ichigan is th a t ju s t handed down by  
the  suprem e court in the  su it brought 
by Adeline F orsy the ag a in s t th e  city  
of Saginaw  to  collect $5,000 dam ages 
fo r inuries suffered from  a  defective 
sidewalk.
• The suprem e court su sta in s  th e  con­

s titu tiona lity  of a  local ch a rte r  pro­
vision w hich requ ires a  n o tice  in  w|rit- 
ing  to  be served  on th e  board of pub­
lic w orks of the  defective condition 
of a  s tree t, bridge Or sid ew a lk  before  
any person can  recover dam ages jfor 
in ju ries caused  thereby , and dism isses 
the  suit, as  no such  notice w as given.

Trouble Over F ree Lunch.
The free  lunch problem  is no t solved 

in Saginaw  saloons, a fte r  all, and 
th re a ten s  to cause trouble am ong the 
liquor in terests . W hen th e  new s ta te  
law  w ent in to  effect abolishing the 
free  lunch, proprie to rs sought to  evade 
it by charging  one cen t to  five cents 
fo r .the repast, according to  its  quan­
tity . I t  is now brought out, however, 
th a t in  o rder to  serve lunches for 
w hich a  charge is m ade th a t the  sa­
loons m ust ob ta in  cafe licenses from 
the city, which sub jec ts  them  to  addi­
tional and  s tr ic t  regulations. Som e of 
the  saloons have already  taken  out 
th e  licenses, the  charge fo r w hich is 
nom inal, b u t the  m ajo rity  a re  holding 
back.

T here are  two factions am ong- the 
saloonists—one favoring the  lunch a n d . 
th e  o thers opposed to  it. T here is 
m uch feeling over th e  issue and it  is 
possible it m ay resu lt in a  saloon war. 
Those who have abolished the  free  
lunch in  gppd fa ith  charge th a t a 
num ber 6 f proprie to rs who led the 
fight to  g e t rid  of th e  expense have 
been the  firs t to  re tu rn  to  it, and they  
a re  sore.

Goes to  S uprem e Court.
N otice of the  appeal of the  F lin t & 

Saginaw  electric  ra ilroad  case, in  
which Thom as G. Sullivan and the 
la te  T im othy T a rsney  figured, was 
given w hen Sullivan and M rs. C har­
lo tte M. T arsney , adm in is tra tr ix  of the 
T arsney  es ta te , filed a  bill in th e  cir­
cu it co u rt a t  F lint.

T he decision of Judge W isner was 
adverse to Sullivan and T arsney. 
Isaac Applebaum, M ark M itshkun, 
A lexander Groesbeck, NelBon A. La­
bor, W illiam  I. L. S tea rn s, th e  S. & P. 
railw ay and V alley E ngineering  Com­
pany and the  Union T ru s t Company of 
D etro it w ere defendan ts in the  case. 
I t will take  th re e  m onths, it  is said, 
to p repare  the  case for the  suprem e 
court, owing to  th e  g re a t m ass of te s ­
tim ony, which covers 3,184 pages. Sul­
livan and T arsney  asked th a t  th e  sale 
of the  F. & S. be se t aside and the  
ow nership of the road be rested  w ith 
the  plaintiffs, b u t the  cou rt decided 
aga in st them .

Rulings on Liquor Laws.
A ttorney G eneral B ird has  furnished 

a  ru ling  to  the  effect th a t d ruggists 
may n o t se ll “m a lt ex trac t"  o r  “hop 
tonic" in local option counties w ithout 
com plying w ith the provisions of the 
local option laws.

He s ta te s  th a t w hile it  is  claim ed 
these  concoctions a re  n o t fo r use as  
beverages, y e t they  m ay be used as  
beverages, and  being m a lt o r in toxi­
ca ting  liquors, contain ing  from  one to 
ten  per c e n t  of alcohol, they  come 
w ithin the  provision o f , the  local op­
tion law.

F oreign  w holesale d rug  firm s m ay 
sell liquor to  drugg ists  in th is  s ta te  
upon o rders  se n t by d rugg ists  w ith­
o u t paying th e  license fee. th e  a t to r­
ney genera l holds. H e say#; how ever, 
th is  ru ling  . does not cover sales 
th rough agen ts  o r salesm en, b u t only 
such as  a re  sen t d irec t by th e  d rug ­
g is ts  to  th e  w holesale firms.

M ust Live Up to  New; Law.
L abor Com m issioner F le tcher BayB 

he is “betw een the  devil and  th e  deep 
sea” in  enforcing  the  law prohib iting  
th e  em ploym ent of w om en m ore than  
54 hours a  w eek and  ten  houro a  day 
in sto res, facto ries and laund ries . L a­
bor unions, w omen’s clubs, the  W . C. 
T. U. and  the  Y. W. C. A. a re  dem and­
ing th e  enforcem ent of th e  law, w hile 
m any m erchan ts  a re  ra iling  a t  the  
law, declaring  i t  is  unfa ir and  a  seri­
ous blow a t  th e ir  business.

“O ne union has dem anded th a t I  he 
rem oved front office fo r n o t enforcing  
th is  law, w hile ano ther in stitu tio n  has 
sen t m e a  petition  sig n ed  by  10 0  f e ­
m ale em p lo y es  a sk in g  to  b e  a llo w ed  to  
w ork m ore th an  te n  h o u r s ,”  sa y s  
F letch er . “W e a r e  a ft$ r  th em  n ow , 
h ow ever , and  a r e  n o t ify in g  e v e ry  o n e  
co n cern ed  th a t  th e  la w  m u st be  
ob ey ed .”

Stockm en M eet Death in T ra in  W reck 
—Score of P ersons Injured— 

Debris Catches F ire. >

Chicago, Sept. 29.—Six men w ere 
k illed  and a score of o thers w ere in­
ju red  w hen the  m idnight flyer of the 
P an  H andle railroad  ran  into a sou th ­
bound Chicago, M ilwaukee & St. Paul 
ra ilroad  stock  tra in  a t  W est Tw elfth 
and South Rockwell s tree ts . The men 
who lost th e ir  lives w ere all stock- 
m en from  N orth D akota and M ontana 
and w ere asleep in  the caboose when 
the  c rash  occurred. The v ictim s w ere 
a ll buried beneath  the  w recked car 
and It w as w ith  difficulty th a t railroad  
em ployes and  firem en w ere ab le  to 
save the  in jured, who w ere in danger 
of being burned to  death. The engine 
of the  passenger tra in  plowed through 
th e  caboose of the  stock  tra in , com­
pletely dem olishing it, and soon the 
debris w as in  flames.

Wtere T rying to  Make Them  Say—  
Deny Cook Did N ot Go O ut of 
S igh t of Land.

SL John ’s, N. F., Sept. 28.—T he a rc ­
tic  vessel Jean ie , w ith H arry  W hit­
ney, the  New H aven b ig  gam e h u n te r, 
on board, lias a rrived  here  from  the 
G reenland coast by w ay of Indian  H ar­
bor, Labrador.

Mr. W hitney w as questioned regard-! 
ing th e  s ta tem en ts  m ade to  him  by 
Dr. F rederick  A. Cook in  G reenland.
He said Cook arrived  a t  A nnotok in 
A pril of th is  y ea r and  declared  th a t  
he had reached the  n o rth  pole a  yea r 
before. H e pledged W hitney , how- y 
ever, n o t to  te ll Com m ander Peary , 
who w as to  be inform ed only  th a t  
Cook had  gone fa r th e r  no rth  th a n  
P ea ry ’s previous record , 87 degrees 5 
m inutes. Continuing, Dr. Cook told 
W hitney th a t h e  h ad  accom plished a l l 
he expected to, and  m ore besides, and  
th a t  he w as th rough  w ith  the  n o rth e rn  
country . W M tney did n o t  com m uni­
ca te  th e  la tte r  p a r t of " tills s ta tem e n t 
to  Com m ander Peary.

Cook Com plained of Peary.
Continuing, Mr. W hitney said  th a t 

Dr. Cook had  com plained to  film of 
P eary ’s tak ing  over of his house and  
stores, b u t declared  th a t he had  su f­
fered  no unfairness. P eary ’s stew - 
.ard, W illiam  P ritchard , w as p re sen t 
w uen these  sta tem en ts  w ere  m ade; 
like Mr. W hitney, he w as pledged to  
secrecy  by Dr.-Cook. M urphy, P ea ry 's  
boatsw ain, who w as In charge o f th e  
stores, w as absen t a t  E tah  on th is  day  
and did n o t h ea r Dr. Cook’s com m uni­
cations^

There w ere two houses on th e  
G reenland shore, one a t  A nnotok, 
holding Cook’s sto res, and an o th er a t  
E tah , holding P eary ’s stores. T h e  ' 
th ree  w hite  men, W hitney, M urphy 
and  P ritchard , som etim es occupied 
one and som etim es th e  o ther o f th e se  
houses. M urphy was in  charge of 
both  houses. H e is n o t able to  read  
or w rite . H e had w ritten  in s tru c tio n s  
from  P eary  which W hitney, a t  P eary ’s  
request, read  over to  him  from  tim e 
to  tim e. These in struc tions w ere very  
stringen t. TfTey d irected  M urphy to  
use Cook’s s to res  first and  P eary ’s 
afterw ards.

Ambiguous O rders.
M urphy w as told in them  th a t he  

w as to  give Dr. Cook every help if he 
cam e along in a  needy condition, and  
fu rtherm ore  the instruc tion  im plied 
th a t M urphy w as to  organize an  ex­
pedition  to search  for Dr. Cook, b u t 
according to  Mr. W hitney th is  p a r t of 
the  instruc tions w as worded am bigu­
ously. Mr. W hitney said th a t Cook 
had a copy^oT these  instruc tions and 
would doubtless m ake them public. 
M urphy trea ted  Cook very civilly and 
Cook suffered no  discourtesy.

A fter spending two days a t  Annotok, 
w here Cook firs t m et W hitney, Cook 
s ta r ted  fo r E tah . W hitney accom­
panied  him . Cook rem ained for th ree  
days a t  E tah , organizing for his tr ip  
south  to  U pernavik.

Quizzed Cook’s Eskimos.
A fter Cook depqyt&l fo r the south 

W hitney  resum ed h is  hunting.
C ontinuing, Mr. W hitney said  th a t 

la s t m onth w hen P eary , on-board  the 
Roosevelt, reached  E tah  from  the  
north  a f te r  h is  w in te r’s w ork the re , 
he (W hitney) inform ed him of Dr. 
Cook’s a rriv a l in  April, adding th a t 
Cook had  told him  (W hitney) to  tell 
P eary  th a t  Cook had gone beyond 
P eary 's  fa r th e s t north . P eary  made 
no com m ent on th is, and  W hitney  said 
he w as not asked any o th e r questions 
by Peary. B u t the  nex t day Cook's 
Eskim os cam e to  W hitney  and  asked 
him w hat P eary ’s m en were- try ing  to  
g e t them  to  say. P eary ’s m en had 
shown the  Eskim os papers and  maps, 
b u t the  Eskim os declared  th e y  did no t 
understand  th e se  papers. So fa r  as 
Mr. W hitney  is  aw are, Cook’s  E ski­
mos never adm itted  th a t  w hile with 
the  doctor they  had  only progressed  
tw o “sleeps" from  land.

T he day  th e  Roosevelt w as leaving 
E tah  fo r hom e W hitney  inform ed 
P eary  th a t Cook had en tru sted  to  him 
ce rta in  belongings to  b rin g  hom e on 
th e  vessel th a t w as com ing up for 
W hitney, b u t a s  th is  sh ip  h ad  n o t a r ­
rived, W hitney w as a t  a  loss w hat to 
do w ith th is  property .-

P eary  declined- to  perm it Dr. Cook’s 
belongings to  be brought, aboard  the  
Roosevelt, and  h e  p u t W hitney on his 
honor n o t to  Include any th ing  belong­
ing  to  Dr. Cook in  h is  own luggage, 
W hitney  the reupon  w en t ashore from 
th e  Roosevelt, separa ted  Dr. Cook’s  
p roperty  from  h is  own baggage a n d , 
w ith  th e  a id  o f  CapL R obert B a rtle tt, 
com m ander o f  th e  Roosevelt, w hom  h e  
h ad  a sk ed  fo  help him , re-packed  
C4>ok’e  p rop erty  in  boxes And p laced  
them  to  n  cach e .
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D oroth y  lived  in  K a n sa s  with- A unt Em  
and U ncle H enry. A  cy c lo n e lifted  their  
hom e Into th e .a ir . D oroth y ta ilin g  asleep  
am id st th e  exc item en t.
