P rem ium s m ay be 
deposited In local post offices, and in 
case  a  beneficiary should d ie  before 
annu ity  becom es payable, all pay­
m en ts  m ade, w ith  com pound in te re s t 
sat th re e  pet* cent, added, w ill be paid 
to  th e  heirs. T he governm ent bea rs  
a ll expenses of m anagem ent and  re­
sponsib ility  in connection w ith  th e  un­
d ertak ing , w ithou t charge  o r deduc­
tions  s f  any  kind.

T h a t th is  new  dep a rtu re  h as  every  
appearance  of becom ing popular is

Lansing.—The Joint prison  board 
w ill m eet here to beg in  th e  Investiga­
tion  of th e  question of abolish ing  con­
tra c t labor In the  prisons of [the s ta te , 
and, ow ing to  the  radical (views of 
those favoring and opposing the  pro ­
posed change, i t  is  expected th e  ses­
sion will m ark  the  beginning  of con­
te s ts  w hich s ta te  officials say  a re  lia­
ble to  have a  p lace in  th e  d ta te cam ­
paign nex t year.

P rison  officials of th e  statje favor a  
re ten tion  of the  co n trac t system , but 
the  leg islatu re passed  a  law  la s t win­
te r  d irec ting  the  governor to  ca ll th is  
m eeting  an d ^ se lec t from  am ong the  
board m em bers th ree  to  serve w ith 
him as  a  prison industry  board. This 
board is d irected  to  investiga te  the  
system s in vogue in prisons in  o th e r 
s ta te s  and rep o rt to  the  n e t t  legisla­
tu re  as to  w hether th e  con trac t labor 
system  canno t be abolished.j

According to the  provisions of the  
ac t a ll co n trac ts  fo r labor jleft a fte r  
th is  ac t takes effect shall cease De­
cem ber 1, 1911, except th e y  be ap­
proved by the  governor. T!he report 
of th e  prison  Inspectors m ust be in 
the  bands of the leg islators D ecem ber 
1, 1910.

No Mystery about the House
Two Detroit- reporters war? out here 

la s t week to investiga te  a  “ m ysterious 
house ”  on the road between Plym outh 
and^N orthville. The reporter for one 
pa"per evidently concluded there was 
n o th ing  worth publish ing  in the stories 
gossiped about in the neighborhood, 
b u t  the  News reporter printed the fol­
low ing in  his paper of Tuesday m orn­
in g  und^r a  P lym outh date:

People in th is village and in th e  coun­
t r y  two miles o u t on the N orthville road 
a re  ta lk ing  abou t the “ place on the 
h il l.”  T he “ pla---? on the  h ill”  is the 
Rose hosp ita l, established last Ju ly  by 
M rs. Cecil Roosevelt. Rum ors started  
th e  day  Mrs. Roosevelt was discovered 
to have taken possession of the nine- 
roOm farm  house unannounced, and .a  
young  womanAvho a ttrac ted  the  a tte n ­
tion  of the people on the car from D e­
tro i t  by her sad , worried eyes and in ­
q u iry  fo r Rose hospital stopped a t the 
house and stayed.

P lym outh  w atched, and when six 
w eeks ago the dead, body of a  baby was 
taken ; away from the hospita l a t nine 
o ’clock a t  n igh t dire stories took root 
th a t grew and thrived with each recur­
r in g  inc ident a t  w hat, to  the country 
fo lk , had come to be the  house of mys- 
-tery.

M rs. Roosevelt herself answered the 
bell a t  the hospital when a  News report­
er, loaded with wholesale rumor gleaned 
from the Plym outh folks, came to the 
hospita l a t  10 o’clock S atu rday  n ight.

“ W e can’t  ta lk  in  there because the 
w hole first floor is full of p a tien ts ,” 
w hispered the p leasant-faced , g ray ­
haired  woman, neatly  clad in  nurse’s 
a ttire , as she seated  herself on the door­
step  . ■

“ There are  some features of running 
a  baby hospital in the country I d idn’t 
exactly ' figure on. I-came here from 
D etro it because I though t it would be 
cheaper and  I could have g rea te r p r i­
vacy. W ell, m aybe .I’m satisfied, but 
if  I cared how m any people I have 
snooping around under my window and 
behind my back fence a t m idnight, and 
i f  I answered all th e^uestions  they  have 
asked  me, I would b etter put my p a ­
tien ts  in the baby exhibit a t the  state 
fair.

“ Of course we have burials a t n igh t. 
W hat self-respecting  hospital doesn’t 
bury  its dead in the n igh t. I ’ve buried 
th re e  babies since I ’ve been here. One 
of ’em a  D etro it undertaker took, and 
the  death  certificate from D r. P atterson  
o f P lym outh is filed there. Two were 
buried by an  undertaker in Plym outh 
and  the ir deaths are recorded and pro- 
perly  certified w ith the township cleric.

“ I hadn’t  been here a  week before a 
T ittle  g irl 15 years old came over and 
6aid, ‘I hear you lost a  baby, Miss 
R oosevelt.’ I h adn ’t  lost a  child at 

• th a t tim e, but I d id n ’t  tell heFso. W hat 
I  did te ll h e r was th a t she b etter stay 
home because a  hospital like mine was 
no place fo r little  g irls  to be hang in ’ 
around. I heard afterw ard  th a t the 
sto ry  of th a t 'b a b y ’s death, th a t never 
died a t  all, was all over town iu two 
days.

•“ S ince then I ’ve been more careful, 
and  such questions a s  4I could juSt as 
well answ er, I have answered when peo­
ple have asked me.

“ Then I have never gone to P lym ­
ou th  much and never buy any  supplies 
a t  the  Plym outh stores. I suppose th a t 
s tarted  the  story  th a t I starve my ba­
b ie s .”  , !

“ B u t they  say  you only buy a  quart 
-of m ilk for six babies and two women 
patien ts?”  M rs. Roosevelt was rem inded

“ W hy* bless you, m an, you don’t 
suppose we feed new babies cow’s milk, 
do you? Come along w ith me.

D own a  winding s ta ir the m atron led 
to  the  ce llar. She uncovered two cases 
o f  condensed m ilk, a  case of malted 
m ilk , several cans of baby food and a  
20-pound box o f rolled oats. “ Those

Some 50 m iles so u th  of M aan com es th e  m ost 
rem arkab le  chajftge in  th e  landscape and th e  
veritab le  ga te  o f ^Arabia and th e  hom e of the  
gehle Is a t  la s t rfeaehed. T he line a rriv e s  quite  
suddenly a t  the  ed g e  of th e  curious escarpm ent 
known as  the Efatn-el-Ghrul, o r th e  Hollow of 
the  Genie.

From  the  s ta tio n  of $atn-el-G hrul, a t  the  top 
of the  descent, I th e  tra v e le r can w alk to the  
edge of the  cliff and  ta k e  in the  im m ense ex­
te n t of view wliich unfolds itse lf to  the  south. 
The escarpm ent Is v isib le , for som e 20 m iles to 
the  east, and is a sheer cliff w ithout, i t  is said, 
a  single passage of descen t. F o r somp 15 mires

depo t a t  E l U la reached. A  group of buildings 
fo r th e  em ployes, a  sm all repairing  shop, and  a  
hosp ita l w ith  60 beds form  th e  principal p a r t 
• f  th e  depot.

T ebuk consists  of a  group of da te  ' palm s 
abou t a  h a lf a  m ile square, deriv ing  w ate r from  
a  la rge  sp ring  and w atched over by ano ther 
of th e  m asonry  fort6  w hich m ark  a  pilgrim  s ta ­
tion. A ltogether th e re  w ere abou t 60 mud 
houses, w ith  a  few  w alled gardens  belonging 
to  th e  perm an en t in h ab itan ts  of Tebuk. AH' 
th a t  w ere seen  w ere of a  d is tin c t1 w negroid 
type , d iffe ren t from  th e  nom ad Bedouin 2'b* 
su rround ing  coun try  is  b u t sparse ly  inhab ited  
by A rabs.

B esides date  palm s, th e re  a re  in  th e  gardens 
a  few  lem on tre e s  and  pom egranates, and  o u t­
side a re  som e few  fields o t w heat, cu ltiva ted  
p rincipally  as  g reen  fodder. The Ita lian  en ­
g ineer in charge of th is  section  had  m anaged 
to  m ake a  garden  in the  sand, w here by m eans 
of Irriga tion  he grew  m ost k inds of European 
vegetables, b u t none of th e  in h ab itan ts  seem ed 
inclined to  copy h is  exam ple.

INTRODUCTION BY PEARY.

City Teeters on Ledge of Tilting Rock

SOME curious fac ts  abou t the  rocky 
ledge, on th e  shelv ing  slope of

which low er New York, w ith  its  mil 
lions of tons of skyscrapers, te e te rs , 
have been revealed  by th e  eng ineers 
w ho have been boring  hundreds of 
fee t below th e  su rface in  connection 
w ith  th e  plunger e levato rs  in  th e  big 
office buildings. T he ce n te r sh afts  in  
th e se  e levato rs  go as  deep Into the  
ground as th e  sh a ft Itself is high. T h e  
p lunger sh a ft in  a  building 400 fee t 
high, for instance , m ust have a hole 
dug for i t  400 fee t deep, into w hich it 
can sink  every tim e th e  elevato r goes 
down Into th e  basem ent.

At R ecto r a n d ' Church s tree ts , under 
th e  U nited  S ta te s  E xpress Company 
building, th e  rock ledge is  40 feet be­
low  th e  surface. J u s t  a  few hundred  
fe e t to no rthw ard  th is  rocky ledge 
is &60 feet down under th e  ground.

U nder the  old T im es building, a t  Park 
row  and Spruce s tree t, the] ledge is 
100 fee t below th e  su rface. I t lied at 
th e  g re a te s t depth  y et found-^-150 feet 
—linder th e  sou th east co rner of the 
T ribune building, a t  N assau and 
SprucO ‘‘s tre e ts . U nder th e  jWaldorf- 
A storia hote l the  ledge com es to  the  
surface.

T he rocky ledge is h a rd es t]o v e r on 
th e  e a s t side of the  city , slnd gets 
moirq chalky and crum bly tow ard  the  
H udson river. The rock  als^> grow s 
so fter, in all the borings, as  th e  depth 
increases. In one o r tw o -cases the  
bores have reached  cav ities , in  the  
ledge a t  a  depth  of 200 fee tj which 
w ere from  12 to  15 fee t deepj. They 
a re  supposed to be old ra in  holes, be­
fore the  g lacial epoch.

T he deepest holes m ade haVe been 
under the  Carroll building, on W est 
s tree t. U nder the  T rin ity  and  Boreel 
buildings 29 borings w ere  made, aver­
aging  about. 300 feet. From  j one of 
th^se th e  la rg es t solid core of rock 
ev^r excavated  w as rece n tly  taken 
from  a depth of nearly  th re e  hundred  
f e e t .  T h e  core w as 22 fee t long and 
16 inches in  d iam eter, and  \|e lg h ed  
2,750 pounds. T he rock  w as |a gray  
freestone.

Some of my reajsons for saying  th a t 
Dr. Cook did n o t go to th e  n o rth  pole 
w ill be understood by those who read  
the  following sta tem en ts  of the  taro 
Eskim o boys w ho w en t w ith  him , $®d 
who told m e and o thers of m y party  
w here he did go. S everal Eskim os 
who s ta r ted  w ith  Dr. Cook from  An- 
oratok  in  F ebruary , 1908, w ere a t 
E tah  w hen I a rrived  th e re  in  August, 
1908. They told m e th a t Dr. Cook had 
w ith  him , afte r  they  left, tw o Eskim o 
boys, o r young men, tw o sledges and 
som e tw en ty  dogs. T he boys w ere 
I-took-a-shoo and  Ah-pe-lah. I -had 
know n them  from  th e ir  childhood 
One w as about eigh teen  and the  o ther 
abou t n ine teen  years  of age.

On my re tu rn  from  Cape Sheridan 
and a t  th e  very first se ttlem en t I 
touched (N erke, b e a r  Cape Chalon) in 
A ugust, 1909, an|d n ine days before 
reach ing  E tah , th e  Eskim os told me, 
in  a  genera l way, w here Dr. Cook had 
been; th a t he  had w in te red  in  Jones 
Sound, and th a t he had told th e  w hite 
m en a t E tah  th a t he had  been a  long 
w ay north , bu t th a t th e  boys who w ere 
w ith  him , I-took-a-shoo and Ah-pe-lah, 
said th a t th is  w as not so. T he E sk i­
mos laughed a t  Dr. Cook’s story . On 
reach ing  E tah , I] ta lked  w ith  the  E s­
kim os th e re  and w ith th e  tw o boys 
and asked  them  tp describe Dr. Cook's 
journey  to  m em bers of my party  and 
myself. This they  did in th e  m anner 
s ta ted  below.

Signed S ta tem en t of Peary , B artlett,
McMillan, Borup and H enson, in Re­
gard  to  T estim ony of Cook's Two
Eskim o Boys.
T he tw o Eskim o boys, I-took-a-shoo 

and Ah-pe-lah. who accom panied Dr. 
Cook w hile he w as aw ay from  Anora- 
tok  in 1908 and 1909, w ere questioned 
separa te ly  and independently , and 
w ere corroborated  by P anlkpah, th e  
fa th er o f one of them  (I-took-a-shoo), 
w ho was personally  fam iliar w ith  the  
firs t th ird  and the  la s t  th ird  of th e ir  
journey, and  who said th a t th e  rou te  
for the  rem aining  th ird , as shown by 
them , was as described to  him  by his 
son afte r  h is  re tu rn  w ith Dr. Cook.

T he n a rra tiv e  of th e se  E sk im os-is  
as follows:

They, w ith  Dr. Cook, F rancke and 
n ine o ther Eskim os, le ft A noratok, 
crossed  S m ith’s Sound to  Cape Sabine, 
s lep t in Com m ander P eary ’s old house 
in  P ayer H arbor, then  w en t th rough 
Rice 8tra it  to  B uchanan bay. A fter a 
few m arches F rancke and  threk  E sk i­
m os re tu rn ed  to  A noratok.

Dr. Cook, w ith  th e  o thers, then  pro­
ceeded up F lag ler bay, a  b ranch  of 
Buchanan bay, and  crossed  E lles­
m ere Land th rough th e  valley pass a t 
the  head of F lag ler bay, Indicated by 
Com m ander P eary  in 1898, and  utilized 
by S verdrup in  1899, to  th e  head of 
S verdrup’s “Bay F io rd” on the  w est 
s ide  of E llesm ere Land.

T he ir rou te  then  lay o u t through 
th is  fiord, thence  n o rth  th rough Sver­
d rup’s "H euerka  Sound" and N ansen 
s tra it.

On th e ir  w ay they  k illed  m usk oxen 
and bear, and  m ade caches, a rriv ing  
eventually  a t  a  po in t on the  w est side 
of N ansen  s tr a i t  (shore of Axel H ei­
berg  Land of S verdrup), sou th  of 
Cape Thom as H ubbard.

A cache w as form ed h e re  and the  
four Eskim os did n o t go beyond th is  
point. Two o thers, K oolootingw ah and 
Inughito , w en t , on one m ore m arch 
w ith  Dr. Cook hnd th e  tw o boys, 
helped to  build th e  snow igloo then  
re tu rned  w ithou t sleeping.

A fter being inform ed of th e  boys’ 
narra tiv e  th u s  far, C om m ander P eary  
suggested a  series of questions to  be 
put to  th e  boys in  regard  to  th is  tr ip  
from th e  land o u t and  back to  it.

T hese questions and answ ers w ere 
a s  follows:

Did they  cross m any open lands or 
m uch open w ate r during  th is  tim e? 
Ans. None.

Did they  m ake any caches o u t on 
th e  ice? Ans. No.

Did they  kill any  b ea r o r  sea l while 
ou t on the  ice n o rth  of Cape Thom as 
H ubbard? Ans. No.

Did they  k ill o r  lose any of th e ir  
.dogs w hile out on  th e  Ice? Ans. No.

W ith  how m any sledges did they 
s ta r t?  Ans. Two.

H6w m any d o g s  did they, have? Ana. 
Do n o t rem em ber exactly , b u t some­
th ing  o v e r  tw en ty . ^

How  m any sledges d id  they  have 
w hen they  g o t back  to  land?  Ans. 
Two.

Did they  have  any provisions le ft on 
th e ir  sledges w hen they  cam e back  to  
land? Ans. Y es; the  sledges, s till bad 
abou t a ll th ey  could ca rry , so they  
w ere ab le  to  ta k e  b u t a  few  th ings 
from  th e  cache.

From  here they  w en t sou thw est 
along th e  no rthw est coast of H eiberg 
L and to  a  point indicated  on the  map 
(S verdrup’s C ape N orthw est).

F rom  here  they  w en t w est across 
th e  ice, w hich w as level and  covered 
w ith  snow, offering- good going, to  a 
low island w hich th e y  had seen  from 
th e ' shore of H eiberg  Land a t  Cape 
N orthw est. On th is  island they 
cam ped fo r one sleep.

From  th is  island they  could see two 
lands beyond (S verdrup’s Ellef Ring- 
nes and Amund R ingnes L ands). From 
th e  island they  journeyed tow ard  th e  
left-hand one of th e se  tw o lands 
(Amund Rings* L and), passing  a 
sm all island w hich they  did not visit.

T he answ ers  of th e  Eskim o boys to  
Com m ander P eary ’s  se rie s  of inde­
penden t questions, showing th a t they 
Rilled no gam e, matte no caches,' lost 
no dogs, and re tu rned  to  the  land 
w ith loaded sledges, m akes th e ir  a t­
ta inm en t of th e  pole on the  tr ip  
north  of Cape Thom as H ubbard a 
p h y s ica l and m athem atical im possi­
bility, as  it would dem and th e  sub­
s is tence  of th ree  men and over tw en­
ty  dogs during  a journey of ten  hun­
d red  and fo rty  geographical m iles 'on  
less than  tw o sledgie loads of supplies.

If it is suggested  th a t perhaps Dr. 
Cook got mixed and th a t he reached 
the  pole, or though t he did, betw een 
the  tim e of leaving th e  northw est 
coast of H eiberg Land a t  Cape N orth­
w est, and his a rriva l a t R ingnes Land, 
w here they  killed the  deer, we m ust 
then  add to th e  date  of Dr. Cook's le t­
te r  of M arch 17th, a t o r near Cape 
Thom as H ubbard, the  subsequen t four 
o r five sleeps a t  th a t point, and th e  
num ber of days required  to m arch 
from  Cape Thom as H ubbard to  Cape 
N orthw est (a  d istance of som e sixty 
nautical m iles), w hich would advance 
hie da te  of d epartu re  from  the- land 
to  a t  le as t the  25th of M arch, and be 
p repared  to  accept th e  claim  th a t  Dr. 
Cook w en t from Cape N orthw est 
(about la titude  eighty and a half de­
grees north ) to  th e  pole, a d istance of 
five hundred  and seventy  geographical 
m iles, in tw enty-seven days.

A fter k illing  th e  deer they  then  tra v ­
eled south  along the  e a s t side of Ring- 
n es  Land to  th e  poin t indicated  on the 
ch a rt, w here they  k illed  an o th er deer.

T hey then  w en t e a s t ac ro ss  the  
sou th  p a r t  of Crown P rince  G ustav 
sea to  the  sou th  end of H eiberg  Land, 
then  dow n th rough  * N orw egian bay, 
w here they  secured  some bears, but 
n o t un til a f te r  they  had  k illed  some of 
th e ir  dogs, to  th e  e a s t side of G ra­
ham  Is land ; then  ea stw ard  to  th e  li t­
tle  bay m arked “E id ’s F io rd” on Sver­
d rup’s c h a rt; then  sou thw est to  H ell’s 
G ate and  Sim m on’s peninsula.

H ere  for th e  firs t tim e during  the  
en tire  JourneJ’, excep t as already 
noted off Cape Thom as H. H ubbard, 
they  encoun tered  open w ate r. On th is 
po in t th e  boys w ere clear, em phatic, 
and  unshakable. They sp en t a  good 
deal of tim e in  th is  region, and  finally 
abandoned th e ir  dogs and one sledge, 
took to  th e ir  boat, cro ssed  H ell’s  Gate 
to  N orth  K ent, up in to  N orfolk In let, 
th en  back along th e  n o rth  coast of 
Colin A rcher P en in su la  to  Cape Vera, 
w here they  obta ined  fresh  eider duck 
eggs. H ere  they  cu t the  rem aining  
sledge off, th a t is shortened  it, as  i t  
w as aw kw ard to  tra n sp o rt w ith  the 
boat, and  n e a r  he re  they  killed a  w al­
rus.

From  Cape V era they  w ent on down 
Into th e  sou thw est angle of Jones 
Sound, w here they  k illed  a  sea l; 
th e n c e -e a s t along th e  I south  co ast of 
the  sound, k illing  th re e  bears a t  the  
point noted  on the  m ap, to  the  penin­
su la  know n as  Cape Sparbo  on the  
m ap, abou t m idw ay o n  th e  sou th ;s ide  
of Jones Sound. H ere  they  killed 
som e m usk-oxen and, con tinu ing  east, 
k illed  four m ore a t  th e  p lace indi­
ca ted  on th e  ch a rt , andJ w ere finally 
stopped by th e  pack Ice a t  th e  m outh 
of Jo n es  Sound. F rom  here  they 
tu rn ed  back  to  Cape Sparbo, w here 
they  w intered  and killed m any m usk­
oxen.

A fter , th e  sun  re tu rn ed  in  1909 they 
sta rted , pushing  th e ir  sledge, across 
Jones Sound to  Cape Tennyson; thence 
along th e  coast to  C larence H ead;

ing to  Botanists.

G erm an^ adopted the  corn flower, 
as a national institu tion  m any years 
ago, th e  adoption com ing abou t m ere­
ly by way of a popular choice. It is 
a  common flower all over Europe, but 
ra th e r  m ore prolific in G erm any than  
in any o ther of the  countries graced 
by it.

B otanists te ll us th a t th e re  a re  no 
less than  350 varieties of the  corn 
flower to be found, but th e .p lan t th a t 
is found in profusion in the  realm s 
of the kaise r is said to be the m ost 
beautiful of all. T he G erm ans adm ire 
it  for the  richness of its w reath-like 
circle of outer florets and  the  splen­
dors of its  deep azure tin ts  as  i t  opens 
to  th e  sun.

At one tim e G erm an sc ien tis ts  a t­
tribu ted  ce rta in  m edicinal properties 
to  the corn flower, and its blue blos- 
homs w ere used also  to  som e ex ten t 
in dom estic dyeing, but la tte rly  these 
properties a re  not so much credited 
to it.

A lthough G erm any lays claim  to 
the  finest of the  species, A m erica may 
boast also of some beautiful speci­
m ens of the corn fldwer. I t is said 
to have been b rought to th is  country 
first in the ballas t of ships in  the 
days an tedating  the  modern ocean 
flyer, w hich ca rries only w ate r bal­
last. In th is  country  it  is variously 
known as  the  B achelor’s Button, 
Corn Bottle, W itch es’ Belles or Thim ­
bles, Blue Bonnet, and Blue Poppy.
