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Timber Delay Costs Millions
M illions of feet of tim ber and finished 

lum ber rot every year in railroad ties, 
bridges, trestles, piles, farm  buildings, 
fences, poles and mine props. The 
lum ber consum ing public of the U nited 
S ta tes pays perhaps th irty  to forty 
million dollars a  yea r to  make good the 
losses from wood decay.

These g rea t drains are  a  source of 
m ore and more ’ concern each year. 
Chem ists and engineers who have to do 
w ith the  uses, of wood a re  w orking u n ­
ceasingly on the problem . The U . S. 
F o res t Service has men who devote 
th e ir  whole tim e to  it . The im portance 
of the  problem cannot be overestim ated. 
M illions of dollars are  annually  saved 
by preservative trea tm en t of tim bers, 
b u t much y e t rem ains to be learned.

W ood decay is caused by  fungus, a 
vegetable grow th som etim es so small 
tha t it  can be seen w ith the microscope 
only. Its  roots or branches, like m inute 
hairs, force the ir way in to  the wood 
tissues and absorb o r ea t aw ay the  solid 
parts . T he collapse which results is 
called decay. T im ber is artificially p re ­
served by forcing into its  cells and 
pores certain  substances whiqh prevent 
th e  grow th of fungi. A s long as th is 
substance is  p resen t in  sufficient quan­
ti ty , the  germ s of decay—th e  threads 
and spores of fungus—can not en ter, 
and the wood is preserved. This often 
m eans doubling and sometimes treb ling  
th e  life o f the  tim ber.

T he U nited S ta tes  considers the  in ­
vestigations of the preservative tre a t­
m ent of tim ber of such im portance tha t 
the  busines^o f one office of the U nited 
S ta tes  F o res t Service, th a t of Wood 
Preservation , w ith new headquarters at 
M adison, W is., is given over entirely  to 
the  work of experim ents in co-opera­
tion w ith railroad com panies and o ther 
corporations and individuals in pro­
longing the life of railroad ties, mine 
props, bridge tim bers, fence posts and 
transm ission poles.

T he lengthening  of the life of tim ber 
m eans the saving of thousands of dol­
la rs  annually  th rough  doing  aw ay w ith 
th e  heavy expense of labor and cost of 
m aterial fo r renew als.

A PP L IC A T IO N S  A RE ON F IL E

O ut of 83 Counties of 8 ta te , 60 Are
W orking fo r the  S ta te  R egard— 

L ittle P rogress Is Show^i In 
Some of the  Counties.

Lansing.—S tate  H ighw ay1 Commis­
sioner Ely s a m  th a t since Ju ly  the 
s ta te  has accepted about o n e !hundred  
m iles of s ta te  rew ard  road, and th e re  
a re  applications on file for nearly  75 
m iles more.

‘‘W e are  m aking a special (effort to 
keep in. touch w ith the  people regard ­
ing the be tte ring  of the  highw ays, and 
we find th a t m ore in te re s t jis being 
displayed than ev e r before,” adds Mr. 
Ely.

He also says th a t o u t of | th e  83 
counties 60 are  working for the s ta te  
rew ard  in the construction  Of roads. 
E ight of th is  num ber are  uplper pen­
in su la r counties, and m any i of the 
no rth e rn  counties of the  low er penin­
su la  are  also afte r  the  rew ard.

I t  is noticed th a t some of the south­
e rn  counties of the  s ta te  have as yet 
m ade ho such move, and  in some 
counties little  progress has been 
made.

Sixty1 per cent, of the roads already 
built and  under construction! a re  of 
stone or m acadam , the  balance gravel.

As is know n, for a  stone or m acad­
am road th e  s ta te  pays a rew ard  of 
$1,000 per mile, and $500 for gravel 
roads. Many of the  roads tjhat have 
been constructed  a re  w ider aind be tte r  
than  required by the s ta te , which 
shows the in te re s t taken  by some 
tow nships.

The departm en t has several Inspec­
to rs  on the  road - and inspections a re  
m ade of the  roads, both w hile under 
construction  and a fte r  com pletion. 
About six ty  per cent, of the | highw ay 
com m issioners who a re  holding office 
in the s ta te  th is year a re  new’ men, 
and the  assistance  given thepn by the 
s ta te  inspectors, it  is  s ta ted , aids 
greatly  ffi the w ork of building the  
roads.

T he estim ated  cost, states; Commis­
sioner Elly, for a  gravel ro ad  Is from 
$800 to $1,500 per mile, and for stone 
or m acadam , $3,500 to  $4j,000 per 
mile, according to conditions existing.

T he departm en t has a rep o rt from 
M unising, w here tw o m iles of m acad­
am road have ju s t been com pleted a t  
a  cost of $18,004.15. P a r tj  of th is  
road, according to  th e  report, was 
through' an old cedar slashing  and 
swamp, w here th e  m uck w as from  
th ree  to  five fee t deep.

A la rge  portion of the  stone used in 
th e  s ta te  in the construction  of h igh­
w ays is lim estone, w hich is said to  
m ake a fine road.

In M illington tow nship, 
county, and  in an  adjoining 
four miles of gravel road 
course of construction . Sere 
el is being used, and  in the 
Com m issioner Ely the screened gravel 
m akes a fa r  b e tte r  road than  when 
ordinary  gravel Is used. I t  usually 
tak es  a  longer tim e for packing, but 
w hen once packed m akes a  ijoad th a t 
w ears.

P risoners Husking Corn.
A new departu re  in  prison  adm inis­

tra tion  w as inaugurated  w hen 20 
husky convicts w ere given husking- 
pins and tran spo rted  th ree  m iles from  
the  prison  to  th e  Lloyd W oodw orth 
farm , w here they  w ere p u t to  work 
husking  a  fine crop of corn on a 12- 
acre field. I t is In the  na tu re  of an 
experim ental move to  see how convicts 
w ork out In the  open a ir  w ithout in­
closing stone walls.

There are  upw ards of a  hundred  
idle m en in the  prison now, since the 
abandonm ent of its  co n trac t . by the 
Illinois Broom Company, and a t  the  
la s t m eeting of the  board the  subject 
of ren ting  some celery  land fo r the 
use of unem ployed convicts was under 
consideration, and the  w arden was di­
rected  to  have options p repared  and 
ready fo r the  board  a t  its  n ex t m eet­
ing. As the  num ber of idle convicts 
will s teadily  increase the  board, is  of 
opinion th a t  if the  tru s tie s t m en can 
be em ployed ou tside the  w alls a t  labor 
w hich w ill produce the food they 
consum e the effect will be excellent 
on the hea lth  of the  p risoners and 
th e ir  labor will n o t be in com petition 
w ith outside labor.

F arm er W oodw orth h as  12 ac res  of 
corn w hich he could n o t feet husked 
because of a  scarcity  of labor, and 
W arden W enger m ade a  deal w ith 
him. U ntil th e  corn  is a ll In the  crib 
from  fifteen to  tw enty-five p risoners 
will be detailed  each m orning fo r a  
husking bee. They will he under the  
charge of a  few guards.

Villages U nder 500 May H ave Saloon.
A provision of the  new  W arner- 

C ram ton liquor law  is th a t th e re  shall 
be no m ore than  one saloon for every 
500 population in any tow n o r city. 
This h as  been a cause of keen  w orry 
to  100 villages In M ichigan whose pop­
ulation does no t reach  500. T hey have 
wondered if the provision could be in­
te rp re ted  to  m ean th a t they could no t 
have eyen one saloon. I t has been a 
thorn  In the  side of the  "w ets” over in 
Clinton county, w here the  m oist party  
is m aking a  fight to  have local option 
abandoned nex t spring . Two tow n­
ships in  the  county, W estphalia  and 
Dallas, have villages of less than  500 
population and they  ask , "W hat is the 
use of doing aw ay w ith local option if, 
according to  the  new  liquor law , we 
could not have a  saloon, anyw ay?”

Both of these tow nships would be 
expected to  give large anti-local m a­
jo rities, as  they  are  populated by G er­
m ans and Catholics, and  in  one of 
them  a Catholic p rie st has signed one 
of the  petitions ask ing  th a t the  ques­
tion be subm itted  again  nex t spring, 
and he is  know n to  be opposed to  local 
option. B ut a ll th e  clouds have been 
cleared aw ay by F red  Baker, th e  con­
stitu tiona l law yer of D etroit. Mr. 
B aker says th a t i t  was evidently  not 
the  in ten t of th e  leg isla tu re  in  fram ­
ing the bill to  deprive villages of less 
than  500 population of th e ir  r ig h t to 
one ^aloon.

Will Cancel Old M ortgages.
Stacked aw ay in  the  vau lts  in th e  

aud ito r genera l’s . d epartm en t are  
m any m ortgages aga in st M ichigan 
real e s ta te  given th e  s ta te  back in 
its  ea rly  days which! A uditor G eneral 
F u lle r w ill ask  th e  n ex t leg isla tu re  to 
allow  him to cancel, th e  purpose for 
which the  m ortgages w ere given as 
bonds having become obsolete.

In 1837 th e  leg isla tu re  passed  a law 
requ iring  M ichigan hanks to  file rea l 
e s ta te  m ortgages as bipnds for the  
fa ith fu l perform ance o r  th e ir  duty. 
The s ta te  w as authorized  to foreclose 
the  m ortgages in case the  bank 
should fail and  turn, the  rece ip ts  over 
fo r the  benefit of depositors, but there-' 
w as no provision m ade for canceling 
the  m ortgages w hen the  banks ceased 
doing business. As a  re su lt th e  m ort­
gages have been re ta ined  long a fte r  
the  banks w hich gave them  had 
passed out of ex istence, sim ply serv ­
ing as a  cloud on th e  title  of the 
property  covered by them i R ecently  
th e re  has been a ' renew al of com­
pla in ts  regarding  the  m ortgages and 
A uditor G eneral F i l le r  w ill1 ask  the  
leg islatu re to  allow him to  clear 
aw ay the. obsolete pfaper. *

Evaded Paying Four Cents.
An In te resting  sh it was tr ied  be­

fore Ju stice  of the  Peace F. O. Rey­
nolds of Clyde tow nship, St. C lair 
county, when the case of M artin  Gly- 
shaw  vs. G eorge F rench w as brought 
on fo r a  hearing. G lyshaw  is the man 
who operates the  Clyde P lank  & 
M acadamized Ro<id Company, on 
which Is located the  much-talked-of 
tollgate. F rench  is a farm er, who. 
like th e  o th e r F o rt G ratio t tow nship 
farm ers, dislikes to  pay toll.

Glyshaw Institu ted  proceedings 
aga inst F rench, claim ing th a t the  la t­
te r  w as indebted to  the  road com­
pany in the sum of four cents. Gly­
shaw  claim ed th a t F arm er F rench  had 
gone around th e  toll gate, thus evad­
ing th e  paym ent of the  am ount re ­
quired.

HOW  BLOCK S IG N A L S  W ORK

O peration of Ingenious System  T h a t 
Insures the  Safety of Railroad 

Passengers.

C om paratively few people know  
ju s t w hat is m ean t by block signals  
w hen they read  th a t a  railroad  has  es­
tablished the  system  on its lines. 
The block is a  length  of track  w hich, 
on double tra ck  roads,"Tias a t  its  en - 
trance a  post and movable arm , and 
on single track  lines one a t  each end. 
To say th a t a  line has  every inch  
p ro tected  by th is  system  m eans th a t  
the  en tire  line Is divided in to  consec­
utive blocks. Only one line from  Chi­
cago to New York is  thus  pro tected , 
and of the  to ta l lin- th e  U nited S tates! 
one-third is  on tihe U nion and South­
ern  Pacific.

The operation  of the  block system  
is simple b u t absolute. In  a  few 
w ords, I t m eans th a t a  tra in  can n o t 
move from  one block in to  the  n ex t 
un til th e  la tte r  block is  em pty. As a  
tra in  moves forw ard, the s ignal arm  
Is se t to Bhow th a t th e  block Ju st le ft _ 
m ay be entered  by th e  n ex t tra in  
following. W hen a  tra in  en te rs  a  

block i t  so  affects the  en ­
ergy th a t  is  a  p a r t of sig­
naling  th a t th e  sem a­
phore arm  rem ains  horl-

I to  th e  d ty .

The energy m entioned above is  elec­
tric ity , the  cu rren t being obta ined  
from  a  b a tte ry  n ea r each p o s t  T he 
ra ils  of each block a re  m ade as  It all 
of one piece by connecting the  jo in ts  
w ith wire. The extrem e ends a re  then  
connected and thus a  c ircu it is form ed 
In which the  cu rren t flows. W hen no 
tra in  is in  the  block, the m echanism  
operated by the  cu rren t pulls the  arm  
down and holds i t  there. W hen a  
tra in  en ters  the  block the  w heels and  
axles, com bined w ith th e  ra ils , form  a  
sh o rte r  c ircuit, th e  energy th a t held 
the  arm  down is w ithdraw n and up It 
swings to a horizontal position.

Each block is independen t of all 
o ther blocks. W hen the  la s t w heels 
of a  tra in  leaye it, th e  cu rren t re ­
sum es its  flow and the  signal arm  
a t the en trance  is pulled down to  th e  
"proceed” position. B ut before the  
hind w heels have finished doing this, 
the fron t w heels of the locomotive 
have en tered  the nex t block and 
caused the arm  th e re  to  rise  to  the 
“stop .”

F or a * single track  line the  auto­
m atic arrangem en t is the  sam e, b u t 
th e re  is a  signal a t  each  end of the  
block. To p reven t tw o tra in s  on a  
single track  line en tering  a  block a t  
the  sam e tim e from opposite ends, be­
fo re  the  en trance  to  a single tra ck  
block Is reached the  tra in  se ts  a  stop 
signal a t  th e  fa r  end of th a t block, 
and as  i t  en ters  i t  se ts  the en trance  
signal to  stop Just as  is done on 
double track . H alf a  mile or m ore 
before reaching  the  en trance  signal of 
each block the  eng ineer com es to  
w hat is called the  “d is tan t,” which 
te lls  him  how the o th e r o r “hom e” 
signal is set.

As the  autom atic  s ignal Is con­
structed , i t  canno t show "go ahead” 
unless the  en tire  com bination of ra ils , 
w ire, cu rren t, m agnet, etc., is  work­
in g  perfectly. If  a  w ire parts , a  ra il 
breaks, a b a tte ry  
fails, a  sw itch point 
opens the  sligh test, 
t h e  com bination J 
fails and th e  : 
leased arm  
sum es the hori­
zontal position. So, , 
when the  engineer

nal, he know s th a t 
th e re  m ay be a

A t n igh t colored ligh ts  a re  display­
ed on the  sam e posts. T he lam ps 
will burn  eigh t days w ithou t rep len­
ishing, b u t a re  refilled every  four or 
five days. W hen th e  hom e signal is 
a t  stop, the eng ineer sees th e  flame 
through a red g lass. T he caution  light 
on the d is ta n t is  yellow. A green 
ligh ts  m eans go ahead and is used 
on both the  hom e and d is ta n t signals.

W here tw o o r m ore lines cross a t  
grade the  genera l p lan of sem aphore 
arras for day and colored light for 
n ig h t' is  the  dam e, h u t  owing to  th e  
com plications a ll signals a re  con­
tro lled  by levers operated  by men 
from  a  c e n tra l; s ta tion . The crossing  
a n d ’ contiguous tra ck s  a re  governed 
by the  in terlocking  system . W hen 
th is  is  in  p erfec t o rder and the  cross­
ing  unoccupied^ i t  d isplays "stop” to  
every  tra c k  approaching  the  crossing. 
A ny change m ust be made by the sig­

Cannon’s Charge Futile.
It w ill not avail Mr. Cannon and his 

associa tes any th ing  to dec lare th a t 
we have joined hands w ith  the  Demo­
cra tic  party , fo r every in telligen t man 
know s tha tl-th is  is sim ply an  appeal 
to  a  blind "passion and a senseless 
prejudice. The in su rgen ts  believe 
th a t the  Republican party  is the best 
Instrum enta lity  to  secure and m ainta in  
good governm ent.

W arfa re o f  a  m ost strenuous ch a rac­
te r  w ill have to  be undertaken  aga in st 
the  a n t pest in  Louisiana w ithin the 
nex t few yea rs  if th e  orange crop is 
to  continue. This is the  opinion of 
W ilmon H. N ewell, sec re ta ry  of th e  
S ta te  Crop P es t com mission.

“S trange to  say, correspondence, 
which I have had w ith o ther sections 
of the world has estab lished  th a t the 
sam e kind of an ts  which a re  devasta t­
ing the vegitation  of th is  s ta te  and 
causing  thousands of do llars’ worth 
of dam age annually  are  equally  as 
much a  pest in o th e r places,” says Mr. 
Newell. “From  P ortugal, from  the  Ma­
deira  islands, from  South A frica, from 
California and from  Brazil, th e ir  
home, the dam age reported  Is large. 
The g rea tes t harm  in Louisiana seem s 
to have been done in the orange farm s 
of the low er coast sections. By e a t­
ing the  tender buds of the  orange 
trees  they m ake them  alm ost barren , 
and a fte r  the  an ts  come all so rts  of 
parasitic  scale an im als which com­
ple te the  destruc tion .—New O rleans 
Tim es Democrat.

m ig h t cross the  border to grasp  the hand of the  m an who has 
been  ̂ honored w ith the  h ighest office of th e  U nited S tates.
P res id en t T a ft s e t aside preceden t and crossed over in to  Mex- 
•ico to re tu rn  the visit and the  m any pleasing inc idents con- 

, m ected w ith bis b rief sojourn on foreign soil em phasized the 
friendly  relations th a t ex ist betw een the tw o countries.

There have been m eetings in the past betw een presiden ts 
of A m erican republics w hich w ere frau g h t w ith much of historic 
isignificance to  th e  people they represen ted . G reat affairs of 
s ta te  have been discussed  in th is m anner w ith consequences of 
g re a t benefit to th e  coun tries involved.

In  the  yea r 1822 the  p o rt of Guayaquil, Ecuador, w as the 
scene of one of the m ost notable events in the h isto ry  of Amer­
ica. Bolivar, the 
lib e ra to r of the 
no rth e rn  provinces, 
and  San M artin, 
th e  lib e ra to r of 
th e  sou thern  prov­
inces, m e t togeth ­
e r  fo r a  conference 
th a t  decided the 
destin y  of South 
A m erica. Bolivar 
w as ce rta in  th a t 
his- genius would 
.be rew arded by 
tb e  honor of the  
election  to  the 
first presidency of 
th e  country  to 
iwhich he had giv­
en freedom . San 
M artin , had he but 
asked  it, could 
have become the 
elected head of a
new  nation. San M artin  w ithdrew , how ever. The w ar aga inst Spain ___
s till m onths to  run before a constitu tion  could be made effective and the re­
fore thliThoped-for first m eeting of presiden ts was only a dream  th a t might, 
have been.

H isto ry  show s th a t the  struggle for liberty  continued for a genera tion  
beyond tbe  elections of the  first presiden ts in m any of the  republics of 
A m erica. E arly  m eetings may have taken  place betw een som e of them  for 
the  purpose of inform al discussion concerning unsettled  policies of constitu ­
tion  and governm ent, but th e re  a re  scan t evidences of any such personal 
com m unication. One m eeting, h o w ev er is recorded, which w as fruitful 
of resu lts  th a t influenced the  fu ture developm ent of the 

' whole region of the  river P late. This occurred in the year 
2865. A t th a t tim e the w ar in  P araguay had reached a 
crisis. The A rgentine Republic, U ruguay e n d  Brazil had 
decided to com bine forces aga inst P residen t Lopez of 
P araguay , b u t a t  the  m om ent harm ony , of aptlon had been 
lacking  because of indeflniteness of purpose am ong the 
th ree  republics. It was then  th a t P res id en t F lo res of U ru­
guay crossed to Buenos A ires to confer w ith P residen t 
B artolom e M itre of th e  A rgentine Republic. He was 
received in s ta te , but the  council w as one for m ilitary  
deliberation  ra th er than  for official and diplom atic cere­
mony. The B razilian m in ister w as called to  th is m eeting 
and these three ag reed  upon a n  offensive and defensive 
alliance, the consequences of which are  seen In the  na­
tional boundaries of to-day.

In d isturbances of th is n a tu re  a p residen t w as ap t to 
be no t only the  constitu tional b u t also the ac tual com­
mander-in-chief of the  arm y of his country . Experience 
on the  field was an essen tial fac to r for success in the 
executive chair. A far-off reflection of th e  glories of 
Grecy m ight have been the  am bition of m any of these 
leaders, if  th e  strong  love fo r constitu tional republicanism  
had not held them  and th e  people in  check.

M eetings of A m erican presiden ts, the refo re, have in 
the  g rea t m ajo rity  of cases taken  place a s  a m a tte r  of 
neighborliness a n d . to  s treng then  the  ties of friendship  
w hich m ust, as tim e passes, draw  closer to  each o ther the  
republics of the  new  w orld- TBeir purpose has been a lto ­
gether one of peace. A notable Instance of such a  confer­
ence Is shown by the  m eetlhg held a t  Corinto. on A ugust 
21, 1904, w hen th e  p residen ts of N icaragua, H onduras and 
Salvador and a  special delegate  from  the  p res iden t of 
G uatem ala assem bled w ith  the  express in tention  of foster­
ing by a ll honorable m eans th e  peace o f  Cen­
tra l  Am erica. T he four governm ents, thus  rep­
resen ted  m anifested  a  decided m oral resolve 
to  harm onize th e  am bitions of each fo r th e  
good of all. S teps like th is  lehd to beneficial 
consequences and undoubtedly tb e  sym pathetic 
expression of regard  betw een these  neighbors 
m ade ea sier th e  b r il lia n t # peace conference 
held by the  five republics* 6f C entral A m erica 
under S ecre tary  Root’s  guidance in tbe closing 
m onths of 1907.

C entral A m erica probably leads in tbe  num ­
b e r  of cases w hen presiden ts have grasped 
one ano ther by th e  hand and discussed am ong 
them selves, by oral com m unication, affairs and 
policies they w ere elected t a  guard. I t is not 
a  long journey from one cap ital to  another, 
and  betw een contiguous seaports  the  d istance 
is so sh o rt th a t inform al m eetings a re  easy  of 
accom plishm ent. T he presiden t of Salvador 
and the  presiden t of G uatem ala have m ore 
thap  once exchanged personal g reetings. In 
feet. Gen. Rutino B arrios, w hile chief execu­
tive of G uatem ala, w as an a tten tive  host, for 
the p residents of C osta R ica and of H onduras, 
during  two adn iin istra tions, visited him. j* The 
presiden ts of C osta R ica  and of N icaragua 
once m et on the  fron tiers  of the republics, and  
so rapidly a re  th e  m eans of com m unication be­
ing extended in  th is  cen tu ry  th a t undoubtedly 
m any sim ilar m eetings w ill be arranged  in the 
fu tu re  fo r the  benefit of th is  Central A m erican 
confratern ity .

W ith the  grow ing dem and for m utual un­
derstand ing  and the  absence of all th a t dan­
ger which h as  so frequently  attended the  visits 
of European ru le rs  outside the  confines of 
th e ir  own nations, these international* visits 
a re  becom ing m ore and m ore freq u en t £Some­
tim es they  a re  o f an  inform al na tu re , the  
p res iden t traveling  in his p riva te  capacity  and 
being  w elcomed as  a  foreign guest Simply.
Som e y ea rs  ago P res iden t Zaldivar o f  Salva­
d o r cam e to  th e  U nited S ta tes  and  w as re ­
ceived aa befitted h is  position. P res id en t Igle- 
s tas  of C osta R ica, ju a t before h is  b ro th e r en­
te red  th e  N aval academ y a t  A nnapolis, tra v ­
eled incognito  th rough the  U nited  S ta tes  and 
Was en terta ined  by Prqpident M cKinley in  
W ashington..-43a h as  alw ays looked back upon 
th a t . r e n t  w ith  »  k in d ly  memory. H u y  y e a n  
before th a t, how erer. Gen. Rafino Berrios,

Al­
though th e  personality  of a  p residen t has 
alw ays been a  fac to r 'In  his reception, the  cere­
mony has been doybly im pressive when he baa 
been form ally and by prem editation  invited 
to  v isit a  foreign country and  a different 
people from  his own. Such v is its  have been 
ra re , even  in  A m erica, and  w hen they  occur 
a re  of m ore th a n  passing in te res t. Especially 
in  L a tin  A m erica, too, w here th e  people take 
deligh t in  cerem ony and w here th e ir  a rtis tic  
in s tin c t apprec iates the  value of th e  event, a n  
occasion o f th is  k ind  becom es a  w onderful 
agen t in inc reasing  friendship  and  m utual un­
derstanding}.

I t  is p leasan t, the refo re, to  record  tw o 
b rillian t Instances of th e  m eeting  of tw o g re a t ' 
p res id en ts .o f A m erican republics, a rranged  a s  
an affair o f s ta te  and ca rried  o u t w ith  a ll th e  
pagean try  i fo r w hich th e  scenes w ere  so  w ell 
fitted. R eference is  m ade to  th e  v is it paid  to  

oC B rasil by th e  p residen t of tbe. 
Republic to  A ugust, U M . an d  to  th e

Salles had  assum ed tbe  
presidency of Brazil in 
1898. H is early  life had  
been passed  under the  
em pire, b u t th e  sp irit of 
th e  age had fired his re ­
publicanism , and, despite 
all th e  trad itions  of an 
h ered itary  aristocracy , he 
had  devoted his genius and 
h is  -energy to  th e  estab lish ­
m ent and perpetuation  of 
the  new republic.

T he A rgentine Republic 
and  B razil have long been on 
friend ly  footing, but, sepa­
ra te d  as  th e ir  cap itals  are  by 
1,000 m iles of (pcean, o r  by 
an  equal num ber of m iles of 
a lm ost un traveled  forest, 
they  have not alw ays been 

. ab le  to  find opportun ity  to  
m eet in  in tim ate  friendship. 
F o r th is  reason, and be­
cause the  tim es seem ed fa­
vorable fo r expressions of 
personal and national regard, 
these  v isits  w ere arranged 

betw een th e  tw o nations. I t w as the  first 
tim e In tb e  h isto ry  of South A m erica th a t an  
official v is it w as paid by one p residen t of a  
republic to  ano ther. A  squadron of the  navy 
escorted  P res iden t Roca to  Rio Janeiro , 
w here the  B razilians w ere lavish in th e ir  hos­
p itality . T he city  w as en fete  for days, and 
the en thusiasm  of th e  people w as the best 
eyidence of th e  success of tbe  h itherto  un­
tried  event. T he A rgentine Republic, not to 
be outdone in  a  d isp lay  of hospita lity  and 
friendship , m ade even m ore elaborate p repa­
rations fo r the  re tu rn  v is it of P residen t Cam­
pos Salles th e  following year. Buenos Aires 
w as decorated in  all th e  perfection of which 
th a t beautifu l city  is capable. The people 
dem onstrated  th a t th e ir  friendship and  hos­
p ita lity  w as as  sincere  and spontaneous^ as 
th a t of th e ir  neighbors, and tbe  im pressions 
of good will le ft on each other, how ever much 
it  m ay be founded on sentim ent, have un­
doubtedly ca rried  far-reaching consequences 
in the  h ea rts  of the  citizens of these two 
republics.

V isits of courtesy  of an  inform al natu re 
are  becom ing m ore and more frequent as 
good-fellowship sp reads from nation to  nation. 
An in s tance  w ell in p o in t is seen n t i e  Pro­
posed call a t  Rio de Janeiro . Brazil, of P resi­
den t M ontt of Chile, who will pay h is  respects  
to  th e  presiden t of Brazil when he re tu rn s  
from  E urope early  in the  coming year.

M eetings on the  boundary betw een nations 
a re  of a som ew hat d ifferent cha racte r and 
cannot, from  th e  very  natu re  of th e  to tality , 
be surrounded w ith  th e  elaborateness of cere­
m ony a tta inab le  in  a  nation’s capital. They 
have a  world-wide significance, how ever, since 
thqy show th a t president* can shake hands 
across th e  bo rd er and th a t wha£ they like td  
do in  b ro the rly  affection th e  neighboring 
people w ill do also. A nother good re su lt of 
such  a  m eeting  is  th e  d irec t benefit upon the 
people o f th e  region through w hich a  presi­
d e n t trav e ls , fo r i t  b rings him  Into touch w ith 
m any persons and  conditions* b e m ig h t  n o t see 
o therw ise , and  ca rries  evidence to  all a like 
th a t  h e ’ Is th e ir  executive official a s  w ell as  
th a t  o f th e  res iden ts  o f th e  cap ita l o f th e
