MADE MORE SMALL HOLDINGS

Good R esu lts  of a  Y ear's O peration 
Of B ritish Law T h a t W as 

Much Opposed.

I t  is  officially declared  in Great 
B ritain  th a t th e  sm all holdings act 
o f 1908 h as  given, a  g re a t stim ulus to 
th e  provision o f  sm all holdings by 
p riva te  land ow ners d ire c t  T he re­
s u lt  o f  th e . f irs t year’s  work for the 
country  a t  ta rge  since the  a c t came 
In to  operation has been th a t 23.285 
applications have been received by 
county councils for 373,601 ac res; 
th a t  13.202 applications have been ap­
proved provisionally as  su itab le ; tha t 
th e  estim ated  quantity  of land re­
quired fo r th e  su itab le  condition ap­
p lican ts Is  185,098 ac re s ; th a t 21,417 
ac re s  have been ‘‘•purchased, and  10 ,- 
071 acres leased; th a t the  land ac ­
quired w ill provide for abou t 1,500 of 
th e  applications, and  th a t  504 of them  
w ere  In ac tual possession of th s ir  
holdings on D ecem ber 31, 1908.

fitot of the  approved applicants 
ab o u t 34- -per cent, w ere agricultura l 
laborers. I t  is estim ated  th a t a t  the 
en d  of . S eptem ber of th is  year 
n o t less than  50,000 ac res w as ob­
ta ined , b u t few of the  applicants de­
s ir e  to purchase th e ir  holdings. O ut of 
23,265 applications received during 
th e  yea r only 629 o r 2.7 per c e n t  ex­
p ressed  a  desire  to purchase. No 
doub t considerable land has been sup­
plied by land ow ners d irect, mainly 
th rough the  In tervention  of county 
councils, stim ulated  by the  provisions 
of th e  j £ t  7

D uring 1608 there  w ere in  Devon 
and Cornwall 722 applications for 12,- 
271 ac re s. T he councils purchased 
44ft ac res and leased 129 acres. In 
th e  sou thw est of England th e re  are  
'la rge  a rea s  of crow n lands once under 
cu ltiva tion  b u t now neglected  th a t 
•..ill doubtless be b rought back in the 
n ea r fu tu re  to su itab le  and profitable 
husbandry  by the  hands of the  people.

R at Exterm ination.
Consul G eneral John  Edw ard Jones, 

a t  W innipeg, reports  th a t active m eas­
u re s  a re  being taken  by the  M anitoba 
governm ent to  rid  the  province of 
ra ts , w hich m ade th e ir  appearance in 
th e  grain  fields and g ranaries la st 
spring .

Through the  co-operation of the 
chem ists  of th e  ag ricu ltu ra l college In 
W innipeg a  v iru s has been produced 
w hich. I t is  claim ed, is  fa ta l to  ra ts  
and  easily  com m unicable to  others. 
A s th e  rodents when discovered had 
already  m ade th e ir  way in to  the  fields, 
th is  m ethod of ridding  th e  country 
w as deem ed m ost efficacious. The 
v iru s  produces a  fa ta l fever In the 
roden ts, w hich m uch resem bles ty ­
phoid. I t  w as found im practicable to 
d is trib u te  th is  v irus b roadcast to  farm ­
ers , so a  supply has been sen t to  the 
secre taries  of the  various m unicipali­
tie s  toge ther w ith instruc tions f o r  
use.—Consular Report.

D esert P laces Opened.
T he opening of a  railroad  from a 

poin t near Luxor in to  th e  Libyan 
d ese rt has rendered easy the  spproach 
to  the  oasis of K hargeh , w hich is re­
garded as a typical exam ple of these 
Isolated cen te rs  of life. T he Libyan 
oases a re  deep depressions in a  lefty  
p la teau , which has a maximum eleva­
tion  of nearly  2,000  feet, b u t the  bot­
tom s of the  oases a re  only from  100 
to  300 fee t above sea  level. They a re  
underlain  by beds of sandstone, which 
a r e  the  sources of the  w ate r supply 
A rtes ian  wells 400 feet deep form 
•practically  Inexhaustible m eans o f  ir ­
riga tion  and Buch deep wells have 
been  used from  ancient tim es. The de­
pressions w ere once the  beds of 

‘la k e s  and th e  w ate r in  the  sandstone

Takes Important Action.

ESTABLISH TREE NURSERIES

Lands in Seven Counties T aken fr^>m
M arket— Efforts Will Be Made 

to  In te rest N orthern F arm ers ( 
in Forestry.

Lansing.—A t the m eeting of tjhe 
public domain com mission it w as de­
cided to  w ithdraw  from  sale the  s ta te  
lands in Luce, K alkaska, O tsego, Al­
pena. P resque Isle M ontm orency afrd 
M issaukee-coun ties, and upon the  
recom m endation of Com m issioner J.
T. Beal, ce rta in  portions of th e  land 
in each of these counties wilL be re­
served to  p ro tect the  second growjth 
tim ber.

I t is the plan of the  com missipn 
to  in teres t the  farm ers of all th e  
northern  counties in  fo restry  m atte rs  
and establish  nu rseries w herever jit 
is necessary.

In rendering  his report of the  for­
estry  m eeting held a t  Jackson, J . T. 
Beal s tated  th a t the  fo restry  associa­
tion of M ichigan is well pleased w ith 
the w ork the public dom ain com mis­
sion has done th is  far, and it is  the 
in tention  of th a t organization  to co ­
operate  w ith the s ta te  board in  ordfer 
to secure be tte r  results.

The exhibits of apples and potatoes 
grown on supposedly barren  lands In 
Roscommon and Craw ford have a t­
trac ted  considerable a tten tion , and p . 
F . Barnes, chairm an of the  board  of 
supervisors of Craw ford county, In­
formed the com m ission th a t the  board 
stood ready to co-operate in  any m an­
ner which would have a tendency po 
draw  the a tten tion  of ag ricu ltu ris ts  
the northern  counties w here th e  aip- 
plee and potatoes w ere grown.

An opinion of A ttorney G eneral 
Bird was rendered to the  com m ission 
In the  m a tte r  of the tax ti tle  lands 
which w ere purchased by the  old for­
estry  com m ission and no deeds of 
which ever registered . I t showed th a t 
the  com m ission had no righ t to  pur­
chase these lands prior to  the  ac t of 
1897, which m eans th a t th e  money, 
am ounting to several hundred  dollars, 
expended by the  old com m ission will 
never be recovered.

The m a tte r  of appointing a  s ta te  
fo res ter w as left to  H untley Russell. 
The applications of M arcus Schaaff of 
M unising and O. L. Sponsler of Three 
R ivers w ere before the com mission 
for consideration.

Com m issioners M artindale, Fuller 
and Russell were appointed to  attend  
the m eeting of the  northern  agricu l­
tu ris ts  to  be held a t Bay City ne^ t 
month.

M ust M aintain Level.
'L ansing .—A ttorney G eneral B ird 

holds th a t th e  ow ner of a  dam  a t  the 
o u tle t of a  la k e .o r  In th e  course of 
a  r iv e r  canno t ra ise  and low er the 
level of the  w ate rs to  su it his own 
pleasure w ithout regard  fo r the  righ ts 
of th e  ow ners of ho te ls  and cottages 
along its  shores, providing a  norm al 
level has once been established.

H am lin lake, in M ason county, was 
form ed as  the re su lt of th e  estab lish ­
m ent of a  dam th e re  m any years ago. 
fo r lum bering purposes. T he builders"* 
of the  .dam w ere also  th e  ow ners of 
the  p roperty  ad jacen t to  th e  lake and 
th e re  a re  now a  num ber of reso rts  
along the shore, based  upon the  uni­
form  heigh t of the  w ate r as  m ain­
ta ined  by the  dam.

Now the reso rte rs  claim  the  own­
ers  of the dam  a t the  o u tle t often low­
e r  the  level of the  lake to  a- point 
w here th e ir  docks and boats a re  le ft 
high and dry.

Belvidere, 111., Nov. 17.—T he la rg es t 
aggregate of fines ever assessed  in 
any city since the  local option law 
w ent in to  effect w as Imposed when 
Judges De W olf of th is  city and Reek- 
how of Rockford fined 17 keepers of 
so ft d rink  places the  sum of $11,425 
and sentenced each  of the offenders to  
ja il for from  th irty  to  ninety  days.

The; ja il sen tences w ere to be sus­
pended if the  fines w ere paid, b u t only 
six  of the  keepers took advantage of 
the  provision, and 11 of them  are  now 
confined in  the  county ja il.

J a ile r  and O thers S entenced to  Ninety 
Days in Ja il on Charge of Con­
tem p t for1 F ailure to  P ro tec t P ris­
oner from  Mob.

W ashington , Nov. 16.—For the  first 
tim e in  A m erican h isto ry  six m en are  
in  prison  to-day fo r con tem pt of the 
suprem e cou rt of th e  U nited  S tates. 
F o r th e  firs t tim e, too, th e  federa l gov­
e rnm en t h as  p laced  m en behind the 
bars  a s  an  outcom e of the  lynching 
of a  negro.

A t th e  U nited  S ta tes  ja il in th is  
city, Capt. Joseph F. Shipp, forfner 
sheriff a t  C hattanooga, T enn.; J e re ­
m iah  Gibson, h is  ja ile r; L u th e r W il­
liam s, N ick N olan, H enry  P ad g e tt and 
W illiam M ayes of the  sam e city, be­
gan to serve te rg jg  of im prisonm ent 
im posed a few hours before by the su­
prem e cou rt of the  U nited S tates.

Chief Ju stice  F u lle r pronounced the  
sentence.

Failed to  P ro tec t N egro .-
Shipp and Gibson had  been found 

guilty  of failing  to  p ro tec t from  a  mob 
Ed. Johnson, w hose legal -execution 
for crim inal assau lt had  been stayed 
by th e  suprem e c o u r t5 until i t  could re­
view th e  case. T he o th e rs  had  been 
found guilty  of 'p artic ipa tion  in  the 
lynching of a federa l prisoner.

Shipp, W illiam s and Nolan w ere 
given sen tences of 90- days’ Im prison­
m ent each, w hile Gibson, P ad g e tt and 
M ayes each  received 60 days.

As. the  big barred  doors of the  ja il 
swung open to  receive the  p risoners 
im m ediately a f te r  sentence had been 
im posed, W arden McKee stood befo re 
them .
• “A t le as t we a re  in  the  h ands  of a 

so ld ier,” exclaim ed Capt. Shipp, who 
had been in m any a  fight fo r the con­
federacy, as he espied a G. A. R. but­
ton on the  lapel of W arden M cKee’s 
coat. “Boys, i t  will be all right!”

The p risoners w ere assigned to 
quarters  form erly  used for women, 
and declared  they  w ere “delighted” 
w ith the  tre a tm en t accorded tihem. 

Em ployers' L iability  Law Valid.
T he em ployers’ liab ility  law  of 1906 

was declared to be constitu tional in 
te rrito rie s  of th e  U nited S ta tes  and 
the  D is tric t of Colum bia by th e  su­
prem e court, desp ite  th e  fac t th a t 
m ore than  a yea r ago th is  law  was 
declared  to  be unconstitu tional when 
applied  to  the  s ta tes .

T he suprem e cou rt took a  recess  un­
til a f te r  T hanksgiving. T he dex t s i t­
ting  of th e  cou rt will be N ovem ber 29.

The soliciting com m ittee 
appointed was M essrs. M ark Ladd, 
F red  S chrader and E d . Gayde.

The m eeting was very enthusiastic  
and several gentlem en p resen t volun­
teered  litihfa} subscriptions.

T he site com m ittee on S atu rday  took 
M r, U pho lt abou t the  village and sev­
eral propositions ( were considered. 
W hile the s ite  question has n o t been 
definitely decided, M r. U pho lt has a c ­
cepted the offer au thorized  to  be made 
by th e  com m ittee and i t  is now up to 
the  o rganization  to make good.

P re s id en t T a ft is of New England ancestry ,

and  approved sty le  of New England i,s to him  
n o t  only a  m a tte r  of p leasure, b u t of duty. 
T he p res iden t gbes to  church  on Thanksgiv ing  
day  m orning ju s t  a s  all o th e r p residen ts before 
him  have gone to  church  on th e  holiday since 
custom  estab lished  it th a t the  chief executive 
should urge the  people in  public proclam ation 
to  get toge ther fo r p ra ise  offerings. I t would 
not do fo r a  p res iden t to  decline to  follow the 
advice th a t he has given the  peo p le ..

has  m ade i t  a  p rac tice  fo r yea rs  to  fa tten  a 
special tu rkey  fo r W hite H ouse consum ption.

A bout five yea rs  ago the  Rhode Island tu r­
key  g ift to  the  W hite H ouse caused som ething 
of a  sensation .

. Rhode Island  breeding  grouifd to  the  W hite 
H ouse, i t  is  k illed  and plucked. T his^fact did 
n o t  p reven t th e  publication of a  sto ry  in  a  cer­
ta in  new spaper, a  s tory  w hich aroused  the  ire  
o f P res id en t Roosevelt to such an  ex ten t th a t 
h e  issued  a w arm  s ta tem e n t th a t could in no 
w ise  be called a second T hanksgiving procla­
m ation .

j \ An ea ste rn  new spaper declared in its  col­
um ns th a t th e  Rhode Island tu rkey  arrived  a t  
th e  W hite  House, alive and kicking, and th a t 
T heodore R oosevelt turned  it loose in the  lot 
back  of th e  executive m ansion and allowed his 
ch ild ren  to  ru n  the  bird to  death , ca tching  it 
now and then , and plucking from it, wing and 
ta i l  fea th ers , only to  loose the  b ird  once more, 
and  to  go on again  w ith the  chase.

T h is  sto ry  of cruelty  to  anim als charged 
a g a in s f  h im self and K erm it, A rchibald and 
Q uentin  m ade th e  p res iden t mad. T here is no 
'o ther word to be used. He forbade access to 
th e  W hite  H ouse offices and to th e  various de­
p a rtm en ts  of governm ent to  the correspond­
en ts  of th e  offending paper.
