Edw ard N . H ines, C hairm an of 
the Board of County Road Commission­
ers, has reported to the S ta te  H ighw ay 
D epartm ent, the  com pletion of a  mile 
of gravel road on the P lym outh Road, 
s tarting  a t  the  town line of P lym outh, 
runn ing  towards D etro it, and  a  mile of 
gravel road oil the  N orthville Road, 
also s ta rtin g  a t the  town line of P lym ­
outh  and runn ing  toward No^thville:/ ^ ,

These two pieces of work have r e ­
ceived fla tte ring  Icom m endations from 
road experts who have inspected them . 
T he grade has been m aterially  reduced, 
the  roads well drained, guard  rails are  
being erected w herever the re  is a  pos­
sible danger of vehicles going ©into the 
d itch , and  a  well com pacted roadway of 
gravel twelve feet wide and n o t less 
than  e igh t inches deep has been con­
structed . The P lym outh  R oad cost 
$2,294.00 to build , and the  h au l of m a­
terial, m ore filling, and unfavorable 
w eather conditions are  responsible for 
the difference in the  cost of trie two 
roads, A  particu larly  pleasing feature 
of the work is the  fact th a t Plym outh 
and N orthville no t only g e t trie road, 
h u t nearly  the  entire sum spent w ent to 
the business and laboring  men of these 
two localities, for gravel, supplies, 
team s, labor, et«f;

T he two interested tow nships in which 
these, roads are  located paid in  taxes 
la s t  year to the  County Road Fund, 
the  sum of $610.40. Plym outri township 
con tribu ting  $328.58 and N orthville 
$291.81.

In  the  construction of a  gravel road, 
i t  is a; fact well known to tne builders 
UBing! th is  class o f m aterial th a t the  
road is in  m uch b e tte r  shape six m onths 
a fte r  i t  is com pleted than  im m ediately 
upon its  com pletion, and these two 
roads will he no exception to  the  rule*, 
T he 'C ounty  Road Commission m aintain  
all roads w hich they  build , so these two 
miles a t  least will always be in  first 
class condition, w ith-no expense to the  
tow nships.

A  boun ty  is  paid o u t o f th e  S ta te  
T reasury  for m eritorious w ork, which 
goes into the  road fund to build still 
m ore road, and  is used along; th e  p a r­
ticu la r road on which the  boun ty  was 
deceived. F o r  1910, $2,000 pins the  
s ta te  ifftoasd w ill be available on each 
o f  these roads, continuing  th e  work 
from  whore the  Commission le ft off 
th is  fa ll. Surveys and p lana are  now 
being  m ade, s a d  an  ea rly  application 
w ill be made fo r th e  s ta te  rew ard. T he 

.  D epartm en t w ill shortly  
roads fo r final acceptance.

SECRETARY BALLINGER IN AN­
NUAL REPO RT SAYS PROSE­

CUTION MUST CONTINUE.

T E L L S  O F  T H E  Y E A R ’ S W ORK

D evelopm ent o f P ublic  Lands Through  
P riv a te  E n te rp rise  U nder' N ational 
Supervision and Control Desired—  
Reclam ation  S erv ice  Discussed.

W ashington, Nov. 29.—T he annual 
rep o rt to the  p residen t of R ichard  A. 
Ballinger, secre tary  of the  in terio r, 
w as m ade public to-day, and  m akes 
in teres ting  reading. The rep o rt cov­
ers a portion of the  tim e under the  adr 
m in istration  of Jam es R. Garfield, and 
Mr. Ballinger gives him  c red it for his 
ea rn e st and efficient services.

S ecretary  B allinger com m ents on 
the  old public land s ta tu tes , and con­
tinues:

‘'T he liberal and rapid disposition of 
the public lands under these s ta tu te s  
.and the  lax m ethods of adm in istra tion  
•which fo r a  long tim e prevailed n a t­
u rally  provoked the  feeling th a t the 
public domain was leg itim ate prey  for 
th e  unscrupulous and th a t i t  w as no 
crim e to  violate o r circum vent the 
land laws. It is to  be reg re tted  th a t 
we, as a natidnv w ere  so ta rdy  to  real­
ize the  im portance of preven ting  so 
large a  m easure of our national re­
sources passing  into the hands of land 
p ira tes  and speculators, w ith no view 
to developm ent looking to the  national 
welfare.

M ust Continue Prosecutions.
“I t  may be safely said th a t millions 

of acres of tim ber and o ther lands 
have been unlaw fully obtained, and it 
is also tru e  th a t ac tions to  recover 
such lands have in m ost instances long 
since been barred  by th e  s ta tu te  of 
lim itations. The principal aw akening 
’to  our w asteful course cam e under 
your p redecessor’s adm inistra tion . The 
bc^jL and vigorous prosecutions of land 
frauds, th rough S ecre taries H itchcock 
and Garfield, have resto red  a sa lu tary  
resp ec t for the  law, and the  public 
mind has rapidly grasped the  im por­
tance  of safeguarding  the  fu rth e r dis­
position of our na tu ra l resources in 
the  public lands in the  in te re s t of the 
public good as against p riva te  greed. 
N otw ithstanding  th is, it  is necessary 
to  continue w ith u tm ost vigor, through 
•'ll available sources, the  securing of 

form ation of violations of the public 
k'.i'.d law s and to  follow such viola­
tions w ith rigid prosecutions.

Use P riv a te  Enterprise .
“On th is  p resen t policy of conserv- 

| ing the  na tu ra l resources of th e  pub- 
■ lie dom ain, w hile developm ent .-is the  
j key-note, the best thought of the  day 
j is not th a t developm ent shall be by na­

tional agencies, b:n th a t w ise utiliza­
tion  shall be secured through p rivate  
en te rp rise  under national supervision 
and control. Therefore, if m aterial 
progress is to be m a d ^ in  securing  the 
best use of our rem aining  public 
lands, congress m ust be called upon 
to  en a c t rem edial leg islation .”

Mr. B allinger then  gives in detail 
h is  recom m endations for the class;, 
cation  of public lands, and the  fea­
tu re s  of a m easure which he advises 
for the  direction of the  disposal of 
w ater-pow er sites.

T he  Reclam ation Service. 
Concerning the reclam ation service, 

the  report says in part:
"In view of the  im portance of a 

speedy com pletion of ex isting  projects 
and the ir proper extension, and of the 
necessity  in 1912 of an ad ju stm en t be­
tw een the sta tes  by which the  m ajor 
portion of the funds arising  from the 
sale of public lands w ithin each s ta te  
and te rrito ry  shall have been ex­
pended. so fa r  as p racticable within 
such s ta te  o r te rrito ry , and In view 
of the  im portance of m aking a bene­
ficial use of w aters already ap­
propriated or capable of appropria­
tion  to which righ ts may be lost 
for nonuse. I believe an u rgent ap ­
peal should be made to congress to 
authorize the. issuance of certificates 
of indebtedness, or of bonds aga inst 
the  reclam ation  fund, to  an aggregate 
of not exceeding $30,000,000, o r so 
much thereof as may be needed.” 

Energetic reorganization of the  In­
dian bureau is in progress, says Mr. 
B allinger, and he recom m ends th a t 
the  Indian w arehouses a t  New York, 
Chicago, Omaha, St. Louis and San 
Francisco be closed as soon as  pos­
sible. A more advanced policy re­
specting the m aintenance, im prove­
m ent and operation of the Yellow­
stone and Yosemite national p ark s  is 
urged on the  governm ent

Special schools for tuberculous chil­

dren  have now been established  In 
Providence, Boston, New York, Roches­
ter, W ashington, JJartford , Conn., Chi­
cago and P ittsburg . New York has 
th ree  schools and W ashington, D. C., 
two. The board of education of New 
York city  is proposing to  estab lish  
th ree  more, and sim ilar in s titu tions  
a re  being planned in D etroit, Buffalo, 
Philadelphia, C incinnati and  N ew ark, 
N. J.

In  cities like Providence, Boston and 
New York, w here outdoor schools have 
been conducted for tw o years, the  re ­
su lts  obtained from  the  tre a tm en t of 
ch ildren  In -.special tuberculosis open 
a ir schools seem  to show the g rea t ad ­
vantage of th is  class of institu tions. 
This,' coupled w ith the experience of 
open a ir  schools in G erm any and Eng­
land, proves th a t children can  be cured 
of tuberculosis and .keep up w ith th e ir  
school work, w ithout any danger to 
fellow pupils- . .

“The rio ts  began on M onday a t  9 
a. m. Ju ly  25. Before n ig h t th e  revo­
lu tion  has revealed  itse lf in a ll its 
luridness. On Tuesday the  mob be­
gan to burn  th e  convents; they  burned 
ten  th a t day. W ednesday w as the 
w orst day of a ll; It w as a  day of fight­
ing, or incendiarism , of bloodshed, of 
revolution in th e  typical sense. T hat 
w as the  27th. B arcelona w as cu t off 
from  com m unication w ith  the  world 
by land and sea.

“N inety-eight w ere w ounded in the 
fight th a t day. T here w ere 275 corpses 
buried as  the  re su lt of the  four days’ 
strugg le betw een the  mob and the  civil 
guard \ who accom plished the  pacifica­
tion. \o n  th e  31st the  pacification be­
gan to  be effective. S tores opened 
and th e re  began to  be a  m ovem ent of 
life in  the  s tree ts .

"I had  been livipg in a pension fre­
quented ' by A m ericans and F rench  on 
one of the  principal avenues. N atu­
rally , we did not go fo rth  w hile the 
sto rm  raged  for fea r of being com­
prom ised betw een the  two forces. 
W hen th e  a ir  cleared  I took a  walk. 
A civil guard- stopped me and asked 
my nam e, address and business. I 
gave them . He m arched me to the 
s ta tion  house and had m e searched.

“ ‘Lock th is  m an up,' he said. The 
n ex t day I was b rought before the 
judge. I said th a t I w as an American 
citizen. The U nited S ta tes  consul 
cam e and testified  £o Jhe tru th  of my 
claim . T hen they  re leased  me. If 
I had not proven my citizenship  I 
should have been se n t in to  the arm y.

“I t is n o t genera lly  understood in 
th is  coun try  th a t the  fury of the mob 
w as d irected  aga in st the  religious o r­
ders. Through all the d isturbance the 
churches rem ained  o pen ; -the secular 
p rie sts  Came and w ent as usual, and 
perform ed th e ir  duties. It was the 
fr ia rs  and nuns th a t the  people were 
furious aga in st.”

Mr. de los Ruelos stooped down .be­
side a  m ahogany stand  and drew from 
a  low shelf a thigh bone of an a d u lt  
“This is a bone I picked up in  the 
s tree t. I t w as a  p a r t of the  mummy 
o/ a  nun. T he mob tied ropes around 
them  and dragged them  through the  
s tree ts .

“The reason  for it?  Oh, the  people 
jhelieved th a t the bombs which have 
been Exploded fn B arcelona a t  in te r­
vals during  the  last tw o years w ere 
m ade in  the convents. In one of the  
convent schools they  found a  chem­
ical laboratory , which anybody m ight 
reasonably  expect, but i t  did not so 
str ik e  these people, who saw  in  i t  only 
a  bomb-making place. The people re­
sp ec t th e  secu lar p rie sts  whom they 
m eet, b u t they know very  little  of the 
monks, whom they  seldom  see; 
hence, the ir m isapprehensions and un­
w arran ted  a ttacks .”

T he p ro ject of th is  w eather bureau  s ta tion  
for upper a ir  exploration is n o t a  new one 
though the  in stitu tion  In Its p resen t guise, and 
particu la rly  Its home, now nearing  com pletion, 
a re  of com paratively  recen t inception. Some 
years ago the sc ien tis ts  a t  various U nited 
S ta tes  w eather bureau  s ta tions  and a t  the  Blue 
H ilL  observato ry  nea r Boston, took up the 
study of the  best m ethods for lifting  self-re­
cording in s trum en ts  high, above the  ea rth 's  
surface. Up to  th a t tim e all hum an know l­
edge of the conditions of tem pera tu re , pres­
su re, hum idity , wind velocity and direction and 
o th e r ingred ien ts of the  w eather had been 
based  upon observations mdge a t  o r nea r the 
su rface of* the  ea rth . Spurred? by the necessity  
fo r a  b e t te r  know ledge of tem pera tu re  and o th­
e r  conditions a t  g re a t altitudes, the  sc ien tists  
first took up w ork with Ingenious form s of 
k ites , and th is w as supplem ented in 1904 by 
th e  use of specially  designed balloons as ve­
h ic le s  for ca rry ing  the the rm om eters and o ther 
-instrum ents to heigh ts th a t could not be 
reached by any o ther means.

F inally  the  U nited S ta tes took 
am ong the  nations of the globe 
w ith a p ro ject for a  special observ­
a to ry  designed for and devoted al­
m ost exclusively to aerial research .
A piece of land was secured in an 
Iso la ted  part of the Blue Riflge 
m ounta ins in Virginia, and work 
w as Inaugurated on an estab lish ­
m ent tha t is expected to  do much 

‘to  m eet th e  fu ture needs of me­
teorology and will play a m ost 
prom inen t pa rt In u ltim ately  en­
abling long-distance forecasting— 
th a t Is. th e  forecasting  of a type 
of season ra th e r  than  the m ere

T he res to red  M ount W eath er  ̂ observatory oc­
cupies the  sam e s ite  as  th e  old, nam ely the  
tra c t of 77 ac res purchased  by the  governm ent 
in  the  a u tum n of 1902.

More than  25 k ites  a re  con­
stan tly  k ep t on hand, including the 
m odels used by all the  various foreign 
governm ents th a t have u n dertaken  sci­
entific k ite  flying. T here have la tely  
been added to  the  equipm ent several 
specially  designed k ites  fo r use in the  
high w inds which prevail during  the 
w inter. T he ord inary  k ites  w ill fly to  
any wind w ith a  velocity of ten  miles 
per hour, or m ore, b u t a re  n o t adapted  
to  use when th e  win'd exceeds .25 m iles 
per hour. H owever, the  new  s ty le  em er­
gency k ite  a t  M ount W eather, w eighing 
eight pounds, and having a  lifting  su r­
face of 58 feet, has m ade successful 
flights m ore than  a m ile in he igh t w hen 
the  wind w as blowing a  gale of 46 m iles 
per hour.

F ew er ballbons than  k ites  a re  on 
hand, for the  reason  th a t balloons a re  
used only w hen the  wind Is too light to  
p erm it of k ite  flying. O riginally sm all 
rubber ’balloons w ere used  a t  M ount 

W eather, b u t la tte r ­
ly th e re  have been

The Schuyler pouch is  picked np 
from  a  crane  by  m eans of a  pouch 
ca tcher as  th e  tra in  passes. This 
pouch ca tch er is  a tta ch e d  to  th e  m ail 
ca r and  hooks on to  th e  pouch sus­
pended from  th e  crane  a s  th e  tra in  
passes. In  th is  p a rticu la r instance 
th e  pouch ca tcher d id  n o t m ake a 
good ca tch  and th e  pouch fe ll under 
the  w heels of the  tra in  and  w as cut 
in  twoL T he m ail w as sca tte red  along 
th e  tra ck  fo r a  considerable d istance, 
b u t the  five reg iste red  le tte rs , w hich 
w ere in  a  packet, could n o t be found 
w hen th e  o th e r m ail w as picked up.

M ust Continue Prosecutions.
“I t m ay be safely said thh rtn illions of 

ac res  of tim ber and  o tlier lands have 
been unlaw fully  obtained, and i t  is 
also tru e  th a t ac tions t<fc recover such 
lands have in m ost Instances long 
since been barred  by the- s ta tu te  of 
lim itations. T he principal aw akening 
to  our w astefu l course came under 
your p redecessor’s adm inistra tion . The 
bold and vigorous prosecutions of land 
frauds th rough S ecre taries H itchcock 
and Garfield, have resto red  a  salu tary  
re sp ec t for the  law, and th e  public 
m ind has rap id ly  grasped the  im por­
tance  of safeguarding  th e  fu rth e r dis­
position of our national resources in 
th e  public land  in  the  in te re s t of the 
public good as  aga in st p riva te  greed. 
N otw ithstanding  th is, i t  is  necessary  
to  continue w ith  u tm ost vigor, through 
all available sources, th e  securing  of 
info rm ation  of violations of the  public- 
land law s and to  follow such viola­
tions w ith  rigid prosecutions.

Use P rivate  E nterprise .
“In th is  p resen t policy of conserving 

the  n a tu ra l resources of th e  public do­
m ain, w hile developm ent is the  key- j 
note, the  b es t though t of the  day is | 
n o t th a t  developm ent shall b$*by na- I 
tional agencies, b u t th a t w ise u tiliza j 
tlon  shall be secured  th rough p rivate  j 
en te rp rise  under national supervision | 
and control. T herefore, if m aterial 
progress is  to  be m ade in  securing  the 
b es t use of our rem ain ing  public lands, 
congress m ust be called upon to  enact 
rem edial leg islation .” ,

Mr. B allinger then  gives in detail 
his recom m endations for th e  classifi­
ca tion  of public lands, and the  fea­
tu re s  of a  m easure w hich he advises 
fo r the  d irection  of the  d isposal of 
w a te r pow er sites.

The Reclam ation Service.
Concerning the  reclam ation  service, 

the  rep o rt says in  p art:
“ In view of the  im portance of a 

speedy com pletion of ex istin g  pro jects 
and th e ir  proper extension, and of the 
necessity  in 1912 of an  ad justm en t be­
tw een  th e  s ta te s  by which the  m ajor 
portion  of th e  funds arising  from  the 
sa le  of public lands w ithin each s ta te  
and  te rrito ry  shall have been ex­
pended so fa r  as  p racticab le w ithin 
such  s ta te  or te rrito ry , and  in view 
of th e  im portance of m aking a bene­
ficial use of w a te rs  already ap­
p ropria ted  or capable of appropria­
tion  to w hich rig h ts  m ay be lost 
fo r nonuse. I believe an  u rgen t ap ­
peal should be m ade to congress to 
au thorize the  issuance of certificates 
of Indebtedness, o r of bonds against 
the  reclam ation  fund, to  an  aggregate 
of not exceeding $30,000,000, o r so 
m uch thereof as  m ay be needed.”

E nergetic  reorganization  of the  In­
dian bureau  is in progress, says  Mr. 
B allinger, and he recom m ends th a t 
the  Indian w arehouses a t  New York, 
Chicago, Omaha, St. Louis and San 
F rancisco  be closed as soon as pos­
sible . A m ore advanced policy re­
specting  the  m aintenance, im prove­
m ent and operation  of th e  Y elow stone 
and Y osem ite national parks is urged 
on th e  governm ent.

Cleveland, George F. P ark er te lls  a  
sto ry  concerning prodigal expendi­
tu re s  in politics. A rich  m an who 
had been nibbling a t  the  D em ocratic 
nom ination fo r governor of New Y ork 
asked  W illiam  C. W hitney’s advice.

The T illage of Plym outh ordains:
Section 1. T he Marshal of the village of 

Plym outh, who shall be appointed annually on 
th e second Monday in  April of each year, shall 
be and he is  hereby delegated w ith  authority  
and is hereby made inspector o f  anim als, moat 

iplies and slaughter houses in  B&id village.
_  action 2. N o parson or persons shall vend 

or offer for sale within the lim its o f the said 
village of Plym outh any m eat intended for hu­
man consumption, w hether slaughtered withiu

ef said village. Any person or pei sous desiring
so to do may apply to said Board of H ealth for 
a license, but the Clerk of said village shall not
issue the same until the applicant therefor 
signs a statem ent in writing, which shall state 
fUllY a”'1 au fftllntt'#1 ’Ily and exp licitly  as follows:

The name and residence of said appli­
cant. .

B. The exaot location or place trom which 
said applicant obtains his meat, w hether 
slaughtered by him self in whole or in part.

C. T he manner in which said applicant L 
tends to  dispose of his meat when slaughtered.

D. A w ritten  consent granting to the said 
m eat inspector, the health officer or his repre­
sentative, or to the President or Trustees of 
said village free and open access t<> the slaugh­
ter house, in which hqpropoees to slaughter, 
and tho m arket or vehicle owned, leased or oc­
cupied by him  from w hich m eat is sold, for the 
purpose of m aking inspection of th e said 
prem ises, m arket or vehicle.

Section 3. Blanks for th e applications pro­
vided for in  section 2 above shad be lurnished  
by the clerk. Each applicant for a license 
shall stipulate in w riting that be will faithfully  
conform to  and cause the slaughter house, 
m arket or vehicle owned, leased or occupied 
by him to  com ply in  a ll reapecta with the fur­
ther provisions of th is ordinance.mgr provM.ujiB m L.U10 uiuiiisuwi.

Section 4. A t th e tim e of filing said applica­
tion for license, th e Bald applicant shall pay the 
village clerk the sum of fl.00 as a license fee.
and said license shall be good for a period of

I. A ll pens or inclosures connected w ith  any 
slaughter house shall be kept in a proper sani­
tary condition.

Section 7. No meat shall be brought within  
the lim its of the said village of Plym outh to  be 
sold or offered . for sale therein from any 
slaughter house situated outside its  lim its 
ifrhose owners, lessees or occupants have not)* 7  
conformed to the requirem ents specified in " 
Section 6 of th is ordinance.

Section 8. In a ll prosecutions for the viola­
tion of th is ordinance, the fact that any meat 
is found in  any slaughter house, m arket or v
h id e  within the said “village of Plym outh, shall 
be presum ptive evidence that the sa m e-----
tended for use as human food in said village.

Section 9. Any m eat that has been inspected  
by federal authority shall not be subject to  lo ­
cal inspection except as to  the m arket, vehicle  
or place at or from  whioh it is  sold or offered 
for sale and as to  its  then present condition.

Section 10. N othing in th is act shall be con­
strued to  prevent any farm er from kill­
ing. dressing or selling in the open market, 
unlees diseased, anv anim al or fow l intended 
for food th at he nas raised, fed or slaugh­
tered. nor any dealer or m erchant from  buy-

__ tion  11. A ny person violating the provi­
sions of th is ordinance shall be deemed guilty  
of a misdemeanor snd shall upon conviction  
►thereof be subject to a  fine not exoeeding 6100

Section 12. This ordinance shall take effect

on th e 6th day of December. 1909.
