Sixty-First Congress Meets in
Regular Session.

BRILLIANT THRONG PRESENT

House Greets Speaker Cannon with
Great'Applause—Many “Taft Pol-
icy” Bills Introduced 1n Both
Chambers.

' By EDWARD B. CLARK.

Washington, Dec. 6 —At noon to-day
Vice President Sherman in the Senate
and Speaker Joseph G. Cannon in the
HouBe called to order the Sixty-first
congress of the United States for its
first regular session. Really the first
session of this congress was the extra-
ordinary one of last spring called to
revise the tariff.

Some interest was lacking in tjhe
proceedings of the first day in the cap-
itol because at tne beginning of the
extraordinary session in March last
the speaker of the House was elected.
Moreover, before the extraordinary
session was ended, Speaker Cannon
appointed all the committees which
are to take legislation under consid-
eration for the next t*o winters. The
appointment of the committees ended
the campaign on the part of the mem-
bers for choice chairmanships andj if
the chairmanships were not forthcom-
ing, for seats in the more important
subsidiary bodies of the House.

Ready for Work at Once. |

The members have had time to,get
over jealousies and rivalries and so it
is that, so far as committee work is con-
cerned, the House not only is ready
to proceed at once to consider legisla-
tion, but most of the members hajve
brought themselves into a frame lof
mind to do what they are called upjon
to do without regard to their past feel-
ings of disappointment and perhaps,
anger.

As is always the case on the open-
ing day of congress, admission to tjie

House and Senate galleries was by:

card and only those fortunate enough
to know senators and representatives
-sufficiently well to secure admission
tickets were allowed to witness tpe
proceedings.

Galleries Are Crowded. !

The galleries of both House and
Senate were Jammed with people. All
classes of Washington society were
represented in the throng of visitors.
The diplomatic gallery in the House
and in the Senate as well, was filled
to its fullest capacity with ambassa-
dors, ministers, attaches and the la-
dies of the different legations. Mem-
bers of the families of the president
and of the vice-president of the United
States occupied seats In the executive
galleries, and the cabinet and judic]-
ary and army and navy circle* w
well represented.

The first day in the House as usual
brought out hundreds of legislative
measures in bill form, all of which
were read by their titlp *nly and re-
ferred to the proper committees. It
was evident from the tone of the bills
introduced that some scores of repre-
sentatives were anxious 'to father
measures which had been recommend-
ed by President Taft as being neces-
sary to carry out proposed policies of
progression. The bills ranged from
those Intended to correct alleged ex-
isting evils in interstate commerce to
those to give increases of pensions to
veterans of the civil war.

Applause Greets Speaker Cannon.

If Speaker Cannon anticipates any
pertfculdr trouble with the “Insur-
gents”-of the House at the coming
session, he gave no evidence of it
when he took the chair as presiding

officer. He was greeted with great
applause from the gallerieB and from
the floor of the House, many of the
Democrats and insurgents joining in
the demonstration, though in either
case possibly the hand-clapping was
given as an evidence of regard for the
office of speaker, rather than as evi-
dence of any oyerweaning affection
for the speaker .himself.

With the committees ready to begin
work, the House will settle down to*

its winter’s business at once. No bills
will be passed immediately because
all measures must be considered

in committee, and the meetings of the
committees will' be held daily from
now until the Christmas holidays and
some of the more Important House
bodies will sit during the recess.
When congress reassembles in Janu-
ary many of the committees will be
ready to report bills, and the debates
of the winter will begin.
Opening of the .Senate.

Vice-President Sherman called the
Senate to order at noon. Rev. Ed-
ward Everett Hale, the chaplain of
the Senate, hrftlbg died during the
summer recess, his place as chaplain,
temporarily was taken by a local
clergyman who offered prayer. In the
Senate the roll was called and it was
found that nearly all the Senators
were in their seats. The resolutions
were adopted to the effect that com-
mittees be appointed to Inform the
House and the president that the Sen-
ate had assembled and was ready to
begin the business! of the session.

weeks threatened to cause war and even
to entrain embittermenta affecting other
republics less directly concenned. From
various quarters, directly or indirectly
concerned, the intermediation of the Uni-
ted States was sought to assist In a so-
lution of the controversy. Desiring at all
times to abstain from any undue mingling
In the affairs of sister republics'and hav-
ing faith In the ability of the govern-

conventions. Nearly every'complaint, has
been against the Zelaya government of
Nicaragua, which has kept Central Amer-
ica in conetant tension and turmoil. The
responses made tp the representation's of
Central American republics, as due from
the United States on account of its rela-
tion to the Washington conventions, have
been at all times conservative and have
avoided, SO far aa possible, any semblance
of interference, although It la very appar-
ent that’the considerations of geograph-
ic proximity to the canal zone and of the

very substantial American Interests in
Central America give to the United
States a special position in the. zone of

tfiese republics and'the Caribbean sea.

I need not rehearse here the patient
efforts of this government to promote
peace and welfare among these repub-
lics, efforts which are fully appreciated
by thd majority of them, who are loyal
to their true interests. It would be no
less unnecessary to rehearse here the
sad tale of unspeakable barbarities and
oppression alleged to have been commit-
ted by the Zelaya government. Recently
two Americans were put to.death by or-
der of President Zelaya himself. They
were officers in the organized forces of

Civil Pensions.

I am aware that there is a strong
feeling in both houses of congress, and
possibly In the country, against the
establishment of civil pensions, and
that this has naturally grown out of
the heavy burden of military pensions,
which it has always been the policy
of our government to assume; but

am strongly convinced that no other
practical solution of the difficulties
presented by the superannuation of

civil servants can be found than that
of a system of civil pensions.
Frauds in the Collection of Customs.

I regret to refer to the fact of the
discovery of extensive frauds in the
collection of the customs revenue at
New York city, in which a number of
the subordinate employes in the weigh-
ing and other departments were di-
rectly concerned, and in which the
beneficiaries-were the American Sugar
Refining Company and others. The
frauds consisted In the payment of
duty on underweights of sugar. The
government has recovered from the
American Sugar Refining Company all
that it is shown to have been defraud-
ed of. The sum was received in full
of the amount due. which might have
been recovered by civil suit against
the beneficiary of the fraud, but there
waa an express reservation in the con-
tract of Settlement by which the settle-
ment should not interfere with, or pre-
vent the'crimInal prosecution of every
one who was found to be subject to
the same.

Criminal prosecutions are now pro-
ceeding against a number of the gov-
ernment officers. The treasury de-
partment and the department of Jus-
tice are exerting every effort to dis-
cover all flie wrongdoers, -including
the officers and employes of the com-

panies who may .have been privy to
the fraud. It would seem to me that
an investigation of the frauds by Con-

gress at present, pending the probing
by the treasury department and the
department of Justice, as proposed,

might by giving 'immunity and other-
wise prove an embarrassment in secur-
ing conviction of the guilty parties.

The Tariff Act.

Two features of the new tariff act

call for special reference. By virtue
of the clause known as the “maximum
and- minimum?™ clause, it is the duty

of the executive to consider the laws
and practices of other countries with
reference to the importation into those
countries of the products dnd mer-
chandise of the United States, and if
the executive flnde such laws and prac-
tices not to be unduly discriminatory
against the United States, the mini-
mum duties prdvided in the bill are to
go into force. Unless the president
makes such a finding, then the maxi-
mum duties provided in the bill, that
is. an increase of 25'per cent, ad valo-
rem over the minimum duties are to

be in force. Fear has been expressed
that this power conferred and duty
imposed on the executive la likely to

lead to a tariff war. | beg to express
the hope and belief that no such result
need be anticipated.

The discretion granted to the execu-
tive by the terms “unduly discrim-
inatory” is wide. In order that the
maximum duty shall be charged against
the imports from a.country, it is neces-
sary that he shall- find on the part of
that country not -only discriminations
in Its laws or the practice under them
against the trade of the United States,
but that the discriminations found
shall be undue: tbit is. without good
and fair reason. | conceive that this
power was reposed In the. president
with the hope that the maximum du-
ties might never be applied In any case,
but that the power to apply them would
enable ,the president and the state de-
partment through friendly negotiation
to secure the elimination from the laws

and the_practice under them of any
foreign country of that which is.un-
duly discriminatory.

Second-Class Mail Matter.

The deficit every year in the post-
office department is largely caused by tho-
low rate of postage of one cent a pound
charged on sechnd-ciasa mail maker,
which includes not only newspapers but
magazines and miscellaneous periodicals.
The actual loss growing out of the trans-
mission of this second-class mail matter
at one cent a pound amounts to about
$63,000,000 a year. The average cost of the-
transportation of this matter Is more that*
nine cents a pound.
fll appears that the average distance ov-
er which newspapers are delivered to
their, customers is 291 miles, while tho
average haul of magazines is 1,049, and
of miscellaneous periodicals 1125 miles.
Thus, the average haul of the magazine-
Is three and one-half times and that or
the miscellaneous periodical nearly four
times the haul of the dally newspaper, yet
all of them pay the same postage rate of
one cent a pound. The statistics of 1907
show that second-class mall matter con-
stituted 63.91 per cent, of the weight of
all the mail, and yielded only 5.19 per cent,
of the revenue.

The figures given are startling, and
show .the payment- by the government of
an enormous subsidy to the newspapers,
magazines and periodicals, and congress®
may well consider whether radical step*
should not be taken to reduce the deficit
in the postofflee department caused by
this discrepancy between the actual coat
of transportation and the compensation
exacted therefor.

A great saving might be made, amount-

ing to much more than half of the losv
by imposing upon magazines and p~rl.-
odieals a higher rate of pottage. hey

are much heavier than newspapers and
contain a much higher proportion of ad-
vertising to reading matter, and the aver-
age distance of their transportation Isk
three and a half times as great.

Postal Savings .Banks.

The second subject worthy of mention*
in the postoffice department IS the real
necessity and entire practicability of es-
tablishing postal savings banks. The suc-
cessful jlarty at the Inst election declared
In favor of postal savings banka, and al- -
though the proposition finds opponents it*
many parts of the country, I am con-
vinced that the people desire such banka,
and am sure that when the banks are fur-
nished they will be productive of the ut-
most good.

Favor* Ship Subsidy.

Following the course of my distin-
guished predecessor. | earnestly recom-
mend to congress the consideration and
passage of a ship subsidy bill, looking to-
the establishment of lines between our
Atlantic seaboard and the eastern coast
of South America, as well as lines from
the west coast of the United States to*
South. America. China. Japan and the-
Phllippines. The profits on foreign malls
are perhaps a sufficient measure of tho
expenditures which might first be tenta-
tively applied to this method of Inducing
American capital to undertake the estab-
lishment of American lines of steamships
in those directions in which we now feeF
It most important that we should have
means of transportation controlled in the
Interest of the expansion of our trade. A
bjll of this character has once passed the-
house and more than once passed the*
senate, and | hope that at this (session a-
bill framed on the same lines and witl>
the same purposes may become a law.

Conserving National Resources.

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ILLNESS IN THE COMMUNITY

Just a Little Figuring Will Show Loss
Occasioned by Wholly Prevent-
able Diseases.

The man who has just recovered
from a serious illness generally sits
down and makes some sort of calcula-
tion of the cost. Including actual loss
of salary or business earnings, cost of
medical attendance and so on. But it
Is seldom that such a Computation Is
made Inithe case of a community.
People In Pittsburg have recently
caused just such a reckoning to be
made in the case of a single disease—
typhoid. This Is wholly preventable
and hence the cost involved repre-
sents an actual waste.

From personal Investigation of the
circumstances of 448 patients out of
over 600 who had typhoid in Pittsburg
during the year 1907 It was found that
these lost In wages nearly $27,000, and
that the extra expenses of their ill-
ness were about $28,000. Add to this
the cost of the funerals of those fcho
died and we have a total of $56,252.50
for the actual ascertainable cost In
cash of a year's typhoid in- Pittsburg.

The indirect loss to the community
was, of course, very much larger and
the committee in charge of the com-
putation places it at over $3,000,000
for the year. Evidently It is cheaper
to construct aqueducts, build dams and
lay down'filter beds than to foot the
bills for the consequences of failing to
do these things.

MARKET VALUE OF SEAWEED

Material Generally Little Thought- of
Is of Use in a Variety of
Ways.

Seaweed Is not much to look at, but
seaweed does not depend so much
upon beauty as upon more substantial
merit to make Itself worthy of atten-
tion. Various species of it are used
in manufactures, and several varieties
are edible, the most important of the
latter being Irish or carrageen moss,
used in the preparation of jellies—
blanc-mange, for instance—dulse, or
dillesk, very highly thought of in Scot-
land, particularly when roasted by
wrapping about hot tongs, and kelp
or tangle.

Irish moss and some other species,
particularly eel grass and flat-stalk
rock weed, have been found valuable

a cattle food, especially when
boiled to destroy the rank taste, and
mixed with meal. The eel grass and
rock weed compare favorably with
hay as regard the most important con-
stituent—proten, containing 6.03 and
821 per cent., respectively. They are
deficient in fat, but contain a large
amount of ash.

The great bulk of the seaweed gath-
ered, however, is uBed as a fertilizer,
and the average seaweed contains
large quantities of all the essential
fertilizing elements. Allowing ten
cents a pound for nitrogen, 2 cents a
pound for phosphoric acid, and 4 cents
a- pound for potash—and these are as
low prices as it Is possible to procure
-those materials in any form—a ton of
seaweed, containing 80 per cent, wa-
ter, is worth as a fertilizer $1.42 a ton.

AMERICAN B8ETTLER8 WELCOME
AND -DOING WELL.

The Portland Oregonian, of Port-
land, Oregon, published a cartoon on.
the immigration of tJ. S. people to
Canada, in its issue of October 6,
1909. The picture was accompanied
by the following article:

“Losing American Citizens. The ex-
odus of American farmers to Canada
continues to be a phenomenon of the
first importance. More of them are
crossing the border this fall than
ever, before, and they are flocking
from™all parts of the country. Former-
ly it was the Middle W est alone which
thus lost the heart of its citizenship.
Now all sections of the Union suffer
alike. The regret which we cannot
help feeling over the migration of
many thousands of excellent citizens
has an economic side which causes
some concern. The 70,000 farmers
who will go to Cgqnada to live this fall
will take with* them some, 170,000,000
fo cash and effects. This is by no
means a negligible sum, and makes a
very appreciable drain on our re-
sources. But, of course, the most se-
rious loss is the men themselves and
their families, who have forsaken the
land of the free and the home of the
brave to dwell under the rule of a
monarch.

Why do they go? Naturally the
cheap and fertile land of Western Can-
ada attracts them. Each emigrant
goes with a reasonable expectation of
bettering his fortune. Indeed, in a
few years he may grow rich through
the abundant crops he can raise and
the increase of land values. But per-
haps that is not the sole reason for
the astonishing migration. There to
a common notion abroad that In Can-
ada life and property are appreciably
safer than they are here. Murders
are not so frequent, and are more

speedily and surely punished. Mobs
and the so-called ‘unwritten law’ are
.virtually unknown in Canada. Again

the law is a vastly more ascertainable
entity there. Canada does not per-
mit its Judges to veto acts of the leg-
islative body. When a statute has
been enacted It is known to be the
law of the land until it is repealed,
this naturally imparts to Canadian
civilization a security and stability
which we have not yet’attained.

“We must remember, fo the same
connection, that the Canadian protec-
tive tariff Is far less exorbitant than
ours, and much less boldly arranged
for the benefit of special favorites.
Hence there is an impression, very
widely diffused, that the Canadians
are not so wickedly robbed by the
trusts as we are in this country. Rea-
sons like these sufficiently* account for
the exodus of a body of citizens, whom
we can ill afford to lose, but they do
not much assuage our regret that they
cannot be retained in ffie United
States.”

Speaking of this, a Canadian Gov-
ernment representative says that the
Americans who cross the border are
most welcome. The splendid areas
of virgin soil, a large quantity of which
Is given away as free homesteads, Ue
close to existing railways and to those
under construction. The railway lines
that are assisting in this development
are the Canadian Pacific, the Cana-
dian Northern and the Grand Trunk
Pacific. The latter is built entirely on
Canadian soil, and has opened up a
wonderful stretch of land. Along this
line during the year about closed thou-
sands of American settlers have made
their homes. They have built the
towns, and immediately began as fac-
tors fo the building up of the great
Canadian W est
