Secretary  Martindale's  Contentioi
That It Would Be Violation of
Law to Do Business Under
One Head Upheld.

Lansing.—Michigan's supreme court
dealt the first blow at the big wire
mergep-in a decision denying the peti-
tion for a writ of mandamus in the
case of the American Telephone «
Telegraph Company of! New York
against Secretary of State Martindalcj.

When the companies applied to thi
secretary of state for a certificate t*
do[ business in this state under i
single head their request was refused
by Martindale, as he held such a pro!
cedure -would be a violation of the
laws- of the state governing the afij
mission of foreign corporations., The
company refused to abide by his dej
cision and applied to the supremd
court for a writ of mandamus to comj
pel him to issue the' certificate.

Jn refusing the writ the courtholds:

“For more than a quarter of a cen-
tury the
keep separate these two lines of ac-
tivity. This course has been followed,
too, during a period in which the tele-
phone business of the state has
gi“own from an insignificant enter-
prise to one of great magnitude. Wher-
ever the telegraph line is there, too,
is the telephone. In the hands of the!
Independent agencies it may well he)
that a healthy competition for the'
transmission of information by elec-)
tricity will ensue.

“We are of the opinion that the leg-j
islative enactments touching the ques-)
tion indicate a policy on the part ofj
the state to afford its people a choicej
of two agencies of independent owner-?
ship.”

audito'r genersil’s aspartrn®nt wiU be
graded the first of the year, according
to a statement made by the auditor
general. He stated that a record of
the efficiency of each clerk had been
closely kept and he will endeavor to
obey the provisions of the law, grading
their pay from $800 to $1,200, as is
prescribed. “That was certainly the
intent of the legislature, and | think
this law better than civil service,
which may follow if the provisions of
tjiis act are not carried out,™ said
Fuller.

The prospect of grading pay la cre-
ating considerable stir in the eapttol
and in some other departments a way
has been found to obey the law with-
out changing the pay of any present
employes. The statute provides a
grade C salary of $1,000 a year, the,
same as is now paid, and it is pro-
posed to place all the clerks in that
grade. New clerks, of course, will
have to start in at a salary ot $800
a year and cannot be raised for six
months.

“All our clerks are worth at least
$1,000 a year,” said Deputy Land Com-
missioner Carton, in speaking c< the
new law and that department, "and
we shall not cut the salary of some to
raise that of others.”

Dr. Woods Hutchin-
son of New York city says: "Roughly
speaking, the incipienttuberculosis pa-
tient can buy as many chances of
fresh air and cure as he has money.”
The percentage of deaths from con-
sumption among the poor is 100 per
cent, higher than among the well-to-do
and the rich. Sixty-five per cent, of
the consumptives in the United States
are too poor to provide proper means
for treatment. They must either be
placed in a sanitarium or a hospital
where they can be cured of their dis-
ease and where they will be removed
from th* possibility of infecting other
members of their families, or the loss
resulting from neglect to care for
these poor consumptives will be twice
or three times as great as would be
the case if they are propqrly housed
in institutions.”

LL the world
keeps j Christ-
mas day. From
the land of the
midnight  sun
to the sunny
south of per-
petual summer
Is a far cry.
But in the long
distance there
is no land
where  Christ-
mas i8 not
kppt. Its cele-
bration Is a part of-ithe universal
history of the human race. What-
ever may have been its origin and
whatever peculiarities may have
gathered about it in its adaptation
to different people and different
‘circumstances, it is to us Ameri-
fcans to-day a practicaily national
feast.

To keep it was at one time, and
in our own part of the country, itt
Is true, a penal offense. It was
thought to savor of prelacy and to
foster unpleasant memories of po-
litical servitude. But it has grown
with our growth and the broad-
mindedness of the American
mpeople is seen at its best In the
hearty commemoration of the na-
tivity of the Christ from year to
year.

In some parts of the country, in
fact, Christmas day bids fair to
supplant Thanksgiving day. and it
certainly may already claim anf
eequality of recognition with the
time-honored national festival of
«our New England forbears. People
of every creed and every nation-
ality within our borders delight to
participate in the celebration of
sthe Christmas feast, and many a
scion of old-world stock finds him-
self back home again as the church
bells peal and the candles glim-
mer on the Christmas trees. It is
a time of universal peace and

,.good will. It brightens homes,
softens asperities and uplifts us
it brings “the light that never
was on land or sea."
The Origin Unknown.

The origin of the festival is said
to be lost in antiquity. |If, as held
1by many, it is a Christian feast grafted on to
«. pagan one, its history is age long. The ac-
‘tual institution of Christmas as the celebra-
tion of the nativity of Jesus Christ dates from
the second century of the Christian era. St
-Chrysostom says that it was observed from
the beginning, according to western practice,
from Thrace to the Straits of Gibraltar, and
he calls it “the most venerable, the mother of
.all the rest.”

But as to the time of the celebration there
was a diversity of observance. The early
«Christian church naturally kept Easter as com-
memorative of the resurrection of Christ,
ewhich the apostles were especially chosen and
sinstructed to proclaim, and the feast of Pen-
tecost, which became the birthday of the
-church, came next in order. Then to these
were added two others, the one commemora-
itive of the baptism of Jesus Christ and the
lother of his birth. The first of these, the
Epiphany, or Manifestation, came from the
m«ast to the west. The second, Christmas, or
the nativity, came from the west to the east.
‘'The two were officially recognized and quite
*widely kept In both the east and west in the
«fourth century. In a sermon preached by the
*Golden-Mouthed in Antioch on December' 25,
A. D. 386, he speaks of the festival of Christ-
inas as having first become known there 10
:years before and on another occasion he in-
cites his hearers to participate in its ap-
proaching observance.

Buts as to the reason for the selection of
December 25.as Christmas day, first arrived at
by the Hippolytes. there Is much ~difference of
‘opinion, It is held by some that) the German
name of the festival "Weihnacht.j is a literal
stranslation of the Hebrew “Clilanuka,” the
Jewish festival of the purification of the
stemple by Judas Maccabeus, which begins on
-December 17, and that as the Passover and
Pentecost were perpetuated in Easter and
mWhitsuntide, so the festival of the Purification
baa been preserved in Christma~tide and the
ipractice of burning candles on the Christmas

\ trees has come from the old Hebrew feast.
Early Festivals.

But the Purification can hardly be num-
bered among the greater and important festi-
mvala of the Hebrews and, as Schaff says, there
is realty no Old Testament feast correspond-
ing to our Christmas. The weight of opinion
=as to the time of year chosen by the Chris-
tian church in the west lies in another and
-entirely different solution of the question and
link* the Christian observance to the ancient
{practice of the heathen world.

It must be remembered in this connection
that the particular date was first fixed upon
toy the Roman branch of the church; and. at
that season of the year a series of pagan fes-
tivals occurred which were clOBejy interwoven
with the civil and social life 6f the Roman
people. These festivals had an-jimport which
Sent itself to the growth of the Christian
faith. and they may have been spiritually
adopted by the church in ordqr to counteract
their evil tendencies and at the same time ad-
.wance the cause of the new religion.

So
here we have the double truth of the golden
age and the rebirth of thej unconquered sun,
as he breaks the power oj darkness, refined
and enriched in the Christian teaching of
“peace on earth and goodl will to men,” as
coincident with the rising ;of the Sun of
Righteousness in the birth iinto the world of
the son of the peasant woman who was also
the Son of God.

This view of Christmafe accentuates the
true place of the Christian religion in relation
to the ancient and deep-sealed religions which
preceded it, and at tjie sape time reveals a
beauty of development in jits culmination as
the completed manifestation of God to man.
In the infancy of the race, the winter solstice
was everywhere a season jof rejoicing. No
matter what the peculiar jform which it as-
sumed, it expressed the wo °ld joy of the time.
So the very idea of the Child God which gives
Christmas its meaning may not only have been
foretold by sybil and seei and prophet, but
prefigured by the infant gods of the Greek and
Egyptian and Hindu and Buddhist forms of
religion. X

These to us imperfect aD unsatisfactory
conceptions of the Di-
vine may have been the
rude but honest efforts
of the earlier days of the
human race to group the
idea of a God-man which
has been made so real
and so full of joy to us
in the Nativity and the
Epiphany of the Christ.
In this sense the early
church may have been
wiser than she wot of.
Her aim was to select
the best features of the
heathen feasts and em-
body them for their puri- r
fication in Christian
practices and  sacred
rites and to wean the
converts from their old
superstitions to the

Up in the Provinces of Manitoba.
Saskatchewan and Alberta, the prov-
inces that compose Central Canada
have such a quantity of land suitable
for the growth of small grains, which
grow so abundantly, and yield so hand-
somely that no fear need be feared
of a wheat famine on this Continent.
The story reproduced below is only
one of the hundreds of proofs that
could be produced to show the resnlts
that may be obtained from cultiva-
tion of the lands in these provinces.

The
whole of the grain has been market-
ed and Mr. Bailey is now worth $17,550
from the grain alone. He bought the
land at $18 an acre, and the other
day refused an offer of $35 an aege,
just a $17 advance for the time of His
purchase.

Here are the fig-
ures of the case.—Land cost, WO
acres, at $18, $11,320. Wheat j
19,875 bushels, at 84 cents a
$16,C95. Oats yielded 4,750 busttfils
at 28 cents a bushel, $855. Offered
for land, 640 acres at $35 an aare,
$22,400. Increase value of land, $10,f
Total earnings of crop, $17,550, togeth-
er with increase in value of land a to-
tal of $28,540.

It Is interesting to note the figures
of the yield per acre. The wheat
yielded 33% bushels to the acre, and
oats 118.7 bushels to the acre. The fig-
ures are a fair indication of the aver-
age throughout the district. "

“Big Jim” O’Leary, the stockyards
saloonkeeper and “gambling king,”
madq the foregoing statement recent-
ly; It was in reply to a statement
made by Rev. John D. Leek in a ser-
mon in Whitney opera house that the
C/Leary cow kicked over a lamp in
resentment at three boys who were
milking the animal.

Drl Leek told a story of the great
fire which in some respects was a
new version. He declared that two
brothers, Samuel and Christopher
O’Neill, and a companion, went to the
O'Leary barn on the night of the fire
to steal milk to make whisky punch.

V'-AThls version of the origin of the

fire, the minister said, was told him
by Andrew Bird, who in 1871 taught
a Bible class in Maxwell Street Meth-
odist Episcopal church.

'The O°Neill brothers, it was as-
serted, had told the story to Mr. Bird,
who feared knowledge of the facts
would injure the boys, and he kept
it a secret until a few years ago.

People’s home, Foster and Southport
avenues, is willing to make affidavit
toithe statements made him by two
members of his Sunday school class.

A supreme court decision handed
down denies the application of the
American Telegraph & Telephone Co.

The court says it is the policy of
the state to keep telephone and tele-
graph lines under separate control
for the benefit of healthy competition
and that the legislature in passingthe
anti-trust law, under which admit-
tance was refused, plaiply intended
that the two agent? of communica-
tion should be kept Independent. Ac-
cording to this decision, the company
will not be allowed to enter Michi-
gan unless they give up one brajnch
of the. business. They may operate
either a telegraph or telephone busi-
ness, but cannot conduct both. The
action srhich the concern will thke
will be watched with interest, as this
is the first case under the new law
governing foreign corporations.
