County Gets Road Funds.
The Board of County Road Commis­

sioners of W ayne County have been 
notified by the S ta te  H ighw ay D epart­
m ent of the  acceptence of a ll roads 
bu ilt by them during  th e  season ju s t 
closed. This w ill mean the addition to  
the  county road fund of $5,431, as-soon 
as the  state  treasury  is replenished, o r a  
to tal of $11,733 in  s ta te  rew ards paid to 
W ayne county  th is  year.

The W ayne County Board have built 
b u t two classes of roads, viz: class B , 

I g rav e l roads, w hich draw a  reward of 
$500 per mile, and class E , macadam, 
which draw  a  rew ard of $1,200 per mile. 
The concrete and brick roads bu ilt by 
th e  Commission a re  classed with the 
la t t e r  and  $1,000 per mile is paid by the 
s ta te  fo r aid in  constructing  them . This 
sta te  reward is applied  by the Commis­
sioners to the  extension of the  work on 
which i t  is  earned.

The roads bu ilt by th e  W ayne County 
Board are of b e tter construction all 
th rough than  the  s ta te  specifications 
require. This is due to the  very heavy 
traffic, they  are callted. upon to bear. 
F o r  example, a  gravel road, to m erit 
sta te  rew ard, need be only  9 feet wide 
w hile gravel roads bu ilt in th is  county 
are  12 feet wide, with ea rth  shoulders. 
M acadam roads peed be only 9 feet wide 
to m erit sta te  .reward, while the  W ayne 
County Commission have bu ilt no 
macadam roads less than  15 feet wide, 
and  from th a t up  to  18.

A ttorney G eneral Bird says th a t 
the com panies have made reasonable 
efforts to  comply w ith the  injunction, 
but no one seem ed to  have discov­
ered the  real cauise of the trouble. He 
placed the proposition before S ta te  
A nalyist Floyd W. Robinson, who 
made a thorough study of it.

Robinson' rendered a  report to  the  
atto rney  genera l showing th a t a t  Bliss- 
field the  trouble was caused by em pty­
ing in to  the  rive r a  la rge quantity  of 
dissolved and suspended organic m at­
ter, which rapidly robbed the  w a te r of- 
its a ir supply and suffocated th e  fish:s 
S ta te  A nalyist Robinson declares th a t 
a m ajority  of sugar com panies could?

Loaned P rim ary  S choo l M oney.

. S ta te  S uperin tenden t of P ublic  In ­
struction W rig h t has received inform a­
tion  to the effect th a t a  tow nship tre as ­
u re r  in Gladwin county has loaned $700 
in  surplus money to  a  farm er a t  seven 
p*r cent in terest, tak ing  a  m ortgage on 
the  farm .

The cburt says th a t sausage contain­
ing  cereals is a wholesome product, and 
its  sale is n o t a  violation of the  state  
law. I t is pointed out th a t cereals have 
b  ?n used in the m anufacture of saus­
age for 40 yea re. I t  is definitely stated  
tl .a t the  com pany may not sh ip  saus­
ages properly labeled in to  th e  s ta te , and 
then  the food artic les sold from those 
packages w ithout the label.

R efund  to  Tax T itle B uyers.

. The auditor genera l’s departm ent has 
t»'gun to refund th e  tax  title  buyers

From  ag ricu ltu ra l im plem ents 
to vehicles the  lis t shows from 22 to  62 
per cen t increase, th e  la tte r  including 
the autom obile trade, w ith which M ich­
igan is so closely connected; and it  
seems to make no difference w hether an 
industry  is  tariff protected o r le ft to the  
m ercy o f open com petition w ith  the 
world, the figures are  always ort the 
n g h t  side of the  ledger.

M any ot th e  le tte rs  published in 
A m erican Industries, te lling  of past 
and present trade conditions, a re  from 
M ichigan m anufacturers, and all speak 
hopefully of the fu tu re . There is not 
one th a t has not increased h is  business 
m aterially—some phenom enally, though 
the la tte r  are slow to te ll of th e ir  good 
luck lest i t  invite com petition. “ The 
prospects for business in  1910 are the 
best we ever had ,”  says F .

L am bert M anufacturing  com pany. A s 
fo r those engaged in the autom obile in ­
dustry , they  are so busy and prosper­
ous th a t they  do not have time to write 
About it.

pace w ith a  dem and th a t is only lim ited 
by th e  ability  to consume.

been a t  work for several yea rs  on 
the  site of the R om an Susajj ’the Shu- 
shan of the Bible and la te r  the cap­
ita l of the  E m perors D arius and Art- 
axerxes.

According to  deta ils  furn ished to 
the  Jew ish  W orld, a mound m arking 
th e  s ite  of the  city  has been exca­
vated  by M. de’ M organ and was 
found to m ark  the s ite  of the  ancient 
E lam ite  acropolis of the  City. The 
excavations have produced m ost as­
tonish ing  resu lts. H ere  the  explor­
e r  iound superimposed,', one above 
the  other, the  rem ains of three 
cities, the  o ldest dating  back to B. 
C. 4000, and below these the  signs 
of older se ttlem en ts  of preh isto ric  
ages.

The recen t discoveries show tha t 
fa r  m ore than  a thousand !years p ri­
or to B. C. 1800 the  city w as occu­
pied by the Babylonians, and th a t 
m ost of th e  kings of th a t country set 
up th e ir  m onum ents in it. W hen the 
pow erful Sem itic dynasty  of Baby­
lonian kings contem porary  w ith tha 
age of A braham  w as overthrow n, the 
E lam ites regained th e ir  independ­
ence and retained  it until ;B. C. 6-19, 
w h en ;the  city  w as sacked by Assur- 
banlpal, king of A ssyria, who de­
stroyed the  palaces and- tem ples.

Explorations, show th a t the chief 
fea tu re  of th e  anc ien t city, as  of all 

those of the  anc ien t east, w as the  tem ple of 
the  city  god. in th is  case th e  god Suslnak, 
which stood upon the acropolis. An explora­
tion of the  foundations revealed the  records of 
Gudea. king of Chaldea, B. C. 2800. F ortunate- 
ly, considerable inform ation  as  to  th e  natu re  
of’ th e  sac red  edifice and its  p recincts  is  pre­
served  by an  in te res tin g  m onum ent, which 
w as discovered In the ruins.

In th e  cen ter of the  model are  the  figures of 
tw o nude jnen , one holding a  w ate r jar. These, 
no doubt, a re  the  king and p rie s t perform ing 
th e  cerem onies of lu stra tion , or cerem onial pu­
rification. w hich a re  a  g rea t fea tu re  of the  o ri­
en ta l tem ples and frequently  m entioned in the 
relig ious inscriptions.

w in te r s e t in la te  th a t year, and the re  
had been com paratively jlittle cold i 
w eather, bu t one day the Ice on the 
rive r had been sufficiently strong  to  
enable us to  haul up a  wagonload of 
flour, w ith  enough sa lt pork to la st 
through the w inter, and a  very few 
tins of canned goods, to be used a t 
special feasts. W e had some bushels 
of potatoes, the heroic v ic tors of a 
strugg le ; fo r existence In which the 
re s t of dur garden vegetables had suc­
cumbed to drought, frost and g rass­
hoppers; and we also had  some wild 
plum s and dried elk venison. But we 
had no fresh  m eat, and so one day my 
forem an and I agreed to  m ake a  hunt 
on the  morrow.

Accordingly one of the cowboys 
rode out in the frosty  afternoon to 
fetch  in the saddleband from the  pla­
teau  th ree  m iles off, w here tney were 
grazing. I t w as a fte r  sunse t when he 
returned.

It was necessary  to  get! to  the  hu n t­
ing grounds by sunrise, and i t  still

?so sooner was the sun up than  a 
warm w est wind began to blow in our 
faces. The w eather had suddenly 
changed, and w ithin an hour the snow 
was beginning to thaw  and to leave 
patches of bare ground on the hill­
sides. We left our coats w ith our 
horses and struck  off on foot for .a 
gro^p of high bu ttes cu t up by the 
cedar canyons and  gorges, in which 
we knew the old bucks loved to lie.

One rod w ide and 40 long (i. e., one 
furrow  long, deep) bu ilt up a 
of an  acre . The furlong, o r four 
wide and sam e depth—i. e., 40 
one ac re—was a convenient It 
fo r a  furrow  before tu rn ing  th e  plow. 
Of course these  leng ths som ew hat 
varied in d ifferent p a rts  of th e  coun­
try  w here soils and  agricu ltu re  varied, 
bub  gradually  th e  sligh t variations 
grew  less and finally th e  p resen t 
cepted s ta tu to ry  ac re  w as evolved.

G unter’s chain- of 66  feet 
square chains to  th e  acre) was a -  
vented by Rev. Edm und G unter (1581- 
1626). He was a  professor of as­
tronom y a t  G resham  college, Lon­
don, and ingeniously adapted  it to fa ­
cilita te  decim al ca lcula tions in land 
m easurem ents.

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PECULIARITIES OF THE EYES

Some Optical Effects W hich A r e  N o t 
G enerally Understood— H o w  t o  0  

L o o k  at S tars.

I f  one places a  pin head up close to  
the  eye and d irectly  in front of ft in­
stead of seeing the pin righ t side up 
it will appear inverted . Also the 
head of the pin appears tra n sp a re n t 
and things may be seen as  easily  
through it as through a  sheet of isin­
glass. the head appearing  sim ply as a 
la rge -round cloud. If it is placed 
som ew hat closer no pin or head c w ff^  
be teen  a t  all.

If one gets into a  very dark  roonl 
and pu ts a lighted candle near thd  
side of one eye very p retty  and pe­
culiar effects a re  observed. A tracery,- 
form ing a regu lar network, can 
easily  detected, and th is ifc thfeFftly 
th e  shadow throw n by the  r*nndle on 
the retina of the eye ol the small 
capillary blood vessels between the 
re tina  and the  candle.

If one looks to  the  side of a  dim 
s ta r  in the heavens the s ta r  appears 
a g rea t deal b righ ter than  d irect 
vision m akes it appear. This is be­
cause the  ligh t in ^the ind irec t view 
falls on w hat is known as th e  “yel­
low spot” or' point cf keenest vision.
As th is  is not put d irectly  behind the- 
fron t of the  eye the  side glance Is 
necessary. Some people can see s ta rs  
th a t way th a t they cannot perceive a t  
all on d irec t vision.—Sunday Maga­
zine of the  P ittsbu rg  D ispatch.
