Special Message Is Sent
to Congress by Presi-
dent Urging Action
by Lawmakers.

CONTROL OF WATER POWER

Executive Recommends Leasing of
Valuable Privileges on Govern-
ment Domain to Private Interests

Under Conditions That Would Pre-
vent Monopoly—Question of Fos-
tering Soils Most Important—
Reclamation and Irrigation of Arid
Lands Also Treated Upon— Preser-
vation of Our Forests.

Washington.—The president trans-
mitted to congress a special message
on the subject of the conservation Of
the nation’s natural resources. In
substance it was as follows:

To the Senate and House of Representa-
tives:

In my annual message | reserved the
subject” of the conservation of our na-
tional resources for disposition In a spe-
cial message, as follows:

In several departments there Is pre-
sented the necessity fnr legislation look-
ing to the further conservation of our
national resources, and the subject Is orle
of such Importance as to require a moce
detailed and extended discussion than
can be entered upon In this communica-
tion. For that reason | shall take ain
early opportunity to send a special mes-
sage to congress on the subject of the
Improvement of our waterways: upon tle
reclamation and irrigation of arid, semj-
arld and swamp lands; upon the preser-
vation of our forests and the re-forestinc
of suitable areas; upon_the re-classlflca-
tlon of the public domain with a view df
separating from agricultural settlement
mineral, coal and phosphate lands anp
sites belonging to the government bor-
dering on streams suitable for the utili-
zation- of water power.

In '1860 we had a public domain of 1.055J)-
911253 acres. We have now 731,334,081
acre#,-confined Iardgely to the mountalh
ranges and the arid and semi-arld plains.
We have. In addition, 36S.035975 acres at
land in Alaska.

Disbursement of Public Lands.

The public lands were, during the earli-
est administrations, treated as a national
asset for the liquidation of the public
debt and as a source of reward for our
soldiers and sailors. Later on they werfe
donated In large amounts In aid of the
construction of wagon roads and rtili-
ways. In order to open“up regions In th*
west then almost inaccessible. AU the
principal land statutes were enacted mare
than a quarter of a century ago. The
homestead act, the pre-emption and tim-
ber-culture act. the coal land and the
mining acts were among these.

Fraudulent Titles.

The truth Is that title to millions of
acres of public lands was ‘esaudulently
obtained and that the right . >recover a
large part of such lands for the governj-
ment long since ceased by reason of stat-
utes of limitations. There has developed
in recent years a deep concern In this
public mind respecting the preservation
and proper use of our natural resource”.
This  h«*s been particularly directed
toward the conservation of the resources
of the public domain. A vast amount Of
discussion has appeared In the publijc
prints In generalized form on this sub-
ject. but there has been little practical
suggestion. It has been easy to say that
the "natural resources In fuel supply, tyi
forests. In water power, and in other
public utilities, must be saved froijn
waste, monopoly, and other abuses, arid
the general public is in accord with this
proposition, as they are with mopt
truisms. The problem, however, is how
to save and how to utilize, how to con-
serve and still develop, for no sane per-
son can contend that It is for the corn-
mon good that nature’s blessings ar«
only for unborn generations.

Noteworthy Reforms.

Among the most noteworthy reforms
Initiated by my distinguished predecessor
were the “vigorous prosecution of land
frauds and the bringinfg to public atten-
tion of the necessity for preserving the
remaining public domain from' further
spoliation, for the maintenance and ex-
tension of our forest resources, and
the enactment of laws amending the db-
solete statutes so .as to retain  govern-
mental control over that part of the pub-
lic domain In which there are valuable
deposits of coal, of oil. and of phosphate,
and. In addition thereto, to preserve con-
trol, under conditions favorable to the
public, of the lands along the streamsTIn
which the fall of water can be made Jto
generale power to be transmitted In the
orm of electricity many miles to tlhe
point of Its use. known as "water pow"r"
sites.

The present statutes, except so "ar
as they dispose of the precious metals
and the purely agricultural lands, are
not adapted to carry out the modern
view of the best disposition of public
lands to private ownership, under con-
ditions offering on the one hand .suffi-
cient inducement to private capital jto

take them over for proper develop-
ment. with restrictive conditions lon
the other which shall secure to ihe

public that character of control which
will prevent a monopoly or misuse! of
the lands or their products. The power
of the secretary of the interior to with-
draw from the operation of existing
statutes tracts of land, the disposition
of which under such statutes would
be detrimental to the public interests,
is not clear or satisfactory. This power
Nao Biéénm exateised Iv the interest) of
the Eublic, with the hope that congress
might affirm the action of the execu-
tive by laws adapted to the new coijdi-

dations of the executive, and the ques-
tion as to what the executive is/to
do is under the circumstances, full of
difficulty. It seems to me that it Is
the duty of congress now. by a statute,
to validate the withdrawals which
have been made by .the secretary of the
Interior and the president and to use
the secretary of the interior temporar-
ily to withdraw lands pending submis-
sion to congress of recommendations as
to legislation to meet conditions or
emergency as they arise.
Public Land Along Streams.

With respect to the public land
which lies along the streams offering
opportunity to “convert water power
into transmissible electricity, another
Important phase of the public land
question Is presented. There are val-
uable water power sites through all
the ?ublic land states. The opinion
is held that the transfer of sovereignty
from the federal government to the
territorial governments as they become
states, included the water power in
the rivers except so far as that owned
by riparian proprietors. I do not
think it necessary to go into discussion
of this somewhat mooted question of
law. It seems to me sufficient to say
that the man who owns and controls
the land along the stream from which
the power is to be converted and trans-
mitted. owns land which Is indispens-
able to the conversion and use of that
power. | cannot conceive how the
?ower in streams flowing through pub-
ic lands can_be made available at all
except by using the land Itself as the
site for ‘the construction of the plant
by which the power is generated and
converted and securing a right of way
thereover for transmission lines. Un-
der these condition, if the government
owns the adjacent land—indeed, if the
government ‘is the riparian owner—It
may control the use of the water power
by "Imposing proper conditions on the
disposition of the land necessary in the
creation and utilization of the water
power.

Value of Water Power.

The development in electrical appli-
ances 'for the conversion of the water
power Into electricity to be transmitted
long distances has progressed so fur that
It is no longer problematical; but It is a
certain inference that in the future the
power of the water falling in the streams
to a Iar%e extent will take the place of
natural fuels. In the disposition of the
domain already granted, many water
power sites have come under absolute
ownership, and maﬁ drift into one own-
ership. so that all the water power under
private ownership shall be a monopoly.
If. however, the water power sites now
owned by the government—and there are
enough of them—shall be disposed of to
private, persons for the investment of
their capital in such a way aa to prevent
their union for purposes of monopoly
with other water power site®. and under
coalitions that shall limit the right of use
to not exceeding thirty years .With renewal
privileges and some ‘equitable means of
fixing terms of rental and iwlth proper
means for determining a reasonable grad-
uated rental. It woulg seem entirely pos-
sible to prevent the absorption of these
most useful lands by a power monopoly.
As long as the government retains con-
trol and can prevent their improper union
with other plants, competition must be
maintained and prices kept reasonable.

Soils Must Be Conserved,

In considering the conservation of the
natural resources of the couritry, the fea-
ture that transcends all others. Including
woods, waters, minerals, is the soil of the
country. It Is incumbent upon the gov-
ernment to foster by all available means
the resources of the country [that produce
the food of the people. To 'this end the
conservation of the soils of the country
should be cared for with all rneana at the
government's disposal. Their productive
powers should have the attention of our
scientists that we may conserve the new
soils. Improve the old soils, drain wet
soils, ditch swamp soils, leveje river over-
flow soils, grow trees on thin soils, pas-
ture hillside soils, rotate crops on all
soils, discover methods for cropping dry
Idnd soils, find grasses and legumes for
all soils, feed grains and mill feeds on
the farms where they originate, that the
soils from which they come may be en-
riched.

A work of the utmost importance to In-
form and Instruct the publicion this chief
branch of the conservation of our re-
sources is being carried on; successfully
in the department of ag‘ricullure: but it
ought not to escape public attention that
state action In addition to that of the de-
partment of agriculture (as for instance
in the drainage of swamp lands) Is es-
sential to the best treatment of the soils
in_the manner above indicated.

The act by which. In semi-arid parts of
the public domain, the area of the home-
stead has been enlarged from 160 to 320
acres has resulted most beneficially in
the extension of "dry farming” and in
the demonstration which has been made
of the possibility, through a variation in
the character and mode of culture, of
raising substantial crops without the
presence of such a supply of water as
has been heretofore thought to be neces-
sary for agriculture.

No one can visit the far west and the
country of arid and semi-arid lands with-

been met and solved.
Funds Inadequate for Service.

One of the difficulties which has
arisen is that too many projects in
view of the available funds have been
set on foot. The funds available under
the reclamation statute are Inadequate
to complete these projects within a
reasonable time. And yet the projects
have been begun; settlers have been
invited to take up and. in many in-
stances. have taken up. the public land
within the projects, relying upon their
prompt completion. The failure to
complete the projects for their benefit
is. in effect, a ‘breach jof faith and
leaves them in a most distressed con-
dition. | urge that the nation ought
to afford the means to lift them out of
the very desperate condition in which
they now are. v

This_condition does'not Indicate any
excessive waste or any corruption on
the part of the reclamation service. It
only indicates an over-zealous desire
to ‘extend the benefit of reclamation
to as many acres and as many states
as possible. | recommend, therefore.,

He has given
close attention to the problem of disposi-
tion of these lands under such conditions
as to invite the private capital necessar
to their development on the one hand,
and the maintenance of the restrictions
necessary to prevent monopoly and abuse
from Absolute ownership on the other.

The possi-
bility of a scientific treatment of forests
so that they'shall be made to vyield a
large return in timber without really re-
ducing the supply has been demonstrated
In other countries, and we should work
toward the standard set by them as far
as their methods are applicable to our
conditions.

Although the survey of the past
year’s anti-tuberculosis work shows
that much has been done, the reports
from all parts of the country indicate
that this year the amount of money to
be expended, and the actual number
of patients that will he treated will be
more than double that of the past
year.

PURITY IN FOODS.

Methods of Preparing Various Food
Products being Discussed More
Thoroughly than Ever.

Ever since the passage of the pure
food law a couple of years ago the dis-
cussion of food factory methods have
continued to occupy a large share of
public attention. While the original
law has remedied a great many abuses
mwhich were in vogue especially in meat
and drugpreparations, a number of pro-
cesses in other lines weVe not touched
upon.

Recently a great deal of attention has
been devoted Dy various bodies and in-
dividuals to study the methods used
in various eannlng plants. An effort
will be made at the coming session of
Congress to have several of the more
questionable methods made the subject
of a new- statute. %

Among the processes to which excep-
tion is taken is the practice in vogue in
many canneries of peeling peaches by
immersing- them in lye or caustic soda
instead of by knife. By using the
caustic soda method canners save a cent
or two per can. The method consists of
putting the peaches in'a tank contain-
ing a boiling solution of caustic soda
allowing the fruit to stew in this com-
pound until the skins are eaten loose,
which are then washed away. In the
process of washing it is presumed that
all of the caustic soda is also washed
Away, but no effort is made to find out
if this is accomplished. In consequence
if any of the lye remains on the fruit
the consumer gets it. Just what effect
.thi6 lye has on the human system has
mnot yet been discovered but most folks
probably would prefer not to be the ones
experimented upon.

Another feature in this matter is the
fact that only unripe peaches can be
used in the lye process with the result
that the cannei)s using this method pre-
fer and must hire green fruit. Aftera
lye bath, what rfttle flavor such fruit
.has, almost entirely disappears.

<ltis hoped that Congress will pass a
law compelling canners who use the lye
method to say s©on their labels so that
the people will have an opportunity of
making intelligent choice of the canned
fruit they and their families consume.

The result will probably be that every
«canner will abandon the lye-method, for
while they want to save all the money
they are able to. they will probably pre-
fer to spend a little more on the peeling
-of peaches if they face loss of business
.as a consequence of sticking to the
-cheaper method.

Plenty of Questions.

Enumerators Will Ank Thirty-two
Questions in Taking Census.

The census schedule to be carried by
enumerators during the taking of the
thirteenth decennial census contains
thirty-two questions concerning every
eman, woman and child in this country,
the total of whom is expected to reach
the number of ninety millions.

Under the subject name, for each
person whose place of abode on April
15is in the family being enumerated,
the census taker is instructed to enter
the surname first, then the given name
and middle initial, if any. He must in-
clude every person living on April 15,
1910, and must omit children bom after
that date.

The first group, relationship calls
for a statement of the relationship
which the person enumerated bears to
the head of Lhe-family with which he

The personal description group asks
for the sex, color or race, age at last
birthday, whether single, married di-
vorced; the number of years of present
marriage, and under the subject of
“how many children?” the number of
children each woman has had and the
number living.

One question requires the enumera-
tor to ascertain whether the personis
nble to speak English; or, if not to give
the language spoken.

There are questions touching upon
occupation.

Food prices and especially meats are
soaring so high that the people of the
country are taking- measures to bring
the trust to time. ; In several of the
larger cities men have banded together,
refusing to buy meat and the ideais
spreading over the country. With the
consumption materially lessened the
price must come down, it is argued.
The food question is a most serious one
to the workingmen and middle classes
and something must be done to check
the upward prices. Wages do notin-
crease in any proportion to the costof
living and the workingman finds it hard
to make both ends meet. The foeat
trust says the supply of cattle and hogs
is limited, which accounts for tha high
prices, while on the contrary itis as-
serted by others that thousands and
thousands of carcases are hung up in
cold storage houses by the packers with
the purpose of forcing higher prices.
It is not improbable that the govern-

ment may step in and make some en-
quiries.

‘States army, endeavored to betray the brave
little band of Maj. Dade to the hostile reds in
the everglades of Florida. The story of this
‘execution and of the circumstances leading to
tit is but little more to-day than an army tradi-
tion, the whole thing being involved in much
imystery. Not long after the shooting of the
-quarter-breed, Dade’s entire command was an-
nihilated by the Semlnoles. N

Almost the only thing on public yiew to-day
which recalls that tragedy of the swamps, is
a plain white marble shaft, which rises at
West Point not far from Kosciusko's garden,
to commemorate the death of Dade and of his
200 intrepid followers.

Osceola, the chief of the Semlnoles, saw a
cumber of his subordinate leaders sign a trea-
ty with the whites, by which the Indians’ land
mwas to be given up. Osceola, asked to sign the’
paper, stepped forward, drew his hunting
iknife and stuck its blade through the docu-
ment and deep into the desk upon which it
lay. ‘There is my signature,” he said, and
strode from the room. From that instant war
was on. One of the witnesses of this fearless
act was the soldier whose blood was one-quar-
ter Indian. It stirred-in him an admiration
for Osceola that made him swear to himself
later to aid the Indian chief’s cause.

A familiarity with the country on the part
of the quarter-breed led J)ade to select him as
guide. The Boldler led the command straight
to an ambush, which was discovered by a for-
tunate circumstance, just in time to save the
command from the annihilation which, how-
ever, came later. There was a drumhead court
martial. The guide was sentenced to be shot
:at sunrise. His last request was granted. He
esremoved from his person all signs «f the uni-
form of the United States. He put on leg-
gings and hunting shirt of deerskin. Then
this man, three-quarters white add only one-
quarter red, sang the death song of the Sem-
inole Indians, and died with five bullets in his
breast

If a man will pieture to himself the sensa-
tion that there would have been In the United
States if Admiral Dewey had strung up to the
yardarm “until he was dead.” the son of the
msecretary of war, on the charge of mutiny, and
tiad dbne this without communicating with the
Authorities at Washington, he may get some
adequate Idea of the/exdtement of the Amerl-
1can people In the. year 1843, when It was
learned that Capt. Alexander Slidell Macken-
zie, of the brig Somers, had hanged Ensign
Philip Spencer, the son of Presfient Tyler™
Asecretary ot’war, John C. Spencer,

v This execution took place on the high seas,
—Mb' Ensign Spencer were hanged Ordi-
flrneii, and Boatswains Mate

Cromwell. Prior to being ordered to the Som-
ers, Spencer had been on a vessel In the south
Atlantic squadron, and while there had be-
come involved in some practices v/~hich secured
his removal from his vessel. He was saved
from dismissal from the service byr sheer force
of his father’s political influenced When he
was ordered to Capt. Mackenzie's trig, that of-
ficer objected to the assignment, paying that
he had no use for the “base son lot an hon-
ored father.” Spencer went along, however,
and for a while behaved himself iairly well.
There were 12 officers on the brig with a crew
of 12 able seamen, and about 90 apprentice
boys. The Somers' destination was the Afri-
can coast, where it was to aid in the protec-
tion of American commerce. When it was
about half way across it was noticed that Spen-
cer was hobnobbing with the crew; that he
was giving some of the men money, and oth-
ers brandy and tobacco. L]

One night a seaman named Wales imparted
secretly to Mackenzie the detpfls of a plot con-
cocted by Spencer to murder all the officers
and to seize the brig for the purpose of enter-
ing upon a career of piracy. The story that
Wales told was so horrible in its outlines that
Capt. Mackenzie treated it at first with ridi-
cule, but the actions of certain members of
the crew soon showed that there was some-
thing in the wind. The officers held a consul-
tation and agreed that Spencer’s arrest was
imperative. The crew was assembled at even-
ing quarters, when the son of the secretary of
war was arrested. Upon his person was found
the details of the plan for killing the officers,
seizing the ship and the throwing overboard of
the younger apprentices, whom the paper re-
ferred to as “useless biscuit consumers.” The
document waB written entirely in Greek, Spen-
cer being a classical scholar. Luckily there
was another officer on board who read the lan-
guage.

After the seizing of Spencer, many of the
crew became disobedient; sullen and mutinous
in action. Then; Capt. Mackenzie ordered the
arrest of Small and CromwelL After this the
sullen ones among the crew behaved worse
than ever. Thej officers held a consultation,
and it was agreed that unless an example were
set, the Somerslwould meet the fate of the
Bounty. They signed a recommendation that
the three ringleaders be hanged at the yard-
arm. The three ~ulprits were strung up, Spen-
cer and Small  nfessing their guilt, and say-
tng that they erved their fate. When the
Somers reached «lew York, Capt. Mackenzie
communicated the navy department A
court of inquii ordered and .kf was
cleared of any j. in spite of this fact,- his
chief, the seer of the navy, ordered his
arrest on the iof murdert .He was tried

was ordered to
western Kansas to
check the ravages

of the Kio*was, Co-
inanches*and Arapa-
hoes. He was then a
lieutenant-colonel in
the .regular estab-
lishment, but he had
an independent com-
mand in the field.
Custer was a long
distance from head-
quarters and with
no means of com-

munication. During
months of cam-
paigning * he was

practically a law un-
to himself. He
crushed the Indians,
and, to use his own
words, ho expected
when he returnedMo
civilization  to
least have it said to
him: “You have
done well.”
Instead of this
verbal patting on
the back from his superiors, however, Custer
was ordered into arrest on charges of exceed-
ing his authority in the field. It was declared
at the time that Custer had ordered a detail of
men under a non-commissioned officer to go
out from camp and bring back some men who
having secured some liquor, were having a
Jollification at a distance, on the prairie. It
was charged that he gave the sergeant cen
tain orders which were carried out, and they1
were of a nature to anger the authorities.
Despite Custer’s magnificent career in the
civil war, this taking of the law into his own
hands was not condoned, and he was sen-
tenced by a court martial to two years' sus-
pension from rank; pay and command.

The army execution most pathetic in detail
and surroundings, and yet which was wholly
Justifiable apparently by the circumstances,
was the shooting of Private C. B. Henry, by
order of Lieut. Greely, in the far north.
Greely’s party was starving to death. Its con-
dition was getting more terrible each day. A
few shrimps and a little edible moss was all
that the explorers could get to sustain life.
Some of the men were already dead from star-
vation. Henry was detected on several occa-
sions stealing more than his share of food. He
was warned three times, and his offense was
condoned. The other members of the party
saw Henry gaining in strength day by day,
while they weakened with starvation. Then
once more he was detected stealing food.
Greely wrote out an order of execution, load-
ed thrge rifles, two with ball, and one with’
blank cartridge, and gave the weapons with the
death warrant, to three men. An hour later,
from far over the Ice floe came the reports of
three rifles. Henry was dead. After the res-
cue the report of the execution was sent to
Washington. One of the shortest orders ever
issued from the war department was the an-
swer: “No court of Inquiry necessary. R. C.
Drum, adjutant general."

When the second sergeant in charge of re-
cruits at Fort Myer, Virginia, called the
reveille roll one day, at the outbreak of the
Spanish-Americaa war, he dwelt momentarily
on the last name in the list, the name of a
man now dead. The recruit who answered,
“Here,” on that morning, as a private In the
ranks, was an elderly man, a West Point grad-
uate, an ex-Unlted States engineer officer, and
an ex-tinite<| States paymaster. He lis dead,.!

lived down his past and fought for his coun-
try In an attitapt to redeem his career. | have
said that he shall be nameless, bnt I will
him Williams.

farltard to define Just what was passing In
Wi illiams’ mind while the sergeant in the gray
light of the Virginia morning was running

through hie roll call. 1t was his first at-
tendance at military duty In 18 years.
It was the first time that he had stood
In ranks to answer his name In almost
30 years. The last time that he said
“Here,” he was in- the area of the old
barracks at West Point, when as a
gray-clad cadet, standing side by side
with his chum and classmate, Frederick
D. Grant, he had listened to the patter-
ing call of names by the cadet first
sergeant. He had attended reveille as
an officer of engineers in the Unired
States army, and later, after resigna-
tion from the service of this country,
as an officer high in the service Qf Ja-
pan, where he won medals and honor
for bravery.

Williams' next glimpse of the service
was as a paymaster in the army of the
United States, a position to which Gen.
Grant had appointed him after his re-
turn from the far east. Then came the
temptation, then the fall, and Williams
was cashiered from the service of his
counfix Eighteen years of repentance
and upright life followed, and now at
the age of 54, by special permission of
the war department, and by special re-
quest of old-time classmates and
friends, Williams, one time colonel,,
had enlisted in the service as a private,
with the firmly expressed determina-
tion to wipe out by good service, the
one act which disgraced his past.

It took all of Private Williams’ forti-
tude to Btand without flinching, the
changes in his life which the change in
his rank entailed. When Williams was
a paymaster his was the easy-going life
of a staff officer. Stationed more than

nine-tenths of the time In the great
cities, he lived a life of luxury and
ease.

During Williams’ career as a paymaster, the
troops were paid every 60 days, and the sum
of his actual duties comprised possibly four
or five short railroad trips, or at worst, a few
stage trips, taking up about five days of every
‘two months. He was "Williams” to all his
equals and superiors in rank, and “Major” to
all his juniors, and he was an honored guest
at every array social affair.

Private Williams, Third cavalry, Fort Myer,
Va., met the major of his squadron. The ma-
jor and he walked post together at West

Point. They may have been the most inti-
mate friends. In the army it is possible that
they messed together. Private Williams

looked at his major, his right went to his cap
in the salute which every inferior must pay
to his superior in rank. The salute is returned
formally, and Private Williams and the major
have passed each other as if they never met
before, and had never heard of each other.

Private Williams, in attending stable call,
groomed his horse under the eye of a second
lieutenant who was unborn when Williams
wore the shoulder straps of an engineer offi-
cer. It may be that the stripling soldier,
meanly inclined, some day may have spoken
harshly to the veteran. By going back into
the ranks for the express purpose of doing
what he could to redeem his past, Williams
showed that he was one of the kind who will
suffer and make no sign.

It is possible that the man grooming his
steed on Williams' right or left may have been
some veteran soldier who at one time served
under his command. There probably Private
Williams did not look in vain for sympathy
and help
« Private Williams” club life of former years,
his short hours, and his luxurious living as a
staff officer gave place to a routine which in-
cluded rising at six o’clock, breakfast of hash,
cofffee and hard bread at 6:30, and drill and
fatigue work for the rest of the day. There
was wood sawing, rubbish rakfhg and ditch
digging for Private Williams, and It may be
that some of this work was done by Private
Williams within full range of’t5ie windows of
his major's quarters, where his menial toil
was seen by women/?ith! whom In the dead
years he danced or joined.*

For IS years Williams’ career In civil life
had been above reproach. He had stood much
when, in certain places, the history of his
wrong-doing leaked out, but the hardest strug-
gle of his life was to come: His squadron
went to the Philippine Islands, and .there, un-
der the eyes' of scores of hi* old anpy chums,
Private Williams worked to win on the field
of battle the credit which would restore him
to that place far man’s ranks from which a
court martial of his fellows once deposed him.
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90,000 AMERICAN
SETTLERS GO
TO CANADA

THE YEAR 1909 HAS SHOWN AN
INCREASE OF OVER EIGHTY
PER CENT IN AMERICAN
SETTLEMENT.

Recent advices from Canada, our
next door neighbour, the neighbourly
country across the boundary line,
are that upwards of ninety thousand
settlers from- the United States went
into Western Canada during the past
year, most of them for the purpose of
taking up and settling upon the va-
cant lands, 160 acres of which aFO
given free by the government, and
lands adjoining held by railway and
land companies are selling at from
nine to fifteen and twenty dollars per
acre. Even if thirty and forty dollar*
per acre were paid, the price would be
low, as the lands produce wonderfully,
and at these higher figures there is a
large interest on the money and labor
invested. The ninety thousand set-
tlers of last year, followed about sixty
thousand of the previous year, and for
several years the number has been
running into these large figures. There
must be a reason for it. It may be
found In the single phrase, “they are
satisfied.” Nothing attracts people
more than the success of others, and
the news of this reaching other thou-
sands, causes tfcem to investigate. The
investigation in this case is always
satisfactory. The splendid
lowa, of Indiana, of Nebraska, Kansas.
Minnesota, Wisconsin. Michigan, Ohio
and other States has risen to a high
value, and it is worth every dollar
asked fpr it. But there is not room
now for all on these lands. With the
ever increasing demand for grain,
there comes the ever increasing de-
mand for land. Canada is the only
country on the continent in a position
to supply it. Land there that costs,
say fifteen dollars an acre, produces
on a reasonable calculation, 25 bushels
of wheat to the acre, or about $20.00.
The most liberal calculation as to cost
makes the cost to produce $7.50 per
acre, leaving a balance of $12.50 per
acre. The $7.50 carries good wages
for the farmer, and all other conceiv-
able contingencies. With conditions
like this, covering the entire area of
about 500,000 square miles, it is read-
ily understood why 90,000 Americans
should follow the sixty ;thousand of
the previous year. Canadian Govern-
ment Agencies at different points in
the Union are always ready to give in-
formation regarding the free home-
stead lands, ready to advise the set-
tler as to the districts which would
suit him best.

State Board Makes Increase
Tax Valuations

in

HELPS PRIMARY SCHOOL FUND

Assessors Complete Work of Making
Tentative Assessment for Valua-
tion—Big Roads Are Raised,
Weaker Ones Reduced.

Lansing.—The valuation of railroad
properties in this .state.for the pur-
poses of making the tentative assess-
ment for taxation was completed by
the state board of assessors, and their
valuation was .increased from $207,-
505,000 to $214,T90.000, a raise of $6,-
885,000. In 1907 the properties were
valued at $207,130,500.

The average rate of taxation per
$1,000 was raised from $18 to $20.67
which, if the tentative assessment
stands, will increase the taxes and
the primary school fund to $4,427,307.

Gov. Warner is acting with the
board in making the assessment, and
in speaking of the valuation he said
this morning:

“We have raised sfime of the larger
roads of the state, while some of the
weaker roads have been reduced. |
think the. valuation is very fair. We
\tforked nearly all night completing
the figures.”

In going over the properties the
board increased the valuation of the
Michigan Central and Pere Marquette
about $2,000,000 and the Lake Shore
about $500,000. Comparative figures
given out show that the tot"l assessed
valuation of general properties of the
state on which the average rate for
taxing the railroads is based was $1-
4587.155.697, an Increase of $38,454,286.
In 1907 the figures were $1,654,371,892.

The total amount of taxes assessed
against general properties is $34,879
(193.20, an increase of $5,189,760.94 over
the previous year, and in 1907 the tax-
es were $29,153,969.97. This Includes
all taxes assessed for every purpose in
the state. These figures also as given
out by the hoard show some interest-
ing increases in the detailed taxes, the
school tax in the state having in-
creased $1700.535.05 over the previous
year; city taxes $841,377.22; county
taxes $766:899.18; county road taxes,
$212,415.60, and highway taxes, $157.-
667.87. The state tax was increased
$1,734,971.09.

The Michigan Central tunnel wt De-
troit is assessed at $1,000,000.

Ann Arbor, reduction, $25,000; De-
troit, Toledo & Ironton, reduction,
$100,000.

“White Plague” Hits Farmers. |

The annual report of the state tuber-
culosis sanitarium at Howell for the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1909, has
been received at the governor’s joffice
and contains some interesting sta-
tistics showing the benefits which are
being derived by the sufferers from
the “white plague” at the state;insti-
tution.

At the end of the fiscal year, lJune
"0, 1808. there were 34 patients at the
sanitarium. During the following
year 103 were discharged and ajt the
end of the last year there were 44
patients at the institution. The rec-
ords Yor the past 12 months show! that
20 were discharged apparently cjured,
while 27 were improved to such an ex-
tent that they were able to ljeave.
Only two deaths were recorded, j

It is a curious fact that more farm-
ers than any other single class!took
treatment last year. Eleven agricul-
turalists were at the sanitariumidur-
ing the year. There were fourj stu-
dents and four traveling men, and
nearly every other occupation was rep-
resented by one sufferer.

A temporary infirmary with a ca-
pacity of eight patients has :“een
erected, but it is hoped that a perma-
nent structure may be erected inj the
near future. No patient is allowed the
privilege of the building longer than
six months, but any one may erect a
shack on the grounds and be taught
to fight the disease under the supervi-
sion of the hospital authorities. The
occupants of five tents, which “vere
built last year increased the capacity
to 56.

Save State $150,000 a Year.

Deputy Auditor-General Simpsop is
enthusiastic over the manner in wjhich
the new law is working out, requir-
ing probate judges to file monthly re-
ports of the number of persons Com-
mitted to insane asylums, the ambunt
of property they possess and jthe
names of their immediate relativejs or
guardians. The heads of the various
state institutions for the insane and
of the home for the feeble-minded land
epileptic render monthly reports, land
by these statements it is possibly tc
ascertain whether any of the inmates
of these institutions are being sup
ported by the state when wealthy |rel
latives could easily afford to payj foi
their maintenance.

Only the other day it was discov-
ered that a boy who has been a state
charge at the home for the feeble
minded and epileptic at Lapeer since
1896 has a mother who is said to be
worth nearly $50,000. It costs arioul
$200 for the maintenance of each in

mate, and there are about 6,000 per
sons in the various insane asyldms
each year.

Deputy SVmposn estimates that the
law will be the means of saving !the
state about $150,000 each year. Ow-
ing to the manner in which property
is held by guardians or relatives lap-
pointed to rare tor persons committed
to insane asylums, it is often many
years before the state is reirntrarajed

Rounding "Up Bad Men.

Word has been received at the -state
land office that Sheriff Seiting oT Kal-
kaska county has started out with
seven warrants for a gang of men whe
beat up one O.'C. Everling. claiming
that Everling furnished information
to the -state land office that led To tihe
arrest -Of two of ‘their pals. Xrtiber
and Rancor, some weeks ago. Anti-
her and Rancor were heavily finjed
for stealing state timber.

It is alleged that these seven mien
have declared war on all of the staite
trespass agents and threaten to shdot
them tm sight. Several threat*, have
been made recently against state tres-
pass agents, and it is thought that in
the arrest of these inen the state Will
get evidence to convict a number of
them.

WouM Make Corporations Pay.

A suggestion will be made 'at the
next legislature Tjy the state railroad
commissioner for an amendment jto
the law giving the commission super-
visory power over the public -service
corporations, which will reqtrire that
class of corporations to aid tu the
maintenance of the department.

It is proposed that when a corpora-
tion asks for the authority to issjie
stocks -and bonds and an investigation
of the project is necessary that t$ie
interested corporation be required to
pSy a certain sum to cover the cost
of the investigation.

State Gffts Battleship Picture.

BANK CLOSESBOGRS

DIRECTORS ORDER CITIZENS’ NA«
TIONAL OF EVANSVILLE, IND.,
TEMPORARILY CLOSED.

PRESIDENT IS A BORROWER

Turns Over Persona* Property—Sus-
pension Is Due to Bad Loans—Al-
leged Capital, Surplus andc Undi-

vided Profits Wiped Out.

Evansville, Ind., Jan. 18.—The doors
of the Citizens’ National bank has
been closed, at least temporarily, or
until the affairs of the bank can be
investigated fully by’ J. C. Johnson, a
national bank examiner.

The bank did not- open for business
and the following sign was posted on
ihe front door of the bank:

“This bank is closed temporarlly_J>y.
order of the directors, pending an ex-
amination of its affairs. It is the
opinion of the directors that the de-
positors will be paid in full without
loss. The afTairs of the bank are now
in the hands of J. C. Johnson, nation-
al bank examiner.”

It is understood the controller of the
currency will not appoint a receiver
for the bank at the present time. It
is the opinion of the directors that
the depositors will be paid in full, and
it Is believed the stockholders will be
assessed to the full value OT their
stock.

Capital and Surplus Wiped Out.

‘A leading banker of the city said
he had been reliably informed that
the losses would wipe out the capital,
surplus and undivided profits, which
would make a loss of $267,000.

The action taken by the directors
.is the result of an Investigation of the
loans of the bank by the national
bank examiner. Mr. Johnson refused
to discuss the condition of the bank
in detail, but stated that he had exam-
ined all of the Evansville banks and
with the exception of the Citizens-’
found them in excellent condition.

Bad Loans the Cause.

The suspension of the Citizens'
bank is due, it Is said, to the discov-
ery of bad loans of long standing and
of such an amount as to seriously
impair its capital. At this time no
certain, estimate of the loss can be
made, as many of the loans now re-
garded as weak may be collected.

It is stated that Capt. S. P. Qll-
lett, president of the bank, was a bor-
rower to the amount of $50,000, and
that William L. Swormstedt, cashier,
had paper up to $20,000. Capt. Gillett,
however, it is said, has made over his
home property to the bank.

COURT DENIES WALSH WRIT

Only Thing That Can Save Former
Banker from Prison Is Appeal
to Taft.

Washington, Jan. IS.—Tt was Chief
Justice Fuller tn person who sent in
the order that left only an ‘'appeal, to
the president between John R. Walsh,
the former Chicago banker, and the
Leavenworth penitentiary.

It was merely the terse, formal or-
der that all fine petitions for a writ of
certiorari bad been denied which set-
tled the banker's fate No”explanatory
remarks -of any kind accompanied it,
for it is not the custom of the su-
preme count to tell why it denies such
appeals.

The order of the court goes to the
circuit -court of appeals at Chicago,
and as soon as it 5» entered a man-
date wiR be sent de*wn to the district
court, where Walsh was tried, and as
soon as that is issued the commitment
of Walsh will issue, and unless there
be an appeal to th» president he -will
be sent m onc” to Leavenworth. The
effect the order entered was tfhat
thecourtedeclared 'that Walsh had had
a fair and impartial trial, despite all
his complaints of prejudice.
