However, these landm arks of Lin­
coln 's ca reer a re  few indeed com pared 
to  the  sim ilar m em entoes of our otheir 
g rea t hero  president. H ouses which 
G eorge W ashington used as m ilitary  
headquarters  or in which he lived, 
ta rried  over night, danced or visited 
a re  to be found in a  num ber of differ­
ent s ta tes , but only Illinois, K entucky 
and the D istric t of Columbia have no­
tab le  buildings associated w ith thje 
personality  and life of th e  civil w ar 
president. The explanation is found,

an  appearance unaltered  from  th a t of 
th e  period w hen Lincoln w as a  reg ­
u la r a tte n d a n t there.

The p ic turesque red  b rick  church 
which m ight fittingly be called  “ the 
church  of p residen ts’’ had  im portan t 
h isto rica l associa tions e re  Lincoln 
becam e a  m em ber, b u t it w as the  w ar 
p res iden t who supplied a  y e t deeper 
significance tq ; Its  trad itions. The 
church  w as founded in  1803 and  in  the  
early  days John Q uincy A dam s saved 
it  from  bankrup tcy  by  advancing to  
th e  congregation  the sum  of $2,000. 
O ther presiden ts who a ttended  th is  
church  w ere A ndrew  Jackson, Jam es 
K. Polk, F rank lin  P ierce. Jam es Buch­
anan, and  Andrew Johnson. P res iden t 
Jackson, how ever, severed relations 
w ith the  congregation  In a  huff as the  
resu lt of a  controversy  re la tive  to  the 
fam ous Peggy O’Neal who upset 
th ings genera lly  a t  th e  national cap­
ita l about th a t tim e. The dashing 
Peggy was a m em ber of the church 
a t the  tim e, but th e  pasto r was an tag­
onistic to  her and refused  to recog­
nize her. w hereat her cham pion “Old 
H ickory" left the  church and never 
w ent back.

The pew occupied by A braham  Lin­
coln and his fam ily during  the years 
he served as p residen t is still rever­
ently  preserved a t  the New York Aven­
ue church. It is located on the middle 
aisle and well tow ard  the front of

U nited  S tates. The W hite H ouse has 
been changed very m aterially  since 
the  days of the Lincoln adm in is tra ­
tion, but m ost of th e  o ther buildings 
around which c lu ster m em ories of th is  
rem arkable man rem ain  to-day ju s t 
as they w ere in the  sto rm y days of the 
early  60’s. Several of th e se  s tru o  
tu re s  a re  well-known to  the  publici
E very visitor to W ashington has

the  church, and bea rs  a silvor p late 
inscribed  w ith th e  nam e of A braham  
Lincoln and the  years  o f his occur 
pancy. T he church  has been re fu r­
nished since Lincoln’s tim e b u t this 
h istoric pew w as left undisturbed and 
is d istinctively  old-fashioned and con­
spicuous am id the  m odern appoin t­
m ents of the  church’s sta te ly  in terior. 
The pew is readily  recognizable from 
all parts  of the  la rge  edifices by rea­
son of the  fac t th a t i t  has a black 
w alnut finish suggestive of m ourning 
w hereas all th e  o th e r pews have the  
con tras ting  golden oak finish.

the hand of the assassin, and the 
plain brick house opposite to ivhich 
the w ounded man was removed and 
w here he died. However, there are 
other buildings yet more interesting 
In some respects which are alm ost un­
known to sight seers.

Prominent among these Is U ncoln’s  
church. A large portion e f the public 
has always had the impression that 
Lincoln was not much of a  church 
goer and Indeed the edifice known as 
the New York Avenu*> 
church la  W ashington la  the ___ 
place of worship intim ately associated 
with Lincoln. This stately old chur,’ 
which stands less than three bloc 
from the W hite House presents

As h as  been m entioned above F ord’s 
th e a te r  ye t s tands, a  fitting  m onum ent 
to  the la s t trag ic  chap ter of A braham  
Lincoln’s life. The building is 
longer used a s  a playhouse and the  
in terio r h as  undergone extensive a lte r­
ations, b u t th e  ex terio r p resen ts  prac­
tically  the  sam e appearance  th a t it 
did on the  n igh t of th a t fatefu l 14th 
of April. A fter the  assassination  of 
Lincoln, Ford’s th e a te r  was closed 
by o rder of the  federa l au th o ritie s  and 
in 1866 the  governm ent purchased 
the  building. I t  w as rem odeled and  
adapted  to the uses of the record  and 
pension division of th e  w ar d ep a rt­
m ent. W hile serv ing  such purpbse 
It was on June 9. 1893. the  scepe of 
a  second m em orable tragedy. A col­
lapse of th e  floors occurred  and m any 
governm ent c lerks w ere killed outr 
r ig h t o r seriously injured. However* 
the  ca tas trophe  did not ca rry  down 
to ru in  th a t m ost significant m em ento, 
—the proscenium  p illar n ex t to  which 
P res id en t L incoln s a t  w hen he wss 
killed. This support has  been pre­
served In place, properly m arked, all 
th e se  years.

Lansing.—F ran k  P. G lazier of Chel­
sea, form er s ta te  treasu re r, w as sen­
tenced  by Judge .W iest a t  M ason to 
serve n o t less than  five o r  m ore than  
ten  years in prison fo r m isappropri­
a tin g  $685,000 o f  .staxe. funds. G lazier 
controlled a  b ank  a t  Chelsea which 
failed in  D ecem ber. 3907, and the 
m oney had been deposited  in th is 
bank contrary  to law.

The .state has recovered about $100,- 
000 from  bonding com panies and  it is 
expected th a t an o th e r $100,0<)0 will be 
obtained from  o th e r bonding com­
panies. T h e  asse ts  of the  bank  are  
not expected to  yield a  la rge  dividend.

G lazier w as indicted by a  grand 
ju ry  early  in 1908, being charged in 
31 counts w ith  violation of th e  law  
re la tive  to  the  care of s ta te  funds, as 
s ta te  tre asu re r, in placing funds in  his 
p riva te  bank.

ERUPTION OF tVOLCANO IN COSTA 
RICA CAUSES GREAT 

DAMAGE.

LOSS OF LIFE IS VERY HEAVY

T housands W ho Escaped D eath Are 
F leeing In T e rro r—W hole Villages 
W ere Com pletely Swallowed Up by 
M olten S tream s of Lava.

• 'P o rt Limon, C osta Rica, Feb. 9.— : 
Scores of villages have been destroyed 
by the  sudden eruption  of th e  vol­
cano Poas, w hich long has been dor­
m ant.

T he loss of life canno t a s  y e t be es­
tim ated , though it is believed th a t a 
g rea t num ber perished. Thousands are  
fleeing 4in  te r ro r  before th e  s tream  of 
lava and th e  burn ing  ashes th a t  are 
th row n o u t in  g re a t density.

T he volcano has  so long been dor­
m an t th a t  the  villages had been built 
c lea r up to  i ts  side. T he erup tion  be­
gan w ith  scarce ly  any  w arning. G reat 
s tream s of lava poured dowh the  m oun­
ta inside in to  the  villages, and  th e  a ir 
becam e th ick  w ith  sm oke and falling 
hot ashes. I t was alm ost im possible to 
b reathe.

Flee In T erro r.
Men, w omen and children, terrified, 

ran  .scream ing th rough the  s tree ts .
M any w ere caugh t in th e  flood' of 

lava* and perished. O thers fled leav­
ing all they possessed in the  w orld to  
be destroyed.

V illages w ere com pletely swallow ed 
up as  w ere H erculaneum  and Pompeii 
a t  th e  erup tion  of Vesuvius. {

T he volcano is  abou t 20 m iles north  
of San Jose. T he cen te r is conical 
in  form  and h as  an a ltitude  of 8,500 
fee t above the  sea level. Its  depth  is 
about 1,000 feet. A t the  bottom  of 
the  c ra te r  w as a  lake of yellow ish 
w ate r. *

W hen the  erup tion  occurred th is  wa­
te r  w as hurled out in a g rea t flood. 
It w as burning  hot and  scalded those 
it  touched. Follow ing it  w as the m ass 
of m olten m a tte r  and la te r  ashes.

Many Tow ns T hreatened.
Juanillo , lying to the  so u thw est-o f 

the  m ountain, Sarcero  to  t h e ’.north­
w est and La Guna to  the  no rthw est; 
a re  th rea tened  wjth destruction , ae: 
cording to  advices received here.

Thousands of in h ab itan ts  have fled 
.to, the high ground in the surrounding 
country  and m any cam ps have been 
th row n up in the S ie rra  De T ileran  
m ountains, w here the  villages a re  also 
crow ded w ith te rro r stricken  people.

T he volcano Barba, betw een San 
Jose and  Poas, is reported  to  have 
g iven s^gns of becom ing active, rum ­
bling and trem bling . E arthquake 
shocks a re  reported  over a  w ide area, 
som e of them  of g rea t severity , 
spreading  panic.

IS SLAIN BY “BLACK HAND”
Ita lian Politician Leader Is Ambushed 

in Basem ent of His Own Home 
—Wife N ear By.

Chicago, 111., Feb. .8:— A nother mys­
te rious  m urder, believed to have been 
,a “B lack H and” tragedy, cost the  life 
of Joseph Laverdi, 26 years old, a Re­
publican leader am ong the Ita lians. 
Laverdi was am bushed and sho t to 
dea th  in  th e  basem ent of his home, 
w hile h is  bride of a  yea r w as p repar­
ing b reak fa st in  a  room above. She 
heard  tw o .revolver sho ts and- rushed 
down s ta irs , b u t was too la te  to get 
a  glim pse of the slayers.

L ieut. John  D am m ann and a  dozen 
b luecoats reached the  Laverdi home 
a  few m inu tes a f te r  th e  tragedy. The 
widow w as too h y s te rica l to m ake a 
connected s ta tem e n t and  from neigh­
bors no clew s could be obtained. Dam­
m ann and his policem en rounded up 
15 Ita lian s  for a “th ird  degree” ses­
sion a t  the  hands of In specto r John 
R evere, b u t as usual in  Ita lian  m urder 
m yste ries the  p risoners would say 
nothing.

ited Explorer D eclares He Will 
R eturn Soon.

New York, Feb. 9.— Dr. F rederick  A. 
Cook, w hose claim  of having  discov­
ered  th e  n o rth  pole w as d iscredited  
by th e  D anish sc ien tis ts , and  w hose 
w hereabou ts fo r m any w eeks had 
been a  com plete m yste ry , has been dis­
covered In Berm uda. T h e  discovery 
of Dr. Cook’s  w hereabouts w as m ade 
by G. J .
