WITH CONSPIRACY.

BASED ON OLD COMMON LAW

Indictment Alleges Concern Conspired
to Raise Prices of Foodstuffs by
Placing Them in Cold Storage-—
Kenneth K. McLarin Is Excepted.

New York. Feb. 19.—The beef triiat
directors with the exception of one,
were indicted for conspiracy by the
grand jury of Hudson county sitting
in Jersey City.

The indictment is based upon the
old common law of conspiracy, which
iaw has been upheld by the highest
court ot the state and is epitomized
in the expression that “it is a crime
io do a lawful thing in an unlawful
manner, or to do an unlawful thing in
a lawful manner.”

Makes McLarin an Exception.

The indictment is against every di-
rector of the National Packing Com-
pany. with the exception of Kenneth
K. McLarin. The indictments will
be handed up by the grand jury ion
next Wednesday before Judge Fran-
cis C. Swaayze. The men indicted
may be extradited if necessary. The
charge is a criminal one and the pun-
ishment provided is thfee years [in
prison or $1,000 fine or both.

The officers and directors of the
National Packing Company are Ed-
ward Tilden, president; L. B. Patter-
son. A. T. Fuller, Vice-presidents; C.
G. Snow, secretary: Arthur Colby, as-
sistant treasurer; directors, J. Ogden
Armour, L. F. Swift.

Meeker. Edward Tilden. T. J. Connors,

The reason for failure to Indict
McLarin. it was stated, was that he
was merely a representative here in
the east and was not supposed Ito
have had any part in the fixing of the
prices of food stuffs.

Charged with Raising Food Price*

The indictment charges that the
defendants conspired to raise the
price of foodstuffs by putting them In
cold storage and releasing them from
time to time.

The indictment of the beef trust
directors who have through the Na-
tional Packing Company set at de-

fiance the law of supply and demand,
raised prices on food-stuffs as they
saw fit and forced the prices of meat
beyond the reach of the poor was
brought about by Prosecutor Pierre
Garvin after weeks of hard work.

It was announced that the indict-
ments are based upon the testimony
of the employes of the storage plants

and packing houses in Jersey City.
For weeks, employes High and low,
have been trooping into the grand

jury room in the courthouse in Jersey
City.
Has Absorbed 26 Corporations.

Jefferson City. Mo., Feb. 19.—That
the National Packing Company |of
New Jersey, a holding corporation

The Automobile Outlook.

Ewer and Shields
of Detroitwere present ata meeting of
the directors of the Plymouth Improve-
ment Association held in the club rooms
ast Friday evening. The first named
is an automobile engineer and designer,
and most of the enquiries were directed
to him. Mr. Simpson has built and de-
signed several automobiles and thinks
he can design another with improve
ments over all the others. Like some
other automobilists he takes no stock”l
in the Selden patent, which it isex-
pected will be tried out in.the Michigan
courts soon and will be fought by the
Ford company, who are not members of
the combine. The patent has some-,
thing over two years to run yet. Mr.
Simpson believed a stock company to
be organized in Plymouth should have
a capitalization of $150,000, with about
$50,000 paid in, to build a plant, equip
it with machinery, buy the material and
made parts for 100 care and pay for
labor. Mr. Simpson also wanted $5,000
for expenses in building what he called
a sample car, and in addition wanted a
directorship in the company, employ-
ment in the engineering department at

salary and $50,000 in stock. Mr.
Simpson appeared to be a very modest
man in his demeanor generally, but
this belief seemed to vanish when his
requests were made known. There was
no assurance either chat he would or
could build a car that would meetthe
approval of the board of directors, as
all-his plans were still on paper. He
thought a combination runabout, de-
livery car and pleasure car to sell,for
about $800 would meet the popular de
mand, and which could be made for

eafout $300 to $35Q> leaving a big profit
to the stockholders.

Mr. Ewer, the manufacturer of
patentwrench and hammer, stated he
was in the automobile game and re-
fused point blank to locate in Plymouth
unless in connection with Mr. Simpson’s
auto proposition. In case this was aC'
cepted, he thought a separate company
should be formed with about $25,000
capital, the tools to be manufactured in
the building with the autos. He was
not asked what amount of the capital
stock he wanted for his share of the
business.

We do not think it probable thatan
automobile, plant in Plymouth is any
nearer to being a certainty than before
Messrs. Simpson or Ewer were heard
of. What Plymouth wants is somebody
who can “show us” that he has a prac-
tical car that will stand the test and be
moderate in price. No paper care are
wanted.

Corporations Must Pay More

Into State Treasury.

BOOST IS ALMOST MILLION

Wire Service “mpanies Are the
Ones That C ; in for Biggest
Raise— Railroads Are Also
Boosted”

Lansing.—The state tax commis-
sion. after nearly two weeks of hard
work, finished their labors. The re-
sult of thg revisions is that the state
of Michigan will receive in taxes from
the corporations this year an increase
of $900,000 over 190S.

At the conclusion of the work a
table was prepared, in part, as fol-
lows: The assessed valuation of the
100 railroad companies in the state
during the year 190S-9 was $207,305,-
000 and $211,764,500. Taxes on the
same for 1908 were $3,733,155.42. In
1909 the*" amount was $4,377,873.24.
One sleeping car company was as-
sessed at $500,000 in ISOS, and in
1909 it was the same. The taxes of
this company, however, were in-
creased from $9,004.02 to $10,336.66.

The total valuation of seven ex-
press companies in 1908 was $1,211-
G25. This was increased to $1,287,020
in 1909. The amount of taxes in 1908
was $21,818.98, while In 1909 it was
$26,606.96.

Sixty-six car loaning companies
were assessed at $973,30.0,000 in 1908,
while in 1909 the amount was raised
to $17*1,250. In 1908 the taxes ac-
cruing from this amount were $17,527,-
.13 and J23.386.70 in 190%.

The total assessed valuation of 200
telephone and telegraph companies
during 1908 w-as $20,948,375. Nine-
teen hundred and nine is not listed in
the compiled table. The taxes were
$148,295.04 in 1908 and $433,072.50 in
1909. The occasion for the large in-
crease in this instance is not re-
corded.

The assessment of the Michigan
State Telephone Company was re-
duced from $13,000,000 to $11,500,000.
while that of the Home Telephone
Company was reduced from $1,492,000
to $1,092,000. The Citizens’ Telephone
Company of (}rand Rapids was al-
lowed a reduction of $200,000 in the
assessed valuation. ¢ %

The American Telephone & Tele-
phone Company was increased $50,000
and the Western Union Telegraph
Company $100,000.

Need Expert to Inspect Boilers.

The report of the boiler explosion
which occurred at the Princing mill
at Crutbp, February 10, resulting in
seven deaths, furnished to the state
labor department by City Boiler In-
spector J. C. McCabe of Detroit, will
be used as one of the principal argu-
ments in asking the next state legis-
lature to appoint a state boiler in-
spector in conjunction with the labor
department.

At the present time there is no
state official having authority to in-
spect boilers and condemn those

deemed dangerous. There are more
lives lost by boiler explosions in
Michigan each year than there are in
the entire German empire.

The past two legislatures consid-
ered bills for the appointing of a
state boiler Inspector but turned down
both measures. Closely following bo*h
legislative sessions terrible explosions

occurred in the state and over a
dozen lives were lost. Accordipg to
the state labor department only a

minute number of the smaller boilers
in Michigan are ever Inspected by in-
surance experts and many mills use
boilers for years after they have out-
lived their usefulness.

Thief Keeps Busy at M. A. C.

Notwithstanding that a college stu-
dent recently paid a fine for robbing
his roommate of several dollars and
that a co-ed was dismissed from the
college because of her penchant for
taking the property of.others, thieving
continues at the M. A. C. Several gold
watches have been stolen, the last
ticker having been taken last week,
and Wednesday two students lost their
wallets, one containing $10 and the
other $3.

Deputy’ Sheriff Snyder is investigat-
ing the cases, but so far has been un-
able to land the culprit that is doing
the stealing. If he is caught there will
be something more in store for him
than expulsion, it is said.

Paw Paw Man Is Bank Examiner.
Commissioner H. M. Zimmermann
has appointed J. B. Showerman- of
Paw Paw to the position of bank (ex-
aminer. The appointment is to take
effect March 1. 1910. Mr. Showerman
has been connected with the Paw Paw
Savings bank about twenty years and
for 17 years has occupied the position
of cashier. He is 40 years of age and
of large general business experience.

Must Pay In Charlotte.

A. M. Lockard, a wealthy man who
spends considerable time in Detroit,
but claims Madison. Wis., as his home,
refused to pay a personal tax on
a $10,000 assessment against him at
Charlotte. Backed by the support of
the state tax commission, City Treas-
urer Decoo put a lien on his business
block,in Charlotte for the amount

Judge Davis filed an opinion
effect that Charlotte is Lockard’s
and he oust pay the tax,
about $255.

Auk |Authority to Run Railroads.

The nexf legislature will be asked to
provide authority under which state
officers inay handle a jrailroad prop-
erty in case it ever becomes neces-
sary again to attach a road for the
taxes due. Now that the details of
the action taken to enforce collections
against the Wisconsin & Michigan and
twojother roads havetahl been disposed
of. Auditor General Fuller admits that
he ivas somewhat nervous all during
the rime his department, with the aid
and advice, of Attornejy General Bird,
was. going ahead with the operations
whi~h ended in the sale of the rail-
roads xor taxes, for fear that for one
reason and another no bidders would
appear, and he would find himself with
a railroad or two on his hands.

That would not have been a satis-
factory situation, he admits. There is
no authority under which his depart-
ment couid operate the railroad, lease
It tq others to operate* or do anything
else] with the property.. The roads and
their rolling stock and other- equip-
ment would simply have been useless
property which could, not have beer
toucjhed until legislative authority
couljd De secured to dispose of them in
somb way.

It happened that the whole deal
went through without a hitch and the
attorney general and auditor general
are congratulating theraelves on the
sucoess of the action taken, but both
will iadvise the next legislature that 1L
the present system of taxation-is to be
continued and the auditor general’s de
partpent is to force collections of the
taxefe assessed, it will be ncessary foi
the lawmakers to provide authority foi
the State to handle the property to ad
vantage in case the railroad attached
for taxes is not bid in by anyone, and
the property is left in the state’s pos
session.

Assist in Move for Lower Rates.

President R. W. Irwin of the Michi
gan iShippers’ association, which has
been] working energetically far some
time past in the effort to secure for
Michigan shippers a reduction in the
basic} freight rate to and from the sea-
board. has been informed by Chairman
Glasgow of the Michigan railroad com
mission that the commission will com
ply \jfith the request of the association
for action in this matter and will try
to sebure the lower seaboard rateB.

It is stated that there are probably
only two ways in which the railroad
commission can proceed In this mat
ter. One is by taking it up directly
with. the railroads and the other by
taking a case for the people of Michi-
gan tlo the interstate commerce com-
mission.

The position of the Michigan Ship-
pers’lassociation in this matter will
continue to be an important one, the
association being expected to collect
and prepare such evidence as shall be
necessary for the railroad commission.

State Fair Later.

To avoid conflict with the Torontc
fair and the state fairs of Ohio anc
Minnesota, the directors of the Mich
igan state fair have decided to hole
the exposition September 19 to 24
this “ear instead of during the week
of September 5. The association thus
gives 'up Labor day. but ensures a bet
ter exhibition of farm products
There has always been complaint thai
the first week of September is tot
early for a good agricultural exhibit.

Options have been secured on =<
acres jof Woodward avenue frontage
north of the grounds. These will bt
beautified and improved with build
ings. An administration building and
one fjor manufacturing will be built
this j[ear. It is the intention of the
board- of directors, which met tc
take action on the date of the fair
to interest automobile manufacturers
and dealers in the erection of a build
ing which shall be taken over by the
fair association at some future date.

Lumbering Is Still King.
The] lumber business in Cadillac this
winter has been the best in several

yearsiand all manufacturers report
that the outlook is even better. With
its mill in this city cutting 100,000

feet a; day, 90,000 feet going into tim-
ber apd 10,000 feet into wood for the
company's chemical plant,, the Cum-
mer-Dlggins Company is now settling
down to the cut of 19"0. The amount
of timiber handled by this company In
the course of a year amounts to 26,-
000,000 feet. The camps are now lo-
cated lin Boon township, this county,
and erie long they will be moved over
Into Antioch township where the com-
pany Owns nearly one-half of the
township and where an ax has hardly

been seen. Several miles will be laid
during Ithe coming season into the
new tract. The company has more

than enough timber standing to keep
camps land the big mill in this city
busy foh more than 20 years.

Quail Aire Exterminated.

A8 a result of the ileet storm prac-
tically all the quail in Grand Traverse
have bejen exterminated, according to
reports from all over the county. The
sleet not only covered the food supply,
but cauged many of the birds to freeze
to death!.

“rein, that forbidding island near the
- mouth of the Persian gulf.
It is 40 yearB since some Europeans
] found In the midst of the desert huge
mounds formed of blocks of coral
rock. Some excavations were begun
but soon abandoned, and it is only
within a few months that the work
was taken up again.

Long galleries have been wuncov-
ered, some of them in two stories,
from which open chambers containing
bones of animals mingled with human
skeletons. In some of these cham-
bers were found -niches like those
made to hold the images of saints in
early Christian tombs.

While no inscriptions have yet been
found, the character of the work indi-
cates that these were the burial
places of the Phoenicians before they
emigrated to the shores of the Medi-
terranean, which took place about
4,300 years ago.

Greed in Many Cases and in Others
Simply the Desire to Kill Has

first appeared on earth: "“Even in pre-
historic times it is probable that man
by hunting the mammoth—the great
hairy elephant—assisted in ijts extinc-
tion, if he did not actually bring it
about. At a remote prehistoric period
c¢he horses of various kinds which
abounded, in North and South America
rapidly and suddenly became extinct.
It has been suggested, with some show
0! probability, that a previously un-
known epidemic disease d :0 to a pa ;-

side organism—such as .hose which
we now see ravaging the herds of
South Africa—found it;, way to the

American continent. And it is quite
possible that this was brought trom
the other hemisphere by the first men
who crossed the Pacific and populated
North America. 6

“To come to matters of certainty
and not of speculation, we know that®
man by clearing the land, as well -gs;
by actively hunting and killing it. majfle
an end of the great wild ox of Euro .ye,
rhe aurochs or urus of Caesar, the last
of which was killed near Warsaw .in
1627. He similarly destroyed the bison,
first in Europe and then tin our own
days) jn North America. A few hun-
dred, carefully guarded, are all that
remain in the two continents. He has
very nearly made an end of the elk in
Europe, and will soon do so completely
in America. The wolf and the beaver
were destroyed in these British islands
about 400 years ago. They are rapid-
ly disappearing from France, and will
soon be exterminated in Scandinavia
and Russia and in Canada.

“At a remote prehistoric period the
bear was exterminated by man in
Britain and the lion driven from the
whole of Europe, except Macedonia,
where it still flourished in the days of
the ancient Greeks. It was common in
Asia Minor a few centuries ago. The
giraffe and the elephant have departed
from South Africa before-the encroach-
ments of civilized man. The day is not
distant when they will cease to exist
in the wild state in any part of Africa.
And with them are vanishing many
splendid anteilope.

“Even our ‘nearest and dearest’rela-
tives to the animal world, the gorilla,
the chimpanzee and the ourang, are
doomed. Now that man has learned to
defy malaria and other fevers, the
tropical forest will be occupied by the
greedy civilized horde of humanity,
and there will be no room for the most
interesting and wonderful of all ani-
mals, the man-like apes, unless (as we
may hope in their case, at any rate)
such living monuments of human his-
tory are made sacred and treated with
greater care than are our eancient
monuments in stone.”
