RATE REGULATION
POWERM E D

Railroads Uose in Attack on
Michigan Statute.

DECISION BY SUPREME COURT

Powers Exercised by State
Commission Are Neither
Legislative and Are
Legally Conferred and Used.

Railroad
Execu-

tive or

Lansing.—The supreme court af-
flrmed the decision of the Wayne
county circuit court in the case of the
Michigan Central, the L. S. & M. S., P.
M.. G. R. & I, Grand Trunk, D., G. H.
& M. and Grand Trunk of Canada,
against the Michigan railroad com-
mission. The decision means that the
commission's right to fix rates is rec-
ognized and confirmed.

The case grew out of a finding by
the commissibn that the baggage rates
on the named roads are excessive. It
was affirmed that as much was
charged for carrying baggage six,
seven or eight miles as for the longer
distances.

The supreme court says:

"Complainants aver that article 312
of the public acts of 1907 violates pro-
visions of section 2 of article 4 of the
constitution, because it confers upon
the commission legislative and exec-
utive power.

"Second, that the commission’ or-
der, dated January 15, 1909 (the order
to reduce rates), is void because it is
not supported by any evidence that
the complainants are unreasonable.

“There was evidence showing that
the former rates were unjust, in that
the increases were all arbitrarily five
cenfAper hundred pounds. That is,
up to145 miles, 15 cents per hundred-
pounds; from 45 to 60 miles, 20 cents;
from 60 to 70 miles. 25 cents, and so
on. So that a traveler pays for 2,000
pounds excess baggage for 45 miles,
three dollars; for 46 miles four dollars.
Where his passenger fare increases
but two cents his baggage increases
one dollar.

"This would seem to be unreason-
able. and it was remedied at least In
part by the commission.

"It is held not to be an unauthorized
delegation of power for the legislature
to authorize a board of railway com-
missioners to provide reasonable rules
and regulations In respect to fixing
transportation tarifT. Commissions of
the character which we are consider-
ing in this case are now as much an
integral and indispensible part of our
government system as any other,
with the exception of the legislature
Itself.

“If the legislature were to attempt
to delegate a purely legislative power
to a commission it would be uncon-
stitutional. as in fact this court has
repeatedly held, but the legislators’
will is declared when the law is pass-
ed affirming that all rates shall be
reasonable and just. This is done by
the legislature Itself.

'The work of the commission ma-
king the investigation upon the facts
and declaring wbiat is reasonable, and
what is unreasonable is by the courts
held to be simply administrative of
the law as previously enacted by the
legislature.”

It is held that the functions and
duties of such commissions are ad-
ministrative or ministerial, and neith-
er legislative, executive nor judicial.

"We are of the opinion that the
commission has sufficient proof before
it to justify its action,” says the
court. “"The law expressly makes
the rates fixed by the commission
prima-facie lawful and reasonable,
and casts the burden of proof to the
contrary upon the railroad companies
contesting.

“"The complainants have failed to
show that the order of the commis-
sion is unreasonable or unwise, much
less illegal and unlawful.”

Railroad Fatalities Greatly Decreased.

Deaths and injuries as a result of
railroad accodents were greatly de-
creased In 1909 over 1908. according to
the figures given out? by Railroad Com-

missioner G. W. Dickinson. The re-
port shows 52 passengers Kkilled in
1908 and 1,414 injured. In 1909 the

numl>er had been reduced to 17 deaths
and 1,200 Injured. Trespassers on
railroad rlgbts«f-way were Kkilled to
the number of 177 in 1908, and that
was reduced tn 1909 to 124. It Is
stated that rules made by the commis-
sion and orders issued relative to
safety devices have been to quite an
extent responsible for the decrease.

Heads Agricultural Beard.

Robert D. Graham of Grand Rapids,
was elected chairman of the state
board of agriculture at the flrst® meet-
ing of the new board, the members of
which are elected under the provisions
of the new constitution. B. F. Davis
of Lansing was re-elected treasurer
and A. M. Brown secretary.

Surety Company Loses.

The supreme-court affirmed the de-
cision of the Washtenaw county cir-
cuit court in the case of Henry M.
Zimmermann, state commissioner of
banking, against the Chelsea Savings
bank of Chelsea and W. W. Wedemey-
er, receiver, the American Surety
Company, New York, intervening pe-
tloner. This suit was started in the
W aEbtenaw court by the American
Surety Company, to recover $50,143.40,
this being the amount of the bond
paid to the state after the failure of
tho CbelBea Savings bank

Normfal College Summer Course.

The Normal college summer school
announcement is out, jthe session to
begin June 27, and to continue until
August 5. Work will be offered In all
departments and the library, labora-
tories and gymnasium will be accessi-
ble. There will be 70 teachers In the
faculty, with a few instructors chosen
from successful public school teachers
out in the state.

The following heads of departments
will be made in the summer faculty:
President Jones, Profs. D’Ooge, Hoyt,
Lyman, Laird, Roberts, Ford, Lathers,
Harvey, Alexander, three associate
professors and six assistant profes-
sors, with many instructors and the
entire training school critic faculty.
Including the kindergarten' eight
grades, manual training and domestic
science and art. Special courses will
be offered for village and rural school
teachers, and the county school com-
missioners of Washtenaw and the six
surrounding counties will be present
roost of the time.

The general lectures, which are free
to all, will be given by Prof. Edward
Howard Griggs of the new Montclair
(N. J.) State Normal school, who will
give ten lectures on educational and
social questions; Prof. R. M. Wenley
of the University”, of Michigan, who
will lecture ten evenings on philosoph-
ical subjects; Prof. C. H. Albert of the
State Normal school at Bloomsburg.
Pa., who will speak on educational
principles and methods and give illus-
trated work in modern methods of
teaching geography; Miss Ella Van
Hoesen, principal of the primary de-
partment of the State Normal school
at Cortland, N. Y, who will give
dally lectures to the county institute
classes and others.

Faculty members and visitors will
also give lectures, and President Jones
and Dr. Hoyt will hold round table
discussions on practical educational
problems. The conservatory of music
will also hold a summer session in
connection with the general college
work. The fee is only the regular
term fee of the college, three dollars,
with 50 cents for incidentals. Rural
and village courses may be taken with-
out payment of any fee. The enroll-
ment usually reaches about 1,400 stu-
dents from all parts of the United
States.

Auditors Ask for More Time.

After a days conference over the
matter of whether the board of state
auditors shall approve of the proposed
settlement of the case of the state
against the Michigan Central and-
the railroad's case against-the state,
the board asked for further time
and a decision will not be announced
until the next meeting, March 30.

Secretary of State Martindale and
Land Commissioner Russell,, the two
members of the board who are op-

posed to, the proposed settlement,
assumed the position that they had
no authority to decide whether the

state should swap off its case against
the road for the latter’s case against

the commonwealth. On this point
Mr. Kirchner presented some legal
propositions for their edification and
as a result of his statements, the
auditors finally decided, instead of
refusing definitely to act In the

matter, that they would give it further
consideration.

Just what will be the final outcome
no one makes a guess, but it is well
known is capltol corridors that the
case started against the railroad to
collect some $6,000,000 back taxes was
instituted as an afterthought when the
Michigan Central started in to collect
some $11,000,000 or $i2,000,000 dam-
ages for the repeal of its charter. It
was simply intended as a matter of re-
prisal and in the hope that some-
where something might be found
which could be wused as a set-off
against the verdict which It was
feared the railway would secure. The
question of a settlement has been un-
der consideration for a long time and
the attorneys for the state take the
position that the state is faring well
to get an even break and the payment
of $125,000 costs.

To Contest Tax in Court.

Some 25 car-loading companies are
planning an attack on the taxation of
their property in Michigan by the
state tax commission, alleging that the
taxation interferes with interstate
commerce and the federal constitution.
Proceedings will be started, it is an-
nounced, in the Ingham court about
Avpril 1, to secure an injunction to re-
strain the auditor general from at-
tempting to collect the tax. Suit will
be brought in the name of the Ger-
mania Refining Company of Oil*City,
Pa., and the Paragon Refining Com-
pany of Toledo, O. The total amount
assessed against ,car-loading com-
panies by‘the state is $23,386.70.

Michigan Corporations.

The following companies have filed
articles of incorporation: Loppenthien
Company, Hastings, $10,000; Maple
Lake Improvement Company, Paw
Paw, $20,000; Slocum Horning Com-
pany, Port Huron, $8,000; Briggs Com-
pany. Lansing, increase from $10,000
to $40,000; Walsh Disinfecting Com-
pany. Detroit. $5,000; South Branch
Ranch Company, Roscommon. $100,-
000; Michigan Farm Homes Company,
Detroit, $10,000.

Named Bank Examiner.

Robert Campbell, for four tears
cashier in the state treasury depart-
ment, was appointed state bank exam-
iner by Commissioner Zimmerman of
the state banking department, to fill
the place of James Van Keuren, who
resigned a short time ago, to accept a
position as cashier of the new Ameri-
can Savings bank of Lansing.

NEWS OF
MICHIGAN

Muskegon.—Five hundred acres in
Muskegon county has been donated by
Louis P. Haight of this city, to be used
by the Western Michigan Development
association as an experimental farm to
test the agricultural merits of the so-
called “pine barrens." The tract is
sand, covered with oak grubs, typical
of much of the undeveloped country of
western Michigan. A vls™t to the pro-
posed experimental farm will be made
by a committee of representatives of
the development association, the cham-
ber of commerce and various transpor-
tation companies.

Ann  Arbor.—Notwithstanding the
statement of Dr. H. P. Maloney that
the horses on the farm of De Witt

Packard died because of some anaemic
trouble, and not from starvation, the
Humane society in this city declares
that certain not-to-be-overlooked signs
of starvation are found in the dead
horses. They allege that there was no
sign of any food in the stomachs or in-
testines of the dead animals, and that,
furthermore, all fat tissues had been
absorbed by the animals, showing con-.
clugively that the creatures had been
starving for months. *

Birmingham.—Villagers are terrified
over the discovery of a case of small-
pox in town, and doctors are scratch-
ing arms at a lively rate to ward off
an epidemic. George Clark, an ex-mo-
torman on the D. U. R, has a well-
developed case of the dread disease.
He called at the power house and, ex-
hibiting an arm broken out with rash,
drank from a whisky bottle with some
of the employes, and physicians fear
that they have been inoculated.

SENATORS PLAN
LINE OF

Steering Committee Has Practi-
cally Agreed Upon Legislation
to Be Carried Out.

PRESIDENT NOT SATISFIED?

Rumors Around the Capitol That the
Chief Executive Is Not to Have
All He Wants— Leaders Pre-
paring for Campaign— Party
Factional Troubles.

Washington.—Members of what Is
known as the steering committee of
the senate practically have agreed
upon what legislation shall be put on
Its passage In the upper house at the
present session. Naturally Mr. Aid-
rich, being the leader of the Repub-
lican majority, is the chief member
of the steering committee, and as
most of the other members® are itb
sympathy with the Rhode Islander’s
views. It goes without saying that the
committee itself comes pretty close to
being all-powerful.

President Taft has been Informed
of the committee’s desires In the mat-
ter of legislation and it IS said by
those who are close to him that he Is
not altogether satisfied. At a recent
meeting of the committee only two
measures were discussed in detail, al-
though sanction was given to one or
two other measures which will be
taken up for committee study some-
what later.

It has- been said the chances are
that the senate leaders would make
concessions to the Progressive Re-
publicans on the bill providing for
amendments to jthe interstate com-
merce act. It Is now practically as-
sured that some of these concessions
will be made In the hope that they
will be sufficient to make the insur-
gents yield and to join the regulars
inputting the bill through with some-
thing like unanimity. As is pretty
well known President Taft seems to
think that in harmonious party action
on the chief administration measures
lies the principal hope of Republican
victory at the polls next November.

The Democrats in the senate believe
that the concessions which Mr. Aid-
rich Is making and will make later to
the Republicans who are led by Sena-
tors Cummins and Clapp will not be
sufficient to make the middle and far
westerners come Into the harmony
camp. Harmony was secured on the
postal savings bank bill, but now it Is
being intimated that the senate lead-
ers expect the house to make such
changes In that bill as will nullify the
effects of the yielding of the leaders
In the upper house.

Accused of Playing Politics.

In other words, the Democrats are
saying that the Republican leaders in
the senate gave way in some matters
simply to get harmony In their own
ranks, believing fully that the house
would take care that the, concessions
madet in the senate would not be ap-
parent when the bill finally becomes
a law.

It will be remembered that Senators
Cummins and Clapp, in their minority
report on the interstate commerce
bill;—took exception to the provision
which puts into the hands of the at-
torney general’s force the government
defense of all actions taken on appeal
to the interstate commerce court. The
senators in opposition to this provi-
sion say that the attorneys for the
shippers ar.d also law officers working
under the interstate commerce com-
mission ought to represent the gov-
ernment before the court, because
they are well informed as to all the
details of the commerce casesifrom
the time of their inception. It is un-
derstood that the leaders will yield
in this matter to the insurgent de-
sires.

Seeking Public Opinion.

Representative William B. McKin-
ley of Illinois, chairman of the Repub-
lican congressional committee, Is get-
ting first hand information of politi-

cal conditions throughout the coun-
try. Some time prior to Mr. Mc-
Kinley’s departure from Washing-

ton, Representative James T. Lloyd"f
Missouri, chairman of the Democratic
congressional committee, went all
through the middle west trying to find
out what he could about the political
sentiment

Before he left Washington some
few'days ago Mr. McKihley had a long
conference with President Taft. Of
course no one was allowed to know
Just what the president said to the Re-
publican congressional committee’s
chairman, but there are hints that the
president again declared it would be
bad policy to make any discrimina-
tions as between Republicans who
are trying to secure re-election to the
lower house. Once on a time, it is
said with Mr. McKinley’s sanction,
letters were sent out by the Republi-
can congressional committee which in
tone and temper were not to the
liking of the so-called insurgent Re-
publicans. This kind of letter wri-
ting has fyeen stopped, for the presi-
dent would not sanction it and now
the material that goes out is what may
be called “straight Republican” doc-
trine. j

Concerning New Tariff Bill. -

Of course it will be necessary, or at
least so the ruling powers in the Re-
publican party declare, to defend the
Payne-Aldrich tariff bill on the stump
Id\;Jring the coming congressional cam-

I
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palgn. The members of the Republi-
can congressional committee hope;
however, that at least four administra-
tion measures can be put through
congress at this session with united
party action back of them apd then,
as the officials of the committee view
it the speakers can go before the
country and say, "We have carried out
the promises of the Republican plat-
form In large measure, and we pledge
ourselves to carry out the rest of the
recommendations before the Sixty-
first congress adjourns next March.”

Chairman Lloyd, of the Democratic
congressional committee, says that the
Republicans all through the west,
and to some extent through the east,
are disaffected because President
Taft has not carried out In full force
and effect what are known as the
Roosevelt policies. Mr. Lloyd says that
the Republicans who are disappointed
over what they consider lack of ag-
gressiveness on the part of the pres-
ent president, are bound to vote fpr
Democratic candidates for congress in
order to make their protest against
the disinclination of the party to go
ahead along progressive lines.

Look to Roosevelt.

The Republican managers in the
coming campaign, as has been printed
heretofore, may make an attempt to
get Theodore Roosevelt to take the
stump in support of his party, and of
the Taft management of the progres-
sive policies. It may be that the mighty
hunter will return to America and In-
dorse what Mr. Taft has done, but
even if he does this there are many
officials in Washington having some
reputation for wisdom, who say that
they doubt very much whether Mr.
Roosevelt will consent to go on a
speech-making tour, and that he prob-
ably will content himself xHth sitting
in his study at Oyster Bay or In his
editorial room in New York city, there
to put outin written form what he
thinks about political conditions.

Chairman Lloyd, of the minority
party’s campaign committee, says that
he is convinced that the ‘unrest
among the people will result In
Democratic victory. He refers, of
course, to the complaints that have
been made about the high cost of liv-
ing and the feeling evident in some
places that the high prices are trace-
able to the tariff.

Republican Faction Troubles.

The Republicans in New York have
been having troubles, and while In a
measure they have been settled, occa-
sionally messengers from the Empire
state Republican camp are still being
sent over to Washington to confer
with President Taft and with Sena-
tors Root and Depew. The feeling of
most of the Republicans 6eems to be
that the party in New York will not
get into a definite state of peace un-
til former President Roosevelt returns.

Apparently a great many people ex-
pect that as soon as Mr. Roosevelt re-
turns to this country, he will have
something definite to say about the
present administration. « The Repub-
licans who think that President Taft
has not done his best to forward the
Roosevelt policies, are seemingly con-
vinced that Mr. Roosevelt at once will
get out his big stick and use it on the
administration of the man who during
his presidency was his secretary of
war and his closest friend. Other
Republicans believe that the mighty
hunter on coming back, will say kind-
ly words for the administration, and
will insist that Mr. Taft has been all
right, and that the only difficulty Is
that his methods have been misunder-
stood.

The men who are the closestfriends of
Mr. Roosevelt, men whom he consult-
ed on political matters, and who In
fact were members of his official
household, are of the opinion that the
colonel will keep silent on adminis-
tration affairs for a long time after he
comes back to America, and that he
will make a close study of the first
year of the administration and of its
outlined policies for the future, before
he says or writes a word in approval
or disapproval.

Sees Work for Ex-President.

One of Mr. Roosevelt’s close friends,
however, a man who was nearer to
him in an advisory way during his
term as president, than any other man
in the United States, is now an office
holder in New York city. Unquestion-
ably this New York man, whose iden-
tity is not hard to guess, is particu-
larly interested in New York state pol-
itics. He foresaw the row which re-
cently broke eut between the Repub-
lican factions in the Emp”e State, and
he came .to the conclusion apparently,
for he is a good judge of men and
political conditions, that affairs In
New York could be straightened out
only by some one with a strong hand,
and he had one man in mind who at
that time was far away in the jungles
of Africa.

The Democrats In Washington are
not at all unhagppy over the troubles
which are besetting the Republicans
In New York state. The Democrats
have set it down as a certainty that
they are to carry the next house of
-representatives, and they say freely
tjiat with a Democratic victory next
fall another Democratic victory in the
fall two years hence is certain to fol-
low. It is virtually a necessity that
the party which elects a president,
shall carry New York state.

The Republicans have troubles also
In Ohio and in Indiana. In these two
states they have not taken on as sharp
and virulent a form as has the quarrel
in New York

The Republicans When twitted
about the difficulties which they seem
to have fallen into, retort that his-
tory sho”s that the Republicans, quar-
rel as they may, always get together
in time to save the day, and then they
ask the DemociHtE who do the twit-
ting whether or not this can be said
as truthfully of the party that Is now
In the minority. The Democrats an-
swer that their party trembles are all
behind them.

The source of supply for America's Easter
egg3 is no longer restricted to those farming
communities where the poultry and egg busi-
ness is in effect a “side line" and supplemen- .
tary to grain growing or some Other agricul-
turual activity. A tremendous aggregate of
eggs is obtained through such channels—often
through the enterprise of the women folk of
the farms, who are allowed the ‘'butter and
egg money"” as a personal income—but heavy
dependency is now placed upon the great
poultry farms which Ispect&lize in this par-
ticular sphere.

To convey a moro vivid Idea of the magni-
tude of these fountain hendg”of the annual

farms where from -30 to 40 acres of bloom may
be seen in a single field. Many of the stalks
are literally laden down with the precious po-
sies.. Indeed Bermuda holds the record for the
production of the greatest number of lilies on
a stalk, as high as 145 perfect flowers having
been in bloom on a single plant at one time.
A large proportion of the sweeter rivals of the
Bermuda onion wh'«;h overspread the islands
in the spring are shipped to the United States
for Easter. The employment of fast steam-
ships and the comparative nearness of Ber-
muda makes it possible to get whole cargoes
of cut Easter lilies to the large cities on the
Atlantic coast promptly and in perfect con-
dition.

In the average Bermuda landscape It seems
as though every detail had been arranged with

flood of Easter eggs It may be noted that one
of the latest American poultry farms is 82
acres in etxtent and the buildings and poultry
yards cover more than 35 acres. This metrop-
olis of the feathered aristocrats is lighted by
electricity _and heated by steam. The farm
has its 0im water system, with a complete
system of piping leading to aH parts of the in-
stitution and lit one of the buildings Is a huge
food cooker, with a capacity of 1.000 gallons.
In the lading department of this particular
farm are more than 2,000 hens and this tre-
mendous flock contributes from 1.000 to 1,200
eggs daily. For gathering these eggs prompt-
ly a novel system has been perfected and as
the eggs are collected the date is stamped
upon each one. Each individual egg is neatly
wrapped |n tissue paper ere It Is dispatched
to mnrkel.

According to tradition,
it was an American woman — Mrs. George
Russell Hastings, niece of the late ex-Presl-

dent Hayes—who first gave to the people of
Bermuda the idea of growing Easter lilies on
a commercial basis. In 1878 Mrs. Hastings
planted some bulbs in Bermuda and, finding
that they took kindly to the thin, rich soil, she
urged the farmers of the islands to raise lilies
as well as vegetables. Soon it was found that
an acre of lilies would net three or four times,
a9 much revenue as an acre of onions.

Although no recent accurate statistics are
obtainable covering the entire country. It Is
known that the consumption of eggs by the
people of the United States, even under nor-
mal conditions. Is such as to astound persons
who have never had occasion to become fa-
miliar with the magnitude of this food Indus-
try. New York City alone receives about 30
carloads of eggs every working day In the
year and other cities have proportionate appe-
tite®.

Fighting Disease in Greece.
Consul General George Horton has
made a report from Athens on the
conspicuous work of Greek physicians
in combating the country’s chief
scourges—malarial fever and tubercu-
losis.  An annual average of 2,000
persons die each year from the for-
mer, while in epidemic years, due to
excessive rains, the number exceeds
6,000, which was the case in 1905. The
population of Greece is 2,433,806. The
people have been interested through
lectures, pamphlets, etc., to fight the
malaria-carrying mosquito by draining
stagnant ponds and throwing petro-
leum on them. A tuberculosis

con-
gress will be held at Athena next
year, to which will be invited not

only physicians, but ail the mayors
and other prominent people of Greece.

May MakerConvents Into Sanatoria.
Efforts are being made in Bulgaria
to abolish the numerous monasteries
and convents of the Greek Catholic
church and to use their buildings and
revenues for the establishment.and
maintenance of tuberculosis sanatoria.
King Ferdinand has given 100,600
francs for the erection of a national
sanatorium. The death rate from tu-
berculosis in Bulgaria is very high,
being 31 for every 10,000 living.
