E thel L ich tenstein , a  s tenographer 
plunged- to her dea th  from a sixth 
story  window; ten  bodies have beer 
taken  from t e e  ru ins, and a  numbei 
of em ployes are  missing, and, ii 
is feared, a re  dead.

The fire depart 
m etit was b itte rly  critic ised for slow 
ness in  responding to  the first a larm  
and still m ore fa ta l slow ness in try  
ing to reach  the  m en and women en 
caged by flames on the sixth floor 
These charges w ere denied by ChieJ 
H oran, who pointed out th a t the build 
ing had no fire escape in front and 
only one—an old-fashioned ladder de 
vice—in th e  rear.

Food and Dairy Department In­

spects Many Samples.

MUST BE ABSOLUTELY PURE

N o t  L a w fu l  t o  M a r k e t  A n y  A d u lt e r a t e d  P r o d u c t  L a b e li n g  It  “ M a p le ” — F e w  P r o s e c u t io n s  H a v e  B e e n  M a d e  In  T h i s  S t a t e .
L ansing .—S ta te  A nalyslst F. W. 

Robinson has  received the  first sam ple 
of questionable m aple sirup for analy­
sts, and th is  lone sam ple Is probably 
but a  forerunner-of scores of .o thers to  
follow. The buckw heat season no 
m ore than closes w ith the  dairy and 
food depa rtm en t than  the  m aple ^sirup 
season opens up, and th e  s ta te  chem­
is ts  a re  busy w in te r and  sp ring  In try ­
ing to  find ou t th e  percen tage of buck­
w heat th a t is mixefl w ith low er grades 
of flour o r w hat kind of cobs w ere 
burned to  flavor some m ess of low 
grade sirup  placed on the  m arket un­
der a  "m aple" sirup  label.

I t  is not lawful to m arket any adul­
te ra ted  product labeling it “m aple” 

'sirup , when i t  is  b u t a  com pound of 
.smoked corncob Juice and some 
o ther liquid sw eetening. The word 
“m aple" o r  m ade word w here m aple 
en te rs  in to  th e  make-up of such made 
word, canno t be lawfully used on the 
labels of any com pound sirup.

The old-fashioned sugar bushes a re  
a  th ing  of th e  p as t in  M ichigan and 
less buckw heat is  ra ised  each year 
y e t th e re  seem s to  be plenty of both 
of these  delicacies th a t m ake a  man 
la te  to  h is  w ork m ornings, on the 
m arket. Suspecting persons often 
have recourse to  the  dairy  and food 
departm en t w'itb sam ples of both  m a­
ple sirup  and buckw heat^ and the  
p resen t price of honest m aple sirup 

•is such th a t th e  consum er feels  con­
siderably  h u r t  to  discover th a t he has 
paid the rea l price w ithout getting  
th e  real artic le .

B ut few prosecutions have been 
m ade in cases of adu ltera ted  or com­
pounded sirup  exploited by clever ad­
v ertise rs  as  th e  genuine artic le , but 
ad u lte ra te rs  of buckw heat flour have 
suffered heavy pena lties in the  past 
few years for violations of the  pure 
food laws, as  th e re  seem s to be longer 
chances taken  on flour than  on sirup.

Can’t Hold Back Prim ary  7unds.

S uperin tenden t of Public Instruction  
L. L. W right, who for some tim e has 
had under consideration  various 
schem es for d is tribu ting  the prim ary  
school money, subm itted  a proposed 
enactm en t re la tive  to th e  d istribution  
of th e  prim ary  fund to  the atto rney  
general for him  to  determ ine w hether 
o r n o t it  w as constitutional.

According to  Y /right’s idea, when 
any d is tr ic t had on hand m ore than  
enough money -to pay its  teachers  and 
tu ition  to  a  high school for a period 
of tw o years, the  children  of school 
age resid ing  in  th a t d is tr ic t should 
not be counted I n  jpaking  up the  an ­
nual apportionm ent of prim ary  money, 
nor should they  be counted until the 
surp lus on hand  In the  d is tr ic t should 
be reduced to  an am ount th a t would 
pay the  teachers  and tu ition  for tw o 
years in  advance.

I t  w as W righ t’s Intention to  sub­
m it th is  proposition to  the  nex t leg­
is la tu re  in  the  hope th a t  the  p resen t 
law would be am ended, b u t A ttorney 
G eneral B ird has  given him  an opin­
ion th a t- th e  proposed provision would 
be unconstitu tional.C o u n t ie s  A r e  S lo w  in  P a y i n g  T a x e s .

A uditor G eneral F u lle r  says th a t the  
counties a re  very  slow in paying th e ir  
taxes th is  yea r and  h is  books show 
th a t $2,457,447.97 is due th e  s ta te  and 
m ust he paid before the  la s t of the  
m onth. Ingham  county  owes $84,423.33 
and  th e re  a re  16 o th e r counties which 
owe m ore th a n  $40,000.

W hen, a t  last, Geronlm o and h is  sw arthy  cut­

th ro a ts  w ere captured  in Septem ber, 1886, Dr. 
Wood, who had now received h is  com m ission as  
an ass is tan t surgeon, accom panied Law ton w ith 
the p risoners to  San Antonio. T he Indians had 
killed 700 M exicans and 98 A m ericans, Including 
some soldiers, before they  w ere lite ra lly  run 
down.

In 1898, Law ton w rote of the Geronlm o cam­
paign and th e  doctor’s  p a r t In I t to  Gov. W olcott 
of M assachusetts:

“W hen through exposure and fatigue the  in­
fan try  battalion  lo s t Its  la s t officer, Capt. Wood 
volunteered to  com m and it, In addition  to  his du­
ties as a  surgeon. In th is  duty  C a p t W ood (he 
reached the grade of cap tain  afterw ard  w hile s till 
a surgeon), d istinguished h im self m o s t H is cour­
age,. endurance and exam ple m ade success pos­
sible. I served th rough  the  W ar of the  Rebellion 
and  in many b a ttles, b u t in  no  in s tan ce  do I re­
m em ber such devotion  to  duty, o r such  a n  ex­
am ple of courage and perseverance. I t w as m ain­
ly due to Capt. W ood’s  loyalty  and resolu tion  th a t 
the expedition w as successfu l.”

Leonard Wood’s enem ies have charged th a t he 
reached h is  d istinction  in th e  arm y largely 
through his sk ill a s  a  cou rtier and the  favoritism  
of P residen t M cKinley and P res id en t Roosevelt, 
but no critic ism  can  w ipe o u t toe  w ords of Law- 
ton, one of th e  no b le st and  sin ce rest soldiers who 
ever carried  the  sw ord of th e  republic.

W hen Geronlm o and his m en w ere  disposed of, 
Wood re tu rn ed  to  A rizona and  w as assigned by 
Gen. Miles to* com m and a  special expedition to  
cap tu re  or kill seven escaped Indian  p risoners 
who had fled to  Sonora, Mexico. H e w a s  In the 
field rrom O ctober, 1886, till th e  following F ebru­
ary, and p e n e t r a t e d  Mexico t e n  days’ Jo u r n e y  
south  of th e  Y a k u t  river.T h e n , a f t e r  >  m o n t h  o r  tw o  o n  d u t y  a t  L o s  A n ­g e le s ,  h e  w e n t  ,  b a c k  t o  A r is o n a  a n d  a g a i n  t o o k  th e  fie ld  w it h  t h e  e x p e d it io n  a g a i n s t  “ A p a c h e  Kid** d u r in g  1887 a n d  1888. T h e n  h e  W a s s t a t io n e d  a t  t h e  P r e s id io .  S a n  F r a n c i s c o ,  w h e r e  h e  s p e n t  fo u r  y e a r s ,  in c lu d in g  o n e  s u m m e r  c a m p in g  w it h  t r o o p s  I n  t h e  Y o s e m lt e  c o u n t r y .S o o n  a f t e r  P r e s id e n t  M c K in le y  w a s  e le c t e d . D r . B a t e s ,  t h e  r e g u la r  a t t e n d in g  s u r g e o n  o f  t h e  W h i t e  H o u s e ,  d ie d . T h e  p r e s id e n t  n a k e d  W o o d  t o  t a k e  D r . B a t e s ’ p la c e . I n  t h a t  w a y  t o e  I n d ia n  t r a i le r ,  w h o  h a d  a  h i g h  s t a n d in g  a s  a  s u r g e o n , c a m e  In t o  f a m i l i a r  a n d  a f fe c t io n a t e  r e la t io n s  w it h  M r .  M c ­K in le y .W h e n  T h e o d o r e  R o o s e v e lt  b e c a m e  a s s i s t a n t  s e e  r e la r y  o f  t h e  n a v y ,  h e  a n d  t h e  d o c t o r  m e t  a n d  b e*, c a m e  l a s t  M e a d s .  T h e r e  w a s  m u c h  t o  a t t r a c t  t h e s e  t w o  s i n g u la r  m e n  t o g e t h e r .  T h e y  w e r e  d e ­
voted to  h e x in g ,  fe n c i n g .  w r e > t t ta « . r id in g  a n d ,

walking. Dr. Wood had struggled  
to r ise  from the  pale  anx ie ties of 
his profession  by serv ing  as  a  sol­
d ie r; Mr. Roosevelt had  tried  to 
live down the  effete Influences of 
& H arvard  course, and fashionable 
N eW Y o rk  social connections, by 
becom ing a  ranchm an  on th e  plains 
of N orth  D akota. Bach w as eager 
for d istinction , mad for m anly ad­
venture. T he re  Was b u t tw o y ea rs ’ 
difference betw een th e ir  ages.

T ogether th e  m an who w as to  be 
p residen t of th e  U nited S ta tes  and 
he who was to  be chief genera l of 
the  A m erican arm y  w alked and 
ta lked , day a fte r  day, punched each  
o th e r’s bodies, w hacked each o th­
e r’s  heads w ith singlesticks, 
w restled , ran , rode side by side and 
lived, th e  strenuous life to  the  u t­
most.

The ea rth  danced beneath  the 
fee t of the  com rades n s  they  talked  
of every th ing  th a t m ight open the 
pa th  of usefu l adven tu re  and glory 
to th e ir  s tren g th  and  courage. 
T hey looked Into the  seeds of tim e 
fo r signs of dangers to  be desper­
ate ly  encoun tered  and  honors to  be 
won.

T hen , as  th e  p rospects of a  w ar 
w ith  Spain seem ed to approach re­
ality , th e  sp irits  of the  tw o rose. 
Day a fte r  day  and w eek a f te r  w eek 
Leonard W ood . and  Theodore 
Roosevelt racked  th e ir  b ra in s  to 
see how they  m igh t g e t Into the  
w ar h o t l r te l t  su re  w as coming.

T hey tr ied  to  g e t in to  th e  S even­
ty-first reg im ent of New Y ork as 
m ajors. I t  w as useless. Dr. Wood 

a ttem p ted  to  g et the, governor of M assachusetts  to 
give him  com m and of a  regim ent. H e filed an ap ­
plication w ith  the  sec re ta ry  of War fo r a  volunteer 
reg im ent in case of w ar.

When th e  w ar w ith  Spain broke upon th e  na­
tion S ecre tary  A lger sen t fo r Mr. Roosevelt and 
offered him  the  colonelcy of one of th ree  volunteer 
reg im ents to  be ra ised  and  equipped.

“I  don’t  w an t to  be colonel,” said  Mr. Roosevelt. 
"T h a t position  should go to  Leonard  Wood. I don’t 
know how to  organize o r equip a reg im ent fo r the  
field. He does. H e know s th e  p rac tica l w ay to  
p repare  cavalry  fo r ac tual w ar conditions in  the 
sh o rtes t possible tim e. L e t him  be colonel and  I 
will g ladly  serve w ith  him  as  lieutenant-colonel 
until I  am  fit to  com m and a  regim ent.”

So Leonard Wdod got h is  com m ission as colonel 
of th e  F irs t U nited S ta tes  V olunteer cavalry, 
know n a s  "R oosevelt's  Rough R iders.”

Tw enty-one days a f te r  he received  h is  colonel’s 
com m ission h is  reg im ent, ga thered  from  four fron­
tie r  coun tries, w as being drilled  In San Antonio.

W hen the  Rough R iders w ere o rdered  to  advance 
from  the  seasho re  a t  Siboney, Cuba, to  m eet the 
enem y a t La" G uasim as—the first fight of S h afte r’s 

. arm y—Col, Wood moved o u t w ith  th e  head of his 
' reg im ent a t  such a  pace th a t alm ost half of his 

m en w ere le ft fa r  in  the  rea r.
A fter the Span iards su rrendered  Santiago, Gen. 

S hafte r recom m ended th a t th e  now prom oted Geh.

T his desire  of the p residen t to  have 
rthe R epublicans of the  d ifferent s ta te s  
officially indorse the  m easure to 
w hich he gave h is  own sanction  when 
Ihe signed It, and  la te r  In b is  speech 
a t  W inona, M innesota, Is likely to  be 
provocative of trouble In perhaps a 
m a jo rity  of th e  conventions.

i S ou th  C arolina recen tly  ratified  th e

allow th e  Im position ' of tax  on  in­
com es. V irginia, ano ther southern 
s ta te , dec lined jto  ra tify  th e  provision. 
R epresen tatives in  congress a re  keep­
ing  close w atch on th e  ac tion  of the- 
varioua s ta te  leg islatures. T here a re  
both friends and  foes o f the  Income 
Income ta x  proposition in  congress, 
b u t even am ong I ts  friends th e re  is  
sharp  difference of opinion as  to 
w hether such a  tax  law  eve r properly 
could be enforced, becafise o f -the  
proneness of men to  h ide th e  facts  
concerning the am ount of th e ir  In­
come.

The proposed am endm ent to  the 
constitu tion  which will m ake legal be­
yond all question the  laying of the 
tax on Incom es has been ratified al­
ready by the following s ta te s : South 
Carolina, K entucky, Oklahom a, Illi­
nois and Alabama. I t baa been re jec t­
ed by Virginia. The leg isla tu res of 
the  following sta tes  a re  e ith e r now in  
session or have Just adjourned and as 
yet no action has been taken  by them 
on the  constitu tional am endm ent: 
Rhode Island. Ohio, M assachusetts, 
New Jersey , New York and M aryland. 

Why It Was Subm itted to  S tates.
I t will be rem em bered th a t during  

the tariff debate early  la st sp ring  the 
adm in istra tion  and the  Republican 
leaders suggested th a t the income tax 
am endm ent to the constitu tion  should 
be subm itted to the  s ta te  leg islatures 
for action. This unquestionably was 
done in o rder to  discourage income 
tax  debate and the introduction  of 
am endm ents to  the ta r iff-  bill. Of 
course it is not in tended to  say th a t 
the adm in istra tion  was not sincere in 
its  desires to  have incom e tax  leg isla­
tion, if It ever should reach  a  legisla­
tive form, put on safe constitu tional 
grounds. It is believed th a t P residen t 
T a ft is in favor of the income tax  p ro ­
vided it can be shown th a t it la nec­
essary  in order to  raise  revenue, but 
his friends say b is  “judicial m ind” Is 
such th a t he  does not w apt any legis­
lation to  go on the s ta tu te  books un­
less it is absolutely ce rta in  th a t It has 
the  constitu tion  back of 1L 

As bos been said, the re  are  many 
friends and m any foes of the  incom e 
tax am endm ent proposition in con­
gress. M ost of the  friends of the 
m easure com e from the  w est and 
south, w hile the  foes as a ru le come 
from; th e  east- and northeast. Three- 
fourths of the s ta te  leg isla tu res m ust 
ratify  th e  proposed am endm ent before 
It can be p u t into form  and  be given 
a  place In th e  constitu tion  of the 
U nited S tates. W ithin th e  n ex t year 
21 s ta te s  th rough th e ir  leg islatures 
will have a chance to  ra tify  the 
am endm ent. The s ta te s  th a t have ra t­
ified it and those whose leg islatures 
a re  now in session bu t have taken  nc 
action, already have been nam ed. The 
leg is la tu res  of the following sta tes 
will m eet and e ither sanction, reject 
or Ignore the  am endm ent w ithin the 
nex t year: Indiana, Iowa, Missouri, 
M innesota, A rkansas, Louisiana, K an­
sas, N ebraska, N evada, N orth  Caro­
line, M ichigan, Georgia, Colorado, Ore­
gon, N orth Dakota, South D akota, Wy­
oming, W ashington . W isconsin. Texas 
and Tennessee.

Tw elve T h a t Are Doubtful.
I t  can be said th a t the general opin­

ion is in W ashington th a t all of the 
s ta te s  la s t nam ed will sanction  the 
am endm ent. In th ree  of these  s ta te s  
the legislative sessions will open in 
the  la te  sp ring  o r sum m er of th is 
year. There are  12 s ta te s  which will 
have leg islative sessions in 1911 and 
in these  12 th e re  is g rea t doubt 
w hether affirm ative action on the 
am endm ent will be taken . T he 12 
s ta tes  a re  California, C onnecticut, Del­
aw are, F lorida, Idaho, M aine, Mon­
tana, New H am pshire , Pennsylvanfa, 
U tah, V erm ont and W est V irginia.

Roosevelt W e li in form ed.
I t  Is a p re tty  thorougbly established 

fac t th a t Theodore Roosevelt has  in 
h is  possession an exhaustive le tte r  
w ritten  to  him by S enato r E llhu Root 
of New York and giving in outline an 
account of the  T a ft adm inistra tion  
from the  fourth  day of la s t M arch up 
to  the  tim e th a t the  le tte r  w as penned 
ea rly ; in F ebruary  of th is  year.

T here cannot be the  slig h tes t doubl 
th a t ' th e  New York senator, who was 
Mr. 1 R oosevelt's secre tary  of state, 
w ro te the  le tte r  in the  hope th a t It 
would offset the s ta tem ents of a  num­
ber of people who had gone o u t to 
m eet Mr. R oosevelt to te ll him  that 
from  th e ir  point of view, th a t of “pro­
gression,” the T a ft adm in istra tion  has 
been a dire failure.

In several speeches m ade recen tly  by 
D em ocrats of prom inence and in one 
or tw o le tte rs*by  men of th a t party  
of alm ost equal prom inence, i t  has 
been held th a t Mr. Roosevelt him seir 
is likely to be a  big figure In the  next 
national election.

T h a t th e  ability  to  lick stam ps Is 
one of the  prim e requ isites of a  nifty 
d rug  clerk- is ju s t becom ing known. 
T im e w as when M ilw aukeeans licked 
th e ir  own stam ps, s tuck  them  on 
th e ir  packages o r le tte rs, and th a t w as 
all th e re  was to  it. No m ore; the  
clerk  m ust lick the stam p th ^ t be 
sells.

O rdinarily  the  new w rinkle of stam p 
licking is  n o t noticed, b u t a t  such 
t im e s 'a s  C hrietm as and New Year, 
when the  tongues of th e  overw orked 
clerks become w eary from  overm uch 
con tact w ith glue, a  wail, goes up and
