M ichael Bruce.

A descendan t o f M ichael B ruce Is 
w anted to appear a t  the  P oetical din­
ner. M ichael B ruce? Yes, he w as the 
poet who nearly  lo s t h is  im m orta lity  
a t  th e  hands of a robber, and, though 
dead, w as saved from  oblivion by John 
B right. B righ t had rec ited  th e  “Ode 
to  th e  Cuckoo” a t  a  lite ra ry  gathering , 
and  spoke of one Logan as  th e  au ­
thor. By and by doubts arose, inquiry 
followed, and  In 1872 B right paid a  
pilgrim age of penitence to th e  grave 
of Bruce.

M ichael died In his tw enty-first year, 
and soon a f te r  P as to r Logan of Leith , 
u n d e r . th e  m ask  of friendship , ob­
ta ined  all the  poet’s  unpublished m an­
u scrip ts  from  the bereaved parent^, 
prom ising  to  publish a m em orial ed i­
tion for th e ir  b en e fit A fter y ea rs  of 
delay  a beggarly brochure appeared , 
of w hich the  old folk received  six 
copies as  th e ir  "benefit.” In due 
course Logan published the  bulk of 
the  rem ainder as  his own. and people, 
fo r a  tim e believed in h im !—London 
Chronicle.

N ot W ash in g ton ’s Legs.
'A propos of nothing," as  the  novel­

is t says. Cham p Clark, w ith his back 
up aga in st a  desk in th e  house and 
facing a  full-length p o rtra it of W ash­
ington, pain ted  by John Vandeelyn, 
w hich hangs to  the  r ig h t of the  
speaker's  chair, said: "Sims, do you 
know th a t the  legs of th a t p ic tu re  are  
n o t W ashington’s legs?” Sims, a  T en­
nessee congressm an, did n o t know.

S m ith 's."  The p ic tu re shows W ash­
ington In  knickerbockers and stock­
ings, w ith gold buckles on his pumps, 
as  w as the fashion of his tim e. I t w as

•where Cham p C lark was ta lk ing  had 
h ea rd  th a t  th e  F&ther of H is Country 
eve r had to  borrow  a  pair of legs. - '  -

Prosperity Shown in Secretary 
of State’s Office.

AUTO LICENSES HELP OUT

Incorporation  Fees Also Add M a te r ia l­
ly  to  Receipts of D ep artm en t—

- Expects to- Issue 15,000 
A uto Licenses.

Lansing.—Indisputable evidence tha t 
the  s ta te  is in a prosperous condition 
is shown by the fac t th a t the business 
in  the  office of the  secre tary  of s ta te  
increased  nearly  $17,000 in M arch, 
1910, over the receip ts of a year ago 
In th a t departm ent.

S ecretary  of S ta te  M artindale claim s 
th a t the  rece ip ts  for la st m onth 
am ounted to  m ore than  $25,000. This 
Is not due alone to  the  fac t th a t auto­
mobile licenses a re  being d istribu ted  
in  la rge num bers every  day, b u t the 
num ber of new com panies filing a r ti­
cles of Incorporation h as  m aterially  in ­
creased  the rece ip ts  in the  s ta te  office. 
A t le as t 250 artic les  of Incorporation 
w ere recorded during  the m onth of 
M arch and the franch ise fees varied 
from  50 cen ts to  $2,000.

Auto licenses a re  being d istribu ted  
a s  fas t as the large force of additional 
c lerk s  can p repare them  for mailing. 
Since the  first of the  year, 9,770 li­
censes have been issued and 369 -li­
censes for m otorcycles have been sen t 
from  th e  departm en t. Chauffeurs are  
com pelled to  pay a  license fee of tw o 
dollars, and so far 1,265 d rivers have

There have been several 
instances in D etroit w here autom obile 
d rivers who becam e mixed in acci­
dents. claim ed th a t they w ere rep re­
sen ta tives  of some autom obile concern. 
If every  te s te r  is supplied w ith  a 
badge th a t he is a licensed chauffeur 
the big auto com panies will escape 
considerable blam e which is now com­
ing to  them .

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Wedemeyer for Congress
W . W . W edem eyer of Ann A rbor, 

candidate fo r the nomination of Con­
gressm an for the second district, was 
in town Saturday. The gentlem an was 
very cordially received by Plym outh 
R epublicans and assured of hearty  sup­
port. He is m eeting with the same 
kind of reception all over the d istrict 
and there is every prospect tha t his 
candidacy will meet with success a t 
the prim aries to be held in Septem ber.

W o take the following from the A n n  
A rbor Times relative to W edo- 
xneyvr’s candidacy:

T he withdrawal from the raoe of Mr. 
Townsend gives W ashtenaw  the first 
opportunity  to be represented in Con­
gress hy a  Republican she has had since 
the  d istric t was formed as it is ’consti­
tu ted  a t present, about 20 years ago. 
T he second d istric t is composed of the 
following counties: Monroe, Jackson, 
Lenawee and a  portion of W ayne. Since 
the d istric t was formed each of the 
whole counties in  it  has been represen t­
ed in congress w ith the single exception 
o f W ashtenaw , which has meekly con­
tributed  its voting streng th  to candi­
dates from the o ther cqiinties. Monroe 
had the first representative in congress 
in the person of General Spalding, and 
Lenawee followed w ith H enry C. Sm ith 
and Jackson sent Charles E . Townsend 
to congress as her representative. Re­
publicans and Dem ocrats, too, for tha t 
m atter, have been thinking  for some 
years tha t it would not be a  bad idea to 
allow W ashtenaw  to furnish the candi­
date  for yongross next, and .the time has 
now arrived when she can do so. N ot 
only this,*but she is prepared to offer 
as he r candidate a man em inently fitted 
for the place and one who would rep re­
sent th is d istrict in congress with honor 
to himself and to. his district.

M r. W edem eyer is- a  graduate of the 
law and literary departm ents of the U n­
iversity of M ichigan. He was his class 

-o rato rand  Iwon recognition from both 
faculty  afid students in oratorical m at­
te rs  generally  while he was in the uni­
versity.

M r. W edemeyer has for many years 
been a  m uch-sought-after political 
speaker, beginning his career iq this 
class of work with the late Governor 
P ingrea,w ith whom he traveled through-* 
out the state. M r. W edem eyer’s 
speeches in behalf of equal taxation and 
other rt-forms-g? were widely quoted 
throughout M ichigan. In 1898 he was 
defeated for the nomination for congress 
a t a  time when nomination m eant elec­
tion, by a  very narrow margin. A gain 
in 1892 M r. W edem eyer was a candi­
date  for the  Republican nomination for 
congress, and after a  prolonged contest 
in which the convention was deadlocked 
he withdrew from the  fight in favor of 
Congressman Townsend.

S ince th a t time he has been active in 
political m atters in th is and in o ther 
s ta tes , having been a  member of the 
Republican executive committee and 
one o f its  most prom inent speakers. In 
th e  last presidential campaign ho was i 
sent by the  national Republican com- | 
cnittee to  fill im portant engagem ents in 
th is^ n d  other states, notably Ohio and 
Indiana.

In 1905 Mr. W edemeyer was appoint­
ed consul a t G eorgetown, British G ui­
ana , resigning his post because the cli­
m ate was detrim ental to his health . As 
a  resu lt of th is experience, however, he 
has become a  close student of South 
A m erican affairs and o f  the problems 
th a t  confront the continent to our 
south.

M r. W edemeyer is prom inent in the 
work of fraternal societies, and in con­
nection with th is  work has spoken fre-, 
quently  in Ohio, W est V irginia, P en n ­
sylvania, M ichigan and Indiana. He is 
vice president of the  M ichigan F ra te r­
nal Congress and is national counselor 
of the A merican Insurance Union, a 
fraternal beneficiary order with head­
q uarters  a t  Columbus, O., and with a 
la rge  membership in  M ichigan. He is 
a lso  a  m em ber o f the  M asonic order, is 
a  K night Tem plar, S hriner, and b e j 
longs to the  K nights of P y th ia s  and the
K . O. T. M. M ., as well as  a  number of 
th e  local G erm an-A m erican fraternal 
organizations. H e is  an  active member 
o f t h e  German Bethlehem  church  of 
th is  city .

In  sp ite  of his varied-activities during 
th e  course -of h is  public career, i t  is as 
an orator ̂ h a t  he  is m ost commonly 
Jrnown outside of h is  home state . He h a s  delivered m any addresses all over 
-the country on a  variety  c f  subjects, and 
everyw here h e  has appeared h e  has 
appeared  he has been accorded the m o s t  e n th u s ia s t ic  receptions and press 
notices.

Railroad Franchises 
; ; Carried Along the line

H. M. W allace, vice president of the 
D etro it, Lansing & G rand Rapids rail­
way, sends us a  detailed statem ent of 
'the vote on gran ting  of a  franchise to 
the above railway company, from De 
tro it to  Grand R apids, both of the vil­
lages and townships a t  the recent elec­
tions. The returns show tha t 91.3 per 
cent of all the votes cast a t  the village 
elections was given in favor of the 
franchise. In the 42. townships the per 
cent was 82.5. A ll franchises in the  13 
villages and 42 townships were identic­
ally alike.

Officials of the railway announce tha t 
the  com pany now has franchises from 
all townships needed through which to 
build its proposed railroad from D etro it 
to Grand Rapids, from and including 
Livonia township to and including the 
the township of Grand R apids; and the 
probabilities are  th a t two lines will be 
built west from some point in Eagle 
township, Clinton county, hereafter to 
be determined by the  com pany’s en 
g ineers, to Lowell, the north  line ru n ­
ning  to Portland  and from Portland  d i­
rectly  west to S aranac, and from S a ra ­
nac to Lowell and G rand R apids, and 
the south line running  west from th is 
proposed junction point in  Eagle town 
ship to Lake Odessa to  Lowell, all cars 
going w est from Lowell to G rand R ap ­
ids over the same tracks. A ll franchises 
necessary for th is  proposed double 
route were approved by the people a t 
the elections held in A pril.

If  the story of S enato r Gore of 
Oklahoma could serve no o ther pur­
pose than to illu s tra te  how a  brave 
heart and p ers is te n t am bition can 
overcome even th e  g rea tes t difficul­
ties In life It would be w orth  te lling.

L oyalty  to  a  se t purpose, m aintained 
reso lu te ly  th rough  25 years of b itte r  
s tragg le , ra ised  th is  poor blind A m eri­
can boy to  a  sea t in the  m ost d istin­
gu ished  law -m aking body in  the  world, 
a lthough  he som etim es lived on the 
verge o f  s tarva tion . N othing could 
shake his determ ination  to  be a  sen ­
a to r . H e had  no eyes, b u t he had a 
tongue.. H e had  no money, b u t he had 
courage . . H e w as obscure, b u t he had 
a  high am bition. H e could n o t see the 
world abou t him , b u t he had a  sm ile 
to win sit. a  perseverance to compel 
I ts  adm iration  and support.

A few months a f te r  M ississippi was 
readmitted to the Union in 1870 Thom­
as P ry o r Gore w as born on an 80-acre 
t a n a  30 miles from  the  nea re st rail­
way.

Here the boy grew up am ong the 
creeps and pines, a  stocky, gray-eyed little  fel* 
;®ow » who. could ou trun  any of his com panions. 
When he wqs six years old the  village of W althall 
was established in th e  woods nearby and  the 
-Gore family w ent th e re  to  live. Young Tom a t­
tended a small school se t am ong the  tre es  out­
side of the village.

At the age of eigh t years the  boy’s left eye 
was blinded by an accidental blow from  a stick. 
Three years la te r  he was em ployed as  a page in 
-the Mississippi senate--and boarded a t  the  house 
-of Senator J. Z. G eorge in Jackson. One day. 
while playing w ith a  crossbow, an  arrow  entered  
fcis right eye and destroyed his sight.

In sptte of his affliction young Gore m anaged 
to stand at the bead o f h is  class in school and a t 
the age of 17 years en tered  a norm al school 
which was opened. H ere  he gradually  becam e 

- totally blind, y et he m astered  the  high school 
course.

W hile Gore w as a ttend ing  the  high school his 
c lo se st com panion w as a  classm ate, C harles H- 
P ittm an . T h is youth used to read  to him. One 
■day they  found an old volum e of the  Congres­
s io n a l Record. Going ou t to th e  stab le , the  blind 

• s tu d en t would stand  for hours w hile P ittm an  read 
to  him  th e  speeches of the  law m akers a t  W ash­
ington.

D uring th a t w inter Gore and his s is te r  taugh t 
school fo r a few m onths. All the  while his moth- 
■er, a bedridden invalid, read  to  him  history , biog­
ra p h y  and o th e r sub jec ts  connected w ith his po­
li tic a l plans, and he would s it by the bed, a 
e tran g e  sm ile on his blind countenance, dream ing 
an d  brooding and w aiting  for the day when he 
m ight ta k e  p a r t in the g rea t ba ttle  of politics like 
o th e r men.

H is g rea t chance cam e in  the  sp ring  of 1891.
T h e  P opu list m ovem ent w as spreading  rapidly 

a n d  he Joined It. In the s ta te  cam paign for a 
leg is la tu re  to  elect a  U nited S ta tes senato r he 
•took up the  cause of B arksdale aga inst George, 
although as  a  boy he had lived In G eorge’s house.

T he blind o ra to r sh rank  from ’no conflict. He 
even debated  w ith S enato r Money, whose tongue 
all M ississippi dreaded and who smiled m ajes­
tica lly  when told th a t his opponent was “a  poor, 
b lind schoolboy.” S enato r Money declared that, 
b u t ’fo r h is  an tagon is t’s blindness, he would hold 
h im  personally  responsible for his words—a 
deadly  th ing  to say in M ississippi. Gore prom pt­
ly rfeplied, “L e t him then  blindfold him self and I 

_ wi;i m eet him .”
In S ep tem ber of th a t year he went to the law 

Bchool a t  Cum berland university , Tennessee, and 
studied  law fo r ten m onths. He was one of the 
2eadipg.jJx studen ts in a class of 42. This expe­
rience  c fe t  him $331 and he re tu rned  to his Mis­
s issipp i village w ith only 25 cents in his pocket. 
In a  su it o f clothes he had worn for 14 months. 
H e had  alm ost been compelled to, leave the law 
school m onths before for the lack of suitable

- clothing.
Yet liis unquenchable am bition to  reach the 

U nited S ta tes  senate  grew m ore in tense as  the 
difficulties of his s itua tion  increased.

G ore’s fa th er had taken up the p ractice of 
law- In W althall and, on retu rn ing  from the law 
■school in 1892 the  youth was welcomed as an 
•assistant in the  office. T h a t year. too. he was a 
p res iden tia l e lec to r on th e  P opulist ticket, a t­
ta ck ed  G rover C leveland on the  stum p and carried  
h is  county.

The p rac tice  of law  w as n o t an inspiring occu­
pation In W althall? T here w ere actually  45 law­
yers  In that sm all, poor village. .The blind advo­
cate tried a few cases.

• A fter & tw o yea rs’ -effort to  ea rn  a  llvlfig as 
A  law yer In the  p lace of his b irth  Gore decided 
to go to  Texas.

Having saved $40, he started In April, 1894, 
for; Texarkana, arriving there an absolute stran­
ger with only $21 in his pocket. He secured a 
boarding house and promptly offered himself to 
the Populist leaders for service in the approach­
ing state and county elections. . His* political 
speeches brought In money enough to pay his ex-

- ponses, but he found no chance to practice law;. 
In the winter he went back to Walthall and for a 
year made another desperate effort to win success 
as a lawyer. He was nominated for congress by 
the Populists, hut was defeated. Yet his speeches 
j n the campaign attracted much attention.

On the last day of the year 1895 the sightless 
unsuccessful lawyer decided to abandon the

f a r *

struggle In his native spot and to  go back to 
Texas. Before leaving W althall he m ade a vow 
th a t he would never en te r the village again until 
he could re tu rn  to  h is  neighbors a  U nited S ta tes 
senator.

T h a t year in Texas was a hard  one. Gore 
th rew  him self Into politics w ith passionate en­
ergy. He was a delegate to  the  P opulist conven­
tion a t  St. Louis w hich nom inated  Mr. B ryan and 
seconded the nom ination. In  Decem ber, 1896, he 
and his b ro ther opened a law office. I t w as a 
fierce strugg le w ith th e  world. H is fa ther, m oth­
er and  b ro th e r lived w ith him. Som etim es they 
w ere w ithout a  single dollar.

In April, 1899, Gore’s fo rtunes had sunk so 
low th a t he appeared  In the  s tre e t w ith  frayed 
clothing, broken shoes and a  visage w hite w ith  
deprivation. One day it  seem ed as though he had 
come face to  face w ith ac tual s tarva tion , w hen au 
old negro w om an paid $2 w hich she owed him 
and th a t saved the  situa tion .

W hen Mr. Bryan w as nom inated a t K ansas 
City in 1900 Gore found his way to the  crow d th a t 
surrounded the  convention. H e w as now a  Demo­
crat.

I t m ight help him  on his w ay to  the  senate 
if he could m ake speeches .in  the neighborhood 
of a national convention.

H urry ing  on to  South D akota—he had only $7 
left when he got th e re—Gore w ent to  th e  s ta te  
convention and secured  an engagem ent to  speak  
in the  s ta te  during  the  presiden tia l cam paign. In  
th is  w ay he picked up $1,000. T hen he w ent back  
to  Texas and m arried  a  beautifu l girl., “ I t w as 
love a t  first s ight,” he said, laughingly.

A fter the  presiden tia l cam paign w as over 
G ore’s $1,000, earned  In the  South D akota tour, 
soon m elted aw ay, and little  m oney cam e in  to 
take its place. In  1901 th ings w ent so badly w ith 
him and his senato ria l p rospects seem ed so dim, 
th a t when an advertisem ent of an auction  of land 
lo ts in the  new ly opened Kiowa, Com anche and 
Apache reservation  in O klahom a appeared  in  the 
new spapers he decided to  leave Texas and pur­
sue his g rea t am bition in the  new country.

As a first step  the  elder Gore, now a  white- 
haired man. w ent to  O klahom a and becam e a 
no ta ry  public in the hope of ea rn ing  fees from 
the  land-crazy crowds. In  July, 1901, th e  blind 
law yer and his b ro ther w ent to  th e  new  land, 
driving 45 m iles in a  wagon to  F o rt Sill. H ere  
Gore lived in a te n t w ith his fa ther and b ro ther 
in the  m idst of an excited crowd. H is fa th e r sa t 
inside as a  notary , while he. a ttire d  in an alpaca  
coat, colored sh irt and  slouch hat, w alked up and 
down before the  ten t, w aving his hand and shout­
ing, “H ere’s w here you get your papers out! 
Ife re ’s the  r ig h t place to  get your land p a p e rs !” 
In the daytim e he en trea ted  the  crow d; a t  n igh t 
he slept on the  ground.

Failing to  draw  a land claim , the G ores moved 
out four m iles to  Lawton, an encam pm ent on the  
open prairie . H ere 15,000 persons w ere living in  
ten ts  w here the  wild blue-stem  g rass  w as w aist 
h i g h .  I t was a Babylon of gam blers, fak irs, farm ­
ers and business men, all w aiting  for the  open­
ing of the  land on A ugust 6. T here w ere grocery 
and hardw are s to res  in te n ts ; gam bling tab les 
and shows in te n ts ; churches and saloons in 
ten ts. Even new spapers w ere prin ted  in ten ts . 
Poor men. rich men, preachers, th ieves w ere 
mixed up in th a t p icturesque, d ram atic  hurly- 
burly of mules, w agons, w omen an d  children. Men 
were killed, ch ildren  w ere born, robberies werb 
com m itted. *

Three days after the lo ts were sold and while 
Lawton w as still a tented camp, there was an­
o ther political znasa meeting, this time In the big 
te n t of Dick Russell, a saloon keepej. Gore was 
there and offered a resolution favoring the ad­
m ission of Oklahoma and Indian territory to the 
U nion as a single state.

A few days later and the men of Lawton or­
ganized a citizens' committee to get a charter 
and organize a city government. Of course Gore 
was there and of course he was on the committee. 
Then a commercial club was organised by the 
tent dwellers and Gore was an the committee to 
draft by-laws. He missed no opportunity that 
might lead to (ke senate.

Presently he bought a small lot»for $155 and 
started to build a cottage through' the help of a 
building and loan agency. When his wife reached

Law ton in O ctober Gore was still In his 
ten t. H is wife fell sick  and for four m onths 
he w as her only nurse, save when the ir 
baby cam e in January . W hen they moved 
into th e ir  own cottage and  furn ished i t  w ith 
a  stove and a  few artic les  of fu rn itu re  they 
had only $1 left. T hey had to re n t out 
th ree  of th e ir  five rooms.

T he baby w as born in despera te ly  cold 
w eather lu  a room heated  only by a tiny  
cook stove. I t lived only 17 days and w as 
buried  on th e  prairie .

T h a t w in te r tried  the  m an in him . For 
m onths he  and h is  fair, young wife lived on 
scan ty  portions of bread, beans and beef 

liver, w ith syrup m ade of su g ar dissolved in w ate r 
for dessert.

All th rough th is  tim e his wife encouraged his 
political am bitions.

In April. 1902, Gore m anaged to go as a dele­
gate  to the  te rrito ria l convention th a t w as to 
choose a delegate to congress from O klahom a and 
h is  speech in response to  the  w elcom e of the 
m ayor of Enid so stru ck  th e  fancy of th e  delegates 
th a t th e re  w as a m ovem ent to  m ake him th e  choice 
of the  convention. H e declined th e  honor-in  favor 
of o thers. I t  w as a shrew d move and coun ter­
balanced the  fac t th a t he w as a new com er In O kla­
homa. T he resu lt w as th a t he w as elected to  the 
te rrito ria l senate .

The fight fo r a sea t In th e  U nited S ta tes  senate 
w as now pressed  system atically . H aving in tro ­
duced a child labor bill in th e  leg is la tu re  and de­
clared  his friendship  fo r organized labor. Gore 
spen t the  yea r 1903 in w idening his acquaintance, 
a ttend ing  picnics, barbecues and county fairs, lec­
tu ring  for any th ing  from  $5 to  $25, shak ing  hands 
w ith the  crow ds and sm iling  his w ay into th e ir  
h earts .

T hen cam e th e  presiden tia l cam paign of 1904 
and Gore got $4 or $5 a day from  th e  D em ocrats 
fo r speaking  in Indiana, Ohio and Illinois. He had 
no desire  to  go back to th e  te rrito ria l leg islature, 
know ing th a t  his g re a t Smbition could be b e tte r  
served  by the  publicity  of serv ice in the national 
cam paign.

Gore fought h a rd  fo r O klahom a’s adm ission to 
the  Union. No m an w as m ore ac tive in the  agi­
ta tion . B u t he would not go to  the  national capital.

"I w on’t  go to  W ashington  till I go w ith the 
r igh t to  speak  and vote in the  senate ,” he said.

T he statehood bill w as passed by congress in 
1906. T hen the  political a ir  o f O klahom a was 
“ full of razo rs” as the  strugg le  fo r the  two new 
senato rsh ips began w ith  the  p rim ary  cam paign to 
elect a  leg islature. G ore’s opponents w ere both 
rich  m en, who spen t th e ir  money freely. He 
stayed In G uthrid, borrow ing money to  pay the 
$4.50 a w eek w hich it co st him to live. : B eing a t 
the  capital, he m et men from  all over the  s ta te  
and w as able to  m ake shrew d com binations.

I t w as a  trag ic  th ing  to  see a blind m an h a r­
assed by poverty  fighting ag a in s t his rich rivals, 
one a banker and  the  o th e r a  law yer, but, how ever 
he bled inw ardly. Gore gave no sign th a t he saw 
any th ing  p athetic  in his situation . H is friends 
w anted him to abandon h is  ^am bition! fo r a tim e 
and run  for congress.

“I t is the  senate  o r noth ing ,” he replied.
In A pril, 1907, he began to m ake speeches all 

over th e  state .
H e spoke on s tree t corners, from  the tops of 

boxes, from  ca rt ta ils, anyw here, everyw here, n igh t 
and day. The leading  new spapers ignored him. 
w hile his riva ls  w ere able to  buy advertis ing  
space and one o f them  hired b rass bands, opera 
houses and advance agents. In  M arch he had 
m ortgaged hi3 house for $1,000, b u t the  money was 
soon gone. To g et his nam e on the p rim ary  ballot, 
under the  ru les of the  D em ocratic s ta te  convention, 
he had to pay $375. B ut on the  la s t day allowed 
for the  paym ent he found him self w ith only $8. In 
sheer desperation  he  m ade o u t h is  check for $375 
and paid it  in. A Mr. Young saved him by raising  
the  money to  m eet the  check.

As th e  voting drew  n e a r  the  blind cand idate’s 
circum stances becam e m ore despera te  than  evdn 
He w as spending abou t $24 a  w eek fo r traveling  
expenses. To get o u t of m oney a t  th a t s tage  of 
th e  fight would have been  fatal. H e m ade from  
tw o to  four speeches a  day, a lthough h e  would 
s i t  up all n ig h t in hotels to save paying fo r a  bedL 
and  a te  only one m eal a  day. A t tim es he would 
go from  one day to  an o th er on cheese and  crackers 
ca rried  In h is  gripsack . So g rea t w as th e  physical 
ordeal th a t  he  lo s t 30 pounds w e ig h t

Gore won his fight in the primary election and 
was elected to the United States senate by the 
legislature, drawing the short term. The struggle, 
cost him $1,100, exclusive of the $375 he paid to 
get his name on the primary, ballot. One of his 
opponents is said to have spent $75,000.

It was a grand day for Oklahoma when her 
blind man got into the United States senate.

In 1908 he went home and was re-elected. When 
he reached Lawton a cheering crowd surrounded 
the carriage and took him and his wife to their 
cottage. As roar after roar broke on the air he 
turned to h is  wife and whispered, "They don’t 
seem to know thst It’s  only me."______

Dem ocrats Mope to E lect Successor
to James Breck P erk ins  In N ew

Y o rk — Senators A re Against 
Proposed T re a ty  w ith  

'L iberia .

W ashington.—It Is becom ing sharp ­
ly evident th a t the  p residen t’s conser­
vation m easures will be beset by 
m any difficulties, but finally they may 
see the light of passage. One of the 
bills as prepared authorizes the p resi­
den t to w ithdraw  from the  public do­
m ain any lands which he may deem 
advisable in o rder to  p ro tec t the  
people’s in terest. Many of the West­
ern senato rs and represen ta tives and 
a goodly num ber of those from the  i 
ea st oppose th is  m easure as putting, 
as they think, too much pow er into 
the hands of the  chief executive.

It w ill be recognized a t once th a t 
the reasons back of the  desire  to pass 
th is legislation *have for th e ir  basis 
the  wish to find a way to preven t val­
uable w ater site s and  m ining lands 
from passing into the  bands of per­
sons who intend eventually  > to  turn  
them over to  the  uses of corporations, 
which on once securing control m ight 
m ake millions out of property which 
has cost them  com paratively little, 
and would then be In a legal position 
which would bulw ark them  against 
any a ttem p t to force them  to pay the  
original ow ners, the people, any lease 
money.

O nly T w o  B ills  H ave Chance.
It was supposed when congress first 

cam e toge ther th a t several conserva­
tion bills of different kinds would be 
introduced and th a t the  presiden t 
would Insist th a t all of them  be 
passed. The length of the p res iden t’s 
program  and the lackadaisical way 
in whjch congress has gone a t  the 
w ork of the  session m ake it  seem  cer­
ta in  now th a t  only tw o conservation 
m easures have any real chance of pas­
sage th is year. One of th em • is the 
w ithdraw al bill of which m ention has 
ju s t been made, and the  o th e r is the 
m easure which looks to  th e  separation  
of the  surface lands from the  m ineral 
lands which may lie undernea th  in or­
der th a t d ifferent m ethods of dispo­
sing of each may be found. In the 
second conservation m easure the  idea 
is to secure m eans by which the gov­
ernm ent can lease the r igh t to  de­
velop m ines while disposing of the 
surface lands for ag ricu ltu ra l pur­
poses in any way th a t may seem  best.

W hile the extrem e w est and north ­
w est have been m arkedly progressive 
along the lines of the “Roosevelt en­
deavor,” It Is nevertheless tru e  th a t 
In conservation  m a tte rs  the  form er 
president did not have the  en tire  sym ­
pathy and support of men who stood 
by him upon all o ther m atte rs  of pub­
lic policy to which he gave his adher­
ence.. P residen t T aft is m ost in s is t­
en t tha t a law which will give him 
and succeeding p residents the  pow er 
to  w ithdraw  public lands when It 
seem s necessary shall be passed a t 
th is session. He is constan tly  refer­
ring to the subjec t when the  senate 
and house leaders v isit him  In the 
W hite House and he is te lling  them 
th a t th is  bill m ust go through In vir­
tually  the form in which it was draw n. 
He is trying hard to win the north ­
w est to his views. *

Involves. B a llinger Trouble.
It Is perfectly  easy to understand 

why Mr. T aft is so anxious th a t th is 
particu lar piece of legislation shall go 
on the s ta tu te  books in the form in 
which It has been sanctioned by him 
and by the a tto rney  general and the 
secre tary  of the interior. One of the 
first ac ts  of Secretary  Ballinger was 
to resto re  some of the lands which 
had been w ithdraw n by his predeces­
sor, S ecretary  Garfield. Mr. Ballinger 
did not believe and does not believe 
today th a t Mr. Garfield had the  legal 
au thority  to w ithdraw  the lands.

As soon as the new secre tary  of the 
in terio r had restored  a part of the  
public domain which Mr. Gorfleld had 
w ithdraw n, harsh  critic ism  of the ac t 
was made by the principal advocates 
of the  Roosevelt policies of conserva­
tion. Gifford P inchot and o thers made 
represen ta tions to P res iden t T aft, and 
as a resu lt Mr. B allinger w as com­
pelled to w ithd raw  some of the  lands 
which he had resto red  to th e ir  form er 
sta tu s. It is needless to say th a t the 
secre tary  of the Interior did th is with 
no very good grace, for by the a c t he 
was compelled to go in the face of his 
own belief of the righ ts in the m atter. 
This difficulty over w ithdraw als and 
resto rations of the  public dom ain add­
e d ' coals to the already hot fire of 
controversy betw een Mr. Ballinger, 
Mr. P incho t of the  fo restry  service 
and som e of the  officials o f the  land 
office and reclam ation  service.

Hope to G ain A n o th er Seat.
There has been g rea t ac tiv ity  in  th e  

D em ocratic congressional com m ittee 
for th e  la s t few days. The m em bers 
are  tak ing  particu larly  sharp  In te rest 
in  th e  outcom e of th e  special election 
i£ lfhe  Thirty-second congressional dis­
tr ic t in New York s ta te , w here a  rep ­
resen ta tive  in congress la  to  be e lect­
ed to fill th e  vacancy caused  by th e  
death  of a  Republican m em ber, Jam es 
Breck P erkins.

T he D em ocrats hope to  ca rry  th is  
w estern  New York d is tric t, w hich in  
the  past ordinarily  has been R epub­

lican. H aving elected  a  successor to  
David A. DeArmond in a  M issouri dis­
tr ic t  by a  largely increased  m ajority , 
and  being  successful in  the  F our­
teen th  M assachusetts  d is tr ic t In the  
election of Eugene N. Foss on the 
D em ocratic ticket in a  Republican 
section  of. the  s ta te , the  p resen t mi­
nority  party  n atu ra lly  hopes to  make 
a  fu rth e r gain in w estern  New York.

The Republicans say th a t in the 
M assachusetts d is tr ic t w here th e  Dem­
ocra ts  won, conditions w ere abnorm al 
and th a t Foss who w as elected b j \ tb q  
D em ocrats w as In rea lity  a  Republican 
and th a t his opponent w as a  man not 
At all popular, and  the refo re  th e  Dem­
ocra tic  success Is easily  to be account­
ed for. The D em ocrats reply simply 
th a t th e  R epublicans a re  w h ittling  to  
keepr up th e ir  courage, and  th a t the 
election of th e  Dem ocrat in w estern  
New York In a  few days, o r the  cu t­
ting  down greatly  of the  Republican 
m ajority , will prove th a t the  country 
is ripe  for a change in the  party  con­
tro l of the lower bouse of congress.

W ill Congress Pay T a r if f  Board?
It Is s till a question w hether P res­

iden t T aft is to be given the $250,000 
which he has asked from congress to 
pay the  expenses of th ec tariff board 
for the  next fiscal year. The presi­
dent has urged congress hard  to  sanc­
tion the appropriation. E arly  In the 
season Senator H ale of M aine, who 
Is a pro tection ist of the old school, 
gave sharp  Intim ation t^iat if the 
p residen t Intended to  em ploy the  tariff 
board  fo r any  purpose except to con­
sider the questions of m aximum and 
minimum tariff ra tes  and th e ir  re la­
tion to our foreign trad e  and to  cus­
tom s d iscrim inations, congress ought 
not to give him hioney to  carry  out 
his wisheB. —

The dow nward revision Republicans, 
and the  D em ocrats w ith them , say 
th a t the fear of the  high protection 
elem ent is th a t the tariff board will 
conduct Investigations for the  purpose 
of getting  m aterial which can be used 
In fu tu re  tariff legislation and th a t 
the  high p ro tec tion ists  fear also th a t 
some of the  facts  which are  adduced 
will lead the  people to  believe tha t 
low ra te s  a re  a  necessity.

T re a ty  w ith  L ib e ria  Opposed.
If the adm in istra tion  Is to  secure, 

w h a t, it so heartily  desires, a trea ty  
with L iberia, the boon w ill be given 
only a fte r  troub les th a t may take  on 
th e  form  of a congressional fight. In 
rea lity  It seem s wholly im probable 
th a t th e  sen a te  w ill consent to  nego­
tia tin g  any tre a ty  w ith the African 
republic a t th is  session. T here is a 
good deal of sen tim en t in A m erica in 
connection w ith  L iberia because Its 
governm ent w as m odeled In the  be­
ginning, a f te r  th a t of th e  U nited 
S tates, and because in the  old slavery 
days It w as considered a  so rt of haven 
for negroes, and It w as the  hopeful 
belief of m any of th e  old tim e abo­
litionists th a t In L iberia  th e  black 
race  would prove th a t It w as thorough­
ly capable of self-governm ent.

In his annual m essage to  congress. 
P res iden t T a ft gave considerable 
space to the troub les in  L iberia. He 
called a tten tion  to the  fact th a t the re  
is a provision In an early  trea ty  with 
the African republic under which the 
U nited S ta tes  m ay be called upon f,or 
advice or assistance. "P u rsu a n t to 
th is  provision and In the  sp irit of the 
moral relationsh ip  of the United 
S ta tes to L iberia, th a t republic last 
year asked th is  governm ent to  lend 
assistance  In the  solution of certain  
of th e ir  national problem s.”

Not long ago th e  report of the 
com mission which the United S tates 
Sent to L iberia  w as m ade public, and 
the p residen t has  said th a t he hopes 
as a resu lt of the  com m ission’s report, 
some helpful m easures m ight result, 
and so th rough the departm en t of 
s ta te  he has called the  a tten tio n  of the 
senate to the subject. J.

Position of U n ited  States.
R ecently S ecre tary  Knox Invited the 

m em bers of the  foreign re la tions com­
m ittee of the senate to  a d inner at 
his residence, and th e re  he laid before 
them  the reasons as he saw them  for 
the nego tiating  of a tre a ty  w ith Li­
beria. I t seem s to  be the  feeling in 
the  s ta te  depa rtm en t th a t the  African 
country is likely to be made the  scene 
of exploitation of English, F rench  or 
Germ an in teres ts , and th a t It may be 
eventually  th a t one o r the  o ther of 
these countries may ac tually  th rea ten  
the te rrito ria l In teg rity  of a country 
which In a  sense is considered a  ward 
of the U nited S tates.

T he m em bers of th e rsenate  com m it­
tee m ade It plain to S ecre tary  Knox 
th a t they w ere n o t in favor of a  tre a ty  
w ith L iberia  th a t in any way would 
bind th is  country to  a bourse which 
m ight run counted to  the w ishes of 
the  th ree  g rea t European countries 
w hich have been nam ed. Mr. K nox’s 
guests  told him th a t w hile the  U ni­
ted  S ta tes  w as extrem ely  cordial In Its 
good w ishes to L iberia and had done 
m uch for th a t country. It had done no 
m ore than  G reat B ritain , and th a t It 
would seem  like a  s lu r a t  the  English 
people If th is  country  w ere eveti in­
d irectly  to  In tim ate th a t-I t feared  the 
B ritish governm ent w as to  be an  ag­
gressor.

M eeting  of the  D. A. R.
The advance guard  of the  Daugh­

te rs  of th e  A m erican Revolution, who 
will m eet in W ashington A pril 18, a l­
ready  has  en tered  the  city. W ithlq 
the  nex t w eek th e re  w ill be hundreds 
of rep resen ta tiv es  of th e  society In 
t i e  cap ita l and already  p repara tions 
a re  being m ade for the  m eeting, which 
w ill la s t ja s t  one week.

T he D aughters o f  the  American 
Revolution, curiously enough, have the 
sam e k ind  of trouble on th e ir  hands 
th a t recen tly  bese t congress. The 
D aughters a re  divided In to  tw o fac­
tions which have been nam ed regu lars 
and  insurgen ts. T he Insurgen ts In the  
m ain, a re  opposed to  the  ru le  of the 
presid ing  officer, who. like Speaker 
Cannon, com es from  Illinois.

I did b reak  one of them  up in  Canada 
tw o o r th ree  years ago. As I rode 
from  W innipeg to  the  R ockies over 
y o u r . g re a t W est and  saw  the  finest 
w heatfields in  the  w orld, I though t of 
V irginia and  a  lo t of our S tates,, and 
I  sm ashed the  T en th  Com m andm ent 
every  hour of the  journey. Yes, sir, 
I coveted my neighbor’s land." Com­
ing from  a  m an of th e  fam e of Mr. 
Cannon, the se  w ere w ords th a t should 
have som e w eight w ith  th e  A m ericans 
who m ay s till have doubts of the  ad­
vantages th a t a re  offered to  them  in 
W estern  Canada. A hom e am ongst 
th e  w heatfields. H undreds of thou­
sands of A m ericans a re  adopting  it. 
T hey go to  C entral._Canada, to  any 
one of the  th ree  P rov inces of M ani­
toba, S askatchew an or A lberta, o r to 
the  C oast P rovince of B ritish  Colum­
bia, take  up th e ir  hom estead  of 160 
acres, and probably pre-em pt ano ther 
160 ac res, or it m ay be they  do not 
care fo r p ioneering  tw enty  o r th irty  
miles from  an ex isting  railw ay, and 
purchase a  farm . Then they  se ttle  
upon it and, having no clearing  aw ay 
of tim ber they  begin a t  once to  cul­
tiva te  it, and  m ake money.

They do n o t leave civilized life, they  
but rem ove from  one sphere to  an ­
other. They have splendid social con­
ditions, churches, schools, ru ra l te le­
phones, splendid roads, railw ays, con­
venient ju s t  the sam e as w ha t they 
left, and  w ha t is m ore, they  get much 
g rea te r re tu rn s  from  th e ir  crops, 
which give ab undan t yield. The cli­
m ate is perfec t, and It is no w onder 
th a t m ost fla tte ring  repo rts  a re  sent 
back to  th e ir  friends in the  S tates, 
and i t  is no w onder th a t  Joe Cannon 
w as tem pted  to  speak a s  he did.
