Refuse to Pay.

OBJECT TO AD VALOREM

Western Union and the American Tel-
egraph and Telephone Company
Assert New Law Is Against
Federal Constitution.

Lansing.—Claiming that the law en-
acted at the last session of the legis-
lature providing for the taxation of
telegraph and telephone companies on
an ad valorem basis is a violation of
the constitution of the United States,
two of the big corporations doing
business in Michigan paid only a por-
tion of their taxes and practically de-
fied theistate to collect the remainder.

The Western Union paid to Audi-
tor-General Fuller $20,673.31, while
it was assessed at $31,009.97; the
American Telegraph and Telephone
company paid $7,752.49, against $9,-
302.99 assessed.

Accompanying checks for these
amounts were declarations that the
law is unconstitutional. The basis
on which the companies figured they
owed the state these amounts of taxes
is not known. Last year, under the
specific tax system, the Western
Union paid $3,089.64 and the A. T. &
T. $3,830. The legislature last win-
ter placed telegraph and telephone
companies under the ad valorem sys-
tem, after a contest which lasted
through several sessions.

“Something has got to be
about this taxation matter,” said
Auditor-General Fuller. “l have re-
ferred the entire question to the at-
torney-general. Probably he will pro-
ceed to seize some of their property
to collect the remainder of the tax,
but where it will end I cannot guess.
It means another big lawsuit, and is a
most serious proposition.”

There remains unpaid about $1-
000,000 in corporation taxes, which
under the law is liable for a penalty
of 1 per cent, a month after today.
Some time ago a group of car loaning
companies paid in their taxes under
protest and started a legal attack on
the law. As has been stated, the big
railroads of the state seriously con-
sidered the question of making an as-
sault on this law. The danger is said
to lie in the question as to whether
the state has provided a method of
equal taxation, and this raises the
question as to whether the local as-
sessors have kept their valuation of
general property up to a point where
general property pays a proportion
of taxes equal to that assessed
against the corporations.

Liquor Cause of Fall.

According to figures issued by the
pardon board of the state an increase
of 113 applicants for parole for the
year 1909 were received over the
previous year 1908. The total number
for 1908 was 595, while for the year
1909 the number had reached a total
of 698. However, it id rather startling
that of 698 applications for parole in
1909, 460 of this number were granted
mwhat they asked for, but 19 of them
were sent back to prison for violating
the parole issued to them.

Figures compiled also show that the
number of paroles denied for 1909 was
a decrease over 1908 of 14, while the
number of applications, number pa-
roled and number of violations of pa-
role all showed an increase. These
figures include the prisons at Detroit,
Jackson/ Marquette and lonia.

A large number of the violators of
paroles, it appears, are returned to
prison again because they have im-
bibed too freely, and while under the
influence of liquor committed depreda-
tions that they might not have done
under other conditions.

The percentage of applications de-
nied during the year 1908 was 19.5 as
compared with 14.3 for 1909. The per
cent, of applications granted for 1908
Was 8L5, as compared with 85.7 for
1909. The per cent, of violations to
paroles granted for the year 1908 was
23.5, as'‘compared to 30.3 for 1909.

Railroads Pay Taxes.

Several of the big railways of the
state relieved state officers of worry as
to whether they were going to pay
their taxes. The Michigan Central sent
a check for $1,116,668.86; the Grand
Trunk. $344,210.61; the Lake Shore,
$408,029.13, and the Detroit. Toledo
& Shore line. $41,346.62. The Pere
Marquette has not remitted up to date.

Primary Fund, $6.50 a Child.

As the figures are running in the
receipt; of taxes from the railroads,
the per capita of primary school
money to be distributed this year will
be about $6.50 per school child.” The
rate has already reached the $6 mark.
There are 755.524 children of school
age in the state.

To Get Separate Depots.

The state railroad commission went
to Owo6so and conferred with citisens
of that town and representatives of
the three roads entering the city rela-
tive to, station facilities. It is pro-
posed by all the roads to build n*w
passenger depots In Owosso. and the
question was aa-to whether the roads
should combine In a big union station
< erect separate stations near their
-Ttesertj old buildings. The delegation
' citisipua asked for separate depots
..id their request will be granted.

Eoho of Glazier Failure.

An echo of the defunct Stockbridge
bank failure, which grew out of the
failure of Frank P. Glazier, ex-state
treasurer, who owned the bank, has
been occupying the attention of Judge
Wiest at Lansing on the petition of
Thomas A. Berry, who asks the court
to be made a preferred creditor of the
defunct institution.

Berry claims that a few days be-
fore the failure of the bank he depos-
ited something like $1,900 with the dis-
tinct understanding with Cashier Gil-
bert H. Gay that he could withdraw it
on the following Wednesday. When
that time came the bank was closed,
and Berry, who was a stock buyer,
could not get bis money. He now
claims that he should be made a pre-
ferred .creditor, because at the time
the deposit was made Gay knew that
the bank was Insolvent. He wants the
court to direct Receiver W. J. Dancer
to return his money in its entirety, in-
stead of being compelled to accept the
dividend which the other depositors
will take. *

The Stockbridge bank has paid divi-
dends amounting to 35 per cent., and
it is expected that this amount will
reach 45 per cent. Judge Wiest or-
dered the attorneys to file briefs and
he took the case under advisement. «

To Insure Only Members.

The Grange Life Insurance company
has filed articles of incorporation with
State Insurance Commissioner Barrf.

At a meeting of the board of con-
trol of the Grange, consisting of Presi-
dent N. P. Hull of DImondale, Secre-
tary J. W. Hutchins of Jackson, M. H.
Burton of Hastings. H. F. Baker of
Cheboygan and T. H. McNaughton of

Kent, held at. the Hotel Wentworth,
the organization was perfected and
John C. Ketchum of Hastings was

chosen buslnes manager of the com-
pany. A new form of insurance is
planned, by which risks are taken un-
til a certain age named in the policy,
and at that age the policy lapses in
the event that the holder Biill lives.
It Is proposed to Insure in three
classes, until forty years of age. fifty
and sixty years. The company will
also issue a straight life policy.

Only members of the Grange are eli-
gible and the company grange mem-
bers In other states.

To Enforce Liquor Law.

Violations of the liquor laws, both
state and local, will be few and far
between if the saloon men themselves
have their way. Nineteen dealers
have organized the Oakland County
Liquor Dealers’ association, adopted
by-laws and elected officers. The or-
ganization was outlined by Attorney
James H. Lynch of Pontiac, who
states that he proposes as far as lies
within his power to see that saloon
regulation in Oakland county is car-
ried out to the greatest degree of per-
fection attainable.

Members of the new association
pledge themselves to report every
case of liquor law violation that
comes within their notice and to as-
sist the officers in prosecutions.
Every violator will be subject to a
fine of $50 by the association and
every member knowing of a viola-
tion and failing to report it will also
be fined $50.

Bailey Wins His Fight.

The supreme court rendered an
opinion reversing the decision of the
circuit judge of Calhoun county in the
case of the Niles Bryant Piano com-
pany against Mayor John W. Bailey of
Battle Creek.

Bailey refused to sign a warrant
calling for the payment of $10,000 on
a piece of land purchased by-jrformer
council for the erection of a city hall,
as he contended that the council was
powerless to act in a matter requiring
such a great expenditure of money.
The total cost of the site jvas.*$30,000.

The circuit court judge of Calhoun
county granted a writ of mandamus
compelling Bailey to sign the war-
rant, but the supreme court reversed
his decision and assessed the costs
of both courts to the property owners.

Build Two Miles of Road.

Pontiac township will build two
miles of state bounty road this year,
and a meeting of the township board
has been called to receive proposals.
The board has decidf” that the section
which will give the largest private do-
nation will be awarded the road.

“There**
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ROOSEVELT GIVES
NOBEL LECTURE

As Recipient of Peace Prize He
Talks in Christiania.

ENDING OF WARS HIS TOPIC

Treaties of Arbitration, Development
of Hague Tribunal and Check on
Growth of Armaments Urged
by the Ex-President.

Christiania.—Col. Theodore Roose-
velt, former president of the United
States, lectured on “International
Peace" Thursday, May 5, before the
Nobel prize committee which award-
ed him the peace prize for his suc-
cessful efforts in ending the war be-
tween Russia and Japan. The great
hall where the lecture was delivered
was filled to the doors, many distin-
guished persons being in the audience,

and Colonel Roosevelt’s words were
heartily applauded. His lecture fol-
lows:

Need of Industrial Peace.

It is with peculiar pleasure that |
stand here today to express the deep
appreciation | feel of the high honor
conferred upon me by the presenta-
tion of the Nobel peace prize. The
gold medal which formed part of the
prize l.shall always keep, and | shall
hand it on to my children as a precious
heirloom. The sum of money provided
as part of the prize by the wise gen-
erosity of the illustrious founder of
this world-famous prize system, | did
not, under the peculiar circumstances
of the case, feel at liberty to keep. |
think it eminently just and proper
that in most cases the recipient of the
prize should keep for his own use the
prize in its entirety. But in this
case, while | did not act officially as
president of the United States, it was
nevertheless only because | was pres-
ident that I was enabled to act at all;
and | felt that the money must be
considered as having been given me
in trust for the United States. | there-
fore used It as a nucleus for a founda-
tion to forward the cause of indus-
trial peace, as being well within the
general purpose of your committee;
for in our complex industrial civiliza-
tion of today the peace of righteous-
ness and justice, the only kind of
peace worth having, is at least as
necessary in the industrial world as
it is among nations.  There is at
least as much need to curb the cruel
greed and arrogance of part of the
world of capital, to curb the cruel
greed and violence of part of the
world of labor, as to check a cruel
and unhealthy militarism in Interna-
tional relationships.

When Peace May Be Evil.

We must ever bear in mind that the
great end in view is righteousness,*
justice as between man and man, na-
tion and nation, the chance to lead
our lives bn a somewhat higher level,
with a broader spirit of brotherly good
will one for another. Peace Is gen-
erally good In Itself, but it is never
the highest good unless it comes as
the handmaid of righteousness; and it
becomes a very evil thing if it serves
merely as a mask for cowardice and
sloth, or as an instrument to further
the ends of despotism or anarchy.
We despise, and abhor the bully, the
brawler, the}oppressor, whether in
private or public life; but we despise
no less the coward and the voluptu-
ary. No man is worth calling a man
who will not fight rather than submit
to Infamy or aee those that are dear
to him sufTer wrong. No nation de-
serves to exist If It permits itself to
lose the stern and virile virtues; and
this without regard to whether the
‘loss Is due to the growth of a heart-
less and all-absorbing commercialism,
to prolonged Indulgence in luxury and
soft effortless ease, or to the deifica-
tion of a warped and twisted senti
mentality.

Moreover, and above all, let us re-
member that words count only* when
they give expression to deeds or are
to be translated into them. The lead
ers of the Red Terror prattled of
peace while they steeped their hands
Ip the blood of the innocent; and

- many a tyrant has called it peace
when he has scourged honest protest
Into silence.  Our words must be
judged by our deeds; and in striving
-fpr a lofty ideal we must use prac-

? tical methods; and if we cannot at-
tain all at one leap, we must advance
towards it step by step, reasonably
content so long as we do actually
make some progress in the right dl
rectibn. <

Now, ~having freely admitted the
limitations to our work, and the qual
locations to be borne in mind, | feel
that | have the right to have my
words taken seriously when | point
out where, in my Judgment, great ad-
vance can be made in the cause of in-
ternational peace. | speak as a prac-
tical man, and whatever | dow advo-
cate | actually tried to do when | was
for the time being the head of a great
nation, .and keenly jealous of its hon-
or and Interest. | ask other nations
to do only what I should be glad to
aee my own nation da

Treaties of Arbitration.

The advance can be- made along
several lines. First of all there can
be treaties of arbitration. There are.
of coarse, states so backward that a
civilized community ought not to en-
ter into an arbitration treaty with
them, at least until we have gone
much further than at present in se-
curing some kind of international po-
lios action. But all really civilized

U K

communities should hare effective ar-
bitration treaties among themselves.
| believe that these treaties can cover
almost all questions liable to arise be-
tween such nations, if they are drawn
with the explicit agreement that each
contracting party will respect the oth-
er’s territory and absolute sovereignty
within that territory, and the equally
explicit agreement that (aside from
the very rare cases where the nation’s
honor is vitally concerned) all other
possible subjects of controversy will
be submitted to arbitration. Such a
treaty should insure peace until one
party deliberately violated it. Of
course, as yet there is no adequate
safeguard against such deliberate vio-
lation, but the establishment of a
Sufficient number of these treaties
‘would go a long way towards creating
a world opinion which would finally
find expression in the provision of
methods to forbid or punish anysnch
violation.

Work of Hague Tribunal.

Secondly, there is the further de-
velopment of The Hague tribunal, of
the work of the conferences and courts
at The Hague. It has been well said
that the flr$t Hague conference
framed a Magna Charta for the na-
tions; it set before us an ideal which-
has already to some extent been real-
ized, and towards the full realization
of which we can all steadily striye.
The second conference made further
progress; the third should do yet
more. Meanwhile the American govn
ernment has more than once tenta-
tively suggested methods for com-
pleting the court of arbitral justice,
constituted at the second Hague con-
ference, and for rendering it effective.
It* Is earnestly to be hoped that the
various governments of Europe, work-
ing with those of America and of
Asia, shall set themselves seriously to
the task of devising some method
which shall accomplish this result. If
| may venture the suggestion, it would
be well for the statesmen of the
world. In planning for the erection of
this world court, to study what has
been done in the United States by the
Supreme court. | cannot help think-
ing that the Constitution of the United
States, notably in the establishment
pf the Supreme court and in the
methods adopted for securing peace
and good relations among and be-
tween the different states, offers cer-
tain valuable analogies to what should
be striven for in order to secure,
through The Hague courts and confer-
ences, a species of world federation
for international peace and justice.
There are, of course, fundamental dif-
ferences between what the United
States Constitution does and what we
should ever attempt at this time to
secure at The Hague; but ttie meth-
ods adopted in the American Constitu-
tion to prevent hostilities between the
states, and to secure the supremacy of
the federal court in certain classes of
cases, are well worth the study of
those who seek at The Hague to ob-
tain the same result on a world scale.

Undue Growth of Armaments.

In the third place, something should
be done as soon as possible to check
the growth of ariiaments, especially
naval armaments, by international
agreement. No one power could or
should act by itself; for it is eminent-
ly undesirable, from the standpoint of
the peace of righteousness; "that a
power which really does believe in
peace should place itself at the mercy
of some rival which may at bottom
have no such belief and no Intention,
of acting on it. But, granted sin-
cerity of purpose, the great powers of
the world should find no insurmount-
able difficulty in reaching an agree-
ment which would put an end to the
present costly and growing extrava-
gance of expenditure oa naval arma-
ments. An agreement merely to limit
the size of the ships would htyve been
very useful a few years ago, and would
still be of use; but the agreement
should go much further.

Finally, it would be a master stroke
If those great powers honestly bent on
peace would form a league of peace,
not only to keep the peace among
themselves, but to prevent, by force If
necessary, its being broken by others.
The supreme difficulty in. connection
with developing the peace work of
The Hague arises from the lack of any
executive power, of any police power
to enforce the decree of the court.
In any community of any size the au-
thority of the courts rests upon actual
or potential force; on the existence of
a police, or on the knowledge that the
able-bodied men of the country are
both ready and willing to see that the
decrees of judicial and legislative
bodies are put into effect. In new and
wild communities where there is vio-
lence, an honest man must protect
himself; and until other means of se-
curing his safety' are devised, it is
both foolish and wicked to persuade
him to surrender his arms while the
men who are dangerous to the com-
munity retain theirs. He should not
renounce the right to protect himself
by his own efforts until the commu-
nity is so organized that it can effec-
tively relieve the Individual of the
duty of putting down violence. So it
Is with nations. Each nation must
keep well prepared to defend itself un-
til the-establishment of some form
of International police power, compe-
tent and willing to prevent violence as
between nations. As things are now,
such power to command peace
throughout the world could best be
assured by some combination between
those great nations which sincerely
desire peace and have no thought
themselves bf committing aggressions.
The combination might at first be only
to secure peace within certain definite
limits and certain definite conditions;
but the ruler or statesnian who should
bring about such a combination would
have earned his place in history for
all time and his title to the gratitude
of all mankind.

Ancient Bank Note.

At the Bank of England privileged
visitors are sometimes shown the
oldest known bank note for £555,
with the date "19th Xber, 1699.” The
memoranda written across the note
show that paymentwas made by three
Instalments. The bank notes of that
period were printed from engraved
plates, blank spaces being left for the
date, the signature, the number and
the amount. The watermark can be
clearly seen and in texture and gen-
eral appearance the notes were very
similar to those of to-day. It was not
until 1797 that bank notes were issued
under £5 In value.

CANADA FORGING

AHEAD

Thomas C. Shotwell, one of the
greatest market reporters in America,
writes from New York, under date of
March 20th, and says:

“The Tariff tangle with Canada
which President Taft has taken in
hand is of importance chiefly because
of the multitude of American farmers
that are crossing Into the Canadian
northwest Most conservative esti-
mates oi their number place it at
150,000 for 1910. Some say as many
as 250,000 will cross. These are all
expert farmers and their places in the
United States are being filled by un-
trained men from Europe and from
the cities. Canada is gaining rapidly
in agricultural importance and with-
in a few years the United States will
have to call on the Dominion for
wheat. Production of wheat in the
United States Is not keeping pace
with the population. A tariff war
would complicate the problem of get-
ting food. Even now Canadian farm-
ers' are getting higher prices for their
cattle on the hoof and Canadian house-
wives are paying less for meat in the
butcher shops than farmers and house-
wives arte receiving and paying in the
United States. The tariff on cattle
and wheat must be removed as be-
tween the two countries before long.”

Business Ability?

Sault Ste Marie News: A jury of

has awarded -the prison contractors
damages to the amount of $22,500. Up-
on the face of this matter it would seem
that the guardian of the public interests]
the lonia board, had been seriously der-
elict inits duty since through the action
of that board the state seems to be in a
fair way to lose a large sum of*money,
This of itself makes the incident of suf-
ficient public interest to warrant discus

sion.

Interest in the matter, however, 9
heightened by reason of the fact that
one of the members of the board of con
trol of the lonia institution, Mr. Amos
S. MusSelrasn, is now a candidate for
the Republican nomination for govern-
or. The sole claim for support for this
lofty position put forth by Mr. Mussel-
man or his friends is Musselman’s abil
ity as a business man. o The greatest
possible stress has been laid upon Mr.
Musselman’s record in the way of busi-
ness achievements and a great volume
of argument is adduced to show thati
Michigan sorely needs the services of
such a business man.

If the record which Mr. Musselman
has achieved as a member of the lonia
board is to be taken as a fair sample of
the business sagacity which he would
display if elected governor, there exists,
it seems to us; considerable room for
doubt whether Michigan needs this
kind of a business man.

While on the stand as a witness in
this case Mr. Musselman admitted that
his visit to the institution at lonia were
infrequent and perfunctory, that he selr
«dom saw the interior of the prison and
was quite unfamiliar with the details of
its operation. Other testimony pro-
duced during the trial seemed to show
that the relations between the reforma-
tory officials and -the prison contractors
were characterized by anything but
close and careful business considera-
tions. As a climax<to the affair the
board summarily cancelled Wallerstein’B
contractand as a result the state is now
up against the probability of paying
$22,000 in damages to the Wallerstein
company.

As this is the only record which the
state has of Mr. Musselman’s ability as
a business man, or a public official, the
showing does not seem to be such as to
warrant the extravagant claims for ex-
ceptional business ability which Mr.
Musselman himgSIf frankly sets up and
which are echoed so unanimously by his
friends.

As
security fpr this amount there remains
due on bonds held by the state $192,000
not including the bond given by the
Metropolitan Surety company that
failed recently. If this company or the
receiver of the bank make no further
payments the entire amount due would
be-collected from the bonding eompanr
iesl It fs expected that the bank credi-
tors will receive seventy or eighty cente
on the dollar.

TARIFF INQUIRY
SEEMS ASSURED

Congress Likely to Vote the Ap-
propriation For the Com-
mission.

FORMER OPPOSITION DYING

President Does Not Want to Postpone
Action on His Measures— Future
Leadership of Senate Is Topic

of Lively Speculation—

Root a Puzzle.

Washington—When the members of
what very properly*may be called “the
president’s tariff board” are certain
that money enough will be provided
to enable them to broaden the scope
of their work they will at once begin
an investigation which is likely, it Is
said, to bring to the surface some real
facts concerning the relation or lack
ot relation of high prices to the tariff.

Mr. Taft asked for $250,000 to en-
able the tariff inquiry work to go on.
and it is possible that in addition to
granting the money congress, possibly
for political reasons, will also enact
legislation which will give specific au-
thority ter the experts to collect mate-
rial which may be of advantage for
use in future tariff legislation.

Money Likely to Be Granted.

In the earlier days of the present
session several of the standpat Repub-
licans said openly that they would op-
pose any measure which would give
the tariff experts any greater author-
ity than was conferred on them un-
der the Payne-Aldrich law. Since
these words of intended antagonism
to additional powers for the experts,
the Republicans who spoke them have
had a change of heart which Demo-
crats say is due almost entirely to the
recent congressional- elections in which
the party met defeat. The chances
are therefore that $250,000 will be
granted for further investigation into
business conditions with a view to the
relation that they bear to the tariff.

The Democrats-declare that the Re-
publicans are insincere and they say
their change of position is due wholly
to the fact that they A e frightened
The work which the tfSIff board will
do when the money is forthcoming
to enable them to do it, will be to col-
lect information after a manner df
rectly suggested by the president of'
the United States when he said that
it should he collected without regard
“to the effect which the facts may
have in calling for a readjustment" of
the rates of duty.”

Position of High Tariff Men.

The high tariff men in congress be-
lieve that Havens (Dem.) was elected
in the Rochester district over Ald-
ridge (Rep.) because of the tariff is-
sue. They do not say this openly, but
they believe it, nevertheless, and now
they realize that with a tariff board
Working along lines mapped out by
the president in his annual message
the country may come to the conclu-
sion that the Republican administra-
tion and the Republican congress
finally may get into a mood to revise
the tariff downward.

These politicians of the dominant
party say that if the people knew
they were actually to get it they would
prefer to have downward revision giv-
en to them by the Republicans rather
than by the Democrats, who,- as these
high tariff men say. “when once start
ed on the downward scale of the sched-
ules would not know where to stop.”

President Against Delay.

Suggestion has been made to Presi-
dent Taft by some of the leading Re-
publicans that it might be Just as well
to postpone full consideration of one
or two of his chief measures until the
next session. These Republicans, the
president apparently thinks, do not
realize that if the legislation is post-
poned how great an effect the putting
off may have on the elections.

It ts understood that at some of the
White House conferences the presi-
dent has said plainly to those who
urge postponement that the party will
haTt a hard enough fight at the best
to carry the next house and that if
the administration's recommendations
are not acted on the effect will be to
add to the handicap, u is shrewdly
suspected by obaervers in Washington
that the Republicans who are suggest-
ing postponement are afraid that the
debate on one-or two measures will
he so long continued that they will not
he able to get back in their districts
in season to make full preparation for
the coming fight.

Some of the men who are credited
with being wise politicians are telling
the Republicans who have the post-
ponement fever that if they stay In
Washington and enact the president’s
recommendations into law they will
gain more than they would by having
them put over and putting the addi-
tional time gained Into the campaign.

Democrats See Advantage.

It is perfectly clear that the Demo-
crats, from a political standpoint, will
he very willing to have the Republic-
ans postpone action on some of the
president's measures, for the minority
party believes that if only a part of
the administration’s program ts car-
ried out the Republicans will lose just
so mnch ammunition for use in the
campaign during the months pre-
ceding the election. The Democrats,
however, are not giving this advice
to the Republicans, for they are will-
ing that the enemy should make the
mistake which they seem to think
would be vital, and it must be said

that the presided to a considerable
extent seems to share the Democratic
view.

Senator Aldrich is having almost
daily conferences with Mr. Taft The
Rhode Islander has been accused of
pretty nearly all the legislative of-
fenses to be found In the realm of ac-
cusations, but he apparently Is de-
sirous in this, the next session before
his last to help the president whom
he Ilkps Immensely personally, to put
through the legislation that has been
asked. Some of the Progressive Re-
publicans have declared In explicit
terms that some of the administra-
tion’s measures are not progressive,
and In fact are reactionary. To offset
these charges some of the regular Re-
publicans say that Mr. Aldrich thinks
some of the president's measures are
so progressive as to be absolutely
radical and that personally the Rhode
Islander doubts the wisdom of their
enactment, but he is a party man and
he wants to put the legislation
through in order to help save the
party next November and in Novem-
ber two years hence.

Who Will Lead Senate?

. It is not generally expected by Re-
publican members of the senate thatr
any of their colleagues who are can-
didates for re-election will follow the
examples set by Senators Aldrich and
Hale, and declare that they are not to
be considered candidates for re-elec-
tion. Immediately following the word
from the Rhode Islander and the man
from Maine, that they would not seek
re-election, it was hinted that several
other old line Republicans might be
Inclined to follow their examples, but
there seems at present to be little
chance that any of the others will feel
it necessary to get out of the race.

The first question asked when the
two senators of long service and con-
servative mind gave voice to their de-
termination to retire was, who will be
the Republican leader In the senate?
It Is a very easy question to ask. but
a very difficult one to answer. It has
not been answered yet, and is not like-
ly to get a satisfactory reply for a long
time to come.

Cannot Count on Burrows.

Senator Aldrich is the chairman of
the finance committee of the senate,
a position which is always accorded to
the leader 0% the party which Is in
control in the upper <house. The
senator who ranks next to Mr. Aldrich
on the finance committee, and who
probably will receive promotion to the
chairmanship, Is Julius C. Burrows of
Michigan. Admittedly, however, there
Is little likelihood that Mr. Burrows
will be made leader of the Republicans
in the upper house. The Michigan
senator is getting on in years, and he
is not generally credited with leader-
ship qualities.

It would be impossible at this time
for the Republicans to figure on the
leadership of Senator Burrows because
he is confronted with a hard fight in
the home state for re-election to the
senate. Representative Charles E.
Townsend is a candidate for Senator
Burrows’ seat, and It may be that this
veteran senator will have to give way
to a rival who entered the house of
representatives only seven years ago.

Elihu Root of New York, has been a
senator only a short time. There is
considerable speculation concerning
the possibility of his taking the leader-
ship of the senate next March on the
retirement of Mr. Aldrich. The sen-
ate however, is a law unto itself on
many subjects, and no matter how
able a man may be, how well fitted for
leadership, nor how popular, personal-
ly he proves himself, the senators are
apt to decline to give the leadership
to one who has not been for a consid-
erable number of years a member of
the body.

Senator Root a Puzzle.

Senator Root’s position in the sen-
ate, and formerly In the cabinet of the
Uri!f§d 8t£t§s, has been in a sense a
puzzQjfcto a good many people through-
out the country, and In Washington,
too, for that matter. The New York
senator ordinarily Is put down as an
extreme conservative, and yet he was
the chosen adviser of the extremely
progressive, even radical president,
Theodore Roosevelt Mr. Root is go-
ing abroad shortly, and there he will
meet the former president who, it Is
said, is more anxious to get a state-
ment of the political situation from
Elihu Root than from any other living
man.

The New York senator has not been
long in the upper house, and for this
reason it is possible, even probable,
that he may be considered out of the
question, as it relates to the choice of
a leader. It Is certain, however, that
Mr. Root will continue to he an ad-
visory agent of great strength in the
Republican councils, even though he
should not be given the title and the
authority of chieftain.

Leadership May Be Nominal.

The Republican senators today are
actually discussing among themselves
the propriety of having only a nom-
inal leadership in the senate, and of
giving the power of chieftainship dur-
ing the discussion of bills to the man
who seems to be best adapted”o the
particular occasion. This means sim-
ply that things will be carried . on
much as they are at present except
that some of the power with which
Mr. Aldrich is possessed will be ta-
ken away. The Rhode Islander owes
a large part of his strength and Influ-
ence to his personality. There is no
man Just like him in the United States
senate, and the Republicans know It

Some one probably will be made titu-
lar leader, but seven or.eight of the
leading Republicans will form a con-
ference body, and, if the present plan
is carried out, will conduct all party
matters, look after legislation and
whip the reluctant ones Into line if
it is found that it is necessary to use
anything except ’gentle persuasion.”

BIG MISSION MEET

MAKE ENTIRE WORLD CHRISTIAN
RALLYING CRY OF LAY-
MEN’'S CONGRESS.

PROMINENT MEN ATTEND

Culmination of Most Remarkable
Campaign in Which All Protestant
Churches of America Are United—
Many Notables PresenL

Chicago, May 3.—Leaving their busi-
ness affairs to consider the evan-
gelization of the world in this genera-
tion, 4,500 men have gathered at Chi-
cago to attend the Laymen’s National
Missionary congress. They represent
every Protestant church in America.
They come from all over the country.
Among them are men ot National
and international prominence. For-
mer Vice-President Fairbanks attends
as a representative of the Methodist
Episcopal church. Several governors
are present. United States Senators
Dolliver of lowa and Beveridge of In-
diana and former Senator Teller of
Colorado were present at the first ses-
sion. A number of former governors
of states are registered. Among them
are former Governor Hadley of Mis-
souri, former Governor Yates of Illi-
nois, and former Governor Hanley of
Indiana.  Soldiers,- - sailors, business-
men, professional men and ministers
are in attendance. The congress
closes on Friday.

Close of Remarkable Campaign.

This convention marks the close of a
remarkable religious campaign. Dur-
ing the winter and spring, missionary
conventions were held under the aus-
pices of the Laymen’s Missionary
Movement in 75 of the leading cities of
the country. The campaign began at

J. Campbell White.

Buffalo on October 16. The gathering
at Chicago is the climax of the series
of conventions.

The appeal for foreign missions was
presented to the business men of these
cities. All told, 83,000 business men
registered as delegates for 75 conven-
tions, paying a dollar for the privilege.
In addition, thousands of other men at-
tended the various sessions.

Each convention opened with a ban-
quet. In most every case these ban-
quets were the largest In the history
of the cities. All of these cities and
hundreds of the surrounding towns
are represented at the Chicago con-
gress.

A national missionary policy will be
adopted. This policy will be sent to
the World’s Missionary conference at
Edinburgh, Scotland, on June 14,
where It is expected to exert a pro-
found influence. The delegates are
apppinted- amongst the various Pro-
testant churches of America in ac-
cordance with their membership and
gifts to missions. The Methodist
Fniscopal church leads with 600 dele-
gates. The Presbyterian church Is
second with 450 men. The Northern
Baptist church has a quota of 330
men, while the Southern Baptist con-
vention sent 200 men. The Southern
Methodist church is represented by
2uo men. The Protestant Episcopal
cnurch appointed 210 delegates. Most
of the otilbr churches have proportion-
ate representation.

The various sessions are held in
the Auditorium. The congress opened
with the singing of “Crown Him Lord
of All.” itight Rev. Charles P. Ander-
son, Episcopal bishop of Chicago, made
the opening address. He spdke on the
“Will of Christ for the World,” dwell-
ing upon the need of church unity.
Bishop W. L. McDowell of the Meth-
odist Episcopal church made the sec-
ond address. The first evening was
devoted to talks by J. Campbell White,
general secretary of the Laymen’s Mis-
sionary Movement, and J. A. MacDon-
ald. editor of the Toronto Globe.
