May P reven t Usual Fall Appor­

tionm ent of P rim ary  
School Money.

Lansing.—A copy of the  m otion for 
an Injunction from the U nited (S ta tes  
d is tr ic t court of G rand Rapids, re ­
s tra in ing  A uditor G eneral F u lle r from 
disposing of th e ir  property  for th e  
collection of taxes, w as served by the  
M ichigan S ta te  Telephone com pany of 
D etroit, th e  C itizens’ of Grand Rapids, 
B attle  Creek, Jackson and M arshall, 
th e  tw in  cities of B enton H arbor and 
the  Union, Owosso.

.T hese com panies owe to  th e .s ta te  
a  to ta l of $303,050.06 for taxes.

A uditor G eneral F u lle r in an  In te r­
view says th a t th e  proceedings s ta r t­
ed by seveU te lephone com panies to 
p reven t collection of th e ir  taxes, is 
im portan t to  th e  school d is tr ic ts  of 
th e  s ta te , as  th e  su its  w ill undoubt­
edly p reven t the  usual fall apportion­
m ent of p rim ary  school money. It 
had  been expected th a t about $1 per 
capita  would be available for d istribu ­
tio n  nex t November.

Out of $391,662.61 in  uncollected ad 
valorem  taxes $303,005.06 is a t  stake 
in the se  suits. The aud ito r genera l 
w as served  F riday  n igh t w ith th e  mo­
tion for a  re s tra in in g  o rder which has 
been filed in the  U nited  S ta tes  d is tr ic t 
court. The question w hether a n . in ­
junction  will be issued to  s top  collec­
tion w ill be taken  up on M ay 19. If 
the, in junction  is issued the  conse­
quen t legal proceedings a re  expected 
to  tie  up the  tax  for an in term inable 
length  of time.

P apers  w ere served  on A uditor Gen­
eral F u lle r on behalf of the  Postal 
T elegraph Cable com pany and the 
N ortheastern  Telephone and T ele­
graph com pany of Saginaw  in pro­
ceedings sim ilar to those in s titu ted  by 
o th e r te lephone com panies to  res tra in  
him  from  collecting th e ir  taxes under 
the  new  ad  valorem  law.

Agents Cannot Deliver Liquor.
A ccording to  an opinion rendered  by 

A ttorney G eneral B ird , It is  a  violation; 
of th e  local optiqin law  fo r an  ag e n t of 
a brew ery, w ho has h is  office In a dry  
county, to  so lic it o rd ers  fo r beer and 
th e n  send th e  order, m oney and nam e 
of th e  party  placing6 th e  o rder to  the 
brew ery, rece iv ing  the  bee r him self 
and  m aking  th e  delivery  to  th e  pur­
chaser.

Should liq u o r be shipped in  separa te  
packages, d irec ted  to  each purchaser, 
and  placed In one la rge  package di­
rec ted  to  the  agen t, an d - the  agen t 
should deliver the  liquor to  the  vari­
ous persons to whom i t  w as consigned, 
th e  agen t -would be a  v io la to r of the  
local option law.

Bird holds th a t in both  in stances 
the  agen t undertakes, on paym ent of 
th e  price  charged, to  deliver to the  
custom er a  ce rta in  quan tity  of liquor 
and th a t in each instance the  agen t 
has contro l of the  liquor until i t  Is 
delivered.

T he a tto rn ey  g enera l also holds 
th a t | t  is no t a  violation of th e  local 
option law w hen the  d rayage charge 
on liquor shipped Into a  dry  county is 
paid by th e  pu rchaser to  whom  i t  is 
consigned, aind the  liquor is secured 
from  the  railroad  s ta tio n  o r express 
office by order of th e  purchaser. .

V illages w hich have b arred  out 
saloons under the  village local option 
ac t have no au tho rity  -to refuse li­
censes to  w holesale stores, according 
to  th e  a tto rn ey  genera l. H e holds th a t 
such estab lishm ents can sell liquor by 
m easure or in  any  quan tity , providing 
i t  is n e t d runk  on th e  prem ises. The 
question w as raised  byrf a  w holesale 
firm w hich proposed to  estab lish  a 
s to re  In Holly, w here saloons a re  
barred.

BarberS Always T alkative.

above the  su rface of the  w ater. Now, 
th e re  is som ething ra th e r queer about 
th is  quain t little  plant. I t has no 
ro o ts  a t  all, only floating rootlike 
b ran ch es  ringed w ith soft spiky leaves, 
som e like needles. Among these 
leaves  a re  num berless tiny bladders, 
each  open a t  the  end. These form a 
t r a p  for tiny  w ate r Insects, which get 
in to  them  and canno t ge t out again, 
e a y s  Home Chat. T he juices from  the 
In sec ts  help to  nourish  the  p lant.

Bulk Sales Act Is Upheld.
T he M ichigan bulk  sales ac t was 

upheld by the  U nited S ta tes  Suprem e 
court. T he court holds th a t th e  M ich­
igan s ta tu te  is. on all fours w ith the 
Connecticut law  which the  cou rt had 
held to  be constitutional.

This is a  decided vic tory  for the  
cred it men of the  en tire  country , the 
fight having been m ade by the  Na­
tional C redit M en’s association . It 
now becomes ce rta in  th a t cred ito rs  
may be~ com pletely pro tec ted  w hep a 
debtor m akes a  sale of his stock. T he 
law, now held to  be constitu tional, 
provides th a t a  person abou t to  pur­
chase a  stock  of goods from  a  dealer 
m ust give notice to all th e  cred ito rs  
of th a t dealer and give th e  cred ito rs 
a  chance to p ro tec t them selves.

Sim ilar ac ts  have been on the  s ta t­
ute books of various s ta tes , b u t have 
been declared unconstitu tional. A t last 
a s ta tu te  has been found w hich s tands  
the te st and its  enactm en t by o ther 
s ta te s  is regarded as  ce rta in . One or 
two s ta te s  have already adopted the 
M ichigan s ta tu te  bodily.

B. M. Corwin of Grand Rapids 
was one of the atto rneys on the  win 
ning side.

W hen the 
A m erican Telephone & Telegraph 
com pany rem itted  to  the  aud ito r gen­
e ra l a  few days ago the  d ra f t w as ac­
com panied by a  le tte r  inform ing the 
s ta te  official th a t th e  tax  assessed  
aga in st th e  corporation  w as alto­
gether too high and it  would n o t be 
paid. T he company, which w as as­
sessed  fo r the  firs t tim e th is  yea r on 
an ad valorem  b asis , w as scheduled to 
pay $9,302.94, b u t in stead  i t  rem itted  
$7,752.44 and in tim ated  th a t the  s ta te  
could w histle  for th e  rem ainder.

The W estern  U nion w as taxed  $31,- 
009.97, b u t refused  to  pay m ore than  
$20,673.31. The fac t th a t these  con­
cerns posed as self-appointed asses­
sors did not su it e ith e r the  a tto rney  
genera l or aud ito r genera l and  an ef­
fo rt w ill be m ade to  collect the 
am ount still due the state .

M. U. R. Men Get Raise.
By, unanim ous decision of the  board 

of arb itra tio n  in  th e  w age controversy 
betw een the  M ichigan U nited railw ays 
and its em ployes, the  m otorm en and 
conductors are  g ran ted  an  inc rease of 
w ages of one cen t an  hour. Em ployes 
who have been in  the  com pany’s serv ­
ice fo r m ore than  th ree  yea rs  w ill re­
ceive a  ra ise  of 1 ^  cents an  hour, the 
Increase to  ta k e  effect irom  June 1, 
1909.

The new  scale  affects only th e  K ala­
mazoo city  lines and the  K alamazoo- 
Jackson in te ru rban  lines. I t is under­
stood th a t the  com pany will on June  
1 p lace thfT scale  in effect on all Its 
lines, both  c ity  and  in teru rban . The 
p resen t scale on the  K alam azoo city 
lines is 19; cen ts an  hour fo r th e  first 
year m en; 21 cen ts for second-year 
men, and 23 cen ts for those m ore 
than  tw o years in th e  service. The 
scale on the  In te ru rban  is 23 to 25 
cents.

P O W E R  IN F A L L S  O F  NIAGARA

Only About 5.5 P er Cent. Being U til­
ized— Many Industries A ttracted  

by Electrical Conditions.

A recen t artic le  In che E lectrical 
W orld contains the  following d a ta  re­
la tive to  the  utilization of the energy 
from  N iagara Falls. Of the  5,000,000 
horse-pow er rep resen ted  by N iagara 
Falls, only abou t 5.5 per cent, is being 
utilized. Of this, 126,800 horse-power 
is em ployed in electro-chem ical pro­
cesses, 56,200 horse-power for railw ay 
service, 36,460 horse-power for light­
ing, 45,540 horse pow er for various in­
du s tria l services, 12,300 hor-ae-power is 
tran sm itted  over m ore than  one hun­
dred  m iles, 33,500 horse-pow er be­
tw een 75 miles and 100 m iles, 3,100 
horse-pow er 50 m iles, 79,640 horse­
pow er betw een 10 and 30 m iles, while 
145,400 horse-power Is used locally, 
showing th a t m any industries have 
been a ttrac ted  to N iagara F alls  be­
cause of the  favorable electric  pow er 
conditions to  be found there.

Citizen 
Makes a Good Thing

Benjam in f t. B riscoe, president of 
the  U nited S ta tes M otor company, 
closed the  second b ig  D etro it deal of 
th a t organization yesterday , says the 
D etro it F ree  P ress of S atu rday , in the 
purchase of all the stock of the  Gi^ay 
M otor com pany, capital $280,000.

T he final negotiations were m ade'by 
F ran k  Briscoe, h is  b ro ther, president of 
the  Briscoe M anufacturing com pany 
and the  Brush R unabout com pany, with 
O . J .  M ulford, president and  general 
m anager of th e  G ray M otor company, 
ac ting  for th a t concern.

The term s are not given, b u t it was 
stated th a t the  en tire  am ount of stock, 
paid up , was purchased a t a  figure tha t 
leaves a  com fortable profit for the old 
stockholders, especially considering the 
-fact th a t the  com pany was started  with 
$12,000 cap ital four years ago .

The nam e and corporation of the  Gray 
M otor com pany will be retained, and 
M r. M ulford will continue as president 
and  general m anager. T he o ther mem­
bers of the old com pany retire . They 
a re : W illiam  Robbins, W alkerville, 
vice president; E . C. H ough, P lym ­
outh secretary ; David G ray, treasurer, 
and P au l R . G ray, with a  few minor 
stockholders.

Before leaving for New 'York last 
n igh t, F rank  Briscoe announced tha t 
the  United S ta tes M otor com pany will 
a t  .once commence the erection of a 
la rge p lant, w ith 150,000 square feet of 
floor space, all on one floor. The o u t­
p u t of the com pany will a t  once be in ­
creased from 7,000 to 15,000 motors a 
'year.

The success of the G ray M otor com­
pany has been phenom enal. It started 
four years ago with quarters  in part of 
one floor of a  build ing  on Guoin stree t. 
A  year la te r  la rger quarters  were taken 
a t  Leib and F rank lin  stree ts , as a  make 
sh ift to accommodate the  pressing trade 
and. arrangem ents were made to build 
on the p resent s ite  a t  Leib and Larned 
stree ts . T he p lan t has been taxing the 
capacity  of two new five-story buildings 
w ith a  to tal floor space o f 60,000 feet.

M a n y  F ees  a re  C ollected.

D uring the  first four m onths of this 
year the departm ent of s ta te  a t  Lansing 
has turned into the s ta te  treasu ry  the 
surp of $77,413.06. O f th is  sum the  
to tal collection of franchise fees, which 
are paid by corporations for au thority  
to  do business in  th is  s ta te , am ounted 
to  $37,533.55. T his money all goes to 
the  general fund for th e  expenses of 
governm ent.

A nother good source of revenue is 
th e  auto license fee business. Even at 
the  present tim e applications are com­
in g  in  for licenses a t  approxim ately 
100 per day, and fo r th is  fee the d epa rt­
m ent h as  already collected $33,348 in 
1910. I t  was estim ated tha t the fees 
from  th is  source would be about $30,000 
yearly  w hen an  ex tra  $30,000 was a p ­
propria ted  by th e  la s t legislature to the 
good roads departm en t. In  miscellan­
eous receipts th is  departm ent has col­
lected the  sum o f $6,529,51.

S U M  P roparty  B urned.

Lansing , M ich., May 17.—Tw enty- 
four head of ca ttle  were burned to death 
la te  Tuesday afternoon in a  fire whioh 
destroyed the  ca ttle  bam s a t the s ta te  
industrial school, one mile from the 
cen ter of the city . A  large quantity  
of hay  and grain wab also consumed and 
th e  loes will reach SIS,000.

T h e  fire was caused by defective w ir­
ing . Owing to  th e  distance from the 
c ity  and the  lack  of sufficient water 
p ressure from a  th ree-inch  m ain, the 
flames gained such headway th a t the 
build ing  was practically  destroyed b e ­
fore the  arriva l of the  departm ent.

R esidents ard  property  owners in  th is  
section of the  c ity  have asked m any 
tim es fo r more efficient fire protection, 
b u t have been refused. The s ta te  
carries no insurances on its Lansing  
buildings.

The “ School a t Home”  last F riday  
evening, when the school entertained 
the patrons, proved so in teresting  and 
enjoyable th a t i t  may become an annu­
al event. It is estim ated th a t abou t 400 
people saw the w orkings of the school. 
The guests were conducted by guides 
selected from the high school students, 
first to see the heating  and ventila ting 
p lant, then to the chemical laboratory, 
where students were m aking hydrogen 
and oxygen and colored fire, from there 
through the boys’ p lay rooms, where 
the foreign pupils eat the ir lunches and 
spend the noon hour in inclem ent 
w eather. From there they  passed to 
the m anual tra in ing  room, which was of 
course one of the most popular d epa rt­
m ents in the exhibit. There they  saw 
the models from which the boys work, 
the ir w orking-draw ings which they m ust 
make before beginning any piece of 
work, the fine supply of tools and the  
finished products—bread-boards, foot­
stools, coat-hangers, pen-holders, pen 
trays, whiskbroom holders, necktie 
boxes, shelves, broom -holders and o rig ­
inal designs. B ut the main attraction  
for the crowd was in w atching the boys 
at work, each a t his well-equipped 
bench.

A scending to the first floor the  k in ­
dergarten  was next visited. H ere were 
seen the model farm  on the sand table, 
the  circle of little  chairs where the little  
tots begin the ir school life, the low ta ­
bles where they  work and  all the  k in ­
dergarten  g ifts, which were so arranged 
as  to show the ir use and were fu rther 
explained by Miss W arfel.

A cross the  hall they  found the  th ird  
g rade, Miss S m ith ’s roopi, a large, 
p leasant, hom e-like room, b rig h t with 
its  b ird  ch a rt and  bird p ictures, where 
Plym outh pupils have the g rea t advan t­
age  of an introduction to  bird lore th ro ’ 
a  teacher who is an a u th o rity ; besides 
the  b irds, there were a flower calendar 
kept by the pupils, natu re and music 
charts , draw ings and pain tings by the 
pupils of simple landscapes, flowers and 
geom etrical forms, besides specimens of 
the  pupils’ daily work.

Then they  passed to  the  fourth  grade, 
Miss C aster’s room, where the  most 
strik ing  th ing  to be seen was a series of 
relief maps of N orth  A m erica, made of 
flour and salt on blue card-board. 
A long one side of the room were sam ­
ples of the pupils’ first pen-w ork—w rit­
ing th a t m ight p u t to shame m any older 
pupils; the back wall was brightened 
by a  g rea t c luster of the  pupils’ pa in t­
ings of birds and spring  flowers. T he 
most in teresting  part of the equipm ent 
shown in  th is  room was the  cabinet of 
w eights and measures.

The fifth grade opposite, under the 
charge of M rs. E llis, displayed paper 
cu ttings of anim al forms, draw ings of 
flowers, tw igs and a  num ber of scenes, 
a  series of maps of A ustralia  aud  o ther 
work of the  pupils in  language, a r i th ­
metic and w riting.

N ext door the  guests were shown the 
beginner’s room, under M iss Mowry, 
where the  tiny  g raduates o f the  k inder­
garten  are  introduced to  the  m ysteries 
of learn ing . The little  sentences w rito 
ten b y  the pupils seemed w onderful 
when th e ir  age was considered^ and the  
fine display of draw ings o f pussy wil­
lows and the  pain tings—designs for 
church  windows, sim ple sunset and  m a­
rin e  scenes were especially notew orthy. 
H ere was seen, as  in  the  k indergarten , 
how th e  school attem pts to  make the  
school life a  p a r t o f th e  child’s own life. 
On' th e  sand tab le was bu ilt up  a  farm  
w ith its  buildings and crops, and  in  one 
corner of the room a  partitioned dry  
goods box, papered, carpeted  and fu r­
nished by  the  children  made a  model 
home.

Miss Cook’s room, th e  second g rade, 
displayed th e  pup il’s  advance in  w riting  
and spelling, as  well a s  in  th e  draw ing 
of simple landscapes and  tree  outlines. 
How the life in  books is  made real to  
th e  children  was illustrated  here  b y  th e  
poster by  w hich they  illustrated  th e ir  
Thanksgiv ing  sto ry . The w eather c W t  
o f daily  observations was noted h ere  as  
m uch as  th e  strik ing  draw ings deoorat- 
ing  the  board , w hich m ake so d irect an  
appeal to  th e  child  heart.

U p stairs  the  guests  w ere first taken  
to  th e  office, w here M r. Isbell showed 
them  th e  w orkings o f the  electric d o c k , 
w hich rings th e  gongs mid buzzers 
th roughou t the  building. N ex t came

th e  sixth grade w ork, under M iss Huff-' 
man* in  a  fine la rge  room in  th e  new 
build ing , b rightly  decorated for the oc­
casion. H ere the  m ost in terest was 
shown' in  th e  fine m anual work of the 
pupils, th e re  being on exhibit some 
pierced brass work by the  boys and sew­
ing  by the girls—from plain kitchen 
aprons, towels and work bags, to  hem ­
stitch ing  and em broidery. This grade 
had  been studying  the  bee and had 
made a  ch a rt showing sections of the 
comb, model of hive, a  queen cell and 
the  various uses made of the products. 
The ordinary school work was fully  il­
lustra ted , too, by draw ings of all coun­
tries studied , arithm etic , language and 
o th e r papers. Catchy mottoes were 
noticed on the  wall in  th is  grade.

P au l H . H aigh  o f D etro it. T he funeral 
was held  a t  h e r  la te  residence in  D etro it 
T uesday, M ay 17. T he services were 
conducted by  h e r pastor, D r. Boyd o f 
the  first P resbyterian  church  o f De­
tro it, assisted  b y  R ev. H . R onald of 
P lym outh .

1904, as  a  symbol of 
the  perpetual peace which should 
thencefo rth  obtain betw een them . It 
s tands a  colossal figure 26 fee t in 
height, placed on a  g igantic column 
surm ounted try a  globe on which the 
configuration of the  ea rth  Is outlined. 
One hand holds a  cross and the  other 
Is extended in blessing. A t the  base 
a re  two tab lets, one inscribed w ith the 
h isto ry  of the monum ent and the oth­
e r  bearing in Spanish the  following 
legend:

"Sooner shall these m ountains crum ­
ble in to  dust than  the  people of A rgen­
tin a  and Chile b reak  the  peace to 
which they have pledged them selves 
a t  the  fee t of C hrist the  Redeem er.” 

Scarcely less potent than  trea ties  
and tribu tes to  the  P rince of Peace for 
th e  m aintenance of harm ony between

th e  native will be the  fulfilment of the dream  
long cherished by engineers of piercing the An­
des, which w as accomplished on the morning of 
November 27, 1909, when the workmen of the 
T ransandine railw ay approaching from opposite 
sides of the  tunnel, faced the  last th in  line of 
rock which, in the h ea rt of the Andes, separated 
Chile from the  A rgentine Republic.

I t  was. an  Ita lian  w orkm an, operating under a 
B ritish  engineer tn the employ of an Anglo-Amer­
ican firm, and carry ing  to  fruition the  p ro ject of 
tw o Chilean b ro thers, who placed the  fuse for 
th e  dem olition of the  rocky b arrie r and opened 
up  a  line of com m unication which, in  the opinion 
of a  leading journal of the U nited S tates, “is like­
ly  to  change poetical relations in South America 
and com m ercial conditions throughout the  world.”

T he first man to  traverse  the  tunnel from end to 
end w as the  chief of the Argentine section of 
w orkm en followed by 90 of bis operatives (m ost­
ly  Chileans), who returned to the ir native land 
w ith  banners flying and cries of victory.

From  the cap ita ls  of Chile and the  Argentine 
R epublic functionaries and private individuals 
journeyed to be p resen t a t  thfs la st ac t in an un­
dertak ing  which has engaged the ta len ts  of a 
succession of engineers and financiers since I860 
and  which.-upon com pletion, will take rank with 
th e  g rea t A lpine tunnels.

F ifty  years ago the N orth American captain of 
industiy , W illiam W heelw right, prepared a  ten­
ta tiv e  plan for crossing the  continent from Rosario 
in  the  A rgentine Republic to  the Chilean port of 
Caldera, over the P ass  of Saa Francisco. T h ir­
teen  years la te r  the  Chilean bro thers, Juan  and 
M ateo C lark, to  whom the cred it for the project 
of th e  line as  com pleted m ust be aw arded, took 
the  first practica l s teps in the  m a tte r  through a 
concession obtained from  the  A rgentine govern­
m ent for a railroad  from Buenos Aires to  the 
Chilean frontier.

In  1880 the  first section from V illa M ercedes to 
Mendoag, w as built by the  A rgentine governm ent, 
connecting w ith the  C lark line from Buenos Aires 
to  Villa M ercedes, in 'a l l  660 miles. A subsequent 
concession to  a  B ritish  com pany secured the con­
s truction  of the  road from M endoza to  th e  Chilean 
fron tier and thence to  the  Chilean town of Los 
Andes (160 m iles), w here connection would be 
m ade w ith the existing  line to  Valparaiso, 78 
m iles In extent, m aking a  transcon tinen tal line 
888 miles In length.

It was the  trans-A ndean section between Men­
doza and Los A ndes which presented  the  g reat­
e s t difficulties, fo r here lay  the  old pack route 
over Cumbre Pass, 12,065 feet above sea level, 
w hich modern engineering had  decided to  elim ­
ina te  by tunneling  the  m ountain 2,50(1' M et lower 

; down.
At Caracoles, on the  Chilean slope, and a t  Las 

Cuevas, oa the  A rgentine side, men and m achin­
ery  en tered  th e  m ountain for a  final conquest of 
nature. H ollowed o a t of solid rock, th e  gallery as 
opened Ik 10,460 teet-above-sea-level, 3,165 m eters - 
ir. length, 5& m eters in  height, and  5 m eters wide.

being located about 1,000 m eters below the 
crest of the Andes. The Chilean section 
covers 1,385 m eters and the A rgentine 1,782, 
the com pleted work being estim ated  a t  a 
cost of £500.000.

The tunnel is made to the  sam e dim en­
sions as the Simplon and is therefore large 
enough to allow locomotives, carriages, or 
trucks th a t a re  run on a 5 foot 6 inch gauge 
to pass through It. I t  is s tra ig h t through­
out, except fo r 12Q yards a t  the  eastern  en­
trance  w here there is a curve of 219 yards 
radius.

Much w ork still rem ains to be done be­
fore tra ins will be- running  over the  route, 
but it Is proposed th a t com m unication shall 
be established by May 29, 1910, thus afford­
ing a m ost appropriate  and adequate cele­
bration  of the  cen tenary  of the  revolution' 
which gave to both nations th e ir  indepen­
den t life. It will undoubtedly be utilized in 
the official exchange of v isits  between the 

" *  executives of Chile and the A rgentine Re­
public, which have been arranged  as  a  fea­
ture of the  centennia l year.

The im m ense p ractica l value of the new route 
is shown by the  s ta tem en t th a t the  tim e for the 
trip  from  V alparaiso to Buenos A ires w ill be re­
duced to 34 or 35 hours, thus  facilita ting  the  tra n s­
port of passengers and of perishable m erchandise. 
W hile the rom antic aspects of the  journey w ill be 
greatly  reduced, Vhe saving  of tim e and the  g rea t­
e r  ease of travel w ill m ore than  atone fo r the 
loss. The p icturesque m ountain pass and the 
stage trip  betw een railw ay term inals will be su­
perseded by a continuous all-rail journey from 
ocean to  ocean In a day and a  half.

So long as the  chief exports of the  countries in ­
te res ted  continue to  be raw  m aterials  no g rea t 
changes may be expected in the characte r of prod­
ucts  transported  to the  seaboard, though the  vol­
ume w ill inevitably be greatly  augm ented. Argen­
tine  grains, hides and beef, and  Chilean copper 
and n itra te s, w ill continue to  be sen t abroad by 
the sea, but in the  developm ent of a  g rea te r com­
m ercial volume betw een the  countries of the ea st

C R A T E R  L A K E S  O F  M E X I C O
Mexico, w ith all h e r romance, has never given 

abroad any description of he r c ra te r  lakes. Valle 
de Santiago, a  little  town of the .state of Guana­
juato, boasts four of the  m ost perfect and beauti­
ful of such lakes.

T he village nestles among 11 c ra ters . In the 
old days the  town, which is an  ancient one, was 
called the Town of the  Seven Candles, for the 
seven c ra te rs  which surround I t  The 11 c ra te rs  
mentioned by sc ien tis ts  a re  n o t well defined, 
some having come up w ithin the  o thers a t  la ter 
periods, resu lting  in  b u t seven well-defined hills.

The four cra te rs  which contain the  lakes are 
all w ithin a  few m iles of the  city, b u t two, La 
Alberca and Z intora, a re  w ithin easy w alking dis­
tance. says the  M exican H erald. La A lberca is 
one of the low est of th e  c ra te rs  and on one side 
a portion of th e  c ra te r  w all has fallen away so 
th a t the  approach is very easy.

H alf a  mile across is the  low line of the  c ra te r  
wall and down below i t  is  th e  g reenest of lakes, 
calm as .a p la te  of glass. The tin y  boat which 
plies the  lake is on the  opposite side, close below 
the w alls of b asa lt which rim  it. T hese walls, 
which rise  nearly  a  hundred  fee t above the  s u r ­
face of the  lake, a re  p a r t o f th e  native rock, which 
w as blown off like the  cork  of a  bo ttle  w hen the  
c ra te r  w as fram ed. I t  rises  sheer apd e rec t above 
the  lake on every aide.

The o ther c ra te r  lake w hich one can v isit con­
veniently  is  the  Z intora, which is  approached 
afte r  a  long climb up its  high sides; th e  lake 
glistens deep a t  th e  bottom  w ip i sloping sides 
covered n;ith green leading-dow n to  it. A tiny 
beach of Sand Is seen  on one side and  on th is  a  
ruined m ounta in  h u t  b rin g s  ano ther S w iss touch 
to  th e  scene- 'A  background o f a  tow ering peak, 
one of the  Seven Candles, r ises  a  sh o rt d istance

tra n sp o rt of ligh ter m anufactured goods ■ from 
Europe and America the rail route will prove a 
form idable rival.

Though Brazil and the  A rgentine Republic are  
w ashed by the A tlantic , v as t trac ts  of rubber- 
growing d istric ts  of the  one and of the  agricul­
tu ra l and ca ttle  sections of the  o ther lie far 
n ea re r to  the  Pacific. W ith facilities of tran s­
port i t  is reasonable to suppose th a t products 
which have h itherto  found the ir sole ports of 
Shipment on the A tlantic seaboard will ultim ately 
tu rn  to  the Pacific, and vice versa.

As a  medium of ocean traffic the  Im portance of 
the  rou te can not be overestim ated. A t present 
South America is to a g rea t ex ten t a  commercial 
appanage of Europe. On the  ea s t coast the trade 
of thg U nited S tates w ith the  countries of the  A t­
lan tic has been handicapped by inadequate ship­
ping, and also by the  fact th a t the ea st ‘coast 
to  the south of the  tu rn  of the  continent is really  
m uch n ea re r to Europe than  to  the  U nited S tates 
w ith the added advantage of mo{re favorable sail­
ing conditions, and the  w est coast is  as rem ote 
by sea from  New York as it  is from  Liverpool or 
H am burg. W hen the  P anam a c in a l is com pleted 
a d ifferent condition will prevail. Then the United 
S ta tes, especially in its  m anufacturing  sections, 
w ill enjoy a trem endous advantage in respect to 
all th a t portion of South A m erica situa ted  on or 
com m ercially tr ib u ta ry  to the  Pacific. A lready the 
opening of the Tehuantepec line across Mexico ana 
of the  ln teroceanlc rou te in G uatem ala has aug­
m ented  th e  volum e of trad e  betw een the  A tlantic 
and Pacific.

W ith the Buenos Aires-Valparaiso route open to  
easy tran spo rt, Chile and P eru  w ill n o t longer be 
cu t off from the  g rea t s tream s of th e  w orld 's com­
m erce. They will be in d irect and  constant In­
tercourse w ith the  countries to jthe ea st and  will 
be brought proportionately closer to  Europe, and a 
long step  w ill be taken tow ard1 South American 
solidarity  by bringing the  capijtals of the w est 
coast under the  sam e influences as  those of the 
e a s t

And in th e  «am e b reath  w ith 
th e  announcem ent th a t the re  is  no 
danger in  th e  exchange of germ s by 
th e  osculation route comes the  order 
th a t  freshm en m ust be kep t under 
c lo se r supervision.

P re s id en t Lowell, in his rep o rt to 
th e  tru s te es , advocates the  general 
p lay ing  of football by studen ts when 
i t  is  on a  p lane w here all may take 
.p a rt and  when the  players a re  not 
tra in ed  g ladiators. Dr. A. M. W orth­
ington  of the  medical school and an 
ex p e rt on bac teria , Is the one who de­
fends the  gentle sport of kissing 
e ith e r as  an outdoor or an indoor^pas- 
tim e.

Speaking m erely  as a s tuden t of the

books on bacteria  Doctor W orthington 
says there is no reason w hatever why 
healthy  and well intentioned couples 
shouldn’t indulge in k issing  to  th e ir  
h ea rt 's  content. Incidentally  his s ta te ­
m ent sha tte rs  the theory advanced 
num berless tim es by professors of 
o ther universities tha t kissing is dan­
gerous because it m akes a sw ap of 
m icrobes and illness in  one or both 
parties to  the union often follows such 
diversions. Said Doctor W orthington: 

"K issing harm ful? Certainly n o t  
No, sir. There Is no possible reason 
w hen two self-respecting, wholesom e 
persons m eet lip to lip th e y  can’t  
b reak  aw ay w ithout upsetting  the  bac­
te ria l balance. P erhaps the only seri­
ous danger springing  from  such a  
union would effect th e  h ea rt only.” 

Doctor W orthington also ably de­
fended his friends, the m icrobes, re­
ferring  to them  in o th e r conditions. 
He asserted  th a t if the  b ac teria  w as 
driven from  the land, the  world 
would becom e a dese rt sca ttered  with 
the  w orld 's dead. G erm s a re  hum ble

W ashington, May 17.—F rederick  M. 
K erby, the  stenographer in  th e  office 
of the  secre tary  of the  in terio r, who 
issued a  s ta tem en t regard ing  the  Law ­
le r m em orandum  on the  Glavis 
charges to  the  presiden t, was dis­
charged from  th e  governm ent service 
by S ecre tary  Ballinger.

S ecre tary  of th e  In te rio r Ballinger 
said  th a t his action in  discharging 
K erby and declaring  him to  be “un­
w orthy” w as th e  only course left open 
to him . H e would m ake no fu rther 
com m ent on the  subject, saying: “The 
le tte r  speaks for itse lf,” re fe rrin g  tc 
the  le tte r  of dism issal sen t Kerby.

The s ta tem en t issued by P resident 
T a ft explained in detail a c h a rg e  made 
by F. M. K erby, a confidential stenog­
rap h er in the  office of S ecre tary  of the 
In te rio r Ballinger, th a t the  p res iden t’s 
le tte r  of la s t Septem ber, exonerating 
S ecre tary  B allinger, w as w ritten  by 
A ssistan t A ttorney-G eneral Oscar 
L aw ler of the  in te rio r d ep a rtm en t 

D ictated New Letter.
T he presiden t declares th a t in the 

ord inary  course of business, a f te r  he 
had m ade a full investigation  of the 
Glavis charges aga in st Mr. Ballinger 
and had reached a conclusion he re­
quested Mr. L aw ler to  p repare  for him 
a  s ta tem en t in line w ith those conclu­
sions. T he s ta tem e n t thus  prepared, 
the  presiden t declares, was n o t sa tis ­
factory  in several particu lars, notably 
in th e  resp ec t th a t i t  contained  un­
necessary  references to  Gifford 
P incho t and Louis Glavis, w hereupon 
he, the presiden t, d ic ta ted  a  new let­
te r, in  which b u t one o r tw o sentences 
of th e  Law ler d ra ft w ere embodied.

F O O D  P R I C E S  O F  L O N G  A G O

P aris ian s  on Record a s  Paying Large 
8um e fo r O rdinary A rtic les of 

Sustenance.

W hile th e  F rench  new spapers echo 
w ith  com plaints abou t the  high food 
prices, a  s ta tis tic ian  has figured ou t 
th a t  th ings w ere n o t so very  cheap in 
“th e  good old tim es”  either. Milk 
p rices  a re  p re tty  sta tionary  now 
th roughout th e  year. Tw o hundred 
y ea rs  ago th e  P aris ian s  had  to  pay 
th re e  tim es m ore fo r m ilk In w inter 
th a n  In sum m er and th e  average price 
of a  g u art of m ilk  w as ■ abou t eight 
cents.

Tow ard the  end of the  eighteenth  
cen tu ry  P aris  paid 11 cen ts pe r quart 
for milk. In the  F rench  country  dis­
tr ic ts  the  price w as six  cents. One 
hundred  and thirty-five years ago 
only the  rich could afford to  ea t but­
te r  In w inter, the average price being 
one dollar a  pound. Eggs w ere cheap­
e r  than  they a re  now, but likewise 
m uch sm aller. In the  year 1800 the 
price of turkey  in P aris  w as between 
e igh t and ten dollars a head, accord­
ing  to  size. Rice w as 15 cents a  
.pound. Most of the  food is cheaper 
now in the  big cities than  in the good 
old tim es. In the middle ages only 
princes dared  to asp ire  to e a t oranges, 
which w ere one dollar apiece during 
the height of the season.

W om en’s Clothing.
Dr. H aig Ferguson in a lecture at 

the  Edinburgh Royal infirm ary the 
o th e r day had some severe th ings to 
say abou t the  clothing of the adult 
woman. It wAs ham pered by fashion 
and superstition  and nothing could be 
a g rea te r trib u te  to  the  strong  nerves 
and pow erful m uscles ot women than 
the fact th a t th e ir  health  had survived 
fo j centuries the ir habits of clothing. 
* A w om an’s clothing was the despair 
of the  hygienist. Children and girls 
w ere m ore sensibly clad, but when 
girls grew up they w ere often clothed 
in a  way which m ade-them  unable to 
walk, run or breathe. W eighty sk irts, 
low-necked gowns, "pneum onia 
blouses,” the modern hat, the high- 
heeled shoe with its  pointed toe. 
w ere all condemned. But then women 
will have it so and so it will rem ain.— 
W estm inster G azette.

Men of - the Coast A rtillery  Prove 
They Know How to  Uae T heir 

W eapons.

A rem arkab le record  w as m ade by 
Company 116 of th e  C oast A rtillery 
Corps a t F o rt R osecrans, Cal., recen t­
ly. F our shots w ere fired from  a  b a t­
te ry  of tw o ten-inch guns a t  a  ta rg e t 

feet high by 60 fee t long, which 
w as moving a t  the  ra te  of eight miles 
an hour, a t a  d istance of about five 
miles away. AU four shots w ere fired 
in a period of 1 m inute and 20 sec 

nds, and passed through a rectangle 
9 feet high by 42 fee t wide, th ree  of 
th< rn strik ing  the ta rg e t and the 
foin It passing four yards to  the  left 
of it. The rem arkab le  accuracy of 
his fi- ing can be appreciated  when 

is re -lized tha t a circle with a 
r; dins of eleven yards a t  the  t~rg.it 
would include all th e  shots.

On the sam e date Company 52 of 
the  O f . - t  A rtillery Corps a t F o rt Rod- 
man. Mass., fired four shots from an 
eight-inch ba tte ry  a t  a 30 by 60-foot 
m aterial ta rg e t which was moving a t 
the ra te  of five miles an hour a t  a  dis­
tance of about four m iles from the 
b a tte ry  firing. All four sho ts w ere 
hits, and the  first sho t cu t th e  ra ft of 
the m aterial ta rg e t in two. A circle 
w ith a radius of fifteen yards a t  the 
ta rg e t would include all th e  shots. The 
in terval between the  shots was 36 
seconds.— H arper's  W eekly.
