W hat promises to be one of the great-
est race meetings ever held on a half
mile track in Michigan is booked for
Pontiac Driving Club June 28-29-30,
July 1. Every effort has been made to
secure horses from the most noted rac-
ing stablesin the United States and
liberal response has been made by own-
ers from nearly every state in the union.
It is expected thatat least 200 horses
will be quartered at the splendid race
track at Pontiac when the word is given
for the start on the opening day.

Among the events of the week’s racing’

Candidates Take Notice.

ThE 'Tran™coiffure was in existence
as long ago as 4000 B. C. This In-
teresting item of information was
imparted by Mr. P. 8. P. Handcock of
the British museum, in a lecture ou
“"The Rise of Civilization in the Meso-
potamian Valley,” which he delivered
in London.

It was no part of Mr. Handcock’s
purpose to trace the evolution of the
"bun.” Its intrusion into the lecture
was almost the only humorous note
in a most serious study; and had ref-
erence to the bas-relief figure of one
of the ancient kings of Babylonia,
who would seem to have been addict-
ed to this form of hair arrangement.

The evolution of handwriting from
the crude drawings of the actual
thing'signified to the cuneiform script
with which ancient monuments have
made us more oftess familiar was
perhaps the most Interesting part of
the lecture. Thus the rough draw-
ing of a box Into which two tinder
sticks had been thrust in the process
of igfeiting came to,denote, in its
simplified cuneiform symbol, the word
“fire/1 Similarly a man under an um-
brella—the mark of kingship—became
the word "great;” a covered pot signi-
fied "rejoicing."

Suyprere Court Deddes Against
the Attomey Gererd

BURAL CHARGES ARE LEGAL

Court Holds That Only Bodies of De-
ceased Inmates of 8tate Institu-
tions Must Be Sent to the.
State Schools'.

Lansing.—In the suit brought
against the attorney general's ‘depart-
ment by Timothy Edwards, in an en-
deavor to collect fees and recover
money expended for the burial of the
body of an unidentified person found
in Wayne county August 9, 1909, the
supreme court decided in favor of Ed-
wards.

The auditor general, acting under
the advice of the attorney general's of-
fice, refused to pay the amount asked
of the state, $130.29, on the ground
that the charges were illegal. It was
held by the attorney general that the
law compelled coroners to send all
such bodies to the medical depart-
ments of state schools and that the
amount asked for the care of the
body and for burial purposes had
been illegally expended.

The supreme court, however, holdB
that the law which provides for the
sending of such bodies to the state
schools does not Include the bodies
of strangers found dead within the
state, even though the coroner >may
decide that the deceased was not a
resident of Michigan. The court holds
that the law covers only the bodies
of deceased inmates of county homes,
jails and state penitentiaries.

The amount expanded by the cor-
oner in burying th” body is therefore
ordered paid, but nine dollars which
he aBked was not granted, inasmuch
as he had already collected his regular
fees for the services rendered.

Fire Patrol forState's

Secretary A. C. Carton stated that
it is the intention of tfi*pnbllc domain
commission to have in operation a
tipce of 26 mounted policemen who
wfU'endeavor to prevent the spread of
forest fires on the state” reserves this
summer. The state forest reserves,
which are located principally in Ros-
common and Crawford counties, con-
tain 876,006 acres of standftitf timber.
In Roscommon a cement block house
will be erected to be 6£cupded by the
state forester and from this point he

will direct the movements of the
mounted patrolmen.
It is planned to erect stations at

various points on the reserve, which
will be equipped with lookout towers
rising to a height of 30 feet above the
trees, so that a watchman can readily
detect any fire which might originate
In his particular territory. These sta-
tions will be equipped with telephones
so that In the event of a large fire an
immediate alarm may be sounded and
the entire force be called to the scene.

Secretary Carton says that 2,000,-
000 feet of timber will be cut from
the' reserves and it la expected that
the state will derive a net profit of
$8,000 from this source. Wherever tim-
ber is cut, new trees are planted, and
it Is thought that by this constant re-
forestation the state will never be
barren of lumber. The commission has
just completed the big task of planting
125 acres of land to white and Norway
pine.

Error Made, But Must Pay Taxes.

The action of a county treasurer in

falling to notify a board of supervisors
that back taxes had been assessed
against property which bad been sent
back for reassessment from the audi-
tor general's office does not invalidate
the ta”.
, So says the supreme court in a de-
cision handed down in the" case of
Samuel J. Rutter of Lanslngt It ap-
pears that lands were noted for back
taxes and referred to the auditor gen-
eral, who for some reason sent them
back. The treasurer accordingly noted
the lands for taxation again and the
supervisors reassessed them. Taxes
were again unpaid, the owner inter-
fered, claiming that the taxes were not
reassessed with the taxes of the cur-
rent year In which the taxes were re-
jected. The contestant also showed
that he purchased the lands .without
knowing that back taxes were unpaid
and at the time he bought there was
no:record In the auditor general's of-
fice of a tax levy. The court holds
tbit the treasurer erred, but that this
does not exempt the landowner.

G.iR. & I. Must Pay for Lost Rugs.
The supreme court affirmed the de-
cision of the Kent county circuit court
in the case of George Fram against
the Grand Rapids & Indiana railroad,
and'Fram, who is a dealer In oriental
rugs, will receive $1,439.98 from a rail-
road company for the loss of a tiunk
containing several valuable rugs.

Many Signature* Stricken Off.

While hundred* of voters through-
out Michigan who signed primary pe-
titions of their' favorite candidates
for governor and other offices did so
In good faith, their names are being
stricken off by the clerks in the office
of the secretary of state. A misunder-
standing of the primary law is causing
tfie state department no vend of
trouble.

The day for primary enrollment was
set for April 4, bat'many boards met
April 2 to allow the registration of
new voters and of those who had
changed their places of residence
since the last previous election. In
numberless cases the board got badly
mixed and accepted both primary en-
rollments and registrations and names
entered on days other than those
legally appointed for the meeting of
the enrollment boards.

It is also alleged that officials of
several counties who held the pri-
mary enrollment books allowed voters
to enroll at their pleasure and at any
time they saw fit.

The names of such persons are be-
ing eliminated from the list of pe-
tition signers, but as the majority of
candidates have on file far more
names than the needed two per cent.,
it is not probable that their petitions
will be materially affected.

Over Half Below Grade.

According to a report of the chemist
of the state food and dairy department
for a period covering six months, the
ice cream dealers of Michigan are not
overly stricken with solicitude con-
cerning the milk which they use in
preparing their products. More than
fifty per cent, of the samples taken
were foilnd .to be below grade, and in
all but one case the analysis showed
that sufficient butter fat was lacking.

The one exception, by the way,
showed traces of artificial coloring
matter. The chemist adds that out

of the 1,055 samples of food examined
340 were condemned. Out of the 489
.cases in which milk was inspected ,89
tests failed, but with butter 17 pbor
tests were the result out of a total
of 27.

Use Oleo on Popcorn.

Complaints have been filed with the
state dairy and food department that
vendors of popcorn in many cities are
using oleomargarine Instead of butter
to flavor their product, without com-
plying with the state law which re-
quires that a large sign, “Oleomargar-
ine sold or used here,” shall be dis-
played where oleo is substituted for
butter. Deputy Commissioner Hull
stated that Inspectors will secure sam-
ples of popcorn from vendors and
it is found that oleomargarine Is being
used instead of butter, prosecutions
wiiLfoMow. The statute provides. a
fine not in excess of $600 for violation
of this law.

Coldwater Fights Tuberculosis.

T- S. Ainge, state sanitary engineer,
has gone to Coldwater, where he will
superintend the erection of {he state
tuberculosis exhibit Ue says Coldwa-
ter is making a great-effort along the
lines of stamping out the dreaded
white plague, and together with the
Btate exhibit would bill the city with
circulars in an endeavor to arouse
enthusiasm among the citizens for the
purpose of fighting the disease. He
says a number of cities in the state
are preparing to adopt stringent meas-
ures for the prevention of the spread
of the disease, and the state stands,
ready at all times to assist them in*
their work.

Will of A. C. Bird Filed.

The will of the late A. C. Bird has
been filed for probate. C. D. Wood-
bury of East Lansing is named execu-
tor and has been appointed special ad-
ministrator of the estate pending the
formal proving of the will in court.
The will simply specifies that half of
the estate shall go to the widow and
other half to the two sons, Harold and
Clare, it being designated, however,
that the home at East Lansing shall
be the widow's. K Is believed the es-
tate will inventory more than $100,000.
All of Mr. Bird's life insurance pol-
icies, amounting to $20,000, were made
out in the widow’s name.

Mustn’t'Give Away- Drink.

The supreme court-sustains the sec-
tion of the local .option law which
make* it unlawful to give intoxicating
liguors away, even in so small quanti-
ties as a mere mouthful. The case in
question was one from Kalkaska coun-
ty, in which the defendant George
McCall, appealed from the decision of
the circuit court. McCall was convict-
ed of giving a drink from a flask which
he had in his pocket to Daniel Vipod
while both men were tn the -office
room of a livery stable. A town officer
who saw them placed McCall under
arrest and he was convicted.

Lansing.—Owing to the fact 'that
many election boards allowed voters
both to register and enroll in the pri-
mary April 2 instead of allowing them
to register April 2 and'enroll April 4,
many names are being stricken off the
lists by clerks in the office of the sec-
retary of dtate. The result, however,
will probably not affect any candi-
dates.

Birmingham.—Aleck Parks, aged
sixty-nine, prominent merchant and
stock dealer, is dead at his home here.
Coming here from Ireland at the age
of eight with his parents, he had since
resided in this county. He is survived
by a widow and by three children by
his first wife, Austin R. Parks, E. A.

Lansing.—“Billy,” the oldest horse
in the state, is dead.

FOR AFRICAN GAME

Lions and Other Anindls Shat in
Large Nunbers.

YEAR ON DARK  CONTINENT

Naturalists Collected Hundreds
Specimens for the Smithsoniari*
Institution—Kermlt Photog-
rapher of the Party.

Theodore Roosevelt’s hunting tripin
Africa, officially known as the Smith-
sonian African expedition, lasted near-
ly eleven months and was most Suc-
cessful in every way. The colonel’s
desire to hunt big game was not all
that was back of the trip, for the
Smithsonian Institution wanted speci-
mens of the fauna and flora of the
Dark Continent and commissioned the
ex-president to obtain them. For this
reason, a part of the expenses were
borne by. the institution, but Mr.
Roosevelt paid all the expenses of
himself and his son Hermit, presuma-
bly earning much of them by his arti-
cles in a magazine for which he re-
ceived a record-breaking price.

Not wasting much time after leav-
ing the White House, Colonel Roose-
velt sailed from New York on' the
steamship Hamburg, headed tot.Na-
ples. With him were Hermit and
three naturalists, Major Mearns, Ed-
mund Heller and J. Alden Loring, and
stowed in the hold was most of their
elaborate outfit for killing or photo-
graphing the animals of East Africa
and for preserving the specimens des-
tined for the Smithsonian Institution.
Kermlt had trained himself to be the

There the game was “ery plenti-
ful and many fine specimens were
bagged. Members of the party made
several extensive trips of exploration®
notably on and around Mount Kenia.
The expedition left East Africa De-
cember 19. crossed Uganda and went
down the White Nile, getting back to
comparative civilization at Gondokoro.

There they went aboard! a steamer
put at their disposal by the sirdar,
and journeyed to Khartum, where

Mrs. Roosevelt met her husband, and
accompanied him in a leisurely trip to
Cairo. During his stay iii Egypt Col-
onel Roosevelt was the: recipient of
many honors and made several
speeches. One of them,;In which he
praised the administration of the
British, gave considerable offense to
the native Nationalists. At the end of
March the Roosevelts sailed for Italy.

In a preliminary report to the
Smithsonian Institution Mr. Roosevelt
summarized the material results of
the expedition as follows:

MOn the trip Mr. Heller has pre-
pared 1,020 specimens of mammals,

the majority of large size; Mr.'Loring
has prepared 3,163, and Doctor Mearns
714—a total of 4,897 mammals. Of
birds, Doctor Mearns has prepared
nearly 3,100, Mr. Loring 898. and Mr.
Heller about fifty—a total of about
4.000 birds.

“Of reptiles and batrachtans, Messrs.
Mearns, Loring and Heller collected
aBout 2,000.

“Of fishes, about 500 were collected.
Doctor Mearns collected marine fishes
near Mombasa, and fresh water fishes
elsewhere in British East Africa, and
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chief photographer of¥the expedition,
but he also turned out to be consider-
able of a hunter.

A great throng of friends and ad-
mirers bade the colonel farew;ell, and
he sailed away, but could not entirely
separate himself from the world, for
practically all the way across the At-
lantic wireless communication with
the Hamburg was maintained. More-
over; at the Azores, and again at
Gibraltar, he found the officials and
people Insisted on doing him honor,
and when he reached Naples on April
5 the entire populace turned out to
greet him with flowers and cheers.

Boarding the German steamship Ad-
miral for Mombasa, Mr. Roosevelt
found in his cabin a quantity of flow-
ers and a letter from Emperor William
wishing him “good hunting.” At Mes-
sina a stop was made to view the
earthquake ruins, and there, at King
Victan ol tiailueld’p request, Mr. Rogeg-
yelt and Kermlt visited the Italian
monarch on khoard the battleship Rex
Umberto. The party arrived at Mom-
basa April 21 and was received by
Acting Governor Jackson, who had
been instructed by the British govern-
ment to do all in his power to further
the plans of the expedlthmr Unusual
privileges were granted the hunters,
and Mr. Roosevelt and Hermit were
licensed to kill lions.

At Mombasa the party was joined
by R. J. Cnninghame, a veteran Afri-
can hunter and explorer, and Leslie J.
Tarteton, and these two managed the
expedition ia a most able manner.

The National Protective Legion has a

lodge in Plymouth of some 60 or 70
.members. Just now the members, or
Brpp.oi them at least, are very much

put out because, as they allege, the of-
ficers of the Legion will not be able to
redeem the promises said to have been
- made. It seems that the representa-
tives of the Legion induced members to
join on an understanding, that their
money would be doubled at the end of
five years’ payment. Sick benefits
were also promised, in which case the
beneficiary would have the amount de-
mducted from the end of the five year
cash payment. Several sick benefits
‘have been paid here at the rate of $15
* per week.
N.Butanumberof the certificates held
here are about to mature soon and a few
weeks ago a representative of the Le
gion informed the members that these
certificates would not be paid in the ra-
tio expected by,fche members, in fact it
Would be impossible to pay not even
half the amount paid in, saying nothing
about doubling it. Itis fair to the Le-
gion to state that vtheir certificates do
not sfete any definite sum that will be
paid at the end of the five-year period.

Inquiry at the office of the State Com'
missionerof Insurance elicited the fol
lowing response, which is published for
the information of the members of the
Legion here, as well as for the benefit
of the public generally, who may have
a desire to “invest” in concerns of this
kind.

Dear Sir:

Replying to your favor of the Ist*nst
permit me to say that in 1902 the Com-
missio«er of Insurance refused to-renew
the certificate of authority of the Na-
tional Protective Legion of Waverly, N.
Y ., in this state, for the reason that it
was writing in its so-called Class B-cer-
tificates a provision for a cash distribu-
tion to the holders at the end of each
five year period, whereas no such class
of business was authorized by the fra-
ternal bendficiaTy law of this state. The
Legion was permitted to care for the
business it had in force in the State of
Michigan, but was not permitted to is-
sue any new certificates of this charac-
ter.

The legislature of 1903 amended the
fraternal beneficiary law of this state so
- as to authorize the National Protective
Legion to continue this class of busi-
Michigan. While the Legion was not
mentioned by name in the legislative
enactment, die law was so changed that
the attorney general advised the com
missioner that he had no discretion in
the matter and that it was his duty un-
der the law to re-license the Legion.
In the text of the Life report of this de-
partment for 1903, the commissioner
went into this matter at length and
warned the people of the State of Mich-
igan againstinvestmentin the plass B
certificates of the Legion. This warn-
ing was repeated in later reports of the
department, and in very nearly every
annual report since that date the public
has been warned thatthe time would
come when the Legion could not con-
tinue to pay the dividends it bad paid
in the past, for the reason that the pay-
ment of such dividends had been posai-
tiH&only by taking the contributions of
new membersto meet the maturing cou-

pons of U*e,old.

Not only has Commissioner Barry
waned the public through department
reports, but frequent newspaper inter-
views with him have been published in
various parts of the State warning the
public againstinvestmentin these class
B certificates, and these warnings have
so stirred up the organisers of the Le-
gk» that the Commissioner has been
publicly denounced b ; such organisers
on various platformsin the State for
the stand he has taken in tl& connec-
tion. TUadepartmenthaa doneevery-
thing in ita powerto discourage this
etassof baehtasf on the partol the Na-
ttaaal Protective Legion,and bad the
legWaturo not amended the Internal
beneficiary law in 1803, the Legion
would net have been doing business in
thisstats rinoe that time. Thousands
otlstters have beso written from this
departmentto inquiring eftisehsof the!
State of Whnhignn and in none of them
baathe-advfoe beau given to anyone to
investin these elaas B certificates.

Frankly, 1 do-not consider the class B
eertlfieatan of the Legion in thenature
ofa legitimate inrestatnthtan. They
are purely tontine and speculative in
their- nature, and whoever invested in
ward* ibese oariifioatoa has Mken a

ment, to say nothing of doubling the
members* money every five years. You
as a business man know that it would
be impossible for the Legion or any
other corporation to legitimately invest
its money so as to earn any such return.

the historian. In fact, Mexico may today very
properly claim the title of “The Egypt of Amer-
ica” Why, indeed, should the archaeologist go to
Egypt, when Mexico offers to him such rich and
inexhaustible fields as Mitla,".Monte/Alban, Palen-
que, San Juan de Teotihuacdn, the ruins of Ux-
mal, and of Chi Chen Itza In' Yucatan, and many
others which are just being unearthed?

. The museum located at the national capital is
generally the first place sought out by the thou-
sands of tourists who pour into the country each
year. And it is well worth a visit, for it offers cer-
tain things which no other museum in the world
ecould offer to the eyes of the curious.

The best brief sketch of Its history is given by
‘Its director, Lie. Genaro Garcia, himself a notable
historian and archaeologist, in the Introduction
of volume 1; No. 1, of the “Annals of the National
Museum of Archaeology, History and Ethnology,”
a most creditable publication which is issued
mmonthly by the institution, under the direct super-
vision-of Lie. Garcia. In speaking of the founda-
tion of the museum which he has brought up to
such a creditable standard, Lie. Garcia says:

Under the Spanish domination there existed
only a small collection of antiquities in Mexico,
consisting, for the greater part, of the codexes
and native manuscripts which a cavalier of Milan,
ttaly, Don Lorenzo de Boturini y Benaduci, Senor
de la Tore y Homo, had been able.to collect, at
the cost of unheard-of sacrifices, and which were
confiscated in the most unjust manner by the
vice-regal government in j.743. These antiquities
were first kept in the office of tlte viceroy’s secre-
tary, and afterward in the library of the Royal
and Pontifical University of Mexico, where they
were taken by order of His Excellency Antonio
Maria de Bucarell y UrsCia, viceroy of New Spain.
In one and another place they were greatly dam-
aged by neglect, humidity, rats and thefts.

Upon the consummation of Mexico’s indepen-
dence the national government not only directed
that the existing antiquities be kept at the same
university, but assigned. In addition, tbe sum of
$1,892, 1 real find 1 “grano,” for the salaries of a
directing professor of botany, asgardener, and the
expenses of the garden.

I .When this appropriation was made the gov-
ernment di3 not as yet have in mind the establish-
ment of a national museum which, according to

Gen. Lucas Ahunan, then Secretary of state and
foreign relations, in a memorial presented to con-
gressmen January IX, 1825, was to be a matter for
the future. Notwithstanding all this, Don Sebas-
tian Camacho, successor to General Alaman, an-
nounced to congress during the latter part at the
same year that the National museum bad been
established, “under the most happy auspices, with
a keeper Intrusted with Its arrangement, safety,
and development,” and-with many projects for
“scientific trips,. discoveries, excavations, and
other operations” which were fceVer made. The
museum, therefore, had no.other end than that
of .the conservation ot a few antiquities, unclas-
sified, and in generally had shape.

The museum proper had Its birth by virtue of
the decree of November » , which ordered ita for-

used before as the Casa de Moneda; that it should
have a library, to be formed from books owmed by
the university and by the convents which had just
been abolished, and that the government would
provide the expenses of installation, conserva-
tion, and development.

After the constitutional government triumphed
over Maximilian, it appropriated, in the budget for
1867-1868, the sum of $12,000 for the museum; half
of which was for expenses and the other half for
the salaries of a director, two professors of natu-
ral history, a preparador, a clerk, an errand boy,
and a porter. Unfortunately the poverty of the
public treasury at that time preyented the govern-
ment for many years from increasing the appro-
priations for the museum, which only reached $12'-
160 during the fiscal year 1876-1877, for which rear
son it had little opportunity to make any progress.

When Gen. Porflrio Diaz came into the supreme
magistracy of the republic, he, the indisputable re-
storer of the public peace and the first factor In
the actual progress of Mexico, gave a great Im-
pulse to all the federal educational establishments.
The museum, which in 1877-1878 only had an ap-
propriation of $13,360, received an increase each
-year, until in the year 1901 It reached the sum
of $24,797.20. In this manner its development was
enabled to keep pace with the rest of the country

The progress of the museum has been very
rapid since Lie. Don Justo Sierra, secretary of
public Instruction, look charge of the educational
development of Mexico, and during the past three
years It has enlarged its collections until they con-
sist of nearly 70,000 objects. Such an abnormal de-
velopment made the space occupied by It. tod
small, and It was divided into two departments:
National Museum of History, Archaeology, and
Ethnology, and National Museum of History. -The
former remains in the National palace, and the
latter Is being removed to a new building of suf-
ficient size for its requirements..

A striking proof of the efforts made by the
supreme government to perfect Its educational es-
tablishments is the fact that the present
appropriation for the museum of $120,000 is almost
ten times as great as was the appropriation of
1867-1868.- A

The publication in which this sketch appealed
Is of comparatively recent origin, in so far as its
actual Importance is concerned. It was founded
in 1877, its director at that time being Prof. Qu-
meffindo Mendoza.

deputies since 1894, but better
known throughout Mexico as a his-
torian. Some of the books w'hich
have emanated from his pen are:
“Character of the Spanish Conquest
in America and Mexico,” “The Plan
of Independence of New Spain in
1808,” “Bernal Diaz del Castillo’s
Conquest of Mexico, According to
the Autograph Codex,” “Juarez—a
Refutation of Don Francisco Bul-
nes,” and “Leona Vicario, the In-
surgent Heroine.” Besides these he
has prepared 28 volumes of unpub-
lished documents relative to the
history of Mexico. Upon his promotion to the posi-
tion Lie. Garcia immediately proceeded to the sci-
entific classification of the many articles contained
in the museum, giving to each objecta card specify-
ing both its vulgar and scientific name, the place
where it originated, and such other observations as
would give the public an intelligent idea regarding
it. He added greatly to the collections of the mu-
seum, acquiring in one year alone 74,000 objects,
and perfected the official publication known as
“Anales dei Museo Nacional,” bringing It up to such
a high standard that it is today perhaps the best
publication of its kind in‘the world.

Having finally been made director In chief, Lie.
Garcia secured the separation of the museum Into
two departments, thus making a separate branch
entirely of the department of natural history and
subdividing the national museum of archaeology,
history, and ethnology into six departments—arch-
aeology, history, ethnology, industrial retrospective
art, publications, and library.

The department of archaeology Is composed of
seven large halls, which are called “salon azteca,”
“Balon toiteca,"” “salon tarasco,” “salon mlxteca,”
“salon zapoteca,” etc., each hall thus representing
a distinct division of Mexican archaeology.

The department of history consists of four “sa-
lones,” situated in the principal; inner section of the
third floor,"in which are exhibited many Interesting
objects.

The department of ethnology-occupies almost
the entire second floor and contains mostly ob-
jects Btrictly related to the aborigines—such as
plaster casts of heads, hands, and feet; dress, fur-
niture, chattels, etc.; photographs and oil paintings;
industrial products, and ethnological maps, all clas-
sified to a similar manner to those in the depart-
ment of archaeology.

The department of industrial retrospective art
consists”of five “salones,” and was created only re-
cently by Lie. Garcia. In the first salon are ex-
hibited a series of oil paintings representing the
costumes worn by the citizens of different epochs in
the nation’s history, from the time of Cortez down.
In the second salon are six large glass cases in
which are exhibited objects of'iron; jewels, cos-
tumes, military objects, etc. In the third salon are
three Targe glass cases in which are to be found
dining-room articles, all grouped acgor}\iing to
classes—among which will be found-part of the mag-

~WO MEN BATTLE ON NARROW
PLANK, RISKING A FALL
OF 17 STORIES.

New York.—Two men fought for
several minutes on a scaffold on the
roof of the Waldorf-Astoria, with no
more secure footing than was afford-
ed by a plank eight inches wide. Had

A False Step for Either of Them
Probably Meant Death.

either of the men been thrown from
the plank he would have fallen to the
bottom of an air shaft 17 stories be-
low.

The men who battled under such
hazardous conditions were Herman
Yockey and Robert Swickert, who had
been employed as roofers by the man-
agement of tbe hotel. The day Swick-
ert went to work he and Yockey had
some trouble and they renewed the
controversy the next morning. None
of the other workmen knew what the
trouble was about and nobody paid
much attention to either of the men
till Yockey was seen to grapple with
Swickert on the scaffold.

Swickert, shorter and heavier than
hia antagonist, was taken by surprise
and before be or the other workmen
realized t"eL sjerlousness of the situa-
tion he had been pushed by; Yockey
out upon a plank which ran from the
apex of the solarium roof to another
section of scaffolding.

There the men struck at each oth-
er’s faces, while Yockey tried to re-
gain a grip around Swickert’s' body,
from which the latter had freed him-
self at the beginning of the fight
Each of the combatants was young
and muscular. They were pretty
evenly .matched and in the excitement
and uncertainty of the fight did not
seem IS realize that a false step for
either of them probably meant death
to one or both. J. G. Mains, a fore-
man lib charge of the work on the
roof, seeing the men fighting, shouted
to them to stop at once.

Neither of them paid any attention
to Mains. He and another workman,
seeing that the scaffolding to which
one end of the plank was attached
was shaking from the force of the
combat placed ladders against the
framework and climbed upon it They
shouted to Yockey and Swickert to
get off the plank and tbe two fighters
finally saw the peril of their position
and retreated to the roof of the sola-
rium.

There they were seized and cuffed
by other workmen who had witnessed
the fight on the plank and who want-
ed to punish the fighters for their
foolhardiness. Both of the men wpfe
discharged. Mains threatened at first
to have both of them arrested, but
Yockey and Swickert said neither
would make complaint in court
against the other. They would not
tell the cause of the quarrel during
which they had- risked their lives.

Protection From Lightning.

In the course of a lecture before
the members of the Engineering soci-
ety, of Birmingham, England, Sir Oli-
ver Lodge made the statement that
It was by no mean, true that a build-
ing la protected from lightning when
it was provided with a conductor
reaching to the tallest part of the
structure. In fact, he said that Im-
munity from the flash was assured
only when the building was complete
ly covered In s metal cage. He said
the problem was to dissipate the
great energy of the flash, hut It was
not wise to dispose of It too quickly.
As far u known at present, a thin
Iron wire offers the best protection,
but It is not Infallible.

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[HE Union Pacific railroad has
discovered a new use for billy
goats and every day at half a
hundred stock feeding stations
on the line of toe big railroad
system, solemn goats'witb long
white beards act the part of Judas,
luring unsuspecting sheep to their
doom. Little did the grave members
of the Interstate Commerce commis-
sion think when they made a ruling
that live stock en route from the great
western ranges to the packing houses
along the Missouri river, should not
be kept aboard railroad trains for
more thgn 28 consecutive hours, but
that, at the expiration of that period,
th? animals should be taken from the
cars and given water and provender
that the ruling would be responsible
for the creation of a band of goats
trained to ingratiate themselves into
the confidence of innocent little lambs,
matronly ewes and stately rams and
bring these down to thelr death.

But such is the case. And the Union
Pacific railroad has a flock of goats,
eeach Individual member of which
can do better work along the
lines for which it is trained than half
a dozen men could do in twice the
time.

When the 28-hour law went into
effect the Union Pacific railroad found
it necessary to build big feeding yards
St numerous points along its line—in
fact, these yards were installed about
every 25 miles from end to end of the
big system. During the shipping sea-
son that railroad brings hundreds of
thousands of sheep from the great
ranges of Wyoming, Colorado, Utah,
Idaho, Oregon, Montana. California
and. the southwestern states to the
packing houses at Omaha. Under the
new law it was necessary that these
sheep Be unloaded, fed and watered,
and then reloaded every 28 hours.

Those men who have ever attempt-
ed to drive sheep will remember how
difficult the task is. especially to get
thwanimals headed in the right,direc-
tion. “As timid as6 a sheep” is a
proverb, and its truth Is proven eve&y
day and every hour wherever sheep
are handled.

If the sheep are in (he stock cars
it faa big job.to get them out. Efforts
of the attendants to get them to leave
the cars usually result In the whole
hunch crowding up in one end and re-

> fusing to go out the door. Sometimes
It was even necessary that each indi-
vidual sheep be actually Ilfted up and
taken from the car.

And sometimes this 28-hour liihlt
expired in the dead of night, when the
sheep were all lying asleep on the
floor of-the car. At such times it was
almost impossible to unload except by
the. “hand” method. At times half an
-hour was consumed in unloading a sin-

- fie car.

After the sheep were fed and wa-
tered came the releading, and again
there was trouble, almost as much as
when unloading.

The railroad found it necessary to
maintain a large force of men at
each feeding station,* it being found
more economic to do* this than; to
spend hours and hours loading and
unloading a train. This cost money,
and lots of it,,but there seemed no
means of avoiding thf expense. There
stood the United States courts ready
to inflict a $100 fine every time a car
of sheep was not fed and watered
every 28 hours. Employing the men
was cheaper than fines.

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One day a stockman who had come
Into South Omaha with a train of
sheep dropped In at Union Pacific
headquarters to see General Superin-
tendent W. L. Park on business, and
in the course of his conversation be-
gan telling of the trip down from
Idaho. He had had lots of trouble
loading and unloading, he said, until
he reached North Platte, Neb.

“But there | saw.the funniest thing
in my life,” he laughed. “The station
agent there has a boy and that boy
has a goat—Just a plain old billy goat

And that billy goat has learned to
chew tobacco.
“When we got ready to load our

sheep, that kid took a plug of to-
bacco in his hand and started. Billy
started after the tobacco. The kid
walked through the sheep and old
Billy followed him. And blamed If all
those sheep didn’t walk right after
that old goat. They thought he was
one of them, and you know a sheep
will follow where another one leads.

“The boy walked up the chute Into
one of the cars. Billy "was right be-
hind him and sheep were simply fall-
ing over themselves to get in. The
boys and Billy, remained near the door
and ‘when the car was filled with
sheep they got out and the door was
closed.

"That freckle-faced kid and that old
billy goat did in five minutes what
half a dozen men could not have done
In ten.” *

The stockman saw only a funny oc-
currence in the work of the goat, but
Park saw the solution of a big prob-
lem.

Two hours later a special train car-
rying the general superintendent left
lhe Omaha yards, its destination be-
ing North Plattte. On arriving there
the boy proudly made Billy show off.

Within a month every feeding sta-
tion on the Union Pacific system was
equipped with a couple of billy goats
and their training was begun.

Today, when a long line of stock
cars, each filled with sheep, draws up
at a feeding yard, one of these goats
is sent up the chutes and into the car
‘among the sheep. He quickly makes
the acquaintance of the newly arrived
animals and then calmly walks out
the door. Trne to the idea of follow-
ing a leader, the sheep fall in line and
march out behind oH Bill.

This action is repeated until all the
cars are emptied—and then Bill gets
his reward—a chew of tobacco.

The goats have learned to chew to-
bacco from the train men who pet and
tease them whenever they have the
opportunity, and the "chew” is usu-
ally given them as a reward when
their task of unloading a train ot
sheep Is completed. The railroad com-
pany makes a regular allowance to
pay for tobacco for these goats.

When ready to reload, the goats are
again sent among the sheep, with
whom they frolic 8§ few minutes, and
then they start for the cars, followed
by the sheep. When all cars are load-
ed the goats receive another chew of
tobacco. .

The feeding yards are airequipped
with electric lights so that cars may
be loaded and unloaded at night, thus
saving much time. And when a train
arrives at night, especially are the
goats necessary. At such times they
enter the cars where the sheep are ly-
ing on the floor and butt the sleeping
animals around until they are thor-
oughly awakened—and then they lead
them out into the feeding pens.

These goats are gteat favorites of
the railroad men and seem to know
every brakeman and train employee
on their division. But not a single
one of the railroaders is more neces-
sary to the economical operation of
the line than is one of the Bills, and
none of them dq more work for their
salaries than the goats for’their feed
and tobacco.

The facility of the goat for this
work has long been known at the
packing bouses, where- they are
utilized to lead animals to slaughter.

GEN, CUSTER’S WIDOW IS CEN-
TRAL FIGURE IN UNVEILING
OF STATUE AT MONROE.

(MPREB8IVE CEREMONY IS WIT-
NESSED BY THE PRESIDENT
AND 25,003 PEOPLE.

8enator Wm. Alden Smith, Orator of
the Day, Eulogizes .Michigan’s
Greatest *War  Hero.

A great epoch in the history of Mon-
roe took date June 4th, 1910, when
the beautiful .statue erected to the
memory of the'gallant General George
A. Custer, was unveiled by. the widow
who has mourned the loss of her be-
loved and brave husband many years.
Custer, the true soldier whose life,
went out iir a desperate battle with
the fierce Indians on the frontier was
a worthy citizen of the republic, a
loved neighbor and friend, an ideal
man, of whom Monroe was justly
proud and to-whom the state has paid
a tardy and well earned honor.

There were present Taft, president
of the'United States. Michigan’s two
senators, Burrows and Smith, with
other distinguished men and some not-
able addresses were delivered.

The grey veterans who had served
with and under Custer were like a
page of past history filled with heroic
deeds and illuminated with/a record
of brave gallantry rarely equaled.

Mrs. Elizabeth B. Custer widow of
the gallant fighter, . dominated the
day’s ceremonies, for, though she
never uttered a public word, her mo-

ment came when, with trembling
ha@ she grasped the long yellow- A
riben , typical of the eavalry

arm of the service, and broke apart
the two American flags which con-
cealed the figure of her loved one
seated on his charger. A smile played
over her face, and after a full look
mhe nodded in appreciation. Then she
turned to receive the congratulations
of President Taft, who stood Just be-
hind her; the cannon began to boom
their salutes and the band struck up
“The Star Spangled Banner” as every
one arose,and cheered.

To the,tribute of the state, Presi-
dent William H. Taft added the hom-
age of the nation, holding up Custer
not only as a great cavalry leader of
the rebellion, but as one who, at the
close of the civil war. spent years on
the plains and made possible the set:
tlement of that vast country and the
building of the trans-continental rail-
roads.

Senator Wm. Alden Smith, in his
eulogy of General Custer, paid a glow-
ing tribute to his many heroic deeds.

Scene a Brilliant One.

The scene will linger long in the
memory of those who witnessed it.
Nature had contributed her full share
to the day’s enjoymdnt, for the air
was fresh and balmy. Around the
statue were massed the elements in
which might be read the history of
the army. There were the old hoys,
the veterans of southern battlefields
and of the'plains, proudly wearing the,
red neckties that showed they were
survivors of the Custer cavalry brig-
ade. Just behind them were lined up
the regulars, and then the militia,
with the big crowd forming a pic-
turesque background. There was a
tinge of sadness in the presence of
the veterans, but the latter forgot all
about their age and their ailments in
the joy of honoring their old leader.

The stand wag filled, with officers
In full dress and ladies in white
frocks, all glowing with enthusiasm.
The presence of President Taft lent
the note of national -significance to
the event, the importance of which
was testified to by the presence of
25.000 to honor the dead hero and the
chief magistrate.

TAFT AT JACKSON.

President Unveils Monument Which
Marks Birth of Republican Party.

The city of Jackson never looked

prettier with its gay decorations of
national colors arranged for the com-
ing of President Taft to unveil the
monument which marks the birthplace
of the Republican party.
«f Flags and red, white and blue bunt-
ing were .everywhere In evidence,
forming in graceful'and artistic fes-
toons froxq nearly every viewpoint.

According to the terms of the postal
monopoly in France, the department
is bound to provide a daily service
wherever required, and it would have
been necessary to engage a postman
FCl .iy for the delivery of this newspa-
per, as no other house is to 1% found
within a radius of about eight miles.

The postoffice, sooner than embark
on an expenditure of about $340 a
year, consented to forego the ten cen-
times (2 cents) tn dispute, pay the de-
fendant’s costs, and compensate the
shepherd for the loss of his daily pa-
per.

eNQLtBWWAN DISCOVERED GOLD
IN CALIFORNIA.

Commander of British Warship Turned
Pirate and Rsasonad That Boil of
California Must Be “Richly
Auriferous.”

A scarce book, which is thought to
be the first in English to give an ac-
count of the discovery of gold in Cali-
fornia/has been discovered. It is also
an account of the exploits of Capt
George Sheivocke, one of the most
notorious pirates of his time. *

The title is “A Voyage Round the
World, by Wav of the Great Sea, Pier*
formed In a Pirate Expedition During
the War Which firoke Out with Spain
In the Year 1718.” Sheivocke entered
the British navy before 1600, and is
said to have served under Benbow.
When the war with Spain began two
vessels that were fitted out to cruise
against the enemy were put under
the command, respectively, of John
Clipperton and Sheivocke.

Cllpperton had the larger ship, the
Success. The Speedwell, which Sheiv-
ocke commanded, was of 24 guns and
100 men. £& conceived a grudge
against Clipperton, and, taking advan-
tage of a gale'of wind a few days after
their departure from England, sepa-
rated from the Success, and did not
fall in with her again for nearly two
years. He hoisted an ambiguous en
migrf'upon meeting a Portuguese ves-
sel near the coast of Brasil, which
made her captain believe Sheivocke
was a pirate, and led to his paying as
ransom a.large sum of money and a
quantity of valuable merchandise.

Sheivocke sailed along the coast of
Chile, capturing prizes and sacking
and burning Payta. Then, to escape
Spanish ships of war, he made for the
Island of Juan Fernandez, where his
vessel was wrecked. From the re-
mains of the Speedwell they built a
small vessel of 20 tons, captured a
Spanish ship of 200 tons burden, sent
the crew off in the little bark, and
then made the Isle of Quito, where
+hey fell in with Clipperton's vessel,
he Success, but again separated.

Sheivocke then captured at Sonson-
v.. the Santa Famllia of 300 tons, and
when informed that peace had been
chneluded, hurriedly put to sea with
his prize. On May 15, 1721, he cap-
tured another ship laden with stores
and having on board more than $100,-
000 in coin.

He sailed north to California, no-
ting that its soil was richly auriferous
and that probably “the country
abounds in metals of all sorts.” He
thus mentioned the gold of California
120 years before its mddern discovery.
It was said that he made £7,000 for
himself out of the “Voyage.” On ar-
riving jn London he was arrested on
two charges of piracy, but was ac-
quitted for want of legal evidence.

He was also charged by the owners
of the Speeosv?l] with defrauding
them, but esca;sd from the king’s
bench prison and /led the country.
The tiine and place pf his death are
unknown.
