Dr.J. F. Bennett Dies Suddenly

Detroit News: Exposure to the burn-
ing sun in a rural cemetery near North-
ville brought on an attack of heart dis-
ease which caused the death of Dr. John
F. Bennett, one'of the two coroners of
Wayne county Sunday afternoon.

Dr. Bennett, with his father, Archer
Bennett, his wife and eldest 6on went t
the funeral of George Maulbach, Mrs
Bennett’s uncle, the doctor driving hi
own motor car.  After the servicesin
the small, unshaded cemetery, Dr. Ben-
nettand his relatives walked a quarter
of a mile to the home of his aunt, Mrs2
Chas. Crocknaw. He entered the front
gate, staggered to a bench under a tree
and s~t down, weakly. “I feelsick; get
me a glass of water,’! he said, but col-
lapsed, unconscious, -as soon as the
the words left his mouth. Dr.C.F.
Knapp, his nephew, was called, but af-
ter 20 minutes’ coma, Dr. Bennett ex-
pired.

Dr. Bennett was bom 46 years ago in
Salem, Washtenaw county, not far from
the spot where he died. He attended
the schools of his home town, the high
school in South Lyon and worked in a
drug store until he qualified as a regis-
tered pharmacist. He began the study
of medicine in the University of Michi-
gan, then moved to Detroit and .was
graduated from the Michigan College
of Medicine and Surgery. He after-
ward did post-graduate work in New
York city.

Dr. Bennett was active in local repub-
lican politics. In 1892 he started prac-
tice at Jefferson and Belvidere avenues
and remainetj in that neighborhood. He
was elected school inspector from the
seventeenth ward in 1899. In 1906.he
began his firr.. .erm as coroner andTfas
re-elected in 1908. He had already pre-
pared cards announcing his candidacy
for a third term. Since 1901 he was a
member of the United States pension
examining board.

He resided at 1993 Jefferson avenue.
His family consisted of Mrs. Bennett
and two sons, Zina B. and Merle F. He
was a member of the American Medical
association, the Michigan State Med-
ical society, the Wayne county mldical
society, a thirty-second decree Mason,
member of Michigan Sovereign consis-
tory, Moslem temple Mystic Shrine and
Ashlar lodge F. & A. M. He was also
an Odd Fellow, Knight of Pythias and
affiliated with several other organiza-
tions.

State Railway Cases Ended.

The big law suits between the State
of Michigan and the Michigan Central
road company were brought to a close
last week when Judge Wiest signed a
decree i” favor of the state for $125,000
and the railroad attorneys paid the
money over to the state

In signing the decree Judge Wiest
said: “The court approves the stipulat-
ed settlement and commends all the at-
torneys for their high sense of duty.”

The stipulation was' signed by Gov-
ernor Warner, ex-Attomey General
Bird and Otto Kirschner and T. E.
Barkworth on behalf of the state and
by the railway attorneys on behalf of
the company.

This ends the cases in which the state
was going the railroad for $4,000,000 in
back taxes and the road was suing the
state for $8,000,000 damages because of
the repeal of its special charter.

Ptomaine Poison.

The term “ptomaine poison” is In
everybody’s mouth, but few know what
It really Is. It develops, through the
action of acid on tin. This is why
every can of meat or vegetables or
fruits should be turned out into an
earthen bowl or crock immediately
upon opening the tin can, and that is

why mayonnaise -dressing should
never be put into tin receptacles. On
one occasion several women were

made seriously ill by eating salad at
a reception. Investigation showed
that the mayonnaise, in which was
considerable Juice, had been allowed,
to stand all day in a tin pail., Ac-
cording to.the physicians, enough
poison was generated to kill 40 men,
and had the women eaten the mayon-
naise from the bottom of the pail it
would have been fatal to them.

Bird Fought Off Marauder.

The extraordinary sight of a thrush
fighting a cat which had designs upon
its nest of young ones was to be seen
at a park in Dover, England, recently.
The hen bird with her young was in
the nest, to which the male thrusb had
returned with a worm in his mouth,
when he observed a cat in a neighbor-
ing tree.

Is Seized and

Warden Pettit Seizes,
There Is a Tempest in a Teapot
For a Brief While.

The story of the capture of Deputy
State Game Warden C. E. Pettit by
Wi isconsin fishermen, whom he had
taken prisoners, his landing on a
sparsely populated island in Lake
Michigan at the entrance to Green
bay, and his escape, as told, has some
funny features.

The game warden was seized when
he was on board the Wisconsin boat,
which he had declared confiscated by
Michigan and whose crew he had ar-
rested. The fishermen cut the line by
which they were being towed into a
Michigan port by the game warden’s
boat, and escaped with the warden in
their toils.

Pettit spent two days on Chambers
island before he was rescued. He re-
fuses to describe his experience, or
tell of his plans for the future. He
says the boat which kidnaped him
hailed from Green Bay. but beyond
that he will not give any intimation
as to its identity. The boat bad on
board four hundred pounds of fish,
said to be illegally caught, when Pet-
tit boarded it, but the fish are sup-
posed to have been disposed of quick-
ly at Green Bay.

In the report of the skirmish with
the Wisconsin men, which Warden
Pierce received from FlshWarde” Pet-
tit. the latter says: >

"We had an exciting time. The
Wisconsin boat turned so quick there
was no chance for anyone else to
jump aboard except me. Two men and
two boys were aboard her. The old
man came at me with an ax, the young

mart with an iron bar and the
boys with chunks of coal. They
made it interesting for me. The only

way | could have gotten the wheel
would have been to kill the old man.”

“My instructions to the deputies are
to never shoot except to save their
own lives,” said Pierce in explana-
tion.

“You can’t kill a man for offense

those fishermen for assault with in-
tent to do great bodily harm. | don’t

suppose the Wisconsin governor will
honor it. however, for the fishermen
stand together. Those who hire them
tell them to resist our deputies.”

Homestead Lands Almost Gone.

“Six years from now there will be
no state lands outside the forest re-
serves for sale in the state of Michi-
gan." said Deputy Land Commissioner

ago went as low as 80 cents.

“The state does not have any more
tax homestead lands nlaced on sale
that the taxes have not been paid on
of late years, but the majority is land
that reverted back to the state years
ago. and has stood on the books lor
A long term of years.

“These lands are being bought up
for the most part by local residents
of the counties where the sales are
held and not by speculatlve purchas-
ers as in years gone by."

OWES MICHIGAN $295,000.

Due From Government On
Sale of Public Lands.

The United States government is
indebted to the state of Michigan in
the sum of $295,000 and the money
remains in the treasury of the United
States waiting for some able-bodied
citizen from the state to lay claim

It.

Under the "enabling act” by which
Michigan was admitted into the unign,
5 per cent of all moneys derived from
the'sale of certain public lands by the
government was to be paid into the
state treasury. There was paid to the
state on this account $28G,751.49. No
accounting has ever been made by the
government to.the state.

In 3836. under the Jackson administra-
tion, a very large surplus accrued in
the treasury and the government con-
cluded it advisable to distribute this
sum among the several states and an
act of congress was passed to that
effect. From the debates which occur-
red in congress at the time of the
passage of the act it is learned a
large amount of the surplus then in
the treasury arose from the sale of
public lands.

Balance

Power Dams Help Salt Mine*.

"W ith the advent of electrical power
which will soon be obtainable, many
of the industries of northern:Michi-
gan will be reopened,” said Secretary
A. C. Carton, of the public domain
commission. “I know of at least 12
abandoned salt wells on one piece of
land not over 120 acres in area in
losco county that at one time were
paying investments, but since the tim-
ber* has been made up into lumber
and the refuse from the saw mills,
which at that time furnished the
power to operate the machinery neces-
sary for the pumping of the brine,
the question of fuel has played an Im-
portant part and after vainly trying
to operate by obtaining power from
coal the expense was found to be so
great that most of the salt wells of
that section were abandoned.

“But with electricity broughtdown
from the Au Sable river | have no
doubt that these can be reopened and
placed on a paying basis.

“There are wells in losco county,
not now in operation, that would, in
my estimation, yield sufficient brine
in 24 hours to make at least 500 bar-
rels of salt.”

Cashier Shepard Under Arrest.

Shepard, former cashier of the de-
funct Citizens’ Savings bank, at Plain-
well, was placed under arrest at his
home by Constable Brott, of .Allegan.
He was taken to Allegan for arraign-
ment. He pleaded not guilty and was
released on bail of $1,000.

The specific charge against Shepard
Is a violation of the state banking
laws by making false reports to the
state banking department The war-
rant was issued by Banking Commis-
sioner Zimmerman. The sum named
in the complaint is $10.10Q and the of-,
fense is cited as having occurred
March 29 last. The maximum pen-
alty in case of conviction is 20 years’
imprisonment.

Farmer* Find Body In Wood*.

With a bullet hole in his brain the
body of a man believed to be H. L.
Colin, of Braddock. Pa., was found in
the woods*a mile north of Mason,
by a farmer who stumbled over the
corpse, as ‘he was walking through
a short strip of timber land.

The man is believed o have killed
himself several weeks ago. The only
mark of identification is a card taken

from a pocket in the dead man's
clothes. On it was written "I am a
member in good standing of W. S
Husband's lodge, No. 38C, K. of P-.
Braddock, Pa.”

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A Contagion of Mad Dogs.

Fourteen canines have been Killed
within the past ten days as a result of
a “mad dog” scare. Only one of the
lot, a strange dog from the country ex-
hibited a genuine case of rabies, the
others showing symptoms of the dis-
ease only, but it was deemed wise on
the part of the owners and village offi-
cials to put them out of the way.

Sunday Marshal VanDeCar was noti-
fied by Paul Bennett that a dog show-
ing signs of hydrophobia had bitten two
of his hogs and that also a dog belong-
ing to Fred Peterhans, a neighbor
across the way had been bitten. The
dog was reported as being headed for
the village and the marshal started out
with his gun. It was some lime before
he got sighk’of the animal, but he was
finally driven into GeorgeSHunter’s
cellar where he was shot.

The chase furnished quite a little ex-
- citement in the neighborhood, every-
body taking to their homes and Shutting
the door. There have been no other
cases of dogs becoming actually mad,
p but many showed unmistakable signs
of being affected and in most cases were
killed by the owners themselves. Itis
now believed no further cases will de-
velop. The sudden heat last week is
said to have developed the rabies in the
dogs. e

In this connection we publisha village
ordinance in relation to dogs, some
owners of valuable or pet dogs being
alarmed by threats made by persons to
shoot any and all dogs at sight:

Section 1. The common council of
the village of Plymouth duly assembled
arsr regular meeting, do ordain, .That
during the months of July and August
of each year every person owning or
keeping a dog within the corporate
limits of jthe village of Plymouth and
allowing the same to run at large shall
keep the same muzzled in such a man-
ner that said dog cannot bite or inflict
any wound or injury to any person or
Ahmg witii iterteeth.

Sec. 2. It shall be the duty of the
village marshal to kill all and any dogs
not muzzled, as provided in section 1 of
this ordinance, that may be found run-
ning at large within the corporate lim-
its of said village during the months of
July and August of each year, provided
that tne village marshal shall not kill
any unmuzzled dogs on the streets of
said village thatare in company with
their meters and are not doing any
harm or damage."

ANY PERSONS are wontto
think of mountain climb-
ing—or at least mountain
climbing that is really
worthy of the name—as a
form of pastime for which
one must Journey to Eu-
rope. Some of the people,
even, who have apprecia-
ted all along that this con-
tinent aftorded opportuni-
ties for mountain climbing
equal in every respect to
anything offered by the
snow-clad peaks of Swit-
zerland are not aware that
a goodly number of stren-
uous Americans are now
taking advantage of these
opportunities. Some people, to be sure, started
their careers gp mountain climbers in the United
States and have confined their indulgence in the
sport to the mountain regions of Yankeedom, but
they are surpassed numerically by the subjects
of Uncle Sam who first became converts to moun-
tain climbing in Switzerland or other foreign
parts and then came home perhaps to discover
‘that we have just as difficult peaks under the
Stars and Stripes as can be found in any part of
the old world.

Sometimes fate steps in and makes what
might be termed an involuntary convert to Ameri-
can mountain climbing. A case-in point is that
of Charles E. Hughes, governor of New York, who
has recently been appointed to the United States
Supreme court. Mountain climbing is the pet
hobby of Governor Hughes, and for years he spent
every summer in Switzerland scaling the peaks.
Then came his election to the gubernatorial posi-
tion and with it new responsibilities which in
Neffect made it Impossible for him to engage in a
prolonged vacation far' from home. Thereupon
*Governor Hughes and his son—who is likewise
a mountain climber—turned theta- attention to the
‘Adirondacks and here he found peaks that
arouse<J his enthusiasm, for they are clad in a
dense forest growth that is quite as baffling In
many respects as glaciers and crevasses and the
governor discovered that % mountain 5,000 feet
high may test the mettle of a pedestrian quite as
fully as some more lofty peaks.

! Mountain climbing In the Adirondacks, In the
White mountains of New Hampshire and in the
Blue Ridge of Pennsylvania, Maryland and Vir-
ginia has been an accepted summer Bport for
some years past, but it has grown tremendously
In popularity of late. Some of the experienced
climbers who enjoy the sport only when It In-
volves hazards that test the steadiness of eye.
clearness of head and sureness of foot in the
maximum degree are wont to regard none too
seriously the assaults of the amateurs on the
mountains east of the Mississippi, but it must
be admitted In defense of mountain climbing in
the east that It has brought color to the cheeks
and sparkle to the eyes of many a weary city
dweller and in not a few instances It has served
as a preparatory school for climbers who have
later become experts In a more exacting environ-
ment In the west, on the other hand, we have
mountain climbing that, from every consideration
of danger and daring ranks with any similar ac-
tivity abroad, although, to be sure, newspaper
readers hear much less about It. Perhaps this
latter circumstance is due in part to the rarity
in America of those harrowing accidents which
cost the lives of so many mountain climbers in
Switzerland. In the southwest the trip up Mount
.Wilson in -California has become a popular diver-
sion for both men and women and the Grand Can-
yon of Arizona—that great gash in the earth 13
miles wide and a mile deep—is affording an
*equivalent of mountain climbing that is without
a rival or a counterpart, scenically or otherwise,
on the other side of the Atlantic or indeed any-
where in the world.

Several mountain-climbing clabs have been
organized on the Pacific slope and climbing expe-
ditions are carried out yearly, women as well as
men participating in most of these excursions to
great altitudes.

No mention of mountain climbing In America,
however brief, Would be complete without refer-

W orld’s O

Amidst the tawdriness, the racket and the
alien squalor of our modern Whitechapel road
stands a quiet, tidy, old Georgian house, and to
one side of It an old-fashioned, oak-shuttered of-
fice, the London Chronicle says. Behind this un-
assuming exterior there still, in fact, prospers
“the oldest established business of any kind in
England," and that "business" Is bound up with
all that Is highest and holiest and most endeared
to the national heart. For over the door, In plain
English—a refreshing change from the Yiddish
posters that flare In the shop windows all around—
we may still read the simple legend, “Mears &
Stainbank's Bell Foundry, Established 1570."

Here, then—or, at any rtfte, not far away-4'
while Shakespeare was still a schoolboy aid
two centuries before Schiller had arrived to Im-
mortalize the bell in splendid song on the eternal
emblem of man’s ascent from earth to heaven—
there was being molded the world’s mightiest mu-
sic by Just such honest, simple-hearted fellows as
may be seen even now busying themselves by
pit and furnace in the actual foundry beyond a
little courtyard.

To tell the exact truth, the original foundry
of Queen Elizabeth's time was just across the
way. It was moved to its present site In 1738.
the existing house being at that time a country
inn called the Artichoke, standing then among
pleasant fields. Without a break from that day
to this, though proprietors have changed once or
twice, the work of bell founding has gone on be-
hind those quiet walls. The list of famous bells
that have been, as one might say, “born” out of
dull earth in these Joggly precincts is almost be-
wildering. For, Indeed,'at the present moment,
there is only one other Important foundry In
England—that, namely, of Loughborough—devo-
ted exclusively to bellmaking.

Thus the famous "BovP bells" themselves. In

reality among the sweetest and truest in the.

world, were made at Whitechapel. The preseat
“tenor” as the deepest bell of a peal Is always
called, was cast here In 1738. It weighed SH
tons and it itself replaced a bell from the same
source that had been founded in 1669. The legen-
dary bells of Whittington’s time can. of course,
hardly be laid claim to.

Among other noted Whitechapel bells sre the
great ben of Westminster, weighing over 13
tons—the largest ever cast in London; the “clock
belle” of St. Paul’s, hong la 1790. and still in use;
“Great Tom” of Idaooln cathedral, a famous bell
that could be heard 13 miles off; “Great Peter” of

mechanical means In this country. A cog railroad
that carries sightseers to the top of Mount Wash*
ington, N. H. has for years been an adjunct of
New England's highest peak and a comfortable’
hotel on the summit enables tourists to be con-
tent in this realm of perpetual frost and to enjoy
the sunrise and sunset effects. A similar railroad,
yet more remarkable from an engineering stand-
point, carries non-athletic mountain climbers up
Pike’s Peak In Colorado and In the same state
the Moffat road conveys tourists to the crest of
the Great Divide In standard coaches drawn by
locomotives of the regulation type. There are
“mountain climbing” railroads In California and
similar highways have been proposed for the
peaks of the Pacific northwest, whereas congress
has been appealed to to permit a venturesome
capitalist to Install an Inclined railway from the
rim to the depths of the Grand Canyon.

Quite apart from the eternal poetry that has
woven itself around the being and becoming of
bells, there is hardly an industry that has about
it a more individual, charm: These men of the
Whitechapel foundry are no mere journeymen
mechanics. The$ have been bred to the work,
most of them, from their earliest years. The art
of bell founding is handed down from father
to son. In the same Whitechapel foundry there
are no fewer than three generations of one family
working side by side today and five generations
of the same family have worked there—the gramd-
father for 45 years, the great-grandfather for
more than half a century.

People who talk of "jangling” bells as being
unmusical have certainly no honest bell founder
to blame, for no bell can be unmusical unless It
is badly made or badly rung. Indeed, every great
bell haa to be so perfectly proportioned in shape,
size, weight and thickness that each part of It
shall sound a rightly differing note and that the

result shall be a perfect chord. In this way,,
while the “lip” which the clapper strikes gives
out the “fundamental note,” the “waist” must

sound a third higher, the “shoulder” a fifth higher
and the top of It the exact octave. So the whole
bell gives out a chord of which each note fades
into the other. It Is this harmony that lingers
in the ear and gives the bell its peculiar magic.

After the bell Is founded, if it sounds sharp
anywhere, it can, with great care, be filed down
by an upright lathe till the right tone Is produced.
If it sounds flat nothing can be done and It is the
ambition of bell malders to turn out a bell that
mhall be exactly right as It comes from the mold.

It is pleasant to hear that in spite of all new-
fangled cynical objections this sacred old Indus-
try is still flourishing. From tpe Whitechap#
foundry bells have gone forth in theta hundreds
In these last years to every quarter of the world—
from Buenos Ayres to Quebec, from Calcutta to
Colombo, from Hongkong to Tasmania. Even
America—with a 45 per cent import duty—has
come $o England for its bells.
