A s 
soon as  the  g reen  food supply  w ithin 
th e  little  enclosure is  consum ed the 
pro tecting  te n t is en larged , w hile the  
li ttle  worms g e t to  fuzzy b ig  ones and 
you r trees  a re  stripped  of foliage. No 
tre e  is  too b ig  fo r them  to k ill and 
sm aller ones fall an  easy  p rey . There 
is  a  voracious red worm with a  black 
head th a t a ttack s  th e  fo liage a t  th is  
tim e o f yea r and ano ther wooly one 
th a t leaves 6nly th e  ribs of the  leaves 
while th e  red  one is  g e ttin g  all b u t the  
cen ter m ast. A  kerosene torch  is the 
m ost efficient and convenient m ethod of 
killing  these tree  pests. Search  your 
trees carefu lly  and frequently . You 
can g e t the jum p on them  while the 
colonies a re  small.

G rosse, w as suddenly a ttack e d  from  
-behind by an  arm ed  m an .w ho sen t a 
[bullet in to  h is  neck , and  ano ther into 
h is  back, beto re he could be stopped.

T h e  m ayor w as badly in jured , b u t 
Ithe w ound in his neck  Is n o t neces­
sarily  fa ta l un less blood poisoning 
tshould develop.

H is a ssa ilan t Is Jam es J . G allagher, a 
d ischarged  n ig h t w atchm an form erly  
a tta ch e d  to  the  departm en t of docks 
and ferries. H e  lb fifty-eight years 
old and a  m an of prodigious s treng th .

A s s a i l a n t  F ig h t s  L ik e  D e m o n .
I t  took a  dozen m en to  subdue 

him  a fte r  h is  assau lt on the  m ayor. 
“Big Bill” Edw ards, c.ommislsoner of 
s tre e t c leaning  and a  fo rm er P rince­
ton  football p layer, probably saved the 
m ayor’s life. H e m ade a  leap  a t  Gal­
lagher im m ediately  a fte r  the  first sho t 
and  landed  a  sm ashing  blow betw eeh 
h is  eyes. T he m an leaped back  w ith  
Edw ard  a fte r  him , b u t m anaged to  fire 
anotheV sho t In th e  d irection  of the 
m ayor before he w en t down. This- 
sho t w en t wild ow ing to the  p rom pt 
ac tion  of the  m ayor’s secre tary , Rob­
e r t  Adamson, in  knocking up th e  as­
sass in ’s arm . Then, as . G allagher 
w en t to  the  deck w ith the  huge bulk

of Com m issioner E dw ards upon him , 
he m anaged to  snap  h is  plBtol again. 
T h is b u lle t to re  Its  w ay th rough  the  
flefehy p a r t of E dw ards’ le f t arm  and 
en tered  th e  m ayor’s  back ju s t  b eneath  
th e  le f t shoulder. T h is  wound is com­
para tive ly  trifling.

Dismissed fo r Insubordination.
Throughout th e  fighting th a t fol­

low ed th e  firs t shot, G allagher k ep t 
shouting  a t  th e  top  o f h is  lungs th a t 
th e  m ayor had  deprived him  of his 
b read  and b u tte r . H e w as d ism issed 
from  th e  dep a rtm en t of docks and 
ferrie s  on Ju n e  1 by Com m lsisoner 
Tom pkins because of h is  su rliness 
and  con stan t . insubordination . The 
specific charge on w hich  h e  w as re ­
m oved w as th a t  h e  had  failed to 
punch  th e  tim e check on h is  a rriv a l a t  
w ork tw o  w eeks before t h a t  Since 
he w as dism issed, h e  h as  spen t b is  
tim e  try ing  to  see  M ayor G aynor and  
h a d  to  h e  ejected  from  th e  city  hall 
on  severa l occasions because o f Ala 
persistency. H e  a lso  badgered  o th e r 
c ity  officials ab o u t hav ing  hia p lace 
resto red  to  him . b u t ao fa r  ae  could 
be learned , m ade n o  th re a ts  aga in st 
an y  one  a t  any  tim e.

G a y n o r  8h o w s  F o r t i t u d e .
T hroughout th e  e n tire  affair M ayor 

G aynor show ed U»e g rea te s t fo rti­
tude. H a  m ade  no  com m ent o n  w hat 
h ad  happened, sav e  to  express curios­
ity  a s  to  th e  Iden tity  o f h is  assa ilan t. 
He w alked to h id  stateroom  a f te r  be­
ing s h o t  b u t soon afterw ard  col­

lapsed, and  w as taken  to  St. M ary’s 
hospita l, w here a ll th e  m em bers of 
his fam ily who could be reached 
joined him  la ter. ^

D o u b t  M a y o r 's  R e c o v e ry .
From  th e  first, th e  g rav est doubts 

of th e  m ayor’s recovery  w ere ex­
pressed  a t  the  hospita l, although no 
alarm ing rep o rts  w ere m ade public. 
Specialists sum m oned from  New 
York held o u t very  little  hope. The 
b u lle t w hich en tered  th e  back  of the 
m ayor’s neck  took a  dow nw ard course 
and  is lodged u n d e r th e  tongue. The 
physicians had  th e  g rea tes t trouble 
In checking  the  hem orrhages th a t fol­
lowed, and  the  m ayor w as g rea tly  
w eakened by h is  efforts to  b rea the  
w ith  h is  th ro a t full of blood. I t  is 
believed th a t  an  operation  w ill be 
necessary  and such a  course a t. once 
is  viewed w ith  considerable apprehen­
sion owing to  the  m ayor’s w eakened 
condition.

S h o o t in g  Is  D r a m a t i c .
T he shooting  occurred under cir­

cum stances of th e  m ost d ram atic  cha r­
ac ter. M ayor G aynor cam e aboard  
the  s team er accom panied by a  num ber 
of prom inen t c ity  officials abou t to  bid 
him  adieu on h is  tr ip  abroad. The 
p a rty  proceeded to  the  upper deck 
and  w ere assem bled  in  a  group giving 
final greetings.

Crowds of passengers w ere abou t on 
deck and w ith  friends w aving adieu 
from  the  pier. T he m ayor’s pa rty  "had 
Just form ed a  group p rep a ra to ry  to 
having th e ir  p ic tu re  taken .

G a l l a g h e r  O p e n s  F i r e .
Suddenly a m an pushed th rough the 

th rong  from  the  rea r. He approached 
the m ayor and w ithout a  word began 
to fire. The sho ts rang  out In quick 
succession. In s tan tly  th e re  w as the  
g rea tes t excitem ent and confusion.

M ayor G aynor w as seen  to  fall to 
the  deck, and  th e  gushing  w ound told 
th a t he had  been hit. A t the  sam e 
m om ent “Bill” E dw ards sp ran g  for­
w ard and  dea lt the  assassin  a  blow 
on the  head, felling  him  to  'th e  deck, 
w here officers quickly seized  him. He 
w as tu rned  over to  th e  H oboken po­
lice and taken  a t  once to  police head­
quarters.

C o n s c io u s ,  B u t  B r e a t h e s  H e a v i ly .
M eantim e M ayor G aynor had  been 

ca rried  to  a  stateroom . H e rem ained  
conscious, but b rea thed  heavily. He 
w as calm  b u t ap p a ren tly  apprehensive 
th a t th e  w ound w as grave. An am bu­
lance w as sum m oned to  th e  p ie r and 
th e  wounded m ayor w as placed on a 
s tre tch e r  and ca rried  to  th e  am bu­
lance. . The vehicle w as driven to  St. 
M ary’s hosp ita l, H obokeij, w here the 
m ayor w as im m ediately  taken  to  the? 
opera ting  room. To the  city  officials 
who accom panied him  to the  hospital, 
he ind icated  the  grav ity  w ith  w hich 
he viewed the  shot, by te lling  them : 
“Say good-by to  the  people.”

S h o o t in g  S t l r a  t h e  C ity .
T he a ttem p t to  assassin a te  the  

m ay o r caused  in tease  excitem ent 
th roughou t New York. T he prom ­
inence of the  c ity  executive in  re ­
cen t m onths in city  affairs, and  to  a 
grow ing ex ten t In s ta te  and  national 
affairs, a ttrac ted  w idespread  atten tion . 
Everyw here th e  new s of the  a ttem p t 
on h is  life w as received w ith  evi­
dence of profound r e g r e t  In  a ll pub­
lic places, th e  hotels, th e  financial d is­
tr ic t, clubs and subw ays th e  affair was 
the  absorb ing  topic. One o f th e  first 
d ispatches of condolence w as from  ex- 
P res id en t R oo sev e lt expressing  hor­
ro r  and  Indignation a t  th e  crime.

T he flam es w ere flrs t'd lscoyered  lq 
the  lum ber yard  of B lacker and 
Shepard And w ithin a  few m lnutee had 
sp read  u n til D over and A lbany a tree ta  
w ere a  m ass of flames.

A call fo r help w as se n t to  B rook­
line', Cam bridge and  Som erville, and all 
the  availab le  fire-fighting appa ra tu s  
In those tow ns w as ru shed  to  the  scene 
of th e  conflagration. *

Tw o lum ber y a rd s / f i f ty  tenem ent 
houses and  th e  D over s tr e e t bridge 
w ere in  flam es a t  one tim e. Several 
firem en an d  m an y  policem en had  n a r ­
row  escapes from  se rious  injury.

H undreds of pounds o f  dynam ite 
w ere used  to  blow up build ings to  stop 
th e  p rog ress  of th e  conflagration, 
w hich w as s weeping  tow ard  th e  bust- 
nee  d is tr ic t w hen St w as checked.

M ayor G aynor of New York was 
sho t and dangerously w ounded Tues­
day m orning a t ; he stood on the  deck 
of th e  s team er K aiser W ilhelm der 
G rosse a t  the  s team sh ip ’s p ie r in Ho­
boken, N. J., abou t to  s ta r t  On a 
m onth 's vacation  in  Europe'.' The 
shooting w as done by a  s tranger, who 
la te r  gave his nam e as Ju les Jam es 
G allagher, living a t  440 T hird  avenue, 
New York. H e w as la te r  Identified as 
a form er c ity  employe, who recently  
had  been discharged.

T hree sh o ts  w ere fired a t  th e  m ay­
or. Two of them  m issed, and th e  third 
lodged in the  fleshy portion of the 
le ft side of the  neck. Blood gushed 
from the  wtmnd. and the  first hasty  
exam ination led to th e  belief of seri­
ous and perhaps fatal consequences. 
T he m ayor re ta ined  consciousness 
and  la te r  exam ination by th e  physi­
cians, when th e  m ayor was taken  to 
the  hospital, gave a  m ore hopeful 
outlook.

M ayor G aynor w as ca rried  from  the 
ship on a  s tre tch e r  and placed in 
th e  am bulance of U ndertaker Volk 
which had been sum m oned by the 
police. H e w as carried  to  St. M ary’s 
hosp ita l in W illow avenue, Hoboken. 
W hen he reached th e  hospita l he 
w as still conscious. H e was im me­
dia tely  taken  to  th e  operating  room.

The m ayor w as a t  f ir s t  reported  fa­
ta lly  wounded, b u t the doctors report 
th a t they do n o t believe hf's wound 
to  be serious. T heir exam ination 
show s th a t  the  bu llet en tered  the 
righ t side of th e  neck  and did not 
cu t any of the  'im p o rtan t blood ves­
sels. The m ayor suffered som ew hat 
from  the  gathering  of blood In bi6 
th roa t, b u t th is  w as relieved and he 
fe lt co n s id e rab ly . better.

th re ad s  of fac t, p o rtray ing  th e  chp tu re o r sight* 
ifig of c rea tu re s  of im possible form , show how 
firm ly  estab lished  and deep-seated Is th e  convic­
tio n  th a t  th e  sea  con tains lev ia thans n o t y e t 
Known to  science. E very  season yields a  fresh  
•crop o f sea-serpen t sto ries and  a  new series of 
g ro tesque p ic tu res  of c rea tu res  w hich, if they  rea l­

t y  existed , would revolutionize ou r Ideas of the 
'-an im al kingdom . T he w rite r  h as  personally  fol­

low ed to th e ir  la irs  tw o o r th ree  of the m ost hor­
rib le  m onste rs  conceived by the  vivid Im agina­
tion  of the  new spaper m an, and found them  to be 
■well-known anim als w ith  little  to suggest th e  sea- 
serpen t.

As to  w hethe r th e re  really  ex ists  in the  sea 
today stran g e  m onsters, sc ien tis ts  a re  n o t wholly 
In  accord, although a  negative view  is  Jreld by 
m ost of them . T he very  circum stan tia l account of 
th e  s igh ting  of a  “sea-serpen t” on the A siatic 
coast by the  F rench  gunboat D ecidee a few years 
ago , as  published in the  jou rna ls  a t  th e  tim e, will 
p e rh ap s  w eaken th e  belief of some in telligen t 
persons who have hereto fo re denied the  possibil­
i ty  of th e  ex istence  a t  th is  day  of m a­
r in e  m onste rs com parable to  those of 
jeo logical tim es.

W ha tever m ay be th e  tru th  as  to  
th e  ex istence  of such crea tu res , th e re  
Are well-known m em bers of th e  fish 
class w hich a re  so la rge  th a t they  de

serve to  be regarded  a s  m o n s te rs^  
a n d  m ay be th e  basis  of som e of the 
eea-se rpen t—y arn s  w ith  w hich the  
world h as  bqen regaled  Cor centuries.

Among th e  serpen tifo rm  fishes the re  
Is  none of such exceptionally  large 
size as  properly  to  belong In the  sea- 
se rp en t class, a lthough som e deserve to  be con­
sid ered  as  g ian ts  am ong eels. If any know n fishes 
m ay  be suspected  of asp iring  to  be sea-serpentes, 
su re ly  they  a re  the  m orays, although a sea-ser­
p e n t only 30 fee t long would hard ly  satisfy  p res­
ent-day  requ irem ents, and no m orays have yet 
been recorded w hich w ere half so long. They 
have , how ever, been know n to  exceed te n  feet 
in  length , and  they  a re  am ong the  m ost dreaded 
of fishes, hav ing  form idable te e th  and showing a 
d isposition  to a tta ck  men.

A fish of such pecu liar form  th a t the Ita lians 
ca ll i t  mo la, a  m illstone, and the  Spaniards poz 
luna , moon-fish, is know n to A m ericans and Eng­
lish  as  the  sun-fish, fo r i t  appears a t  the surface 
o f th e  ocean on b righ t days and spends m any 
hou rs Basking listlessly  in  th e  sun, som etim es ly­
ing  fiat w ith  one side Just o u t of the  w ate r, some­
tim es  T^Ith the  back fln p ro jec ting  like a  buoy 
above th e  surface. I t  is disk-shaped, its  height 
nearly  equaling its  leng th , and  It h as  a  long, n a r­
row  fin on its  upper and low er edges posteriorly , 
an d  a  Bhort, broad  flap rep resen tin g  th e  caudal 
fln ; its  eyes are  large and its  m outh sm all, and 
ta k en  a lto g e th er It is one of th e  m ost grotesque 
of fishes, being apparen tly  all head. Of alm ost 
w orld-w ide d istribu tion , its  Is p a rticu larly  abun­
d a n t on the  sou theastern  coast of the  U nited 
;S ta tes and on the  California c o a s t I t sw im s b u t .

T h a t th e  sun-fish deserves a  p lace In th e  lis t 
' o f g ia n t fishes m ay be Judged from  th e  fac t th a t 

exam ples w eighing 200 to  500 pounds a re  no t, ra re , 
an d  th a t m uch la rg er ones a re  occasionally  m e t 
w ith . T h e  la rg es t know n specim en, harpooned in  
1893 a t  Redondo B each, California, w eighed 1,800 
pounds. O n s u c h 'a  m onster, lying on one side, 
th e re  w ould l>e room  fo r 30 m en to  stand. T he 
s tro n g  tee th , shaped like a  tu r tle ’s  beak, suggest 
th a t  hard-shelled  an im als  co nstitu te  Its food, but 
a s  fa r  a s  know n Jelly-fish a re  Its chief d ie t. T he 
ex trem ely  tough , fibrous B k in , severa l inches 
th ick , a n d  th e  gene ra l -coarseness of s tru c tu re  
seem  in co n sisten t w ith  such  delica te  food.

T he valuab le  m ackerel fam ily h as  one mem­
b e r  w h ich  ea sily  ran k s  first In size among- the  
bony fishes, a s  d istingu ished  from  the  sharks.
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the fishes of the  h igh  seas, and  m ight very  easily  
m ake a  tran socean ic  tr ip  in  one-third th e  tim e 
of our fa s te s t s team ships.

T hree species of fishes of the  sea-bass fam ily 
known as jew-flshes rang  am ong the  la rg est of 
the  spiny-finned fishes. T hey  Inhab it trop ical 
A m erican w aters, and  range as fa r  n o rth  as  the 
C alifornia and South A tlan tic  coasts. The spotted 
Jew-fish (P rom icrops Ita ia ra ) is com mon in the 
W est Indies, and  reaches a w eight of 600 pounds.
T he black Jew-fish (G arrupa n ig rita ) , found from  
South C arolina to  B razil, w eighs 500 pounds. The 
C alifornia jew-fish (S tereo lepsis  g igas), u sually  
called sea  bass, som etim es a tta in s  a  w eigh t of 600 
pounds and is one of the  really  g rea t gam e fishes 
of the  country, being m uch sough t by ang lers  in 
sou thern  California. An experienced ang ler has 
w ritten ; “My la rg es t fish w eighed 276 pounds, and 
I w as repea ted ly  alm ost je rk ed  overboard  by the 
strugg les of the  bass. I have seen  a 200-pound 
fish snap  th e  la rg es t sh ark  line like a  th reap , and 
la rge  specim ens s tra ig h ten  o u t an Iron 'shark  
hook; y e t th e  sk illed  w lelders of the  rod c a tc h , 
these  g ian ts  of th e  tr ib e  w ith  a  line th a t is not 
m uch la rger than  som e eye-glass cords.”

Among th e  ray s  a re  several m em bers w hich 
reach  colossal proportions. T he la rg es t and best 
known of these  is the  so-called “devil-fish” (M an­
ta  vam pyrus) of our South A tlan tic  coast and the  
tropical w a te rs  of A m erica, w hich  occasionally  
s tray s  as fa r  as  Cape M ay and is  com omn sou th  : yea rs  ago.

s e t t  of w hich G eorge Dewey w as cap­
ta in , w as 17 fee t w ide and  weighed 
nearly  tw o tons. A fish of th e  la rg ­
e s t  s ize m entioned w ould w eigh n o t 
le ss  than  six tons.

In the  lagoons, sounds, and bayous 
of th e  W est IndieB and our sou thern  
co a st th e re  ex ists  an abundan t fish 
of g re a t length . In te rm ed ia te  in s tru c ­
tu re  betw een  the  sh a rk s  and th e  rays, 
and  a t  once recognizable by th e  elon­
gation  of th e  snou t Into a  wide, fla t 
b lade In th e  edges of w hich a re  large, 
sh arp  te e th  fitting  In sockets and  d i­
rec ted  horizontally . T he te e th  a re  in  
25 to  30 pairs, s ep ara ted  by w ide in ­
te rvals , and  give to  th e  saw-fish i ts  
nam e. T h e  species is well-known to  
those  who reside  In o r  v isit, th e  S outh  
A tlan tic  o r  Gulf seaboards, and  the 
"saw s” a re  fam iliar ob jec ts  in  curio 
s to res  a il ov er the  country.

W hen g ia n t fishes a re  m entioned 
m ost people w ill a t  once th in k  of the 
shark s , am ong w hich, indeed, are  
found th e  la rg es t fishes now existing. 
Of the  m any species of sh ark s  note­
w orthy  on account of th e ir  size, th e re  
a re  abou t ha lf a  dozen w hich a re  pre­
e m in e n t T hese differ m uch in  th e ir  
disposition, som e being harm less as  
doves and o th e rs  the  incarn a tio n  of 
ferocity.

T he sleeper sh ark  (Som niosus mi- 
crocephalus), w hose scientific nam e 

fits It so  adm irably, appears  to  have developed Its 
body a t  the  expense of Its b rain , for is a  sluggish, 
stup id  g lu tton , abou t six tim es as  long as an aver­
age man. A t hom e in  the  arc tic  regions, it  some­
tim es m akes v isits  as fa r  sou th  as  Cape Cod, the 
B ritish  Isles, and  Oregon.

One of th e  m ost prodigious and perhaps the 
m ost form idable of sh ark s  is the  “m an-eater” (Car- 
charodon ca rch aria s) . I t roam s th rough all tem ­
pera te  and troplbal seas and everyw here is  an 
ob jec t of dread. I ts  m ax im um  leng th  is  40 feet 
and  its  te e th  a re  3 inches long. W hile th e re  are  
few au then tic  in s tances  of shark s  a ttack ing  hum an 
beings, th e re  have undoubtely been, m any cases 
w here sh ark s  sim ply swallow ed people who had 
fallen  overboard , Ju st as  they  would swallow  any 
o ther food. How easy  it  would be fo r a  m an-eat­
e r  to  devour a  person w hole m ay be judged from  
th e  finding of an  en tire  'Hundred-pound sea-lion in 
the  stom ach of a 30-foot sh a rk  on the  C alifornia 
coast.

T he la rg es t of all fishes, the  la rg est of all cold 
blo.oded anim als, and  th e  la rg es t of all ex isting  an i­
m als, w ith the  exception of a  few species of whales, 
Is the  w hale sh ark  (Rhineodon typ lcus), originally  
described  from  Cape of Good Hope, b u t now know n 
from  India, Japan , South A m erica. Panam a, Cali­
fo rn ia  and  various o th e r places,- a  sm all specim en 
hav ing  been obta ined  on the  F lo rida  coast a  few

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Observations by L  Dean 
on His Eastern Trip

M ontreal took a day and a  n igh t. W hile 
u r l

U pon leaving D etro it Ju ly  5 , 1 had a 
beau tifu l trip  down the  river and across 
L ake E rie  to  Buffalo and continued to 
R ochester, N . Y . H ere I  rem ained for 
two weeks, seeing  n o t only the  city  
b u t m aking several tro lley  trips in vari­
ous directions. One of my pleasures 
was to re tu rn  to  P alm yra, near which I 
was born. In  Lockport, N . Y ., I visit­
ed my nephew on a  fru it farm  and was 
surprised to see how much la rger and 
more thrifQr the fru it trees seemed to 
be the re . W estern  New Y ork is a  roll­
ing  country w ith well kep t farm s given 
over to  fru it of all k inds. R ochester is 
a  well laid out city  of 200,000, v e il light­
ed, quite level and w ith jbroad, clean 
stree ts . I t  is the  first c i ty  in  the  world 
in  ou tpu t of seeds and nursery  stock 
and I enjoyed visiting the  nurseries of 
E llw anger & B arry . -A t the  tim e, two 
or-three acres of rose bushes were in 
bloom and i t  was a  sigh t worth seeing. 
T he Genessee river runs through the 
cen ter of the city , and M ain s tree t in 
crossing i t  is built up on Doth sides with 
la rge  stores, so th a t one does not realize 
th a t the river is passing beneath . This 
river is now diverted from th&j original 
channel and furn ishes power for many 
factories, w hereas in  my~boyhood days 
the  large volume of w ater in  its  form er 
channel made the Genessee F alls. Ro­
chester has many large parks, in  one of 
which they  have such a  variety  of 
shrubs and p lants th a t the re  a re  flowers 
all th rough the  season. In  these parks, 
th ree  times a  week the  city  furnishes 
concerts w ith a band of fifty pieces. 
Thousands a re  always in  attendance.

I was fo rtunate to  see the ir w ater ca r­
n ival, which R ochester has each yea r to 
ce lebrate  the opening of the  parks. I t 
was a  m ost wonderful s ig h t. O ccurring 
on the  Genessee river in one of the  
park s , hundreds of canoes, launches 
and floats took p a r t in  th e  n ig h t parade.
A ll were decorated w ith Japanese  la n ­
te rns, each try ing  to  outdo th e  other.
On one canoe we counted 114 lanterns.
A n idea of th e  magnificence of th e  
s ig h t is gained when you rea lize  tha t 
th e  contract called fo r 10,000 to  be 
hu n g  on trees £nd bushes along the 
banks of the river for over a  mile. The 
moving in and o u t of all- th e  boats and 
the  reflection of the  colored ligh ts  on 
the  w ater made i t  seem like fairyland. 
T he-c a r  com pany reported  80,000 fares 
collected and with those who came on 
foot and in  vehicles i t  was estim ated 
th a t 100,000 were present.

C harlo tte , six-miles n o rth , is the  lake 
p o rt fo r Rochester.. From  th e re  I spent 
a  n ig h t on the  boat crossing Lake O n­
ta rio  and  entered  S t. Law rence river en 
rou te to  M ontreal and  Quebec. T he S t. 
Law rence is a  very la rge , winding 
stream  w ith a  sw ift cu rren t, as i t  is the 
o u tle t fo r a ll th e  w ater o f ,the  five G reat 
L akes and flows n o rtheast to  the Gulf 
and  A tlan tic  ocean. P a r t  of the way it 
form s the  northern  boundary of New 
Y ork , then  i t  flows entirely  through 
C anadian te rrito ry . T he farm s on e a f ^  g®1 
side seem well k ep t up  and a ll fences in 
good repair. B u t they  extend back 
from  the river in  long, narrow  fields, as 
th e  governm ent g ran ts gave to each 
se ttle r  only a  small w ater frontage.

One of the  best known attractions of 
th e  rive r a re  the  Thousand Islands tha t 
d o t its  channel for several miles. Of 
a ll sizes and shapes, some bare rocks, 
o thers wooded, some hard ly  large 
enough for th e  house w hich covers it, 
o thers w ith la rge  m ansions and well 
kep t lawns and gardens, these islands,
1692 in  num ber, form a  n a tu ra l sum m er 
reso rt fo r the  wealthy. F a rth e r  on , at 
P resco tt, O nt., a ll had to  change from 
tike large lake  boat to a smaller one in 
order to continue down the St. Law­
rence through the many rapids. In 
places where the river narrows and 
where tike fall is  great, the immense 
rush of water creates a very rough and 
dangerous channel. The boat is given 
over to old French Canadian pilots who 
have run the rapids for years. ‘ In one 
series of rapids in eleven miles the fall 
is eighty-seven feet and through these 
the boat seems &irly to slide down with 
such vapidity that it  gives the sensation 
d rin k in g; and in the worst of the rap­
ids the boat actually drops about three 
feet over a ledge of rook. The rolling 
and taming o f the boat, with rocks’ jut­
ting ont within a  tew feet on each ode 

the high waves, make the trip very 
Owing to  these rapids no 

go tiis St. LMnettqe, so 
the government has built an extensive 
oham of canals and locks tor beats go­
ing* f jd . '

The trip by boat to m  Ctadotte to

M ontreal 1 could alm ost im agine m y­
self in E urope—a  city  so different from
any  in the  S ta te s ; decidedly foreign in  
every respect. O ne- section wholly 
F rench , the o ther E nglish . T he build­
ings and bouses p resen t such a  solid ap ­
pearance, in  rows a. block long and en.-. 
tire ly  of lime stone or brick . N o frame 
buildings are  allowed in  the  city . T he ir 
shu tte rs  in the  sum m er a re  replaced by 
storm  windows in  th e  w inter, owing to 
the  severity of the w eather. The E n g ­
lish  custom jof using  cabs prevails, so 
th a t every few blocks is a  cab stand, 
where m any hacks all o f the  same style 
are  standing w aiting for a  call. In  w in­
te r  all wheels are ordered off, n o t even 
autom obiles a re  perm itted , so th a t the 
sleighing  becomes perfec t and in  M on­
treal rem ains so for several m onths. In  
the  English section, th e  Scotch and 
E nglish  accent is very noticeable, while 
in  the o ther section only F rench  is 
heard. M ontreal has been handicapped 
by these two d istinct nationalities < 
the re  has b^en no uniting  for the  com­
mon good. Y et w ithin recen t years the 
g rea t num bers which Eng land  has been 
sending over have had m uch to  do with 
the  progress o f M ontreal, and to-day  
w ith its 400,000 population it m ay be 
compared with D etro it as  to  size and 
the rapid strides i t  is m aking. I t  is the 
metropolis of Canada, th e  hub around 
which the Dominion revolves. Being 
a t  the  head of ocean navigation, a  thou­
sand miles from the  sea, its  harbo r is 
fu ll of sh ipping . A long its  w ater front 
is a  la rge concrete wall to p ro tect the 
city  from flood when the  ice jam s break 
up in  the  spring . T he c ity  is bu ilt on 
th ree  levels. The wholesale houses, 
financial institu tions and office build-

toric section. The second level is given 
over to re ta il stores and residences, and 
back of th is rises M ount Royal to  a 
he ig h t of 740 feet above the  river. On 
its  wooded slopes are  some of the  finest 
hom es of the  city , b u t the  m ountain i t ­
self is a  city  park  with w inding drives 
and an incline road to  reach the  top, 
from which is a  com plete view of the 
c ity , th e  river and even the  distant- 
m ountains of V erm ont.

The c ity  has m any spots of historic 
in teres t. Form erly  an  ̂ old Indian  vil 
lage of H ochelaga, first visited by the 
F rench  in  1535, b u t n o t . founded b y  
them  un til 1642. I t rem ained in  th e ir  
possession until th e  trea ty  of 1763,when 
i t  became B ritish . The corner where 
stood th e  house in which Cadillac, the 
founder of D etro it, was born is now 
m arked by a  tab le t. The old C hateau 
de Ramfcsay, bu ilt in 1705, is o f special 
in teres t to  A m ericans, as i t  was the 
headquarters  of the con tinen tal arm y 
under G en. M ontgom ery in  h is  cam ­
paign aga inst the  E ng lish  in the  Revo­
lu tionary  war. B enedict A rnold was 
also the re  for several weeks, and the 
first p rin ting  press in C anada was set 
up the re  by Benjam in F rank lin . This 
old G overnors house was the  cen te r of 
fashionable ,life during  the F rench  re ­
gim e, w ith its  old fu rn itu re preserved, 
its  wine ce llars and its dungeons still to 
be seen. N ear i t  is the old Bonsecours 
m arket, where the h ab itan t s till backs 
up  his wagon full of garden  truck . A t 
the head o f th is  is the N elson M onu­
m ent, nearly  two hundred years old. 
T he F rench  Roman Catholics outnum ­
ber the  E ng lish , so there a re  hundreds 
of very la rge  Catholic churches, hoa 
p ita ls , schools and convents w ith the ir 
la rge  grounds located in  a ll parts  of the  
city . T he p riests on the  s tree ts  all 
wear frocks and the F ranciscan  Broth 
era are  very odd w ith th e ir  long girded 
brown robes, shaven heads and  sandaled 
bare feet. Some of th e ir  churches are 
m agnificent. The la rgest is N otre 
Dame, built in  1849 and seating  1500, a 
duplicate of N otre D am e in  P aris . One 
of the bells in  its chimes w eighs 2100 

>unds. N ext to it  is  the  Sem inary of 
Sulspice, the oldest Roman C atho­

lic institu tion  in  M ontreal, b u ilt in 
1651, with its old walls and  clock still 
standing. U p town is the  modern S t. 
Jam es cathedral, sea ting  4,500, bu ilt 
a fter S t. P ete rs a t  Rom e, b u t ju s t half 
its size.

t a r  h e r  hom e, m ay be from  th a t  city.

LUHCH AT ALL HQU&J.

T he sto ry  o f  how th is  Is done is  an  
in te res tin g  one, b u t w ill be to ld  as 
briefly as  possible.

W e w ill consider, fo r th e  sak e  of 
exam ple, th e  ca se  o f a  g irl liv ing  in  
a  tow n one hundred  m iles from  De­
tro it.

To som e of these young w om en the  
Idea of w ork a t a  te lephone sw itch­
board m ust undoubtedly have come 
some tim e o r o ther. T hey know  little  
or nothing abou t it, perhaps, b u t they 
do know th a t the  w ork is  dignified. 
They rea lize  th a t tho  te lephone girl, 
as she m akes desired connections, one 
a fte r  the  other, w ith  deft fingers and 
a le r t brain, is an all-im portant un it 
In th e  th robbing business life of to­
day.

The girl of whom wo w rite  th inks of 
th is  am ong o ther things, and perhaps 
she lam ents th e  fact th a t she lives so 
far away from the  scene of 6uch a t­
tractions. Y et she Is th e  very g irl 
th a t, the te lephone com pany Is w illing 
to take, teach  and p ro te c t as she does

her a llo tted  p a r t of the  g re a t work.
Any fea r th a t  she m ay be lo s t In a 

big s tran g e  c ity  m ay be d ism issed  a t  
once. T he M ichigan S ta te  Telephone 
Company has estab lished  a  series pf 
boarding  houses n e a r  ita  various ex­
changes. E ach  is  in  charge of a  trust-* 
ed m atron , who sees th a t  bed and 
board a re  provided fd r h e r  a t  reason ­
ab le living ra te s , and  th a t  s h e  shall 
nev e r com e in to  co n tac t w ith  unde­
sirab le  persons. As fo r th e  exchanges 
them selves, they  possess m ost o f th e  
com forts o f  horns and m an y  w hich 
our hero ine could n o t ob ta in  a t  home 
a t  a l l

T ake, fo r .exam ple, th e  M ain ex­
change l th e  o th e r e ig h t exchangee 
have  th e  eem e facilities , b u t w e w ill 
consider th is  one  because i t  Is th e  
la rg est. W e w ill follow  o u r  out-of- 
tow n g irl aa sh e  e n te rs  th e  building. 
A rrangem en ts have been  m ade ahead  
o f h e r  arriv a l, and  th e  various s tep s  
are^already  sm oothed o u t fo r her.

S he goes firs t to  th e  O perato rs 
School. T h e r ^ s h e  fills o u t h e r  ap ­
plication  blank; if sh e  h as  n o t already 
done so, and  Is In troduced to  th e  In ­
s tru c tress. T he g irl w ill probably 
s ta r t  r ig h t aw ay a s  a  pupil in  the  
school.

So m uch tim e -lost, she m ay th ink , 
before beg inn ingko  ea rn  m oney? N ot 
a t  all. T he Company pays h e r  a  sa l­
a ry  rig h t aw ay! T h a t sa la ry  begins 
from -the m om ent Bhe en te rs  the  
school, and continues, w hethe r she 
tak es  tw o w eeks o r  four w eeks, o r 
even six w eeks, to  ld am  h e r w ork. I t 
m ay  be m entioned, inc identally , th a t 
som e of th o se  who have tu rned  out 
th e  b es t and m ost re liab le  operato rs 
have been longest In  th e  school.

O ur out-of-town g irl w ill th en  come 
to  learn  th a t th e re  Is a  beautifu l re s t­
room provided fo r th e  operators,

w here, fo r In tervals  of fifteen m in­
u tes, h e r  m orning and afternoon sh ifts 
a re  broken for th a t  leng th  of tim e 
so th a t  she m ay re tu rn  .refreshed  to 
the  board. In  th is  rest-n5hm th e re  Is 
a  player-piano, to  w hich sh e  m ay 
dance w hen In th e  mood. T he re  Is a 
branch of the  D etro it Public L ibrary , 
put th e re  so th a t  she m ay draw  freely  
w ha t book she w an ts sim ply by filling 
out a  ca rd  and i t  w ill be s e n t to  her. 
T he re  a re  beautifu l, re fresh ing  bath  
tubs, and  above all, th e re  Is a  popular 
m atron  in  ch a rg e  of everyth ing .

Lunch? D inner? W hy, yes. The 
g irl does n o t have to  go o u t o f th e  
build ing  fo r t h a t  A  ca fe  and k itchen , 
m ain ta ined  by th e  te lephone com­
pany a t  g re a t expense, aw ait h e r  dain ­
ty  ap p e tite .. Food Is sold th e re  a t  
quite  nom inal p rices — rid iculous 
p rices, som e people m igh t say. T hink  
of a  p iece of hom e-m ade p ie  for th re e  
cen ts, a  g lass of pure  m ilk  fo r th e  
sam e queer price, and  aa fo r such  a  
m eal a s  m ay  b e  obta ined  for fifteen 
cen ts, w ell, w e doub t if  th e  S t  Regis 
H otel In New Y ork could do b e tte r  
fo r fifteen  (Collars!

B u t to  g e t back  to  th e  work. Our 
hero ine, a f te r  she  h as  been In the  
school and been thoroughly  grounded 
In h e r  work—th e  Com pany nev e r puts 
inexperienced g irls  a t  th e  board—Is 
now read y  to be a  rea l te lephone girl. 
She m ay be a  li ttle  nervous a t  first, 
b u t she finds th a t  th e  tw o experienced 
g irls  on both  sides o f h e r  w ill ta k e  
c a re  of t h a t  T hey help h e r  ou t w ith 
h e r  calls, to  say  noth ing  of th e  Super­
visor, o r “C aptain  of N ine” who walks 
up and dow n behind n ine g irls and 
sees  th a t  none of them  g e ts  into diffi­
culties.

E ven ov er th e  telephone w ires, when 
an  unreasonab le or im patien t sub-
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scriber “abuses” her, she Is n o t com­
pelled to  lis ten  to  any tirades.,, She 
could , n o t m ake th e  o th e r connections 
w ahted  by th e  public if she didl B u t 
w hethe r sho’a busy o r not, th e  com­
pany p ro tec ts  the  te lephone g irl from  
th e  abusive subscriber by d irecting  
h e r  to  “sw itch” him  to  th e  Chief Op­
e ra to r’s desk, w here he (o r she) can  
be hand led  a t  m ore le isu re  by em ­
ployes who w ill sm ooth o u t th e  diffi­
cu lties o i'W h ich  the  subscriber may 
com plain.

T he te lephone g irl does not have to  
hand le any soiled o r dangerous equip­
m ent, o r to  g e t in  the  way of any m a ­
chinery. She tak es  bold only of cords, 
keys and  plugs, w hich a re  necessarily  
k ep t free  from  dust, o r  they  would 
d eterio ra te . And the  sam e equipm ent 
w hich p ro tec ts  the  subscriber and  the  
sw itchboard  ten d er from  lightn ing  
p ro tec ts  also  the. te lephone girl.

T he young w om an of whom w e a re  
w riting  w ill find th a t w hile , in  th e  
te lephone business a s  In  o th e r k inds, 
th e re  is  ho royal road  to  le a rn in g /y e t 
she h a s  n eve rthele ss  b u t te w  difficul­
tie s  to  encounter, a n d  th a t  th e  com­
pany has  m ade h e r  w ay a s  sm ooth 
a s  possible. T h is  is  n o t  philan th ropy  
on th e  p a r t  of th e  M ichigan S ta te  
Telephone Company. I t  m akee no n ic k  
claim . Of course th e re ’s th e  n a tu ra l 
re sp ec t which" th e  m en  a t  th e  head  
of th e  organ isa tion  feel for th e  g irl 
who ea rn s  h e r  living—all decen t m en 
posseas th a t  fee ling—b u t th is  m aking  
o f th in g s  to  be as  a ttrac tiv e  as  pos­
sib le  for th e  g irls  is  one d ic ta ted  by 
business  m otives. T he b e tte r  th e  
g irl, and  th e  b e tte r  sh e  m ay be m ade 
by th e  com pany itse lf, th e  b e tte r  she 
will do its  work. T he p rosperity  and 
success of a  te lephone com pany de­
pend upon the  class of serv ice  w hich 
it furn ishes, and th is  depends upon its 
s tan d a rd  of employe.

And the  first-class operato r-need  n o t 
alw ays rem ain  an  operato r. There 
a re  innum erable opportun ities fo r ad­
vancem ent n o t only  w ith  th e  te le­
phone com pany, bu t also  w ith  ho te ls  
and g rea t corporations w hich have 
p riva te  b ranch  exchanges. ( __

Railroads S eek to  Show  Legislators 
They A re Taxed M ors T han 

S hare— W ork In Charge 
of Ire T. Sayre.

Lansing .—W hile th e ir  in ten tion  to do 
so has been known fo r several 
m onths, th e  ra ilroads  m ade public 
th e ir  plans to  secure  an  accu ra te  val­
uation of th e  genera l property  of the  
s ta te  by announcing  th a t they  had 
p laced  the  w ork in  charge of I ra  T. 
S ayre of F lushing, a  fo rm er m em ber 
of the  s ta te  tax  com m ission, and  O rin 
Bolt of M uskegon, a  form er secre tary  
of the  com mission.

I t Is an  im m ense job to  go th rough  
every county in  th e  s ta te , b u t th e  
railroads feel th a t  th e  only w ay they 
can convince th e  leg isla tu re  th a t  they 
a re  being d iscrim inated  aga in st is to 
ge t th e  fac ts  and lay them  before th a t 
body in  o rder to  g e t relief.

"T here  is no th ing  sec re t about our 
w ork,” said  A. B. A tw ater of the  
G rand T runk. “W e  know  w e  a re  be­
ing  assessed  a t  full cash  value, and 
we also know  th a t  th e  ag ricu ltu ra l 
lands of the  Btate w ill no t average 60 
per cent, of th e ir  cash  value. The 
ra ilroads  m ust have relief, and we In­
tend  to p resen t the  fac ts  to th e  legis­
la tu re  fairly  and honestly.

"W e have no in ten tion  of d iverting  
the  p rim ary  school funds o r of try ing  
to dodge our taxes. W e could have 
s ta rted  suit, b u t in ju s tice  to  the  s ta te  
and to  ourselves we decided to  go to 
the  expense of g e tting  a t  th e  exact 
facts. By th e  tim e th e  leg isla tu re  
m eets  in Jan u ary  we hope to  place 
before It a sum m ary  of ten  o r tw elve 
counties, and w h e n  th e  board of equal­
ization m eets nex t A ugust we will 
have a  schedule of every  county In

A side from  a  few com plain ts of 
sm ut, corresponden ts quite  generally  
rep o rt th a t w heat is  of good quality  
and th e  yield is above th e  average  for 
th e  p a s t te n  years.

In h is  recen t record- 
b reaking  flight from  London to  Man­
ch ester: "W hen I w en t to  London I 
ha I  no rea l idea th a t I should be able 
to  s ta r t  th a t day, an d  I had only five 
hours’ s leep  the  n ig h t b e :-re . I found 
the atm oephere ra th e r  disturbed when 
I rose; there w ere sm all, gusty puffs 
and *ricky cu rren ts, and  i t  w as some­
w hat difficult to  find ju s t  the  altitude 
a t  w hich they would bo ther me le a s t  
I heard  the  cheering  of th e  people as I 
circled over Hendon.
