DEMURRAGE RULES
HOLDS RAILROAD' COMMISSION 

. EXCEEDS ITS AUTHORITY.

LOSER IN SUPREM E COURT

A Decision Is H anded Down In W hich 
It Is Held T hat Rules Af­

fect In te rsta te  Com­
merce.

L a n sin g —The M ichigan railroad 
com mission and the  sh ippers of the 
s ta te  in terested  in the  dem urrage 
ru les which the  com mission prom ul­
gated have been refea ted  in th e ir
a ttem p t to  enforce those rules. The 
Suprem e court handed down a  deci­
sion in which it is held th a t th e  ru les 
affect in te rs ta te  com m erce and th a t
affect In te rsta te  com m erce and th a t
the  com mission has no au tho rity  to
superv ise railroad  operations except 
as regards s ta te  com merce.

T he railroads of th e  lower peninsula 
prom ulgated a se t of ca r dem urrage 
ru les through th e  M ichigan ca r de-' 
mui-rage bureau  on January  1, 1909. 
L a te r  in th e  year the N ational A ssoci­
ation of Railroad Com m issioners com­
posed a  se t of ru les, which w ere la te r  
indorsed by the  In te rsta te  Commerce 
mission, and these ru le s  th e  M ichigan 
ra ilroads adopted. E arly  in 1910 the 
s ta te  railroad  com mission, no t being 
in  sym pathy with the  national rules, 
prom ulgated a  se t m ore advantageous 
to  M ichigan shippers, which apply to 
the loading and unloading of cars com- 
the  loading and unloading of ca rs com­
ing and going from o th e r states.

T he M ichigan M anufacturers ' asso­
ciation ' took up th e  fight for -the s ta te  
ru les  and on M arch ] (  1910. the  Ann 
A rbor ra ilroad  com m enced proceed­
ings to res tra in  th e  com m ission from 
enforcing th e  s ta te  ru les on the 
grounds th a t they in terfered  w ith in­
te rs ta te  com m erce, over which the 
s ta te  com mission has no authority .

T he railroad  com m ission filed a  de­
m u rre r in which it w as claim ed tha t 
th e  ru les sim ply apply to s ta te  com­
m erce and do not d irectly  affect in ­
te rs ta te  com m erce, and th a t they  are 
reasonable and w ithin th e  pow er of 
th e  com mission to  estab lish .-^T he Su­
prem e court says the  ac t crea ting  the 
com mission expressly lim its  the pow­
e r  of the  com m ission to  railroad  busi­
ness betw een poin ts in th is  state . 
Says the  court:

C o u r t  W a l l o p s  a  B u c k e t  S h o p .

Bucket shop operations in M ichigan 
w ere d ea lt a  blow by the  suprem e 
cou rt in the  decision handed down af­
firm ing the  judgm ent secured  by R. 
C. Gcodspeed of G rand Rapids against 
Connor H. Sm ith, of th a t city. Ac­
cording to  the  sto ry  re la ted  in  th e  
opinion, G oodspeed bought ce rta in  
stocks on a  m argin from  Sm ith, and 
then  the  house w hich Sm ith was rep­
resen ting  failed, and he closed': th e  
doors of his so-called com mission of­
fice.

Shortly  afterw ards  Goodspeed no ti­
fied Sm ith th a t he proposed to pay the 
balance due on the  stocks and w anted 
them  delivered  to him . Sm ith paid 
no a tten tion  to- th e  dem and, and  in 
the  m ean tim e ifee stocks had inqVehs- 
ed in value $563 and Goodspeea be­
cam e m ore in teres ted  in h is  purchase 
and began su it to secure  e ith e r the 
stocks or his profits. T he cou rt says 
th e re  is no question but th a t Sm ith 
was operating  a  bucket shop, although 
M ichigan has a law  which expressly 
p rohib its  th e ir  operation.

The building and plant of ihe Ix)s 
A ngeles T im es^one of the best known 
new gpauers bf (he southw est.

Upwards of 20 of 
its em ployes w ere killed and the fin­
ancial loss is nearly  half a  million 
dollars. At least 22 are  injured.

The m anagem ent places the blam e 
for the explosion on the labor unions 
with which the  pajKT has long been 
engaged in b it te r  w arfare. It is 
charged th a t unidentified persons set 
off a charge of dynam ite in a blind 
alley which ran in to  the  cen te r of 
the building. The s truc tu re  was com­
pletely wrecked. The flames enveloped 
it trom  cellar to roof.

I la m so n  Gray Otis, publisher 
of the  l.os A ngeles T im es, by m eans 
of an infernal m achine, was made 
following the explosion which caused 
great loss of life and destroyed the 
buildings and plant of the Times, 
and a suspected effort to blow up 
the  auxiliary plant of tha t paper.

A powerful infernal ma< hine was 
also found in the residence of Secre­
tary Z eehandelaar. of .the M tn h a n ts  
k. M anufacturers’ association.

Mr. Sherwood Passes Away.

Chas. M inning of S ta rk  was picking 
apples last Sunday m orning in  his o r­
chard. M r. M inning is a  m an of over 
200 pound w eight and when he stepped 
on a  limb as big as his w rist he though t 
i t  would hold him up. B u t i t  d idn’t. 
I t  broke under his w eight and he fell 
heavily to  the  ground, a  distance of 
fifteen feet, b reaking  h is  le ft h ip  and left 
shoulder. Some o ther in juries were 
also sustained and as he is a  man over 
6Q years of age, his recovery may be 
retarded. D rs. Kimble and P atterson  
were called and reduced the fractures.

Theodore C. Sherw ood, whose illness 
was noted la s t w eek, died in  S t. M ary’s 
hospital,- D etro it, S a tu rday  afternoon 
la st, h is system  being  unable to  With­
stand  th e  shook of the  am putation  of 
h is  leg . M r. Sherw ood had suffered 
several m onths from  harden ing  of the 
a rte rie s  of the leg and as a la st resort 
am putation  was decided upon.

M r. Sherwood was bom  in  W oolcott,
N . Y ., Jan . 29, 1&39. He earnest© M ichi­
gan  w ith h is  paren ts when a t  the age 
of 15 years. He started  life  behind the 
plow, using  his spare tim e to  study. 
Saving  his money he entered  the Y psi- 
la n ti sem inary and took up teaching . 
H e .ta u g h t  school for three years in 
country d istric ts  near D etro it until the 
M ichigan C entral railroad gave him the 
position of cashier of th e ir  branch 
office a t  K alam azao /

From  Kalamazoo he w ent to B attle 
C reek, where he entered the  B attle 
C reek F irs t N ational bank. In 1872 he 
cam e to P lym outh, M ich;, where he was 
made cashier of the F irs t N ational 
bank  of th a t place. He held th is  posi­
tion  until physicians advised him to  go 
w est fo r h;s hea lth . In  1884 he p ro ­
m oted the  Plym outh . N ational B ank, 
w hich in  1890 was changed to  the  P lym ­
ou th  Savings Bank.

I t was a f te r  th a t th a t he became a 
public figure. Gov. Luce recognized 
in  him  a  man fitted io r the  position of 
bank ing  commissioner. A fter the Luce 
adm in istra tion  Gov. R ich had  plans for 
filling his place, but hundreds of le tte rs  
w ritten by bankers alb over the  state 
caused Gov. Rich to  give him the re­
appoin tm ent.

In  1895 he  was made president of the 
P en insu la  Savings bank which position 
he held for a  short time. W ith in  the 
past few years he has been P residen t of 
the  N orris Collar & Cuff Co. of D etro it 
and  was also connected with Towar 
M ilk Co.

F or years M r. Sherw ood took an ac t­
ive par: in the  banking circles of the 
s ta te . A s banking com m issioner he 
conceived the idea of draw ing up a  set 
of rules and regulations for bank ing  in ­
stitu tions of* the  sta te  and his sun 
gestion was m et w ith the  hearty  a p ­
proval alm ost every banker in  M ich 
gan . Since tha t tim e he , has been re' 
ferred  to as the “ ra ther of the  atate 
banking  law s.”

Mr. Sherw ood was a  man of fine cu l­
tu re  and p leasant address. He kep t in ­
terested  if\ everybody up to the  last 
m ontii^o f his life. He was friend to 
young and old and grew  old so b ea u tl 
fully  th a t folks did not ge t out of sym ­
pathetic  touch w ith him . He united 
w ith the church  in  early  boyhood and 
was honored with ^almost every office a 
laym an m ight hold. His public ad 
dresses were -greatly  appreciated , and 
he was au tho rity  on m atters relating  to 
h is  own denom ination.

S ince the death of his wife some e igh t 
years ago, Mr. Sherwood has resided 
m ost of the tim e w ith bis daugh ter, 
M rs. C. A . R eekie, in D etro it. His 
o th e r ch ildren  th a t survive him  are  a 
son, L. C. Sherw ood, and daugh ter, 
M rs. R . E . Cooper.

T he funeral was held from the  M etho­
d is t church  Tuesday afternoon. The 
body lay  in state  for an hour preceding 
the  service. Rev. K ing  and Rev. Goldie 
o f Monroe conducted th e  service. The 
church  was filled w ith friends from D e - ' 
tro it, Cleveland and elsewhere and the 
floral tokens were m agnificent. The 
rem ains were laid  in R iverside Cem etery 
beside those> of M rs. Sherw ood. He 
lived a  useful, happy  life and many 
people will long honor h is  memory.

R o a d  B o n d s  a  Q u e s t i o n  f o r  t h e  P e o p l e

D etroit N ew s:—O ut of the conference 
between the county road commissioners 
and the  representatives of the board of 
commerce came a  compromise. E ager 
to make provision for im mediate im ­
provem ent of highw ays, the  com mis­
sioners want a  half-m ill tax  levied for 
the work to be done in 1911. The p ro ­
posed bond issue of $2,000,000 is to fu r­
nish a  fund for five yea rs’ work instead 
of expending it all a t once. The la tte r  
p a rt of it is eontigent upon th e  public 
consent, for the bond issue is to be sub­
m itted for a popular vote. T he a ttitude  
of the road commissioners was business­
like. They counselled against the  ex­
penditure of the $2,000,000 in a  single 
year. It would, they  held, cause such 
an increased dem and io r road building 
m aterials th a t the prices would take an 
abnorm al rise. D uring  the present 
year they  have advanced 30 per cent, 
and the creation of an extraordinary  
dem and would m ake *the work veryvex- 
pensive. By d istribu ting  the  expendi 
tu re  over five years i t  is a rgued th a t 
the dem and could be kep t steady and 
prices would natu ra lly  rem ain steady. 
A nother objection to the lum p expendi­
tu re  is the fact th a t so much work could 
not be carefully  supervised and in such 
a  case the county m ight not g e t full 
value for its money.

I t  would seem the  w iser course to 
undertake only as much work in each 
year as can be done well. Good roads, 
like good pavem ents in the  c ity , are to 
be regarded as perm anent public im ­
provem ents. A lthough  both  roads and 
pavem ents begin to deterio ra te  from 
th e  day they  are laid, the  same m ay be 
said of a  public building o r any  o ther 
construction of public necessity . N o th ­
ing  in  creation endures. Perm anence 
is  achieved by  constan t repair.

W H I T E  R A I N t B O W  A  R A R I T Y .

W hat is known as a  w hite rainbow  is an ex­
trem ely  ra re  phenom enon. It was observed a t 
the  M ontouris observatory  ar Pari3  by M. Louis 
Besson. I t was an  alm ost colorless bow and was 
seen a t 2:10 p. m., dying out and then reappear­
ing a t 3:15. reaching  a  maximum brightness at 
3:25, then  disappearing  five m inutes la ter. T he 
bow had about th ree  degrees width and was not 
a  pure w hite, but som ew hat tinged w ith rose 
color a t  the  ou te r edge and violet a t the  Inner. 
The angu lar height of the  sum m it was 40 degrees 
8 m inutes on the average.' T here have been often 
observed In th e  m ountains of th e  polar regions 
w hite bows upon fogs o r clouds composed of 
liquid droxis.

The explanation of th is  phenomenon,^ known 
as the  “Ulloa c ircle ,” w as given by M ascart. It Is 
only a  special ca se  of th e  genera l theory  of the 
rainbow  as  given by Airy, w hich allows of sup­
posing a  m ix tu re  of th e  colors so as to approach 
w hite, a t  -the sam e tim e as  a  w idening of the  arc  a n d  a  dim inution of th e  radius, w hen th e  diam ­
e te r of th e  drops becomes sm aller and comes 
n ea r to  41 u.—Scientific American.

A t every station  along the  
lines w here m otor cars a re  operated 
th e  chickens have learned to  hike 
with all the ir m ight to  the depot 
w henever they hea r the sharp  b la st 
of the siren  w histle of the m otor cars.

Chickens usually run  aw ay from  
steam  tra ip s . b u t they run for the 
m otor cars. T he chickens a re  as  reg­
u la r abou t m eeting these c a rs -a s  the 
bus driver and th e  postm aster. E very  
old hen. pullet, rooster and cockerel 
no t penned up answ ers the  call of th e  
m otor ca r siren. This w histle  sounds 

*more like a fog-horn th a n  a railw ay 
w histle , and can be heard  long dis­
tances. W hen the  siren  sounds the 
chickens take  the sh o rtes t cu t to  the 
station.

W hat's the  reason? G rasshoppers, 
ju s t, plain, old, ordinary, tobacco-

chewing, g reen , red, yellow, streaked, 
s tr ip ed  and spo tted  grasshoppers. 
Bunches of 'em , fa t and juicy from  
feeding in K ansas corn  and w heat 
fields.

All the  m otor ca rs have pilots, fend­
e rs  or cow catchers of a  big scoop-like 
pa tte rn . They a re  m ade of heavy  stee l 
bars and covered w ith  a  w ire screen ­
ing. As the  ca rs go h iking through 
the  country  th e se  fenders g a th er up 
thousands of g rasshoppers. Going the  
six  or seven m iles betw een sta tions 
a  m otor ca r w ill o ften  g a th e r a  bushel 
of g rasshoppers on the  fender.

T hese a re  th e  big T-bone s o r t of 
g rasshoppers th a t a re  found only in 
th e  fields. They a re  the  porterhouse 
and sirloin cu ts  of the  hopper fam ily 
and they m ake a  very  delectab le re­
p as t for th e  chickens. The chickens 
canno t ca tch  very m any of them  In 
th e  fields and gardens, as th e  hoppers 
are  quick and m ake long flights.

The g rasshoppers a re  n o t any more 
p lentifu l th is  yea r than  in form er 
years, b u t the  chickens never had a 
way of ca tch ing  them  as they  have 
th is  year, th is  being the  first season 
of the  m otor ca rs on m ost of th e  lines. 
The chickens of the  sm all town, when 
th e  w histle  sounds, m ake a quick dive 
for the  depot, ready  to  pounce on the  
hundreds of stunned hoppers lying ou 
the  fender.

NEW  YORK.—Tt has become a so rt 
of m adness In New York, the  de­

s ire  to  see dancing. Some 15 years 
ago a  Spanish dancer like Carniericita 
m ight crea te  som ething  of a seven- 
d ay s’ w onder, besides having her 
nam e w ritten  down as an a r t is t in the 
books w hich posterity  is supposed to 
read . B u t now adays dancing  of all 
so rts  is fairly  worshiped.

Isadora  D uncan brought the  G reek 
dance, which la te r  was kep t alive 
by Maud Allen and o ther im ita to rs of 
M iss D uncan. Ruth St. Denis in tro ­
duced the  H indoo dance; M istinguett 
and  Max Dearly at the Moulin Rouge 
in P aris  crea ted  the  Apache dance, 
w hich has since been given in every 
possible form in A m erica, ending with 
P o la ire ’s  vivid perform ance, and the 
Salom e dance was a craze of itse lf 
fo r a  sum m er.

F or th ree  seasons no vaudeville bill 
has been deem ed com plete unless 
some dancer appeared  in the  lis t of 
perform ers. More than genera lly  th a t

dan cer 's  nam e, like th a t of Abou Ben 
Adam, has led all th e  res t. The 
m asked dancers a t  the  rival vaudeville 
th ea te rs , a re  the  la te s t exam ples of 
the m usic hall c raze for dancing  sen­
sations. W e had "sto ry" dances, toe 
dances, clog dances, cake walks, can­
cans. everyth ing , it  seem ed, th a t the  
mind of m an has been able to invent 
or resuscitate .

I t  rem ained, how ever, for some en­
te rp ris in g  m anager to  take  advantage 
of th e  idea and give the  public an  en­
ti re  evening of con tras ted  and alm ost 
unbroken dancing.

From  th e  beginning  to  the end it  
is alm ost one unbroken dance. Be­
tw een the  dances and betw een the 
ac ts  the  audience has a  chance to re s t 
its  eyes and p repare  for a  new round.

N o play, the refo re, w hich attem pted  
to call itse lf apotheosis of th e  dance 
could be considered com plete w ithout 
an a ttem p t to  show how a  w om an 
would look dancing in a hobble sk irt. 
The hobble sk irt dance, to  say the  
least, is am using.

8ERV ES TO 8HOW  LIM ITATIONS 
O F TH E  NATIVE 8ERVANT.

Ludicrous Experience of an A m erican 
Residing T h e re  During the  Mem­

orable Santiago Shock 
of 1906.

“T h e  South A m erican se rv an t is 
usually  m ost considera te  of your com­
fort, b u t he is not ap t to  use bis 
b rain  very  m uch,” said John  H. Gil- 
mor, an  A m erican who h as  passed 
m ost of h is  life below the  equator. 
"D uring  the  ea rthquake in  Santiago 
de Chile in 1906 my cook refused  to 
go u psta irs  to  h e lp ' m e save som e 
clo thes and  valuables, b u t unth ink ing­
ly rifk&d h e r life to ge t me a  b o ttle  
o f whisky.

“I w as a t  th e  Union club ea rly  in  
th e  evening  of A ugust 16, and some 
of us w ere shaking  dice for drinks. 
W hen th e  first shock cam e I, n o t be­
ing  used to  ea rthquakes, ran  o u t in to  
the  patio. My com panions jeered  me 
w hen I w ent back  to  the  tab le . W e 
got busy w ith th e  dice again, a 
p re tty  soon cam e the grand shock, 
th a t la sted  th re e  m inu tes and forty- 
seven seconds. T he re  w as no jeering  
th is  tim e, b u t everybody m ade for the  
fro n t dopr.

"My house w as about five blocks 
from  the  club, b tu  all th e  ligh ts  w ere 
out, th e  s tre e ts  w ere p itch  dark, and 
it  seem ed an hour before I  got there, 
though I w as runn ing  as hard  as  I 
could. Thei;e w as a. lig h t in th e  dining 
room, and every th ing  w as on the  floor. 
I shputed  • fo r my wife, b u t she, the 
se rvan ts  and  the  dog w ere gone.

“W hile I  w as tu rn in g  off the  gas, 
Abtonla, our cook, who w as an Arau- 
can ian  Indian, cam e to  the  fron t door.

“ ‘M aster, for God’s sake get out,’ 
she cried..

"She to ld  me th a t  my wife had  gone 
to th e  A lam eda, a  wide s tre e t some 
d istance aw ay, and would w ait fo r me 
there.

" I t w as m idw in ter and b itte rly  cold.

As I ran  
I felt som ething  bum ping ag a in s t my 
legs. I  reached  in to  my pocket and 
drew  r-,\x a bo ttle  of whisky. Antonia 
though she would n o t go upstairs, 
w hich was fairly  safe, had ducked in ­
to  th e  bodega or w ine closet., th e  m ost 
dangerous so rt of p lace in an e a rth ­
quake. and dug ou t th e  whisky.

“Everybody in th e  city  who could 
g e t th e re  w as in th e  A lam eda, and 
th e re  w as such a  th rong  tha t I could 
n o t find my wife. W e searched about 
the  spot w here A ntonia had left her. 
but th e re  w as n o t a sign.
