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OLD VILLAGE TO DISAPPEAR

Big Reservoir Now Being Constructed
; Will Wipe Out Historic Town
of Delta, N. Y.

The Delta reservoir, which is being
constructed about the village of iSelta,
Oneida county, and which -will wipe
out the village, will, when flooded, fur-
nish much of the water which the
barge canal in central New York will
need In its operation, says the Albany
Journal. The hills surrounding# the
basis are arranged on the general
scheme of a triangle with one vortex
pointing up stream and north. The
area of this triangle is about 3,000
acres, and its altitude four miles and
Its base two miles.

The upper sides of the triangle rep-
resent high hills rising from 600 to
/BOO feet above the valley. This Valley
was settled about 1789. The Floyd and
Sicard mansions just above the flow-
line in Westernville and the Henry
Wagner homestead, the most beautiful
.In the valley soon to pass into oblivion
by the building of the reservoir, pre-
serve the memory of old General
Floyd, a signer of the immortal Dec-
laration. Admiral' Sicard of Fort Fisher

* and Vicksburg fame, and Maj. Gen.

, Henry Wagner Halieck, who ratt
away from Westernville, his birth-
place, because of his- aversion to the
farm and the plow.

As Is generally the case in such
~large undertakings, there have been
ectnp .questionings as to which geo-
graphical name should attach itself to
this new lake which will be added to
those of New York.

It seems likely that the word Delta
has become inseparably associated
with the new.lake and as its waters
bring out even more distinctly the tri-
“angular arrangement of the hills sur-
rounding it, the term with Its individu-
ality seems not inappropriate. It has
the further advantage of commemora-
ting the village it displaces, and per-
haps In a slightly more happy manner
than the word Mohawk, which means
"Eater of live flesh,” the term Lake
Delta brings to mind the famous Keats
epitaph. "Here lies one whose name
was writ in water.”

A Terrible Creature.

When Albert Henry Savage Landor
reached St. Petersburg on his way
from the forbidden land, the fact, was
duly chronicled, and the London Press
associations sent cable messages to
Australia .telling of the hairbreadth
escapes and manifold sufferings. The
Melbourne Times received but a short
note, which was this:

“A Savage Landor arrived in St. Pe-
tersburg today from Tibet after suf-
fering greatly at the hands of the na-
tives.”

This was meager enough, but the
news editor was equal'to the occasion.
The following morning, among the
other matters of news', the readers
of the Times found this startling in-
formation: *

“A savage landor got into. St. Pe-
tersburg yesterday, and the people of
tiie city were terrified. After consid-
erable difficulty! the beast, which came
from Tibet, was captured, taken to a
remote place and there dispatched.
Jt is said that this is the first animal
of the sort ever seen in Russia. How
be reached the city after his, fights
mwith the natives of Tibet, which is a
comparatively unknown country, Is a
mystery.”—MacDougall’s Magazine.

Strange Offerings on Graves.

Striking grave-diggers in the ceme-
tery of Pere la Chaise recently called
attention to the largest of Paris burial
grounds and one that Is said to barbor
more celebrities than any other ceme-
tery in the world. Few of the tombs,
however, possess much artistic merit.
“Weight is/their chief peculiarity,”
writes Augustus Hare, “"and all the
monuments look as if each family had
tried to-“pile up as much marble as
possible upon their deceased rela-_
tlves." To foreign visitors the offer-
ings on some of the graves constitute
the mos” interesting feature. Chil-
dren’s graves are often strewn with
fruit and sweets, and those of adults
with more substantial food. Bottles
of wine, are also seen, and one be-
reaved parent leaves a potato salad
on his son's tomb every Sunday. s

SECRETARY ARRAIGNS COUNTY
OFFICIALS IN REPORT.

ARE NOT KEPT PROPER

M. T. Murray Says Jails and Alms-
houses in Michigan Unfit to Live
In—Demand Supervisors Take
Action at Once.

Lansing.—Supervisors in a number
of counties in this state will find them-
selves confronted with a severe ar-
raignment of the manner in which
their respective counties treat aged
dependents and those who have tp be
locked away for the general good
when ihey assemble for the fall ses-
sion.

Just at this time, when Thanksgiv-
ing and the other holidays are near
at hand; when the politicians are dis-
cussing good government the length
of the state, M. T. Murray of the state
board of corrections and charities is
seeking legal means to force four
counties to close a poorhouse and
three jails as unfit places for human
beings to inhabit. To numerous other
counties lie has sent letters calling at-
tention In unequivocal language to the
squalid, crowded condition of their
poorhouses and Jails and demanded

that the supervisors take action at
once to better the conditions.

Here's the way he describes the
poorhouse—or infirmary, as the law

politely terms them now—in one coun-
ty: -Within the shadow of a beauti-
ful courthouse, and in a community
boasting and advertising its advan®
tages and resources. Grand Traverse
county provides for her unfortunate
dependent and infirm in a manner
most disgraceful to the county and
the slate. The vermin-infested quar-
ters are absolutely unfit for the pur-
pose for which they are used and there
is not a redeeming feature about the
premises, other than that the over-
seer and matron are capable and do-
ing the best they can with what the
county has provided.

“No provision Is made for the sepa-
ration or classification of inmates, and
during the winter months the old peo-
ple are huddled and packed together
in a manner andundersuch conditions
as to render it almost inhuman. In
one room, the air space of which is
sufficient for one person only with the
means of heating and ventilation, five
men were crowded, the beds and cots
occupying practically all the floor
space.

Many Flaws in Home Rule Act.

The supreme court listened to a re-
view of the arguments in the case of
the attorney general on the relation of
J. L. Hudson et al. against the com-
mon council of the city of Detroit.

Corporation Counsel P. J. M. Hally
represented the city council, and At-
torneys A. C. Angell and Hinton E.
Spalding appeared for the taxpayers.
Angell and Spalding quoted numerous
laws and cited extracts from many
cases to show that the submission of a
proposed charter amendment that
would pliable the city to vote on a
bond issue for the purchase of the
street railway system would be uncon-
stitutional.

The case was heard before a full
bench. The whole question simply
resolves itself into one legal point, as
to whether the electors of Detroit will
be given an opportunity to vote on the
proposed amendment to the charter at
the general election in November.

When a petition was presented to
tV> city of Detroit last spring, asking
that a special election be called for
the purpose of determining whether
the taxpayers desired to own and op-
erate the street railway system, it
was called for August 15. Immediate-
ly a number of taxpayers In Detroit
who opposed t\»is proposition applied
to the supreme court for a writ of
certiorari and a stay of proceedings
until a hearing could be secured and
the evidence reviewed in the supreme
court.

No Suits Started Against M. U. R.

“No suit has been started against
the Michigan United Railways com-
pany in the courts of New York, and
the railway company does not owe the
Knickerbocker Trust company one
dollar,"” said Sanford W. Ladd, attor-
ney for the company, in denial of a
story sent out from New York city.

“The only suit started against any-
one, directly or indirectly connected
with the Michigan United Railways
In the supreme court of New York, is
an action which was started in Au-
gust, by John C. Tomlinson, a lawyer
In New York against George Gordan
Moore. In which the M. U. R. is
neither concerned nor financially in-
terested.

"No one has applied in any court
for the appointment of a receiver for
the Michigan United Railways.”

Rich Coal Field Iftto Be Opened.

A coal W *  containing anywhere
from G5006,000 to 100.000,000 tone
of coal, the richest bed of fuel
in the entire state, will toe opened up
for development with the completion
of the Detroit, Bay City & Western
railroad, which, its promoters an-
nounce, will be ready for freight traf-
efi before the close of another week.
The Detroit, Bay City & Western runs
neither to Detroit nor to the west, but
in addition to tapping this rich coal
bed, it is the realization of Bay City’s
dream of nearly fifty years—a rail-
road into the Thumb territory, and it
makes tributary to this city a rich
farming district which heretofore has
had its only railroad outlet in a round-
about way to Saginaw, or the more or
less uncertain Pontiac, Oxford &
Northern. '

While Bay City has often promoted,
on paper, roads through the Thumb,
it was not until Handy Bros., lumber
dealers and coal operators of thia
city, discovered the richness of the
Tuscola beds, that a realization of
that old-time dream became a possi-
bility.

Bay county coal fields, Ihe first to
demonstrate the commercial value of
Michigan’s fuel bed, bad been pretty
thoroughly  prospected by j Handy
Bros, and other pioneer operators.
The former, once holders of lease* on
thousands of acres here, had sold
their holdings to the Consolidated Coal
company of Saginaw, makingja small
fortune out of the transaction, and
they sought new fields. They were the
pioneers in the Tuscola county sec-
tion, and while others waited, they se-
cured leases on a vast territory, which
has since proved, to coniaid coal of
almost untold value.

They have sunk one mine I in this
territory, located al Akron, and with
the completion of their railroad will
turn their attention to further devel-
opment of the coal which their pros-
pectors have found lies beneath the
surface, and a chain of mines is to
be put in operation just as fast as the
business conditions will warrant.

Provisions for a Month.

There are six men on the airship
and they have provision, mostly of
the canned variety, sufficient to last
them a month.

The airship's gas bag has some-
thing of the shape of a cigar and is
228 feet long. |Its width is about
fifty-two feet and is said to be capable
of lifting about twelve tons.

Engines Give Power.

Attached to the big gas bag is a
car 156 feeti long. The floor of the
car Is really a large, flat tank* in
which the gasoline is stored for the
motors. The America carries three
gasoline engines, one of which is a
donkey and the other two are used
for motive power. They are in the
center of the car and are of about
eighty horsepower. Beneath the car
hangs a life-boat 27 feet long, to be
used In case the balloon is wrecked.

Strung beneath the car is a. 330-
foot-long equilibrator, which takes the
place of a drag rope used on balloons.
The equilibrator consists of a long
steel cable, to which are attached 30
small steel, tanks, each carrying 75
pounds of gasoline, and 40 wooden,
blocks. The blocks are about twenty
inches long. The equilibrator makes
it unnecessary to carry ballast It is
intended that the balloon shall sail al
a height of about 200 feet

Enormous Receipt* at Market—Farm*
era and Shoep Feeders Can Stock
Up at Bargain Pricee.

200,000 sheep and lambs received
three days—such, in round numbers,
is the record-bteaking run. thuw far
this week on the Chicago market!

This enormous over-marketing of
sheep is the result ttf temporary and
peculiar causes, and offers a rare op-
portunity for farmers and sheep feed-
ers to stock Tip at bargain prices.

This great .rush of sheep to market
comes mainly from Montana and ad-
joining western range' country, and
cannot last more than two or three
weeks longer. It is no evidence of
over-production. Its' principal causes
are the recent drought# which &»o
burned out the grass that there will
be very little winter feed on the.range,
and which prevented the putting up of
sufficient hay to carry any consider-
able number of sheep over winter,
while last winter was a very severe
one and hay was so closely fe” -that
there is iio old hay left over for the
purpose. The consequence is that
sheep owners are forced to ’market

the bulk of'tbeir sheep this fall, or .

else lose them in the fierce storms of
winter. t

The most serious cause of the pres-
ent generar liquidation, however, is
the restriction of the range through
occupation and fencing by dry farm-
ers, who are grain growers, and not
live stock raisers. The tremendous
rush of these settlers upon the range
within the last three years, and espe-
cially within the last twelve months,
is hard for eastern people to realize.
It is not alone the area actually- en-
closed by these settlers, but the break-
ing up thereby of vast regions of
grazing lands into such small sections
that they are no longer available to
stockmen for grazing their flocks,
which is one of the main reasons why
the sheep supplies of the western
range country are being more closely-
marketed this year than ever before
in the history of the trade.

This means an inevitable shortage
at market later on and next year, and
with a constantly growing demand tpr
both mutton and wool, it would seem
that future good prices are assured.

The western range country ihas
heretofore been the chief souice of
sheep market supplies, but unless the
farmers of the corn belt begin at onco
to raise many more sheep than they
have ever done before, there will be
a great scarcity of- both mutton and
wool before long In this copntry.

Moreover, there is a world-shortage
of live stock of all kinds. All Europe
is short of sheep, and even Australia's
supply is declining with rapidity. The
same general causes that, exist in ;thls
country are operating in other coun-

tries also. Populations are growing
rapidly everywhere, while grazing
areas are being reduced. As pasture

JaEd Is turned to production of cereals,
sheep raising declines.

Wellman and his five, companions
in one of the most spectacular and
hardiest attempts on record were
brought to New York on tne Trent.

The one prominent feature of the
venture is that Wellman kept the
air & hours since his start from At-
lantic City and has beaten by 32 hours
the greatest dirigible fight hereto-
fore made—that of Count Zeppelin,
who could oply stay up 37 hours.

Balloon Flics Across English Channel,

Another chanter was added to the
history of aviation when the French
dirigible balloon, Clement-Bayard,
made the voyage from Compiegne to
London in the remarkable time of six
hours, a journey requiring seven hours
by the fastest express trains and
bgats. Compiegne is 45 miles north-
east of Paris and about 195 miles by
air rqute to London.

Admiral Reis Was Assassinated.
That Admiral Cambido Reis, the
Portuguese recovltionary chief, was
assassinated is now practically con-
firmed. Admiral Reis was one of the
leaders in the recent rising, which
ended in tho proclamation of the
Portuguese republic.

Flies 340 Miles; Wine $35,000.

Aviator Wynmalen arrived at Issy,
the aviation field, in Paris, having
completed the trip from Paris to
Brussels and back in 27 hours 50 min-
utes and 27 seconds from the time
of his departure’. The total distance
is 340 miles.

Taft’s Vacation Over.

President Taft's summer vacation
officially is at an end, Monday morn-
ing. he started back to Washington
by way of New York. Three thousand
children from the Beverly schools
lined up on Lothrop street as the
president's automobile started, and
they waved him a “Good-bye,” with
United States flags.

Eight years later the English National |.awn
Tennis association was formed. Ever since then
it has been tho governing body for England and
the surrounding countries, in which the game
has since spread. The courts of all countries
have the same dimensions. The following Is the
official description of the American court: The
court is 78 feet long and 27 feet wide. It is di-
vided across the middle by a net, the ends of
which are attached to two posts, standing three
feet outside of the court on either side. Tqe
height of the net Is three feet six inches at the
post and three feet In the middle half way be-
tween the side lines and parallel with them js
drawn thk.court line, dividing the space on ea”h
side of the net into two equal parts, the right
and left c~rts. On each side of the net, at ia
distance of 21 feet from it are drawn the service
lines. Two kinds of game are played, “singled”
and eedoubles,” two partners on each side. The
choice of sides of the court and the right to
serve fi/st are decided by the loss of a coin. The
players staDd on opposite sides of the net, the
player who first delivers the ball being called ttih
server and the other the striker-out. At the erjjl
of the first game the striker-out becomes tab
server, and so on alternately. The server deliv-
ers the ball, or*aervice, from the right to the
left courts. It must drop between the service
lino, half court line and side line of the court,
diagonally opposite to that which Is being
served. ]

The system of scoring is framed on a basis
of 15 for each stroke won; but the third strokie
is called 40 Instead of 45. If both players wib
three strokes, the score is called “deuce” instead
of “forty alt” . The winner of the next strokpi
scores "advantage,” and if he also scores the fol-
lowing stroke, Be wins the game. If the stroke
falls to the opposite side the score goes bafck tot
“deuce.” Similarly the player first scoi—
six games wins the set, unless horn sfetoi
won live, wfioa a player/most win.two
tire games to aqore the get.

Brief-
ly, a player Is benefited
by giving or owing
strokes or giving
bisques. A bisque is
one point which can
be taken by tho re-
ceiver of the odds at
any time in tho set. ex-
cept after a service is
delivered or by the
server after a fault.

Tho game was
played in America
within a year of its

adoption in England, at
Nahant, near Boston.
The next year a court
was laid out at New-
port, R. L, which has
since been the Ameri-
can' headquarters of
the game, although it
has grown to such an
extent that, in addition

to the national cham-
pionships  there aro
held every year 26
or more champion-
ship contests by single
states or groups of
states. The first open
championship game
was held on the

grounds of the Staten
Island Cricket club in
1880. The next year
the United States Na-
tional Lawn Tennis association was formed, and
rules adopted, which have, however, been modI*
fled and altered from time to time, and since then
the national championships have always been
played at Newport, R. I. A number of English
players have frequently taken part in these
championship games, with marked success at
first, which gradually diminished as the Ameri-
can play developed along national lines. These
may be summed up under these heads: The screw
service, whereby the ball is made to curve in its
downward flight, like the “out drop” of a base-
ball pitcher, imparting a double and most baf-
fling motion; the practise of volleying from a
position so close to the net that these strokes
can kill the ball; the development of the "stop”
volley, whereby the ball is simply stopped with
a loosely held racket and falls over the net
“dead;” lobbing very high with a slight cut that
gives the ball a back twist. The American asso-
ciation has recently modified one of the two im-
portant differences between the rules of play in
England and America by limiting the rests to
which players were entitled between sets, to one
rest after the third set and no more. The other
difference, the foot-fault rule, remains.

P rofessional E aters

Many striking customs of their past are still
preserved® by the Indians of the northwest, and
of these none is more interesting than a peculiar
practise yet followed by tho Sioux of the Devils
Lake reservation.

It appears, on competent authority, that from
time Immemorial these Sioux have adhered to
an etiquette whereby it is the bounden duty of
the host to supply his guest with all the food he
may desire, and as a rule the apportionment set
before tho visiting Indian is in excess of the ca-
pacity of a single man.

On the other hand, by the same custom, the
guest is obliged tp.eat all that Is placed before
him, else he grossly Insults his entertainer. Now,
it was found that this practise would work a
hardship, but instead of dispensing with the cus-
tom the Indian method of reasoning was applied
and what is known as the professional eater was
brought to the front.

While the guest Is supposed to eat all that is
placed before him, it serves the same purpose
if his neighbor ass ;ts In devouring the bounti-
ful repast, the main object being to have the
plate clean when the meal shall be finished.

It is not always practicable to depend upon
a neighbor at table to assist in getting away with
a large dinner, and fn order to insure the final
consumption of the allotted portion visiting Indi-
ans call upon these professional eaters, whose
duty it is to sit beside them through a meal and
eat what the'guest eats.

The professional eaters are never looked upon
In the light of guests but more as traveling com-
panions with a particular duty .to perform.

These eaters receive from $1 to $2 and even
$3 for each meal where they assist. It is stated
that one of the professional eaters was known’
to have disposed of some seven pounds of beef

More than 40.000 square miles of
territory south of Jacksonville have
been damaged to the extent of mil-
lions of dollars. Savannah, Ga.. has
been shattered: Sk'Augustine is in-
undated; hosts are reported In dis-
tress; the entire southern’orange crop
is believed ruined. But the loss of
life in tho record hurricane which
has been playing havoc along the
coast has been remarkably small, in
so far as indicated by reports up to
now.

Several shins are known to be in
distress, and several more are feared
for, but the timely warning served
to keep most of the sea-going craft
in the harbors. Buildings are being
razed.

Wind 70 Miles An Hour.

The maximum wind velocity. 70
miles an hour, was recorded, when
the center of the disturbance ap-

peared to have passed up the Atlan-
tic coast toward Savannah. The wind
velocity along the coast was greater
than in the city. Mayport. at the
mouth cf the St. Johns river, experi-
enced. r. wind of 80 to 90 miles an
hour and one-half the houses there;
were wrecked.

ASHINGTON.—The census re
turns on the large cities .of the
country are now complete. The flg-

I"Puree show that most of them have had

a'healtby growth during the ten years
since the last count was made, but
some of them have fallen out of. the
places they occupied then and their
places have been taken by other cities.

Of the many that have tried, in the
past ten years, to climb into the
100.000 class, only five have succeeded.

Among the ten largest cities there
has been only one important change
of position. Baltimore has lost sixth
place to Cleveland. Baltimore's popu-
lation, as officially stated, is 558,485,
while Cleveland has 560,663. The gain
in Baltimore over 1900.. was 9.7 per
cenj. ®
j»A comparison of 29 cities in the
100.000 class shows that the aggre-
gate population is 33,596,819, as
.against 10,376,012 in 1900 and 7,904,140
1Sn 1890.

The fact Is noted that the high rate
of increase is not confined to any one

geographical section. Of seven cities
whose rate exceeded 40 per cent., tfto,
Newark, N. J., and Bridgeport, Conn.,
are eastern; one, Atlanta, is southern,
and four, Detroit, Denver, Kansas City
and Columbus, are western. Of the
two cities with the lewest rate, one is
eastern and the other is western.

, The rates of increase for Atlanta.
Detroit, Denver and Kansas City are
phenomenally high, but most extraor-
dinary is tbe high percentage for New
York, which exceeds the average of
28 cities by 11.4 per cent., and is it-
self exceeded only by the rates of
seven cities.

Fifty-four cities of between 25,000
and 100/100 show an aggregate popu-
lation of 2,723,498, as against 1,901,766
In 1900, a gain of 43.2 per cent., which
the census bureau pronounces ‘'‘phe-
nomenally high." Thirty-one of these
cities show a higher rate of increase
for the past decade than for the previ-
ous one. No decrease is noted in any
one of the cities.

Of the larger cities the gain of St.
Louis during the decade was greater
proportionately than that of Boston,
its nearest competitor, while Kansas
City is in twentieth place on the face
of the returns. Kansas City has
jumped ahead of Providence. R. I., and
Indianapolis’' Ind.. Providence falling
behind Indianapolis, which it led in
1900.
