T he dairy  and food departm en t has 

•given o u t som e s ta tis tic s  th a t will ap­
pear In th e  forthcom ing report.

d u ring  the  y ea r ending .July 1. 1910, 
The depa rtm en t rin sp ec to rs  inspected 
.‘ind reported  on 555 cream eries. 144 
cheese factories, .176 farm  dairies and 
made 431 c ity  m ilk supply inspections. 
This does n o t include th e  work done 
by special inspectors during  the 
m onths of Ju ly  and August. There 
w ere 1,946 sam ples of food products 
••xamined in the  departm en t labora­
tory, 1,285 of w hich w ere found to  be 

. pure and 661 adu lterated . T here w ere 
145 prosecutions com m enced by the 
departm en t during  the  year, resu lting  
ia  136 convictions and foui^ acquittals. 
Tender d ep a rtm en t auspices 61 dairy 
m eetings w ere  freld and in  th e ir  in­
spection w ork th e  inspectors visited 
3,435 dea lers in  food products w ith in  
the s ta te .

i Tn tuJdttion to  the  above, the serv ice 
' of fine chem ist w as given alm ost en­
tirely  to  th e  analysis  of concentrated  
com m ercial feeding stuffs. Including 
sam ples se n t to  th e  labora to ry  by taan- 
•ifacturcrs and  sam ples taken  on t t e  
.open p?ftrk§t. T he departm en t con­
ducted  a  m onthly -educational scoring 
'•ontOst tc  which sam ples of bu tter 
and cheese w ere se n t by the  various 
m anufactu rers in th e  s ta te . T hese 
san^jfes w ere  also  analyzed in the  lab­
o rato ry  and advico and instructions 
given to  th e  m anu factu re r when found 
u cepsa ary.

D uring the m onths of Ju ly  and Au­
gust, w hen in fan t m ortality  is g re a t­
es t, special a tten tio n  and thorough in ­
spection is given to  the  city  m ilk sup­
ply. T h is work necessita ted  the  em- 
ployrficnt of ex tra  inspectors during 
these  m onths.

I t  shou ld  not be inferred  from  an 
•exam ination o f  th e  figures presented  
i h a t they  rep re sen t the  ac tual condi­
tion of the  food supply of M ichigan 
w ith re fe rence  to  adu lteration . The 
■ xperienceof th e  departm en t's  inspec­
to rs enab les them  to  readily  d e te r­
mine a s  to the  purity  of m any of the 
different food products suspected  by 
them . Only sam ples supposed to  be 
adu lterated  o r in  w hich some new 
form  o f adu ltera tion  is liab le  to  ap­
pear a re  se n t to the  labo ra to ry  for 
chem ical analysis.

Typhoid Not All Caused by Milk.
S ta te  A nalyst Floyd W. Robl- 

con and D airy and Food Inspector 
Howe have concluded an investigation  
in to  the  causes of the  typhoid epidem ­
ic in I lie city, in  an  effort to  ascerta in  
if rCiSibie, just how fa r  it  i3 attribu t- 
.b'.z to the  milk supply.

No evidence was found to indicate 
th a t the  milk supply as  now furnished 
by m ilkm en is in  any w ay contam ­
inated. Conditions a t  th  Downer 
farm  have been rectified. All the  
cows have been sold and no m ilk 
has been supplied from  th a t source 
for over a week. T he cause of the  
epidem ic, it Is said, is not traceab le  
to any oue source! of m ilk or food sup­
ply. Several cases have been brought 
to the  city  by m en who have been 
em ployed in o th e r places.

Mr. Robison s ta ted  th a t he had  no t 
accused local physicians of being dila­
tory  in reporting  cases of .typhoid 
or placard ing  houses w here th e  dis­
ease exists. So fa r  as the  departm en t 
know s all cases have been properly  
reported  by the physicians and th e  de­
p artm en t does not feel like assum ­
ing the  responsib ility  of unnecessam y  
arousing  the  public on the  subject. 
According to  the  best inform ation  
availab le  th e re  a re  abou t 30 cases all 
told In the  city. O ne-quarter of these 
are  in the  fam ilies of people who had 
used the Downer m ilk, b u t th a t source 
of contagion  is now en tire ly  elim in­
ated.

Dr. M. L. Holm, s ta te  bacteriologist, 
in an interview , expresses som e very 
decided views on the  m ilk supply as 
a source of disease. Doctor Holm 
quotes Dr. J . W. T rask  of tire U nited 
S ta tes  H ealth  and M arine hospita l 
serv ice  in say ing  th a t 179 epidem ics 
of typhoid fever. 51 epidem ics o f sca r­
let fever and 23 epidem ics of diph­
th e ria  have been definitely traced  to 
public m ilk supplies. In  addition, 
th ree-fourths of the  cases of fatal 
d ia rrhoea  in children  and a t  le a s t 20 
per cent, of the  dea ths from  tu b e r­
culosis occurring  before the  age of 
ten  may be a ttr ib u ted  to m ilk infec­
tion. These a re  gruesom e charges 
aga in st th a t a rtic le  of d ie t which has 
been considered an  ideal feed and 
they indicate  the  abso lu te  inadequacy 
of the m easures genera lly  in vogue 
for the  pro tection  of public health.

Origin cf Tommy Atkins.
I t is a  popular notion tha t the nam e 

‘Tom m y A tkins," as  the sobriquet of i 
the B ritish soldier, is apeculiarly  the 
idea of Rudyard Kipling, than which 
nothing could be fa rth e r from the 
tru th , although It is n o t to be denied , 
th a t Mr. Kipling, m ore than anybody 
else, has made the nicknam e famous.

As a  m a tte r  of fact, the nam e o !g- 
inatel w ith the B ritish w ar office is­
suing pocket m anuals, in which the 
so ld ler’8 nam e, age, date  of en list­
m ent, te rm  of service and o ther de­
ta ils  w ere entered . T he m ethod of fill­
ing in the form  was explained by the 
em ploym ent of a  fictitious nam e, and 
Instead of the legal “John Doe" or 
'•R ichard Roe,” the  com bination 
"Thom as A tkins” w as adopted. From 
th is  circum stance the  nam e came to 
be applied to the soldier as  a  type, 
very much as  during  our Civil w ar the 
Confederates w ere commonly ad­
dressed  by the ir Union opponents as 
"Johnnie Reb.”

S traw berries All Year.
S traw berry-tim e is prolonged by 

European tou rists  to form  a consider­
able little  pa rt of the year, by those 
who begin in  Ita ly  tow ards the end of 
A pril and follow the  wild straw berry  
into South G erm an woods, pausing in 
V enice on the way. There the half­
wild half-cultivated berry  arrives In 
such quan tities early  In May tha t it 
colors the frequen t fru it shops and 
pain ts  the  town red.

Drew Full Pay, However— Introduced 
Bill to License Bucketshops In 
Michigan, and Voted For More Ap­
propriation Bills Than Any O ther 
Member.

I t  Is w orthy  of note in th is  cam ­
paign th a t Lawton T. H em ans, the 
Dem ocratic candidate  fo r governor, is 
m aking no reference to  his own of­
ficial record. N ot a  word has he u t­
tered touching his official perform ­
ances or attem pted  accom plishm ents.

Yet Mr. H eruans w as on th e  salary 
list through tw o full term s as a  legis­
lator. He was not p resen t a t  more 
than half the sessions of the  body to 
which he belonged, but he drew  pay 
for full time.

He introduced a  bill to  provide for 
an additional s ta te  board. But as  a 
candidate for governor he is now de­
nouncing th e  existence of so many 
s ta fe boards.

Mr. R em ans introduced a  bill to  li­
cense bucketshops in Michigan.. His 
bill sought to  m ake the  pretended 
sales and purchases through bucket- 
shops “leg itim ate legal tran sactions .” 
W hat the  people of M ichigan th ink  of 
the  bucketshop business which would 
have been Licensed and legalized if 
the  D em ocratic candidate  fo r 'govern­
or had secured the passage of h is  bill 
is shown by the  fac t th a t a t  th e  sam e 
session of th e  leg is la tu re  following; his 
effort a  bill en tirely  prohibiting; the  
existence of bucketshops in  M ichigan 
becam e a  law.

H r. H em ans is  now seem ingly dis­
tressed  over s ta te  expenditures, but 
he voted fo r m ore appropriation bills 
than any o ther m em ber of the  legis­
la tu re  during  h is  te rm s of service, and 
afterw ards m ade an address in the 
constitu tional convention declaring 
tha t ft was not true  tha t M ichigan leg­
it la to rs had ever m ade extravagant 
api ropriations.

A: a m em ber of the constitutional 
eonvt-'tion  Mr. H em ans opposed the 
propos: ion th a t the  leg isla tu re  o' 
Michigai. should have pow er to  enact 
lev. .; re-la: Ive to th e  hours and ' ou- 
ditii.ns und?r which women and chil­
dren n ay be.em ployed.

This proposition was especially 
urged by th e  labor organizations ot 
M ichigan. They petitioned th a t the 
constitu tion  should give th is  power t* 
the  legislature. And the ju stice  of 
the  request was recognized by the 
m ajority of the  m em bers of the con­
stitu tional convention. I t  was adopt­
ed by the constitu tional convention 
and la ter on was approved by the  pen- 
pie, and Is now a part of our s ta te  
constitution.

Butt Lawton T. H em ans m ade a 
speech against it and voted aga in st it. 
sneering]}- referring  10 it as “a little  
piece of sentim ent.” Why is Mr. He- 
m ans no t re fe rring  to  th is  fea tu re  of 
his official record?

I t will be observed th a t Mr. He- 
m ans has an official record. H e was 
a m em ber of the  leg islatu re through 
four years. W hy does he entirely  fail 
to base any claim  to  favor from the 
people of Michigan on the  work he 
perform ed, or attem pted  to perform, 
as a  supposed rep resen ta tive  of the 
people?
