Fell From Car and
Dies of His bjories

BILASS

John Krumm, aged 58, died at 2
o’clock Friday moming of last week
injuries received the evening be-
fore, either by falling from a streetcar,
or in an attempt to aligrht from the car
while in motion. Mr. Krumm had been
to Detroit and returned on the carar-
rivifig here at about 7:10. In the seat
with him sat Albert Smith and when
the car had passed the P. M. railroad
track, Mr. Krumm started for the rear
door intending to get off at the Sutton
street crossing, which was his stopping
place. Itis notknown whether he gave
the conductor the signal to stop or not,
but the car did not stop at the comer
and not until it had passed half way up
the next block. The coynductor stated
next day he had not been asked to stop.
At the corner where he was to get off
there is a shortcurve and it is believed
that as the rear end of the car swung
around, Mr. Krumm lost his balance
and was thrown off, striking heavily on
the ground.

He was found there a few minutes
afterwards by Lute Passage and Mr.
Merritt. They immediately called Drs.
Patterson and Peck and took him to
his home a short distance i*way. He
was able to speak when spoken to, but
appeared very much dazed. Dr. Cooper
the family physician, was later called,
who found no bones broken, and when
asked if he was hurt in bis stomach,
Krumm replied, “No, it’s my head.”
The question was asked because of
hemorrhages from the stomach. Mr.
Krumm remained in. a semi-conscious
condition until two o’clock, when he
passed away.

Justice Campbell, acting as coroner®
believing it for the interests of the
family and the public impanelled a jury
Friday morning who viewed the re-
mains and adjourned until two o’clock
today.

It is know that Mr. Crumm had a
small purse containing- some eight or
nine dollarsin the pocketof his trousers,
together with a tobacco box and knife.
The purse and money is missing, and
while the family does not mind the
money, they would be very glad if the
finder would return the purse, which
they wish for a keep-sake. In the fall
from the car, all these articles with bis
spectacle case and watch were said to
have been hurled out of his pockets.

The state railroad commlsslOD
issued its findings as a result ot
the Investigation of the Grand

Trunk wreck at Durand last August
in which ten persons lost their Uvea*
Ik."lutive to the officials of the road.
I\'ho were in charge of the train ser
lvice, the commission Is unanimously
lof the opinion “"that they are - pii-
Imarily resimnsible for this wreck."

I It Is stated that the officials must
lhave known that Conductor W. U.
ILacey and Drakeman George Graham

wof the ill-fated train were incompe-
tent and unfit to handle passenger
trains. Superintendent John

Elirke and Trainmaster Akers are
mentioned by name as having disre-
garded the orders of the commission
issued previous to the wreck, directing
them to cease operating trains with
IInefTiciem men. and it Is charged that
Ehrko resented the demands of the
commission as unwarranted interfer-
ence.

The commission states that Conduc-
tor Lacey and Hrakeman Graham did
not* properly protect their train and
declares that Engineer Spencer was in
no way to blame for the disaster.

As a rct-ult of the WTock the com-
missicit states that it is taking up
with the railroads of the state the
matter of establishing block systems
on their main lines. The officials of
Shiawassee county are urged to begin
action to determine the responsibility
for the wreck, and It is recommended
that action be taken against Conduc-
tor Lacey and Brakeman Graham for
their statements under oath relative
to the wreck.

“The statements of Lacey and Gra-
ham madi> in *nd out of court are so
conflicting that very little credit
should be given them. ’ says the deci-
sion. ‘In fact, the sworn statcraents
that Graham was about three-quarters
of a mile from train No. 14 when train
No. 4 jiapscd him are so much at vari-
ance with vi* unmistakable facts as
to brand -such statements as false.

“In the opinion of the commission,
the facts surrotinding this disaster
demand a most vigorous investigation
on the i)art <¥ the prosccuGng officers
of Shiawassee county to determine
whether or not an of the persons
whoso neglect of duty co’r*’lbuted to
the cause of the wreck aic guilty of
criminal nogiigence.”

Potato Digging Season Near End.

Most people in the southern part of
the state think there are but two sea-
sons in the year In this part of Michi-
gan. three inonths summer and nine
months winter. They are wrong,
There are five seasons—spring, sum-
mer, fall, potato digging time and
winter. Fall is the shortest season in
the year and Is followed by potato
digging time, the length of which de-
pends on the willingness of winter to
hold off. This season the breezy fel-
low is rciil kind and is staying away
just as long as he possibly can. There
Is a big crop of potatoes in northern
Michigan, and If winter stands off
at a distance a few’ days longer all
farmers will welcome him gladly,
for the northern winters are en-
joyed.

Potato digging time Is a real season
here. U affects ciieiybod” in the
country and most ever; body In the vil-
lages for two or three weeks if the
weather does not get loo cold. Woods-
luen got good pay, and mill men are
not scrimped for wages as they are
In towns further south, but hundreds
of them count on laying off every po-
tato digging time to make some easier
and quicker money. The wages run
from two dollars a day to J2.50.

Schools arc all cut in the rural
Communities during the potato sea-
son. for the chi'dren are utilized, and
they want to be utilized, for they are
paid a cent a bushel for picking up
the big spuds. child of ten years
can earn To cents to o»ie dollar a day
and not work too hard. Boys and girls
can easily pick up from 130 to ITu
bushels a day.

Foiinc:- Secretary of the Interior
James R. Garfield, of Ohio, will b
called upon to deiend himself against
more serious charges than have ever
been made against Secretary of the
Interior Ballinger. In an investiga-
tion which will be conducted Ihis win-
ter either by the Ballinger-PInchot
Committee, or by another special com-
mittee of congress, it will be charged
that Mr. Garfield did not merely at-
tempt to, but actually did shield the
Union Pacific Railway company whilo
It defrauded the United States out of
a great belt of coai land In Wyoming.

During .Mr. Garfield’s administration
of the affairs of the- Interior depart-
ment, it will be charged, while minor
offenders. Individuals, who undertook
fraudulently to acquire a quarter sec-
tion of land contrary to law, were
prosecuted, convicted, and-seat to jail,
the Union Pacific,.which actually de-
frauded the government out of the
best coal land in Wyoming and the
west was permitted to go scot free
upon the paymcnl of a royalty of
eight cents a ton.

Over twice as much land ia in-
volved in this Union Pacific fraud as
in the Cunningham claims. While

the Union Pacific coal is located
within easy reach of the market, it
is extremely doublful whether the

coal on the land covered by the Cun-
ningham claims, which brought about
(he Ballinger-Pinchot controversy, will
ever bo availalilo.

The real History of thcpe Union
Pacific coal lard frauds has been
buried in the archives cf the interior

department, and has only now come
to light. It appears from the recor®is
why the facts have long been sup-
pressed, for these records show that
Mr. Garfield, before being appointed”
secretary of the interior to relieve E.
A. Hitchcock, of Mi.ssouri, was apf
prised of the embarrassment in which
the railroad corporation found itself,
and actually went into office pledged
to protect the Union Pacific against
both criminal and civil prosecution in
the federal courts.
