In the upper peninsula, Osborn ran
just a little better than Warner did
two years ago. Warner’s plurality
above the straits in 1908 was 22,039,
while Osborn's Tuesday was 18,185.
This latter total shows a falline off
of nearly 4.000, but when the light-
ness of the vote is considered. It is
easily to he seen that Osborn made
the better run.

Doremu* Carries First District.

The one great surprise of the elec-
tion in Detroit was the defeat of Con-
gressman Edwin Denby. of the first
district, who is now serwWng hifp,third
term In congreas. by former City Con-
troller Frank E. Doremus. His de-
feat was decisive. 105 out of 120 pre-
cincts giving Denby 15,126 yotes and
Doremus 17.226, a majority l'or the
Democrat of 2,209.

Ditkema Loses by 400.

Complete returns from the fifth
congressional district make it cer-
tain that Diekema wm defeated lor
re-election by Edwin F. Sweet, of
Grand Rapids, by k majority of 400.
Kent went heavily and lonia slight-
ly fo* SweeL and OtUwa failed to
pile up a big enough majority for
Diekema to offset these.

In all the other congressional dis-
tricts the Republican candidates
~Ncre successful, but in every case
but one by much smaller pluralities
lhtn two years ago. This exception
IS the third istrtet. where J. M. C.
Smith won out by 6,661 over N. H.
Stewart. Two years ago Washing-
ton Gardner, whom- «Smith defeated
for renomination at the primaries,

had but 5171. 7*he pluralities of
Hamilton in the fourth and Ram
Smith in the sixth, are hardly half
the figures of two years ago, and
the indications are that in all the
other districts the pluralities wiU

show, when all the figures arc” In
almost as great a falling off.

THE democrats GAIN NINE
SEATS IN PRESIDENT TAFT’S
HOME STATE.

John A. Dix Elected Governor of New
York, Defeating Harry L.
Stimson by 60,000.

The proportions of the Democratic
landslide which swept the country
‘Tuesday are beginning to be seen.
Late returns show that the Democrats
will have a working majority of 25 in
the next house, and it is possible the
Democratic load may he still further
swollen.

In  Ohio. President *Taft’s home
state, tbe Republican defeat* is ac-
centuated.

| MESSENGER BOY?

Pretty lowly Job, eh? Yet all
the men who are big in teleg-
raphy today started right down
at the bottom of It—The encour-
agement. held out to a bright
messenger boy to advance—The
steps he takes to become a full-

fledged telegrapher—And the
steps that he can take to
prominence after he Is put in

charge of a Morse key—The sal-
aries of the various positions.
By C. W. JENNINGS.

HAT boy has not felt his
senses tingle as he heard
the click-click of a tele-
graph' key and watched
the operator in the local
station translate the mys-
terloujB semuds into words and write
them on vyellow pieces of paper?
Maybe it Is the unusualncss of it all,
or maybe it Is because tb”~ operator
Is getting from some far-away place
Instantaneously the uews of a death
or an earthquake or some other por-
tentous happening before anybody else
in the community eba potciibly know
about It
Anyhow, the boy—<svery boy, near-
ly—has wondered and longed about It,
and has a sneaking notion that to
would like to know! what those audi-
ble dots and dashes mean. But how
to go about it and ~hat It might lead
to Is as far from his comprehension
as the cause of the man in the moon.
All he knows is thSt one of the big-
ger boys got a Job' In the local sta-
tion. or one of the younger ones as
messenger hoy. and that after awhile
they 'knew how to work the key and
take messages, and then went away

somewhere.
You falljer.«?, too. were once boys
yourselves, and you also were mysti-

fied end longed; but soruetlilng lured
you into other kinds of life work.
Now, however, maybe you are won-
dering If your boy hadn't better take
up telegraphy as a business and be-
come president of the Western Union
or the Postal.

Well, it Is possible for your young-
ster to r~ h that high place; for
every onaVf tho past and present
ofliclals iiL these companies, Including
Colonel R”ert C. Clowry, president of
the Western- Union, and Edward J.
Naily, president of the Postal, was
once at the very bottom, as a messen-
ger boy. and each and every one of
them worked right up through the
various lines to the top. The proba-
bility of getting there la not too
bright, however; for, you know, there
are only two presidents, and telegraph

company presidents have a way of
living for a long time even If some
thousands of ambitious young men

are anxious to take their places. Yet
It Is possible, all the same, and your
boy may be the one to pjck the cov-
eted plum.

‘Well, your hoy is to start out as
telegraph messenger at fourteen or
sixteen or whatever the age that the
state child labor law will let him go
to work. He applies at the nearest
offlee  where messengers are em-
ployed, and has,jittle difficulty in get-
ting a job, because the requirements
aro few, practically nothing more
than being able to reaf! and write and
to move around sprylF- Then he gets
bis uniform and cap and goes to work
for ten hours a day at $4 to S6 a
week.

Practically all his work at the start
lato deliver messages and run errands
for customers and the boss, but he
will find that inquiries about learning
telegraphy are encouraged, and that
he will be given every opportunity to
unravel its mysteries. Ambitious boys
of that age are rare, you know, and
when one comes along that is in earn-
est be is given every opportunity to
get on.

Before long, probably within two
years at the most, your boy will have
acquired a pretty good general knowl-
edge of the Morse code and bow to
tend and receive messages. Then be
will find himself transferred from the
messenger gang to the operating room
at an advance of about two dollars a
week, where he will be occupied large-
ly In gathering up messages and put-
ting them Into envelopes to be sent
out, and In transferring messages
from among the -variona operating
Jeaks. Thbat is, a message Is received
In New Tork from Chicago and haa to
b« relayed to Boston, and he has to
take.lt to the operator at the Boston
wire. In this way, he learns all about
the layout of the office—which wrlres
aro used to coihniiunlcate with various
fdaces. the wiring and districting of
tho country, ete.

rated on the basis of bis speed and
accuracy.

If a man desires to work up to the
highest place simply as an operator,
and Is known to be expert, he will
likely be selected to Join the staff of
the Associated Press, which pays from
$25 to $30 a week to Its good opera-
tors, or be sent into a cable or wire-
less office. Wireless positions are
limited, however, and, for some rea-
son or other, most of the cable posi-
tions are filled by Englishmen; also,
the boy may take a civil service ex-
amination and enter the government
service.

But your boy. we’ll say. has greater
ambition and wishes to w-ork up di-
rectly. So, he makes a more careful
study of the routing of messages, with
the aim of becoming traffic chief.

Suppose, for instauce, that one of
the offices on a main line is disabled—
well, It is the duly of the traffic chief
to know that messages can be sent
there through a roundabout way, Tho
writer can recall once when the wires
between Vancouver. B. C., au”l Seattle
were down, and, though those places
were }ess than 100 miles apart, an Im-
portant item of news from Vancouver
was sent clear to 8t. Paul, 2,000 miles
east, and back to Seattle. It was the
traffic chief's business to know and
arrange this. The usual pay of traffic
chiefs In ordinary offices is $25 to $30
a week.

Then, there is the wfro chief, who
keeps the office and line wires in or-
der, locating and arranging for the re-
pair of breaks and other accidents
and keeping the service on an orderly
basis. From these chiefs the office
managers are usually chosen. They
are the head of the particular «office
they may be employed In, the boss of
all the operators, and they get $30 to
$G0 h week.

From here your boy goes to the of-
fice of one of the superinlendents.
probably as assistant, and, finally, be-
comes superintendent himself, at a
salary of $4,000 to $5,000 a year. The
country is divided by the two com-
panle.s into about sixty districts, each
of which has its superintendent*and
assistant, all of which positions are
filled from the ranks o? those below.
Many of tho superJaU ndents are only

forty to fifty years old.” Of’course,
there are grades of [I'esponslbllity
ainong these, as well as of rates of

pay, as, obviously, the district of New
York state Is of more importance than
one In a less populated part of the
eountry. The general auperintendents.
the next higher grade, of which there
are eight,
into four divisions by each com-
pany. were formerly district superin-
tendents, who first became assistants
in the general offices. General super-
intendents are paid something like
$10,000 annually. From this position
the next step is to a vlce-presidency.
and then to the presidency.

The Western Union, under the ad-
ministration of Mr. Clowry, has made
it the custom to pension its employes
who have grown old In the service,
giving retired operators from $25 to
$50 a month, and superintendents up
to $130.

This, in brief, is the line of ad-
Nancement that is possible to every-
one of the 40,000 telegraph operators
in commercial work In ,tbe United

States. It should be borne in mind,
however, that the earlier in life one
starts, the better; for It Is said to be
practically Impossible to become
proficient as an operator after he is
lwenty-flve.

Railroad telegraphy Is the same In
a general way, station and other
operators  working up. perhaps,
through train dispatching at to

1200 a month, to chief dispatcher at
as high as $4,000 a year, and to super-
intendent of telegraph at a little more,
and thence into higher official posi-
tions. For example, President A. J.
Earling of the Chicago. Milwaukee A
St. Paul, is a former train dispatcher,
and Sir William Van Home, one cf
the builders of the Canadian Pacific,
also operated trains at the telegraph
key. There are but two examples of
railroad men of prominence who start-
er In as small station telegraphers.
There arc about 40,000 operators, in
railroading today.

ITH the present world-wide In-
terest in aviation has come a
a corresponding stimulus of in-
terest.in kite flying—not the
ordinary sort of kite flying that

we all indulged In when wo
were boys, although that has
many devotees—but scientific

kite flying. Both in England and

America daring experimenters

have accomplished wonders

with man-lilting Kites, which

whben«€Dt up tandem have dem-

oustreted their ability to lift bu-
tnan beings to- the clouds quite aa neatly as do
mmotor-driven airships. TTien, too, Alexander Gra-
ham Bell« the inventor of the telephone, has these
past few.year” performed som,e wonderful experi-;
menta with a new type of kite made up of triagn-
lar ceils and hopes yet to solve the problem of
aerial navigation with a sky craft developed along
this line.

While the man-Ilifting kites have thus been de-
reioping to the*polnt of undreamed-of possibilities
another branch of scleutiflc kite flying has been
making like progress. This eoibrances the u.ve
of kites for studying the conditions of the upper
air and obtaining data to be ~od in forecasting
the weather. Various institutions all over the
world have been using kites In this way. but tlie
load has bc-eu taken by the Unitv-d States gnv-
eruu'.ent, thanks to iho facilities which It enjojs
at its unique new weather observatory in uortli
orn Virginia.-not far from the Wes: Virginia lint.
The Mount Weather observatory, as ibis new Kite
station is otticially designated. Is <lesigned e.spe-
runlly-Jor the exploruUon of the upper air by

top of a;peak nearly 2,000 feet blgh in an isolated
part of tbe Blue Ridge mountains—that which no
better location could ~ imagined for this class
of work.

There are not many building# at this kite-fly-
(Dg outpost, but a substantial stone structure has
been prorlded for use as a kite house. This is
the hu8df|Utrters-for a corps of five man. .who
devote all their time to this branch of aeria!
work. More than two dozen kites .iro constantly
kept on hand and in readiness for use and in-
cluded In this equipment are samples of all the
different kinds of kites which have been used by
any of the foreign governments that have en-
gaged In scientific Ute flying. However. Uncle
Sam's experts have developed some designs of
kites that are superior to anything known ahruatl,
and particularly have they evolved a wonderful
sew type of kite that can be sent aloft In the
fierce gaies that sweep over the Virginia moun-
tains. The ordinary kite will fly in any wind
with a velocity of ten miles per hour or more,
but la not adapted to use when the wind exceeds
i5 miles per hour. However, this new style kite,
which weighs but eight pounds and has a lifting
uurfaco of feet, has. made successful flights
more than a mile In height when the wind was
blowlhg a gate of 4% miles an hour.

The government experts have sent up kites at
Mount Weather as high as 23,000 feet, which
means, of course, several miles. Of cirarse no
rope or string gqan be used for such kite flying,
but wire must'employed. The wire is wound
upon an immense reel of forged steel and the kite
-flying is in reality done by machinery, ~is reel
being operated hr a three-horsepower electric mo-
tor. When it Is'desired to haul down or draw in
a -kite this reel is set in motion at any speed de

Yet the
airman is Impatient and his cry now Is for great-
er speed, [n speed be sees the solatlcni of his
greatest problems. Gradually U has dawned .upon
him that the air is the ideal element for high-
speed traffic—that through the air. before very
long, speeds will be attained which are pos-
sible with vehicles on land or ships on the sea.
To the makers of engifv”® the airman says. “Give
me mere power, which spells speed.*" To the build-
ers of aeroplanes b** cries. “Construct me planes
capable of the maximum ot speed."

xnd the speed of aeroplanes has been creeping
>jp. At first It was 35 miles an hour. Then came
40. Soon this was left behind. Round prepared
aerodromes a pace of 43 and 50 miles an hour was
attained. Nor did the seeking of speed en4l here.
With racing mcnoplanes a rate of 55 and QO nilleK
an hour was possible. Not satisffed with thiI$f,
pilots have added mile by mile, until the latest
record is 66 miles an hour.

In response to an Inquiry along this line an ex-
pert recently said: “Pcrscnally t believe that this
Is only ihe beginning of the speeds that aero-
planes will 'be able to attain. Some one was dls-
ctissing this vitally Interesting asj)ect of airman-
bblp with me only the other day. He asked the
question. ‘At what rate will aeroplanes be flying
through the air tn a eomparatlvely short space of
time?” My answer was, ‘la six roenths | fully ex-
pect that a monoplane wilt be registering speeds
of 100 miles an hear.* Friends of mine who are
experts upon the sdentific aspects of airmanship
predict that eventually speeds ot 260 and evMi 300
miles an hour will be possible. At this one's imag-
ination Is apt to reel. But thia much is oertain:
If the flying machine la to become of real impor-
tanee and not reifikin a sporting toy it wlil need
to be speedier thain any method of transit on
land.”

TOWNSEND FOR THE SENATE

Election to Highcet Legislative Body
Is insured by Success of Repub-
lican Candidates for State
Legislature.

Chase S. Osborn of Sault Ste. Marie,
former railroad commissioner, was
elected governor of Michigan by a
plurality of GO000. The entire Re-
publican state ticket and all but O
score of RepubHcau candidates for the
legislature also were victorious. This
Insures the election of Townsend as
senator.

In the last legislature, there were
only two Demot'rats, both in the lower
house. In the next legislature there
will be two L)emocratic senators and
a dozen Democratic representatives.

Of the Republican candidates for
-‘ongress, all but two seem to have
been successful. The result in the
first district. Detroit, where Congress-
man Edwin Denby made a campaign
for re-election defending the Pa>"ne
tariff, the high cost of living, the
stand-pal forces In congress in gen-
eral and Speaker ('annon in particu-
lar whenever be was called upon to
mention the speaker's name, will not
bo definitely known until late. If he
has been returned his majority has
been cut to a comparatively small
figure. Two years ago it was 9.000.

In three congressional districts be-
sides thbe first the Democrats made a
fight. In the fifth Representative
Dickema took a bold stand on the
Payne law. Edwin F. Sweet defeated
him. Congressman Sam W. Smith. In
the sixth district, pulledthrough by
1 majority much smaller than he has
hoen accustomed to.

Want Report from Companies.

How the great mining corporations
of the upper po”~Insula have prevented
the state from obtaining any knowl-
edge as to the value of their proper-
ties. la developed by a statement by
Secretary George Lord of the state
ta.x commission In telling of a bill he
proposes to introduce at the coming
session of the legislature if be is
elected to membership of that body
from Detroit, his home citr.

While the rallrpads, telegraph aod
telephone companies, and other great
corporations of the state are required
by law to file annual reports which
must show in detail the value aod
condition of their properties, the min-
ing companies, or some of Chem. file
reports which Secretary Lord says
are absolutely valueless to the state
in determining how tu assess these
mines. So extensrive are the reports
of the railways and lefephone and
telegraph and express companies, that
the sheets are bound together in book
form, while the mines file only a two-
page report, which Secretary Lord
says is chiefly noteworthy because of
the utter lack of information it fur-
nishes regarding the corporations. He
proposes that the mines shall send in
similar statements to the bulky rail-
way reports. Those filed by the
others are tised to determine what
their assessments shall be. Abstracts
are made from the reports and this
data is; furnished local assessing oifi-
cers for their assistance in deter-
mining wiiat valuation should be
placed on the property of those cor-
porations not assessed under the ad
valorem tax law. Were similar re-
ports filed by the mines, it la pointed
out, the state would then have a basis
for actjually determining whether
their owners are paying their share
of the expenses of government.

The ronditSoas which Secretary
Lord's statements set out clearly also
bring wall out into the open the ef-
fectlvenefa of the fortifications which
“he mines have bad in the state. Ses-
sion after session of the legislature
there have been various and sundry
aasaults upon every other class of
corporation property in the state.

Total of r.3 Dead From Smallpox.

In bis dally report to the state
health department. President Tntser,
of the Saginaw board of health says
that one new case of smallpox de-
veloped, and there was one death.

There have been 25 deaths. h4 adds,
and there are 95 cases in the city—57
in homes add the rest in the detention
hospital.

This has not been do&e. however,, but
the oommfssfoners took occasion *'to
ask the eesteim reprteglatieit
whether the.scMtfule adopted
Adame eampaay wonM agreeable
to them, !

M. C. A, and it's an actual fact
that a goodly percentage of these
young men were never members of
the Y. M. C. A. in tlelr home town.
Score one for the religious work
and saving grace In a university
town.

Bay City Gets State 1911 Meet.

The Michigan Sunday School asso-
ciation's convention closed here Qild
was pronounced one of the largest
and best conventions of its kind ever
held in the state.

Among the features of the conven-
tion was the decision to push the
Sunday school work in the rural dis-
tricts with a thoroughness which has
never before been known.

Fred Washburn of Berrien county
was chosen superlojendent of the
new rural department. With the co-
operation of the Y. M. C. A and
other organizations the association
expects to make a visit to every
heme in Michigan. Sunday schools
win be organized where none exist at
present and an endeavor will be made
to bring the rural schools to the
same standard of efilciency as may be
foted in the city schools.

I"asurer D. B. Allen reported that
the association would have a work-
ing fund of $10,000 for the coming
year. This Is far in excess of any
previous year.

Prof. F. S. Goodrich of Albion col-
lege and general secretary of the as-
sociation. urged the adoption of the
International standard and a greater
activity along the lines of temperance.
He indorsed the boy scout movement
and suggested a state Sunday school
picnic as well as county and township
picnics.

The next convention will be'held In
Bay City.
