QUARANTINE.

TWENTY-FIVE GASES AND FIVE
DEATHS REPORTED AT HOME
FOR FEEBLE MINDED.

Secretary of State Board of Health
Says 25 Localities Suffer
From the Disease.

So serious has the smallpox situa-
tion at the l.apeer Home for the Fee-
ble Minded become that state troops
have been called out and placed on
guard around the institution. The
militiamen have pitched their tents
On the grounds and will be kept as
a quarantine guard at the home until
conditions warrant their removal,
number of 14 cases at the home.

Health OfBcer Frazier has a strict
quarantine established on all the
buildings, but because of several em-
ployes of the home breaking away
and escaping at night Frazier and
Ac. Sbumwav of the state board of
health, deemed it advisable to order
out the troops.

There are about 1,000 persons in
the institution and owing to the pre-
valence of smallpox In a malignant
form at the home it is feared that
there may be a stampede of atten-
dants away from (he helpless inmates.

NEWS IN BRIEF.

Rev. GomcUus S. Abbott, rector of

Glowing accounts have reached New
York of wonderful gold discoveries in
the district of Vilgarn, West Aus-
tralia. The rush to the fields con-
tinues unabated and Bullfinch, In the
heart of the belt, is described by ex-
perts as the greatest gold find in the
commonwealth. .

There was a fall in the prices of
meats and vegetables in the Boston,
markets, which averaged from 10 to
15 per cent. Beef went down nearly
5 cents, poultry-fel® off a like amount,
while pork products declined 2 or 3
cents. Butter and eggs held firm,
the latter advancing a cent or two.

Financiers who have returned from
the national monetary commission’s
conference expressed the belief that
Senator Aldrich will attempt to ac-
complish at the coming short session
of congress the enactment of a i-ur-
rency reform bill, and that the cen-
tral bank idea will be one of its feat-
ures.

President Taft’s first day on the
Panama isthmus was spent at the
house of Lleut.-Col. Geothals, the
chief engineer of the canal, in going
over detailed reports of the progress

of the work, and In consulting the
chiefs of departments. The presi-
dent expressed himself as greatly

pleased at the condition of affairs.

At the meeting of the national W.
C. T. U. in Baltimore. Md., all the de-
partmental superintendents reported
great advance in the work. Miss
Elizabeth Greenwood of New York,
superintendent of the evangelistic
and almshouse department, stated
that 32,339 persons had been led to
take the temperance pledge during
the past year.

According to statistics collected by
United States inspectors at the inter-
national boundary laid before the Ca-
nadian authorities by Daniel .r. Keefe,
United States commissioner of immi-
gration; 104.000 settlers entered Can-

ada from the United States during
last year, and 75,000 entered the
United States from Canada. Some of

the Canadians who removed to the
United States are farmers.

Hong Kong, long known as a ma-

In 1905
there were five of these industries,
with a capital of $8,639,516, an r.utput
valobd at- $4,795,157, and affording
employment to 1,838 persons.

Tolstoi’s daughter, Alexai*lra, is act-
ing as his nurse.

Telegraphic reports of Ills condi-
tion arc extremely pessimistic. The
temperature of the aged wTiter is
104. indicating probably a serious
condition, and of Itself an alarming
symptom in one of Tolstoi’s age. The
mental anguish of the patleait handi-
caps the efforts of the physician to
reduce the fever.

Even if Count Tolstoi recovers
there can be no question of his con-
tinuing the Journey to the Cau-"asus.
where he hoped to end his life among
the Tolstoian colony on the shores of
the Black -sea.

Teach How to Prevent Mine Disaetere.

Two government “rescue cars,”
fully equipped for coping with mine
disasters, will start out early' next
week on a tour of instruction. In
which miners and mine owners will
be taught the use of the oxygen hel-
met and the best methods of prevent-
ing disasters or of meeting them when
they occur. Incidentally, squads of
men in the various mines visited will
be organized into rescue companies,
so that they will be available instantly
when called on to assist the experts
of the bureau of mines.

Skulls of animals, one from the period
of the Mammoth and Mastodon, mid
two from a still more remote time, prob-
ably 15,000,000 years ago, have just re-
cently been mounted by Professor E.
C. Case and placed on exhibition by the
University of Michigan in its Museum.

The first of these skulls is that of a
gigantic animal whose cranial and facial
bones in every way rei“emble those of
the modem beaver. This animal, which
bears the scientific name of Castoroides,
was probably several feet in length and
weighed about one hundred pounds.
Although the animal is many times the
size of the modem beaver, in all proba-
bility its habits and mode of life were
simiiar to those of'our present dam-
builders. The skull at the University
consiste of two specimens, the upper
part being found near Ann Arbor, on
the Steers farm, sometime ago, and the
lower coming from near Owosso.

Another of the skulls .is
Dimetrodon incieivu:;, an
spined lizard with enormous carnivor-
ous teeth that made it as formidable as
its name.

The third skull is that of an extinct
amphibian much like a salamander in
shape but from six to eight feet in
length. Eryops megaoephalus, as this
beast is.now called, had its eyes almost
on the upper surface of the skull and
probably lay hidden in the water, with
the eyes alone exposed, until some vie-
tim should come within springing dis-
tance. The animal is characterized by
the huge gape of the jaws.

EW YORK.—Three hundred thou-

sand dollars of easy money pour
Into the offices of fraudulent mining
stock brokers of Now York every day.
according to conservative estimates
made by Post Office Inspector Warren
W. Dickson, la charge of the New
York division. In the last three years
>100,000,000 has been filched from the
ts of small investors and wom-
irty million dollars went Into
s of one concern alone. A
lllion went to all of them
ing tl ree years preceding the
ic of 1907.
he estimate is that the fraudulent
rations this year will be 173,000.-
and the figures are on the in-
crease.

A socallcd "suckers' list.” bearing
the names of 2u0,000 who have "bit”
and will probably bite again, is the
most-prizetl asset of the big concerns
that do the business. Under a work-
ing "understanding” they all have ac-
cess to tile same list of victims.

The magnilude'of the fraudulent op-
erations has caused the postal au-
thorities to concentrate a strong force
in opposition to the bogus mining con-

cerns. Inspector Dickson, formerly
stationed at SL Louis, who was the
first man to put a check oi“the “green
goods” game, has been *pULced in
charge of the New York department.
As a warning to the "suckers” he has
told about the "Suckers’ Directory.”

"Down in Pine street,” be says,
“there Is today a well furnished office,
most conservative in appearance, the
‘Suckers' Directory’ of the fraud gang.
The man in charge of the office has
never been suspected of his calling,
and none of his associates believes
that it is anything but legitimate, |
am informed that the list of names is
now nearing tne quarter million mark,
and growing .dally. As soon as the
concern puts out more llteratarp, they
consult the directory in order to get
quick returns. Whenever a new vic-
tim bites his name Is added to ihe
list.

‘it seems that all a person has to
do Is to have a fuU page in a metro
poUtan paper advertising a bonanza,
then scatter smaller advertisemarts
through the country periodicalSr usu-
ally reproducing the New York adver
tisements. with the statement: 'Look
what New York thinks of our Invest-
ment.” for the money to begin -to pour
in. The 'SuckerV Directory’ does the
rest. There are skyscrapers in this
city where bags of United States mail
are carried In every day laden with
checks and money orders, and not one
penny of it gets outside the pockets
of the promoters.”

Censorship for the Moving Pictures

T. LOUIS.—Very few of the many

thousands of persons who nightly
attenil the moving picture shows and
aeo the words, "Licensed by the Na-
tional Board of Censorship,” flashed
on tliP'screen at the end of a film
know'what ilie sentence means. They
have A vague idea that the film has
undergone some sort-of scrutiny. They
do not know whether the work nas
been well or Indlffereully done, except
as they jmige from the film that has
just boon shown.

The line flashed on the .screen is in
reality a seal of respectability, for the
films that receive the approbation of
the board are supjKjsed to liave had all
objectionable features removed, if
there were any that ueedel removal.

Twice a week, on Mondays and Fri-
days. the censorship conimlltee meets
to pass on the films. Before a film Is
mshown printed <-ards are passed around

to the censors. On them may be reg-
istered either absolute approval or
disapproval, or any features that might
be considered doubtful or objection-
able noted.

If there are all approvals, the film
is. of course, passed without further
ado. If there are all rejections. It Is.
with as little ado. thrown out. But if
only certain parts come in for either
absolute disapproval or doubt such
portions as they object to must either
be stricken out entirely or modified
according to their suggestions.

In practise the manufacturers fowl
that the best means of avoiding trou-
ble Is to secure'the Ideas of the cen-
sors before the film Is produced. It
Is possible to do this, because a ei"en-
ario is made out for each film. ju.it as
if a drama were lo be presented »X a
theater.

To produce these picture plays, teg-
ular companies of actors are formed,
just as if they were to have speakI”®
parts in a theater. Their parts are
made out for thorn, and they are
cached—oot in words, but In actlor.
Now the careful manufacturer sends
his scenarios to the censors for ai>
proval, or for moc<ilficatlon. If consid-
ered necessary.

Beyersl Opinions Art Given and the
Reeder Is Left at Liberty to Be-
lieve Any or All of
Them.

On the highest point of a New York
skyscraper, the framework of which
had Just been finished, a sibail Amer-
ican flag was banging, a tiny speck ot
color againsttbe sky. Many of those
who passed the new structure saw the
flag, but perhaps none of them knew
Just what it signified, its meaning Is
that the building baa been “topped
off,” or that tbe highest point has
been reached, and the flag is a little
reminder to ibe boss that it is time to
treat. The general rule is to hang a
small branch of- evergreen in winter
trom the apex of the roof, when the
roof tree has been put up, but in the
building of modern skyscrapers in the
bei.rt of a city like New Yok a
branch is a luxury, and 'the getting
oi one might lead to'all sons of
trouble with the pollce and park au-
thorities.

“I think the idea comes from olden
times when they built the sailing ves-
sels,” says a Brooklyn contractor.
"You know the mast is the last part
of the work. In smoothing It off the>’
alw’ays left the few tvsigs on the top
until the mast had been set. Then u
sailor climbed up and cut the top off
and fitted on the Iron cap which keeps
the mast from splitting. This meant
that the work was finished.”

Another prominent builder thinks
the custom comes from tbe time when
thatched bouses were built and the
roof tree was actually a tree from the
surrounding forest. When that was
put on it, meant that the highest part
of the building had been reached and
that the frame was all up. But with
this idea not all contractors are
agreed, as the next opinion given will
show.
