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GIVE SWEETS TO PRISONERS

PoMoaelet Pasted Through
Unfortunates Confined
Turkish Jails.

Bars to
In

, A Turkish prison is an experience,
b writer in the Cincinnati Commercial
ATribune says. You enter through the
cellroom. As a matter of fact, there
Is lust one huge cell Into which you
ere crowded with the dozen odd oth*
ers. Some have been arrested for
back taxes, some for murder, all form
one cheerful company. The chamber
Is ill lit and full of the fumes ot
cigarettes which the men smoke the
livelong day. Then by way of an-
other door with heavy lealher por-
tieres swung in. one comes to the uni-
formed fiubchief of police at his desk.

To one side is a divan, where there
are trays of Turkish coffee for his
guests. Here, every one being guilty
until proven innocent, prisoners of
native birth arc remanded to the cells.
With foreigners, however, care must
be taken and if one speaks not the
Turkish they set you In durance till
they find some one speaking French.
But meanwliile you get your i>eep in-
to Turkish jails and their squalor.

Up in the interior at Plevlje. thoro
Is another interesting Turkish prison
which Is unique, it forms the fourth
aide of an open court, of which the
pasha’s palace is the opposite side,
and so when the military band plays
In, the courtyard for his highness the
prisoners get the benefit.’

The prison is a ramshackle frame,
the lower story comprising the one
cellroom. In this, again, all prisoners
are thrust together, and the w'-ndows
are likewise the cell casements. Folk
of the town take it as an act of re-
ligious devotion, frequently, to feed
the prisoners dainties, and so one
sees these lined up before the bars
reaching the cakes through the grat-
ing as you might reach things to the
apes at the zoo.

Bees as Weapons of War.

Probably the most remarkable
weapons of war ever used on the field
of battle were swarms of bees. There
are at least two well authenticated in-
stances of the use of this novel and
stinging weapon. The first is related
by Appfan of the siege of Themiseyra.
in PoQtus. by Lucullus. on his war
against Mithridates. Turrets were
brought up. mounds were built and
huge mines were made by the Romans.
The people of Themiseyra dug into
these mines from above, and through
holes cast down upon the workmen
bears and other wild animals, together
with swarms of.bees. The second In-
Btance occurred in England. The
Danes and Norwegians were attacking
Chester, held by the Saxons and
some (lallic uuxiliarits. After using
stones and boiling water In vain
against the besiegers, the Saxons
threw down all the beehives In the
town upon the attackers, who were
80<m routed.

The Old French Mail.

Even with a railway strike on. the
mails can he carried much more
quickly bttwceu Paris and the coast
than in the old days, thanks to the
motor car. Before 1843 the lime al-
lowance for the Indian mails between
Calais or Boulogne and Marseilles was
102 hours, wliich was nearly always
exceeded. Then the French govern-
inent undertook lo dt> it in 72 hours
and put on a si*clal UgUt fourgon
for the work. I'-alne’s "On ih « Truck
of the Mail Coach" describes the ad-
ventures of this v‘-hirlp on one jour-

ney. At St. Etienne it kill»*d a child
running across the road. Then the
who<*ls. insufficiently bibricatcd,
caught fire four lirac.s. Linchpins
came out and wheels off. There was

a collision with a cart, the postilion
being flung from his saddle and seri-
ously Injured. Going up hill at Xeuil-
ly the eight horses revolted and upset
the fourgon. Yet only 45 minutes were
lost between (‘alais and Marseilles—
Ixjndon Chronicle.

IMPROVEMENT AIMED AT A YEAR
ACO NOT OBTAINED.

sfOR MORE BINDING MEASURE

Closer Relation Betv.reen the Working
Paper Proposition and the School
System Desired for Safeguard-

ing of Children.

I-ansing.—The new children's bu-
.~eau of Detroit is preparing to inaugu-
rate a vigorous campaign for a new
child labor law in Michigan. At the
meeting of the bureau at Detroit.
Chairman Fred M. Butzel was em-
powered to appoint a committee to
draft either a new law or an amend-
ment to ahe present one so that al-
leged laxity whereby many children
who ought to be In school are now
granted working papers, shall be
eliminated an<l the authority of the
board of education lo comluct the pre-
liminary invesllgations restored.

“Cnquestionably the administration
of the chiM labor law In Detroit to-
day is belter than the law itself." de-
claret) Fred M. Butzel. "A closer rela-
llon between the working pajier prop-
osillcn and the school system is very
mmuch desired for the safeguarding of
childp'ji.”

“"The improvement aimed at in the
amemilnieiil of the chIiM labor law’ of
.Michigan a year ago were not ob-
tained for the reason that those push-
ing the amendment failed to work in
harmony with the employers of labor
in the slate.” said Rev. Myron Adams.
"The result is that the amended law
as It stands today is worse than the
original enactment. The old law pro-
vided that the preliminary investiga-
tion on which working permits were
to be Issued should be conducted by
the educational authorities. The new
law is 80 wofileil that the preliminary
investigation Is now conducted by fac-
tory Inspectors. That this is unwise
anil j)Osltl\ely harhiful is shown by
the recent revelations of factory con-
ditions in this city as regards child
lalwr and sanitary regulations.

"One weaknes.s of the law in Michi-
gan lies in a <*lause which }icrnilts
under-age children to go to work If
their work Is necessary for the sup-
port of the family. Here is where
much laxity creeps In."

It is likely that the findings of the
sj)orial child laber law committee of
the children's bureau, will he turned
over to the special legislation commis-
sion of the Central Council of Char-
ities of Detroit, which Is soon to be
created to "lobby" for up-to-date so-
cial legislation at Lansiue.

In addition to overhauling the child
labor law. tho children's bureau is
preparing- to Investigate the adminls-
tratjon of tiie municipal ordinance re-
lating to the age and condition of
newsboys. Conil)lainta have come into
the liurenti from many quarters that

this ordinance is not being properly
enforced.

To Spend Xmas in Plague Camp.

In a report received by Dr.
Shumway. secretary of the stale
board of health. Dr. Frazer, health offi-
cer in Lap«er. states that there are
now 15 cases of smallpox in the state
home for tho feeble-minded. To dale
there have been nine deaths- None
of those now sick are expccic-d lo die.

Supi)lementary to the report. Dr.
Frazer slated that he will ask that the
troops he kept on quarantine guard
duty as long as the disease is preva-
lent in the home, "even if it takes a
year."

There are 43 members of the Flint
company on duty In l<apecr. This in-
cludes officers and enlisted men. and
their services are costing, it is esti-
mated, the county of Lapeer about
$100 a day.

There is not a possibility of tho sol-
diers being ordered out of Lapeer be-
fore January 1. and the guardsmen
are preparing lo spend Christmas in
camp.

At a special meeting of the board
of health and the city school board
in Mayor Bennett’s office It was de-
cided that, owing to the outbreak of
five new cases of smallpox in one fam-

ily in the city, a general compulsory
vaccination of ul) school children in
the city should be ordered. The order

was put Into the form of a resolution
and adopted.

All school children will bo vaccina-
ted at the expense of the city in cases
where the parents arc unable to pay
the required amount. Schools will not
be closed unless the epidemic breaks
out in other parts of the® city. Strict
enforcement of the quarantine and vac-
cination orders will be made, and it is
thought that with the co-operation of

the citizens of Lansing the disease
will not obtain a greater lootholu
here.

Tho members of the Ingham County
Medical society met to discuss the
price for vaccination, the point being
raised by Doctor Shumway of the
state board of health. After an execu-
tive session the jjbysicians said they
had decided to leave the charge us be-
fore.

"We have always had a sliding
scale.” said Secretary Samuel Osborn,
of the society. "Our regular price
has always been one dollar, and this
price will be maintained. If some one
comes in who is unable tc i;ay that
amount we will not charge them for
the operation, for we are willing to
work for the city’s welfare.

it is not fair to say that the mem-
bers of this society are trying to rob
the public at this critical time."

Hot Race Is On in National Guard.
Who will be the next adjutant gen-
eral of the Michigan National Guard?
This question is being asked with a
good deal of interest in every city
where there is a National Guard com-
pany, and from appearances. It is be-
lieved that Gen. William T. McGurrin
of Grand Rapids will succeed himself.
The Second infantry, which General
McGurrin  formerly commanded, has
indorsed him solidly, as has the Third
Infantry, commanded by Col. Georgo
B. McCaughna of Owosso. Of the
First infantry, the isno companies lo-
cated in Jackson and the companies
in Ann Arbor and Monroe, comprising
the Second battalion, have also peti-
tioned the governor-elect for the reten-
tion of the present adjutant general;
so has battery A of I*nsing and the
signal corps located In Ypsllanti.
Gen. Robert J. Bates of Sault Ste.
Marie, whose three-year term as com-
mando;’ of the Michigan brigade ends
January 1. Is still apparently confident
that he will be the next adjutant-gen-
eral. and is said to be colUctlng in-
dorsements. but these are mostly of a
political and business characUM’.

Smallpox Cases Still Increase.

The smallpox situation at Saginaw
continues lo he most favorable, re-
ports of throe new cases being given
the board of health. Two of these
cases have been under quarantine, and
In one instance the patient has prac-

tically recovered, in tho other two
the attack Is very mild.
l.,ocal health officers declare that

never in the history of the world has
smallpox, been combatted as strenu-
ously as in this dty. and in this claim
they have the backing of President
McLean of the slate board of health
and I>r. F. P. Shumway, its secretary.

'Kazoo Officials Look for Clash.

There is going ip be a hot clash
when members of the state railroad
commission come to Kalamazoo to
meet with Kalamazoo city officials.

During the football season of 1909
there were 2a players killed and 64

The Science of Salvation.

Prof. Hermann S. Hering-, C. S. B.,
of Boston, delivered a lecture in the
First Church of Christ, Scientist, last
Thursday evening on the above subject
to a large audience, which gave him its
closest attention for over an hour. Mr.
Hering said in pajt:

In considering the subject of “Chris
tian Science: the Science of Salvation,”
it is well to have a mutual understani-
ing as to the meaning of the terms.
Science means exact, systematized and
demonstrable knowledge of facts, laws
and causes, while according to Smith's
Bible Dictionary* salvation means “de-
liverance from temporal evils and earth-
ly destruction,” in other words, deliver-
ance from evil,—from sin, disease and
death. Hence “The Science of Salva-
tion” means in substance that demon-
strable knowledge which affords deliv-
erance from all evil.

St. Paul admonishes us to work out
our own salvation. This Scriptural
command means far more than the com-
mon belief that salvation is assured by
simply having belief or faith in Jesus as
the Son of God. Such saving faith is
vitally necessary, butit is only the be-
ginning of our salvation—its spiritual
basis.

Then must follow the working out of
our deliverance from evil on this basis;
our actual separation from sin, from the
bondage of this world, from limitation,
failure, disease, death.

In working out our salvation we must
first that salvation or deliverdhee
from evil is a mental process, takes
place in mind; thatit is a transforma-
tion through Mind and is both ethical
and philosophical.

The Bible declares that “to be car-
nally minded is death; but to be spirit-
ually minded is life and peace.”

Christian Science teaches that matter
and material existence are phenomena
of the mortal, material, finite mind, a
concept of existence obtained through
the physical senses, a misapprehension
of reality held by human consciousness
when uninstructed by Science, an ap-
penranc"* instead of an actuality. It
is simply an imitation or counterfeit ob-
tained from a finite, dimen.sional, mor-
tal basis.

Now it is not the appearance but only
the original that has power, intoUigonce
and substance. The manifestation of
growth, action or being in matter is but
a material concept of spiritual facts.

The objects, action and power ex-
pressed in a “moving picture” arc not
in the picture and we do not associate
them with the picture, but with the
original which the picture reproduces.
Similarly, life, growth, action, power,
substance, law, et cetera, are not in
matter, physical existence or the mate-
rial consciousness; butin divine Mind,
the only cause and Principle of being,
and should be so thought of.

When we recognize God as the only
Mind, the only cause. Truth is reflected
in consciousness and existence is har-
monious. When we believe causation
to bo material or in mortal mind, we
put our trust and dependence in a
shadow, a false belief, and existence, so
called, in discordant, liable to disease,
disaster, death. Ib order to work out
our salvation we therefore need to un-
derstaad causation.

The ord”jj*” human concept of mind
is that which thinks, feels or wills, the
ipsetteet, or the activity of the gray
matter called brain. Christian Science
reveals the face that Mind is divine
Principle, the infinite Life,Truth, Love,
omnipotent, omniscient, omnipresent,
the all-inclusive, eternal, unchanging,
all-wise being, the only cause and cre-

ator.
Christian Science makes it clear that

material existence is not the manifesta-
tion of this divine Mind, but the phe-
nomenon of the counterfeit, called mor-
tal mind.

It is this false concept of existence
that does sH the wrong thinking; that
believes in sin, disease and death; that
claims there is life and 'intelligence in
matter.

The difference between the method of
healing through mental suggestion, or
hypnotism, and that of the divine Mind,
the Christ healing, must be clearly seen.

When the effort is made to heal by
suggestion, the opomtor endeavors by
means of mental manipulation to make
the patient believe that beis not sick.
He attempts to change thq belief, but
the cause of disease remains and in

manifests itself even in worse
fonns. Tlib patientis no better off, he
has DOmore maahood, or aoial cour-
age, and does not know any more about
Gednd HiaChM Umb before.
‘ihetma Christian Sdeniist reflects

the divine Mind, stands on the basis of
God, man and the universe as Spirit
and spiritual, as Love and its manifes-
tation, as Mind and its ideas—perfect
and harmonious. Hence he understands
the unreality of matter and evil and
knows that man is not sick but that the
patient is simply suffering from a false
mesmeric belief. From that standpoint
he proceeds to correct the errors of be

lief with the Truth of being and thus
establishes harmony on a spiritual, sci

entific basis.

It is not to be wondered at, indeed it
is inevitable, that Christian Scientists
should love Mrs. Eddy for having
brought to the world this bcience of
Salvation, the true knowledge of God
and' man, the spiritual understanding
of the Holy Scriptures which enables
them @ knoijv thefcselves and to demon
strau- that'‘saving faith” which alone
leads to heaven.

Mrs. Eddy did not simply state her
discovery* to th” world; she first dem
onstrated it and then offered it asa
demonstrable Science for all mankind
to profit by. Thi« Science overcomes
evil, by giving a true knowledge of
God and His Christ; it enables all hu-
manity to work out their own salvation
and reach that pure consciousness,
which Jesus called the “kingdom of
heaven.”

In England Sumptuary Laws Were
Formerly Found Neceaaary to
Restrict Extravagance.

Royal mourning In the past was
regulated far more elaborately than
nowadays. In pre-Revoluiion da.vs.

jwhen the French court was In mourn-
jIng. the royal apartments were hmip
[with black, and every looking glass
in tbe king's residences was covered
with crape. French queens, when
fwidowed, were expected to remain se-
J_cluded for six weeks iu a room draped
"with black cloth on which were fas-,
Itenlled white velvet dots, supposed to
re”jMAnt tears.

iTne same custom prevailed In 8coi
land. In the pamphlet which George
Buchanan wrote against Mary Queen
of ScotB be dwelt severely on the fact
that long before the forty days fol-
lowing Darnley's death were spent
she showed herself at a window and
“"looked out on the light of day."
Sumptuary mourning laws were for-
merly found necessary In England to
restrict the extravagance of the no-

bility and their Imitators in the mat-
iter of funeral costume. .\t the end
iof the fifteenth century it was la'd
[down that dukes, n)a:qtii8es. and
Iarchbishops should be Kllowed sixteen
yards of cloth for their gowns.
5"sloppes” (mourning cassocks) and
mantles, earls fourieen viscounts
. twelve, barons eight, knights six, and
all persons of Inferior degree only
. two. Hoods were forbidden to all ex-

cept those above the rank of esquire
of the king's household.
