PRESIDENT POINTS OUT NECES-
SITY OF CURTAILING EXPEN-
SES TO LAWMAKERS.

ANNUAL DOCUMENT IS READ

Conservation, Ship Subsidy and For-
tification of Panama Canal Lead-
ing Topics Discussed—Has
Little to Say About Tariff.

Washington, Dec. 6.—Economy in
government affairs is the keynote of
President Taft's annual message read
before both houses of congress today.
The message approximates 40,000
words and is one of the longest ever
submitted by a president.

Conservation of the public domain,
ship subsidy, fortification of the Pana-
ma canal and the continuation of the
present tariff board are the leading
subjects touched upon. He also re-
views the work of the various gov-
ernment departments and concurs In
recommendation, tending toward the
bettering of the service, made by sev-
eral of the members of his cabinet.

Economy Is Urged.

In dweiUnx on th« urgent need for
economy In government expenditures, the
president saye: "Kvery effort has been
made by each department chief to reduce
the estimated cost of hla department for
the ensuing flsca) year ending June SO
1911 | say this in order that congress
msy understand that these estimates thus
made present the smallest sum which will
maintain the departments, bureaus and
offices of the government and meet Its
other obligations under existing law. and
that a cut of these estimates would re-
sult In embarrassing the executive branch
of the government In the performuce of
Its duties. This remark- does not apply
to the river and harbor estimates, except
to those for expanaee of maintenance aM
the meeting of obligaiitms under author-
ised contracts, nor does It apply to the
public building bill nor to the na\T build-
ing program. Of course, as to these con-
gress could withhold any part or all of
the estimates for them without Interfer-
ing with the discharge of the ordinary ob-
ligations of these functions of Its depart-
ments. bureaus and ofllt-es.

of the protection to be the difference be-
tween the cost of producing tlie imported
article abroad and the coat of producing
It at home, togetherwith such addition to
1that difference as. might give a reasonable
profit to the home producer. The basis
for the criticism of this tariff Is that in
respect to a number of the schedules the
declared measure was not followed, hut a
higher difference retained or inserted by
way of undue discrimination in favor of
certain Industries and manufactures. 1Jt-
tie. if any. of the criticism of the tariff
has been directed against the protective
principle above stated: but the main body
of the criticism has been based on the at-
tempt to conform to the measure of [)ro-
tection was not honestly and sincerely
adhered to**

The president also refers to the appoint-
ment of a board of experts to Investigate
the cost of production of various articles
incinded In the schedules of tbs tgrlff,
and concludes:

The poetoflice depart-
ment Itas a great plant and a great or-
ganlzaticn. reaching into the roost remote
hamlet of the United States, and with
this machiner}' It Is able to do a gyeat
many ,things economically that If a new
organisatfon were necessary It would be
Impossible to do without extravagant ex-
penditures.”

Department ef Justice.

Dtscnsaing'the affairs of the department
of Justice, the president says

"l invite especial attention to the proses
cutlons under the federal law of tiie so-
called *bucket shops." and of those
schemes to defraud in which the t»se of
the mail is an essential part of the
fraudulent conspiracy, prosecutions which
have saved ignorant and M-eak members
of the public and ar? saving them hun-
dreds of'millions of dollars. The viola-
tions of the anti-trust law present per-i
haps the most important litig.ition before
the department, and the number of cases
filed shows the a<-llvity of tlie govern-
ment in enforcing that statute.

"In a special message last year |
brought to the attention of congress tlie
propriety and wisdom of ena«'ting a gen-
eral law providing for tbe In<-orp»'mtlon
of industrial and other companies engage<!
In Interstate commerce, and | renew my
recommendation In that belmif."

AboMsh Navy Yarda.

The president calls attention to certain
reforms urged by the secretary of the
navy a'hich he recommends for adoption,
and continues:

"The secretary of the nav.v has given
personal examinalinn to every navy yard,
and baa studied the uses of the nav'y
yarda pith reference to the necessities
of our fleet. With a fleet considerably
leas than half the size of that of the
British navy, we have shipyards more
than double the number, and there are
several of these shipyards expensively
eoulpped with modern ntchinery, which,

increase

after Investigation the secretary of the
navy believes to be entirely useless for
naval purposes. Tie asks authority to

abandon certain of them and to move
their machinery to other places, where it
can be made of use.”

Speaking of our foreign relations tho
president says: “"During the past year
the foreign relations of the United States
have continued upon a basis of friendship
and good understanding.

‘The year has been notable as witness-
ing tbe pacific settlement of two Impor-
tant international controversies before the
permanent court of The Hague.

‘The arbitration of the fisherieii dispute
between the United States' and Great
Britain, which has been the source of
nearly continuous diplomatic correspond-
ence since the fisheries convention of ISIt,
has given an award which Is satisfactory
to both parties. This arbitration is par-
ticularly noteworthy not only because of
the eminently Just results secured, but
also because it is the first arbitration held
under tbe general arMtration treaty of
April 4. 1903. between the United States
and Great Britain, and disposes of a con-
troversy the settlement of whkh h>ts re-
sisted every other resource of diplomacy
and which for nearly ninety years has
been the cause of friction between two
countries whose common Interest lies In
maintaining the moat friendly and cordial
relations with each other.

President Taft makes a few recommen-
dations for changes In the interstate com-
merce law and saj*s:.

"Except as above, 1 do not recommend
any amendment to the interstate com-
merce law as It stands. | do not now
recommend any amendment to the anti-
trust law. In ether words. It seems to
mo that the existing legislation with
reference to the regulation of corpora-
tions and the restraint of their business

ELECTION RESULTS SHOW UNION-
ISTS CANNOT HOPE TO REPLACE
PRESENT GOVERNMENT.

MUST WIN 62 MORE SEATS

Qusatien of Majority Is Still In Oie-
put*~Now Commons Expected to
Assemble With Party Position
Showing But Little Change.

1.X)DdoD, Dec. 6.—The position oC
the parties after the second day's
polUngs In the general election Is as
follows:

Government coailUon, Liberals, 87;
Labor, 14: Nationalists. 36; toUl, 317.

Opposition, Unionists, 136.

The results merely confirm the
opinion formed from previous con-
tests that the Unionists now bare no
possible hope of repiaclog the Liberal
government In power. The only ques-
tion remaining Is whether tbe Lib-
erals will return with a larger or a
smaller nujorlty.

Unionists Mutt Gain 62 Votes.

To gain a bare majority In the new
parliament the Unionists must make
a net gain of slzty-two seats. Thus
far. with 130 pollings, they have a
net gain of only five seats. They have
gained eleven and the Liberals six
seats. A continuation at this rate of
progress would fulfill the Unionist
prediction that the Asquith cabinet
would come ,back with- a .Meatly
weakened majority and would be
more than ever dependent upon tbelr
Irish and Labor ajMes.

Parties PraetiesHy Unchanged.

It must be remembered, however,
that the Liberals lost at the January
elections a large *number of seals
through three-cornered contests. Such
contests are largely eliminated In the
present elections, and this may give
the Liberals sufficient gains to bal-
ance those of the Unionists.

On the whole It seems likely that
the new house of commons will meet
with the position of the parties prac-
tically unchanged. The question will
then arise whether the king will feel
justified in giving guarantees for the
creation of Liberal peers to force the
veto bill through the house of lords.

SHERIFF KILLS POLICE HEAD

Night Sergeant French Fatally Shot
at Cairo, HI., Following
Altercation.

Cairo.' 111. Dec. 5—Night Sergeant
Wilfred French was shot and Instant-
ly killed in police - beadquarters by
Sheriff Ah Bankston of Pulaski
county.

The aberlff. who had been arrested

and again for making trouble
while under the Influence of liquor,
fired three shots at the officer, the only
one which hit him entering hla back
and piercing his heaxt. French fell
to tbe floor dead. Officer Paul, who
was standing near when the trouble
occurred, knocked Bankston’s band
so that the other shots went wild. He
then knocked the Pulaski county sher-
iff down and overpowered him.

As the news spread over the city
an excited crowd gathered at head-
quarters. As a precaution against
trouble Bankston was taken out of
town.

MAJ. GEN. MERRITT DIES
AT NATURAL BRIDGE, VA.

Rttlrsd Arnfy Officer, Distinguished In
Three Wars, Passes Away—Once
Governor of Phllipplnee.

Natural Bridge. Va., Dec: 5—Mal.
Gen. Wesley Merritt, retired, died
here. His home was In Washington.
He was known throughout the country
for his war services, as military gov-
ernor of the Phllipplnee, and as com-
mander of the various army depart-
ments In the United Btates.

General Herrltt’e service in the
United States army was an uninter-
rupted one. Uls iiromotlon was gradual
and. in recognition of fine qualities as
soldier and gentleman.

General Merritt was born in New
York June 16, 1836, but grew to man-
hood 14 IllinolB, and received his ap-
pointmeot to the military academy at
West Point from that state in 3855.
He served throughout the Civil war
with great distinction, being brevetled
in various grades for gallantry.

Id the conflicts with the Sioux In-
dians that followed, in the Spanish
war and in the Philippine disturbances
Genera MerrUt won fame. As an In-
dian fighter be ranked with General
Crook, under whom he served. While
the guns of Admiral Dewey’s ships
shelled the forts at Malate, to the
south of Manila, General Merritt heid
command of the land forces and~en-
tered the city when the Spanish caplt-
ulatetl at tbe close of the action. He
was military governor of the Philip-
pine Islands in 1898.

In summer to preserve milk in ordi-
nary refrigerators for twenty-four
hours. Most mothers, however, buy
a five or.ten-cent cake every morning
and by following tbe suggestion of
Dr. Alfred F. Hess can make at home
at small cost an excellent milk re-
frigerator that requires only a very
little ice:

"Obtain a box from the grocer; any
wooden box a foot in depth will an-
swer the purpose. Buy a tin pall
with a cover, one deep enough to bold
a quart bottle of milk and a slightly
lai~r. pail without a cover. Place
(me Inside the other and stand them
la the center of the box. Now pack
sawdust or excalsfor beneath and all
about.them to ke” the heat trMn
getting In; complete the refrigerator
by nailing about fifty tsyers of news-
paper to the under torfac” ot tbe box
jcover.

Outlines Hie Views in a Format
Statement From Hie Home in
Sault Ste. Marie.

Gov.-elcct Osborn announces that he
favors action that will make the term
of office of Michigan's governor four
years; and because of his projected
activity to bring this about, he will
not be a candidate for nomination for
a second term. Mr. Osborn In his state-
ment says:

“1 shall not be a candidate for gov-
ernor for a second term. This con-
clusion has been reached after the
onsideratioD of several reasons. Dur-

ing the primary contest and subse-
quent party campaign | frequently
made tbe statement that | was In-

spired to be a candidate more by a
desire to do my duty as a citizen than
hy a mere ambition to be- governor.
When | made these declarations 1
was deeply in earnest, 1 am still in
the same state of mind.

“In my opinion. It is desirable to
change the term of governorship from
two years to one term of four years.
Should the legislature consider the
submission of an amendment to the
constitution to this end. | do not wish
it to be hampered by the i>ossibillty
of a twQ-ycar governor succeeding to
a four-year term.

“Too frequently a first-term governor
feels obliged to consider and cater to
popularity and popular measures in
order to insure a second term. This
often involves an access of political
appointments, trading of patronage,
coercion of legislators and other actg
not conducive to efficient government.
One of the evil results of this has
been the practical assumption of a
Ifc'gitlative power by the executive that-
never seems to have been contem-
plated hy our state constitution.

"l wish to confess to a desire to

York, where millionaires seem to
thrive like mushrooms in a cellar,
there Is being constructed an ai>art-
meat bouse in which a suite ot rooms
will rent tor $25,000 a year. Probably
:his rental is the highest that has ever
been asked for an apartment, even
such as will be found in this bouse, a
series of 18 rooms and so many baths
that one would be able to use a differ-
ent one every day in the week and
two on Sunday without doubling on
bis trail. It Is the apotheosis of lux-
ury: the last word, so far as the hu-
man mind of today can Imagine. la
scandalous migplficenee. In other
words, the builders of this bouse have
set a new pace for spendthrifts In the
way of living. A yearly rental of $18.-
dOO is the highest that has ever before
been oskod for unfumlsbed houaek”p-
ing apartments In New York city.

The new apartment house will have
17 apartments—one on each of the 17
floors—and five duplex apartments in
a<ldltlon. Tbe eleventh and twelfth
floors will be devoted to apartments
ahlch will occupy all the floor space,
and these will rent for $25,000 a year.
The apartments which tihare a floor
with half of a duplex apartment will
rent for $18,000.

The architects have arranged the
suites so that each of these big floors
shall have more and larger rooms than

Mass., has written his own story of bis
crime and his efforts to better his con-
ditions shut away from the freedom of
tbe world. He is now &0 years of age
and wan convicted of a double murder
when he was only fourteen y”srs of
age. All these years kave been spent
in solitary confinemeOt and tbe pris-
oner declares he' baa never felt a
touch of human sympathy or kindness
and no effort has ever been made to
better his condition. "1 have no
friends.” he writes. ‘I cannot get a
hearing from the governor. 1 have
been left to my own devices In my cell
all these years."

Pomeroy killed two children, a boy
and a girl, after treating them with
barbaric cruelty. He inveigled other
small children Into Isolated sections,
stripped them of their clothing, tied
them to trees or upon boards and then

can be found in a private city dwelling
occupying the regulation city lot. and
the number ot bouses in New York
that occupy more than one lot even In
“Millionaires’ Row" do not exceed a
score. The four principal rooms of
each apartment—the salon, dining-
room, living room and gallery—cover
2,500 square fe~t, and they are so ar-
ranged that they can be turned into
practically one Immense room for en-
tertaining. Bach apartment will have
at least three or four real fireplaces
where real logs can be burned; an in-
cinerating plant for tbe disposal of
garbage; vacuum cleaning system ex-
tended to every room; the latest heat-
ing. ventilating and refrigerating sys-
tems. and both electric and gas ranges.

In the basement there will be. be-
sides tbe individual laundries for each
apartment, large washing and ironing
rooms equipped with laundry machin-
ery., There will be wine vaults, cold
storage rooms,and. two large storage
rooms for each apartment as well. Two
floors below the ground will be de-
voted to these and the power plant
which will heat and light the building.
In addition there will be machinery to
manufacture Ice for use In the kitch-
ens of apartments.

Those who have studied the condi-
tlona of Manhattan Island, and who
have been most emphatic In predicting
the era of overcrowding, will take this
sumptuous tenement as a real sign, of
that ultimate time when they believe
only business houses and the homes of
the rich will be left in Manhattan.
Other students of the city life will see
in this effort a sign of that time often
predicted when all city dwellers will
live in co-operative apartments.

Of course it
cannot be denied that the crime was
dreadful and that public Justice re-
quired satisfaction; but the truth is.
no effort has been made from that
day to this to better this prisoner's
condition.”

Chicago’s Clubs for Working Girls

DOFS HOT
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PAY out
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Chicago.—ln Chicago there are

what are called Eleanor clubs,
where girls of all sorts aud conditions
find homes. Among them are office
clerks of all descriptions, telephone
oper~ors. milliners, bookkeepers, de-
partment store and other clerks, music
and art students. These latter are
encouraged to live, a few at every
club, since it helps the clubs and tbe
club girls In general.

At these clubs the weekly board rate
pays for two mesis. breakfast and din-
ner. If a girl wishes to take her'
lunch with her she pays five cents for
three sandwiches and either fruit or
cake, for which downtown she would
pay about fifteen cents. There Is the
laundry also, which saves money for
tbe girls. For its use. with tubs, hot
water, irons, starch and bluing, the

girls pay five cents an hour. This does
away with washing In the rooms and
may save, if the girl is clever with
shirtwaists, whatever her laundry bill
w'ould amount to. minus the nominal
laundry fee to the bouse.

There is no dormitory system, al-
though in a few large rooms there
may be three or even four single beds.
