Lansing.—According to the annual 

report of the state land commissioner 
the fiscal year which ended June 30, 
1910. baa been the most successful 
in the history of the departmecL

At the close of the fiscal year in 
1909 the state was in the possession 
of 604,172 acres of land. Since that 
time the auditor general has deeded 
to the state, under the provisions of 
the tax homestead law, 215,565 acres 
and there reverted to the state, in 
compliance with the homestead law 
and from o’ber sjmrces, 2,301 acres, 
making a  total of 826.639 acres.

The report shows that the amount 
collected for trespass upon agricultural 
college, primary school tax, home­
stead and state tax lands for the year 
ending June 36. IflO, was I8A66-71 
and th e  re ^ ip ta  of the office fltt,*  
197.82. Prom the 6X810 acrm. of lapd 
returned to the state for non pa yment 
of taxes the state  has r e a l i s t  1108.- 
899.92, or an average of $1.76 per 
acre. Most of this land formerly sold 
a t the m t« of 11.25 per, with standing 
timber upe^ It, and $1.76 is  ccmsld- 
ered the highest price the state  has 
ever realised from such a source. Not 
alone in the acreage line has the  land 
department done a thriving business, 
as it has disposed of a few city and 
village lots, which have netted $48.- 
169. Actual settlers have made home­
stead entry ui>oa 17,634 acres and ac­
cording to indications all of this land 
will be converted into farms by the 
homesteaders.

T o  K eep  T a b  on U. of M. O u tlay .

W ith every prospect th a t the  am ount 
of s ta te  taxes which goes for the  sup­
port of th e  U niversity  of M ichigan 
win he nearly  doubled nex t A ugust by 
an inc rease in the equalised valuation 
of the  s ta te , it is s ta ted  th e re  is to  be 
action taken by (be Incoming leg isla­
tu re  to bring  about an investigation  
of the  ways In which the university  is 
expending the large sum . turned  over 
to It by the s ta te  each year. Those 
who a re  planning this action  a re  not 
m aking any charges aga in st the m an­
agem ent of the university , but they 
deem it w ise to  ascerta in  ju s t how the  
big Institu tion  is being conducted, in 
order tha t the people may know why 
the  m aintenance lund should be in- 
crc'ased or decreased before the  equal­
ized value of th e  s ta te  is increased , 
which will, if no acflon is taken , large­
ly inc rease the fu)(ds for th e  univer­
sity autom atically

The present equ^lzed value of the 
state is $[.734,100,1)00. The legislature 
has provided that the university shall 
receive out of the state tax three- 
eighths of a mill on the equalized val­
uation. This nets the big college 
$660,297. It is generally understood 
that the Slate board of equalization 
will increase tbe present figures to 
about $2.600v .̂00,000. which would 
bring up the ^ o u n t  which tbe univer­
sity receives to approxlmaat^Iy $936,- 
000 .

W arner’s Choice May Not Stand.

T h e ‘appointment of John S. Hag­
gerty of Detroit as a  member of tbe 
board of control of Jackson prison to 
succeed the late Thomas J. Navln. 
brings up an interesting legal ques­
tion as to whether the governor’s ap­
pointee will be able to bold office 
after the first of the year. According 
to section 2081 of tbe complied laws 
of 1897, whenever a vacancy occurs 
on the prison board otherwise than 
by the expiration of a term, such va­
cancy shall be filled by the governor 
for tbe remainder of the term, by and 
with the advice of tbe senate if in 
session, if the senate is not In see- 
sloD tbe appointment shall continue 
until the next regular eeaslon of the 
senate.

It Is contended that the statute 
jneaas that an appointment to fill a 
vacancy expires when the senate con­
v e n e . and If such Is the cane Gov­
ernor Osborn will be able to name 
H a ^ e r ty ’s successor. Odters claim 
that It Traa tbe intent of the law that 
an appointee should contlnoe In of­
fice until the senate eoavezked when 
the appolstm eot should be confinned.

The judges and the prosecuting attor- 
news of Michigan were here for: two 
days, and both asked the legislature 
to make changes in laws which .seem 
to be open to Improvement according 
to their experience.

Tbe trouble has been that 
no one has heretofore felt responsible 
In some of Lheee m atter.. Some state 
officers see to  it that tbclr laws are 
amended because it makes a  difference 
to them pereonally. But our recom­
mendations- have more to do with the 
sordid ride of life and tbe giving of 
justice. People come to us with all 
their troubles and It Is beartrending.**

o ther in s titu tions, ou tstrips the  deeds 
which se n t C harles \V. M orse to  tbe 
federal jiHson.

Robin D o m in a te s  B ank .
The N orthern  bank  of N e tt York 

is a  m erger of the  N orthern ’ bank, 
the H am ilton bank  and th e  R iverside 
bank, a ll of w hich w ere im paired by 
the  panic of 1907. They vfiere com­
bined by Robin in April. 1908, and as 
chairm an  of the  finance com m ittee 
he Is said  to  have dom inated the  con- 
soIlda,ted la s titu tlo n . Robin took over 
th e  A etna  Indem nity  com pany and 
the  R ochester T itle  and G uarantee 
com pany from  the  H einze in te res ts  
a f te r  the  collapse of the  copper pool.

Robin is declared by his friends to 
have become demented over bis plight 
[after having made two at|.empt8 at
suicide and was adjudged an incur­
able paranoiac by Doctors Carlos, 
McDonald and Austin Flint, the 
alienists who figured prominently In 
the trial of Harry K. Thaw. On the 
certificate of the alienists Robin was 
committed by Justice Amend to the 
sanitarium of Doctor McDonald a t  Cen­
tra l Valley.

Grand Jury to Investigate.
These proceedings were taken 

without the knowledge of State Su- 
perintendrat ^otchklas and State Su­
perintendent of B anks. Cheney, who 
are  now in charge of the Northern 
bank of. New York and all Its 
branches, as well as tbe seemingly 
endless chain of enterprises In which 
Robin dominated. District Attorney 
Whitman had a  long conference with 
the superiDtendent of Insurance and 
It was stated that the entire m atter 
will be presented to tbe grand jury 
for the January term on Tuesday next. 
According to the evidence submitted 
to the district attorney more than one 
official of the  bank is deeply impli­
cated and the Indictment of these and 
possibly o th en  is expected.

No figures as to the exact or ap­
proximate condition of the bank were 
obtainable.

W est Union. O., Dec. 28.—Judge A. 
Z. B lair of the common pleas court 
of th is  county, who has been in 
cha rge  of a/Tairs here during  the  brl' 
bery  exposures, said th a t the ju ry  has 
found 852 tru e  bills aga in st as many 
vo te rs fo r e ith e r selling or buying 
votes in  recen t elections.

Two hundred  ' and iweniy-sfx of 
these  men cam e to  W est U'tiion and 
pleaded guilty. T hey w ere all fined 
th e  am ount they had taken  for the ir 
votes a t  the  recen t elecUou, w ere dis­
franch ised  for five yea rs  and w ere 
given suspended sen tences of six 
m onths In the  county jail.

The moat a ttrac tive  
featu re of th is  method Is th a t th e  su r­
face acquires a peculiar pebbled char­
ac te r in the heat, th a t when the 
glass is In place tbe l^ b ts  are  delight­
fully soft and mellow.

In making a large window In many 
shades each panel #s separateJy mould­
ed and bent and the socilons are  as­
sembled in a m etal fram e.

corrof.-tly o r to read Huently o r to 
pass the exam ination provided for 
the  lowest c la s se s  although ;-ome of 
them a re  able to accomplish, im ­
po rtan t scientific work.

A  perfectly healthy  fifteeii-year-old 
girl, one of the  .b es t pupilr. of the 
highest:, class of a  G erman school, 
could n o t,sp e ll correc tly  e ith e r G er­
man o r foreign words, e ither from 
dictation  o r from memory She cotild 
w rite single characte rs iierfectly. she 
could also read a single- series of 
muslcad notes and play the violin by 
note, but she could not read piano 
music.

The difficulty was tha t she w aa un­
ab le to  im press the  p ic tu re of the 
word on her memory. By the  em­
ploym ent of a g rea t niim ber of aids 
to zpemory she succeeded in making 
much progress, but she continued t ) 
m ake the  m ost incredible errors- in  
w riting, which sharpl-.- coutiusted 
with the general excellence of her 
work at school. She <*ould not read 
fluently because the im age of the  
word yras not present to  her mem­
ory. '1.

T h e '-g ir l’s grandm other, a  highly 
ed u c a ti^  w’oman. her g rea t uncle and 
a son of the la tte r  exhibited the  sam e 
defects.

In danger of nev-pv coaching the 
higher ones fn London one case o*f 
word blindness was found ac^ong 
each 2.000 school children. '^ I th  
proper appreciation  of the  oondilions 
it shoulr'' ’j e  possible to ca rry  on the 
edii- -t on of such a child if otherw ise 

lllgenl. This, however, cannot be 
rioije by the  school: it m ust be ac­
com plished by the  paren ts o r by 
l>enevoleiit societies.—Scientific Amer­
ican.
