Make every hun ter, w hether for big 
gam e or for birds, pay a hun te r'^  li­
cense of one dollar.

Make bird season co-^-xtensive with' 
the deer season—in fact, m ake -the 
open season for killing all kinds of 
gam e uniform . This would lio away 
with the sp ring  shootiug entirely .

Limit the num ber of partridge  tha t 
may be held in possession at one tim e 
to 10 o r 15 at the outside. This it 
is believed would m ake it unprofitable 
for pot hun te rs  to take  th e ir  b.ags 
to  m arke t and go back for more.

W ltbin sigh t of the graves of 
the  Maine v ictim s a t  A rlington also is the  .tow er­
ing sh a ft of the  m onum ent erec ted  by the  N a­
tional Society of Colonial Dames In honor of the 
memory of th e  heroes of the Spanish-A m erlcan 
war. m ore than  oae thousand of whom—victim s 
of the  Cuban cam paign of 1898—re s t w ithin the 
shadow of th is  lofty  tribu te. \

Indeed the  green  hills of A rlington overlook­
ing the  Potomac riv e r Just opposite the  city  of

W ashington  are covered w ith tlributes in gran ite  
and m arble and bronze to the  inatlon’s heroes—■ 
men who foil in th ree  w ars. T here a re  notable 
genera l m onum ents such as those above m en­
tioned nnd the famous "m onum ent to the 'u n ­
known dead." erec ted  over t t e  unidentified re ­

• A ccording to th e  governm ent geo;;̂  
log lst fully 75 per cen t of the  upper' 
peninsula a rea  is adapted  to  some 
branch o f ag ricu ltu ra l pursuits, much 
of the  la n d  being- superio r to  th a t 
now availab le  fn th e  lower i»enl!isula. 
Along the  coast line of Lake Super­
io r th e re  is a strip , which Is now a b ­
solutely uninhabited, th a t is simply 
ideal from the s tandpo in t of horticu l­
ture .

In  
the  fall of 1902 tne  church  entertained 
the  W s ^ e  A ssociation and money was 
tolicited to  take  th e  place of serving 
meals on the  f u r  ground and nearly  $44 
was collected.

i'jpense w ith serving regu lar m onthly

M rs. A llen held the  office o f president 
nearly  14 years, M rs. Cam pbell, first 
vice president, filling' the closing 
m onths of 1906, as M rs. A llen removed 
to California. M rs. M arkham held the 
office o f secretary  eleven years. A t  tbe 
annual meeting in 1909, M rs. Cbas. Olds'  ̂
was elected and M rs. B artle tt was 
chosen president.

I t is not possible in  such a  short 
sketch  to  en te r in to  details of the  work 
done each year. W e a re  thankfu l th a t 
we have w oiked together all th<^se years 
w ith very little  friction, th a t as  a  rule 
harm ony has prevailed, and we are sure 
th a t the  social life o f  the  church  has 
been m aintained by our m eeting to ­
g ether, not m entioning the  financial aid 
rendered. A s near as can  be made out 
from tbe books, $3,325 has been received 
during  th e  26 years and  natu ra lly  about 
tl>ei same exi>ei.ded.
