PUT END TQ .MEXICAN 
REVOLT.

WU.L ENFORCE > NEUTRALITY

Troops Are Ordered to BrownevMIe, 
Laredo, Eagle P sse and Dei Rio to 
Step Smuggling of War Munitions 
by Retoeie.

Washington. Jsiu .25.—Arrange­
m ents were made through the depart­
ment of sta te, the war department 
and the department of Justice.-for the 
United States to  end the resolution  
in Mexico.

This action, taken at the instance of 
r^ fesen ts t lv e s  of American finan­
ciers havihg lirge  investm ents in tiie 
republic of Mexico, and comes after 
the Mexican government, through its  
diplomatic representative here, Ain- 
bimsador De La BaiTa, has failed ut­
terly to get any response to its repre­
sentations th at-th e  revolution is  be­
ing fostered the Eolation of neu­
trality laws that prohibit'tbe shipping 
from one country to another of arms 
and munitions of war to be used 
against the constituted government of 
that country.

U. 8. Troops Ordered to Move.
Orders were issued to move United 

States troops, with pack trains, from 
Fort Sam Houston to Brownsville, 
liaredo, Elagle Pass and Del Rio, on 
tbe .Mexican border. These troops 
w ill patrol the border from Browns­
ville to  El' Paso to prevent further 
shipments of arms and ammunition 
to  the Mexican revolutionists from 
their agents in the United States.

The Mexican embassy was notified 
that the "ttoops . would be despatched 
aLoBce to ih e four, points specified on 
the Rk) Grande.

Will Stop Smuggling of Arms.
If the troops ordered to m ore are 

found insufficient, additional fo r ^ s  
w ill be provided*' and <mce in actien, 
the United States w ill proceed aggres- 
stvely to put an end to the smug­
gling that has been going on in viola­
tion of tbe neutrality laws. Two car­
loads of rifles and ammunition intend­
ed for tbe revolutloniata have been lo­
cated by the federal authorities and 
especial precimtions w ill be taken to 
prevent their ^ n g  tra^ported  across 
the Grande.

Rifles and ammunition purchased in  
the United States have been smug­
gled acroBf tbe border for mouths, 
and lt-4p charged tty the Mexican au­
thorities that but for'this the revolu­
tion would have been ended long ago. 
Information regarding this ^muggltog 
has b e e n .c o a w e d  r e p e a te d  to the 
ktate dhpar^ment and to the depart­
ment of justice, which has had super-

AND DOMINGO, SAYS TAFT

President Notifies Central American 
Nations There Must Be No Fight­

ing Over Bounslary Line.

Washington, Jan. 25.—President 
Taft gave tbe nations an object les­
son in diplomacy and how the peace 
of the world can be accomplished  
when he issued peremptory orders to 
tbe American m inister at San Domin­
go that there m ust be no war between 
San Domingo and Haiti.

This Is the first tim e that such an 
order has ever gone forth from the 
W hite House. Tbe order is  made pos­
sible by the fact that the United 
States, by guaranteeing San DomJm- 
go’s debt to European nations, made 
of that republic a protectorate of 
this government and.^ consequeiflly 
gave the United States the power to 
tell HalG that she cannot interfere 
with American political institutions 
in San Domingo.

San D om ihgo'and Haiti have been 
quarreling for over a year about a 
frontier line. San i Domingo claimed 
the ligh t to extend one of her roads 
across tbe traditional border and this  
brought up tbe old question of- tbe 
frontier. Both nations armed for the 
conflict aud sent troops to the scene  
of trouble.

The president offered his good of­
fices. There were some perfunctory 
acknowledgements of the favor but 
tbe armies remained In camp.

GARMENT STRIKE IS RENEWED

Two Shops Wrecked^ H u n d r e d s  of 
Workers Walk Out a n d  $ 7 ,0 0 0  Is 

A d d e d  to F u n d .

Chicago, Jan. 25.—With renewed 
rioting, in  which two clothing shops 
were wrecked, a new walkout of sev- 
em l hundred garment workers and an  
addition of more than $7,600 to the 
strikers’ campaign funds, the Chicago 
garment worker^ strike broke out 
again with greater bitterness than has 
been displayed at sny  tim e ffince the 
beginning o f the long controversy.

The police w ere alm ost helpless h e  
fore th e fierce oniSanght of th e riot­
ers and before tbe disturbance was 
quelled two tailcff shops had been 
wrecked,: 100 nonunion tailors had 
been driven Into' the street and one' 
poHcenian and several strikers hadj 
been knocked nnconeclous. ' '

Big Losses in Tobacco.
A country-wide tnvestigatlon which 

the treasury depafim ent hah started, 
discloses discrepadoles in tihe wrap­
per and filler statistics of tobacco’ 
Imports from Cuba whicb-^bave de­
prived the government o f between 
$3,000,000 and- $5,000,000 annually for 
the past five year^.

According to reports tobacco trade 
statistics show that clgarmakers who 
turn out pure Havana cigars must 
have 6 per cent of their istock In 
“wrapper,” while the statistics of the 
treasury departmeht show a fraction 
under one-fifth of l  per cent o i the 
Cuban importations classified as and 
paying duty as “wrepper.” '

Navy Seizes Rebel Ship.
The capture o f tbe gunbobt Hornet 

was reported to the navy department 
by Commander George P. Cooper, 
of the gnnboai Marietta. Commander 
epoper’s dispatch is short and says 
only that It had been absolutely neces­
sary to place on hoard a force of men 
from the cruiser Tacoma in order-to  
detain tbe H ornet The detention of 
the Hornet was requested by Secre­
tary of State Knox several days ago 
beading a decision by Attomey-Gen- 
eanl Wickersham las to whether the 
Hornet violated the neutraaty law of 
the U nited ' S tates before she sailed 
from New; Orleansl several p'oeks ago.

President T aft n u d e a new speed 
record h yin m n ln g up from W ashing­
ton, w r l^ g  a  speech on the w ay. at­
tending ^two dinners and starting 
back for the capital a Uttle after  
the flay’s  end. , H e arrived in  Hqw 
York on the Pennsylvania Washing­
ton express a little  after 6 o’clock, 
lumped Into an automobile at the' 
Pennsylvania’s new atation. and In 
a Jiffy was shaking hands at the 
Pennsylvania Society's. reception  
which preceded the society’s dinner 
In the Hotel Astor. He dined with 
the society, gave them hia view s on 
the necessity of fordfylng the Pane- 
tea canal, and then made a quick trip 
to  the Hotel Martinique, where he 
m ade a short spooeh to the guests 
and members of too Frees club din­
ner. A little  later he was back on  
board toe private car Mayflower, 
whic^. was attached to  the Washing­
to n  bound train that le ft at 12:30 a. 
m.

President Taft’s  speech Is accepted 
a s  toe  opening o f  an earnest cam­
paign on his part for the fortification  
of the Panama canal. H is entire 
sp e ech , was devoted 10 th is subject. 
He has high hopes that congress at 
tola Beislon w ill declare in b is favor 
and appropriate -̂ .tlOO.OOO to begin 
the work.

In .th e  senate the president has 
been told  the sentim ent in favor ot 
fortification Is alm ost two to one. 
The house seem s evenly divided, but 
not along partisan lines. Most ol 
the members a p p ^ r  to have an open 
mind, however, and are w illing to be 
convinced by th e side toat makes the 
better presentatfon o f  its  case. Pres 
ident Taft will bidi^ all of his In­
fluence to' bear, in favor of fortifica­
tion.

President Taft’s  speech was a com­
plete reply to all inttmatlons that for 
titlcation ot the canal would contra­
vene existing  treaties with England 
or be in  the nature of an affront to 
any nation.

President Taft's speech was a com­
p lete reply to all' intimations that for 
tlficatlon of the canal would contra­
vene existing treaties with England 
pr be In the nature o f an affront toi 
any nation.

Senator Prank D. Scott, o f  Alpena, 
does not believe in th e  large number 
of emtdoyes. and farthennors does 
not believe in  boys under the school 
age working in the senate. Several 
of the pages in the senate are but 10 
or 12 years old, and under the state  
law should be in school. Senator 
Scott holds that if the laws are to 
be observed anywhere it should be 
in the bbdy which makes them  
Therefore he has asked that all these  
young pages be dismissed. One of 
them is  th e son of Senator Collins, of 
Bay. The resolution was referred to 
the committee on state affairs.

Senator Cartier, of Ludington. sup­
plemented Senator Scott’s  resoHitlon 
with one providing that the pages In 
(he senate be secured from the Indus­
trial School for Boys^ situated at Lan­
sing. It is h is argument that these  
boys would be under better discipline 
and receive advantages of good edu­
cation by being employed in the sen­
ate chamber. His resolution went to  
the committee o n ' state affairs also.

Senator llcnriarty, commonly called 
Mercii)]] Mike, offers an in ter^tlng  
explanation to  th e governor for the 
necessity o f th e  number of employes 
around the senate. Asked by the gov­
ernor why so many were needed, 
Mike responded: "When the base 
ban season opens we must have som e­
body to make a quorum in the sen­
ate."

A ll th ese estim ates o f pepulatlon 
are In tbe nature of guesses, in d  must 
not be read too literally.

By methods of intensive cultivation, 
such as prevail in France, [the; produc­
tion could be greatly inentased. But 
with the overflowtng gran a^  of Can­
ada BO close at band, It seem s likely 
that our neighbors w ill begin to im­
port from us, turning thejir own en­
ergies more largely to other forma of 
agriculture. '

It m ust be remembered i that while 
the Northern States resem ble Canada 
In clbnate and products, the resem­
blance diminishes as you! go south­
ward. The w heat belt gives place to  
a corn belt, and this agabi to semi- 
tropical regions producing; cotton; to­
bacco. cane-sugar, orangesi and other 
tropical fruits. _

Delrymeti A io  Feeding Too Nerrow
Retloee for Good e f  Cows Good 

Mettieda Are Needed.

(By W. M. KELLSr.)
I  b^leiTe k  le  ttane tbat w e dairy­

men took a  Btore retiobal view of our 
business and feed eur cows In a man­
ner that would promote their health  

1 rltaltty Inpteed of forcing them  
their very Umlta, ae is  the prao 

tlse  In many sections where dairying 
la the ezoinslve branch 'o f  agricul­
ture. W e are feeding too narrow ra­
tions for tbe good of our cows.

Cows tbat are raised and developed 
on clover hay, enatlage, wheat, bran 
and oats, wltli good luxuriant pasture 
grass during tbe summer will make 
bettM* oowa than those that are over­
fed on a ration 111 adapted to tbelr 
needs. 1  w ill atakd my reputation on 
this fa c t  W e may not make ae much 
milk, but we w ill have better pro­
ducing cowc end cailvee, and what 
milk w e do make w ill be made cheap­
er and our herd wtU gradually be get­
ting better.

I do not care whether a ration is 1 
to 4 or 1 to 7 as long as It does the 
business and is beneficial to the health 
of the cattle. . Then, again, the aver­
age dairyman does not employ meth­
ods best calculated to give the best 
results in breeding. Some dairymen 
w ill raise every { heifer calf bom on 
his farm, while . miother dairyman 
will not raise'any. I wish we could 
Induce dairymen to make some ex­
change of calves whereby only tbe 
best calves from high-producing cows 
would be raised.

In this way dairymen who had the 
facilities for raising and developing 
tbe heifers could go out and get the 
very best calves and raise them and 
sell them for a good price instead of 
growing tbe weedy, inferior calves 
tbat were bora on his farm.

This would do more than any cn' 
thing to improve tbe quality of c v. 
dairy herds, and growers could realize 
greatly increased profits upon tbe 
cows that they raised.

This feed  le gtadually !n- 
rTtiSid until at oetving tim e tbe cow  
Is receiving i^ e o t  tour pounds of bran 
dally.

Alter frtohAntng the cows, grain ra- 
liOB is gradually teereased hF adding 
shorts until tbe amount led reaches a 
maximum of eight pounds for th e beat 
cows in the herd.

Dry Cows.

dry from six to eight w eeks e ^ h  year.

No. 1 Is a good type of sanitary 
stool made of metal. The ends of 
the pipes used for the legs are filled 
with lead, and there are no corners 
to collect dirt.

Nos. 2 and 4 are similar to No. 1, 
except that caps are screwed on tbe 
e: ds of the legs, makiirg them slightly  
t; u .e  difficulty to keep clean.

.N’o. 3 serves for both pall and milk 
tool. The cover, hoops, bail, etc., 

i;e It more difficult to keep clean 
i..: n the simpler styles.

No. 6 is devised so  that one end 
serves as a receptacle to hold tbe 
pall while the milker sits on the 
other end. As in the case of No. 3. 
this style is more difficult to keep 
in a sanitary condition than tbe sim­
pler forms.

No. 6 Is constructed entirely of iron, 
galvanized after being put together. 
It i t  simply constructed, having only 
a single leg. The base, however, fur­
nishes a larger surface to keep^elean.

Drying Off Cows. _ ^
Experience has shown tbat tbe best 

way of drying off cows is for the tim« 
to feed oiil> dry feeds, if  on feed, niyi 
to  do Irregulr.' milking; then milking 
but once a d^y .''.nd during the week  
only alternate day.<- This w ill soon 
turn a  cow dry entirc-.y. Some cows 
require more attention than others, 
and one should be careful to  adjust 
the intervals at milking to the condi­
tion of the udder, as It takes longer 
to dry off some cows than others.

We must study the individual needs 
of each cow.

Milk in  the udder of a  cow is form­
ed entirely free from bacteria.

As much depends on care and feed 
as upon weeding out the poor cows.
