np again. Tet there are men everr*
where who believe that certain in-
cidents in their Uvea have placed
them beyond r*empUon and that It
la useless to try and begin over again
Sbmetimes they become impatient'for
the sQTOess that eeema so far av’y
and frequently give up*Just before It
comes within their grasp. Repeated
failures seem only to convince them
that they can never hope to accom-
plish anything \»ecause of their former-
mistakes,, and yet the miracle may be
performed when least expected. It Is
wise to forget the past, whatever it
may have been, and to train ourselves
to live only in the present, says the
Charleston News and Courier. Some-:

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SENATOR VANDERWERP’8 BILL
WOULD CUT OFF 6 JUDICIAL
CIRCUITS ANO 8 JUDGES

IN THIS BILL INGHAM AND SAG-
INAW COUNTIES DEPRIVED
OF THEIR SECOND JUDGES

Employes of the State, Especially of
the Legislature, Will Not Receive
Pay for Seven Days a Week.

(By Toby Candor.)

By the bill introdiked in the senate
bly Senator Vanderwerp of Muskegon
six judicial circuiis iand eight judges
*Will be cut off in tfie recircuiting of
the state. Here briefly Is what the
bill provides in th~ way of changes
in -the circuits: :

Add Mackinac counity to the eleventh

circuit, which will then be composed
of Chippewa, Schoolcraft. Luce, Alger
and Mackinac, with a population of
54,081.
Consolidate the twenty-third and the
twenty-sixth circuits, making a new
twenty-seventh circuit, composed of
Alcona, Alpena, losco. Montmorency.
Oscoda and Presque Isle, with a .pop-
ulation of 52,452.

Consolidate the twenty-second and
thlrty-eightb. makirtg the new isix-
teenth, composed of Monroe and
Washtenaw, eswith a population of 77.-
631.

Consolidate the,sixteenth and thirty-
first, making the, new fifteenth, com-
posed of St. Clair and Mocamb, with
a population of 84,947,

Consolidate the first and fifteenth,
making the new twenty-third, com-
posed of Branch, Hllltsdale and St.
Joseph, with a population of 80,941-

Add Newaygo to theTourteenfrf, con-
sisting of Muskegon, giving a pop-
ulation of 75,17<).

Add Mecosta to the nineteenth, con-
sisiing of Manistee. Mason, Lake and
Osceola, and giving a population of
90,014.

Dividing the thirteenth, twenty-
eighth and thirty-third circuits into
two, one of which shall be Grand
Traverse, Leelanau. Benzie, Missaukee
and Wexford. ewith a population of
76.405. and the other consisting of
Charlevoix, Emmet, Cheboygan, An-
trim and Kalkaska, with a population
of 79,379.

In this bill, toa Ingham is deprived
of its second judge and Saginaw is
treated similarly, while Kent is de-
nied the third judge asked for.

Employes of the state, especially
those of the legislature, will no longer
receive pay for seven days a Week
work. At the. request of Speaker
Baker. Attorney-General Franz Kuhn
has rendered an (minion to the ef-
fect that employes™ f the- legislature
are entitled to fheir per diem only
upon such days as'they render actual
service, and he quotes the old blue
law. prohibiting Sanday work of any-
sort, to baOk him in his- contention
that, no service tan be rendered on
that- day, and consequently no pay
can bo received. This means-a big
cutting do\WN'n in the expenses of the
legislature.. The clerk of the house
and the secretary of the senate re-
ceive $10 per day. while other em-
ployes receive from $3 a day up.
Hereafter the employes will be one
day's pay ,short of the customary
bundle. - .

As a result of the opinion of the
attorney-general to the effect that em-
ployes of t*e legislature may not re-
ceive pay for Sundays, a serious
breach has occurred between Speaker
Baker and Clerk Paul H. King in the
bouse. King, by the decision, loses
$10 a week from his pay envelop and
he made a few remarks to Baker
about the situation. Baker In the
house informed the members that “Up
pntil tbis day | have had the assist-
ance of the clerk In matters of parlia-
mentary practice. | say advisedly up
until this day."

This forced' the bands of aH and
the house is now busy taking sides In
the fight and preparing to show who
is stronger, the clerk or the speaker.

Tim, wet-interests throughout
the state are opposed to the scheme,
fearing that state-wide prohibition will
follow if -the women are allowed to
vote. .

His plan calls
for an appropriation of $750,000 for
this year and $1,000,000 for the next,
to be paid out in state aid. The plan
now is to let the state pay one-half
the cost of constructing the main
lines, one-third the cost of the roads
of lesser importance and one-fodrth
the cost of the cross roads.

RULE IT A MOOT”"QUESTION

Issue Now, Remains W hether Gompers.

Mitchell and Morrison, Under Jail |

M’aghington, Jan. 28.—The “boy-

cott" case of the Buck's Stove and
Range company of St. Louis against
the American Federation of Labor
came to a dramatic close in the Su-
.preme court of the United States,
which decided it 'S'as a moot question
and one that It would not hear.

Foreigners in Washington say that residential
sections of that city are the moat beautiful in the
world. Poverty and w'eallh appear side by side
in the capital of the Union. In scores of the city
blocks little frame structures, many of them shaky
on their foundations, the homes of negroes, stand
under the shadow of the marble and granite pal-
aces of the rich, so It readily can be seen that
the words of the poet. “A city where palaces are
Is best." fit the case perfectly.

John Hays Hammond was a classmate at Ykle
of President Taft. Two years ago last spring Mr.
Hammond developed suddenly an ambition to he
the candidate of the Republicans for the office of
vice-president of the United States. It was a per-
fectly worthy ambition of course, for every Amqrt-
can ought to have the right, if be has lived, a
sqtiare life, to feel a pulsing desire to serve
fellow man in office.

It has been the
the scene of official social gatherings uninternipt-
eifty’for years. When Mr. Morton retired from
the vice-presidency the residence was taken by
Count Cassini, the ambassador of the czar of Rus-
sia to the United States. The Russian and his
mioce. the Countess Cassini, were great entertain-
ers. and in their residence met the high represen-
tatives of all the different departments of govern-
ment, the twin armed services, and the diplomats
from all parts of the world.

The Morton house, under tbhe rule of the Cassi-
nis. was the scene of social aibtlvity season after
eeasoD. Then the house passed into the posses-
sl(m of EUbu Root, secretary of state in Theodofre
Roosevelt's cabinet. The secretary and his wjfe
are to domesticity Inclined. With the excepUpa
of small aCairs to which only ck»ee friends weaw
invited, the former home lof the Cassinis saw little
gaiety during tbe occupancy of the family of tiie
former secretary of atate, although there ws”

It stands _
close to Dupont circle, a fashionable residence
section, and its front and side grounds are of
greater extent than are usually found adjacent to
a house In the city where every Inch of land costs
much money. The widow of Mr. Lelter still occu-
pies tbe great pillared house which her husband
built. Within a stone's toss of the Lelter resi-
dence is tbe marble Washington home of Mrs.
R. M. Pallcrson, daughter.of Joseph Medill, the
great editor of the Chicago Tribune. Thbe Patter-
son house was designed by Stanford White, who
was killed by the degenerate Harry K. Thaw in
New York city three or four years ago. The de-
sign for the Patterson house was one of the last
works of the great architect.

Close to the marble Patterson residence Is the
home of William Boardman. bis wife and daugh-
ters. The Boardmans are Cleveland people. They
came here some years ago. as other rich people
have done, to tAe up their restdence and to lead
the life of the capital. It Is. however, rather a.
different life which the Boardmans lead. Miss
Mabel Boardman is the chief American spirit in
the Red Cross movement. She Is devoted to this
work, and give* to it the major portfon of her
time. The Boardman bouse is a spene of many
gatherings of people, but at least one-half of them
have humanitarianism for their object

Tbe Boardman home is one of the few in
Washington which President Taft visits In a pure-
ly informal way. He “drops In" at Boardman's
for afternoon tea or tor an evening call just as
he would if he were %6t president of the United
States and therefore bound by strands of the
tape of etiquette. The president is greatly inter-
ested in the work of the Red Cross. He is the
organization's president, as Miss Bovdman is one
pf its hardest workers and Its guiding spirit.

There is one home in Washington with which
there Lh connected a curioos story. It is the Mas-
sachusetts avenue residence of Mrs. R. H. Town-
send. who is known In Washington as Mrs. Scott-
Townsend. She Is the niece of ‘Tom'™ Scott, the
Pennsylvania multi-millionaire, who died several
years ago. Mrs. Townsend's only daughter, Ma-
thilde, generally has been pronounced the moat
beantlful of the young women of the capital city.
Rumor connected tbe daughter “in marriage en-
gagement possibilities" with half a dozen foret”i-
ers, all of them well within the titled circle, tad
one or two of them of Um blood royaL The daugh-
ter showed her good aenae and her rare diacrlini-
nation by marrying aa Amertcaa.

The Henderson house has
every appearance of a castle. It Is of brown stone,
turreted, and it stands on a commanding hill- The
Henderson home Is the scene of constant hospital-
ity, and the diplomats representing foreign govern-
ments in the capital are frequently dinner guests
of tbe "castle" host and hostess.

Larz Anderson, a relative of Nicholas IAong-
wortb, lives on Massachusetts avenue In a huge
house about which the "lecturer” on the big sight-
seeing automobile calls out interesting'information
to the passengers eight or ten times a day, and, the
megaphonle tones of the information giver pene-
trate to every recess of the Anderson family man
slon. The automobile barker tells his bridp and
groom passengers and other sightseers that “This
is the 1”arz Anderson house: Ithas 120 living rooms
and -Q0 bathrooms: it is truly a regal residence.”

Only tbe initiated know how much of a roman-
cer the lecturer Is. but In very truth the Andersoq
residence Is as large as an ordinary hotel. Mr.
Anderson is forever looking out for novelties, and
he has “ust obtained from the manufacturers an au-
tomobile nearly as large as the sightseeing affair
which goes crunching by his home every day with
the leather-lunged lecturer bowling aloft.

But this, too, will be merely
temporary, for the Windsor butchers
will very quicklyavail themselves of the
aaine ;market when it is open to them.;

American Embassy at Constantinople

mHas Demanded an Immediate
Investigation.
J. Ridgely Carter, who has been

placed at the head cf the American

embassy in Constantinople, with the
rank ,of minister plenipotentiary,
pending the appointm”t of a sue

ceasor to Ambassador etraiis, resign-
ed. after lodging a jjro"sL with the
porte against the assatA and indig-
nitie.s to which the Amfripan coosti-
lar representatives at Beimt and Ai-
exandretia were .recently subjected.

It appears that a sergeant- instigated
a mutiny a moirg 50 Turkish sold',Ar5
who ~cro “"being fcransport'cll on the
steamer New Jersey. \Vhen that ves-
sel reached Alexandretta she was fly-
ing-the American flag, and the Amer-
ican monsular agent, John T. -P-eris-
tialjcy, went on board to investigate.
There he was set upon by the sol-
diers and driven from the ship. Dur-
ing the attack his hand was cut and
his coat was torn oft

The local police arrested some of
the soldier), but the captain of the
New Jersey refused to surrender the
sergeant, the ringleader. The vessel
proceeded subsequently to Smyrna,
where there was a aeconil row over
the question of whether the soldiers
tor the sailors of the New Jersey
were primarily at fault.

When the vessel, docked, its second
mate was arrested. At this stage of
the quarrel the American consul gen-
eral. Ernest !> Harris, took a hand,
with the result that he was attacked
by the warring factious. However,
he 'mbrought about the arrest of the

sergeant.
When news of the trouble reached
Salonika the boycott committee

among the shipping men decltared a
boycott against ‘the. owners of the
New’ Jersey.

Acting upon advices the American
embassy promptly took the matter up
with the government, and in addition
to protesting against the illtreatment
of Mr. Perlstlancy and Mr. Harris,
made representations regarding the
boycott at Salonika. Later the em-
bassy received assurances that ade-
quate measures to stamp out the boy-
cott had been taken.

8,500 Russians Go On Strike.

Added to the horrors of the plague.
8,000 Russian workmen employed on
the Chinese railway, fearing the dis-
ease. have gone on strike because the
administration refused to dismiss 1-
500 “ Chinese laborers and provide
passes to enable the families of tlipe
Russians to return to their own coun-
try. The strikers have been paid off
and will, with their families, be evicted
from their dwellings.

Troops have been called out and
have been stationed”all along the line
to protect the Chinese. The Russians
are likely to prove a source of grave
danger.

There has been no let-up in the
spread of the plague. During the past
48 hours 40 deaths were rei>oried in
Harbin alone, and probablyrthere were
many others that were not .reported.
In the same period 150 Chinese died
ill Fudziadian, a suburb of the city.

Plague in China’s Air.

The Chinese government’s desire to
stamp out the epidemic of plague was
demonstrated when the foreign office
authorized Dr. Wu. in charge of the
native city of Hariptn, to burn-2.000
coffins containing corpses of plague
victims.

Owing to the fact that the earth is
frozen these were not burled, and it
Is believed that they contributed to
the spread of the disease. Elfforts
were made to dig mammoth trenches
by dynamiting. This plan, however,
is not feasible. In view of the bitter
prejudice of the Chinese against cre-
tnatlon it was not possible to adopt
this extreme ipeasare until the arrival
of military reinforcements.

Reports from Mukden state that out
of 151 cases 92 died within 21 hours
after the flrst symptoms.

Fees of Tuberculosia HaveiPlan to
Use Most powerful Weapon

on Earth.

Ap:.il 30 has been set aside this year
as “’uberculosis Day,” and will be ob-
servfd in a manner similar to that
of “Tuberculosis Sunday” in 1910,
when 40,000 sermons were preached
on the prevention of tuberculosis., fn
the first official -announcement of the
occasion, made by the national asso-
ciation for the Study and Prevention
rf Tuberctilosio, the leaders of -the
movement state that they hope to en-
list al! of the 33,000,000 church mem-
bers in-country.

In one respect Tuberculijsls day will
differ from Tuberculosis Sunday of
1910. Instead of requesting the.
churches to give to the tuberculosis
cause a special Sunday service, the
national association is going to ask
this year that meetings, at which the
subject of tuberculosis and its pre-
vention can ,bc discussed, be held on
Sunday, April 30. or on any other day

near that date, either in the week
preceding or the week following.
"What we went,” says Mr. Living-

srari Farrand. executive secretary of
U.e National Association for the Study
and Prevention of Tuberculosis, In a
report on this movement, “is to have
this whole subject of tuberculosis dis-
cussed in all of the 200,000 churches
of the VnUed Slates at as; nearly the
R-tmc time as possible.”
